Sev­
eral days after Shakespeare died it 
was discovered that as a matter of 
fact he never wrote anything but I.
O. U.s and due bill, and that Lord 
Bacon was the author of everything 
attributed to him that didn’t have to 
be fumigated before being admitted 
to the mails. A great many i>eople 
believed this and immediatelyx tool; 
Shakespeare's bust off the parlor 
mantel and put it in the hired girl’s 
room. Considerable coldness sprang 
up between Shakespeare and his 
wife on account of her refusal to ac­
cept the presidency of the C. L. S. C..

Par­
sons was down as far as Cartwright 
and had a stormy time especially on 
the return trip. A terrific gale raged 
from the S. E. on Saturday, the 18th, 
accompanied the next day with snow 
which fell to a depth of six to nine 
inches. On Friday and Saturday last 
the ship experienced even a worse 
gale but managed to get into a good 
harbour till the storm was over. The 
storm of last Wednesday night was 
weathered in Carbonear. The ship 
brought a few packages of freight and 
two passengers, ('apt. Parsons says 
that it was hid hardest experience on 
the Labrador route. Winter has set 
in all along the Labrador coast, the 
ponds and rivers are frozen over—fit 
to walk on. and the land is covered 
with snow to the depth of two to 
four feet from Cape Charles to Cape 
Porcupine. The liviers are all well 
provided for the winter and most of 
them haxne gone in the bays furring 
for the winter.

Mr. English Replies 
to Mr McGrath.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—My letter of a couple ol 

(lays ago has elicited from Mr. Mc­
Grath the statement that he is not 
responsible for what appears in hit 
hook, or what is equal to such a state­
ment. it is interesting to know this 
The book contains nothing original 
but is merely, in a manner, abridged 
'rom official reports, etc. Nobody 
would ever know this did not Mr 
McGrath tell us so in this evening’? 
Chronicle, for the author of the worl 
docs not quote his authority.

He tries to geto lit over the, shoul 
ders of Mr. Ilowley. but fails utterly 
He wants to make Mr. Howley re 
sponsible for the assertion that ’large 
areas within its confines are occupiei 
by igneous and erupliae materials 
evidencing extended volcanic actioi 
in the formative periods of its his 
tory.” What -Mr. Howley does say i: 
this. “It has passed through the fire 
so to speak, and large areas are fount 
to be occupied by igneous, eruptive 
hud igneo aquerus materials, other 
wise highly metamorphosed sedi 
merits; indicating prolonged voloanii 
action at different periods of its 
structural history."

From this it would seem that the 
origin of those metamorphic rocks is 
uncertain. There is nothing to prove 
that theyr are altered seeiiments oi 
Plutonic or eruptive. The fact tha 
they are highly metamorphosed doe; 
not indicate volcanic action. I di 
not think that Mr. Howley will diffe" 
from me here. I again assert with 
out fear of successful contradictioi 
that evidence of volcanic action o 
any great extent, if at all, is not fur 
nished by the rocks of this country 
Before taking up others of Mr. Me 
Grath’s mistakes, I should like to asl 
that gentleman if Mr. Howley is hi; 
authority for the statement that “th< 
.geology of the country is very sim 
pie.” I am of the opinion that thi 
idea originated in Mr. McGrath’! 
mind, and is altogether disproven by 
the fact that there are large rod 
sections in this country that up l< 
now have not been referred to any 
definite epoch or e\;en period, for tha 
matter, era. We have not to go away 
from the neighbourhood of this towi 
to find proof of this.

The best that can be done is to cal 
theta precambrian. What about those 
highly metamorphic rocks, is it ; 
simple matter to make out their hori 
/.on? I wonder if Mr. Howley is re 
sponsible for the new name rfor seals 
in Mr. McGrath's book they are call 
ed "ice-rhimg pinnipeds.” Surely th< 
author of the book must have beer 
thinking of crabs when he wrote 
"pinnipeds.”

Sp far I have confined my criticism 
to the pages relating to geology anc' 
minerals mainly. Those pages hold 
so many mistakes as to cause one to 
wonder how the author ever had the 
temerity to inflict it on the public. Its 
nearly every page contains something 
to offend against good taste. As the 
author very humbly admits that the 
body of the work has been filched. 1 
am indined to let the subject drop 
I am not anxious to prove to Mr. Mc­
Grath that 1 do know something about 
geology. Mr. McGrath's opinion is a 
matter of indifference to me. Mr. Mc­
Grath throws slurs at me: of those I 
take no treed. If he is anxious to 
cross swords with me intellectually 
1 think I can take very good care of 
myself.

With your kind permission. Mr. 
Editor, 4 intend to point out a few 
other glaring defects in “Newfound­
land in l'Jll,’’ and shall offer you an­
other article on the subject to-mor­
row.

ROME, Nov. 30.

A party of officers, surgeons and re­
porters has been been searching the 
jjlacee in Tripoli, retaken by/the Ital­
ians on November 26th, and has 
"found many bodies of Italians, who 
were the victims of the fighting on 
October- 23rd, the day before the Ital­
ian massacre by the Arabs. These 
bodies had been atrociously mutilat- 
rd. Some of the victims had been 
crucified, and their eyelids stitched 
so that .they couiq not close them. 
Some were buried up to their arm- 
tits, their hands lopped off and their 
eyes gouged out. The agonized faces 
sf many of them suggest that they 
lad endured awful tortures while still 
llive. An Italian, who escaped by 
tiding for three days in a ditch, pre­
tending that he was dead, and wit­
nessed the mutilations, declares that 
Turkish officers and women were pre­
sent.
