The Twenty-first Session of the 
Diocesan Synod of Newfoundland ipet 
last night in the Synod Hall, the Rt. 
Rev. Llewellyn Jones, the Lord Bish­
op of the Diocese, being President.

The session opened as usual xvjth 
the singing of the V'eni Creator., the 
recitation of the Apostles’ Creed and 
the Prayers.

The first business of the session 
was the election of Secretaries. On 
motion of Rev. Canon Smith, seconded 
by Rev. Canon Noel, the Rev. Canon 
Bolt was re-elected Clerical Secre­
tary. Sir W. H. Horwood moved and 
Mr. H. W. LeMessurier seconded, that 
the Hon. Robert Watson be elected 
Lay Secretary. This motion was car­
ried.

The auditors, Rev, J. Brinton and 
Mr. H. W. LeMessurier were then re­
elected.

The Bishop nominated to act as re­
porters during this session. Rev. T. 
W. Upward, Rev. G. H. Maidment, Mr. 
W. R. Stirling and Mr. R. Dowdcn.

The Lord Bishop then delivered his 
Charge. In dignified and impressive­
ly sympathetic language, he referred 
to the various recent “Marine Disas­
ters.” No synopsis could do it jus­
tice; we therefore quote it in full : —

“The thought which has been up­
permost in our minds during the past 
spring, the sadly familiar phrase on 
every lip. has been "Marine Disas­
ters,” and of these our Colony has 
surely borne a heavy share. New­
foundland has been visited with the 
greatest calamity, as regards loss of 
life, t-hat it has ever known within 
the memory of man. and for the sacri­
fice of between two and three hundred 
of our brave sealers we are mourning 
to-day. The appeal which has gone 
forth on behalf of the bereaved ones 
—parents, wives, little children, 
whose breadwinners have been so 
suddenly snatched from them, has

Lord, the divided forces which In 
more than 200 religious communities 
are fighting independently against the 
powers of evil, apart from our own 
branch of the Holy Catholic Church. 
There is no hope or desire in this 
lower world that is nearer to my own 
heart than that . of Home Re-union, 
but it is a matter requiring the ut­
most caution, for it is one in which
the best of us may be misled by the
generous impulses.of the heart. There 
are certain conditions which, to my 
mind, are essential in dealing with 
this question. First of all, and above 
all. we must, be absolutely loyal to 
our common Ijord and His Truth. He 
is the Head, even Christ, from whom 
the whole body fitly joined together, 
and we may not renounce His Divine 
order for any other organization nor 
break down the battlements of the 
City of God. of which He has laid the 
foundation by the hands of the wise 
master builders of the Apostolic 
Church. It would not be large heart­
ed charity, but culpable disloyalty, if 
we were to surrender or even to ex­
tenuate lightly the Apostolic Order 
of the Catholic Church, the quod sem­
per, quod ubique, quod ah omnibus, 
of the first fifteen centuries of the 
Church of Christ. But further, we 
must take our stand upon the great 
creeds of the undivided church with­
out addition, and without diminution.

. . On these terms and with
these concessions we may go forth 
with loving hearts and open arms to 
meet those who are divided from us, 
to remove, if possible, any needless 
stumbling blocks which may lie in 
their way ; to amend and purify what­
ever is amiss in ourselves; and then 
to leave the issue in the hands of 
Him who prayed that His Church, 
might be one."

The Bishop then concluded his 
Charge.

Ordinary business being proceeded 
with, His I-ordship read an invitation 
from His Excellency the Governor. 
Sir -Waiter Davidson, and- Lad)) Dav­
idson, to an “At Home” at Govern­
ment House. This was accepted for 
Monday, June 29th.

Rev. Canon White, on behalf of the 
Synod, moved His Lordship’s permis­
sion, to have the Charge printed and 
incorporated with the Journal of the 
Session. The permission was given.

Canon Bolt gave notice of a Bill 
to amend Chapter XVIII of the Con­
stitution and Rules of the Synod ; and 
explained the new procedure in re­
gard to the Synod’s Committees' re­
ports.

The Rev. Frank Smart gave notice 
of a Bill to amend Chapter XVII of 
the Constitution and Rules of the 
Synod.

The Synod then adjourned and the 
Bishop pronounced the Benediction.

The Bishop’s Address
In his opening address to the Dio­

cesan Synod last night, the Bishop of 
Newfoundland paid an eloquent tri­
bute to those who had responded to 
the call for help of the dependents of 
the brave sealers who had met mis­
fortune or death on the icefields. His 
Lordship also endorsed the deter­
mination of the public meeting held 
after news of the sealing disaster had 
been received that there should be 
established a Permanent Marine Fund 
and that-arrangments should be made 
to collect subscriptions every year.

Besides telling the story in clear 
language of the efforts to bring the 
diocese of Newfoundland within the 
body of the Canadian Church His 
Lordship dwelt thoughtfully on lie 
problems of the Missionary field, and 
made reference to the changes which 
had come over the spirit of the times. 
He told of the desire for concerted ac­
tion among the sister churches, com­
mended the movement which is to be 
inaugurated next month, and empha­
sized the value of the counsel of a 
worker like Dr. Mott, who has had 
abundant opportunity of examining 
missionary effort from the whole 
world point of view. Thé Bishop also 
dwelt on the Re-union of Christendom 
in a thoughtful and sympathetic vein. 
The lines he laid down may be fol­
lowed in the more extended report of 
his address. In brief, he laid down 
the principles of fidelity in matters

essential, conciliation in matters 
doubtful, and charitable consideration
in all matters.

Amendments
to B. N. A. Act.

An address will be presented to the 
Imperial Parliament praying that it 
give consent to amendments to the 
British North America Act which will 
provide for a new western senatorial 
division, having twenty-four mem­
bers for the four western provinces.

By the B.N.A. Act of 1867 three 
senatorial divisions were formed, the 
maritime group with twenty-four 
members, Quebec with twenty-four, 
and Ontario with twenty-four. When 
the western provinces were formed 
they were " given senatorial represen­
tation but no new group was formed. 
It is now proposed to amend the 
B.N.A. Act so as to create this new 
division, making four groups in all, 
each with 24 members, or a total of 
ninety-six.

An amendment is also asked to the 
B.N.A. Act increasing the number of 
senators the governor-general may 
add to the senate as provided by sec­
tion twenty-six of the B.N.A. Act from 
three or six to four or eight, repre­
senting equally the four divisions of 
Canada. The total number * 
tors is limited to 104. This increase 
is one for emergency 
vided by the Act.

King of the Maoris 
Visit King George.

London. June 17.—Te Rata. King of 
the Maoris, aboriginies of New Zea­
land, has arrived in England to lay " 
before King George, the grievance of 
his people who is known among the 
natives as the “Great White Father.”

Some 75 years ago the Maoris un­
der the treaty of Waitangi, which was 
attended by over 500 chiefs, ceded 
sovereignty to Queen Victoria, but 
reserved to themselves and their 
tribes territorial rights. The treaty, 
the natives declare, has been broken, 
especially in regard to Maori lands.

The king. Te Rata, and two chiefs 
in their native costumes first laid the 
matter before Lewis Harcourt, Colon­
ial Secretary, who in turn introduced 
them to the King. Of course His Ma­
jesty. who the natives believe to be 
all powerful, can do nothing. The 
Government of the Dominion of 
Zealand is supreme in the matter, 
and for either the King or the Imper 
al Government to interfere, would 
raise in the Dominion one of the 
incidents which are already too 
quent between the Home authorit 
and the self-governing Dominions.

Parnell as a

STORIES OF THE GREAT IRISH
LEADER — RELATED BY ONE
WHO KNEW HINT.
No more complex character has 

ever played a part in the political life 
of this country that Charles Stewart 
Parnell, the great Irish leader, the 
story of whose romantic love anti 
tragic downfall is so sensationally 

, revealed in the .book which is the talk 
of the hour.

That the greatest bond of love, 
sympathy, and understanding existed 
between Parnell and Mrs. O'Shea, 
who became his wife after her di­
vorce, no one who reads her Remin­
iscences can doubt. And yet to his 
friends and followers, who regarded 
him as the uncrowned King of Ire­
land. and who were ready to do any­
thing and everything at his bidding, 
he was a puzzle, and at times their 
despair. He fascinated them with 
his fiery eloquence and enthusiasm 
while repelling them with his arro­
gant and haughty manners.

A Piquant Revelation.
Even Mrs. Parnell herself admits 

that the Irish leader treated his fol­
lowers at times in the most contemp­
tuous manner. One of the most piq­
uant passages in her book relates how 
more than once, when he was due to 
attend a meeting in Ireland, he miss­
ed his train and his meeting to sit 
•with her. but he never apologized for 
bis non-attendance, saying:

“You do not learn the ethics of 
knigship, Queeniè" (his pet name for 
his wife). “Never explain, never 
apologize,” adding, with his rare 
laugh, “I could never have kept my 
rabble together if I were, not above 
the human weakness of apology. 
. . . . It is a strange thing 1

found out early in political life. They 
think I am much more wonderful 

1 when I do nothing than when I am 
working hard."

Parnell a Lazy Man.
Not very pleasant reading, .perhaps, 

for the men who fought so strenu­
ously under his banner; but his re- 

; marks on that occasion simply bear 
out the statement that at times Ear-, 
nell was really lazy, although when 
the fit seized him he could work as 
no man worked.

His tutor, Mr. Pattrick, at Magda­
lene College, Cambridge, where Par­
nell went after being educated at 
Yeovil under private masters, has 
left it on record that Parnell was one 
cf the ablest men at Cambridge in his 

! time, but, alas! one of the laziest. It 
is said that he never passed nor tried 
to pass an examination.

Further amazing revelations re­
garding Parnell's early life are made 
in an article which reaches us from 
one who knew him and his associ­
ates intimately when he entered Mag­
dalene College in 1865. This writer 

| relates that six members of the col­
lege, including Parnell, formed them­
selves into a sporting club. They 

<! pledged themselves not to attend a 
single lecture, not to keep chapel ex- 

1 eept on Sundays, and during matins 
, they frequently played pitch and 
* toss for sovereigns.

This club was mainly instrumental 
in the attack on 'The mayor's house 
when a band of undergraduates pulled 
down the railings and broke nearly 
every pane of glass in the window?

the ? Varsity made by the mayor-at the,

From which it will be gathered that

subject to somnambulism." The con­
sequence was that the courts of Mag- 

; dalene were carefully watched at 
; night by the porters during Parnell’s 
first term.

At Magdalene, however, fhe future 
Irish leader indulged in no sleep­
walking feats, and while he certainly 
did not distinguish himself -in the 
sckolastis sense, he carried quite a 
reputation among the “sports” of the 
college.

Such little use did Parnell make of 
his educational opportunities that his 
knowledge of literature practically 
amounted to nothing, while at the 
beginning of his career he could 
scarcely make a speech. The Right 
Hon. Robert Farquharson, talking of 
Parnell in his reminiscences.- says. 
“He was no orator in the ordinary 
sense of the term, and when he came 
into the Mouse. I am told that he 
CQuld hardly frame twenty consecu­
tive words. But by dint of increas­
ing practice he at last gained a pow­
er of expressing his ideas in a very 
clear and even forcible form.”

Ills Engineering Tastes.
As .a matter of fact, Parnell spent 

most of his time at Cambridge among 
the stables in the “Pickerel Yard," 
where at one time a Magdalene aris­
tocrat stabled as many as fifteen hor­
ses. So whenever Parnell was .not 
on the river, or in the cricket fields, 
or riding with the drag, he was to be 
found in the hotel-yard. ,

Parnell had very few friends at 
Cambridge, for he could be distinctly I 
unsociable at times, and when in one 
of his melancholy frames of mind he 
appears to have shut himself away in 
his rooms and devoted himself chiefly 
to mechanics and engineering. i

The famous Irish leader was an 
able metallurgist and assayist A 
story told by Mr. Henniker-Heaton I 
not only illustrates Parnell’s know- i 
ledge in this direction, but provides 
an example of his amazing power of 
being able, during the most exciting 
and strenuous political times, to de­
tach his mind absolutely from the 
momentous questions which were; ex- : 
citing the House.

Mr. «Heuuiker-M«alon\s Story.
It was at the time wtien, accused of 

writing the famous Pigott * letters. 
Parnell with fury and indignation 
had denounced them in the JHause-of 
Commons as “An infamous forgery.” 
Afterwards he walked into the lobby 
and engaged Mr. Heaton in earnest 
conversation. -Everybody thought he 
was ttiUting of Ahe awful political 
event tbdn stirring man's minds.

"This,” says Mr. Heaton, “is what he 
said to me:

“ ‘I have just read in the afternoon
paper that a mountain of gold has 
been discovered in Western Australia, 
and that some tons of the specimens
have been sent home to you.’

“I replied that it was true, and that 
I had in my locker in the House some 
of the crushed specimens. We pro­
ceeded to get them, and I gave him 
amout a xvineglassful of the crushing

"He took it away with him, and to 
the bewilderment of his party, no one 
saw him for a week, and very few in­
deed knew his address. On that day 
week, almost at. the same hour, he 
again appeared in the lobby. Walking 
up to me, he said, smilingly:

" T have analyzed the specimens, 
and they go thirty-two ounces of gold 
to thp ton.'

‘‘I $aid he was wrong. He then took 
from his pocket a scrap of paper and 
read:

“ ‘Twenty-seven ounces of gold and 
five ounces of silver.’

“I replied that, it was indeed re­
markable, for it exactly coincided 
with the analysis of Messrs, Johnson, 
Matthey and Co., the famous metal­
lurgists. "Parnell then showed me 
the small pin’s point of gold he had 
obtained. 1 expressed surprise at his 
work. He said:

"‘The fact is, I.take' an .interest in 
the matter. I have a small workshop 
to test the minerals in the moun­
tains cf Wicklow, some portion of 
which T own.'

“The astonishing thing is that 
while his hundreds of thousands of 

j adherents were fulminating against 
: the ‘Times,’ he vwas quietly working 
! away testing minerals in his labora- 
! tory.”

i Why He Became » Nationalist.
Referring again to Parnell ant" 

Cambridge. it is a fact not generally.
' known that it was while an under­
graduate that Parnell changed from 
an aristocratic Tory -to an ardent Na 
tionalist. Parnell belonged to an olt' 
Cheshire family of great Tory tradi 
tions, but when the three Irishmen 
Allen, Gould and Larkin, were execu­
ted in Manchester -for the murder c 
Police-Serçeant Brett, on the occa­
sion of thé- rescue of the two Fenians, 
Kelly and Deasy, the affair made such 
an impression upon his mind that he 
decided to devote whatever abilities 
he bad to the Nationalist cause.

Parnell, of course, was not the 
only one whose views and opinions 
were affected by this terrible episode, 
for thousands of people regarded the 
three men as martyrs, the execution 
and funeral being followed by me­
morial services which attracted peo­
ple from all over the country, and the 
historical -phrase, “The blood of the 
martyrs is the seed of the church,” 
has never received a more striking 
fulfilment than in this dramatic 
change in the career of Charles Stew­
art Parnell.

This was significant, for it was with a 
similar sash weight that Garland had 
been nearly murdered.

Detective Collins soon had further 
evidence in his hands as to the fate 
of the Darbys, for the two rooms 
above the little grocer’s shop almost 
told their own story, a story writ 
large in letters of red.

From the bloodstains in one of 
these rooms he and Dr. Luff, the 
Home Office expert, were able to re­
construct the dreadful crime almost 
as though they had been present when 
it happened.

It was probable that at the time 
Mrs. Darby was sitting near the fire 
when the murderer first struck her, 
the terrific force of the blow was 
shown by the fact that there were 
bloodstains not only on the hearth, 
but. on the ceiling above.

Evidently then she staggered to the 
window to call for help, and in doing 
so passed a book-case, and there the 
murderer must have struck her again, 
for the book-case was spattered with 
blood.

As she reached the window he must 
have hit her for a third time, for two 
panes of glass in the window were 
blood-stained. It was then Mrs. Dar­
by dropped to the floor, dying. The 
floor there was stained with blood, 
which had soaked through to the ceil­
ing below.

Bloodstains on the landing told the 
medical expert and the detective 
where the grocer himself had been 
first attacked, while probably coming 
upstairs to protect his wife, who had 
without a doubt screamed for help. 
The murderer had tried hard to ob­
literate all traces of his work, for 
many of the bloodstains had been 
covered with ink, while in one of the 
rooms was a scrubbing brush which 
had been used to wash away traces of 
blood.

Bodies Buried in the Garden.

But though the evidences of the 
crime were there, the victims of the 
tragedy were missing. Inspector Col­
lins made Inquiries and quickly dis­
covered, from the hunchback and his
wife, who had been engaged by Ed­
wards to look after the shop, thai 
some of the furniture and a number 
of boxes had been taken away by the 

j murderer. This furniture was found 
! at the house in Leyton where Garland 
had been attacked, and identified by a 
sister of Mr. Darby.

The detective felt quite certain that 
the boxes taken away by Edwads con­
tained the bodies of the victims, for 
he could recall many instances of 
murderers who had tried to dispose 
of their victims in a similar way. No 
tracé, however, was found of them at 
the house at Leyton but a neighbor 
reported that he had seen the accused 
man digging late at night a deep hole 
in the garden, and this gave Inspector 
Collins the clue he wanted.

He had the whole of the garden dug 
up, and there, a few feet below the 
surface, were found the dismembered 
bodies of William Darby, his wife ami 
little child. The bodies, together with 
a quantity of blood-stained clothing, 
had been placed in sacks.

After that Inspector Collins rapidly 
built up his case, tracing the murder­
er's movements down to the very hour 
of his ghastly crime. First of all he 
ascertained that the hunchback, 
whose name was. Goodwin, and whom 
Edwards had known for some years, 
had been told by the murderer that he 
had come into some money and had 
taken two shops, one in Camberwell 
and one in Battersea.

“I want you to manage the Camber­
well shop for me," he said to Mr. and 
Mrs. Goodwin. “I'll look after the 
one in Battersea.”

He added that he wanted a heavy- 
sash weight to fix on the door of the 
Battersea shop, and asked Goodwin to 
buy it for him. This sash weight was 
the one with which Mr. and Mrs. Dar­
by were killed.

From further inquiries Inspector 
Collins narrowed the time of the mur­
der down to between 11 and 12 in the 
morning of December 1st.

The Goodwins told him that Ed­
wards asked them to meet him at the 
top of Wyndham Road at 12 o’clock. 
At 11 o’clock on that day a Miss Whit­
tington made some purshases at the 
shop and was served by William Dar­
by. and a number of other people saw 
the grocer alive during the morning.

Just over an hour later, at five min­
utes past twelve, Edwards arrived at 
the Corner of Wyndham Road, apolo­
gized to the Goodwins, who were wait­
ing for him, for being late, “but he 
had only just settled the business," 
and took them back to the little gro­
cer’s shop.

“This is the shop you will have to 
manage,” he said. “You will be here 
whilel am looking after my other 
place. Jn’ow you know where It is,

come back again this afternoon and 
I’ll be ready for you."

The Goodwins went away and re­
turned at 2.15.

Inspector Collins Iea,rnt that while 
the hunchback and his wife were 
away the murderer pawned a gold 
watch, and this watch was identified 
as having belonged to William Darby. 
The Goodwins told the detective that 
on their return Edwards forbade them 
to go into the upstairs room, an or­
der which they obeyed. He had good 
reason for not wishing them to go up­
stairs, for there was still lying the 
three bodies of his victims waiting till 
he had an opportunity to take them 
away. •

It was not until two days later, in- 
ded, that Edwards took the house at 
Leyton, where he buried the family 
he had so foully slain. And when the 
landlord asked for a reference, the 
mvfrderer calmly replied. “Mr. Wil­
liam Darby of Wyndham Road, Cam­
berwell, knows me well,” and return­
ing to the shop wrote from there a 
letter to the Leyton landlord stating 
that Mr. Edgar Edwards was a re­
sponsible man and likely to make a 
good tenant. The letter was signed 
“William Darby."

Sneere<l mid Jeered in the Dock.
After his arrest the murderer’s fin­

ger prints were taken,.and from them 
Inspector Collins learnt that Edwards 
was an old convict, having been sen­
tenced as ifar bock as August, 1888, 
under the name of Edward Owen, for 
Stealing watches. Two year's later he 
received seven years’ for burglary, 
followed on his release by twelve 
months’ hand labor for the same of­
fence.

Inspector Collins’ greatest case was 
complete, and on March 3rd, 1903, the 
man who had wiped out a whole fam­
ily for the sake of a few pounds, was 
executed in Wandsworth Gaol.

No more savage or desperate pris­
oner was ever in charge of wardens 
than Edwards. While awaiting his 
trial he twice barricaded himself in 
his cell, and the cell door had to be 
forced off its fastenings.

His trial was remarkable in many 
ways, apart from the extraordinary 
nature of his crime. First of all he 
was surounded in the dock by no few­
er than seven warders to guard 
against a violent outbreak. Time and 
again he interrupted counsel, the 
judge, and witnesses with sneering 
callous remarks, filling with disgust 
and horror even those who were look 
ing after his interests. Here is a 
short account of the closing scenes 
of the trial.

!The jury returned after being out
exactly half an hour.

"Guilty," said the foreman in reply
to the question put to him.

“Simply rot!" shouted Edwards.
“Have you anything to say why 

sentence of death should not be pas­
sed?” asked the clerk.

“Right you are! Get on with it as 
quick as you like!” sneered Edwards, 
and then, as the black cap was placed 
on thé judge’s head, he added, “Why, 
it’s like being on the Stage.”

He spent that night cursing and 
raivng up and down his cell, and as 

! a result' he was guarded by double 
the usual number of warders until 
the time came when the last act of all 
was to be played, and the world was 
made cleaner by his exit.

New Coal
Mining Machine.

To Tuke the Place of Men—Owners
Wonder if New Epoch in the In­
dustry Has at Last Arrived.
Pittsburg, Pa., June 17.—Has a 

new epoch come to the coal mining 
Industry? This was the question in 
the minds of numerous coal operators 
and others interested in coal mining 
as a dây or two since they watched 
the operation of the first practical 
coal mining machine—a machine 
that stood the testf ot months, being 
quietly operated ip one ..of the large 
mines of the Pittsburg district, turn­
out out thousands of tons of commer­
cial coal direct from the face of the 
coal seam, placing all the coal in 
pile cars and keeping men on the 
jump to get the loaded cars out of the 
way, when loaded.

For years such a machine has been 
the dream of,coal mining companies. 
It has been needed to solve the in­
creasing problem of coal mining— 
such as mine disasters, increasing 
cost of labor, the growing expendi­
tures for mine equipment, miners, 
homes at the mines, and countless 
other outlays, of which the average 
citizen has little realization.

The new mining machine is the de­
velopment of entirely new principles 
in mechanical mining. It is the pro­
duct of H. A. Kuhn of Pittsburg, one 
of the foremost mining and mechan­
ical engineers of the Pittsburg dis­
trict, who has spent more than ten 
years in close application to the task 
which he has at last completed, and 
in the perfection of which he has ex­
pended a fortune in development 
work. In the early years of his ex­
periments he spent his time discov­
ering fundamentals. He sought a 
principle upon which a machine 
would work. He made this a success, 
and from it built an “economical, 
practical, cheap and foolproof” ma­
chine, that does all the work of the 
human miner—Only it does it twenty 
times as fast and 50 per cent, cheap­
er.

As the machine stands, it is a 
structural steel frame, oblong in form 
which rests' on a steering truck 
which rides on the floor of the mine. 
It carries motors for operating the 
cutting tools and the tools them­
selves. and it attacks the coal seam 
in any position, moving up and down, 
sideways or in any direction the coal 
seam leads. Electricity or compres­
sed air can be used in operating the 
motors, and so little power is requir­
ed that the cost for this item alone is 
less than one per cent, per ton of coal 
mined. One peculiar feature of the 
machine that impresses the specta­
tor is that it seems to be fully as 
flexible as the human coal miner. It 
is estimated that the machine will 
cut the cost of coal mining in half.

From the time that the machine 
takes the coal from the seam, cuts 
it, places it on a conveyor and loads 
it in a pit car, no human hand touch­
es it. With twenty ordinary labor­
ers ten of the machines will produce 
one thousand tons of coal a day, as 
but two men are needed to operate 
a machine.
