because they are stuffed with guns. It 
is because they have been protected 
with spades.

War changes all things, and it has 
done away with the ancient custom of 
Using a fort to protect an army. Now­
adays the army goes out in front of a 
fort, digs trenches and protects the 
fort, while the garrison ’ plays check­
ers and dusts off the big guns. The 
forts of Verdun have done wonders in 
the last forty years in warding off in­
somnia from the French nation, but 
their work is over.

The only way to keep a fort in a 
good state of preservation nowadays 
is to keep the enemy entirely away 
from it. If the Germans get within 
ten miles of Verdun, they will begin 
building concerte foundations and get­
ting on them guns with mouths like 
the crater of Vesuvius. A little lat­
er the forts of Verdun would rise in­
to the air in a confused manner, and 
retire from the landscape amid gener­
al regret.

Verdun has been in the fort busi­
ness for almost two thousand years. 
It belonged to the Belgians 1,900 
years ago. and after the Romans had 
captured it, they admitted that the 
Belgians were tougher than the 
Goths and the smallpox combined. 
Later on, the Austrians, Germans and 
French took turns in occupying Ver­
dun and daring tht world to come on 
—which it did in each instance.

Peaceful towns like London, which 
has never had anything worse than a 
•gneat fire, or a Wat Tyler rebellion, 
would not be so agitated over airship 
raids if they had had a little of Ver­
dun’s experience. An airship raid 
would be a pleasant diversion for 
Verdun, after having entertained five 
varieties of conquerors in its shell- 
spangled past.

Recommendations 
as to Sealing Voyage.
On Tuesday we gave the gist in the 

words of the reports of certain find­
ings in the majority report of Commis­
sioners, Sir William Horwood, C. J., 
and Mr. Justice Emerson, and of the 
minority report of Commissioner, Mr. 
Justice Johnson. We now give the 
gist of some of the recommendations 
made in the majority report.

"It should be made penal for a mas­
ter to send his crew so far from the 
ship as to make it impossible for them 
to do their work and return the same 
day. A further recommendation is 
that the work of killing or hauling 
seals should be limited to the hours 
between sunrise and sunset, and that 
within an hour after sunset all seal­
ers should be on board their ships. To 
put an end to the practice of- sending 
crews hazardous distance® it seems to 
us to be essential that the ship itself, 
as well as the master and crew should 
be brought within the scope of the 
proposed legislation and our recom­
mendation is that a liability should be 
imposed on the -ship to make compen­
sation where members of the crew die 
or suffer injury from exposure 
through being kept upon the ice at 
night. It is possible that other pre­
cautions may be taken to avoid disas­
ters at the .seal fishery in so far as 
they are due to preventable causes."

“It goes without saying that no of­
ficer or master of watch having charge 
of men should be permitted to leave 
the ship without carrying a pocket 
compass. An important suggestion is 
that care should be taken to select 
competent and experienced persons as 
masters of watch and that when ap­
pointed they should devote themselves 
exclusively to the care and super­
vision of the watch entrusted to them 
and should not themselves engage in 
the work of seal killing. The experi­
ences of the Newfoundland's crew em­
phasize the necessity and importance 
of having as masters of watch men 
with the qualities of leadership capa­
ble of coping with emergencies as they 
arise."

“Before the men are put on the ice 
it is evident that those responsible 
for their safety should fully satisfy 
■themselves as to weather conditions. 
The observation of the careful marin­
er is, as has been pointed out in the 
evidence of Captains Clarke, Dawe and 
others, a most important factor in de­
termining the probabilities. At the 
same time, all the aids employed by 
the deep sea mariner through a com­
parison of thermometer as well as 
barometer indications should be avail­
ed of. It should be the duty of an 
officer holding a master’s certificate 
to see that both these instruments are 
properly set and placed in the open 
and to have readings from both regu­
larly entered in the ship's log as is 
done in the case of foreign-going ves­
sels. Further, the ships, when within 
range of a wireless station should be 
supplied with the weather forecast as 
furnished by the Bureau. It has been 
suggested by witnesses that the value 
of this forecast could be heightened if 
the ships co-operated with the meteor­
ological department by furnishing 
daily reports of weather conditions in 
their neighborhood. We are of opin 
ion that this suggestion is feasible and 
that effect ought to be given to it in 
order to serve the high _ purpose of 
promoting the safety of those at sea.

“It seems to us that something 
more is called for than the biscuit

and butter which is all that is ordiiiO 
arily supplied by the ship to mem go­
ing upon the ice and that those in 
charge should see that each man be­
fore leaving is both as to quality and 
quantity sufficiently provided ini the 
matter of food with a view to the pos­
sibility of his return being delayed by 
unforeseen contingencies.”

“The doctors who examined the 
bodies of the dead of the Newfound­
land are agreed in their condemnation, 
of fleece lined clothing recently placed 
upon the market as a substitute for 
flannéls or woollen and point out that 
while this clothing when new suggests 
warmth to eye and touch it does not 
contain a particle of wool but is en­
tirely cotton. It is wholly unsuitable 
for men who have to take violent exer­
cise as, unlike flannel, it fails to ab­
sorb perspiration, becomes wet and 
chills the body. In our opinion the im­
portation or manufacture of this 
should be prohibited.”

Undesirables Caught.
Yesterday afternoon, a ne’er-do- 

well, who was only released a few 
days ago from the Penitentiary, 
where he had served a term for bur­
glary, paid a visit to the rear of C. P. 
Eagan's store on Duckworth Street, 
and ‘lifted’ an oil cask, which he re­
fused to return and attempted to sell 

'it at a waterfront store. In this lat­
ter transaction he got nipped by Ser­
geant Savage and Constable Sim- 
monds. He was arraigned before 
Judge Knight to-day, convicted and 
sentenced to thirty days’ imprison­
ment with hard labor. Another unde­
sirable, who, as the criminal records 
show, is one of the worst characters 
known to the police, he having served 
two six months periods for atrocious 
assaults on children, was before 
court to-day. He was found at 1 
o’clock this morning having a quiet 
siesta in a bale box on a mercantile 
premises, and apparently unmindful 
of atmospheric conditions. In view 
of the character of the man, His Hon­
or considered it unsafe to have him at 
large, and gave him thirty days.

GERMAN SUBMARINE SUNK.

PARIS, To-day.
The German submarine U 8 has 

been sunk by destroyers belonging to 
the Dover flotilla, according to an 
announcement by the Ministry of Mar­
ine to-night. The crew were taken 
prisoners. Submarine U 8 was built 
in 1908 and was 300 tons in displace­
ment. She had a speed of 13 knots 
above water and 8 knots submerged. 
Her maximum radius of operations 
was 1,200 miles. The vessel carried 
three torpedo tubes and her comple­
ment was 12 men. U 8 was a sister 
ship of the famous Ü 9 which early in 
the war sank the British cruisers 
Hogue, Aboukir and Cressy In the 
North Sea, and in October sent the 
British cruiser Hawke to the bottom. 
The wreckage picked up late in Feb­
ruary off Christian Sand was said to 
belong to U. 9 and it was said the 
submarine had been lost.

LITTLE CHANGE IN SITUATION.
LONDON, To-day.

There has been very little change 
in the military and naval situation in 
the last 24 hours. While the Rus­
sians continue their progress against 
Germans in North Poland, they are 
according to official reports pursuing 
and capturing many of the retreating 
Austrians in Eastern Galicia and are 
repulsing with heavy losses the per­
sistent day and night attacks of the 
Germanic allies in the Carpathians. 
They have not? however, by any means 
yet disposed of any tordes opposed to 
them. It is the same with the Allied 
fleets in the Dardanelles in their bom­
bardment. The warships have made 
greater progress than was anticipated, 
but they still have the most strongly 
fortified part of the Straits to get 
through. Along the western front the 
French are continuing their attacks in 
Champagne and Argonne, but beyond 
there the only movement of any conse­
quence has been made North of Arras, 
whre the Germans succeeded in cap­
turing the newly constructed French 
trench.

Germans Lose 
Heavily in Guns.
ALLIES TAKING THE OFFENSIVE.

BOULOGNE, To-Day.
Every German battery in the Lom- 

baertz side of the district has been 
completely reduced to silence. In ad­
dition the, enemy has lost all its bat­
teries standing in the Grand Dune. 
All this ground, once a German strong­
hold, now lies between the two armies, 
forming the neutral zone. Little by 
little the Allies are repulsing the Ger­
mans steadily. The latter have al­
ready been forced to retreat as far as 
the Lombaertz side of the farm on the 
west end of the road. Certain por­
tions of the enemy’s lines have been 
heavily reinforced during the past 24 
hours and they seem determined to 
hold Ostend whatever may be the cost. 
During the past few days, however, 
a great change in the condition of the 
ground has proved of enormous help 
to the Allies in their advance. The 
Ostend road recently inundated is now 
quite dry and the same is true of much 
of the surrounding country. This al­
lows the Allies to operate a mass 
movement of their infantry.

SULTAN LEAVES CONSTANTINO. 
PLE—PANIC PREVAILS.

ATHENS, To-day.
According to a report which has 

reached here, the Sultan has already 
left Constantinople. Panic is reign­
ing among the young Turks, the 
leaders of whom are preparing to 
leave the city before it becqmes too 
dangerous to remain. It is generally 
supposed that the return of Enver 
Pasha to his command in Caucasus 
and the departure of Djemal Pasha 
for Berlin, are both ruses intended to 
cover their timely departure from the 
coming storm. Great unrest prevails 
throughout Stamboul, particularly 
among the lower classes of the popu­
lation. The ministers of several 
countries are said to be urgently de­
sirous of concluding peace to save 
the city from a bombardment by the 
warships of the allies, which is gen­
erally regarded as inevitable.

FAMINE THREATENS GERMANY.
NEW YORK, To-day.

A Washington despatch to the Tri­
bune says the threat of famine hangs 
over Germany like a pall, according 
to a report received at the Depart­
ment of Commerce from Vice-Consul 
Louis G. Dreyfus, jr„ in Berlin, which 
was made public. The report, long 
delayed in transmission, was sent on 
January 18th from the Consulate Gen­
eral. The report is dgted Jan. 28th 
and therefore it is felt in Washington 
that with conditions so serious, more

of war must by this time have made 
the situation infinitely worse.

The Plight ot the Désola
The s.s. Désola, which again took 

fire at the dock pier last midnight, is 
now in a serious plight, her hows be­
ing almost totally submerged, while 
amidships and astern the ship is on 
fire. The firemen and" a squad of re­
servists from the Calypso have been 
at work since midnight and at press 
hour were still standing by the ship 
directing streams of water on the 
smouldering woodwork. The fire broke 
out shortly before midnight and the 
reservists and firemen were quickly 
on the scene. A column of flame shot 
up from the ship about 12.30 a.m., but 
two well directed streams of water 
soon had the blaze under control. 
Since then the Woodwork in all parts 
of the ship has been smouldering 
steadily. The acids which formed the 
cargo of tlje ship, having leaked from 
their packages, have corroded the hull, 
so that when the tide rises the ship 
will be submerged.

The acid steamer Descla, which has 

been abandoned and is now lying on 
the bottom at the dry dock pier, is 
partially covered by insurance, 
though we are unable to say at pre­
sent whether or not the cargo is in­
sured. Last year and before the char­
ter of bringing the acid was procured 
an elaborate refrigerating plant was 
installed in the ship at a cost of $100,- 
000. Although practically forty years 
old, the hull of the ship and fittings, 
exclusive of the refrigerating plant, 
was, we understand, estimated at 
$150,000. There is one-third insur­
ance on the total value of the ship 
and this would figure itself out at 
approximately $80.000. Regarding the 
chrgo, the loss will be great. At 
first there were 7,230 drums of sul­
phuric acid in the ship. When she 
first put in here, 320 packages were 
landed in a damaged condition in ad­
dition to 1,995 drums that were land­
ed recently and brought by train to 
Irvine and stored. The remaining 
4.915 packages that are destroyed are 
valued at about $125,000.

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Notes on the
Patriotic Tour.

St. lacques and Belleoram.
CHAPTER XVI.

St. Jacques was our next anchor­
age, but only a short stay was made 
alter which we went on to Belleoram.
In comparing our notes of St. Jac­
ques we were pleased to find many 
improvements, among which were sev­
rai substantial residences, and also 
the Convent buildings and a very 
beautiful church. These buildings are 
indicitive of the independence and 
comfort of the people, and they speak 
well for their enterprise. At the 
same time we think tehre is plenty of 
room for further commercial develop­
ments at St. Jacques, as the harbour 
and its surroundings seem well adapt­
ed to the prosecution of our great 
staple Industry.

St. Jacques has long been the home 
of the' Burkes, Clintons, Giovinin 
nies, Farrells, Skinners, Youngs and 
the Dyetts. These names represent 
the men who pioneered St. Jacques 
and who in the dim past settled on its 
shores and many marks of their in­
dustry can be seen on every hand.

The run from St. Jacques to Bel­
leoram was a short one, but it is very 
picturesque, and the mountains and 
islands stand out in bold relief in 
every direction. Belleoram is a very 
compact harbour and is well built up. 
ar.d the town is nestled at the base of 
the hills, and it is one of the busiest 
centres of trade within the limits of 
Fortune Bay. The fleet of schooners 
of the place are of the best type of 
marine architecture, and they pro­
secute the voyage for some ten 
months in the year. Such names as 
duett, Rose, Critchell, Kearley, 
Fudge, and Brenton, stand foremost in 
the trade of the place, and represent 
the brave men who first pitched their 
tent within the shelter of its hills.

At present Belleoram is the centre 
of Messrs. Harvey and Co.’s western 
trade, and judging from the splendid 
fleet of banking schooners, and the 
first class condition in which they are 
Jcr pt, it is safe to conclude that their 
enterprise must be a great benefit to 
the place in particular, and to Fortune 
Bay in general. The business is un­
der the entire, charge of our popular 
friend R. G. Pike, Esq., and the de­
velopments which have taken place 
during his charge give plain proof of 
his ability and his success. We found 
Mr. Pike a gentleman in every re­
spect, and we wish bin/ well in the 
enterprise of his firm. The firm of 
Newman and Co. meant a great deal to 
Fortune Bay in the nineteenth cen­
tury, but even at the height of its en­
terprise there was a strong spirit of 
conservation which was peculiar to 
the age, and which suited the purpose

of the time very well; but this is a 
different age and conditions of life 
have changed the world over, as well 
as in Newfoundland; and judging from 
our best observations we think that 
the enterprise of Messrs. Harvey and 
Co., in Fortune Bay, as we saw it at 
Belleoram, should be just as great’ to 
the twentieth centry as was that of 
the Messrs. Newman and. Co. to the 
nineteenth century.

It is a great thing for the country to 
have such business centres around our 
coast, and we can only hope that the 
returns will every year justify the out­
lay. There are so many unforseen 
drawbacks in business, and so many 
unthought of expanses, that one does 
not wonder* why men go down and 
firms fail. Newfoundland wants more 
business men; and every encourage­
ment should be given, and every con­
fidence expressed in those who take 
upon themselves the responsibilities 
of commercial life, and who carry the 
burdens of finance and credit. We 
sometimes talk of men and their 
thousands and even of their millions 
and it seems that there are some few 
who possess these things, but it is 
not within the power of dollars and 
cents, nor pounds, shillings and pence 
to make up for the strain and respon­
sibility which modern business de­
mands; and it is very certain that a 
great many men have to pay too big 
a price for their success, and too big 
a price for their dollars. But such are 
the claims of modern business; and 
though men see it. and though they 
feel the burden, there sems to be no 
way out of it, somebody must do it 
hence the need of sympathy, and con 
fidenee and good will.

The meeting at Belleoram was held 
in the parish hall and was largely at­
tended and was very enthusiastic. Mr. 
Curnew of the Customs Department, 
and the Rev. Mr. Templeman and Mr. 
McQuish, occupied seats on the plat­
form, and everybody was in earnest 
to do their part. Like many other 
places, the ladies of Belleoram had al­
ready been at work and their 
contributions to the comforts of the 
soldiers are well known to the public. 
Amongst those who had already gone 
to the front was Mr. Robert Pike’s 
eldest son, and we learn from Mr. Pike 
that the letters which he had receiv­
ed from him were entirely satisfac­
tory, and that his son is enjoying good 
health, and that all the lads from 
Newfoundland and those in the Cana­
dian contingent were well, and were 
fully determined to maintain the glory 
of the Empire, and uphold the-hon- 
our of Newfoundland.

LONDON, March 4. 

The Governor, Newfoundland :
The French Government reports 

progress in Champagne maintained 
and extended. The French hold Ger­
man lines six kilometres long and 
one kilometre deep. The German 
Guards regiment has sustained enor­
mous losses. Some further prisoners 
were captured.

The Russian Government reported 
further progress on the Northern 
front- The enemy’s attempts to ap­
proach Osowiec fortress have been 
repulsed.

In the Carpathians, successes have 
been obtained against the Austrians 
and Germans. In Eastern Galicia 
on the River Lownica, near Stanis- 
lau, the Austrians suffered a very 
serious reverse, losing six thousand 
prisoners, guns and transports.

HARCOURT.

ALLIED SOLDIERS IN TURKEY.
LONDON, March 4.

Britain has landed her first troops 
for a land attack upon Constanti­
nople. The military expedition not 
only relieves the sailors and marines 
who were previously put ashore to aid 
the warships in their campaign 
against the Dardanelles forts, but 
provides a mobile force for actual 
land operations by which the taking 
of Turkey in Europe from the Sultan 
is expected to be accomplished. The 
new force comprises French troops 
from Morocco, Canadians, Sengalese, 
native Egyptian troops in small num­
bers, and Australians. It is presum­
ed that the major portion of this 
force was quickly transferred from 
Egypt, where danger of a Turkish 
invasion by way of the Suez Canal 
has practically vanished. General 
D’Anade is the commander of the 
Allies’ forces. With the arrival of the 
land forces it is expected thaf the ad­
vance in the Straits will be pushed 
more rapidly. The military forces are 
being placed in possession on both 
sides of the Straits, the first landing 
having been made on the Asiatic side.

BATTERING TURKISH FORTS.
LONDON, March 4.

According to a despatch received 
from Athens, the bombardment of the 
inner forts of the Dardanelles was 
resumed this morning (Thursday). 
Ten big warships took .part in the 
operations, and, according to a Brit­
ish officer, only two of the Turkish 
forts now remain intact.

SIR EDWARD GREY IN THE COM- 
MONS.

LONDON, March 4.
Unless neutral nations are pre­

pared to assist in throwing the Ger­
mans out of Belgium, no suggestions 
from them in the matter of preventing 
the further devastation of that coun­
try are wanted, said Sir Edward Grey 
in the Commons to-day. The state­
ment was made in reply to enquiries 
whether the Government was willing 
to invite suggestions from neutrals, 
with a view to avoiding further de­
vastation of Belgium by the Great 
Powers, which are contending for its 
mastery. The only solution of the 
question, Grey continued, is the evac­
uation of Belgian territory by the 
German troops, restoration of her in­
dependence, and reparation for the 
wrong done her. Unless the neutral 
powers are prepared to assist in se­
curing this solution, I don’t see what

The New
Berlin Decree.6’tti

(To thé Editor of the Titties.)
Sir,—The new “Berlin Decree,” 

which you published on February 5. 
recalls old times. In November, 1806, 
little more than a month after Jena 
ànd Auerstadt—Napoleon at Berlin 
issued a decree which declared the 
"British Isles in a state of blockade. 
On February 4, 1915, the Chief of the 
Marine Staff at Berlin promulgates 
another decree, declaring that “the 
waters round Great Britain andt-Ire- 
land, including the whole of the Eng­
lish Channel, are • hereby proclaimed 
a war region.” On and after Febru­
ary 18, every enemy merchant vessel 
found in this war region will,he de- 
stroyedr-aod crew and passengers 
will met aiyays be saved. Neutral 
shins also \4ill incur danger if they 
enter this region.

Akhistory is repeating itself, it will 
be intfej-esting to look up what it can 
tell us of^the result of the earlier 
Berlin decree. The object of that, as 
of the new one was to destroy British 
maritime trade. When Napoleon is­
sued his decree his powers of injur­
ing our seaborne trade were much 
greater than those in the hands of the 
Prussian militarists of our own day. 
He dominated the coast of Europe, 
with the exception of that of Portu­
gal, from the Elbe to the Adriatic. 
From a multitude of ports on that 
long coast-line commerce, destroyers 
could emerge to act against our sea­
borne trade.

This is how it turned out:
In 1806 imports -into Great Britain 

were valued at £26,899,658; in 1807 
at £26,734,425; in 1808 at £31.750,557 
and in 1810 at £39,301,612. In 1811 
and 1812 respectively our imports 
fell to £26,510,186 #md £26,163,431; 
that is to say, to the value at which 
they stood when Napoleon’s Berlin 
decree was issued. That, however, 
was not due to the decree, but chiefly 
to the troubles with the United States 
which brought about the “War of 
1812.” Our export trade of the time 
tells the same tale. In 1806 British 
exports were valued at" £40,874,983; 
in 1807 and in 1808 they fell to £37,- 
245,877 and £37,275,102- respectively, 
about the figure at which they stood 
three or four years before. The fall, 
inconsiderable as it is seen to have 
been, was in great measure due to 
the cessation of export from Great 
Britain to Russia, in consequence of 
the arrangements come to at Tilsit— 
a name which can hardly have a plea­
sant ring in Prussian ears. The ex­
ports soon recovered, and in 1809 
were valued at £47,371,393, not fall­
ing again until our commercial inter­
course with the United States was 
disturbed and then definitely inter­
rupted by the war previously men­
tioned.

The promulgation of Napoleon’s 
Berlin decree had no more effect on 
our shipping statistics than it had on 
those of our imports and exports. In 
1806 the tonnage of British shipping 
was 2,263,714, in 1807 it was 2,281,621, 
in 1808 it was 2,324,819, in 1809 it was 
2,368,468, and in 1810 it stood at 3,- 
426,044. There was an annually - re­
peated increase. Of course there 
were losses, due to stormy weather, 
strandings, and the efforts of hostile 
cruisers, but these were more than 
counterbalanced by the additions 
made to our mercantile marine. For 
instance, there were added to British 
Registry 377,519 tons in 1807, 448,758 
tons in 1808, and 493,327 tons In 1809.

It should be remarked that in 1808 

a large amount of our tonnage was 
taken u,p for the transport of the Ar­
my, its “drafts,” and its supplies to 
the Peninsula, and would not appear 
in the “entered” and “cleared out-" 
wards” statistics.

The issue of the new “Berlin De­
cree” must have been due to one dy 
other of the following causes. It 'may* j 
have been believed that the operations 
which it threatens to carry -out would 
prove of military efficiency ; to be­
lieve this would be to indicate af 
blundering conception of thé princi- 
pies of naval warfare. It may have; 
been intended, though known to have- 
little or no military justification, to 
satisfy public opinion ; if so, we may 
ask, how long has publié opinion in 
Germany been aliowd to dictate 
military operations? Again, it may- 
have emanated from brains irritated; 
to the point of lunacy by the convic­
tion of failure. This last is the most 
probable cause; but, whatever, be the 
real cause of- the issue of the new 
Berlin Decree," the opponents of 

the Austro-German-Turkish Alliance 
ought to be gratified, for it shows, on1 
the part of our antagonists, incapa-4 
city to understand the principles of 
naval warfare, or weak pliancy in: 
subjecting the management of it to in­
expert public opinion; or, and most 
probably, something very like insan­
ity in the supreme direction of opera­
tions.

War Years Ago.
London, Feb. 18.—A remarkable 

speech said to have been made by the 
Kaiser at a secret council meeting In 
Potsdam in June, 1908, at which the 
German Emperor announced hie decis­
ion to go to war, forms a chapter of 
William Le Queux’s new book, “Ger­
man Spies in England," published to­
day.

The author says he has obtained the 
report of the proceedings from a Ger­
man of high position holding pro- 
British views, who was present at the 
meeting.

The Kaiser began by declaring that 
“After long hours of fervent prayer 
light has at last come to me. The out­
look is, I admit, dark, but we need not 
despair, for God, our great ally, has 
given into our hands the means of 
saving our empire from the dangers 
which are threatening its happiness 
and welfare.

“You know what I mean. It is that 
wonderful invention which his excel­
lency Count Zeppelin was, enabled, 
through the grace of the Lord, to make 
for the safeguarding and glory of our 
beloved Fatherland.

“In this invention God has placed 
the means at my disposal to lead Ger­
many triumphantly out of her present 
difficulties and to make once and for 
all good the words of our poet, ‘Deut­
schland, Deutschland uber Ailes.’

“Yes, gentlemen, Germany over ev­
erything in the world! The first pow­
er on earth, both in peace and war! 
That is, the place which I have been 
ordered by God to conquer for her, 
and which I will conquer for her with 
the help of the Almighty.”

The Emperor, according to this se­
cret report, then went on to unfold a 
scheme by which this end was to be 
accomplished. When sufficiently large 
Zeppelins were built, England’s North 
Sea, Channel and Atlantic fleets would 
be destroyed, “after which nothing on 
earth can prevent the landing of our 
army on British soil and its triumph­
ant march to London.” Fast steamers 
belonging to the Hamburg-American 
and North German Lloyd lines would 
be relied on for the transport of the 
invading army.

The war would be against Great 
Britain and France, said the Kaiser. 
Russia was suffering too much from 
the effects of her war with Japan to 
enter the conflict.

The Emperor went on to speak of 
the United States as a country "where 
even now I rule supreme, where al­
most half the population is either of 
German birth or German descent, and 
where 3,000,000 German voters do my 
bidding at the Presidential elections." 
That country would next be taught a 
lesson. German power would be su­
preme in South America and South 
Africa, and, among other things, the 
German flag would “wave over the 
holy shrines of Jerusalem.” The pro­
gramme ends with the declaration :

"That accomplished, I shall unite 
all the people of the white race in a 
powerful alliance for the purpose of 
coping under German guidance with 
the yellow peril, which is becoming 
more formidable with every year."

Mr. Le Queux says he handed this 
report to the British Government for 
its consideration, that it was placed 
before certain members of the Cabi­
net, and that it is still in the archives 
of the confidential department.
