Some of us, perhaps, are apt
to regret that the opportunities of
wider war service which come to wo-,
men in other and less remote coun-
tries, have been denied to us, but at
least, we can say with truth, that we
have set ourselves heartily to the task
that was nearest us. And it cannot be
denied that what we have done consti-
tutes a work of real national import-
ance.

For sometime past the entire out-
put of shirts has been sent to our
own men, together with 2,000 pairs:of
socks per month, any surplus of socks
and the bulk of our Hospital suppliés
going to Queen Mary's Needlework
Ghild. One branch “Vigornia,” sends
its output of Red Cross Work to the
St. John Ambulance Association. Yeu

the various Committees how -ably
their work in the City has been.car-
ried on, and from the Outport branch-
es we continually. receive gratifying
accounts of the industry and enthusi-
asm of their members, which encour-
age us to feel that all parts of the
Island are one with us in our efforts
to bring our work to the highest point
of efficiency.

On arrival in England our ship-
ments are, for the most part, taken
in charge by the Newfoundland ‘War
Contingent Association. This Society
has assumed the task of distributing
comforts to our men, thereby making
it an assured fact that they are ade-
quately supplied. Under its jurisdic-
tion the articles are repacked for
distribution by a-Committee of La-
dies, all interested in Newfcundland;
and are transferred by the War Of-
fice, free of cost, through Queen Al
exandra’s Field Force Fund, as for-
merly.

The Newfoundland War Contingent
Association has a Committee for reg-
ularly visiting our sick and wounded,
and our men on leave. It looks after
their welfare in every particular,
even- to providing recreation for them,
and through its generosity and fore-
thought Newfoundland prisoners of
war in Germany are now regularly
supplied with weekly parcels of food
and other necessities. It has spent
time and money and much endeavour
on behalf of Newfoundland, and we
owe this Association far more than
most of us are aware of, for its un-
tiring efforts to secure the well-being
of our fighting men.

During the last few months the W,
P. A. has considerably extended its
operations. In February it issued an
appeal for funds in aid of Homes of
Rest, founded in memory of the Mar-
tyred Nurse, Edith Cavell, in which
nurses invalided home from the war
might recuperate., We asked for the
sum of $2,000 and over $2,800 was
raised. This amount sufficied to en-
dow a Newfoundland Room, thus en-
abling us to feel that we are ade-
quately represented in so worthy an
enterprise.

On May the 23rd a “Tag Day” was
held by the W. P. A, under the man-
agement of-a very energetic and ca-
pable Committee. The handsome sum
of $3,001 was realized, which was
handed to the Imperial Red Cross
Fund.

On July the 14th a “Flower Day” in
aid of the French Red Cross was held
also under the auspices of the W. P.
A. It was very ably managed by
Mrs. Charles Harvey, assisted by the
“Tag Day” Committee, and the re-
sults were’again eminently satisfac-
tory, turning over to that most deserv-
ing fund the sum of - approximately
$1,200.

As I
said before, we consider the Conval-
escent Hospital exceptionally well
managed, and though the work is,
done by Mrs. John Harvey, we are all
very ,proud of our share in its suc-
cess, viearious though -it be.

This Association is about to sustain
a severe loss. I had -almost said an
irreparable one. As we know, Lady
Davidson, our President, will shortly
be leaving the Colony, and we all
know what she has been to us. What
would the W. P. A.Nhave done at its
beginning without her ‘talent for or-
ganization, and her splendid grasp of
detail; her vision, her exceptional
ability .and her indefatigable capacity
for work, and withal, her kindly en-
couragement and sympathy? It would
be difficult indeed to overestimate all
that her inspiring leadership and her
stimulating co-operation have meant
to our Association. We say ‘Good-bye’
to her with the deepest regret, and

will see presently from the reports of | We feel that it will be difficult, if not
. impossible, for anyone to fill her

place.

Under the circumstances it was im-
possible for us to continue using Gov-
ernment House as our headquarters,
and the outlook appeared cheerless
in the extreme. Before, however, any
attempt could be made to secure other
premises in' which to carry on our
work, Mrs. Pitts came to the rescue
with the offer of the splendid house
adjoining her own residence on King’s
Bridge Road. She has not only pro-
vided us with a house but has under-
taken the expense of heating and
lighting it for our occupancy during
the winter. This truly 'munificent
offer makes it possible for us to con-
tinue our work without a break. All
the machinery mnecessary ‘for the
workroom and offices has been trans-
ferred to “Sutherland Place” and ev-
erything will be in'readiness for work
on Monday, October 1st. But for this
most 'generous -and 'timely help from
Mrs. Pitts the W. P. A. would now be
homeless wanderers, and I know I am
voicing the sentiment of 'this meeting
in offering her our warmest thanks.

As the war goes on there will be
increasing demands upon our resour-
ces, which are just now at a very low
ebb. I trust that the appeal for funds
which was one of Lady Davidson’s
last official acts, will meet with that
cheerful generosity with which New-
foundland has responded to every Pat-
riotic eall. And, I may remind you,
those who furnish us with the “sinews
of war” are after all the authors of all
the benéfits which we are able to
transmit to our brave men overseas.

Although our energjes seem fully
occupied at present with the work in}
hand,—that of furnishing our troops
with comforts and hospital supplies,—.
and although their needs are insistent
and show no sign of slackening, we
shall no doubt, be called upon as time
goes On, to intérest ourselves in Pat-
riotic "Work -along other lines. . The
problem: of ‘Food Conservation and 'so-
cial economy is one which surely eon-
cefns women and which we might
well ‘consider.

The question of Child Welfare was’
brought recently before the citizens
of St. John’s, ‘and the W. P. A, was
invited to co-operate in the movemernt.'
It is not quite clear at preséent how
this Association can forward ‘the
work, but there is no doubt that the’
need for action is ‘great,'and when we
are called upon to help, I trust our-
response will be prompt ‘and -ade-:

The enormous and prolonged volume
of gunfire certainly was alarming to

Coal Gas for Motors.

“The decision of the Manchester
Gas Committee to make special ar-
rangements to supply coal gas for use
in motor-driven vehicles should call
attention to a most interesting tech-
nical development,” says the Man-
chester Guardian.

“Petrol is scarce and dear and can-
not be got except under license. In
consequences those interested in mot-
ors have cast about for substitutes.
During the last few months it has been
discovered that the internal-combus-
tion engine will, with wery slight al-
teration, work quite well with ordin-
ary cbal gas. Coal gas has certain
very great advantages. It is cheap.
The Manchester Gas Committee pro-
poses to charge 4d. a hundred cubic
feet. 'One thousand cubic feet: is
equivalent to four gallons of petrol,

present petrol costs, not 10d. a gal-
lon, but 3s. 10d.

Coal gas, again is very plentiful be-
cause it is being produced as a by-
product of munitions; and its produc-
tion, of course, makes mo charge, as
does petrol, upon our shipping ac-
commodation. These are
vantages. On the other side must be
set the difficulty of storage. To car-
ry the gas at atmospheric pressure a
large unsightly and cumbrous bag
must be used. Cylinders for com-
pressed gas are during the war unob-

tainable. In practice, it is found that
a motor vehicle caanot carry a supply
of gas for more than 20 miles. That
limits its usefulness, but classes of
vehicles moving on fixed routes with
certain _ replenishing stations are
operating quite successfully.

“At Blackpool, for instance, chara-
bancs driven by gas are being used,
and commercial vehicles are testing
the possibilities of gas. We are still
at the beginnings of the new develop-
ment, but its practicability may al-
ready be taken as demonstrated. There
may be a big future before it, and it
is satisfactory to think that Manchest-
er is taking thought to assist it.”

" Wonderful France.

Chicago Tribune:—Private letters
from France picture a -nation by no
means “exhausted” and “bled white,”
though it has been the fashion all
along to weep for France. German
crocidile tears began it. ‘“We hate
the English, but for France we have
otly pity.” From Germany likewise
came the habitual declaration, “One
thing is certain: France cannot go
through another winter.’ Exhausted
and bled white, the poor dear French
were as good as done” for. Yet there
are a million more French soldiers
in 1917 than in 1914, and Germany’s
new chancellor accuses France of de-

liberately prolonging the war—her

motive, “lust of conguest.,” Writing
in Scribner’s for September, Mr. Alex-
ander Dana Noyes reports that French
exports were 22 per. cent. greater
last year than in . 1915, and that
French manufactured exports had in-
creased 40 per cent. during the same
period. New factories are being
ereceted. French Tailways . prosper
as never before., Outstanding bank
loans, based on pure commericial
transactions, were half again as large
at ‘the beginning of this year as at
the beginning of last year. Not only
is the new war loan a success; France
keeps on financing her weaker allies.
The Bank of France, let alone other
financial institutions, has advanced
$550,000,000. Voila! Before the war
Germany admitted a dread of French
fury, which, though it could not last,
was terrific at the outset. What they
may well dread now is French thrift,
French determination, French cool-
ness, and French staying power.

Through its gates hayve poured
150,000 of the bravest _ar? finest
soldiers that history has known, the
Ontario contigent of the ranadian
expeditionary forces. "And now
there are no more for Ontario to give
for it has exhausted its giveable vol-
unteers. Should conscription carry
in the Dominion, Borden may need
to train conscripts; but that is now
in abeyance, and, if it be passed,
winter will have frozen this contin-
ent stiff before Canada can again use
its superb drill college for its own.

Meanwhile, the United States, just
frantically starting what Canada has
gallantly finished, not only has not
nearly enough camps ready, and will
not have for months, but, should
she employ her sternest efforts and
eat up any reasonahle measure of
precious time, she will not then be
able to provide facilities that will be
comparable with Borden’s matchless
training opportunities,

We have not the experience, We
have everything else, But the diff-
erence between thorough prepared-
nest and ind flicient incapability is
contained entirely in that one word
—eXxperience,

Canada has been all through what
we are just entering, It has cost her
billions of dollarsand thousands of
her best sons. But now she knows
and she has. And we are her ally.

She does not want us to pay the
tax she paid; she is eagerly, grac-
iously, generously willing that we
mount to glory and to accomplish-
ment over the mounds of ber dead,
over the mountains of her prodigally
given gold.

Camp Borden today is manned by
Canada’s and Englands’ heroes, in-
valided officers, and noncommis-
sioned officers, who have been thro-
ugh hell and have come back, their
gouls bounding with zeal to help,
but their bodies slashed and gashed,
their lungs and eyes seared by ven-
omous gases.

These men have thrown in their
present work the task of sen ding new
men on-to do the work that «hey had
to lay down, the same spirit and the
same knowledge which has made
Canada’s page in the great European
war a record of bravery and achieve-
ment. They have reconstructed
Camp Borden into a minia ure Fren-
ch battle field, a transplanted section
of the vilal arena ‘‘over there’’ where
humanity stands at bay, giving its
last ounce against th€ most cruel and
atavistic and supermodern murder
machine that depraved ambition
and cold aggression ever conceived.

These officers have seen the effect
of all manner of training, and they
have eliminated, with the true eye
of the expert observer and intimate
participant, the needless; and they
have substituted the intensive essen-
tial elements the specialized branches
which give a man a chance for his
life against Germany ’sbrilliant bar-
barian butchers.

What do we know of these things?

We have read. We have heard.

But Canada, in the war, armed
with the same infantile knowledge
of the of these things that we now
possess, spent its richest blood in
oceans to learn how tragically little
she knew. Must we, too, scorning
the lesson of that sacrifice, have our
textbook written in the martyr blood
of our sons ?

Drilling soldiers on foreign soil is
not & new or revolutionary idea in
this war. Britain trained many of
her men, and is today doing so0, on
French territory; it is our own plan,
now, to give many of our battalions
weeks of preparatory work in France.

If in France, at the tail end, why
not in Canada from the start.

Camp Borden can recieve ‘6,000
raw soldiers a day withont straining
its ready resources. It can givef
them room and all needs up toa
quota of 100,000 at once. It can
turn out a comparative veteran, as|
new troops are judged, from the pri-
mary product in 12 weeks. ' TIf we
started sending our boys there now,
we could make 120,000 superior
soldiers there before spowfall.

Routed Germans
Leave Infernal “Tor-
toises” in Their Wake.

In an intensely interesting illus- '
tracted article in the September Pop-
ular Mechanics Magazine, Lewis R.
Freeman describes various more or
less ingenious but always diabolical
contrivances that the Germans have
lately made a practice of leaving in
trenches from which they have been
driven by the allies on the western
front. Among these one is described
as follows: %

‘‘An abomination of creased steel,
looking more like one of the famous
ceremonial kava bowls of the Samr
oans than anything else I have €ve-
geen, has evidently been manufact
ured in considerable quantities for
no other purpose than to furnish un-
pleasant surprises to precipitateTom-
mies., The latter have nicknamed
it the ‘tortoise’, and-until they learn-
ed that, like its slow-moving animal
prototype, it was unsafe to take lib-
erties with, several of them paid the
penalty for their curiosity by being
injured when it blew up as a con-
sequence of their friendly prods of
investigation. In thatits very stange-
ness of appearance invites attention.
The tortoise is like the famous Trojan
horse, and the consequences of in-
vestigation are, likewise, disastrous.

The least touch of the wobbly
thing established a contact, doubt'ess
through fulminate of mercury, onthe
same principle as employed in the
floating mine, which detonated 20
or 30 pounds of explosive ‘with a
foree that shattered the thick steel
shell—creased as it was like the case-
ing ofa hand grenade—and scattered
the fragments over the wide area.

The menace of the tortise was over
as soon as Tommy learned to curb
his curiosity. On my visit to a
collection depot I was allowed to
‘play’ with one of them, from which
the ‘teeth’ had been drawn, and I
must confess that the weird roly-
poly thing might well exercise con-
sideraable fascination upon one en-
countering it for the first time.

One feels that he simply has to go
up and give it a shove with the toe
of his boot, just to watch it wobble,
the very action calculated to make
it ‘put up back’ and ‘fly to peices:,

“‘The usefulness of the tortise was
over as soon as the wary Tommy
ceased strokeing its back with his
bayonet and instead began hailing
its appearance with hand grenades
hurled from a respectful distance,
and the wily Teuton was forced to
rack his brain to devise still deeper
‘subt'ety.’’

Dr. Lyttelton Gives Some Amusing
Examples, of Errors—Where Ignor-
ance Was not.Bliss—The Funniness
of  Boys’ Mistakes is that they are
Undersigned.

Under the title of “Some Humours
of Boyhood,” the Rev. the Hon. Ed-
ward Lyttleton, -Headmaster of Eton,
gives' some amusing stories and re-
miniscences of schoolboy life in the
“Nineteenth Century, and After.” Dr.
Liyttleton begins with a number of
answers to questions on Scripture
knowledge:

“Give an account of Balaam.” An-
‘swer: “Balaam was a prophet who
lived a long way off. After a while
he went out for a ride on his donkey,
and he got very angry with the don-
key and hit - him; and a voice from
heaven said, ‘You must not hit the
donkey; it is holy ground.’ " 'The boy
who wrote this may be still at Eton,
and if his eye should fall on this re-
cord, will he recognize his handi-
work?

It is, Dr. Lyttleton thinks, the main
test of the guality of these utterances
that they should be genuine as well as
authentic. Some few are open to a
suspicion of the adult mind having
been at work. They are just a little
too clever, but still are worth record-
ing, One was told him about twelve
years ago:

“Trace the growth of the power of
Parliament during the time of the
Tudors?’ Answer:' “In the reign of
Elizabeth the Commons were always
petitioning’ the Sovereign to marry; a
thing they would not have dreamt of
doing in the time of Henry the
Eight.”

Some of the funniest stories told by
Dr. Lyttleton refer to what he de-
scribes as a very diverting- way of
teaching English literature by dicta-
ting some stanzas of a poem, leaving
out certain words to be filled in by the
boys.

“Their conjectures are always inter-
esting, and sometimes let down a
shaft into the abyss of their mental
process. A child of 11 was told to
finish the quotation:

DESTROYING U-BOATS.

LONDON, Sept. 30.

Another series of thrilling reports
of recent naval actions against Ger-
man submarines, illustrative of the
manner in which ‘the U-boat menace
is being met, was given out last night
by the Admiralty. The records are
official and atuhentic, but no dates
are given. The statement begun by
reciting how a torpedo gunboat
sighted a periscope six hundred yards
away, and turned the ship so that the
periscope was travelling in an oppos-
ite direction to that in which it was
Then at a distance of 50
yards the periscope disappeared and
the gunboat altering its course passed
over the submarine. The impact of
the collision was felt and when the
captain estimated the submarine was
under the after part of his ship ex-
plosive charges were dropped astern.

They said they had
been blown o6ut through the conning
tower and that their craft had been
hit amidships, overturned and sunk.

of sweepers were engaged in Western
Channel waters, when an explosjon
occurred between a pair of them, the
wire net parting. When the sweeping
wire was pulled in, two mines were
found entangled, one on the ship’s
just under the
surface. The slightest roll of the ship
striking the mine whiskers would
have been sufficient to set off the an-
nihilating charge. The officer in
command being responsible for the
lives of the crew ordered them to
abandon the ship. Later the senior
officer with volunteers re-boarded the
mine sweeper and coolly cut the wire
and the mines fell into the sea with-
out exploding. The mines were tow-
ed away gingerly by another ship.
The statement points out the value
of the trawler, which hardly costs as
much as one broadside from a cruiser
for training our mercantile marine
officers in gunnery and tactics.

A British merchantman was at-
tacked by a U-boat by gun fire from
a distance of three miles. The shots
were wild and she immediately re-
plied. At the sixth and seventh
rounds smoke flames burst forth from
the fore part of the submarine which
abandoned the chase. Another ship
sighted a periscope twenty yards
away on the beam and while swing-
ing on hard 'ported her helm. The
torpedo passed astern. A minute la-
ter the periscope appeared on the
surface on the other side.
