CUTTING THE WATERMELON.

Dear Sir.—Once upon a time the

ed against the exorbitant rates charg-
ed by a railroad—the name of which I
will designate by the letter “G.” and
the names of the officials by the first
letter of this name, since three of them
are well known in this country—and,
of course, the road got busy and pre-
pared data to show that it could not

reduce its'rates. Tables were pre-

i sented by the road showing' the losses
14t would suffer if the rates should be

reduced. These tables were ably pre-
pared and calculated to convince any
one, not initiated about such manipul-
ations, This was the difficulty that
confronted the people’s counsel—a Mr.
Adams. He felt certain that the show-
ing made for the road was wrong.
Somewhere in the Company’s arga-
ment existed a fatal flaw, but no one
had ever demonstrated the flaw. Uni-
versal custom had decreed the taking
of a railroad company’s statement at
its face value.

Thoughtful men knew well enough

and destroyed an ably structured
statement such as this. Mr. Adams
now brought into the case a Mr.
Downes, a man with an extraordinary
gift for financial analysis and re-
search. This gentleman inserted his
probe at the beginning of Mr. H’s rail-
road career, and followed its trail
down to the day of the hearing. Mr.
Downes put his finger upon the chief
nerve of the railroad problem. For the
first time he revealed the real nature
of the railroad business, which we
have always believed to be the carry-
ing of freight and passengers. To the
real purpose of a modern railroad,
freight and passenger traffic is but a
necessary blind. The real business is
to issue, to manipulate, and to possess
railroad securities. Others have as-
serted this; Mr. Downes proved it.
Now there was a Mr. Farley, who

swore that he made compact with the
four Canadians (officials of the road
under discussion) whereby they secur-
ed the old St. Paul and Pacfic railroad.
Mr. Farley swore that because of his
assistance the four Canadians were
enabled to obtain it from the Dutch
bondholders. They got it without ex-
pending a cent of their own money for
it, and issued upon it $8,000,000 of new
bonds with which they paid the pur-
chase price, which was $4,380,000 and
which left themi a profit of $3,420,000.
Mr. H. and his associates next pro-
ceeded to issue the $15,000,000 of stock
which they divided among them-
selves, and $8,000,000 of second-mort-
gage bonds. We have, therefore, at
the start of these operations 831,600,-
000 of new capitalization, of which
$15,000,000 went straight to the foar
Canadians without the payment of a
cent therefor. Of the remaining $16,-
000,000, being two issues of bonds, the
first issue, $8,000,000, was paid for out
of lands granted from the public do-
main by the Congress of U.S.A.; and
as for the second $8,000,000, issued os-
tensibly for improvements and exten-
sions, there is no record of how much,
if any, of the proceeds was pef-
manently invested in the railroad. The
first balance sheet of the company
showed discrepancies of $550,955 in
the assets and of $992,367 in liabilities.
In financial parlance the dividing of a
good thing by the insiders is called
“cutting a watermelon.” Here then is-
sued the first watermelons from what
was to_be the most prolific garden of
the kind in the world: Specimen No. 1,
about $4,000,000 profit on the first
mortgage bonds: No. 2, the railroad
and the land grants; No. 3, $15,000,000
of stock. All from an investment of
nothing. But—and here is the great
point not to be overlooked—these op-
erations had placed on the road a
capitalization of $31,000,000, of which
only $8,000,000 was anybody’s money
risked in the venture, while at least
$19,000,000 of it reposed with the pro-
moters.

Next, the Company issued $5,000,-
000 of additional stock at par to the
stockholders. The market price was
140. Value, $7,000,000; price, $5,000,-
000. Melon No. 4, $2,000,000; Capital
stock now $36,000,000; total of melons
to date, $21,000,000. One year later
there came to the syndicate melon No.
5, a choice luscious, early spring var-
jety. The company issued $10,000,000
of six per cent. bonds—to the stock-
holders at ten cents on the .dollar.
Size of melon, $9,000,000. This was
indeed precious fruitage. It brought
the capitalization to $46,000,000. Four
years later the capitalization was
$66,298,977, and $3,400,000 of the earn-
ings had been quietly sét aside to
fruitify the melons of the future. The
garden produce:offthe next year came
to table amid loud applause. The
president of the road announced the
issue of $8,000,000 of collateral trust
five per cent. bonds to be secured by
the deposit of $11,750,000 of the
securities of other railroads acquired
by the company—principally t of
surplus earnings. In other ords,
these were “stock bonds,” an excellent
device to conceal stock watering. The
whole issue went to the four Canadians
at 75 cents on the dollar. Market
value, par; melon, $2,000,000, added
capitalization, $8,000,000. Total capital-

Very little notice was taken of
our protest, and it should be
noted that for a time the cabled
news was of a more uninterest-
ing nature than ever, with very
little to choose between it and
that contained in the Canadian
papers, two or three days older,
arriving by mail almost simul-
taneously, daily, with the tele-
graphed despatches. Since tl}en
the Daily News has made sim-
ilar complaint, and we vaice
every sentiment expressed by
our contemporary. The service
-at present received is altogether
inconsistent with the original
arrangement and instruction,
and were one inclined to be
slangy there is one short word
containing three letters only,
which could be most expressive-
ly and correctly applied to the
foreign messages as received to
date. Day after day the same
series of contradictions, repeti-
tions, missing lines and con-
fusion generally occur. Those
alone give sufficient cause for
complaint, but added to these
there is another feature, which
arouses the wrathful indigna-
tion of the unfortunate editor
who has to go through the
sheets and piece them out, ere
he can, in many cases, arrive at
the context. That feature is
the inclusion of “pumk” news
into the general series. Of how
much interest is it to the peovle
of Newfoundland, that Dr.

Should a wheelbarrow on
a dock in any United States port
fall over the edge into the water
and be lost, great emphasis is
laid on this‘_an? it is strung out
tq tremendous lengths, even to
the furnishing of the name of
the name of the last laborer who
used it. The Newfoundland
press is getting fed up with a
continuance of this kind of
news, for which there is no ex-
cuse on tHe part of the compiler
-at Halifax. In the early days
of the present service, a request
was made by the collator that
copies of all the St. John’s
newspapers be sént him, 80 that
‘he might gain from . their per-
usal and tone, the exact type of
foreign news to cable. This
was immediately done, and so
far as we know is being con-
tinued. But it is time now that
a change for the better took
. This is an age of reform.

Soldiers’ o |
_ Appointments.

“As a matter of fact,” stated
the. Advocate in yesterday’s is-
sue, “the Squires Government
has, since November, 1919, given
twice as many Civil éorviee
positions to returned: soldiers,
as was given by the previous
administration during-the peri-
od of two years.”

That is not quite the point,
and is somewhat beside the ar-
gument. But will the Advocate,
out of the abundant knowledge
of its editor, kindly ‘print a list
of all the returned soldiers who
have been appointed to positions
in the Civil Service since No-

litical support. Sir Michael
Cashin read a list of appoint-
ments in the House some time
ago, made since November,
1919, and by no means com-
plete, of twelve new appoint-
pointments of males to the vari-
ous departments of the Govern-
ment of which but one was a
returned soldier, Perhaps the
proportion . of those others of
which the Advocate boasts is in
the same ratio. However it is
now up to that paper to publish
the list in full.

| missioner to Italy.

LT.-COL. BERNARD TALKS AT A
DINNER.

The followng report of & speech
delivered by Lt.Col. A. E. Bernard,
Trade Commissioner for Newfoundland
to Italy, is taken from the Bulletin of
the British Chamber of Commerce for
Italy. The speech was in response to
lthe Toast H. M. Officials, proposed by
{ Major Gerald Torrey, M.C., at the an-
nual banquet of the Council, held at
the Hotel Savoy, Genoa, on June 11th.
Lt.-Col. Bernard said, “I thank you
very much for the way in which you
have received the Toast. Snce I came
here I have been asked many times
where Newfoundland is. Strange to
say, it ‘was discovered by a gentleman
who lived somewhere near Genoa, and
was borm in Venice—a man ecalled
John Cabot. One day the fancy took
him to cross the ocean, and he discov
ered Newfoundland. Our parsimon-
jous frend Henry VII., gave him £10
for his discovery. Some people to-day
would question the wisdom of giv-
ing him as much as that. However,
that is a matter for the world to judge.
Newfoundland has DBean connected
with Italy for four centuries, and they
have been trying to do ome another
ever since. I do not know who is on
the top now, but I hope we shall soon
be. Before finshing, I should like to
thank the British Chamber of Com-
merce for the great kindness they have
shown to me during the last 6 months,
and not only the Chamber of Com-
merce, but all friends in Italy connect-
ed with the Chamber. I am quite sure
that however long or short a time I
may remain here, I shall have very
pleasant recollections of my British
and Italian friends in this country,
and I thank you in the name of Wy
country, Newfoundland.”

BLE SUFFERING OF
ROAD MAKERS.

.Out if the interior of this country
deprived of every home comfort, pes-
tered with deer flies, being devoured
by mosquitoes and their nights made
sleepless by myriads of sand flles are
nearly 8,000 men, working on a use-
less road, that they rhay earn enough
to keep their families from starva-
tion, - Without..any organization the
men are left to shift for themselves,
although it must be said that the
Government provides them with a
strip of felt, with which to cover the
ghacks they may erect. Without pro-
per cook houses or utensils the work-
man is forced to buy his flour, tea and
molasses from the general stores, and
then hash up a meal for himself as
best he may. Yet in spite of all this
misery and privation only 4 or § dol-
ars per week can be saved by the
most careful to send to those at home.
Food cannot always be had, particu-
larly ‘when a move forward is made.
Then men must bs sent back to the
base for supplies for those who had
moved forward. Over marsh and
through forest these carriers bring on
their shoulders sometimes more than
they can Stagger -under. “Never in
the history of the country have an in-
dustrious body of men been put to
. such straits to earn enough to keep
body and soul together,” are the words
of one who is conversant with the
facts. The whole outfit lacks organ=
ization, and only that their rugged
constitutions ward off sickness, whole-
sale deaths would be the result, he
says. The work on which the men
are engaged is the famous from “No-
where to Nowhere” Road. It begins
at Badger and if ever completed will
end at Hall’s Bay. For what purpoae
it is being built no one seems able to
tell. It will certainly never be travel-
ed over, except by trappers, as they
will prefer to go by the frozed ponds
during winter which extend in an al~
most unbroken chain for the 36 miles
between the two points. Although the
work was started on this road in
June, so far only about 14 miles have
been graded, and as the Minister of
Public Works stated in the House of
Assembly only a -few days ago, that
the pay roll is about $9,000 per day,
it is not difficult to estimate the cost
8o far, but what sum will have to be
expended to finish the job can only
be guessed at. At present the men
are engaged “corduroying” a swamp,
11 miles long, and when this i8
completed work will begin from the
Hall’'s Bay end. :Last week nearly a
riot was started in the camps. Pay
day was overdue and a second one
was at hand. The paymaster started
with what funds he had and distribu-
ted them as far as they would go, but
he was some $15,000 short, and the
men who had not been paid, fearing
that they would see nothing for their
toil, refused to work, and assumed a
threatening attitude. The conse-
quence was that the paymaster had to
immediately put out by canoe and
come in over the line for the neces-
sary funds. Useful work could have
been provided for these men near
their own homes. They know their
present job is a useless expenditure
of money, that roads, bridges and
marine works in their own settle-
ments are in need of repair, yet they
are sent in the wilderness where liv-
ing is a double expense to them. Is
it any wonder that as they gather to
rest at night they curse the Govern-
ment that promised them all sorts of
reforms.

JAMES WORRALL.

‘The people gemerally of St. John's
and Conception Bay will learn Wwith
profound grief of the sudden death of
Mr. James Worrall, which occurred at
his place of business (AnderSon’s up-
per store, Water Street) last evening.
Mr. Worrall had attained the ripe age
ot 82 years. James Worrall came to
Newfoundland in the year 1854, in the

splendid new brig Margaret Ridley,|

Capt. Palfrey. He was.then fourtesn
years of age. He was a native of
Liverpool, and for two years prevoius
he was employed in the Liverpool
Branch of the great firm of Megsrs.
Ridley & Sons. On arrival at Harbor
Grace he entered the employ of th
same firm there, in which he continu

for about twenty-one years. Few
men were more conversant with the
general trade of the country than was
the deceased gentleman. He was an
expert in office work, probably the old-
est draper in the country, and in his
younger days was agent for several
years of the great firm of Ridley &
Sons at Labrador . After the failure
of the above extensive and well-known
fiwn in the early sevemties, Mr. Wor-
rall removed to St. John’s, and entered
the Dry Goods Store of Messrs. J. &
W. Stewart, where he remained for
about twenty-two years, up to the time
of the winding-up of that firm. Shortly
afterwards he entered the establish-
ment of John Anderson, in which he
was a trusted manager of the West
End store for about a quarter of ‘a
century. During his sixty-seven
years in Newfoundland he was em-
ployed in only the above three firms—
spending about the same period in
each, fully trusted by his employers
and highly respected by the genetal
public, It may well be said he died
in harness. In his early days he was
an expert cricketer, and was a mem-
ber of the old Union Club of Harbor
Grace—the only remaining member
to-day being H. J. Watts of HM. Cus-
toms.

DUBLIN, Aug. 16.

Complete Independence for Ireland
still remains the demand of the Lead-
ers of Sind Fein. At the opening of
“Irish Republican Parliament” to-day,
Eamonn L% ,’alon, Republican Lead-
er, ih an address to the members de-
clared that for Ireland he and his col~
leagues stood for the ideals em-
bodied in United States declaration of
Independence. He reiterated the Sinn
Fein claim to separatica from the
British Empire, and asserted that the
Cabinet “of the Republican Parlia-

ment” was the sole Government the
Irish people recognized. Referring to
the peace mnegotiations with David
Lloyd George, De Valera said there
were péople who desired to negotiate,
in ordey to save their faces. Sinn Fein,
however, would negotiate only to save
possible bloodshed, and for right and
principle. He declared that the “Cabi-

“In the general election, which in ef-
fect was a nlebiscite, the question was
put to the Irish people as to what
form of Government théy wanted, and
how they wished to live, so that they
might have an opportunity of working
out for themselves their own national
life in their own way. The answer the
people gave “was unmistakable. I do
not say their answer was for a form
of Government 80 much because we
are not Republican dostrinares, but it
was for Irish Freedom and Irish Inde-
pendence, and it was patent to every-
i body, who considered the question, that
Irish Independence could not be real-
ized at the present time in any other
way so suitable as through a Republic.
Hence it was that the Irish Republic,
as such, was sanctioned by represent-
atives of the people, and thosé pepre-
sentatives of the people came here, and
in public session declared the Inde-
pendence of the Nation, and solemnly
declared your determination that you
would give your lives, and everything
you had, in an endeavour to make that

that you would have not merely in
gour owh hearts a recognition of it,
ut that you might secure recognition
of it from every Nation throughout the;
earth.” This is taken by officials here
as affording an opportunity for De
Valera to accept a settlement of the
controversy, which does not involve re-
ply. Further on in his speech De Val-
era quoted statesmen who had ad-
vocated the principle of Self-Determin-
ation, and this, to the official mind in
Dublin, points to a recommendation
by Sinn Fein Cabinet to Dail Eireann
to submit the Imperial Government’s
offer to a vote of the people of Ireland.
Meanwhile, according to belief, it is
expected of the Government to apply
further pressure on Ulster to enter
the proposed Irish Dominion, while
retaining its local autonomy. Advices
received in Dublin however seem to
ghow that Belfast officials are less in-
clined than ever to come to an agree-
ment with Dublin. Belfast busi-
ness men are credited in these advices,
as being increasingly distrustful of the
;:aipacity of Sinn Fein in practical af-
airs.

£ 85,000,000 NEEDED,

LONDON, Aug. 16.

In the Commons to-day Premier
Lloyd George announced that the Brit-
ish Trade Agent in Moscow had fully
confirmed the gigantic nature of the
famine in Russia. He emphasized that
what was needed to cope with this
catastrophe was some International
effort, and declared the surest means
through which the Soviet Government
could secure outside aid, would be for
it to recognise its obligations toward
Foreign countries, which had sent in
their goods and invested thelr capital
to help Russia in the past. Lloyd
George said that according to des-
patches received from Robert M. Hodg-
son; British representative in Moscow,
thirty five million pounds sterling
would be required for the relief of the
masses of the people, of whom thirty
per cent. are children, moving about
in search of food. The Premier appeal-
ed to the commons to setaside prejudice.
Nobody in Paris had tried to make poli-
tical capital out of Russias needs. He
argued that it was imperative to induce
the Peasants to part with their hidden
stores of grain, and provide transport
and commodities to exchange against
grain. This would be possible only if
the Soviet Government recognized its
obligations for the Russian war debt,
which matter could be settled later.

A New York mechanical engineer
has perfected a clock that is cor-
rected daily by a radio wireless im-
pulse séht from Washington for that
purpose. It i§ self-winding, -

Bepides indicating time {itself, the
clock will operaté and control any
numbet of secondary clocks. It
makes possible, it is believed, for the
first time, the synchronizing of time-
pieces all over the country by wire-
Tess.

Another wonderful clock is to be
seen at Waterloo Station, London.
With four faces and no visible works
it is controlled by electricity and
operated by a self-wound electrical
master clock.

The late Czar of Russia possessed
& wonderful watch made by & Polish
mechanic. Having heard many tales
of this man’s inventive genius, the
Czar sent him a parcel - consaining
some copper nails, wood' chippings, a
piece of broken glass, a cracked
china cup, a length of wire, and two
or three .cribbage pegs. With this
very mixed lot was a command to
make them into a time-piece.

A Wateh Made of Scraps.

Before long the Czar got his par-
cel back in the shape of a watch.
The case was made of china, and the
works of the other odds and ends.

Wells Cathedral contains one of
the most interesting clocks in the
world. It was made by Peter Light-
foot, a monk, in 1320. Models of
celestial and terrestrial bodies indi-
cate the hours of the day, the age of
the moon, and so-on.

When this c¢lock strikes two com-
panies of armed horsemen dash out
of the gateways in opposite direc-
tions and charge vigorously. They
strike with their lances as they pass
as many times as correspond with
the number of the hour. A little
distance away, seated om a high
porch, s a quainf figure which kicks
the quarters on two bells beneath
his feet and strikes the hours on an-
other bell.

The Nawab of Rampur (India) is
the possessor of a watch valued at
over £18,000. 'The lower case i§ cut
from a single topaz, the upper from
an emerald, and a diamond, ground
very thin, serves for the glass. This
watch shows the seconds, minutes,
quarter-hours, half-hours, hours,
days, weeks, months, Seasons, years,
and leap-years up to the year 9,999.

The clock in Strasburg Cathedral
(Alsace-Lorraine) is one of the most
wonderful of its kind. Besides vari-
ous astronomical devices, the revo-
lutions of the planets are represent-
ed, so that the relative position of
each at any time can be seen at a
glance.

Clocks Without Faces.

On a platform are movable figures
representing the four ages of man.
At the first quarter of &an hour a
child strikes the bell with a rattle; a
youth strikes the half-hour, while at
the third quarter a warrior strikes it
with his sword. At the fourth quar-
ter an old man strikes it with his
crutch; a figure of Death then ap-
pears and strikes the full hour with
a fleshless bone.

On a higher platform is a figure
of Christ, and when Death strikes
the hour at noon the twelve Apostles
pass before the feet of their Master
and bow to Him. As Peter passes a
large cock flaps its wings and crows
three times.

In Switzerland clocks are made
that do not require hands or faces.
The time-piece stands in the hall,
and if one wants to know the time
one presses a button. The &ick, by
means of a. phonographic internal
arrangement, calls out “HaN-past
four,” or “Five minutes to ten,” or
whatever the time may be.

In the tower of the premises of
the Liverpool ¥Friendly Society on
the Pier Head, Liverpool, i8 the
largest clock in the world, The dials,
which are 260ft. from the ground, are
25ft. in diameter; the minute hands
are 14ft. long and 3ft. broad—Tit-

“The ‘old gentlémen’ round the
horseshoe table in the
¢lean-looking room’ in Whitehall
have often to deal with the ends of
the earth, but we doubt whether they

We Cannot Scrap
the League.

“Lord Grey of Fallodon, president »f
the League of Nations Union, has
made tpe following statement with
regard to the urgency of the l.eague:

“’The need for a League of Nations
to preserve peace becomes more, and
not less, evident. Without some such
organization the Governments of the
nations who desire peace will be as
powerless to avert war when a crisis
comes as they were in 1914, But the
vitality of a League of Nations and
the policy of Goverp.ments must de-
pend upon Public Opinion. It is to
keep Public Opinion informed, alert,
and effective that-the League of Na-
‘ tions Union exists, and the first
‘Ianswer to every citizen who wishes
:to help the League is, “Join the
League of Nations Union.”

“Our country, with forty-seven
other nations, is a member of the
League. Since peace it has done
good work; it can realise the hopes
| with which it was founded; but only
lif the people of the nations who 1ire
!members of it insist upon its develop-
yment and use.
| “The President of the United
|States has deﬂndtely and finally stat-
"ed that the United States cannot join
'the League. I believe that the Presi-
"dent and the people of the United
States have the samie  desires for
" world peace -as ‘those of us in this
! country who are the strongest sup-
: porters of the League of Nations. We
know that the influence of the United
States must be very great, and may
very likely be decisive, in a world
crisis. We shall welcome that in-
fluence in whatever way the United
States decides to exercise it.

“But we cannot scrap the League of
Nations.

“For us in Europe there are but
three main policies:

“ 1. Isolation, which for us is the
 most costly, futile, and. dangerous

{ bolicy. I

“ 2. Separate alliances. These, if
they take the form,of special treaties
for special purposes, are publicly
communicated to the League of Na-
tions, and are not contrary to the
objects of the League are not in-
compatible with it. But dependence
on separate alliances without a
League of Nations will assuredly
bring Europe to a crisis and to war
again as it did in 1914.

‘“ 3. The policy of developing, us-
ing, making effective the League of
Nations.

“It cannot be doubted that this
democracy desires to avoid future
war. Democracy, if it be resolved
and alert, may be more powerful in
policy and action than any form of
government the world has known;
but if it be apathetic and undecided
it becomes pitiably helpless. It
needs organization to secure-through
Public Opinion that, whatever party
be in power, tne policy of this country
shall be a Ieague of Mations policy,
that the Leigve of Nations Union ex-
ists and is to-day appealing for sup-
port’”

A weird form of fishing is practised
by certain tribes of head-hunters in
Central Borneo.

A poison which stupefies and evens
kills the fish, without making it unfit
for food, is made from the root of a
species of vine. Only the bark is used,
and this is beaten to shreds with sticks
before finally it is thrown into the
river.

This has the effect of stupefying the
firsh, which are caught in rudely-con-
structed traps built across the river.
In a few hours as many as a thousand
fish will be caught by this means, the
larger upon which the poison pre-
sumably does not have much effect, be-
ing speared as they rise to the sur-
face. ‘

Before each fishing expedition an
augury is taken. In the presence of
the whole tribe, a chief makes fire by
pulling a piece of rattan (palm)
around a bamboo stick held to the
ground. Should the rattan break before
smoke ensues, the undertaking is post-
poned for an hour or two. If the rat-
tan breaks into two parts of equal
length fish will not be caught. But if
the right-hand piece is longer than the
left, all is well.

Exposures of Government Wrong |
Doing--Sensational Administra-
tion Scandals--A Review of}
1921 Proceedings.

(Coitinued)
THE TRRESPONSIBLES.

The less said of the Government
members, the better, for if one search-
ed the world over it would be impos-
sible to find a more incompetent set of
men than those who sit on the Speak-
;er’s left. To call them irresponsibles

is perhaps paying them a complimient
for they are devoid of all reasoning
power and for four months sat quietly
through a storm of. hostile criticism,
which was so true and so pointed that
it would have penetrated the hide of a
rhinoceros. The Executive Council
have already been dealt with. Of those
who held office without seats im the
cabinet there is little to be said. Mr.
Cave, the Minister of Shipping is a
follower of Sir Richard Squires and
Mr, Jennings, the Minister of Public
Worksis a Coakerite., Both of these
' men are negligible. Mr. Jennings, how-
ever, with the control of the Public
‘Works Department in his hands, had
to stand some severe criticism in the
House and his replies were not such
as would do him a great deal of credit.
He was most unwise at times and
brought a great deal of unnecessary
trouble on his head through his lack
of tact and his hasty temper. Of the
remaining Government members, eight
were Coakerites. Bound to their leader
by obligation, (as if any man could
serve two 'masters), these men were
mere puppets. They lacked initiative,
spirit, courage—everything that goes
to the make-up of a man. Their per-
sonalities were completely effaced and
they bowed silently to the dictates of
the despotic Mr. Coaker. Through them
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries
kept a tight hold on the Prime Minis-
ter. Through them he could control the

" Government. They had been elected

because they were his nominees. If he
had put waxfigures up for eléction in
1919 they would have been returned,
such was Mr. Coaker’s influence in the
North. Sed tempora mutantar! The
remaining members of the Squires’
party were also lacking in Spirit. They
realized the terrible position in which
the Government had placed the ceun-
try; but did not have the courage'to
cross the floor or take an independent
stand. All, that is, except Mr. Frank
Archibald. of Hr. Grace who proved
himself a true man. More-will be said
of him later.

THE SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

At this juncture a brief explanation
of Parliamentary proceedure in con=
nection with the Speech from the
Throne may not be out of places %

At the time called for the opening of ;

the Legislature, the Governor attends
at the Legislative Council Chamber.
The members of the Council are pre-
sent in their seats, whilst -outside the
Bar of the House stand the Speaker
and members of the Lower House. His
Excellency is handed a speech which
he reads from the President’s dais.
This is what is known as the Speech
. from the Throne. It has been previous-
. 1y prepared by the Prime Minister in
: conjunction with his cabinet, and con-
tains, in bref, the policy of the Govern-
. ment during the coming session. After
the Speech from the Throne has been
read to both Houses assembled in the
Council Chamber, the Governor takes
his departure, and the members of the
Assembly return to their own Chamber.
There, the Speech is again read, but
this time, by the Speaker. Two mem-
bers of the Government who have been
previously selected for the task, then
respectively, and in speeches of vary-
ing length, move and second “that a
Select Committee of this-House be ap-
pointed to draft an address in reply to
the Speech from the Throne.”

On the address in Reply being pre-
sented, it is open for debate before
adoption. No member may, however,
speak morethanonce to a motion before

an amendment moved and seconded
after he has spoken. As a consequence,
when there is much to be criticized in
the Speech from the Throne, all the
addresses are lengthy. Generally, how-
ever, the Address in Reply is adopted
within two or three days of the open-
ing of the House.

AN EMPTY DOCUMENT.

Never, in the history of Responsible
Government in this' country, has a
Speech from the Throne of such an em-
pty nature, so devoid of policy, been
delivered as that which was read by
H. E. the Governor on March 30th,

41921, It was apparent to all that the

country was in a bad state financially.
Our fish markets were gone, over half
2 million quintals of fish were in the
country unsold, people were starying!
Despite all this, to quote Sir Michael
Cashin, “there is not one ray of hope
in the Speech, nor one statement of
what has been done or will be done.”
The salient points of the Speech were
few, and all were of minor importance
when compared with the real difficul-
.ties which confronted the Government.
The paragraph dealing with the Fish
Regulations would have been laugh-
able in the extreme, were the matter
not such a serious one. Consider this
i extract.

THE ADDRESS IN REPLY.

Never before was a Speech from the
Throne debated at greater 1 ngth than
was that which has just been reviewed.
Never has a Government had to stand
such severe criticlsm, and criticism
which rankled all the more because it
was deserved. For féur weeks the Gov-
ernment members sat silently in their
places whilst misdeed after misdeed
was brought home to them. Through
this storm of hostile criticism they sat
immovable, unable to 'reply. They
seemed to be in a trance.

The motion for a Select Committee
was made by Mr. Scammell, a member
of the Coaker party. Young, and a
talented speaker, he made the best of
a bad job. But his statements lacked
conviction. In the words of the Leader
of the Opposition, “He made a good
case out of nothing.” Capt. Jones, an-
other Coaker member, seconded the
motion. His address was negligible,
delivered as it was in a low tone and
from typewritten manuscript. Sir
Michael Cashin, on the first day, op-
| ‘ened the debate which was to last for
a period of a month. He delivered a
powerful speech in which he ridiculed
everything contained in the Speech
from the Throne, and said it was as
“impertinance on the part of the Gov-
ernment to come in with such a Speech
and ask the House to swallow it.” Sir
Michael touched briefly on many points
which in an address of over seven
hours duration, he later elaborated
on. Amongst other statements made by
him, was that our purchasing power
had dropped over $20,000,000. He esti-
mated further that at the end of the
fiscal year our revenue would be short
$3,000,000. How true a prophet Sir
Michael was will be shown later when
the Budget Speech is reviewed.

THE AUDITOR GENERAL’S REPORT

Early in the session the Auditor Gen-
ergl’s' Report was tabled by the Prime
Minister upon the insistent demand of

gleaed from this Report formed the
chief basis of the Opposition speeches
on the Address in Reply. Never before
have 80 many scandals been revealed
in connection with any Newfoundland
Government. In this review it is both
impossible and impracticable to deal
at any length with these revelations
of administrative incompetency, but
they must receive at least passing
mention.

{ The first point to be considered in con-

i that it was done not only without legis-
! lative sanction, but even whilst the
! Prime Minister and Minister of Justice
{ were absent fro&tthe country. Second-
ly, it was a m diseriminatory act
for only the fishermen of the North
benefited. And thirdly, the authority
{ to purchase this fish was given to on-
| 1y three merchants, all of whom were
{ Government supporters. The amount
appropriated by Hon. W. F. Coaker, for
| he it was who conducted the whele af-
| fair, was $500,000 but a little over
$339,000 was used, the rest of the
. money being’returned to the Surplus
| Trust Fund from which-it-had- been
taken. All the men who benefitted by
this discriminatory and illegal guaran-’
tee were constituents of Mr. Coaker.
If he had not given the guarantee the
influence he held over the Northern
people would have been 10st perman-
ently. During the debate on the Ad-
dress in Reply further startling state-
ments were made in this connection by
Sir John Crosbie, but these will be
dealt with later. : ¥
