WELLINGTON COUNTY COUNCIL.
Saturday, June 6th.* 

The Council resumed at eleven o’clock, 
the Warden in the chair.

Mr Gordon presented the report of the 
Committee on Compulsory Education ;

Your Committee report that all the 
rateable property of the County is com­
pelled to contribute to the support of the 
schools for children of the ratepayers ; 
that generally the schools are open to all 
free of charge ; they they believe tl|at the 
schools of the different municipalities of 
the County of Wellington are well con­
ducted, and in every way competent to 
educate their pupils ; that the Committee 
most readily accept the burden imposed 
on them by law for providing general 
education, and are fully impressed with 
a sense of the ample returns which, as 
ratepayers, they would receive from their 
outlay, if the blessings of education could 
be universal to all that need their influ- 

The Committee respectfully sug­
gest that the legal obligation cast on 
them to provide education should in fair­
ness be accompanied by an obligation on 
the part of all children of school age to 
accept the education provided. And that 
in accordance with these views they re­
commend that the Warden and Clerk be 
instructed to prepare a petition to the 
Legislature of Ontario embodying these 
views. The report was adopted.

Mr Mitchell presented the report of the 
Committee on County Property :

COUNTY PBOPNBTY
The committee report that in regard 

to the communication from the War­
den of the County of Hal ton they 
do not think it advisable for this Council 
to take any action on the question at the 
present time.

With regard to the communication 
from the Registrar of the County, the 
committee think proper steps should be 
taken to make the windows secure.

The committee have examined the 
Jail and Court House, and find that a new 
woodshed is required in the jail yard, al­
so a small cook house. The cistern also 
requires considerable repairs, a new car­
pet would improve very much the Judge’s 
Chambers. The roof of the office of the 
Clerk of the Surrogate Court is in a leaky 
condition. The closing up of an unneces­
sary window in the jail would make it 
more secure. The foregoing matters and 
others of a trifling character will cost 
about $600, and wo think the aforesaid 
improvement are necessary and should 
be made.

The committee cannot recommend the

cannot recommend it to be paid, but that 
the matter be referred to arbitration, aa 
they consider the offer already made him 
by the Cowty. for 8*14 fmtvel aqd dam­
ages full value for the same.

The committee having also taken into 
consideration the memorial from John 
Neeve relating to damages sustained by 
him In the construction of the Dundas 
Road, would recommend that the matter 
"be referred to the eub committee on Coun­
ty Roads for the South Division to exam­
ine into the matter and report to this 
Council at its next session.

The report was adopted.
Moved by Mr. Mair, seconded by Mr. 

Mclnnee, that the Treasurer be authorized 
to prepare a detailed statement of the 
accounts, assets and liabilities of the Coun­
ty, ahd lay the same before the Council 
at its next meeting.—Carried.

The Council then adjourned to meet 
on the 22nd, Sept, at three o’clock p.m.

The forty fifth annual Conference of 
the Wesleyan Church in Ontario and 
Quebec opened at Kingston, on Wednes­
day the 3rd of June. There was a very 
large attendance.

Rev. JarAes Elliot, President for the 
past year,conducted the religious services, 
announcing the 48th hymn. After sing­
ing, Mr. Elliott read the 62nd Chapter of 
Isaiah, and the 1st chapter of the 2nd 
epistle of Timothy, and called upon Mr 
Jones and Mr. Wood to lead in prayei.

On retiring from the presidential chair 
he said he felt thankful for the peace 
throughout the church during the year, 
for temporal prosperity—debts had been 
paid and parsonages and churches erect­
ed, and tire fund of the church greatly 
increased—but his greatest cause for 
gratitude was the fact that they had had 
spiritual prosperity, and that hundreds 
had been added to the church. He then 
read the resolution of the British Wes­
leyan Conference, which met at Bristol 
in July last, confirming the nomination 
by the Canadian • onference of the Bev.
W. M. Punshoi.^M A as President, and 
the Rev. Lachlan Tay or, DD, as co-dele- 
gate for the coming. > .ar. (Applause).
He had no need to up- ok a word in praise 
of Mr. Pun*on--i. .d vraise was in all 
the churches, and ho had already, since 
his coming among them, won their love 
and admiration. (Cheers.) Mr. Elliott 
said that the pleasures and Honors of*his 
life were greatly increased by his being 
permitted thus officially to introduce to 
them as hi§ successor the Rev. Vf. M.
Punshon.

The new President on being conducted 
to the chair made an eloquent speech.
He was followed in a similar strain by the 
co-delegate Rev. Dr. Taylor.

The Rev. Charles Lavell was elected 
Secretary. Votes of thanks were then 
passed to the retiring President and co­
delegate.

At the afternoon session, the Confer­
ence was called to order by the President, 
who conducted the religious services.
