Accident at Harriston.—An acci­
dent of a painful nature occurred at Har­
riston on Tuesday, 22nd inst.

When 
tiiü man was questioned,ho acknowledg­
ed taking Walter from home, stating 
that the boy had remained with him 
from Monday morning till Thursday 
morning, when he strayed, away. The 
father of the boy endeavored to have 
the man arrested, but owing to the ab- 
sence|from city of the Police Magistrate, 
as well as other difficulties, lie did not 
succeed. Where the boy has strayed to, 
left alone as he was in such a throng of 
people, cannot be even conjectured. A 
description of him was left at the Police 
Stations, and a promise was given that 
he would be immediately sent home to 
Guelph if found. He wore dark pants, 
a brown overcoat and a Scotch cap when 
carried off on Monday.

Quirk, in which 
he expressed his sincerest thanks for the 
Confidence and esteem which had sug­
gested the gift, the company sat down 
to an excellent supper, which had been 
gotten up by Bro. J. Hctlierington, who 
catered in his usual excellent style. A 
very enjoyable time was spent by the

Guelph Young Men’s Christian 
Association.

The business meeting preceding the 
Fifth Annual Meeting of the Guelph Y. 
M. C/A. was held on Thursday evening 
last. The attendance was very small, 
and it is to be regretted that the mem­
bers do not feel that a great measure of 
the success of the Association depends 
on a large attendance at the business 
meetings. The Chairmen of the Stand­
ing Committees presented their annual 
reports, and though in some respects they 
were not so good as they ought to have 
been, yet, remembering the difficulties 
they have had to contend against—chief­
ly financial—they are in a great measure 
encouragi ig. We give a brief synopsis 
of them, so that the public and members 
may know what the Association has donef 
and have been trying to do for the past 
year.

The Financial Report was not present- 
ed in full, as the Treasurer, Mr. Marcon, 
was absent, and the Chairman of the 
Committee could not make up full returns. 
The report showed, .however, that the 
Association feels very much tbe need of 
money to help in its work of benevolence.

The Room and Library Committee re­
ported that it was a little over a year 
since they first occupied the present 
rooms, and during that time efforts had 
been made to make the Rooms cheerful 
and attractive. New pictures had been 
hung on the walls, side tables placed in 
the reading room, folding doors put in, 
the windows altered to allow good ventil­
ation and new blinds and house plants ob­
tained, giving it ahome°-like and cheerful 
appearance. A very beautiful and at­
tractive lamp had been presented to the 
Association by some of the members to 
hang over the front door. The reading 
room, which is free, is well supplied with 
books and periodicals. In closing their 
report the Committee hoped that the 
members would use the library more and 
induce their acquaintances to do so also.

The Literary Committee in presenting 
their report regretted very much that 
this department of the work had been 
greatly neglected. Though the material 
in the way of Lectures, Essays, Ac., had 
been above the average, the meetings, in 
consequence of the non-attendance of the 
members, had been comparatively a fail­
ure. They had introduced a new feature 
in holding free social gatherings, which 
were much appreciated. There had been 
five lectures daring the winter, a concert 
from the Vescellius Sisters, and a very 
pleasant and profitable anniversary in 
the Town Hall. The Committee much 
regretted the small attendance at the 
weekly meetings, and hoped that in future 
the members would make an endeavor to 
come out.

The Reception Committee reported that 
they had found no difficulty in procuring 
places for delegates visiting the Associa­
tion and for those who had come to 
lecture.

The Mission Comnrttee reported that 
although the financial aspect of the As­
sociation had not been bright or encour-. 
aging, the spiritual interest had never 
been so lively as during the past year. 
God had indeed blessed their labors in 
this part of the work for the Master. The 
Sunday evening prayer meeting had been 
well attended, the average attendance 
being one hundred, though as many as 
two hundred had been present. In ad­
dition to this, 104 prayer meetings had 
been held in the rooms, and 80 prayer 
meetings in the houses cf private fami­
lies and in the boarding houses of the 
town. The gaol work had been carefully 
and regularly attended, 62 meetings being 
held, with an average attendance of eight 
prisoners. They had been received with 
thankfulness by the prisoners, and not a 
few, at the close of their imprisonment, 
with tears in their eyes thanked them for 
their interest in them, and with God’s 
help would try to lead better lives. The 
M psion Sabbath School had 75 pupils, 
with an average attendance of forty. The 
Bible Class had been attended by an 
average of 17 persons, and as the Inter­
national series of lessons are taken up 
many teachers in the various Church 
Sunday Schools attend. In the Volun­
teer Camp, meetings were held every 
evening which were appreciated by both 
officers and men, as was also the free 
reading room with its advantages. On 
tho Sunday during the time the volun­
teers were in camp Lieut. McCrae, of the 
Battery, and a vice-president of the As­
sociation, held a bible class which was 
followed by a praise meeting. In closing 
their long report, the Committee trusted 
that God’s blessing would be invoked on 
the work during the coming year and 
that all who took part m it might be 
blessed with a gracious revival in answer 
to their prayers.

The Tract Committee reported that at 
the beginning of the year 15 members 
were engaged-in this work, and many of 
tha members when travelling on business 
took a bundle of tracts with them and 
distributed on the cars. In these ways 
between 8,000 and 9,000 tracts had been 
circulated during the past year. They 
prayed God would own these silent mes­
sengers, and through this means would 
bring peace to many a wayward heart.

The Executive Committee held 9 meet­
ings during the year, had visited the 
Fergus Association twice, Berlin twice, 
Elora twice, once to form the latter As­
sociation. They took this opportunity 
of thanking the ladies for their efforts in 
their behaif. Tho Committee finding 
very little use for tbe rooms upstairs had 
rented them to the Sons of Temperance. 
In submitting their report the Committee 
hoped the members would taka a still 
greater interest in the several branches 
of Christian labor in which the Associa­
tion was engaged, and that they would 
come forward and work in the depart­
ments to which their abilities and talents 
peculiarly adapted them.

The Directors will meet this (Friday) 
evening to make out their annual report.

It is hoped tho members will bear in 
mind that on Thursday evening next the 
Annual meeting will be held for the pur­
pose of electing officers for the ensuing 
year. Let all endeavor to be present.

The New Bell for St. Bartholomew’» 
R. C. t/hurch.

SERVICES AT THE CHRISTENING.
The bell that has done service since 

1854 in the tower of St. Bartholomew’s 
Church, on the Catholic Hill, was crack­
ed on the 17th April last, by the undue 
strain occasioned by two funerals and a 
fire which occurred on that day. It re­
mained in the tower until a few days 
ago, when it was taken down to give 
place to a new one, the effort to remedy 
the defect having failed. Workmen 
were engaged who cut an aperture in the 
line of the crack about an inch wide, 
but this homrenethic process of curing 
the- crack by making another, and a 
larger one, was not successful. An 
order was therefore sent to the Troy 
foundry for a new bell, and it was im­
mediately cast and forwarded. It weighs 
2,013 lbs., is pitched in the key of F 
sharp, and bears the inscription “Maria 
Immaculata est meum nomen, Guelph, 
Ont., Pio IX, 1874.” It cost $1,000. 
The old bell weighed 1,607 lbs. and was 
of the same tone. It has been heard at 
a distance of .fifteen miles, and it is pre­
sumed that the notes of the new one, 
with its extra demensions, will be heard 
even favther than that.

Bishop Crinnon, of Hamilton, was in­
vited to perform the ceremony of christ­
ening the new bell, and on Wednesday 
evening^ deputation, occupying about 20 
carriages, met him at the G. W. It. Sta­
tion and escorted him to the parsonage.

On Thursday morning, shortly after 
nine, a large congregation assembled in 
the chapel to witness the christening ser­
vices, which were commenced by the 
entrance of a number of boys and girls 
from the schools singing the Litany. 
After they had taken places on either 
side of the gallery, a procession of boys 
in uniform entered the chapel, carrying 
a cross and tapers, followed by Bishop 
Crinnon, the Rev. Mr. Lennon, the Bis­
hop’s Secretary, and Revs. Joseph Loy- 
zance, Parish Priest, John Holzer, Louis 
Jouin, Francis Dumorteier, and Father 
Clemens, Little Germany.

address.
At the altar Father Loyzance present­

ed the Bishop with the following address, 
on behalf of the clergy :r—

My Lord,—On the day of your first 
official visit to Guelph allow me in all 
simplicity to express publicly our senti­
ments of gratitude and love, of respect 
and obedience to your Lordship, whom 
we acknowledge as the representative of 
the Vicar of Christ on earth. Therefore 
in the name of our good Catholic people 
of Guëlph, I wish your Lordship a sincere 
and happy welcome and say with the 
Apostle Saint John, Benedictus qui venit 
in nomine Domini. We know that the 
visit of the first Pastor to a parish brings 
always abundant blessings from Heaven. 
May you, therefore, my lord, like an­
other Moses, on the Catholic Hill of 
Guelph, implore and obtain from Heaven 
all the temporal and spiritual blessings 
of which wc stand in need. May the 
sound of this new bell, Mary Immaculate, 
which your Lordship is going to bless 
this day, awake many sinners and infi­
dels who sleep the sleep of death : may 
this new bell sound soon the victory of 
Christ over his enemies, the complete 
triumph of the Church over its persecut­
ors, and call soon the people of Guelph 
to sing a grand Te Deum in thanksgiving 
to God for his numerous blessings ; may 
the sound of this new bell be heard by 
the heads of all the Christian families of 
Guelph, to remind them of the sacred 
duty imposed upon them to send their 
children to school, to catechism and to 
Mass. My Lord, we bless Diviuç Provi­
dence for having given us a holy pastor, 
full of zeal and charity, learning and 
wisdom, who will look after the stray 
sheep and watch over the flock. We 
know, my Lord, that already you have 
taken steps1, blessed with happy results, 
to multiply the evangelical laborers in 
the Diocese of Hamilton : May God in 
his mercy, My Lord, bless your holy un­
dertakings and grant your Lordship long 
and happy days full of works and merits, 
iladplurimos annos vivatReverehdissimus 
Dominus.” My Lord, sucli are the bless­
ings we will daily beg of^iod to bestow 
upon your ecclesiastical administration, 
which we have every reason to believe 
will be a glory to the church, the salva­
tion of many, and a sure title to a bril­
liant and immortal crown in heaven for 
Your Lordship. May God hear our 
prayers.

His Lordship replied as follows :— 
Rev. Father and Christian Friends

For the address with which you have 
presented me, I assure you I return my 
sincere and grateful thanks, and I am 
very glad and very happy, my dear 
friends, that my first visit from Hamil­
ton has been to Guelph. You aie ac­
knowledged by all as tbe gbry of God’s 
Church, and yon are a fear and terror to 
God’s enemies. My dear friends, I have 
become a Bishop in the spirit yf obedience 
to the Vicar of* Christ on earth, the 
glorious Pius the Ninth. I had my fear 
and trembling when taking the office, 
but I know that God will assist me. I 
have brought nothing to the office save 
a good will to do what I can, and may 
God help me. The good Father has al­
luded to my exertions in regard to the 
priests ove r this diocese. It was my 
first object to secure good ministers for 
the Churches under my charge', and for 
this reason I went to Ireland to procure 
for you pastors, and I am glad you have 
become so attached to the one over yon. 
We have now, ready prepm - d. for tbe 
priesthood, eighteen or nineteen young 
men, who will in a few years, I trust, 
fill the ministry. In regard to my visit 
in Ireland, I am happy to inform you 
that I found the Church there in a very 
flourishing state. I met some Bishops 
who were going out to Australia ; I met 
some from New Zealand, and every part 
of tho English-speaking world. The 
Church in Ireland exerts a great influ­
ence in propagating the glory of Christ 
throughout the Christian world; It is a 
grand and glorious work. The lamp of 
faith is shining more and more brightly. 
By the extraordinary ways of Providence, 
the wonderful ways of God, the very means 
that were intended to destroy that faith 
have beep the means of propagating it

! happy to find a good spirit between you 
and your pastor, and I hope it will con­
tinue. In such union lies our strength. 
Divided we are nothing, but united. we 
are a body that can do wonderful things 
for God.

A religions service was then conduct­
ed by Father Loyzance, during which 
Bishop Crinnon delivered a

SERMON,
of which the following is a synopsis

Sacrifice, said the speaker, is impress­
ed more deeply upon the heart of man 
by God than any other form of worship. 
Thus we find him in all ages offering 
sacrifices to his Creator. The sons of 
Adam offered sacrifices, and along the 
stream of time, we find Noah and all the 
patriarchs worshipping God by sacrifice. 
Melchieedec offered sacrifices, and we 
read in the Gospel that Christ was a 
r riest after the order of Melchieedec. 
But these sacrifices were simply types 
and figures of that one great sacrifice. 
This world might be deluged with the blood 
of sheepand oxen,but these could never ef­
face man’s guilt. Angela and men might 
pray and weep for countless ages, but 
they could never give infinite satisfaction 
to God. And why ? Because the offence 
was offered to God, who is infinite. But 
by an act of infinite love and charity, 
Christ our Lord and Saviour,comes down 
from Heaven, clothes divinity with flesh 
and flood, and then He makes infinite 
satisfaction. How great is the act ! God 
alone, as God, could not do it, 
because he is not capable of 
suffering, but taking up our hu­
manity then he gives infinite satisfaction. 
At ;the crucifixion of Christ the an- 

, cient prophecies were fulfilled, types and 
figures gave way to the great reality ; 
the Father was satisfied ; all was finish­
ed. God ordained that that great sacri­
fice should continue to be offered for 
these who have lived since, and for the 
millions yet unborn. It is an act of our 
holy faith that the sacrifice you attend 
is that sacrifice really and truly, the 
same priest and the same victim offered 
on calvary, and this act of faith rests up­
on God’s infallible, God’s merciful Word, 
and Christ says “lam the living bread 
came down from heaven ; ' if any 
man eat of this bread he shall live for­
ever, and this broad is my flesh for the 
-life of the world.” When the Jews be­
came alarmed at this saying, Christ an­
swered, “ Unless you eat of the Son of 
Man and drink his blood, you can have 
no life in you. They that eat my flesh 
and drink my blood are in me and I in 
them.” Christ reserved the adorable 
sacrifice until the night of His passion. 
Taking the bread He raised His eyes to 
God His Father, brake and blessed it, 
and said to His diciples “ Take of this, 
for this is myflesh that is given for you.” 
In like manner Ho took the cap saying 
“ This is my blood shed for you and for 
many for the remission of sins. This do 
in remembrance of me.” You will see 
that this holy madl at which you assist 
is the continuation of tho sacrifice of 
Christ, fulfilling the glorous prophecy:
“ In every place there is offered a clean 
oblation, a glorious sacrifice.” See how 
this is fulfilled in the Catholic Church. 
All over tho world from the rising to the 
setting of the sun, priests are calling out 
to God and offering sacrifices. How- 
great should be our love for Him who 
sends us these blessings, and how faith­
ful we should bo to come to mass every 
day if possible ! What a conssolation 
my dear friends, that we have the pri­
vilege of coming here where, from the 
world’s bustle and turmoil/we can retire 
for a few moments, kneel down at God’s 
holy altar and open oar souls to God, and 
expose the wounds that sin has inflicted. 
If we do this, God will make us strong in 
His sen ice and will say “ My son, be of 
good cheer, tby sins are forgiven thee.”

After the celebration of Mass, thé 
Bishop and Clergy proceeded to the en­
trance of the chapel, where tho bell was 
suspended. After a service in Latin, His 
Lordship sprinkled and anointed the 
new bell, the congregation viewing the 
ceremonies from tho inside of the chapel. 
A short service in Latin followed this, 
after which the congregation moved to 
the outside of the chapel. While they 
were passing out, the Bishop took hold of 
the rope attached to tho tongue of the 
bell, and rang it once. Ho was followed 
by the sponsors, whose names are as .fol­

I pray 
Almighty God to bless you and give you 
health and strength to perform your ar­
duous duties, and hope that you may be 
long spared to preside over the ecclesias­
tical Diocese of Hamilton. We desire 
that you will prolong your visit with us 
that you may become better acquainted 
with the Catholic people of this town.

His Lordship replied—My dear friends, 
this is my first visit to any mission in 
the Diocese, and I go back with a light 
heart. - I came yesterday sad and sorrow­
ful, but I go back to-day assured with 
the welcome on the part of your worthy 
pastor and yourselves. I will visit yon 
often, and I hope I will, before long, have 
the consolation of blessing a new church 
here. You are well able and willing to 
contribute to such a good work. I wi’l 
always remember you in my prayers. I 
will now giveyou my blessing.

The congregation kneeled while the 
Bishop pronounced his benediction, after 
which they separated.______

The Provincial Exhibition,
Thursday was a worthy day, in point 

of -numbers, on the Crystal Palace 
Grounds. A safe calculation places the 
numbers visiting at 30,000 ; and up to 
Thursday night, the cash receipts were 
$18,800. One of the features of the day 
was the airing in the Ring of the prize 
animals, horses and cattle, forming a 
magnificent display of stock, and one 
that was worth travelling miles to see. 
Another was a premeditated conflagra­
tion, to give an opportunity for the 
chemical fire engines to work. The fire 
was declared to be a first prize affair—of 
the engines nothing is recorded. But it 
drew together such a mass of spectators 
that the scene was really grand. A tem­
porary flight of seats around the saw mill 
gave way at the time, precipitating s 
crowd to the ground.

The show of plants and flowers is very 
attractive, being made up principally 
from the green-houses and gardens of 
the city nurserymen. The display of 
butter was not large, and no rolls were 
shown. A rather curious fgot, and one 
which, we should ïthink, reflects Some­
what on the bread-baking abilities of our 
Canadian housewives, is that only one 
person exhibits bread—a white and a 
brown loaf—and the judges have not 
awarded it a prize.

ANNUAL MEETING.

The annual meeting of the Agricultural 
Association was held on Thursday even­
ing in the Agricultural Hall, which was 
well filled. The President, Mr. R. Gib­
bon, delivered the annual address. He 
referred to the origin of the Association 
twenty eight years ago, and to the pro­
gress of agriculture in the Dominion 
dinoe that time. The Veterinary College 
was noxy oh a successful basis, more than 
one hundred students having passed 
through since its .opening, and the cost 
of its maintainance being only about 
$550 per annum. The finances of the 
Association showed a balance on hand of 
$9,746.64. With the Government grant, 
and the receipts from the exhibition at 
its opening, this sum was increased 
over $20,000.

After a vote of thanks to the Preside nt, 
Mr. D. W. Beadle, of St. Catharines, and 
Mr. J. Johnson, of London, were elected 
auditors. After discussion, it was decid­
ed to hold tho noxt Exhibition at Ottawa,

Presbj’terlau Union.
The auspicious union which has 

been consummated between three of 
the most influential Methodist 
bodies in Canada, will shortly bè fol­
lowed by a no less auspicious union 
of the Presbyterian bodies in v the 
Dominion. We have already noticed 
the steps which have taken place fbr 
a union of the Canada Presbyterian 
Church with the Presbyterian 
Church in Canada, in connection 
with the Church of Scotland, and we 
have lately had some particulars res­
pecting the movement now in pro­
gress for even a still larger union 
which will embrace not only 
these bodies but the Presbyterian 
Church of the Lower Provinces, and 
the Church of Scotland in Nova Sco­
tia, New Brunswick, and the Lower 
Provinces. We are in receipt of a 
circular from the editor of the Pres­
byterian, which refers in fitting lan­
guage to this most important move­
ment, to-the strong feeling of unan- 
mity which prevails in all the 

churches mentioned in favour of 
union, and to the very satisfactory 
results which the delegates from On­
tario had accomplished in the Lower 
Provinces in favour of union. The 
circular also furnishes some very in­
teresting statistics m regard to the 
standing and influence of the Pres­
byterian body in British America, 
when united. These show that the 
number of Presbyteries are as fol­
lows: Canada Presbyterian Church, 
19 : Church of Scotland in Canada, 11; 
P. Church m Lower Provinces, 10; 
Church oi Scotland in Lower Pro­
vinces, 6 ; total 46. Latest returns 
show in connection with the Canada 
Presbyterian Church, 329 ministers, 
with an average stipend of $700 ; 645 
congregations: 78 vacant charges; 
1,987 elders; 49,:)ld communicants; 
43,586 Sunday school scholars, with 
5,094 teachers. Church of Scotland 
in Ontario and Quebec, 122 ministers 
with an average stipend of £842; 179 
congregations; 17 vacant charges; 
609 elders; 17,247 communicants;
I, 193 Sunday school teachers, and
II, 487 scholars. Presbyterian Church 
in the Lower Provinces, 114 ministers 
with average stipend of $947: 138 
congregations; 17 vacant charges; 
832 elders; 18,082 communicants; 
1,710 Sunday school teachers and 13,- 
401 scholars. .Church of - Scotland in 
the Lower Provinces, 31 ministers, 
with average stipend of $874, inclu­
ding manse; 41 congregations; 9 
vacant chargesf 228 elders; 4.662 
comnlunicants; 474 Sunday school 
teachers, and 4,970 scholars. When 
the union takes place the Ministers 
of the United Church will therefore 
number 606 ; congregations, 1,003; 
vacant charges, 121; elders, 3,656; 
communicants, 89,266. The Church 
will have six Colleges : one, Queen’s.

* having University powers. In order 
to legalize this union, notice had to 
be given in the Official Gazette, set­
ting forth the object and desire of 
the petitioners. This has been done, 
and the Act of Union proposes to 
unite in one Church under the desig­
nation of “The Presbyterian Church 
in Canada,” to hold, after the union, 
the property of the various congre­
gations, collegiate institutions, and 
the trusts connected with the said 
churches, in the same manner as now 
held by the respective churches. 
And further notice is given by the 
same medium to the effect that in 
view of the proposed union of these 
churches into one organization, the 
Legislature will, at the same time, 
be asked to pass an Act to amend 
the Act passed in 1874 incorporating 
the Board for the management of the 
Ministers’, Widows’, and Orphans’ 
Fund of the Presbyterian Church of 
Canada in connection with the 
Church of Scotland, to enable the 
Board to continue the administration 
of its funds after the said union until 
the General Assembly of the pro­
posed .United Church shall have 
agreed upon a^>lan for the equitable 
establishment and administration of 
an efficient fund for the benefit of 
the widows and orphans of ministers.

The above notice has been pub­
lished in the Gazettes of the different 
Provinces, and after the customary 
legal formalities, no obstacle will re­
main in the way of a final and har­
monious consummation of the imion 
between all the Presbyterian 
Churches in British North America. 
This event will be hailed with satis­
faction by all true Presbyterians, and 
it will consolidate these different de­
nominations into one strong, power­
ful and influential body. The su­
preme courts of each of these bodies 
meet in October or November, to 
arrange details and prepare for con­
summating the union. Committees 
are now at work preparing measures 
for the different Local Legislatures, 
with a viev to bringing the property 
of the negotiatin g bodies into the 
united clinch. In all probability the 
union will be consummated in Mon­
treal in June, 1875. The united 
church will form the largest Proles, 
tant deni-tnination in' the Dominion. 
According to the census of 1872, the 
membeis and adherents of the ‘our 
churches number 009,000. The 
church of England numbers 494,'i49, 
and the Wesleyan Methodists, 378,- 
543. May they all grow in numbers 
and influence.

Stanley’s Expedition to Africa.
A new boat, built from Mr. H. M. Stan­

ley’s own designs, 6nd intended to ac­
company his expedition to Central Africa, 
was launched from the building-yard of 
Mr. Messenger, of Teddington, lately, 
where she was constructed. She is forty 
feet from stem to stern, and has a beam 
of six feet. The depth amidships is two 
feet six inches. She is provided with a 
double bank of fourteen oars, seven on 
each side. She is built of cedar wood, 
with mahogany bulk-heads, and is so 
constructed that she can be divided into 
five sections, weighing 120 pounds each. 
The sections are each furnished with 
poles, and can be carried after the fashion 
of an Indian palanquin—two men shoul­
dering a section. The boat will carry 
about fifty persons. Her tonnage is be­
tween six and seven tons, and she draws 
one foot of water when fully loaded. 
Mr. Stanley has paid several visits to the 
yard during its construction, and ex­
pressed his approval. The boat has been 
called “ The Livingstone.” A short trial 
trip was very satisfactory.
