EXECUTION OF FIVE PIRATES.

The file of papers this mail will furnish
you with full particulars ef the frighiful exe-
cution which toek place last Monday morning,
in front ‘of Newgate, of five out of the seven
pirates who ‘Were condemned the other day
for mntiny and murder on board of the mer-
ehant ship Flowery' Land. No such scene
has been witnessed in London since 1828, and
devoutly'is it “to "be hoped ‘that nothing like
it may éver again take place. For the five
malefactors ihere wasno pity either expressed
or felt.’ Whether it were true or not that they
were  half<gtarved,” deprived  of water, and
bratally treated by the captain and the first
mate, as ‘they one and .all asserted, there
eould be po excuse for the bratality they
evioced or the ferocity - they manifested.
Even the rcspite of two oat of the seven was
deplored by many persons, matiny accom-
panied with murder on the highseas being
looked upon as a crime which - must be
visiteil with condign pnoishment. 'The event
has, once more, revived the question whether
capital punishments ought not 10 be abolished,
and such a change in the law.is earnestly in-
sisted upon by a large elays of philanthropists.

agricultural resources.

The offer, however, which His Excellency
makes, places this much neglected question
on a very different footing trom that which it
formerly_ field.

A CROWN LANDS COMMISSION.

The labors of the Crown Lands Commit-
tee came yesterday to a rather sudden ter-
mination. - The members in attendance
numbered as usual just sufficient to form a
quorum ; and when one of the gentlemen
left in disgust at aquestion put by the Chair-
man, the Committee was obliged to break up.
Dr. Trimble deeided oo  holding -no “more
meefings under the qi_rcgms\ances;,p’nd 80
1his Crown Laod investigation from which
#0 much was expected has collapsed in the
middle of its labors. We must say we'are
vot 'very sorry at this summary termination.
It was quite time that a system by which
witnesses could say things and unsay them
with the gréatest nonchalance should be dis~
continved. It is well ' knewn throughout
Victoria that: persons have been questioned
by the Committce whose answers were just
the reverse of the statements made to ‘par~
ties outside. The whole evidence, if we can
call such a bundle of contradictions, equivo-
cations and alté:ations, by such a name, is
really of very little value in itseli. No doubt.
every credit is due to Messrs. Trimble, Tel-
mie and DeCosmos for their indnstry and at-
sention” to the ‘public besiness,  Without
bem we should bave had no business done
at ail ; for the other members of the som-.
mittee. through some mysterious ianfluence
have remained away, leaving the whole mas~
ter at ‘any time b the most precarious con—
dizion. While therefore confessing that the
“ evicence ” is of no great value in itself; it
by o means follows that the work of tbe
Committee has been wmmpoztant. “Amidst
the tangled. mass of siraw .the needle for
which the publie have been.so .long looking
has been picked up. Sufficient gronnds have
been produced to justify the appointment of
more important Commission. The offs
banded statements of witnesses, who evidently
felt but little responsibility ‘befere the 'Land:
Comimittee, are Hot 'e:aq;ly the testimony the
impoitance of the subjsct demands. In a.
matter involving nltimately; probably a very
large portion of the latud of the colony, thg
mere assertions of interested persons’ are
clearly uosuited to the exigencies of the case.
It'is'the first important occasion on which
the public have had au opportunity of briag-
ing up the misdeeds of the past. 'The gigan-
ticachemes ' of land spoliation. which have
been' carried out with such nnblushing hardi
hood, have ' come up for the first time in'a
manper, however indefinite, before a public
body. It is therefore necessary to deal with-
the question in an earnest #pirit, earrying our
investigations into the dark and crooked re-

cesses of a wily and hitherto successful public
fue.

The Chairman f the Cro\vn Lands Com-
mitles will at once we believe, make his re~
port to the < Assembly. ' This report, if it
shows anything, must clearly make it neces-
sary to the House to have a Commission, with
oath administering powers, appointed to probe
this Crown Lands evil to its very base. ' Itis
the only course for the House to pursue, unless
some of the members think it necessary te
curb the inquiring spirit ot the inlrabitants,
by coucluding that the people have bad saffi
cient peeps into the closets of the Island Blue
Beurd. ' We' can scarcely fanzy, however,
that any weighty opposition would arise in
the House against a recommendation to His
Excellency fur the appointment of a Commis-
sion of Inquiry. We shall never arrive at the
truth otherwise, and the whole labors of the
past seven months will ‘Le to a great exteut
‘thrown away. Were it not for the expense
and loss of time, a Ruyal Commission shonld
be applied for at unce, for we believe®in no
other way will we be able to obtaina num-
ber of men sufficiently capable, honest, and
disinterested to conduet the necessary inves-
tigations 1o a thoroughly successful issue.—
But every day is of the most vital importance,
and howeser incflicient any Colonial. Com.
mission may possibly be we are alraid the
experiment must be tried. A recommendas
tioc mnst be made to Ilis Excellency by the
House to do that which should have been
done a: the outset, appoiot a regular Com-
mission with the pecessary powers.  Had
the Downing street Colonial Office shown a
tithe of that ability dyplayed in- every
other Department of Siate, a Commission
fiom Eogland would long sitce have been
appointed, and this vexed question settled to
the satisfaction of the colonists.

immense amount of treasure, consisting for
the most part of silver. bars, packed in boxes
containing 8ix bars.each.. These bars he re

vault-so ‘full af sthem that they canld not-be |
mosed withobtyfirst removing the upper tier

fiom the vaalt, and that some of the lower

tiers contained boxes  varying in appearance

from those'abova them, but what the contents

of these boxes were he was ‘nnable to say ;

metal or coin.

The history of this singular affair he gave
as near as may-be in substance as follows ;

. He (Jansen) from. the earliest period to
which bis recollection carried ‘him back,
found himself in the position of eabin boy to

‘the captain of 'a Piratieal craft. (about the

year 1808.) .That when he wus 16, the pirate

ships, two in number, were lying at anchor

somewhere o the ceast of South America,

when they were surprised by the sudden ap-

pearance of a Spani-h man of war.

fact’that he was always ‘kmown to possess
means, and had nofized occupation), but that
the vault had never 'bren di-turbed, ‘except

by himselt, for about 20 years, and that what
he bad removed from it amounted to nothing
in ‘eomparison ‘to' the wealth it still con

tained. Jansen-added, that the fear of detec-
tion, and the ‘difficalty of acting single
handed, had prevented ‘him from removing
soiné more-of the silver' bars, and converting
them; but that if Wegoner chose, he might
take 100 compauivns with him, and ‘there
“wobld be ampleto'make the fortunes of all.—
To'convey to him ao idea of the contents of
the vault, he asserted that he, Wegoner, (who
was the owner of a stock sloop trading to the
Islands) ‘could not remove it in less than five
trips with hig vessel. After Jaunseu’s death,
Wegoner succeeded in getting to and discov-
ering the sput indicated by Jansen, and com-
menced digging, the resulvof which was that
sfter sinking ‘about two' feet, he struck upon
the vault,and laid a portion of it bare; he
found it 1o be very massive, constructed of
blocks of stone, fiimly clamped together with
iron ‘bolts, but, after uncovering it a distance
of about 25 ‘feet, he failed in reaching the env
trance, and as he had left two men who had
actompanied ‘him, waiting with the craft,
and was fearful of exeiting suspivion, now
satisfied of the existence of the vault, he re~
placed the earth, and returned to Port Stan-
ley. Subsequently to this, the fact ol the ex-
istence of tbe treasure somewhere, became
nouised ‘abroad; and the Governor of the ls«
lands, whose name Wegooer believes, was
Colonel Muody, issued a public notice, offer-
ing ove third of the amonnt to the person or
persons ‘who should disclose the secret.

After some
conversation the . officer suggested that. he
would take money and say nothing more of
the circumstance, addiog that he was a marx
ried man and had to geta living some way
or another. The parties baving adjourned toa
private. room, presecutor asked the officer
whether $2 50 wuould be sufficient, and : the
latter replied in the affirmative. The movey
was banded to him near the door of the bar
room, aad presecutor called upon those prew
sent 1o witness that the officer had received
a bribe. -Under ecross<examination: by Mr.
 Ring, who walched the ease for the defence,
prosecutor  said he felt quite certain at the
time he sold the spirits that the map was a
half breed. and that when he offered the
money to the efficer it was not with the
slightest idea of bribing him but to test his
honesty. :
. William Losh stated that' he was in the
Loadon Hotel on Friday, officer Jackson was
stapding there and some conversation took
place about a half breed. The prosecutor
Lcame from behind the bar and went into a
private room with the officer, as prosecutor
passed he nudged witness to follow. Prose-
cutor took some ‘money out of the till and
offered it to Jackson; who seeing the 'witness

out of ‘the roem and went towards t
of the bar room, the passage door stood ajar
and witness stood ' behind i, when be saw
through the chink the prosecutor drop. the
money into ~Jackson’s hands. Prosecutor
/then turned round and said “gentlemen, I call
0n you to witness that I have paid this police
officer movey to test his hoaesty.” . Dr. Tur-
ner was present. . .
Dr. Turner 'stated that he.was sitting down
in the bar room when a_half breed came in
and obtained a bextle of spirits. A police
officey came in aod ‘took the spirits from him
and said be would go apd report the case.
[Prosecator said he was certaip the man was
a half breed, and the officer said it was diffi-'
cult to tell some of the pure Jndians trom np
porth from half breeds. Prosecutor teplied
be had acted in good faith and, had sold the
spirits believing the wan to be a half breed,
and be did not wish his name to be brought
up 1ight or wrong. Afier some words of
conversation prosecator and the officer went
into a private room. The . rest of witoess’
evidence corresponded with that given by
Mr. Lush, with the exception that he did not
see.the money given, /
Mr. Ring stated that he had no evidence to
oall; there was no case, it was no offence to
sell spirits to & half breed, therefore there
could bave been no bribe. s
The officer here made the following state-
ment after being duly cautioned by the ma-
gistrate:
On Fridey I sawa man go into the Ele-
phant and Castle, on Goverament street, |
foilowed him, and saw him put money on the
counter; the bar-man refused to setve him.—
he man then went into the London Hotel; 1
watched him, being under the impression
that he was an Indian.: He took a bottle from
the landlord and paid balf a dollar. [ went
in and asked the landlord it he knew it was
a half breed or a pare Indian he was serving.
He eaid be did not think he was an Indiap,
I took the bottle from the man, and the land.
lord said “had I not better take it back, and
?ive him his money ¥’ The landlord came
rom behind the bar and said “you and I are
very good friends;” he said he should not like
to bave bis name appearin.court..

IroN-Orap Vwssens:—Oa this important
subject Admiral Paris, of the French navy,
bas addressed to the Academy of Sciences
a paper; i which he' shows that iron-clad
vessels .have augeeeeded perfectly in still
waters, but 0ot s0 in a- heavy sea, owing to
the violest:motion to-which they are exposed
whigh causes them: to roll ‘more than vessels
bailt.en the eld model. In consequence of
this, instead of having their upper tiers at a
safe distance. from the action of the waves,
their main force is situated at a "very small
elevation from the water line, six féat st the
utmost. Hence it ‘does Dot require a very
heavy sea to render: thie closing of the port-
holes necessary; and, what is worse, every
five or six secouds the rolling exposes the
paris which are not: protected. by ‘armour. It
is therefore not sarprising that these serious
drawbacks should recal to'mind the old mod-
els which were less subject to heaving and
tolliag thao the’ present rhodels. The old
ones, .instead of presenting  circular' vertical
sections cut ' horizontally by a rectangular
plane, usually repeated the same curves be-~
low water that they bad above. A raft as-
sumes a horizental position of its ' own
accord, but on the other hand it yields
¢o every impulse’ of the waves ; bat
a barrel floatingion-,the water will rise
aod fall, always preserving the same angle.
the latter is the case of the old models ; then
why bavs they been abandoned ? Because,
although advantageeus in other respects, they
had the incouvenience of requiring' 'much
balidst. At present the engine and 'boiler
ar¢ 8 permsnent:ballast, and there is no
longer any fear of eapsizing with three small
sails.

To arrive at this desirable
result, Admiral Paris, after a mature ex
amination of the form and dimensions of all
the old models, has selected the Royal Louis,
bailt by Ollivier, iv '1740, for his type, but
with ‘some ’xpokm‘c tions,  increasing the
weight of the veséel from 4,730 tons to'7.500,
whic, exdesds the' weight of the iros-clad
frigate Couronne by 1,200 tons.  The keel he
bas made horizontal; like those of the best
packet-boats, instead of making it four feet
deeper aft, s in most:men of war, He adopts
twin screw-propellers, whereby he diminishes
the efforts of each, and secures the advans
tage of working wi'h one, in case the other
should chance to become unserviceable.—

Destruction of the U, 8. Corvetts Hous,.
tonic by a Torpedo.
A correspondest of the “Boston Herald,

writing on board the U, S, ship Canandaigua,
off Charleston, Feb. 18th, says :

It is with profonnd grief that T chronicle
the loss of the United States eorvetis Housa-
tonie, (one of the blockading squadron of
Charleston,) by an infernal torpedo machine.
The event toek place last eveuing, one of the
coldest of the season. Ay 83¢ o'clock a long
objeot, jst oa the edge of the water; wae dis-
covered astern of the ship. In an instant the
eable was slipped; the alarm sounded, and
all hauds beat to quarters, but before the'ship
had made-any beadway, the torpedo explod-
ed uader per starboard quarter, making a-most
frightful. report. 'he propetler was broken
off, the stern was torn 1o pieces, and the ship
sunk rapidly in less than eight
the time the torpedo wmachine was first seen,
Tbe vessel sunk in six fathoms of water. As
she began to sink the most frightful scenes
were witnessed. *Men with nothing but their
shirts on were seen struggling in the water,
officere were trying to get the: boats loose,
while others were mounting the ri ing.
Three boats were finally unlashed, audgﬁmne
were sent to rescue those in the water The
gig at once started from the Canandaigus,car-
rying Captain Pickering, who was badly iox
jured, but is doing we.l. As soon ag Captain
Greene of the Canandaigua got the news he
at once hoisted signals of distress, and came
t our assistance, and in three hours after
the attack on the Hougsatonic, all hands that
were saved were salely transferred to that
ship, where they received avery attentien.
Subsequently, a portien of our survivors were
transfeired 10 the Wa bash,

The Housatonic' is a total loss. ' AlDhands
lost all ‘they possessed—money, clothes, etc,
In fact; many of them, including some of the
officers, went on board the Cabandaigua in a
baked state. A sad aceident of the - disagter
is the* loss of Ensign Hazleton; of Ooncord,
N. H. Mr. Muzsey, Captain’s Jlerk:; John
Williams, Quartermaster, and John Welsh,
coal heaver, of Boston, were drowned, The
latter had- got safely on deck, but ventureq
back to save $300, which he had in his bag,
oo the berth-deck. . Poor fellow he never rg.
turped. Theo. Parker (colored) who was on

struck, was blown into’ the air and instantly
killed. Capt. Pickering was slightly injured
by the explosion. John Goff, the Captain’s
Steward, was somewhat injured. These were
all the casualties. The officers 4nd men of
the ship displayed the greatest coolness dur-
ing the trying scene, and thereby saved many
livas. The Housatonic has been the especial
spite of thie rebels. 'Three times have they
tried to destroy, ber, and now they have suc-
seeded. - It is feared that many others of the
vessels on the blockade will follow the fate
of the Housatonic. It is well known thaf the
rebels have 8ix or eight ‘more.of these igfer-
nal machines ready to pounce upon the fleet.
‘Phe masts of the Housatonic are all that can
now be seen of her, and the gale which is
now prevailiog will do mueh ta complete the
wrecks of that once noble ship. .
Ensign Goodall has been very unfortunate.
He was taken- from .the. Hounsatonio. and
ordered to_the ill-fated Wechawker, -in the
loss of which he lost all his effects. He was
again ordered back ‘to the Housatonie; and
now for the second time, has lost'all, Ensign
Hazelton got into the second boat, and had he
remained in it would have been saved, but as
the ship careened over he jumped on board.
The last ever seen of himi he was floating
among the fragments of the wreck,a corpse.
First Lieat. Higginson, of Boston, escaped

Ax Arrwiciar Face.—The N. Y, Tri-
bune- gives & very-curious story of a man for
whom the hospital surgeons provided an ar~
tificial face on the. disappearance of his own.
