A Dakota Storm.
Buffalo, Dak., May 9.—The most 

destructive storm that 
perienced in this section passed ever the 
place yesterday. The storm 
menced about 7 o’clock and at 2 p. m. 
assumed the form of a hurricane, doing 
great damage to crops, unroofing eleva­
tors and large blocks. The grain, which 
was well up, was torn out by the roots, 
and that which was not up was buried so 
deep it will be lost. The farmers are 
much discouraged and say that another 
storm like it will destroy all hopes of 
any crops this season. Between 9 and 
10 o’clock heavy thunder and sharp 
lightning accompanied the storm, which 
continued nearly two hours. About 12 
o’clock the sky cleared and the storm 
abated.

THE SALMON-CANNING INDUSTRY. . 
Details of the salmon-canning busi­

ness were given by B* B. Beck, who is 
interested in a npmber of canneries on 
the Columbia river and Alaska. British 
Columbia canneries during the past five 
years had turned out 800,000 cases of 
salmon, while American canneries have 
lacked 4, 200,000 cases. There would, in 
iis ^opinion, be no advantage to the 

canneries of reciprocity with Canada. 
There is little-or no home consumption 
of salmon in British Columbia, nearly 
all of the local product bring sent to the 
eastern provinces and to England.

~ IMPORTATION OF COAL.
John Howard, of the Oregon Improve­

ment Company, testified 'tins afternoon 
about the coal industry. In the matter 
of anthracite coal the United States 
could compete with Canada, duty or 
no duty. In other coals quality 
was the main question of compe­
tition. Labor in the United 
States coast mines cost more than in 
Eastern Canada, and was an important 
problem. Owing to the"fact that ships 
from Australia nad to come back to 
America for wheat cargoes, they 
brought coal for less than it cost to bring 
coal from Washington Territory to San 
Francisco. Australian and British Col­
umbia coal was better than was found1 
on the oçast. He did not think Con­
gress could change the condition of 
affairs. It was the condition of trade.

The fame of the great libraries of 
Europe was now known all over the 
world. The most famous of all, the 
National Library of Paris, numbers 
over two and a half million volumes 
and over one million manuscripts. Next 
in importance comes the library of 

British Museum, with its 
million and a half volumes. On 

own continent, the first pub­
lic library was established over 269 
years ago, when several benevolent per­
sons in England gave a number of books 
to form a small library opened in the 
Colony of Virginia. The following year 
the little library was swept out of ex­
istence by the torch and tomahawk, 
the Indians destroying the little settle­
ment. In our own city, as early as in 
1863, a number of citizens, knowing the" 
good influence of a library on the grow­
ing population; took measures which led 
to the establishment of a public Kbrary. 
It flourished for a time, and the 5,000 
books that constitute the major 
the present tittle library were 
together now to be known as the Victoria 
free public library. The start was a 
small one, but the volumes now on the 
shelves formed the nucleus of' what he 
hoped wonld become a fine public li­
brary.

Gentlbmbs or th* Jury:—The case 
is, as Mr. Drake has said, and as Mr.

Still, there are questions that I must 
leave to you, and must define the law 
concerning them to some extent, so as 
to enable you to arrive »t a conclusion.

any of you would object to having 
it written and published concerning 
yourselves, and whether you think it 
would tend to injure you or expose you 
to loss or contempt.

We regret 
that we have not obtained a verbatim 
report of the address^ of the plaintiff’s 
counsel to the jury to place by the side 
of the charge of the Chief Justice.

Italy is doing on a national scale what 
effects the ruin of thousands in private 
life. She is endeavoring to compete 
with her bigger and richer neighbors. 
She fa maintaining larger and more ex­
pensive establishments- than she can 
afford, and in order to keep up with her 
neighbors id1 getting more and more 
deeply into debt every year. Her Gov­
ernment is, besides, laying a burden of 
taxation on the people heavier than they 
can bear and at the same time prosper. 
France and Germany and Austria keep 
large standing armies, tod she must 
therefore have her stauding army larger 
in proportion to her population and 
wealth than either of them. France and 
Germany have built powerful fleets of 
most expensive ships, and she must also 
have her iron-clads that can compare 
with the best that float. Other nations 
have immense public debts, and why 
should Italy endeavor to keep clear of 
such encumbrances? Her taxation, 
though very heavy, has not been suffic­
ient to keep pace with her expenditures. 
Year after year there have been deficits, 
until she is now in a most embarrassed 
financial condition.

The ambition of the rulers of Italy to 
place their country in the front rank of 
the great powers has caused them to 
quarrel with France, their cruntry’s 
best customer. In order to be a mem­
ber of the triple alliance, ef which so 
much has been said and written, Italy 
has sacrificed her trade with France. 
That country bought her witie, her fruit 
and her vegetables, but when its inhabi­
tants saw that she had entered into-a 
close alliance-with powers unfriendly to 
them, they found a pretext for abrogat­
ing commercial treaties which had -been 
beneficial to both countries. Now the 
people of Italy have no market for 
much that they produce. They cannot 
sell their wine, and their fruit ; and 
vegetables are a drug on their hamfa. 
Tlie people finding no employment at 
home are leaving their country in thou­
sands, and those that remain cannot live 
and pay their taxes. The consequence is 
that there is a financial crisis in the coun­
try; and the government is at its 
wits’ end how to make both ends, 
meet. M. Clirispi, the Prime Minister, 
is evidently not the man for the occa­
sion. He—like_ a great many other 
foolish people—wants to have his cake 
and eat it too. But he finds it impos­
sible to maintain an immense war estab-

When we wrote the article on the 
libel suits that appeared in yes­
terday’s issue we had not seen 
the text of the charge delivered 
by the Chief Justice in The Colonist 
ease.

We 
were under the impression before we 
read the charge of the Chief J ustice in 
this case that judges were most careful 
in charging a jury to confine themselves 
to the evidence, and to state nothing as 
fact that had not been proved by the 
oath of one or more witnesses. But it 
appears that we were mistaken, and 
that it is allowable for a judge to draw 
upon his imagination to heighten the 
effect of his statements.

It fa needless for us to direct atten­
tion to the style ef the charge. That 
speaks for itself. We are, however, 
under the impression that if an unfor­
tunate newspaper editor, while inveigh­
ing against some one'who had offended 
him, had used the epithets applied by 
the Chief Justice of British Columbia to 
the. newspapers of the province, their 
editors and reporters, he would not have 
gained the approval of the public for 
either elegance or moderation. We 
hardly think that the following sentence 
will be looked npon by even this com­
munity, of whom the Chief Justice has 
such a low opinion, as » model 
of chaste and perspicuous English, tod 
we are obliged to say that the assertion 
it contains is not “the thing that is.”

“He (the editor of The Colonist) 
prostitutes those two (the press and tlie 
post-office) hunting for such items at: 
this to put into his dirty, filthy sheet. ’ 
We deny emphatically that The Colon­
ist deserves the character which the- 
Chief Justice has given it in bis chargt 
to the jury in this libel case. We say 
without fear of contradiction that Thl 
Colonist is as clean a sheet as fa to be 
found in the Domibion^qf Canada. IU 
editor is particularly cai-qfiil that noth­
ing shall appear in its columns that fa 
unfit to be read by honest men and vir­
tuous women. We are proud to say 
that this paper has among its patrons 
men and women who, as far as morale 
are concerned, rank quite aa high, and 
perhaps higher, than the Chief Justice 
himself. These patrons of The Colonist 
would not permit “adirty, filthy sheet,’" 
to enter their doors. And Chief Dua- 
tice Begbie, while be grossly misrepre­
sents The Colonist, goes out of his waj 
to insult thorn, ‘fie says in effect, that it fa 
because society, in this province fa dirt) 
and filtliy that its newspapers are dirty 
and filthy. In order that it may not be 
said that we misrepresent the Chie: 
Justice, we reproduce this passage oi 
the court stenographer’s report. It wiL- 
be remembered that the jury which hi 
was addressing are members of the “so­
ciety” which the Judge described in the 
following terms :

“He prostitutes those two, hunting for 
such items as this to put in his dirty 
filthy sheet. Of course, gentlemen, thv 
state of society lias a great deal to do 
with all this. These newspapers which 
we see are battling and struggling like 
pigs, scraping to find out what they can 
provide us with, aud they provide ns 
with what they can most readily sell.

Jf Sir William 
Hoste had ever injured the man, if it 
had been done out of private enmity, 
then there might have been something 
respectable about it ; but taking up 
and throwing dirt at a stranger, whom, 
perhaps, he has never spoken to 
or seen, proves a general malice against 
all mankind;—that fié fa ready to throw 
dirt against all mankind, provided he 
can sell his paper and pat two bits in 
his pocket. Now, in tne state in which 
these parties are, in the state in which 
we all are, it fa for yon to fix the dam­
ages; and I should suggest to you not 
to fix them at an extravagant sum; in 
the first place, because although a man 
who commits an offence ought to be 
punished, and may be, severely,—for in­
stance, he may be brought up for mis­
demeanor and fined what the court 
think fit; still the judge always consid­
ers hfa mean», and it was laid down so 
long ago as in Lord Bacon’s time, that a 
man ought not to be fined, even though 
he offend against all society, as to at all 
cripple him, but In a reasonable amount.

the vice and the crime of the world is 
caused by ignorance. Extend to the 
masses the opportunity of gaining know­
ledge and the vice and the crime will 
disappear.” Many men became en­
thusiasts on this subject of popular edu­
cation, and were incessant in their en­
deavor to have state schools established. 
But the result has not realized the ex­
pectations and predictions of the ami­
able enthusiasts. Education has been 
extended, to the masses. The school­
master has been abroad until in this 
country and the United States there are 
very few natives who cannot read and 
write. But there has not been a cores­
ponding decrease of crime. Not only 
are people who can barely read and 
write found among the criminals, but 
men of education Are often seen in the 
penitentiaries of this and other coun­
tries. It is singular that while crime 
has in Great Britain decreased in pro­
portion to ."the population, it has in 
the .United States, the land of 
free schools, increased. According to 
statistics collected by a member of the 
legislature of the State of Pennsylvania 
both crime and pauperism have been on 
the increase although the means of edu­
cation have been augmented. Between 
1870 and 1880 the population had in­
creased 22 per cent. ; the number of 
schools 31 per cent., and the number of 
teachers 22 per cent., but there was no 
decrease in either pauperism or crime. 
Pauperism and crime together had in 
those ten years increased 41 per cent., 
and worse still, crime exclusive of pau­
perism, 53 per cent. In the same ten 
years the number of the insane appeared 
to have increased 113 per-cent. This 
may have been from accident»! causes, 
which have not been mentioned. It 
may be said that many who went to 
school learned so little that the know­
ledge they acquired was of no use to 
them in after life, and had no influence 
in forming their clxaracter. There are 
some people who appear to think that 
magical consequences ought to follow 
merely learning to read and write. They 
forget that a man or a woman may be. 
able to read and write tolerably well, 
but remain really more ignorant than 
some who never went 
at all. Reading and writing are of thera- 
selves not knowledge, but merely the 
means to get knowledge. If the means 
are not used their acquisition is qf no 
benefit whatever, 
learned to read and write but who have 
not used those acquirements in gaining 
knowledge and in cultivating theii 
minds should not be classed as educat­
ed. When they commit crime they 
should be ranked with the illiterate, for 
they do not differ from them in any per­
ceptible degree.

This increase of crime has not taken 
place in Pennsylvania alone where there 
is a large anniial immigration of ignor­
ant foreigners,-but it obtains in States 
that are purely Ajuerican^Vh&h ought 
to be as free from crime as any country 
in the world. In the State of Maine, 
where the population is almost wholly 
native, where owing to emigration to 
the west it is stationary, and where, be 
sides, a prohibitory law - has been ic 
force for thirty-five years, the commit­
ments to the county jails between 1875 
and 1884 had increased almost exactly 
100 per cent. It is hard to account for 
the increase of crime in this State where 
schools abound and where intoxicating 
drinks are not allowed to be sold. It 
is disappointing to find that crime 
does not decrease as schools increase, 
but if this is the foot there is no use in 
ignoring it. It will be wise to enquire 
into the cause of this singular state pi 
things, with a view to find out a remedy 
for it. Is the education given to chil 
dren in schools really an education a: 
all ? Does it draw out theii* powers p.- 
mind and give them a right direction : 
Are children taught—practically taught 
—the difference between good and evil, 
right and wrong? Are they so educates 
as to be made to realize that to do wront 
is foolish as well as wicked ? It would 
be edifying to try to Sud out how many 
of the crimes that men commit are ii 
consequence of their not knowing whai 
is best for them—dreadful mistakes, 
which they would have avoided had tho 
education they received been really i 
preparation for the part they would 
have to play in life. We have a very 
strong suspicion that much that is cailct • 
education, and that is highly prized as 
education, is not education in any proper 
sense at all. There must be some radi J 
cal defect in the education which doe; 
not predispose men. to virtue, and which 
does not help them to resist temptation 
to commit crime.

EXECUTION BY ELECTRICITY. 52.
WOMEN’S RIGHTS.The people of the State of New York 

considered that choking a criminal to 
death is a barbarous mode of execution. 
They are not very much in favor of cap­
ital punishment at all, but they have 
come to the conclusion that if it is ne­
cessary for the safety of society to kill a 
certain class of evildoers, the killing 
should be done as mercifully as possible. 
Revenge in these days is not considered 
an element of punishment. The object 
society has in punishment is its own 
welfare and the good of the offender. In 
sentencing the criminal to death the 
safety of the community is alone con­
sidered. But torturing the criminal or 
giving him unnecessary pain of either 
body or mind will not tend to whrd off 
the mischief which allowing the crimi­
nal to live will inflect. upon the 
munity. Consequently the deprivation 
of life is in New York to be made as se­
cret and as painless as it can be consist­
ent with the certainty that the sentence 
of the law is carried out. It is consid­
ered that private executions by meantfof 
electricity within the walls of the prison 
will accomplish these purposes. There 
is to be no publicity connected with the 
executions. The criminal will not be 
afforded the opportunity of posing as a 
hero or a saint before a crowd, great or 
small The witnesses are to be very 
few, and no account of the execution is 
to be published. It is believed by men 
of science that death by electricity is 
instantaneous, and that it is absolutely 
without pain. There are others who 
contend that this new apd mysterious 
-mode of execution will be more terrible 
to the convicted man than death by 
hanging. That reasoning has not con­
vinced the authorities of the State of 
New York, for they are preparing to 
carry the new law into effect. Three 
dynamos, manufactured for the special 
purpose, have been distributed between 
the prisons of Auburn, Sing Sing, ami 
Clinton. Each dytiamo has a capacity 
of creating a current of 10,000 volts, 
though 140 arc sufficient to cause death. 
It is to be hoped that those who have 
tiie superintendence of the executions 
will thoroughly understand the working 
of the machinery, and there will be no 
more blundering executions. There is 
no reason why these executions by elec­
tricity should not lie as certain as any­
thing can be that is produced by human 
instrumentality.

The wisdom of the 
Jews practiced in the instruction of 
children probably tended to prevent the 
disintegration of the nation. He dis­
tinguished between preaching and 
teaching and emphasized the difference. 
Terching, by asking questions, was de­
scribed as being a fine art, and the ac­
quirements of an easy, practical and 
successful method of asking ques­
tions was something to be studied 
by those. who teach in Sunday 
schools. The preaching of the Word 
must be followed up by teaching or it 
will not achieve as large results. The 
work of the instruction of the children 
was neglected in the earlier centuries of 
the Christian dispensation, and as a con­
sequence darkness soon settled down 
upon the church. England, in the eigh­
teenth century, found the children ignor­
ant of the Bible truth and the great re­
vival reorganized the schools. Sunday 
school literature was a thing almost un­
known 75 or 100 years ago, but to-day, 
how changed. The speaker illustrated 
the good effects of Sunday school effort 
by reference to incidents in his own min­
isterial work and to persons with whom 
he came in contact.

when they were treated with contumely 
it is not surprising that not only they 
but nearly the whole community are in­
dignant. XVe may add that however 
great the contempt felt for their verdict 
by Chief Justice Begbie, it has been re­
ceived with general and warmly ex­
pressed approbation. It may not be out 
of place here to say that the ends of 
justice arc not likely to be served when 
a judge acts in such a way as to create 
an antagonism between himself and that 
|mrt of the community from which 
jurymen are selected. It is important 
that juries should esteem a judge for 
his personal qualities, as Well as have 
respect for his opinions on questions of 
law. Men do not readily receive in­
struction from a man who has given 
them cause to dislike him, or act as he 
directs. They are apt to take a pleasure 
in thwarting him and in doing what he 
instructs them to avoid. And the men 
who compose juries are not exempt 
from the failings and the weaknesses of 
human nature. The way in which the 
Chief Justice addressed the jury in The 
Colonist case when he found that 
they had brought in a verdict of 
nominal damages was* calculated to 
offend not only the men who 
formed that jury but the whole class of 
citizens who are liable under similar 
circumstances to be treated in the same

Attempt f Kill Ike Czar.

London, May 14—Telegrams received 
from Paris state that at Gatschina 
Palace, last Friday night, an officer of 
high rank in the Russian army suddenly 
drew a revolver and fired at the Czar. 
He missed the object of his deadly as­
sault by a few inches, and before he 
could fire a second shot he was seized by 
the guards and put in prison. The 
wholesale arrest of Russo-German offi­
cers in the Baltic provinces and their 
transportation to St. Petersburg for 
trial indicates serious attempts to kill 
the Czar, and the authorities have tyeen 
uncommonly active in the discovery of 
plots. The telegrams received at Paris 
Dome by way of Eydtkuhnen, and are 
meagre.

DIPHTHERIA.
The English local government board 

has received from Dr. Langstaff a report 
on the geographical distribution of diph­
theria. His conclusions are that the 
mortality from diphtheria is least in the 
most densely populated parts of the 
country, that it prevails among scatter­
ed rural populations and in districts, re- 
luted to be exceptionally healthy. He 
relieves that the cause or causes of 
diphtheria should not be sought for 
primarily in any high development of 
civilization—such as sewers—but rather 
in some condition associated with a 
more primitive mode of life, such as 
wells or damp dwellings. These opin­
ions seem to be borne out by our experi­
ence in Ontario, where most of the out­
breaks of diphtheria have taken place 
in rural district^

THE SUGAR BILL.
The Sugar Bounties Bill which was 

defeated a few days ago in the British 
Parliament was intended to discourage 
the importation of sugar from countries 
which gave the manufacturer a bounty 
on sugar exported. The effect of the 
bounties given by different European 
states was to make sugar cheap in Great 
Britain. The foreign taxpayer was by 
that policy compelled to pay part of the 
price of the sugar consumed in the 
United Kingdom. This cheap foreign 
sugar went into competition with sugar 
refined in British cities and the conse­
quence was that the British sugar refin­
ing industry languished. But the people 
had cheap sugar.

EDITORIAL COMMENTS.

A good many unpleasant things are 
being said by newspapers in Eastern 
Canada about an insult offered to the 
British flag in New York on the day of 
the Washington celebration. It seems 
that some militiamen, whether drunk 
or sober it is not said, ordered the 
owner 6f a building near the Bowery to 
haul down the British flag which he had 
hoisted in honor of the day. The man 
•being' a little too slow to please the de-, 
fenders of the hearthg and altars of the 
American people, one of them pulled 
the flag down. The story may be true, 
but it is quite as likely to be false. But 

if it'is true there is nothing in it 
to rouse the irè of an intelligent British 
subject. There are fools everywhere, 
and drunk or sober, they act after their 
kind. The whole American people are 
not to be condemned for the act of one 
man; and lie is not à sensible Briton 
who gets angry at all Yankees because 
one of them treats the flag that has for 
a thousand years braved the battle .and 
the breeze with contumely. And those 
Canadian journalists who regard this 
alleged insult to the British flag as a 
studied insult to the people of Canada 
are acting with stupid malignity.

■ Americans and Canadians are friends, 
and want to remain friends. The acts 
of kindness and courtesy which Cana­
dians receive at the hands of their 
American neighbors are innumerable. 
Every day, and every hour of every 
day, Americans are showing their 
Canadian cousins that they estertain to­
wards them tiie most kindly feelings. 
And we are glad to know that the 
VindneAtt and good feeling are not all on 

side. And is ajl this pleasant and 
neighborly intercourse, this constant in­
terchange of good offices, to be forgotten 
or lost sight of because some pot-valiant 
militia man, who may not have been an 
American. citizen, tore down a Union 
Jack that was flying over a house in the 
Bowery? We are surprised that any 
Canadian editor would think the matter 
wdrth even a passing comment.

Christian missionaries to be uniform. 
But he is far from pronouncing missions 
to be a failure. He believes that they 
have done, and are doing, much to civil­
ize the barbarous races of the earth and 
to prepare the countries they live in for 
tiie occupation of white men. What he 
«ays on this head is worth quoting. 
This is it : “Accepting the premises 
that it is scarcely possible to with­
stand a natural law and prevent the ex­
pansion of the white race over such rich, 
undeveloped, sparsely populated parts 
of the globe as are inhabited by men of 
low organization, incapable of turning 
the resources of their country to proper 
account, then, I think, in this function 
alone of educating the savage and safe­
guarding his rights, missionaries per­
form an important service to humanity 
at large, and for this end alone they are 
deserving of support and sympathy.”

The supporters of missions generally 
will not agree with Mr. Johnston. They, 
believe that the missionary has some­
thing higher and better to do than to 
teach the heathen to read and write and 
to give them such instruction that they 
will be able to become fairly good clerks, 
cooks, coopers and engineers. It is their 
conviction that the truths which Mr. 
Johnston despises or makes light .of, are 
the first that should be inculcated,-and 
if this is done well and faithfully the 
other things which he prizes so highly 
will be added as a necessary consequence. 
The missionary propaganda should, in 
their opinion, be something better than 
a kind of “séhool board for savages.” 
The question is, a very interesting one, 
and it is well that it should be folly and 
fearlessly discussed.

(Ebe Colonist themselves to believe that the National 
Debt of Great Britain was a benefit to 
the country, and laughed at thqte who 
considered that it ought to be lessened. 
But that school of British financiers has 
of late years been becoming small by 
degrees and beautifully less. Pfrudent 
people in Great Britain began to believe 
that a great national debt was r^&Uy a 
great national danger; that although it 
might be borne with comparative ease 
then, the time might come when the 
weight of its liabilities would be very 
hard for the nation to carry. English 
statesmen set about devising means for 
decreasing the national debt, and it is 
surprising how much has been quietly 
and unostentatiously done to effect that 
object. Not the least interesting part 
of Mr. Goechen’s Budget Speech is the 
passage in which he explains how much 
he has been doing towards lessening the 
nation’s liabilities. After showing that 
the surplus realized last year was 
£2,398,000, or nearly twelve millions of 
dollars, the largest since 1873-74, he 
goes on to say:

“I have been found fault with for re­
ducing, two years ago, the sinking 
by the sum of £2,000,000. But th 
ditional amount available out of the 
surpluses for the reduction of the debt 
has always been £2,500,000 on the aver­
age of two years, and the total sum pro­
duced out of taxation for the reduction 
of debt in the past two years has been 
in round numbers, £5,000,000 a year 
within the fixed charge. £10,000,000 
and £2,500,000 on the average of two 
years out of surplus, £5,000,000—total, 
£15,000,000, or an average of £7,500,- 
000 a year. (CheelB. ) Whatever crime 
I have committed, it will thus be seen 
that the taxpayer has contributed £l5,- 
000,000 to the reduction of the national 
burden in two years. .... The capi­
tal amount of debt of all kinds stood on 
the 31st March, 1888, at £705,575,000; 
on the 31st of March last at £698,425,- 
000. We have thus turned the comer 
of another £100,000,000. (Cheers.) It 
is now eighty years since the debt stood 
below £700,000,000^ i

Here we have à British Chancellor of 
the Exchequer boasting that he has de­
creased the national debt by $75,000,000 
in two years, or $67,000,000 a year in the 
last two years, and that by successive 
reductions the liabilities are lower

We are glad that a free library has 
been opened in this City. It cannot foil 
to do good. Those who are fond of 
reading and those who would like to bet 
fond of reading, will now have an oppor­
tunity'of increasing their store of know­
ledge and of cultivating their taste. The 
free library will place within the reach 
of all our citizens, the old as well as the, 
young, the women as well as the men, 
books that many of them have not hith­
erto had access to. It will be found

ing grows. We are not always fond of 
the same books, but when once the taste 
is formed we always derive enjoyment 
from some books. They, in fact, be­
come one qf the necessaries of life. 
Those who do not read and find pleas­
ure in reading lose much enjoyment. 
The establishment of a free library, 
therefore, makes life better wbrth living 
in Victoria.

We trust that those who have seen 
big libraries in big places will not turn 
up their noses at this city’s little library 
or speak of it in disparaging terms. It. 
contains books enough txymake an ex­
cellent beginning. There are standard 
works which almost everyone needs to, 
refer to now and then, and there are'; 
also English classics, which all persons 
making any pretensions to be considered 
at all cultured or intelligent are sup­
posed to have read. There are delights 
in that little library in store for hun­
dreds who are not yet on familiar terms 
with the treasures of English literature. 
We envy them the pure and exquisite 
pleasure that is awaiting them. And 
there are very few so well read that 
they will not find in the Free Library 
books that they have not had the time 
or the opportunity to read. These vet- 
teran readers will not despise the .day of 
small things, but will get from the lib­
rary all the pleasure it is capable of yield­
ing them. They will, no doubt, find in 
it many old friends whose acquaintance 
they will be glad to renew, and they 
will be introduced to new ones, inter­
course with which cannot fail to be both 
pleasant and profitable. We trust that 
the lovers of literature of all degrees of 
knowledge will congregate in the Free 
Library rooms and make it one of the’ 
pleasantest places of resort in the city.

THE DKLMONIOO ASSAULT CASK.

R. J. Ethridge was, on remand, 
charged by E. Escalet, proprietor of 
the Delmonico restaurant, with assault­
ing him on the morning of the 4th in­
stant. Mr. D. M. Eberts (Eberts & 
Taylor) appeared for the prosecution, 
and Mr. E. V. Bodwell for the defence.

Ernest Escalet was the first witness 
called. Being sworn, he said that he 
was called from his bed on the morning 
of the 4th inst., and went down stairs 
into the restaurant, as he was informed 
that the defendant was having some 
disagreement with the waiter. Went 
at once to the-defendant and asked him,
“ What’s the matter, Jack?” Defend­
ant in reply accused the waiter of being 
a thief, and called the waiter several 
very foul names. He said the waiter 
had robbed him, and pocketed the 
money he had obtained by overcharging. 
Defendant also called witness several 
very bad names and finally caught wit­
ness by the arm. His grip war so 
strong that the arm was badly bruised. 
(Witness celled up his sleeve and ex­
hibited the injured arm. ) Told the de­
fendant to let go or he would *e placed 
Where he couldn’t do any harm. Wit­
ness. said he would call a policeman. 
Defendant replied that he would spit on 
all the policemen in Victoria. Defend­
ant again indulged in bad language, and 
a policeman was called—Officer Haugh- 
ton. The defendant had misbehaved 
himself in the restaurant before.

Mr. Bodwell took exception to this 
class of evidence, and it was ruled in­
admissible by his honor.

Cross-examined, the witness stated 
that Officer Haughton was present when 
defendant again called him a French 

-. He (the witness) used 
language to the defendant— 

simply asked him what was the matter. 
Did not feel frightened when defendant 
grabbed him and the waiter. Defen­
dant said he was
both. He looked as if he meant it. 
When the defendant grabbed him, told 
him to let go, which he finally did.

Celestin Steufrey called, said he was 
a waiter in the Delmonico. Recognized 
defendant as the man who came into 
the restaurant on the morning of May 
4th. Defendant commenced to abuse 
him as soon as he came in. He said 
that he had been robbed on the day be­
fore, and that the waiter (witness) had 
put the money in his pocket. Com­
menced to use bad language, and wit­
ness called Mr. Escalet, who came down 
stairs and requested defendant to act 
politely in the house. The witness pro­
ceeded to relate how the defendant 
grabbed Mr. Escalet and himself, and 
tore his (witness’) coat. Defendant said 
he would break every bone iti his body, 
and one of the defendant’s companions 
said ho would “smash his face.”

To Mr. Bodwell—There was a dispute 
over the price of a meal. Defendant 
was drunk. Charged $2.50 the night 
before for dymer for three. Didn’t hear 
Mr. Escalet use any bad language. 
There were two men with defendant, 
not the same two that were with him 
the night before.

"Harry Howard, a compositor, said 
that he was in the Delmonico on the 
morning of the alleged assault. Saw de­
fendant and two friends come in' 
and sit down to breakfast. They ap­
peared to be disputing the value of a 
meal. They claimed that they had 
been overcharged.

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üuSCANADIAN RAILWAYS.'

at.Canada has according to its popula­
tion a very large mileage of railway. 
There were in the Dominion on the 30th 
of last June 12,702 miles of finished 
railway and 540 more in progress of 
construction. 'Hie United States had 
at the close of last year 158,172 miles 
of completed railway. Allowing that 
the population of the Dominion is five 
millions and that of the United States. 
sixty-five millions, the proportion of 
railway to inhabitants in the two coun­
tries is as nearly as may be equal. But 
when the extent- of the territory of 
of the two countries is taken into the 
calculation the United States is very far 
ahead of Canada. The cost of the rail­
ways of the Dominion was $727,180,448. 
This gives about $145 to each inhabi­
tant. The amount contributed by gov­
ernments and municipalities towards 
these railways was $177,215,564. The 
people of Canada have therefore borne 
nearly one fourth of the expense of con­
structing the railways of their country.

The total railway receipts in the Do­
minion last year were $42,159,152 and 
the working expenses were $30,652,046. 
This leaves for profit and the payment 
of interest $11,507,106 or L£ per cent, on 
the total capital invested. If the rail­
ways of Canada had been- built by pri­
vate enterprise they would not -have 
made their constructors rich» Taking 
away the sums paid by governments and 
municipalities the railroads of the Do­
minion would not have paid the private 
investors last yea** 2$r per cent. But al­
though the railroads have not paid in 
the sense of being investments, thebene- 
fits derived from them by the 'people of 
Canada can hardly be calculated in dol- 
ars and cents. They have fopened up 
new country which would have" re­
mained in a wilderness state, and they 
have afforded the settled parts means 
of water communication which have 
been to them of incalculable value.

It will seem strange to many that 
more than twice tiie population of the 
country was carried on its railroads 
last year. The number of passengers 
wga 11,416,791, and the number of tons 
of freight 17,172,759. When the work 
that the railways have done and the ad­
vantages derived from them by the pop­
ulation of the country are considered, it 
seems a pity that they bave not paid 
better. But the time is coming, we 
have no doubt, when railways in Canada 
will be better property than they are 
to-day. The country is gradually im­
proving. Every year there will be more 
and more for them to doand consequently 
their earnings will go on increasing. 
Of the eleven millions of passengers 
carried on the Dominion railways last 
year, twenty were killed. This is at 
the rate of one out of every 570,000 
carried. It was Mark Twain, we think, 
who made a calculation that it was safer 
to ride in a railway carriage than to go 
to bed. And he produced statistics to 
prove his point. The number of casu­
alties in which passengers lost their 
lives appears to be small, but what they 
were compared with those on railways 
generally, we have not the means of as­
certaining at hand. The number of 
railway employes who lost their lives 
was 107, and there "were 104 “others’" 
killed.

NATIONAL DEBTS _ ,

The Americans boast, Mid with good 
reason, of the way in which they are 
paying off their national debt. At the 
close of the Civil War the people of the 
UniteJ States were burdened with adebt 
of immense proportions. Many re­
garded it with apprehension and feared 
that the country would never be able to 
carry so great a burden. But the people 
were determined that the debt should 
be paid off, and the war had hardly con­
cluded when they commenced the work 
of paying their national debt. To dp 
this, though inpoverified to a certain 
extent by the struggle to maintain the 
integrity of the union, they cheer­
fully submitted to an exceedingly 
heavy taxation. The nation’s liabilities 
soon began to diminish. Debts were 
paid as soon as they became due, and 
after a while, the Republic was in a 
position to buy bonds which had 
still many years to run. The citizens of 
the United States did not believe that a 
great debt was a benefit to a nation, but 
they did what they could to leave to their 
children an unencumbered country. 
The American people are admired by 
thinking men of other countries for 
making haste to get rid of their heavy 
national burden. They look upon such 
a course as both prudent and patriotic.
