Many of the isolated cases reported in
this region as cholera are proved on more
careful examioation and better knowledge
to be only aggravated cases of diarrhea,
In both diseases the initial symptoms are
the same. Most cholera cases can be cured
by a large dose of opium or laudanum,
provided they are taken in hand early
enough. The trouble always is that,
owing to the swiftnessof the disease. when
it i once well started there is little hope
of recovery, and it gets well started in a
fearfully short space of time: D) -lays are,
therefore, fatally dangerous. [ s difficult
“to establish a rule of treatu:-at, as dif-
ferent patients are haudled differently,
and the variations of cases arc at times
very wide. Sometimes the second stage of
the disease, otherwise known as the co'd
‘ stage, comes with great rapidity, and, even
if arrested, it comes again and agaid, until
the patient is burned out in the alterna-
tions. But in this stage much depends
upon the temperament of the patient. Cour-

.despair the chances in his favor are trebled,

Just as he may contract the disease the
more easily from fear of it, so he may die
of it the more easily from fear. A fearful
heart makes a faint stomach. Consequent-
ly anything that tends to interfere with
assimilation is the worst thing possible
for a patient suffering from cholera.

" Of the total number of deaths in France
from cholera this year probably the great
majority died inside of nine hours after
they were seized with their illness. Some
have not died until after being sick a week
or moré, but the majority of cases were set-
tled one way or the other within eight or
Jten hours. At the start there is diarrhea
and vomitting; this usually lasts but a
short time ; then tollow the cramps and
the icy chills, and this stage has com-
monly been reached by the time the

atient has arrived at the hospital.
f the ciirculation can then be restored
and kept up by the use of from 10 to 15
grammes of acetate of ammonia, the same
quantity of alcohol, and by violent rub-
bing, there is some chance of recovery,
though the chance is slight. But if the
circulation cannot be kept up death is cer-
tain to ensue. In the last stages some
tients are delirious, while others enter
into a comatose condition; but the whole
latter part of the disease is generally a
frightful thing to behold. 1t is siaply
hellish torture.

Up to the present time there have been
in France about 2300 deaths from the
cholera, From this readers will probably
see that the totals published from day to
day in the papers—at any rate, it is true
of newspapers on this side the otean—
have been understatements. Cases which
oceur in the surrounding villages and at
points further away are liable to be re-

rted late, and thus escape b.ing included
in the daily bulletins.

The Cattie Fever.

LincoLx, Neb., July 3L.—The commis-
sion sent to Maxwell found one hundred
cattle in the vicinity of Maxwell and
Brady stations dead, and as many more
sick. The infection is confined to cattle
which grazed on a small strip of land over
which 2000 Texas cattle were driven. The
railroads have promised not to bring in any
mibre Texas cattle until after the frost.

UxsioN Stock Yarp, Ills., July 31.—

There are no further developments regard-
ing the Texas fever, The diseased cattle
have been slaughtered and condemned.
There have been no fresh arrivals.
CHEYENNE, July 31.—As .the cattle
disease, when contracted by native cattle
from Texas, is not communicable, no fear
is felt here. The Upion Pacific railroad
pens slong line of road and all cattle cars
are thoroughly cleaned and disinfected.
Cuicaco, July 31.—The” comsignments
already received are the only infected cat-
tle brought here. These cattle had a
preponderance of native blood and were
what are known as three-quarters or high
blood Colorados. They were taken from
the Pan Handle of Texas, near Fort Reno,
Indian territory, and wintered there,
crossing the trail of the Texas cattle on the
way. Had they been kept on good
feed and water the disease would not.have
developed in them. Other cattle could
not become infected from contact with
them. The infected cattle at Manhattan,
Kansas, were sold from the same herd as
those brought here. None of these in-
fected.animals were bought by members
of the exchange and therefore there is no
danger in the shipment of any of their
carcasses to other cities as dressed beef.

The Balance of Trade.

WasHINGTON, July 31.—The balance of
trade in the United States for the
last fiscal year was $72,798,-
000 against  $100,658,000 of the
previous year. The estimated decrease of
the public debt for July is $5,000,000.

The decrease in the value of exports
during the past-year was due chiefly to the
falling off of cotton mannfactures, of cot-
ton, wheat, flour, hops, tol o and
manufactures of tobacco, and fruits. There
was, however, a marked increase in the
export of cattle, oils, provisions, copper,
and manufactures of copper, rye and corn.
The decrease in imports of iron and steel
acd manofactures tnereof, cotton manu-
factures, hides and skins, breadstuffs, tea,
wines, flax, hemp and jute, and’ manufac-
tures thereof, earthen, stone and china-
ware, leather, and manufactutes of leather,
art works subject to duty, manuftctures
of wool, hops and tobacco, and manufac-
tures thereof. There was a considerable
increase in the values of the imports of
sugar, molasses and coffee,

A Street Car Accident.

Bosrox, July 31.—A horse car contain-
ing a dozen passengers was run into and
demolished by a freight train on the Fitch-
burg railroad in Charlestown last night,
The driver was hurled fifteen foet. A
number of male passengers jumped to save
themselves. The ladies, some with babies
in their arms, remained in the car seem-
ingly paralyzed with fear. They were re-
moved from the wreck, which was carried
eighty feet, without apparent injury.” J.
H. Wiley was dragged some. distance be-
neath the wreck and jammed against a
fence and severely but not dangerously
hurt. The accident was due to careless-
ness of the driver,

New Yorg, July 31.—Elizabeth Cady
Stanton, president, and Susan B. Anthony,
vice-president of the Woman suffrage as-
sociation, have issued an address asking
their co-workers to support the republican
ticket in the coming contest. Theyassert
the republican party hasuniformly favored
their canse, while the democrats have op-
posed it, and that Blane’s name stands re-
corded with the ‘‘ayes” on all questions
affecting the interests of woman brought
before congress for many years.. They say
they have nothing to expect from any of
the other parties now struggling into ex-
istence.

Enticing &irls.

New Yorkx, July 31.—The investigation
of the charges against the keepers of cer-
tain intelligence offices of procuring young
girls for immoral purposes, was continued
to-day. Gertrude Herman was charged
with having procured two young girls
who were taken by a man named Green-
berger to Aspinwail, Panama. They did
not discover what purpose they were en-
gaged for until the arrival of the vessel at
Aspinwall, when they applied to the
French consul and were sent back. Jennie
Huessler, one of the girls, testified to-day.

Current Events and Opinions in The Week.

Now begins the regular process of co-
ercing the lords by abuse, menace and
physical demonstration. Itis opened by
a monster procession of the London trades.
Surely this is sorry work, and not only
sorry but pernicicus, What reason tells
us historical experience confirms : not once
in the whole of its annals since the epoch
of the Tudors has the house of lords wil-
lingly accepted reform of any kind. It has
resisted, as loqg as resistance was possible,

the claims of personal liberty and “of hu-
manity as well as those of political justice.
Its usefulness has long departed and the
odious remnant of its authority has become
a mere provocative of revolution. If
under the Tudors and the early Stuarts it
can be said to have served a good purpose
by lending strength and dignity to parlia-
ment in the ggle against prerogative,
that service, since the departure of the
prerogative, has ceased. = Abolition
will be found easier than reform.
A' score or two of life members
would be a new patch on an old garment,
while the hereditary element, doubly con-
demned by the contrast, would probably
become more reactionary and more odious
than ever. It counld hardly be hoped that
by this change an end could be put to the
baneful antagonism of the two houses,
The way to put anend to their antagonjsm
is to turn the two into one, Parliament is
now the supreme government, and to di-
vide the government against itself is a
mode of securing deliberate wisdom which,
if it were not absurd on the face of it, has
decisively failed. The good conservative
elements of the nouse of lords, which are
now paralyzed by invidious seclusion,
would, if blended with the more democra-
tic eleaments in the single assembly, exer-
cise their due share of influence. That
they would find admission under the elec-
tive system there can be little doubt; per-
haps in a country where social influences
are so strong they would find admission
even too easily. There is color for the
opinion of those radicals whe wish
to retain the house of lords in its weak
and discreditable state as a practical ostra-
cism of the territorial aristocracy. The
prime minister’s proper course is not to
take the stump and head an agitation
against a legislative decision of - the house
of lords which he must know to be the
natural and jinevitable ontcome of its her-
editary character, but to amend the legis-
lative machine. His proper course is, in-
stead of forcing a blind extension of the
tranchise throughout parliament by street
demonstration and menace, to revise the
constitution, bring its several parts into
harmony, and place the whole on a sound
basis.. But this apparently is beyond the
range of his statesmanship, cr that of any
other man now upon the scene.

The enormous price demanded by the
duke of Marlborough for two pictures in
his ancestral collection shows how vast
must be the amount of wealth accumnlated
in England. Some years ago $50,000 was
actually given for a pair of china vases.
Of the two gems, on which so fabulous a
price is set by their owner, the Raphael,
high as it ranks in the estimate of connois-
seurs, is not to the uninitiated a profound-
ly interesting picture, even if they can
bring themselves to forget, in their admira-
tion of incomparable grace, the hollowness
of all the religious art of the Renaissance;
while the Vandyck, however eplendid and
famous as a picture, is not a true portrait,
but idealized, the true portrait of
Cnarles being that by Dobson,which plain-
ly reveals the fatal weakness of the char-
acter as well as the likeness to James I.
The Raphael may go to America if it will;
to permit the Vandyck to leave England
would be deemed an abandonment of
national houor, and of this feeling the
vendor will no doubt make his harvest,
Nobleese oblige. =~ What plebian, even
when; pinched, by want, would sell his
family bible, aa this patrician of patricians,
though he can scareely be said to be
pinched by want, sells the historic heir-
looms of his house? If Napoleon was
a Jupiter Scapin, Marlborough may be
said to have been a Jupiter Turpin, and it
is the lower element of his character that
has been transmitted to his descendants,

while, the Jupiter died with himself.
The [late duke was a wealthy and
religious, though unpopular man, but
he neither inherited his virtue nor
bequefthed it, It is rather re-
markable that the principle upon which
the ablest and most august of scoundrels
acted—success, letting honor take care of
itself—has just been formally avowed in
point by a rising politician of Marl-
borough’s family. Into Stowe, Clomber
and Blenheim has entered not only misfor-
tune, but disgrace, Yet the fault is not
in the men—it is in the system. Titled
idleness and entailed wealth are as sure to
generate the sybarite and the spendthrift
as spores are to generate cholera. The
baron of the middle ages had to exert him-
self : he was a soldier and a local ruler in
rough times; but his nominal representa-
tive has no salt to save his indolence and
luxury from corruption.
