THE GERMAN. ELECTIONS.
Six Opponents of the Septenmate Elected
in Berlin. ; : y

BerLIN, March 2.—The reballot in'the first
division of Berlin to-day resulted  in the elec-'
tion of Klotz, New German Libenl._‘ﬂ!o
polled 9081 votes against 7794 for Zidlitz
Nenkirch, Septennist. In the ,oeond
'division Virchow, . New German Liberal
defeated Wolff, Septennist. , In the thi
Munckel, New . German Liberal, bad 11,
votes and Christensen, Socialist, 10,669., In
the fifth, Baumbach, New . German  Liberal,
received 12, 816 votes,defeating: Blume, Sep-
tennist, who polled 8031. e fourth and
sixth divisions were carried in the first contest
by Socialists. Berlin has thus returned six
deputies who are opposed to the Septennate.
