When the com­
munity pays the figure is hammered 
down. Seldom is the full injury re­
paired hy money payment. In esti­
mating the damages on sheep “worri­
ed” or killed by dogs, no account is 
taken of the harm done to the flock 
in general.

It is suggested that some member 
•of the Legislature move next session 
for a return of all the payments made 
on the account stated, by the town­
ships of the province during 1906. 
The aggregate would surely startle 
the Legislature into the necessity of 
more stringent legislation on the dog 
nuisance. What is required is a law 
permitting the shooting of any dog 
«een at large, at any time, without 
aome person being in charge.

Parcel Postage.
A bill will be introduced into Parlia­

ment at the present session to estab­
lish a cheap parcel post system in 
Canada and whereby the Post Office 
shall collect on parcels. As this would 
enable mail order houses to send goods 
to any part of the country in com­
petition with local retailers, the mer­
chants of many towns are up in arms, 
and are striving to have the bill da- 

j feated. A petition was circulated 
among the business men on Saturday 
and was largely signed, the petitioners 
asking the local member to oppose the 
measure. The business men are wise 
in thus looking after their interests, 
as there is no doubt the proposal if 
it became law would in some cases 
ruin the retail merchant, especially in 
towns and villages close to the cities. 
The large departmental concerns have 
enough advantages now through the 
mail. This would particularly favor 
them. True it would be an additional 
revenue for the government, but 
would have.* damaging effect upon 
mercantile interests in smaller towns 
and villages.

THE POULTRY SHOW
Lambton Oo Association Will Have a 

Winter Exhibition, Jan 30. 30, 31-

. ;It was finally decided at the meeting of 
the board of directors of the Lambton 
County Poultry Association, held in the 
office of the Poultry Advocate on Satur­
day evening, to hold a winter show in 
Petrolea, on the last three days of Jan­
uary 2o. 30 and 31. A short canvas 
among a tew friends of the Association, 
had shown such a favorable inclination 
on the part of those seen to support an 
exhibition of this kind, that tne pros 
pect of financing the show and making a 
success of it, are exceptionally good.

It was decided, that for this year, at 
least, the prizes are to be awarded on the 
percentage plan, giving first prize birds 
65 per cent., and second prize birds 35 per 
cent, of all the entry money paid in on 
each class.

In addition to the regular cash prizes, 
there will be a number of good cash 
specials, as well as a good list of valu ble 
specials of other kinds. A handsome 
silver cup, has been offered to the Asso­
ciation by the Poultry Advocate, to be 
used as a sweepstake, and this will likely 
be offered for the four best birds of any 
breed in the show, entered by one ex­
hibitor.

The secretary, reported having met a 
number of exhibitors from Ingersoll, St. 
Thomas and London, and had been 
promised au exhibit from each of those 
places, if their were any good specials 
offered, over and above the percentage 
prizes.

At one time the Lambton County As­
sociation had owned their own coops, 
but those had been sold, and they now 
have none on nand, so it was thought 
best for this season, to have each exhib­
itor send his birds in the coops in which 
they are to be shown. In a few cases, 
where birds come from a distance, coops 
will be provided, but as far as possible it 
is desired that the county exhibitors send 
the coops for their birds aud any extra 
oned they may have on hand. Judging 
will be done by comparison, and the 
awards will be placed by W. McNeil, one 
of Canada’s most popular, and competent 
judges. Exhibitors will feel assured of 
having their birds passed on by a thor­
oughly experienced judge, an important 
feature in a show.

Mr. Fraser’s hall, opposite the Meth­
odist church, has been secured for the 
show, and it will be a very suitable and 
convenient place for the purpose.

A meeting ot the directors will be held 
every Saturday evening until the date of 
the show, in the office of the Poultry 
Advocate, and preparations will be push­
ed to completion as rapidly as possible.

Choice were selling from 84.30 to 84.40 and 
picked cattle 10c. to 15c. more. Local 
butchers were buying freely, and there is a 
firmer tendency in prices as the buyers to­
day were unable to get cattle enough to 
satisfy their demands. Stockers and feed­
ers are ot course, very quiet, and. although 
there is still some demand for heavy catth , 
there are very few of them to be had.

the American Association 

for the advancement of Science, now 
in session in New York, Henry 
Laurens Call, of Washington, attack­
ed the enormously large fortunes noff 
being piled up by the capalists. 
These had been gotten by dishonest 
means and at the present rate of in­
crease the States will be owned by » 
handful of men. Among other things 
Mr. Call made the following statement 
that fifty years ago there were not 
fifty millionaires in the whole of the 
United States, and the combined for­
tunes did not exceed 1 per cent, of the 
then aggregate wealth of the nation. 
Sixteen years ago the combined for­
tunes estimated at 56 per cent of our 
national wealth. To-day a bare 1 
per cent, of our population owns prac­
tically 99 per cent, of the entire 
wealth of the nation. As a result of 
this wealth -concentration industrial 
society is practically divided into the 
two classes, the enormously rich and 
the miserably poor ; our 18,000,000 
wage earners receive an average of 
$400 per year ; nine tenths of cur busi 
ness men are notoriously failures ; our 
clergy redttve an average annual sal­
ary of about $600 ; the average of the 
educators of the! land is eyen lower, 
and the income of other professional 
men in proportion, while of bur 6,000,- 
000 farmers one-third are tenants, and 
the homes of one-third of the remain­
ing two-thirds are mortgaged and 
debt burden is almost universal.

with the Canada Publishing Company, the 
Copp, Clark Company, and the W. J. 
Gage Company expired Dec. 3let, and the 
plates therefore, which are xested in the 
Department, are returnable to the Govern­
ment.

The intention of the Department is to 
publish an entirely new series of readers 
These, it is expected will be superior in 
subject matter, paper, press work and bind­
ing to the present issue, and the aim of 
the 'Government, in accordance with its 
pronounced policy, will he to give these 
books to the parents at a reduced cost.

It will, however,‘pirobably take a year or 
eighteen months to prepare the new issue, 
and what line of policy the Department 
will determine upon has not yet been made 
public.

WORKERS FOR THE ONTARIO 

FARMERS-
Plans to Bring 10.000 Men From Eng- 

land to Settle in This Province.
Mr. Robert Verity has been appointed 

Ontario representative ot the Central Emi­
gration Committee of Great Britain, which 
is practically under the control ot the 
British Government and oversees the work 
ofgthe local Distress Committees that share 
in the Government grant tor the assistance 
ot the unemployed.

Of these the Central Committee expects 
to send 10,000 or 12,000 to settle in Ontario 
this year. It will not be unemployed per­
sons who will seek new homes in the Pro­
vince, but picked men temporarily out of 
work. They will have to pass a strict 
medical examination in the Mother Coun­
try. Their past history will be the sub­
ject of enquiry, and a report will be obtain­
ed as to their conduct from the police of 
their place of origin and other authorities. 
On their arrival in Canada they will be met 
by the agent of the committee at the port 
of entry. They will then be sent to To­
ronto. Those who desire to do farm work 
will then be located by the Bureau, of Col­
onization. For the remainder it will be the 
duty ot Mr. Verity to find positions.

The Ontario Government has arranged 
with Commissioner Coombs of the Salvation 
Army to take charge of the management, 
under Government supervision, of the new 
immigration shelter at the corner of Peter 
and Wellington streets. The army will 
lodge the immigrants at a specific sum per 
head and will fn.nish the interior fittings ot 
the shelter. The Government guarantees 
an average of 300 lodgers per week the 
year round. It is expected the cost to the 
Province will be about $3,000 per year.
