1924 LOSSES UNUSUALLY 
HEAVY

Revised Insurance Act Forces Rates 
Upwards

The Lambton Farmers’ Mutual 
Fire Insurance Co. held its Fiftieth 
annual meeting in its own offices. 
Main street, Watford, on Thursday 
last, January 29th, with a good at­
tendance of policy holders present 
to hear the reports presented by the 
various officers.

'President John W. Kingston and 
Secretary-Treasurer W. G. Willough­
by were appointed Chairman and 
Secretary of the meeting. Mr. King­
ston, in accepting the chair, made a 
few very appropriate remarks bear­
ing on fire prevention. The Co.’s loss­
es during 1924 had been unusually 
heavy, even though the increase in 
insurance written had been large. 
More care should be taken to pre­
vent fires and spontaneous combus­
tion should be shut out of the list 
of causes, by the farmer curing his 
alfalfa and clover better. Some far­
mers persist in their refusal to be- 
:ieve, in spontaneous combustion but 
'he insurance companies were having 
ts existence brought to their atten­
tion very forcibly and very fre­
quently. He urged all policy holders 
o give a little more attention to 

fire prevention.
The Auditors’ Report, presented 

by Messrs. P. J. McEwen and Alex. 
Jamieson, showed Lie total Receipts 
for the year to be $60,22-9.83; Ex­
penditures $57,359.87, of which 
$48,104.61 were losses.

A discussion arose over a resolu­
tion offered, disapproving of the re­
cent. increase in rates instituted by 
the Co. It was pointed out, however, 
that the new Insurance Act made 
the increase compulsory unless the 
reserve was sufficiently high.

The retiring Directors, Messrs. A.

Dr. Merchant stated that 
he saw many things in Denmark 
which could be adapted to the use of 
Ontario rural schools, but that owing 
to the essential differences in con­
ditions, the Danish school system 
could not be transplanted.

He cometh forth in the morning 
with high hopes and ere the setting 
of the siun of that day he hath met 
with many reverses and continueth 
not.

“Yet, Oh 'Lord, have compassion 
on the children of Thy creation that 
have to do with the public business 
Be present and administer them 
comfort in time of trouble, for they 
are in trouble most of the time.”

It would be wise for every person 
to clip out this little piece of wis­
dom and save it. It is a good natur- 
ed rebuke for the many critics of 
municipal officials who know not 
where they speak—Emporia Ga­
zette.

Discussion of the proposal to

the December session of the 1924 
iambton county council, took up a 

t goodly portion of the time of the 
3925 council at Wednesday after­
noon’s session. The debate revealed 
a. division of opinion on the pro­
ject but did not result in any dé­
limité action.

The subject was first mentioned 
nder the inquiries order of busi- 
icss when reeve Ed. Armitage of 
loitfbra asked if the committee 

named to go into the matter in 
:ember was ready to report.

Reeve Sproule of Oil Springs said 
,hat ex-warden Leslie 'Harkness had 

attended a meeting and would make 
report to the council.

Talk Business.
Mr. Harkness subsequently ar­

rived and advised the council that he 
had received an eleventh hour not­
ice of a meeting of the -Saria and 
Florence Road Company and he at­
tended after trying unsuccessfully 
to get one of the other members of 
the committee. He had expressed the 
views of the county council, to the 
meeting, concerning the advisability 
of getting rid of the toll gates, and 
after a discussion he was advised .to 
report back that if the county coun­
cil was prepared to go before the 
company directors with a concrete 
proposition and to give a definite 
plan of what it was proposed to do 
and a guarantee that the provincial 
■department would approve of the 
scheme, then the company would be 
prepared to talk business.

The ensuing debate disclosed that 
the reeve and deputy reeve of Moore 
held opposite views on the proposal.
Reeve Miller said he would like to 
see the road taken over and the toll 
gates abolished. They were the only- 
two now in existence in the province.
He believed that the people of Moore 
would back him up and agree to 
take it over if they had the assur­
ance that the county would in turn 
assume the road.

Opposition
Deputy reeve William Edwards 

declared that he was opposed to 
the road being taken over. In his 
opinion the county should not take 
over any more roads until other 
roads were put in good passable con­
dition.

Reeve Alfred Hillier of Sarnia 
township said he had talked with 
the ratepayers in his municipality 
and had yet to bear one complaint 
over the little toll paid on the road.
Before any action was taken assur­
ance was wanted that the road would 
be kept in as good condition as it 
was under private ownership. If .the 
county and the province would guar­
antee to take it over after then Sar­
nia township would be willing to go 
into it, he believed.

Speaking for the second time 
Reeve Miller of (Moore said that if 
the road was taken over merely as 
a county road there would be a 
subsidy on it and the portion near 
the city would probably be taken 
over in the suburban area. It would 
not be a burden to the county if the 
government got behind it. ----------

and the council went on with other making particular reference to the

The major portion of 
afternoon’s sitting of the 
county council was given 
the receipts of reports of county 
officers including county treasurer, 
John E. Leckie, high county con- 
table R. J. Whiting and county 

road superintendent, John McCal- 
lum.

The report of the treasurer in­
dicated that the finances of the 
county were in a favorable condi­
tion. In the period from November 
30, 1924 to January 26, 1925, the 
total receipts were $304,810.91' 
while the expenditures during the 
same period amounted to $292,293.- 
55 leaving a balance as at January 
26 of $12,517.36.

Another phase of the report 
worthy of note was that only the 
sum of $17,760.34 was outstanding 
in county rates, said by the treas­
urer, to be a much smaller sum than 
was outstanding last year.

The expenditures on the county 
road system during the year 1924 
+otalled $173,956.91. An account of 
$22,500 for the county’s share of 
the Sarnia collegiate and technical 
school was still unpaid. Mr. Leckie, 
told the council that he added that 
the amount was very much excess of 
what had been anticipated.

Road Maintenance.
John McCallum, county road sup­

erintendent, traced the county road 
-vstem on a map suspended on the 
front wall of the council chamber 
for the benefit of the new -members 
before going into -the details of his 
report. Subsequently he reported 
separately on the outlays on the 
various roads, -the cost of materials, 
the maintenance costs of the trucks 
and work performed with them, and 
other phases of work on the system. 
In passing he paid a tribute to the 
various towns ann villages of the

Great difficulties had been 
experienced there in the-effort to get 
a firm foundation for the abutments 
and although the work was not yet 
completed the cost to date had been 
about $1-5,524.-25.

Delegations.
Thomas Grace, vice-president, and 

John Wilkinson, superintendent of 
the Children's aid society, solicited 
financial aid for the society after 
citing some of its accomplishments 
and pointing out that there were 
86 wards of the society from the 
county and 56 from the city of Sar 
nia. Their request was referred to 
the finance committee.

Representatives of the Luncheon 
club, George H. G abler, president, 
and A. R. Calcott, vice-president, 
requested financial assistance to help 
pay the costs of an operation on a 
crippled boy living at Mooretown. 
Their request was likewise handed 
over to the finance committee for 
consideration.

A. Weir K. C., county solicitor, 
gave a brief talk during the after­
noon, referring in particular to 
litigation in which the county had 
been concerned and remarking on 
the fact that the county was not 
very frequently involved in suits.

Annual Grants to County 
Hospitals Debated by 

Council

Sarnia General Hospital is Given 
$800 Instead of the $1,000 Asked 
For by The Commission and Pet­
rolia Institution Gets $1350— 
Amendments Offered Suffer De­
feat, Various By-Laws Are Adopt­
ed and Report on Road Expen­
diture is Received.

The Lambton county council div­
ided in committee of the whole on 
bylaws Friday afternoon on the 
question of the amount of the an­
nual grants to Charlotte Eleanor 
Englehart hospital at Petrolia and 
the general hospital, Sarnia. In both 
instances it was the amendments that 
were defeated. It was in fact, a bad 
afternoon for amendments. All that 
were offered were voted down.

The first division came when the 
bylaw to grant aid to the Petrolia 
hospital was read in committee. A 
motion offered that the grant be 
$13'50, the same as last year. Petro- 
lia’s representative, reeve A. E. 
Shaunessy and deputy reeve, J. B. 
Scott thought the institution should 
get $1500 and an amendment was 
offered to that effect. After some dis­
cussion concerning the service given 
to county patients by that hospital, 
the vote was taken and the amend­
ment was defeated. In return for the 
grant the hospital offers 900 days 
service to county patients. Wililam 
Nisbet, chairman of the (Sarnia hos­
pital commission, requested the 
council, earlier in the afternoon, to 
make the grant to the Sarnia in­
stitution $1,000, but when the bylaw 
came to bat it was moved that the 
grant be $800 as in 1924. Reeve 
Shaunessy of Petrolia contended that 
it should be worked out on the same 
basis as Petrolia and in view of the 
fact that the local institution was 
only giving 355 days treatment as 
compared with 900 offered by Pe­
trolia, the grant should be $547.50. 
He proposed an amendment cover­
ing that amount but the majority 
of the council favored the $800 
donation.

Money For Road Work.
Following a fairly lengthy dis­

cussion the council again decided to 
grant to the towns and villages under 
the highway improvement act one 
hundred and twenty-five per cent on 
the cost of the work done on con­
necting links with the county road 
system. In other words the towns 
and villages will receive back the 
full amount expended within their 
municipalities on the road work 
mentioned plus a subsidy of twenty- 
five per cent.

There was some objection to the 
grant. Warden Hackett, who was 
out of the chair, claimed that it was 
a pretty good thing for some villages 
which had completed their connect­
ing link work. They could do work 
on some other street.

Reeve Hillier of Sarnia township 
was not altogether in favor of the 
grant. He said he did not believe 
the county council had any right to 
pay for building up the back streets 
of some villages.

County road superintendent John 
McCallum informed ’the council that 
if a town or village had completed 
work on the connecting link the 
reeve of the municipality must des­
ignate the road on which the work 
was to be done but it must be a road 
leading to the connecting link.

The report of the county audi­
tors, read by D. P. Shaw, showed 
that the total receipts of the county 
during 1924 were $591,424.77 and 
the total expenditures $569,538.48, 
leaving a balance of $21,>886.29. 
The total assets of the county, in­
cluding buildings, etc., were $298,- 
508.43 and the total liabilities were 
$65,128.25, making the balance of 
assets over liabilities $232,290.18.

The grist of bylaws chased 
through the committee stage includ­
ed a measure to grant the necessary 
sum for the county good roads sys­
tem and to provide for same by way 
of a temporary loan, the blank in 
that bylaw was filled in with $80,- 
000. Another measure authorized 
the borrowing of a .sum not to ex­
ceed $140,000 to meet current ex­
penses.

By-laws.
Other bylaws: passed through 

committee were as follows : appoint­
ing Dr. Fred Walters, high school 
trustee at Forest for 3 years ; grant­
ing $75 each to the two women’s in­
stitutes in the county; granting $500 
to the children’s, aid society; grant­
ing $15 to the sick children’s hospit­
al, Toronto; fixing the rate of pay 
for grand and petit jurors at $4 a 
day with 13c a mile travelling ex­
penses; appointing John Huey as a 
member of the county board of 
audit; granting $50 to the Salvation 
Army rescue home at London; ap­
pointing John A. Peat as a member 
of the board of education for the

» More
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town of Petrolia ; granting $1200 to 
the county agricultural societies; 
granting $25 each to public libraries 
of the county; reappointing R. J. 
Whiting, high county constable at 
the same salary and a bylaw to pro­
vide for the expropriation of three 
parcels of land on concession 9 of 
Sombra for road purposes in lieu of 
the river road.

The legislative committee report­
ed during the afternoon and recom­
mended no action on a communica­
tion from the county council of Wel­
land asking co-operation in a move 
to secure protection for the sheep 
industry from the ravages of dogs.

The finance committee report re­
commending, among other things, 
that no action be taken regarding the 
request of the Sarnia luncheon club 
for financial aid in paying the cost 
of an operation for a crippled boy 
living in Mooretown, was adopted.

The council sat until 6 o’clock last 
night and during , the committee 
stage on bylaws reeve W. G. Con­
nolly of Watford occupied the chair.

public buildings committee.
Reeve Mason Spearman was ap­

pointed as a delegate to the con­
vention of the Ontario trustees as­
sociation at Toronto.

The council adjourned at noon.

Advisory Board to Inspect 
the County Roads

Lambton Council Goes on Record
Favoring Taking Over Plank 

Road

An inspection of the county road 
system by the advisory board and 
the reeves of the municipalities in 
Lhe spring to be followed by a special 
meeting of the council for the pur- 
nose c.f discussing where and how 
Lhe money was to be expended, was 
decided by the Lambton county 
council at the closing meeting of the 
January session Saturday morning 
after a lengthy discussion.

The motion was broached by reeve 
Loosemore of Brooke and in explan­
ation he said that in his opinion the 
council should be better informed 
as to the outlays on the county road 
system. Reeves Hillier of Sarnia, 
Barron of Euphemia, Burnley of 
Plympton and Muma of Warwick did 
not favor a spring meeting of the 
council but Reeve Sproule of Oil 
Springs felt that it would be a good 
idea and when the motion was put 
to a vote it carried.

Would Take Over Pl&n.k Road.
On the recommendation of a 

select committee reported by Reeve 
Shaunessy of Petrolia the council 
went on record as in favor of taking 
over the Sarnia and Florence Plank 
road, now privately owned, as a 
county road and Warden Hackett 
and reeve J. T. Sproule of Oil 
Springs were named as a deputation 
to interview the department of high­
ways and secure their opinion on the 
proposal.

Deputy reeve Edwards of Moore, 
offered an amendment that no action 
be taken but after Reeve Eastman 
Of Arkona had expressed the opinion 
thht the amendment, being directly 
opposed to the motion, was contrary 
to parliamentary rules of order, he 
consented to withdraw it.

The attention of the council was 
drawn to the prevalence of sow­
thistle, a weed of prolific growth by 
G. Jackson of Sombra and after 
Dome discussion in which the serious 
results which might ensue unless 
efforts were made to stamp out the 
weed were pointed out, a motion, 
referring the subjects to the county 
agricultural representative was pass­
ed.

Petrolia Gets County Printing
The report of the printing com­

mittee recommending that the tend­
er of the Petrolia Printing and Pub­
lishing Company for the county 
printing be accepted was adopted 
without dissent.

James Taylor, of 149 Proctor st.,
’Sarnia, gave a demonstration of 
treating fruit-bearing trees for dis­
ease at the grounds of the techni­
cal school there last week. Mr. Tay­
lor took a very dilapidated tree and 
pruned it up until it presented the 
appearance of a very creditable 
fruit-bearer. He showed how to 
straighten a crooke<J_ tree and he 
dealt with a number .of diseases in 
trees giving the remedies. He point­
ed out that surgery on trees was 
different from that on human beings 
as in case of the latter, if the doc­
tor amputates a limb anywhere it 
will heal over. This is not so in the 
ease of a fruit tree.

Much Disease Locally 
According to Mr. Taylor 85 per 

cent of fruit trees iit this distriçt 
are diseased because of improper' ‘‘room is so designed that if a techni-
pruning, causing a loss of hundreds 
of dollars to the country annually. 
A large percentage of local fruit 
spoils before it can be used. The 
American fruit growers keep then- 
trees correctly pruned and sound 
fruit to compete against the Canad­
ian article.

Mr. Taylor said that the major­
ity of fruit trees in Lambton County 
are in a deplorable state of disease 
and neglect.

Board of Education to Advertise 
at Once For School Tenders

architect on the new Petrolia high 
school, presented a complete set of 
plans and specifications for the pro­
posed new school. The -plans were 
very well prepared and illustrated 
clearly the inside and outside port­
ions of the school as well as the 
heating, lighting and ventilating 
systems. The new school which will 
have nine classrooms, physics and 
chemistry lalbratories, gymnasium 
recreation rooms, teachers’ offices, 
restrooms, cafeteria, commercial

British Health Department Says Sick­
ness Benefits Total $10,060,000
Annually and 8,000,000 Weeks
Are Wasted.

Rheumatism is a veritable scourge 
in Eugiand. A Canadian visitor to 
the Old Country would be inclined to 
Uiauk that the unheàted houses, the 
u.xUuol votai iaca ut rubber in male 
footwear, and cue practice among the 
weii-io-üo, even in winter weather, 
of clothing children m short
sucks instead uf stockings, might 
have something u> d«* with the preva­
lence of the maiady. But the British 
Health Minis cry, though evidently 
blaming the damp cimiaie generally, 
doesn’t appear to consider the ab­
sence of central heaung a contribu­
tory cause.

The Ministry after a careful sur­
vey of rheumatism and its results, 
reports that it estimates that socie­
ties pay out in sick benefits annually 
$10,000,000 and that the nation loses 
an additional 3,000,000 weeks in 
work from the insured population 
alone. This, however, says a medical 
correspondent of the London Times, 
is by far the least serious aspect of 
the loss. Rheumatism poisons the 
nerves of ,. youth and siays many 
young people by heart disease. But 
its most severe onslaughts are made 
on men and women in middle age. 
These it cripples both in mind and 
body, gausing each year great loss to 
the community from the withdrawal 
of its most active and experienced 
brains, asserts the writer.

The days when goose grease and 
red flannel (the red was supposed 
to have some peculiar virtue of heat­
ing) were esteemed sovereign reme­
dies for the comparative! ysmall pro­
portion of rheumatism sufferers in 
Canada have gone by. Medical sci­
ence has discovered more efficacious 
treatments. But doctors are still 
groping for the cause of the disease. 
They have established, however, that 
sufferers from acute and sub-acute 
rheumatism are specially liable to 
sore throats, While those whose 
rheumatism is seated in the joints ap­
pear to suffer a great deal from den­
tal defects of various kinds. Are the 
teeth and the throat the result of 
the rheumatism or vice versa ? The 
doctors don’t know yet.

The spa where mineral spring 
water is taken internally or extern­
ally still holds a high place in the 
opinion of the medical world. The 
British doctor writer feels sure that 
rheumatic sufferers do well to visit 
such places annually and “take the 
Cure.” He declares that the British 
spas are just as good as the renowned 
French and German resorts, which 
doubtless applies with equal force to 
Canadian resorts.

The sufferer from rheumatism, 
states the British doctor, réÇtnres to 
be given instruction in the care of 
his health. Clothing is of vital im­
portance in this connection, for the 
disease undoubtedly exercises a pro­
found influence on what is known as 
the “heat regulating mechanism” of 
the body. Thus rheumatic children 
are subject to flushings and to s hi vér­
in gs without any very adequate 
cause. Older sufferers, too, share in 
these disabilities. ,

“No one with rheumatism should 
ever exposp himself to chill winds 
without making sure in the first in­
stance that he is very warmly clad 
indeed,” declares the physician.

must the victim 
of this disease avoid becoming too 
hot and standing about in a cold 
place. For the tendency is to per­
spire very freely and so to cool down 
with great rapidity. The best winter 
wear is wool lightly woven so as to 
entangle the air and yet allow of free 
ventilation over the surface of the 
skin. In summer linen or cotton 
should be worn.

“Food again, requires very careful 
attention,” says he. “It is doubtless 
true that the dyspepsias which are 
so common in the case of rheumatic 
subjects are a consequence and not 
in any way a cause of the trouble. 
Yet they form a disabling complica­
tion and should at all costs be avoid­
ed. The general rule is that a light 
diet succeeds better than a heavy 
one. Alcohol is certainly contra­
indicated. Indeed mo?M rheumatic 
people discover this for themselves 
sooner or later and become water 
drinkers, or at most use only a little 
wh skey and soda. Wine drinking is 
also always harmful.”

A dry climate is of course a great 
advantage. The Riviera which de­
spite its border on the Mediterranean 
is not a “sea atmosphere” but really 
an Alpine one and Egypt are ideal 
winter resorts for rich rheumatic 
folk. During the war rheumatic 
people ordered to German East 
Africa were remarkably free from 
their pains and aches. But there is 
no permanent cure as yet in the 
British climate, concludes the. doc­
tor who hopes that scientific re­
search now being directed along 
these lines will meet with a speedy 
reward.

Crops Raised on Land Reclaimed 
From the Sea.

The dyke lands, or hay marshes as 
they are called locally, are one of 
the most Interesting sights of the 
Maritime Provinces. They extend 
around the head of the Bay of Fundy, 
In Cumberland. Colchester, Hants, 
Kings and Annapolis counties of Nova 
Scotia, and In Westmorland and Al­
bert counties of New Brunswick. 
While the term “marsh lands” Is ap­
plied to these low lying areas, they 
are far from being what the name 
Implies. Looking at them from an 
eminence they bear the appearance 
of great flat stretches of prairie lands 
or meadows, covered with rich grass, 
while almost as far as the eye can 
reach Innumerable hay-barns and 
hay-stacks dot the landscape.

The marshes have been brought 
Into existence by the extraordinary 
power of the tide of the Bay of 
Fundy, where there is sometimes a 
difference of sixty feet between the 
level of the water at high and low 
tide. Large arers were therefore sub­
jected to Inundation at periods of 
high tide. The early French settlers 
built dykes to keep out the tide from 
these/ lands, and the areas thus re­
claimed form a vast natural meadow 
of approximately 50,000 acres In ex-; 
tejit. This marshland retains its fer­
tility In a marvelous way, producing 

ay crops averaging from two to 
three tons per acre. When the soil 
appears to be deteriorating It Is only 
necessary to open the dykes, allow 
the tide to flood the land again, close 
the dykes and resume cropping the 
land. The periods when it is neces­
sary to open the dykes for renewal 
purposes are widely separated, some 
of those familiar with conditions giv­
ing fifty years as the interval between 
floodings.

The grasses which grow upon the 
better parts of the dyked lands are 
the English hay grasses, of a superior 
quality. But one crop of hay per 
year is taken off the l^nd, but farm­
ers find in the marshes after haying 
excellent forage for their cattle. No 
fertilizer of any kind are used upon 
the marsh land, and the only cultiva­
tion consists in an occasional plough­
ing, on an average once in ten or 
fifteen years, when a single crop of 
oats is sown ; followed at once by 
grass.

An extensive market exists for the 
hay grown on the Bay of Fundy 
marshes, and at good pieces. Large 
quantities are shipped to the West 
Indies, Newfoundland, Boston and 
other New England cities. During 
the war enormous quantities were 
supplied to Great Britain and France.

To the inland Canadian, unused to 
the ocean tides, these dyked lands or 
hay marshes present a fascinating 
appearance. Accustomed as they are 
to but slight variations in the shore­
line of lakes and rivers, it is hard 
to realise that but for the dykes these 
large areas would at high tide be 
covered with water. The value of the 
land, however, was readily appreciat­
ed by the original settlers, many of 
whom in their native lands had been 
compelled to battle against the en­
croachments of the sea. How well 
these early settlers did their work 
may be judged from the fact that at 
various points the original dykes are 
still in existence, after a period of 
close to two hundred years.

These famous dyked lands are to­
day, as in the past, a great asset to 
the provinces of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick, and as they continue, de­
cade after decade, to produce their 
hay crops for home and export con­
sumption, they bear testimony to the 
energy of the people who in the early 
part of the eighteenth century fought 
and wrn the battle with the sea for 
their possession.
