Care and Abuse of Farm Machinery

Recent investigations by the Con-
servation Commission reveal some
very interesting facts regarding the
effect of care, or neglect, as the case
may be,: upon the life of machinery
on the farm. Between 90 and 95
farms divided into three districts,
were vigited in each of the Provipees
of Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al-
berty.

In BSaskatchewan, out of 94 farm-
ers visited by the Commission’s rep-
Tesentative, 76 leave all of their fm
plements out of doors. On 73 of the
farmis, there were no implement
shetle of any description. On 21 of
the farms, sheds large enough to cov-
er g part of the implem?mts were
found, in most cases this being only '
a buggy or a democrat, but not on
one single farm was the machinery
