The market thronghout the day was
streng and the meat noticoable feature was
the scarcityeof stocks pressing for sale.
Yesterday 's market was a distinct dis-

ppintaient te the bears. They argued
that t hoelarge interest had bought stocks
on Saturday not te hold but merely te
support the mark~et, and that any tendencnyof strength or any littîs advance Would be
met by considerable selling orders by
these pecopie.

Snch however, was net the case. B.R.T.
was one of the strongest stocks, and offer-
ings froni any source which eould be con-
nected wi;Lk Saturday's bnying were very
llght. People who watched yesterday's
market very closely dlaim that moat of the
buylng powsr came from a rather nervoe,
short Interest, and that vhile the big peo-
ple did net oeil they t ctalnly did net lu-
erease their holdings. The short interest
has increased materlally durlng the last
few days, whlle a week ag ;t was hard te
lend stock at anything Jike nioney rates.
There is ne account of a borrowing demand
for St. Paul, B.Q., and a number of ether
stocks.
