The news reaches us on excellent authority,
says the Morden Afonitor, that some Meunnon-
ites have threshed barloy during the past few
days which yielded the fine tofal of 65 bushels
to the acre.

Jacob ‘Hieman, of Morden, has purchased the
property of the Commercial hotel at that place.
‘This will make Mr. Heiman owner of 200 feet
frontage on the Main atreet. It is hisintention
after a timo to erect a large hotel on the sits.,

The union picnic of Wincipeg grocers, but-
chers, fruiters, etc., to Brandoa last Wednes-
day, was a great success. Over 1,500 persons
took it in, going on two traine by the Canadian
Pacific, and one train by the Northern Pacific.
The visitors were well received at Brandon, and
had a good time generally.

Geo. McBroom, of London, Ont., sn experi-
enced hand in exhibition work, has beon ap.
pointed superintendont of the Winnipeg Indus.
trial, at a salary of $400, his dutics to cease on
the complotion of the exhibilion. Mr,Bedford,
ot the Manitoba exporimental farm has secured
a space of twenty feet square for the farm at
the exhibition.

The Morden Afonitor of Thursday last says :
‘“Lhe harvestis well advanced in this neighbor-
hood. At tho time of writing probably 50 per
cent. of the crop nas been cut.  Oa account of
the Jateness and the advent of some. rather cold
nights, farmers have been cutting on the green
side.  There has becu no frost in this district,
A few more days and the anxiety will be
over.

M. Bedford, manager of the Manitoba Ea-
perimental Farm, has forwarded samples of
Red Fyfe and Ladoga wheat grown this year,
The Ladoga is thoroughly matured an is pro-
nounced a first-class grade.

As
no theeshing has been done it is impossivle to
estimate the yield with any degrec of accuracy
but gopd judges claim that miny wheat fields
will average thirly bushels to the acve while
oats run all the way from thirty to fifty bushels,
A few fields may go above this, The C. A. C,
& C.Co., have a field of oats ut Duamore whaich
would do credit to auy country.

British Columbia,

J. & W. Ramsay, says the Victoria 7imes,
have arrived here from Toronto to establish a
confzctionery manufactory.

B. C. Sealers have prepared a memorial to

the Imperial Goveroment, submitting their
gricvances, and claiming compensation.

The Hudson’s Bay Company’s dwelling house
at Yale was totally destroyed by fire on Aug.
25. The dwelling was occupied by the clerk of
the company. The loss is estimated at $3,000.

The smelter at Revelstoke, has closed down
operations, having raduced to bullion the stock
of ore on hand. As there is very little lead
oro in the country ready for shipment, says the
Star, it is not probable thut the furnance will be
blown in again until next spring.

Four by-laws weore voted on in Victoria re.
cently, two of which were defeated. The fol.
lowing are the by-laws and the majorities for

and against: Sale of corporation gravol pits,
majority for, 48; sale of Deluge ongino house,
majority for, 39; appropriation of §50,000 for
cleotric lighting, majority against, 82; appro-
priation of 810,000 for cemetery, majority
against, 17.

Westminster Columbian: Two Chinese’cap-
italists vpamed Chu Cai and Uog Sun, who ar-
rived from Hong Kong on the Empress of Japan,
have decided to orezt a large salmon cannery
on the Fraser river. The cannory will be
erected in time to begin packing next year.
The Chinese Rice Mill syndicate, montioned a
fow days ago, have purchased a site below the
Royal City planing mills, and the ereotion of
the mill will soon bo proceeded with. Thero
are four Chinamen interested.

The Columbia & Kootenay Navigation Com
pany’s now steumer Columbia, arrived at Rev-
olstoke recently on her trial trip, carrying a
number of passengers. The Columbia, says the
Star, is a fine-looking river vessel. She is 160
feet in length, 23 feet wide, and has first-class
accommodation for about forty passengoers, as
well as being able to carry heavy freight. Her
machinery worked splendidly, and there is no
doubt that she will make good time.

Victoria Times: The sgealing schooner W.
P. Sayward, Capt. Ferey, arrived at the outer
wharf about five o’clock this worning. She
had on board 801 scalsking captured in Behring
Sea. This brings her cateh for the seazon up to
1,726 skins. The Captain says the scals are
more plentiful in the sca this scason than for
years. Capt. Ferey left Behring Sea on Aug.
1st, making the trip to Barclay sound in 17
dzys, where she lay for days. Ho ran in there
to land the sealers. The Sayward was not
warned out of Behring Sea, but her sealers,
hearipg the news of thesejzures. became fright-
ened and refused to work, so Capt. Ferey was
compelled to return. Another sealer leftat
the same time asthe Sayward. Capt. Ferey
did not speak her, and was not sure what boat
it was, bat thought it was either the Aunnie C.
Moore or the Sapphire. There is a sealev lying
in the Straights now, waiting for wind.

The Vancouver News says: Inquiries were
yesterday made of C. E. Hobson, secrotary of
the Underwriteis Association, of Vauncouver,
as to the relative standing of the cities of the
Pacific Coas* in the matter of insurance rates,
It was then learned that Victoria and Vancou-
ver have the lowest rates of auy of these cities,
In 1890 the Uaderwriters Union of San Fran-
cisco sent up an agent who made an insurance
survey of these cities and prepared what is
called an underwriters’ map. This survey
placed the rute in Vancouver at 70 cents per
$100 per annum on brick business premises, and
50 cents on residences. Provions to this the
rate was S1 25 on all stores. The preseri rate
is almost as low as in any part of Eastern
Canada. The rate for all the cities on the
Sound was $1.50, and the same for Saun Fran.
¢isco, 20 thas even with the proposed reduction
Vancouver and Victoria will still be more highly
favored by about 30 per cent. than rhir sister
citics to the south.

Editorial Notes,

SrrakING of the dry goods trade, the Mont.
real Trwle Bulletin says the only ‘exciting
feature has been the discussion aroused by the
circular issued by a wersterv house offering
goods at cost price. It is said to have origi-
nated in a squabble between rival houses, one
of which to injure the others has offered goods
as stated.” Western, as used by cur Montreal
contemporary, does not of course mean any
house west of the lakes, but simply some Onta.
rio house. We do not think any of cur western
houses would engage in such an unbusiness.like
move ag selling goods av cost. To sell at cost
means to do business at aloss. This is biting
off your nose to spite your face with a vengeance.
The dry goods trade of the east must boin a
terribly demoralized state, if it is as bad as
represented by ihe Dontreal journal, but we
certainly think there must be gsome mistake
about it. The thing is too iucredible for
belief.

THE official crop report for Oantario, which
we publish elsewhere iu this issue, it will be
noted does not give a very hopeful statement
regarding theapple crop. This crop is reported
to be even less than last year. Notwithstand-
ing the light Ontario apple crop, however, it is
believed that pric:s for this produst will be

very reayonable. A considerable portion of the
apple requirements of Manitoba have in the
past been drawn from the United States, and
the crop in the latter country is gencrally un-
derstood to be good, whereas last year it was
very short, If Ontario apples are scarce and
dear, we can therefore rely upon importations
from the south. But it is not expected that
prices will be high in exstern Canada, as United
States matkets will influence the situation
there. Considerable will depend upon the de.
maod from across the Atlantic, as to the course
of prices. Even with the light crop, there
will be some apples for export from eastern
Canada, and the export demaud will have a
good deal to do with values,

Last week Tne ComuercrAL flatly coatra-
dicted the contention of the fishery department
at Ottawa, that the southern ead of Lake
Winnipeg had been fished out. Iadian Agenot
A. Muckle, states in his anaual report for 1889,
that “‘more whitefish were caught in the
Winpipeg river, Fort Alexander bay, and at
the mouth of the Red river last fall than has
been the case for some years past. Ia fact,”
he says, ‘‘there were more caught at the mouth
of the Red river, than at any similar season for
thirty years.” This, coming from such a

source, offectually disposes of the hap-hazard
statoment that the southern end of the lake is

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THE WHEAT OUTLOOK.

Two wecks ago Tug Commuruiat published
with some commeats, the substance of an arti-
cle prepared by W. E. Bear for Bradstreet's
jorrnal, showiag his idea of the wheat pruduc-
tion aud requirements of all European coun
trics for the current crop yecar. Brielly, to ro-
capitulate, BMr. Bear made out, ihat Euwiupe
would requiro 281,000,000 bushels of wheat
over home production. Wo may say that it is
an casy matter to figure out eithor a surplus or
a shortage in a close crop year. It is only nce-
casary to take tho loweat crop cstimates of the
differoat countiies, to make a large shortage,
whilo to take the higher estiinates in each case
would leave a surplus—on paper.  Thus the
final showing wili correspond with the intui-
tive belief of the party who tabulates the sta-
tistics, Crop estimates of each country ave cer-
tain to vary very widely, often as mach as 25 to
50 per cent.  This will show how casy 1t is to
figure either a shortage or a surplus, according
to the desire or nevious opinion of the persoa
preparing such a table,  Mr. Bear evidently
started out with the belief that he Enropean
wheat deficiency would be very great, foi he
takes the lowest estimates in most cases, Even
from countries which have furnished no reliable
data, he scores down the probable crop tv a
quantity considerably uader the supposed
yield of the previous year. Mr. Bear admits
himself, that his estimate of the Kuropean defi-
ciency is greater thau any other person’s esti-
mate, though he still claims thet he under-esti-
mates the deficicncy.

When Mr., Bear turned from llurope to the
United States, he showed himself far astray i
his figures, as he ouly allowed the vepublic 140,-
000,000 bushels surplus. If his Europesn
figures are in keeping with the latt:r estimate,
his article is altogether worthless as a guide to
the wheat requirements of Europe  In our ar-
ticle of two weeks agn, we ouly gave Mr
Beai’s estitnates for European couatries, and
applied statistics from other sources for the
United States, Canada, India, ete.  For the
United States we allowed 160,000,000 bushels
for export, though we believe this amount can
be very largely increased. Considerable wheat
yet remains t3 be gathered in the torthern
wheat beit of the United States and Cavada,
aad if the portion of the crop not yet harvested
comes through all right, we believo the United
States and Canada combined can export the en*
owmous quantity of 250,000,000 to 260,000,000
bushels. The Cincionati Price Current, a reli-
able authority, says under date of Aug. 20, that
¢ it is now practically assured that the United
States will have 200,000,000 bushels of whaat
available for export, and this smovnt may cas.
ily be increased to 223,000,000.” The Ciacire-
nati journal had no doubt reference to the safe
harvesting of the Lalanc: of the crop, in suyiug
that the amouut could be increased to 225,000,
Q00 bushels, Caunada is au important factor in

the wheat situation this year, on account of our
heavy crop all over the countty., It is now es.
timated that Canada will Lo ablo to erport over
30,000,000 bushels, which is a vory large quan.
tity in comparison with our exports in past
yeara.  Allowing the United States and Cun-
adn an export surplus of 250,000,000 bushels,
which seems fairly withiu the mark, in visw
of (ke enuinour orops in cach of these coun

trics, and there would oaly remain a paltry
31,000,000 Lushels of Mv. Bear’s Ewiopean de-
licency of 281,000,000 bashe's to bo nade up
fro.r other coant-ies.  Against the 31,000,000
bushols of a Buropean deficicncy over the sur.
plus of North America, we haveo, according to
Beerbohm a surplus of 48,000,000 busbels from
India and Persia, 16.00),000 bushels surplus
from Australasia aad® SoushAwmerica, and 12,
030,000 bushels fron Egypt, Algeria, cte. Thus
the remaining European deficieacy, according
to Mr, Bear, is made up, and therc yet remains
a surplus of 43,000.000 bushels over all Euro-
peau requirements. A small quantity of wheat
is requived by China, the East Indies, otc.,
which may be allowed out of the 45,000,000
surplus we Fave just accounted for, and there
will still remain a surplus of about 13,000,000
bushels to be dispos«d of, or held over for an

osher yeur. Thus Mr. Bear's European dafici-
ency, which is the largest claimed by any
statisticiau, can be abundaatly made up, along
with the requirements of ull otner wheat im-
porting countiies, and thero is still a consider-
able balance left to come and go on.

The surplus allowed for the United States
and Cenada is vory large, in comparison with
actual exports of previous years, and many
will be inclined to doubt the possibility of such
an export surplus.  From the amall crop in the
United States last year, 100,008,000 bushele of
wheat were eoxported, and a quacter of
o million more could have been supplied
if required. A year ago at this time,
some pessimists figured out that the repub.
lic would bave nothing to export. Others
allowed fifteen to twenty-five million
bushels and so on. Tho uctual warketings
of wheat have shown that the crop of last
year was verv wuch greater than estimates
based upon official crop reports.  Last year's
wheat exports from the United States were 40
to 50 per cent. in excess of the estimated sar-
plus, and this in the face of the fact, that po.
tatoes and other crops were very light and pri-
ces high.  With abuudaace of cheap potatoes
and other food products, the country should be
able to spare a larger proportion of its wheat
crop tnis year than last.

In view of these facts regarding last year’s
crop, and the further well known fact that a
very large crop has been safely harvested, there
seems uo reason to doubt the ability of the
United States to export a quantity of wheat in
excess of 200,000,000 bushels.

We see no reason for the circulation of al-
arming reports of a famine in breadstuffs. By
the end of this crop year, it will probably be
sean how far-futched these scare articles are.
It is surprising how little of a commodity peo-
ple can get along with, when prices reack an
abnormai value, There will undoubtedly be
suffering and privation in parts of Europe, on

account of crop failure, and people will have
recourse to other articles for food. Tho ryo
shortage will not be all made up by incrcased
consumption of wheat, Potatox corn, oats
and other commodities will be more largely
used for food, especially if wheat is unduly ad-
vanced in price. The people who uscryearo tho
poorer classes, and they will prefor cheap corn,
etc., todear wheat. Wodonot beliovethat wheat
can or will bo held back in farmors’' hands in
United States to such an oxtent as to materi-
olly advance prices. Tho first argument fs,
that thero is so much moro wheat to como to
mark this year, that even if a considerable
portion 8 held back, tho carly marketings will
still be liberal.  Secondly, with the immense
crops of all kinds this year, the railways will
have all thoy can do, and moro to, to handlo
the grain, and the difficulty will be in getting
the wheat to market fust enongh.  Alveady
there are raports of grain blockades on the cen-
tral westorn roads. Kansas City reported one
day last week the largest wheat recoipta on re-
cord at that place, and 2,200 cara on track in
the city. Another argument against the holding
back talk is, that Europe will not requiro Am.
orican wheat for many months. The people
over thore will have their own crop to consume
first, bofore they are obliged to callou this con-
tinent for wheat, and this will be well on to
the last quarter of this crop year, by which
time the Farmers’ Allinnce people will beabout
tired of their experiment of holdiag wheat. Be-
fore they got through with their holding, an.
other big crop year might be in view, and lower
prices the rule,

TRADE WITHIN THE EMPIRE,

This is the question which wasdiscussed ia the
council chamber of the Winnipeg city hall ou
Tuesday evening lzst. The speaker was Col.
Howard Vinceat, C.B., member of the Imperial
Parliament for ceutre Sheffield, Eugland, Col.
Vincent is 2 prominent member of a new orgaa-
ization, formed in England early in the present
year, and knowa as the Uaited Empire Trade
League. In fact, we understand he was the
founder of that organization. He explains the
object of the league to be : ““First, the further-
ance of nutually advantageous trading relations
upon a preferential basis amongst all who share
allegiauce to her majesty the Queen. Secondly,
the advancement of the interests of British 1a-
dustry and commerce t* roughoat the world.”
The Trade League i3 further explained to be a
business ¢ssociation, and must not be confound.
ed with the older organization known as the
Imperial Federation League, with which, liow.
ever, it is no doubt in active sympathy.

Col. Vincent came to Canada, he explains, to
feel the pulse of tie country upon the guestion
which he is advocating. He is a good speaker,
and apparently of an enthusiastic disposition.
This latter quality he will no doubt require ab-
undantly, coasidering the task he has before
him, He also possesses the faculty of tickling
the vanity of his listeners in & ready manaer,
though it may be noted that he refrained from
indulgiog in blaruey in Winnipeg to the extent
that he did in addressing a Toronto audience a
few duys earlier. The “‘old flag” was also
waved lecs ardeatly at the Winnipeg mecting
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than at the Toronto one, judging from the
nowspaper reports of the latter event, As for
the practical aspect of the question, the address
was not as {ull as might have been expected,
and we fear that the impression left woald be
vather o~ sided. Howevaor, it will tend to stir
up thougit upon the question, That Col. Vin.
cent is ovidently a belisver in the subtle doc.
trinea of protection, even aside from his adso-
cacy of the protective dootriues of preforeatial
trade within the empire, may Le underatood
from his uncalled for sncer at the Cobden Club,
in his Toronto addross.

Many m3n who believe in th: principles of
free trade in a genural sense, can be caught
with argument to the effect that resort to pro-
tection is nececsary to counteract thoe hostile in-
flueuces of foreign tariff«, They look upon
protection as au ovil which they are forced to
adopt, in order to fight other nations with their
own woapons. Col. Vincent starts out on
these lines by picturing the injury done to
British and Canadian commercial intecests
through the hostile tariff of the United States.
He thenasks: Shall we acknowledge defeat
and sue for mercy from Washington? This of
course he answers in tho negative by proposing
what is virtually a peculiar protective policy
for the empire. The different self-goveralng
divisions of the empire are to have control of
their own tariff offairs, but are to allow imports
from other divisivns of the empire at a preferen-
tial rats. Thus there would be a column in
the tariff lists for imports from other divisions
of the empire, and another column for the
tatiff upon imports from foreign countries.

Col.Vincent compares Canada's trade with the
Empire, with our trade with the Uaited States,
and he makes some pectinent remacks to the
effect that the United States is our competitor
in trade. Products which we produce in Can-
ada for export, such as grin, butter, cheese,
live stock, meats, etc., are also produced in
surplus quantities in the republic. Our aim,
he endeavors to show, should be to encourage
trade with Great Britain, where these products
are wanted, and not to seek an alliance with
the United States, where they are not wanted.
He refera to the advantage Canadsa has over the
United States in the export of cattle to Great
Britain,and shows whatan encouragement it has
been to our ecport cattlo trade. If the home
government were to place a tax ot 25 to 50
cents per quarter (eight bushels) upon wheat
coming from foreign countries, and admit Can-
adian and wheat produced in other colonies and
depeudencies free, our {armers, he says, would
hold the king of trumps. Certainly this would
ba a very pleasant thing for Canadian farmers,
but where, we ask, would the British bread-
eater be under such an arraugement? All the
surplus wheat produced within the empire
would not supply more thao one-third of the
home demand, aud the balance would have to
be bought from the foreigners, duty and all.
We have not the same faith which Col. Vincent
expresses, in Canada’s ability, within the brief
perviod mentioned, to supply the United King-
dom with bread. It would be many yeais be.
forc this could be done. In the mesntime, are
we to believe that the British workman would
cousent to u tax upoa bread? Col. Vincent
tells us they can be persuaded to do so, but the

proof of the pudding is in the eating, and we
will be wise to await developments before ac-
cepting this belief. Though we are not saying
anything new, we would in this connection re-
peat the opinion expressed i tho eastern press,
that the British people at home should first
give evidence of their willingness to adopt the
policy of the Trade League, Then the agita-
tion of tho question in the colonics would look
like something more usecfvl than a waste of
time. ’

Loaving out of consideration for the meau-
time, the attitude of the B-itish poople at
home, we sce nothing particalarly harmfal to
Manitoba, or indeed to Canada, in the question
as explained by Col, Vincent. We would
maintain control of our tariff, whereas in com-
mercial union with the United States, our
taviff would be rogulated from Washiagton.
Agaib, the adoption of a policy of preferential
trade within the empire, would necessitato a ve-
duction of our present tariff,whureas a commer-
cial union compast with the republic, wonld
necemitate a general increase in our tariff, o
correspond with that of the United States.
Free Traders would therefore naturatly decide
at once in favor of prefercotial trade with the
empire, as against commercial uaion or uore-
stricted reciprocity with the republic, If
Great Britaiu were to place a tariff upon certuin
products from foreign countries, in order to
give the colonies a preferential advantage in her
markots, by the admission of the same products
from the colonies free, the colonies wonld Le
ohliged 20 give a quid pro quo in the shape of a
liberal reduction of their ta:iffs upon imports of
Rritish goods. Canada is a protectioaist coun-
try, and our tariff is dirccted principally
againat British manufactures. Canadian free
traders would therefore welcome the policy of
the Trade League, from the standpoint of the
geneeal reduction whizh it would bring in our
p-caent high tarift. The adoption of the policy
of preferential trade within the empire, to pro-
tectionist Canada would simply meau a sweep-
ing reduction in our high tarif. To free trade
Great Evitain on the other hand, it would mean
the adoption of a policy of protection. That
there is any likelibood that the British people
at home will soon adopt such a policy, we have
no good reason to Lelieve.

~{ A RIDIGULOUS BELIEF.

During the frost scare last week, the remark
was frequently heard that the grain,men would
make the most out of the scare, as they would
be interested in having it appear that damage
had been done.  Some remark to this effect
was so frequently heard, that the belief seems
to be almost general outside of grain circles,
and even business men who ought to koow
better, were heard to repeat some such saying.
Now, we do not know were this very ridiculous
idea originated, but we have no hesitation in
declaring that it is entirely without foundation.
A little thought, we fancy, should be sufficient
to convince anybody that the report is absurd
The oatural infiuence of the spreading of a
report to the effect that our wheat crop was
seriously injured, would be fo advaunce the
price of wheat. In a very shurt time Manitoba
grain men will be actively buying wheat, and

they do not want to ‘*boom " prices. Their
interest is in tho opposite direction. They
would prefer that the market here for now
wheat should open with reasonably low prices,
so that they would be in a position to gain
from any advance which might occur later on.
Auything which would put prices up unduly
unow, would be inimical to their wishes.

In tho uoxt place, wheat is like any other
commodity, the general rule befag that it is
more satisfactory to handle a good urticlo than
a poor one, Any morchant in Manitoba knows
that choico butter is more salcable than poor
stufl, It is only to koep a customer that they
will handle bad butter at all, in some instances.
Nobody wants it, and merchants who take it
aro often the losers. It is hardor tosell because
of its undesirablo yuality. It is exactly the
same with wheat, The farmer who has a choice
quality of wheat will get the top market price,
and ho is accordingly aatisfied. His neighbor
who has poor wheat, is dissatisfied because he
cannot get the same price. In buying therefore
we say it is unsatisfactory for the grain mon to
handle poor grain, as compared with a choice
quality. The next thingisin selling the wheat,
and here again it is easier to find a market for
choice grain than for poor stuff. Why have the
graln men advited Manitoba farmers in the past
to grow red fyfe wheat? Because it is the
fineat quality and is more readily marketable.
In s short crop year, even poor grain is readily
marketable, but in a year of abundance every-

where, tho poor stuff will be slow sale at best.
Why did the Dominion Grain Exchauge send
out a circular last year advising the farmers of
Manitoba to grow a botter quality of oats?
Simply because it is more satisfactory for the
grain men to handle a good quality of oats,
than a p .or article. It is the same with wheat.
There would be every whit as much reason to
say that the grain tnen would prefer a damaged
crop of oats, as to say thesame thing regarding
wheat. Yet the fact that they have sent out
circulars at their own expenase, giving instruc.
tions in the matter of growing oats, so as to
secure the best quality, is proof that they do
pot prefer a poor article.

The idea seems to prevail, thut if the wheat
is damaged, the grain buyers can beat the price
down and get it proportionately cheaper than
if it were o% choice (ﬁxa:lity. This we believe is
o popular fallacy, t crop year the basis of
prices was No. 2 hard, We venture the asser.
tion, that a great deal more wheat was bought
from farmers at the valuation of No. 2 hard,
which would not equal that grade, than was
bought for the same price tnat would grade
better than No. 2 hard.

Another popular fallacy is, that frosted wheat
is little injured for milling purposes. The fact
of the matter is, that only a low grade flour
can be made from frosted wheat. If the grain
is at all badly damaged, it cannot be used for
beast grades of flour, and millers who do a large
busivess and have a reputation to keep up,
cannot afford to use it. Of course it can
worked up for lower es of flour, but the
best millers would prefer not to handle it at
all. There is more waste in milling, and it must
be bought correspondingly low.

\We have no hesitation in saying, that the
appareatly general belief that the grain men
would like a little damage to the wheat, and
that they would make the most out of any ca-
tastrophe of this nature, is erroncous and un.
just, There is no body of business men in
Manitoba, who are more anxious for a large
crop of fine quality of wheat, than the graia
men. Ausybody who went among them and
noted the despondency which prevailed during
the Iate critical weather would be willing to
admit the chargs is unjnat.

Buginess was quite in most brauches, harvest
timo ponditions prevailing. Tho frost scare
was kgenly felt in commercial circles gouorally,
but when full reports wore received, it was gen.
orally conceded, that though considerable
damago may have been done in some parts, yet
on the wholo the season will be a good one. The
crop {s so very heavy this year, that a liberal
reduct{on can be made for frost damage, and a
largo orop will still remain. It was learned
that two or threo orders for fall stocks in text-
ile brapches, have been cancelled, ou accouat of
thesoare. From a canvass among the implement
men, {& was learned that ordere for binders were
not beiog cancelled, and the demand for binder
twino continued very heavy, the quantily of
twjoe required beivg largely in excess of all
previous estimates, owing to the very heavy
crop, Dealers have been hurrying car lots of
twine forward, and expect to be able to supply
the demand without deluy.  The fect that the
implement houses have expéticnced no check to
business is hopeful for the outlook as to the
frost scare, though it may have been a little
early to observe the effect upon this branch.
Other branches of trade are qniet and without
important features.

FRUITS.

Fow if any oranges are obtainable, tho geason
bejng over. Apples were scarcer last wecek.
Birst arrivals of Ontario apples were received,
in baskets. Outario crabs, pears, plums and
tomatoes were also reccived in baskets, though
but few plums have yet come to hiand and bave
gold high. A car of Ontario barrel apples are
on the way, and will sell slightly lower than
imported stock. California plums and peaches
have had a large sale, and prices are again
lower. Grapes are also lower, for both south.
ern snd California. Blueberries were scarce,
and received in poor shape. Oregon pears and
plums will be here the first of the week.

WHEAT

\Wheat has had a quieter week generally, and
prices Lave tended downward, Chicago closing
on Friday about 46 lower than a weck ago, and
Daluth 3}c lower. One of the leading features
of the week was'the frost scare. Frost wasox-
perienced in North Dakota, Soath Dakota,Min-
nesota, Wisconsin and Jowa. Over the greater
portion of this region, however, wheat has all
been harvested, and mro fear was felt for cora.
Tho goneral opinion is that butlittle injury was

done to corn, though reports are coflicting.
In North Dakota aund Northern Minuesota,
where considerable wheat was uncut, no doubt
more or less damage has been sustained, but
the result has not been to permanently strength-
prices. Cableson Monday were lower, and with
increasing receipts of wheat at Minneapolis and
Duluth, pricea were lower. Duluth had
225 cars and Minneapolis 331 cars, ugainst
a total for the two points of 134 cars
ayearago. The visible supply decreased 1,303,-
000 bu., and a year ago decreased 163,000 bu.
The aggregate visible supply was 17,019,000
bu. against 18,289,000 bu. corresponding week
last year. On Tuesday Liverpool Cabled 4 to
1d higer. Paris 2] to 3¢ per bushel lower. Eng-
lish weather wet and stormy. Minneapolis
and Duluth received 279 cars. Export clear-
ances, 509,000 bushels, wheat and flour.  Liv-
erpool cabled 3} to 3d lower on Wednesday.
Exports reported 695,000 bushels wheat and
flour. Minneapolis and Duluth received 393
cars, against 175 same day a year ago.  Cables
were tirm and further frosts in the north start.
ed prices upwards on Thuraday. Receipts at
Miunncapolis and Duluth were again large, ag-
gregating 394 cars,

Heavy receiptsof wheat and improved weather
caused a drop in United States markets on
Friday. Liverpool cabled 4 to 1d lower, and
fair weather. Total receipts at the four pria.
cipal spring wheat points since August 1, the
beginning of the crop year foot up, Minneapolis,
1,459,540 bushels; Duluth, 607,375 bushe!s;
Chicago, 7,025,123 bushels; Milwaukee, 458,-
080 bushels, making a total of 9,550,118 bushels
agaiost 4,388,973 bushels during the same time
last year and 1,125,799 bushels in 1889. The
total receipts of whest at the four principal
winter wheat points, Toledo, St. Louis, Detroit
aud Kausas City from July 1 to dato are 20,-
760,149 bushels against 10,235,043 bushels in
1890 and 8,280,854 bushels in 1889.

cons quence loadiog a sccond sateamer, the
Milauese, at Boston with United States and
Canalian cattle, 280 head being sent forward
fiom Toronto. The freight is undersiood to be
25 shillings, or 40 shillings bolow the ruling
figuro here,  Of course there is a gieat advant-
ag+ in shipping from the St. Lawrence ; but it
is doubtful if the privileges enjoyed by our
Canadian cattle on the other side is worth more
than 20 ghillings per heal oun fat cat:le. The
Milanese is going to London. The local market
was very quiet all week bat brightened up

somewhat to-day.  Shippers did not buy here

to any oxtent. first becauss theie was very

little here to buy, and secondly, because they
obtaiued all th«y required in the Toronto mar-
ket, where there was a good demand for stock-
ers.

Professor Sauniers, chief director of the
system of Canadian exporimental farms, writes
the secretary of the Winnipeg grain exchange
as follows :—*“When I reached Brandon on iny
way west [ found tho Lidoga wheat on the ex-
perimental farm quite ripe and cut * °
I am more than ever impressed with the great
importance of introducing this graio more
generally among the farmers of Central and
Northern Manitoba. It is still fron. a week to
ten days carlier than R-d Fufe sown under the
same couditions and at tho saine time, and if
cvery farmer in those parts of Manitoba I have
named could have at least a portion of his crop
in Ladogz, he could always be tolerably surc
of ripeniog that, aad he could begia his cutting
a week or ten days carlier, which would bea
great gain, as his Ladoga would bho out of the
way before his Red Fife would be roady to
haivest. In the oorthern sections of Manitoba

I wold adviso that this bo the main wheat
grown, as I believe if sown carly it couid be
ripeoed every year before frost comes.

For the firat half of this yecar nine million
cggs wero shipped from Cansda to Great
Lritain.

Weekly Crop and Weather Report.

The great feature of last week was the frost
on the nightof August 25and 26. Late reports
concerning the light frost of the night of Aug.
21, were very reassuring, and the scaro was
just subsgiding when the weather probabilitics
indicated another cool dip. This came on the
nights of Tucsday avd Wednesday. The frost
was not general the first night, touching moatly
at western Manitobn poits, and light. Wednes.
day night, howover, there was frost in nearly
all section of the country, varying from one to
cight degrees At Winnipeg the observatory
reported between one and eight degrees of frost
on Thursday morning. The experimental farm
at Brandon, reported two and a half degrees
the came wmorning, and between one and
two degrees Wednesday morning.  Vari-
ous reporta came from other polats, but
some of the eatreio readings may be put down
to unrchable instruments. Reports from a
large number of points claimed that no damage
had been done, and some claimed no frost at
all. Very contradictory reports, howaver,
came from the same points, in some instances,
and it is altogether imposaible to estimato what
damage has been done.  The most competent
persons admit that it is only guess work to
maka estimates of damage. It is to he teared
that at some points, considerable damage has
been done, while some of the best wheat dis-
tricts, it is be'ieved, have escaped with trifling
injury. Without further injury for the balance
of the harveat, therc will be a large crop of
good, sound milling wheat to market, it is
reasonably certain to believe. Were the dam-
age evenly distributed, the season could still be
regarded as a most satisfactory one, but some
sections will suffer much more severely than
others. The fros: purtued a very erratic
course, tender plants in some parts showing no
trace of frost, while other gardeas are cut
dowp. In the Winnipey district there are
many market gordens which show little or no
trace at all, of frost. The week was favorable
for harvesting, but not for the ripening of late
grain. Cloudy or part cloudy and cool weather
prevailed largely. Fiiday was fine and warm
at Winnipeg. Saturday part cloudy, fresh wind
and fairly warm. It is estimated that fully 50
per cent. of the crop has been cut, up to the
close of the week.

"Lhe first new grain offered in Winnipeg from
this crop, was a load of barley, which was
brought ia last Thursday. It was fine quality,
and the grower claimed the crop would retura
him about 65 bushels per acre.

Tne Western Woollen Mills Company, of St.
Boniface and \Vinnipeg, have learned that cer-
tain travellers for castern houses, have repres.

To the Editor of the Commercial.

Thero is probably a limit to tho time which
your courtesy weuld induce you to extend the
use of your columus to Mr., Van Allen and
mysolf for the purpose of testing our powers of
ropartee, without some regard to the praotical
value of our remarks. As Mc. Van Allon's last
contribution makes it so clear that our dispute
has resolved itself into a hair.splitting contest,
I shall follow the binder iacident no further.
I shall accept his own version of it and leave it
to ynur readers to judge what bearing that ver.
sion has upon the poiat which the inoident way
introduced to illustrate,

My, Van Allen jumped into this discussion
wih a good deal of jauntiness. He probably
nover oxpected to hear of your humble servant
after his first scathing onslaught in which he
termed my statoments *‘glittering generalitics™
said they had ‘4ittle in then of themselves”
and by implication taunted n.e with waat of
courage in not appending to them my overy-day
name. At first I thought Mre. Van Allen's
object was litorary distinction. Now, however,
it appears he aims at being a monopolist of the
truth. He says in his last: ““That so long asa
¢ writor adheres strictly to the truth, and atso
¢ is sure of the truth of hear say evideace be.
‘¢ foro relying on it, there is little liability, even
“ though ho be somewhat unskilful, of his be.
‘‘ ing entangled, even by so shrewd a person as
“ Manitoba Merchant.” I dispute entirely the
sounduess of this proposition and shall endeavor
to sustain my objection by an illustration of
Mr. Van Allen’s own method in this discussion.
It will be remembered that Mr. Van Allen
stated that Canadian implement manufacturers
competed on equal terms in Australia, with
Americans and got at least their share of busi.
ness. This was undoubtedly true, as I know
that Mr. Van Allen’s statemeats all are to the
best of bis belief. Eut one would find it &ifhi.
cult to see in what way it supports his conten-
tion that a 33 per cent. tariff is necessary to
protect at home those Canadian manufacturers
who can successfully compete on equal terms
abroad where thei¢ natural advantages are
fewer. Here Mr. Van Allen states a truth
which has the ‘‘entangling” effect of directly
antagonising one of his own principal conten.
tions, Mr. Van Allen has done the same thing
in several other ipstances. Ho has alzo cited
truths which while undisputable in themselves
have had no bearing on the matters discussed.
Now there is no special merit in saying things
which are true but which are not apropos of
aaything in particular. Mr. Van Allen might
defiantly aver that it gets dark when the sun
goes down, which would have to be admitted
as a natural fact, but the statement wonid not
help us to a clearer understanding of the rela.
tive positions of tho machine dealers and the
retail merchants. When one begins a discus-
sion if he desires to avoid being ‘“‘entangled” he
must not only *‘adhere to the truth,” but he
must be careful to draw sound conclusions from
it and ouly use it appositely to the question
dixcuszed, Tho mere statement of an aphorism
iiko that of Mr. Van Allen's which I quoted,

and fallacious, although doubtless it secmed
very plausible to his car, will uot ecarry general
couvictinn. [t must have bLoen guite clear to
Mr. Van Allen all along, that I never doubted
his entire honesty, although I am sorry to nate
that he cannot overcome his suspicion ahst 1
havo a latent tendency to lying myself. How
he obtained the impression I am ata loss to
koow. He gives another ianstance of his ten-
dency to the use of unfortunate expressions
when he says I seck to deal with uestioas
which T have not fully stulied. Iustead of
merely stating this, Mr. Van Allen should have
demonstrated it, which if the statement is based
vn fact he should have been able easily to do
in the course of the discussion. I don’t think
he has. Buat after all I really can'c see for
what object Mr. -Vaa Allea raised this dias-
cussion,

I notice Mr. lilitor, that you have returned to
yourcriticiamsof thecreditsystem of the country
which you appropriately describe as “‘rotten in-
deed. To help in calling atteution to thisull-im-
portant subject was my intention when Me, Van
assailed me,  When to the risk aud unsound-
ness engendered by the pernicious long credit
systemn is added the dauger of dealing exclu-
sively with customers who have other creditors
all holding security, the position of the retail
merchant is precarious indeed. By far the
most numerous of those secured creditors are
the agricu'tural implement manufacturers.
These latter get large profits and large iaterest
and from the date of the sale they hold secur-
ity for payment. Contrast their position with
that of the retail merchant, who sells his goods
at small profits, lets the accounts run for
months with frequently no interest, holding no
security for payment and usually carrying the
account insuch a thape that he would experience
ditficulty eveo in establishing the indebtedness,
if his debtor c wred to disputeit. Consideriog the
small profits and the unprotected aud perilous
positivn of the retail merchant, and also that
the other creditor of the farmer holds security,
it might be paturally thought that the mer.
chaat would have the first claim to payment
when the farmer realized on his produce. But
the reveise is the case usually.  If the furmer
has any money the machine :nau has the first
of it as a rule. Aad why ? Simply becaunse he
has the means of compelling the farner to pay
him. When the farmer has not enough to pay
both, the merchant hus to wait or lose, and such
is the bad effect of a vicious custom that the
retail merchants generally have come to look
upon it as part of the natural order of things
that the machine people should bLe paid first be-
cause they hold security, and it seldom appears
to occur to them to enquire why the machine
people should hold this security while they
shemselves hold pone, jalthough their claims
are in themselves at least equally obligatory on
the farmer. It may be said that the farmers
must have machuery and must accept the
dealers’ corditions. The farmer must even
more urgently have groceries, dry goods, boots
aud other neccssaries of life.  Why can he get
these without any trouble, and virtually with-
out any conditions of payment but his own
good will or his own good luck ¥  Simply be.
cause as you aptly put it the retail merchant is
to a certain extent a slave of his customers,
Rather than risk losing & customer he takes
chances which bis owa pradence 2nd common

result is that very fow retail merchants aro
makiog rapid headway. ‘The few who are
making good progress are precisely those who
stick to business principlo at the risk of offend-
ing customers, because their strong common
sense tells them that success is impossible un.
less they adopt and adhere to a system of busi-
ness by which they will have a reasonable ver-
taioty of getting returns for the goods they dis-
pose of. Strange to say these aro the very men
also who manage to hold the customers.  The
reason of this is that such men are more apt to
be thorough masters of their business and bet.
ter able to acter to the demands of their custo-
mers than the trader who has no appreciation
of the necessity of financial {irmaes+, and farm-
ers like other people, profer to do business with

a mau who impresses them with the idea that
he is 2 man of business.

Those whose duty it ia to study the busiocss
situation, will have noticed from the mercantile
reports that during the last fvw mouths sev.
eral thousands of chattel mortgages made by
Manitoba farmers, have beon recorded. The
great majority of these mortguges are given to
machine dealers, and 1 believe in most instances
cover the mortgagors’ crops and stocks. These
are given in security for machine debts, Iu
event of a shortcrop wlat iz the position of
the retail merchant, who is a creditor of these
mortgagors, and who holds uno security ? His
position is not ouly precarious but it is almost
ridiculous. The actual situation ia that he has
been contributing his goods to improve the se-
curity of the creditor who holds it. This will
be quite apparent by a little reflection. Sall-
ing goods without se:urity to customers who
have given security to other persons from
whom they purchased goods is not business.
It is folly. No wholesale merchant would
think of doing it. Is the retailer in any bet-
ter position for taking gambling chances than
the wholesale man? when a farmer who has
given security to other creditors requires goods
on credit from a retail merchaut his own safety
and common sense would suggest to the latter
the necessity of being on an equal footing with
those other creditora, If the former will re.
quire advur .es to the extent of say $100, be-
fore he can realize any money, the retail mer.
cha it should get from him a chattel mortgage
covering goods to that value. Then he need
fear no discrimination. It may be said that
the} farmer would not give such a security.
Why does he give it to the machine dealer,
whose goods are less necessary to his existence ?
Simply because the machine dealer from the
ficst has been doiong business on business pria-
ciples, and that he should be secured is looked
upon now as a matter of course. It is never too
latc to mend, and it is not too late yet for the
retail merchants of Manitoba and the North.
west to import a little common senee into the
financial department of their business. Your
suggestion of a retailers’ convention is an ex-
cellent one. The matter of collections is one on
which combined action is of the greatess iin-
portance. Still, combination without individ.
ual effoit can do very liitle, and individual
firmnesss aud energy io this matter can doa
very great deal even without joint action. It
would be to the beat interest and advantage of
the retail merchants that they should meet and
exchange views ou matters relating to their
ioterests gencrally and particularly to their
financial methods, I do not pretend to have
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mde auy discovery in this matter. My sole
object is to draw tho attention which the sub.
ject merits to a condition of mattors which
every intelligent merchant knows to exist but
to whose importance and to whose great in.
fluence and beaning un his own iotorest he
has not hitherto given the altention which it
deserves. If I°have succeeded in impressing
even a fow with the ne:essity of recognizing
thus impurtance and acuny envrgoetically wn
their observatisn, I shall consider myself well
repaid for my trouble and compensated for the
cagtigations which Mr. Van Allen has admin-
istered to me. Thanking you for your great
good nature in extonding to Me. Van Allen
and mysclf, the use of so much of your valu.
able space I am,

British Columbia Halibut.

Tve residents of the prairie province have
during the past two yeare had periodical oppor-
tunties of sampling in a fresh state, and with-
out hzving gone through the process of freez
ing, the delicate pure white-fleshed fish, known
as the British Columbia halibut, which is in
reulity not a halibut at all, ' ut a fish of much
finer fibre, and fur more delicious fla- or.  Some
piscatoral jadges pronounce it a laige sized tur-
bot, but it is a h-h of even finer fibre and richer
flavor than the Eoglish turbot, and comes neaver
in taste and flavor to the English scle, only itis
not quite so fine in fibre, although in no way
infevior in flavor.  Besides it is a giaat in size
compared with the sole, some of the large speci-
mens weigning nearly one buodred pounds,
while the common weigits of fish in a catch of
a boat load range frzm thi-ty to foity-five
pounds. This extra siz: may account fur the
coarser tibre, so that after all the British Col.
umbia balibut 13 only a giant sole.  Be that as
it way, the fuct remains, that it is the most de-
licious flavored of all deep sea lish to be found
around our Canadian coast cither Atlantic or
Pacific, aad the wonder is, thut it is not wore
common in our inland markets, seeing is source
of supply on the coast of the Pacific province is
practically inexiaunstable.

Recently a representative of this journal
visited the fish warchouses of Messes, E Fuder
& Co, of Vancouver, and saw tre handling ofa
teg load of those fine fish as they came in from
the fishing grounds some 230 wiles distant. It
required only six to cight days for a tug to
starl from Vancouver for the fishing giounds,
and return with fron ten to twelve tonsof fish,
and that was considered a small catch. The
natives in their boats et to work as soon as the
tug arriveld, and delivered on board at a nom-
inal price per §sh, and in this way a catch of
ten to cwenty tons can usan‘ly be secured in
about two days, and a start made back to
port.

That thus fishing is not prosccuted more
vigorously is due to the fact that the local mar-
kes 18 30 hmited, aad expertence has shown,
that in the moist warm atmosphere of the
Pacific province salting and curing of a delicate
fish i tlis s difhicult to accomplisied, unless
during the winter, and the coast is too stormy
and dangerous at that time of year to make
deep sea fishing a safe uadectaking, However
quite a market could be had for the fish over
the prairie countries cast of the Rockies, where

[

they cao be shipped pecked inice vie  :C. P.
R., and the mapagement of that road have por-
fect arrangemeuts for the re-icing at Donald of
all such shipments, so shat they can be laid
down iv any Manitola town or city in excellent
cundition, beautiful and [ esh.  An onguity in-
Lo the cost of fien and freight cast revealed the
fact, that these fish can be retailed in Winnipeg
at a liberal profit aunost as low in price as
Laike Supector trvut nsaally are, and thuse
people in Winnipeg who have tisted those fish
kaow how much finer they are, than anything
out of Lake Superior.

As Tug CoumMERCIAL tepresentrtive watched
the bundreds of fine large so called halibut be-
ing slid down a long shate into the waiehouses
of Messrs, Fader & Co , then to he packed into
vat like receptacles aloag with broken up ice,
he could not think what a delicacy a piceo of
one would be in the Mauitoba capital, and at
the same tim? won lered that solittle effort had
been made in the past, o supply the resideats
of the prairie with a Pacilic ocean delicacy,
which can be had in sach ahundance and so
cheap. It may be mentioned hers that Messrs.
Fador & Co. forwarded one of thnse fine fish
with their complinsats to the office of Tug
ComygnciaL by express, where it arrived in
fine coudition, and proved as grent a treat as
ever reached that spot.

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Liatost Data About Rye Crops.

The failuro of the Russian rye crop and the
ukaso forbidding its export has stimulated the
demand for the American product and greatly
advanced values abioad. The condition of our
crop is of especial interest now that the export
demand nas brcome so pressing. The July re-
port of the Department of Agriculture containa
the following:  “The July average fur spring
and winter rye combined is 93.9, a figure ncarly
two points abovo that of last year, but which
has been excceded by eight years out of the
post eleven.  The condition of the crop in the
winter-wheat states is capecially high and re.
markably uniform, no average falling Lelow 94
and none going above 99.  In thoso states the
indications favor a yicld considesably above
the averago for a series of years, Iu the spring-
wheat states the average is lower on account
of the low returns of Wisconsin, whero nearly
half of the crop is grown, and South L .%ota,
A poor condition in \Wisconsia is tho resnlt of
the same unfavorable conditions of temparature
during the early spring months that have it jur-
ionaly aftected tho prospect of wheat. Practi-
cally the crop in all cther states will be at least
up to the average.” The August report of the
Department of Agriculture puts the condition
of spring rve at 89 6,

Rya is not a staple food product in the Uait
ed States, and its production and consumption
have not increased as those of other graius, Al.
though a very large per cent. of our population
are aliens who are accustomed to the use of rye
in place of other cereals, yet judging from the
small increase in its consumption as compared
with the increase of our foreign population
their diet ovidectly must changs with their al.
tered condition of living. Some statisticians
estimate that the annual cousumption per cap-
ita of wheat in this country is about 5 bu.hels,
of corn 3 qushels, while of oats and rye together
it is but ] bushel.

Between 1849 and 1859 the pooduction of 1ye
in this country was doubled, but in the same
time the output of corn and wheat was increas-
ed four fold. Our production in 1849 was esti-
mated at 14,188,813 bushels, in 1859 it was in-
creased to 21,101,380 bushels, but in 1869 it
it was reduced to 16,918,795, bushels, and in
1879 it rose to 19,831,595 bushels. Qur output
between 1850 and 1888, inclusive, with the
value of the same for each year, was as fol.
lows :

In 1888 the total area devoted to ryc was 2 -
364,203 acres, the yield per acre being but 12
bushels, while the average yield of corn per
acre for the same year was 34.1 bushels; of
wheat 11,1 bushels, of oats, 26 bushels; of bar-
ley, 21.3 bushels; and of buckwheat, 13.2
bushels. With the exception of cora and oats,
the value per bushal of rye fell below all other
coreals in in 1888, The average value of rye
per bushel that year was 58.8¢; of-buckwheat,
63.3¢; of barley, 50¢; of oats, 22 9¢; of wheat,
92.6¢c; and of corn, 28.3¢c. But considering the
yield per acre with the average price, i% is at

once seen that rye returns less profit to the far.
mer than any other grain. It is for thisreason
maiunly that rye is not a popular crop in our ag
riculture. Howover the acrcage devoted to its
growth this year shows an increase as compared
with 1890, Using 1880 as a standard, the pres-
ent acreage is estimated ut 101.5. The in-
crense this year is due to larger suwing in
several atates in the Ohio and Mississippi val-
leys.

Our exports of rye are very small a8 compared
with those of wheat, corn, oatsand,barley. The
following were cur shipments of rye and rye
flour for ven years :

In round pumbers net imports of rye into
Germany amount to about 28,800,000 bushels,
into Hollacd about %,000,000 bushels, Italy 8,-
00,000 bushels, Norway and Sweden about
12,000,000 bushels, and Belgium probably 2,-
500,000 bushels, an aggregate of 59,300,000
bushels. Almost all of these importations have
been received from Russia, and the prohibition
of exports of rye from that country will be ge-
verely 1 It.

The prohibition placed upon these ship
ments, however necessary it may be for Russia,
cannot but affect seriously other countries in
Europe, while at ths same time it will be of
great besefit to the United States. In 1590
Germany imported 876,214,400 kilos. of rye,
of which 58 per cent, were produced in Rue.
sia.

While it is impossible to supply this deficien.
cy wholly with rye the production of wheat
and corn in this country ie relied upon to sup-
ply the demand.  Wlieat is too dear a food
product for the great mass of the European

population, and though they have shown a dis.
like for Americau coin, necessity will now lorce
its use,  \With the exception of Ureat Britain
and Ireland, ite use in Europe herctofore has
been confined mainly to the feediog of cattle.
As a food product for the people it is cheaper
and just as serviceable as rye, and it is believed
that they will begin to use it as such just as
readily as our foreign population has done, If
its consumption by the people can be onco es-
tablished increascd eaportation is assured.—
Bradstreets,

Foreign Crop Deficiencies.

W. K. Bear, in writing to Dradatrect's says:
*“Sicce I wrote last tho expeotations of yield
in uearly all Europ~an countries, including
England, have been reduced by divastrous
weather, 20 that the chances are that my esti.
mate of the Kuropean deficiency, although
greater than any other person’s estimato so far
as I have seen, will be beluw the mark. I
should now advance the deficiency to 40,001,600
quarters (320,000,000 bushels) instead of my
original 281,000,000 bushels, because I allowed
for 10,000,000 bushela of exports from Ruesia
and for greater crops in western Europe than
are likely te be realized, I was anxious not to
overestimate the deficiency,and the bad weather
has made my calculation moderate.

Commentiag on the above, Bradstreets says:
*“ Iu the opivion that Russia will yet hava to
be thrown out of account as to furnishing rye
or wheat for export, the writer of the letter
already quoted is, sofar as we have learned,
offset by Mr. Beerbohm’s estimate of a pro.
bable Russian wheat export of 64,000,000 bu.
and by another of a still greater quantity.”

Toronto Dry Goods Trads.

The dry goods trade may now be said to be
fully opened out, There is a fair number of
merchants both from the east aud west of To-
ronto, causing the wholesale trade to be busier
than it has been at the same season of the year
for many years. Stocks of both imported and
Canadian manufacture teem to be well forward
in every warchouse in the city and ths present
cansensus of opinion is that the fall of 1891 will
be the most prosperous that Toronto has seen.
Novelties in dress goods in Canadian, English
and Geiman mauufacture are being shown in
great variety, and already we hear of many
repeat orders being placed.  Prices, while low,
are being firmly maintained, and we hear of
little ot no cutting being done by the regular
trade. Payments for the mnonth of August so
far have been very fair. Bankersas well as
merchants scem to be well satistied. This has
only to continue for a couple of months and the
dry goods trade will be in the best position thac
it has attained to since Toronto became the
leading distributing point in the province.—
Toronto Empire.

A Chicago telegram says :—The repor% that
crops were scriously damaged by the frosts of
Saturday night in Mionesota and Dakota is
not verified. The damage to wheat and corn
fs said to be light. While the weather bulle-
tins are conflicting and advices on the board
of trade fail to agree, the United States weath-
er bureau pronouuces the frost to have been
light and dumage to cropssmall,
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British Oolumbia Trale Lettsr

Vaxeruver, August 24th, —Hot weather has
provailed all woek, and crops aro ripening fast,
Your corcespondent has visited most of the
scotions in tho Now Westminster district
recantly and can speak with some knowladge
as to their condition. On Vestham island
which is realy the mast advanced and best
aultivated district in the province, graiu is
nearly all cat and threshing is underway.
Oets is turning out from 60 to 100 bushele per
acre, wheat 50 to 75 and barlev as high in some
instances as 80 to 90 hushels. Hay was harvest.
ed in good condition and averages about 2}
and 3 tons to the acro. On Lulu and Sea
islands the wet backward spring has a more
dopressing effect and grain is neither as heavy
nor good as last, although yiclds will Lo from
above the eastern average. About the same
romarks apply to the Delta. Fruit genorally
has bien a failure and vory few creditible
samples for exhibition can be obtained.  Apples
are ot at all healthy in appearance, and the
plums in places have been stung. Too much
wet, co'd weathor in the spring and insutlizent
drainage and in many places lack of proper
care of orchards account for the uasatisfactory
con lition of many of the orchards. Now that
canueries are springing up and fruit will have
a regular msrket prica according to the value
of varities, more attention will be given %o the
commercial aspect of fuit growing. The
custom heretofore has previiled of farmers
planting a great varioty of fruit trees bought
from irresponsible fruit tree agents with the
result that over one half of the varitics are not
as represented and the other half is useless for
commercial purposes, or unearly so, Another
feature is that farmera so far as my observation
goes and not knowing either the varities for
sale or how to put them up for sale, or other-
wise are indifferent. Our apples are superior
to Oregon apples, but nine out of ten customers
at a fruit store will buy the latter in preference
to B. C. app'es, fur the reason that they
are packed better., Boxes cre neat and tasteful,
only one variety and 8iz> are represented ip a
box, and all apples are picked one way. B. C.
apples sre dumped big and little all kinds, into
rough boxes for which the highest market price
is expected. Besides being uncommonly well
off, compared with farmers in the east, the
ordinary British Columbian is the most io-
dependant man imnginable and if hiswzysdonot
suit, well they needa’t, that’s all ! He unever
gets excited or enthused over anything and
goes on quite independ nt of the world,
takes life easy and is generally frec of debt,
tne devil and goud intentions. TI'nis to some
extent accounts for & condition of things that
exists and retards progress on the lines of
farming and feuit growing where are oppor-
tanities for su:cess 85 great, becavse the
original land owners .nd husbau Imen has held
the fortunes of the province so far ia the hollow
of his hand ; but there is a new idea of things
under way and while onc cannot help but regret
secing .0 many broad acres uaproductive and
so much done ia a *‘blacksmith” style there are
also many fine farms being developed and any
number of good men at work, which will
produce a won.erful change in five years. A
great deal of attention is being turned to
gardeaing and the fields of potatoes, onious,
mangolds, carrots, cabbages and so ou are

surprising both as to nuinber and appearance,
so that in this lino at least the homo supply
may bo expected to fully supply the home
demand. Considerable wheat and barley are
also being rtaised for which a good markoet
price is offered. Harvesting weathor has been
of the fiacst.

Building in Vancouver after a secason of
quietude is goirg to take auuthor start, some
half dozen largo blocks being advertised for
tenders. Among these aro the bank of British
North America, Bank of Montreal, the new
club houso and several big business blocks.
The  Union Steamship Co. is starting
to build scveral iron vessels for local and
foreign trade, while shipping generally is
good, Real estato shows no marked
featurcs, though several largo auction
sales of lota are advertised. There is little
change noticeable in the foreign lumber trade,
although local orders are active and there is
scarcely an industrial establisliment of any
kiad ir the proviuce that is not reported full
time at work and crowded with business, The
salmon cauning season is over, with a moder-
ately full pack to cach of the canncries oa the
Fraser. The northorn canneries have done
well.  As this is oac of the *“ off ” years in the
canning industry, somo data have been ob-
tained as to the economic value of the hatch-
ery. Coasidering that the canning force has
been so largely iacreased that the runsof the
two last years have been unusually large and
that this season was much better thaao similar
seasons ia former years, it may reasonably be
inforred that the eifects of the hatchery is
beneficial and that the permancacy of the salm-
on industry on the racer to some extent de-
pends on it. However, it has not by auy means
been demonstrated but next year’s view will go
a long way towards deciding it ope way or an-
other. It is understood that the balance of the
unfilled cases will be filled with * cohoes,” the
run of which is a few weeks later in the season.
The season of f.'. fairs is now on and both
Westminster and Victoria are advertising un.
usual attractions, the formeor esp:cially.  Brit-
ish Columbia has been favored with a visit
fcom the members of the Croftor cominission,
who are now in the province looking over it
for sites for colonization.  There are undoubt-
many opportunitics in this province ultimately
for people with the characteristics and instincts
of the Crofters, but it is very evident that for
several years these people would have to be
maintained before they could adapt themselves
to the conditions ..ud organizs a system of in-
dustry. I'nere are certaia similarities, it is
true between this ciast aud their own howne
that might ten to recon:ile them to the situa.
tion, and, if other things wero equal to main-
tain them, but it secemns to me it would be rather
a crue} experimeunt to place them here in their
own resources until such time as the industries
upoa which they must rely are sufficiently de-
veloped to jastify it.  There is one thing, of
course, there is no poseibility of them either
starving or freezing to leath, but su:cessis an
other thing.

Toronto Live Schk Market,

About half of the receipts of cattle remain
over unsold. Oao drover from the vicinity
of Woodstock brought iu a fine lvad of export.
ers, for which he paid tho farmers, $50.50 each.
He sold them here at 352 each rather than hold
them over with the present prospects of trade,
and he was not the only one who suffered that
way.

Export cattle—There was a great many of
this class of cattle offered to-day, and they
were of a first-rate quality, but owing to the
poor teports from the Roglish markets, in.
creased shipping rates and limited space, ex-
porters were poor buyers and ouly took what
suited their particular fancy, and at prices
which agreed with their views. About $4.75
per cwt was the highest price paid for anything
when taken by the load, although a few choice
picked head were disposed of at §5 per cwt.
The lowest limit was abouv $4 per cwt, but the
majority of sales were made within the range of
$4.25 to $4.50 per cwt.

Stockers—The market was well supplied
with this class ot cattle, in fact, more than
wanted, and prices took a drop of from 20 to
23c per owt. The range was from 3 to 34c por
bl. for the best, and a fraction under 3ec. for in-
ferior, and a few head of choice stuff went a trifle
above the highest quotation, but such eales
were scarce. Dealers took a good many at
these prices.  Still a great maany left in the
peans at the close of the market.

Butchers’ cattle—This grads of stock was
somewhat scarce and about all suitable for the
trade was laken at prices ranging from $§3 to

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Ontario Crops.

The following notes from the last ofticial
crop bulletin, will give an idea of Ontavio crops
this year :

Fall wheat~ In western Oatario, the yicld in
most cases has bean really wmagoificent. It has
raoged all the way from 13 to 53 bushels per
acre.  Iu the eastorn part of the proviuce, cs-
pecially in those couaties strotching from Dur-
ham to Stormont, a hight yield is the rule, some
times falling us low as eight bushels to theacre
although evon here snne correspondents are re-
joiciag in a yield of 30 bushels per acie.  The
avecage yield for the province is estimated a3
21 4 bushels to the acre, while for the nine
years, 1882 90, the average was but 19 4 bush-
els to the aere.  Nearly every currespondeat
has a favorable word to say regarding the
plumnpness and general quality of the berry,
and instances are given of the grain weighing
63, 64 and 63 pounds per bushel. The straw
was thin on the gronnd and was much shorter
than usual, owing to «Jld weather and drought
during May and June, but the quality is re
ported as good. ‘Ihere was hardly any rust,
and smut is spoken of in but two or three in-
stances. Scarcely any mention has been made
of injusy by insccts, excepl scattoring com-
plaiots about the Hessiaa fly from Essex, Wel.
land, Lambton and Peterboro’ and an odd refer-
ence to grasshoppers. Cutting began in Fssex
on the 6th of July, but war hardly general
throughout the province until the secoud last
week of the momh. The crop was rot into the
barn with little or no injury.

Spring  wheat—-The regorts rega-ding this
crop are generally of a most fuvorabie chavater.
When corrcspondents wrote, however, only a
few fislds cf spring wheat had been cut and
harvesting was not expected to be general for
about a week.  The crop will go considerably
over the average in yield, and a plump and
clean berry is assured.  Casual mention only
is made of rust or smut, and the Heasian fly has
been heard of but rarely. The midge is spoken
of in Grey, York, Durham and Reofrew, but
only in a single iustance in cach county.  Ouc
Victoria correspondent complains of damage by
a green louse and another reports the weevil as
at work. It can be safely said, however, that
it is many a ycar since so large a yield of spiing
wheat so generally free from inju-y from any
cause has been reported apon.  White Russiun
appears to be the most popular variety, while
Colorado comes a good second.  In the west
goose i3 much in favor while all over the prov.
wice the old white and red Fyies arc atill large
ly growan.

Sarley -lu some localities ic is reported as
all cut aad under cover, while in other places
reaping has just started.  In the case of wo-
runcd barley, however, little, if any, had been
cut.  While in several loalities the crop ap
pears to have suffered dixcoloration from wot
weather, it is pleasing to know that the greate:
part of the cut was got into tac barn untouched
by rain and is of good color.  Much difference
! opanion 18 mamfested by correspondents us to
the benefits of growing the two.rowed barley.
Some who have experinuented witk the samples
sent out by the Ottawa governmeat are delight-
ed with the result, while others speak very
slightingly of the new barley as compared with
tae old six-1owed. It is worthy of notice that
whilc ruch of the six-rowed barley wascut and
housed as correspondents wiote, a week or two

more wes nceded to tipen the two.rowed vari.
ety. But while later the two-rowed sort this
year gives promise of a greater yicld than its
six-rowed competitor, a comparison of quality
cannot be given wntil the next bullétin.

Oats, rye and peas—The reports rvegarding
the oat crop are favorable on the whole.  For
the province the cverage yield will, it is expect-
ed, 1each 37.1 bushiels  The crop may be said
to have had almost complete immunity from
every form of blight or pest.  Very little rye
is now cultivated, but where it is grown the
wrop is reported fully up to the average.  The
reports indicate an exceptionally good pea crop
throughout the province, the yiold promising to
be the best in many years.

Hay, clover and rovots ~This crop has been
unusually light all over the province. The
drought was doubtless the chief cause of the de-
ficiency, but in addition to this, clover in some
instances suffered from winter-killing and fiomn
the frosts of May.  The prospects for all root
crops have heen scriously impaired by drought.
A large yiold of potatoes of good guality is ex-
pected.  ‘Turnips are likely to average a very
fair crop, but neither mangels nor carrots will
be quite so good.

Fruit—The yicld of apples will this year
probably be light g0 fas as Ontario is concerned
lighter even thau last year. The quality of the
fruit is, however, very fair, and the sample
generally well shaped and free from blemishes.
Harvest apples have yiclded somewhat better
than the later varictics, Pears are alto a light
yield. ‘I'lic causes of the deficiency are stated
o be {rosts at the time of blossoming snd the
general deought, There has been a fuirly good
yicld of other tree fruits. Cherries have been
unusually abundant.  Plum trees are well
loaded with fruit, dut theit nuinbier has now
been 8o greatly diminisbed by the black-koot
scourge that the yield of fruit canunot be a large
ove. Grapes and peaches were slightly injured
by late frosts, bat the yivld of both is good.
Small iruits have been very “pientiful alimost
everywhere, but least so in lake Eric district.
Raspberries were unusually pleatiful in some of
the more noithern counties.  Strawberries
yislded fairly well, bat the froit was rather un-
dersized.  On the Niagara peninsula there has
heen a good yicld of all variotics.  Plums are
yiclding well, and s0 are peaches, with the ex-
ception peihaps of Crowiords. (irapes will
also yield weil, and both peaches and grapes
are pretty feee from blight and mildew.

Clear
though it is, it is impossible to melt it down by
boiling. Being ncither isinglass nor vermicelli,
it has found vory little favor in Furope, but it
ix largely consumied in China, aud finds its way
to the homes of Chincse omigrants in Cavada
the United States, Australia and other lands
