AnBaAua LL1ETHAL, a Aity wholesale dealer in peddlera'
supplies, who recently failed for $4,200, has been capissed by
two of his Montreal creditors and is still in confinement. The
estate consisted chiefly of book deobts, there being little stock,
and this was alleged to have been secreted, The creditors
claim ta have fohand gooda belonging ta the estate in different
parts of the country, but Lilienthal alleges he has done nothiog
but a legitimate trade and is contesting the suits brought against
him.

Tna lessees of the St. James hotel, Fahey & McCormick,
have lef t the city and are said ta be in Boston. These men
rented the hotel et the rate of $13 per day, payable daily, and
their revenue was chiefly derived, it was said, from Sunday
liquor selling. On former occasions reference hlas been made ta

the character of the place. The lessees leave debts of at least
$2,000, $150 of which is for rent. Other creditors are Hudon,
Hbert & Co., $600 and J. P. D.awes, $500. There are a number
al tradesmen for saller amounts. The guests have departed
and the. hotel is closed up. The executors of the McClanaghan
estate are asking a large sum for the property.

SOUND ADVICE TO YOUNG MEN.
At a recent gathering of the friends of the Insurance Insti-

tute of Yorkshire, Mr. Fatkin, manager of the Leeda Buildiiig
Society said: For the past twenty-five years lie had studied ail
the actuarial problems affecting life assurance and annuities
with great care. He advised young men. ta carefully study the
arithmetic of life assurance business. The study of vital statis.
tics in connection with premiums paid by policyholdera would
enable the representatives of life offices ta combat the most
prevalent and yet the weakest argument used against young
people insuring their lives. le referred ta .the surrender value
in case of inability ta pay future premniums. Suppose a young
man 21 years of age insured his life for $500, and paid $10 per
annum for the following 20 years. If he were living and in good
health at 40 years of age, and sold his poliry ta the company for
$100, the uninitiated in life assurance business might think it a
bad bargain for the policylholder. It would, however, be a much
worse bargain for the insurance company. The public appeared
ta overlook the important fact that out of 100 people who insured
at 21, the company had probably paid ta the representatives of.'
20 who died before they reached 41, six times more money tha'
those 20 deceased -members had saibscribed. With such a de.
claration from an expert, 'what folly it is for young mon ta
imagine that for only $7.20 per annum they can secure a reliable
life policy for $1,000.

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THE SMITH-PATTERSON CASE.
The decision given in the Exchequer Court recently

by Judge Burbidge, adversely to the Customs Depart-
ment, is one that bears closely upon the interests of
all importers. The principle involved is one over
which there has bepn endlees wrangling between
merchants and the Customs authorities. The former
bave long contended that they are seriously hampered
when purchasing goods in.foreign markets by cast-iron
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rules as to valuations. On the other hand, the authori-
ties claim.that those rules are necessary to protect the
country from fraudulent entries, as well as to protect
honest importera who give true valuations, from some
eho endeavour tn paso gooda below their real cost.
There is no doubt something is to be said on both
sides of ihis dispute. It is one of the misfortunes of
trade that thn innocent have at times to submit to
regulations that are only intended for the guilty, as it
is most difficult for the authorities to make a net
whose meshes shall have the moral elasticity necessary
to disrriminate between honest and dishonost valua-
tions. The facts are as follows: Smith and Patterson,
of Boston, U.S., have a branch in this city which they
aupply with watch cases. Last year a maker of this
article brought out a new style that drove the pre-
vailing one out of the U.S. market. One firm who
mad e these goods are members of an Association formed
to regulate prices. They held a large stock of the
watch cases that went out of fashion. They were
members also of asyndicate mutually bound not to put
eurh goods on the U.S market for one year. Had they
done so it must have been at prices below those fixed
by the Association, and any change made they wquld
have been compelled to notify as madLe to the whole
trade. Rather thon do this they sold them to Smith
and Patterson for export to Canada at reduced prices;
what were on the list for 84-5t and $5.06 they sold at
$2.52 and $2.67. The Judge decided that those reduced
prices were a s much as they could have got in the U.S.
market, but the fact was that under the agreement
above namtd they could not bave been placed on sale
in the States. The Montreal agent wnas however, kept
in ignorance of the real reason why these cases were
so cheap, he spoke to the Custons appraiser and told
him they were a job lot, which, although not all the
tru1h, was rnled not to have been such a form of
mi-representation as involved fraud. On the 10th
April last the Customs authorities seized a large lot of
these cheap watch caFes for undervaluation and mis.
representation, and demanded $3,785 extra duties. On
this a suit was'brought, and decided in favor of the
importera on the following grounde. We shall give
the law as declared by the Judge in his own words:

" By sections 5S and 59 of the Customs Act, such value is
declaied to bc the fair market value in the usual imd ordinary,
credit of such goods when sold for home consumption in the
plincipal markets of the country, whence and a't the time whon
the same were exported directly to Canada."

Touching these sections it was decided that there

had been no infraction of the law by the importera.
" As to the 64th and 65 sections of the Customs Àot, by the

64th section it la enacted that the fair market value of goods
shall be taken to includp, among other things, the amount of
considerationormoney value of any special arrangement between
the exporter and the imposter,orbetween any persons interested
therein becuse of the exportation of such go:>ds ; and by the
65th, that no deduction of any kind shall be allowed from the
value of any goode imported into Canada because of any special
arrangement between the seller and purchaser having reference
to the exportation."

Regarding these clauses the Court ruled that, if the
market value for home consumption of the cases was
represented by the published prices, these indicate
the value for duty, whether there was or was not any
agreement for export ; if, however, the prices paid
represented the true value for duty, there cannot be
said to have been any deduction from euch value
depending upon the proposed exportation. The Court
added:

" This brings us back to the question as to whether or not the
value of the cases for duty was to be determined by list prices
continued by the manufacturera without any thought or expec.
tation of finding a purchaser at such prices, and at which, in fct,
.no nue wou:d think of buying them for any purpose. It is
obvious that the rule for determining the value for duty of goods
imported into Canada, prescribed by the 58th and 59th sections
of the Customs3 Act, is not one that can' be universally
applied. , It appears to me, that after the new Cyclone cages
were brought out, there was in the United States ne consump.
tion of, and no market for the old Cyclone cases, and it is not
possible te fiad or say that they had a market value for home
consumption in the principal markets of the United States
There cao, I think, be no reason to doubt that if the Keystone
watchtease company had been free to effer the cases in q'testion
for sale in the United States for consumption there, the prices
paid by the claimants would have represented the fair value, as
well as the fair market value thereof. Such prices, it appears
from the evidence, represented also the market value of like
gooda sold under like conditions for use in the United States.

The learned Judge closed his decision on the first
charge made by the Customs authorities in these words:

" It appeara to me that there was no undervaluation of the
watch cases, the subject of the seizure now in question."

As there had been some misrepresentation,-though
not evidencing a fraudulent intention on the part of
the exporter, or importer-the Judge condemned ilie
complainants to pay their own costs.

This deoision does not give any comfort oi en.
copragement to thpae who go into the States to purchase
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articles in general use there, for exporting to Canada
under any favorable rates. Neither does it override the
2nd sub-section of 65th eection of the Act, 51 Vict., c.
14, s. 15, which authorizes the Minister of Customs to
act as sole judge of the value of any goods imported
under circumstances of any kind, that cause diffidulty
in appraisements. The power thus conferred was-not
invoked or exercieed by the Minister of Customs in
this dispute, as it bas been in others. Nor la it likely
in the face of this decision, that Eurh a power will be
exerciEed in future to prevent a Canadian merchant
purcbasing articles in U.S. markets that havegone out
of fashion in that country, and therefore fallen in value
below list prices, and importing themc here at such
reduced prices. Were this done it would be an arbi-
trary interference with ordinary and honorable trading
enterprise, such as was not contemplated by the
framers of the Customs Act. Whenever any importa-
tions are entered for duty under special circumstances
as to prices, importers will bave nothing to fear if they
frankly inform the authorities vhat those circumstances
are, for no iinister of Cstoms can regard it bis duty
to embarrass legitimate enterprise, but he must do
bis duty as a protector of the revenue and of honorable
traderp, by sternly suppressing any operationsthat are
mere cunning devices to evade the just imposition of
those duties defined by the law.

The case is not one that excites sympathy with the
American exporters and importers,-for 'the firma
occupied both of these poeitions,-as they were clearly
hoping ito sell old faebioned goods in our market as
though no change of Etyle had tahen place, a fact of
wbich Canadian purchasers had a right to be informed,
or given the advantage caused by the goods having
fallen in market value by their becoming unsaleable
in the States.

CHRISTMAS PURCHASES.
The association of Christmas with happiness is the

highest of aIl evidences to the divine element in human
nature. The joy of Christmas would not exist were it
not more blessed to give than to receive. The season
celebrates the supremest of gifts; its observance is

, most fitly associated withli indly charities and deeds
of love that sweeten, adorn and comfort human life.
Where society gives free play to the inspiration of
Christmas, the anarchist spirit, the spirit of class bat-
reds, the spirit that gave incentive to the recent tragie
horror in New York, cannot exist, as frost dies away
in the sun, as weeds die in well tilled soil. To child-
ren this season is indeed "a happy and a blessed
time." one has but to look at the crowda of eager
faces fascinated by the Christmas-dressed windows of
Our stores to see what an avalanche of delight, of
merriment, of exultation, will fall upon our nurseries
on Christmas morn. In a city so wealthy as this no
child ebould be left unthought of, unprovided for. Nor
sbould beneficence be stinted to mare utilities, bounti-
fully as they sBhould be provided for the needy. The

poorer the. child the greater itsappreciation, the
greater its need of sone of those gifts that richer
families provide to amuse the young ail the year
round. The weariness, the burden of life to thou-
sands of mothers, could be eased by gifts that will
minister pleasure to her little ones, whose laughter
and delight would exorcise for a time aIl her
cares. But there are grievous needs in many homes
,of, solid and lasting winter comforts-as warm clothing
and fuel. Those who provide these will find their new

sealskin cloak, or gold watch, or jeweled orna;ment,
or household enrichment, enhanced in value as tokene
of affection, if their own hearts have beau made iore
Pensitive to kindness by doing some charitable deed.
If our storekeepers possessed and exercised the power
to move every one of their well-to-do customers to
make a.Christmas gift to some needy person before
coming for domestic ones, they would find their sales
greatly enlarged, for liberality of soul brings liberality
of purse.

Our stores arenow exceedingly attractive. Goods
are on view that for color, design, richness, artistic
merit, for every quality, every element of appropriate.
ness for ChriEtmas gifts, could not be excelled. We
may and we ought ta be ashamed of the difficulty of
getting ta and from the stores to and from our reid.
ential streets by street cars. But visitors and intend-
ing investors will find bere aleighs driven with great
speed and safety by Jehus whose manners are court.
eous and fares moet reasonable. When the stores are
reached our boast will be amply proven to be justified
that for variety and excellence of display the stores of
Montreal have no rival in Canada. Our Christmas
Bells issue, which' reaches fully five thousand city
families the present wEek, la a faithful guide ta
purchasers. Whoever goes abroad to buy does so
not for any deficiency here of choice, but simply
ta combine a railway or ocean trip with a shopping-
expedition. We once . saw an article that owes
bought in. Vienna, and brought out to Canada- "ail
ta astonish the Brown's," exposed for sale in a
local store window before the Vienna purchase arrived 1
We trust our people who make their ,money in this
city will not act in so un Christmas like a manner, so
unfairly to the city tax payera, as ta go off ta a foreign
market to buy Christmas presents. We trust the
number of local gifts made this season will at least
equal.the number of our population, that will mean
three-fourths of a million of ple'asant, seasonable ex-
periences, for each gift will convey pleasure ta seller,
ta buyer and ta recipient. The diffusion of so much
charity, the expression of so much kindness, the inter.
change of so much love, will rest on the city like a
divine benediction.

OCEAN BOUND GRAIN ROUTES.
The railway between the ports of the Maritime Pro-

vinces, combined with the customary desire of soine
ta have a fling at the government-to beat whom any
stick is thought good enough-has incited the utter-
ance of sôme complaints that it would have been wiser
to suppress. Tbe facilities given for shipping grain
over the Intercolonial ta Halifax by easy rates, Ruch
rates as appear ta discriminate against St. John, N.B.,
bas raiaed a cry that a government railway la being
deprived of revenue for the purpose of favoringHalifax
at the expense of St. John and the general taxpayer.
The government la between two fires. If it allow grain
freight ta pase on to Portland it la cannonaded for its
neglect of Canada.. If it give such rates on the In-
tercolonial as attract freight to Halifax away from
Portland, then it l sacrificing the revenue of theL coun-
try for a local interest, and discriminating against an-
other Canadian port. But the reply comes sharply:
Why not lot St. John have this freight, as it is nearer

,the seaboard by three hundred miles than 'Halifax?
That sounds good sense, but it is not, for it iuggests
an impracticable coursee There la no elevator at St.
John ta assist in transferriug grain from the cara té
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ocean vessels. The St. John Sun, a government paper,
with admirable good temper, considering the existence
of local irritation, points out that as mattera now
stand that port is not equipped for this traffic. The
only difference that would be made by allowing all
our ocean bound grain to be shipped to foreign ports
would be, that "the Intercolonial deficit would be a
trifie less, if the traffia is really carried.at a loss." The
St. John Telegraph, an opposition organ, while vigor-
ously urging the construction of needed accommod.
ation in that city for handling ocean bound grain, dis-
cusses the situation with commendable freedom from
party passion. -It remarks: "St. J6hn by the Inter-
colonial, is 90 miles and by the Canadian Pacific 276
miles nearer Montreal than Halifax is. But so long as
the through rate from Montreal to both St. John and
Halifax is the same, the grain will go to Halifax. The
steamship line will naturally prefer te carry their car-
goes the shorter distance fron Halifax to Liverpool
rather than the longer ocean route from St. John te
Liverpool."

Our conviction is that the lowering of Intercolonial
rates in order to :draw freight to Halifax, where we
have built an elevator specially to facilitate the use of
that port, is a policy that the country as a whole will
commend. The trifiing loss, if there is any at all, in
carrying grain over the government road, which is
denied by those who ought to know, is too small te
weigh against the advantages of keeping active, and
prominent, the busines facilities and interests of a
national road and a national port open-at all seasons.

If, however, St. John can show sound business rea-
sons for au elevator being placed there, the railway
that would be served by it would unquestionably pro-
vide this convenience. We may be confident that the
Canadian Paciac is bo wide awake and so enterprising
that anything needed to develop its traffic will be by
it provided. A mode of doing this at'a far lees cost
than erecting an elevator has been suggested by Mr.
Cruikshank, chairman of the St. John City and Har-
bor Improvement committee of the Board of Trade.
His idea is fully described by the Evening Gazette of
that city, to extend the C. P. Railway to a position
where the line would be from 60 to '80 feet above high
water, and from a favorable point to construct shutes
that would carry the grain down over the hillside te
the steamers as rapidly as it could run from the cars.
This would in every way be a cheaper mode of handl-
ing grain for ocean shipment than by an elevator. The
local topography seems highly favorable 'to such an
arrangement, and, it is said, could be made se expedi-
tiously as te give the port facilities for shipping grain
this winter.

POSTAL REFORMS IN U.S.

The prospect of the postal revenue of the -States
covering the expenditure in the course of a year or se,
ie giving rise te proposals for reforms in that service.
The U. S. Postmaster General states that the shutting
out of lottery mail matter by the last Congress caused
a loss of 81,000,000 te the post office, yet in spite of
this the deficit this year will be reduced. In 32,677
post offices, notices were posted warning against post-
ing such matter. The most important change éon.
-templated is the association of the telegraph and tele-
phone systems with the postal departmeht, following
te some etent the example of the old country. Were
this done there would cone a reduction in the charges

for th:eàe services- as the government scheme contern.
plates only covering their bare cost of working.' The
report speaks of a 1 cent letter rate, a 3 cent telephone
rate, and a 10 cent rate fer telegrame as "near possi-
bilities." Those services are becoming more and more
every day, assimilated te that of the post office, se
much se as te be its active rivale. Every argument in
support 'of the cvrrying and distribution of lettera and
other mail matter by the State can now be used on l'e-
half of the transference te the State of the working of
telegraph and telephone systems. These are se essen-
tial te modern life that it is becoming almost impos-
sible for commercial enterprise te overtake the neces-
sities of the people in the most scattered districts for
being provided with these means of communication.
When a convenience of this nature becomes, as: the
telegraph and telephone have become, an absolute
necessity of civilisation as now understood, the people
have au irresistible claim te be as universally provided
with them as with postal facilities. regardless of mere
local commercial results. Were only such mails car-
ried and such post offices kept open as pay working
expenses, millions of people even in Canada, much
more in the States, would be put outside the pale of
civilised life, and the business interests of the country
would suffer seriously. The concurrent working of
telegraph and telephone systems with that of the post
office must take place in the near future.

The proposal te combine free delivery of letters
-withý a house te house collection of letters for posting,
is no novelty, save in its general extension. The letter
carriers in country places in the old land have long
been used te carry mail matter to post offices, and
there are houses in Canada where a box is used te re.
ceive letters,.and wherein place them for carriers te
take back for posting. The convenience of this is
great, and when the revenue permits will become a
general custom. A still further reduction in postage
will also come when it can be afforded, and as this in
the States will be long before our revenue is equal te
the strain, we shall see our post office carrying letters
that have been posted in the States, all over Canada at
a less charge than our letters are now conveyed from
one street te another in the same city.

The U. S. Postmaster General's report suggests the
issuing of non-negotiable certificates of postal deposits
in sunis of $10, $20, $50 and $I00, bearing interest at
half a cent per day, se that 'the computation will be
easy. These are te be payable on demand at any
money order office on the receiver being -duly identifi-
ed. Unless certain restrictions are imposed as te the
time within which these certificates can be so used,
they will interfere with money order transactions, and
take away a very large business from the banks. It is
satisfactory te find that there is no movement towards
entering upon life insurance business by the U. S. post
office department. The following statistics show te
what prodigious proportions the postal business of the
U. S. has developed. In 1890, there passed through
the mails during the year ended June 30, 1891, the
following pieces of letter mail, to-wit:
1,763,189,408 letters mailed te other post

offices, at an average of 2 cents each... 835,263,788.12
289,553,445 drop letters for local deliv-

ery, at an average of 2 cents each...... 5,791,06.90
37,627,249 drop letters, at an average of

1 cený each......................................376272 9

'Tötal postage ................. 841,431,1:9.51
Total letters 'posted..................... 2,090,370,102
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The average num ber of letters carried per head was
larger than in Canada, but on the other hand, we have
more post offices par head of our population. Our
postages on letters per head last year averaged 61 cents
per head, which was a few cents per head less thanthe
average in the States. It muet ho remembered that
owing to the two cent rate of the States a very large
number of Canadian letters are sent in bundles across
to U. S. frontier post offices to be dispatched te places
in Canada. This operation gives the U. S. post office
department a considerable revenue for very trifling
work, and compels our postal service to bear nearly the
total cost of carrying and distributing a vast number of
letters without any remuneration. The reforms con-
templated seem to lay legitimately within the pro-
vince of the State, and te ho inspired by anxiety to
bring the appliances of modern life for easy communi-
cation between the people of all parts, within reach of
every citizen. The devotion of public funds to this
end is incomparably a more noble enterprise than
spending a surplus revenue in armed vessels. In one,
the United States have an opportunity of leading the
world, by setting a great example ; in the other they
are following far in the wake of smaller nations whom
they can never rival, and are wasting vast sums in
constructing naval armaments to defend a flag whicb is
fast diaeppearing froni the ocean.

THE CRY FOR WORK.

The demand made by a labor organisation that the
city council must provide work for the unemployed
during the winter is highly unreasonable. The muni-
cipal corporation is organised to govera the city, not
to act as a labor bureau. The so-call " laborer,"-as
though we were not all of us laboreri, has no more
right.to expect work found him by the council than
the clerks out of employmaent have to demand that
they ha provided with berthe, or the storekeepers who
are short of customershave a claim Io be supplied with
buyers, or a lawyer with clients, or a clergyman with
a congregation. There is nothing in any particular
form of skill and labor essentially different from all
other forms. The main who wields a pickaxe or shovel
in drain-digging i doing a necessary, useful and
honorable work. He exercises in his calling a certain
degree of m'ntal and physical energy and skill pro-
portionate to the necessities of his task." That brain
and that mauscular force he sells in the open market for
as much as ha can get. In the same way a lawyer
exorcises in bis calling intellectual and bodily facul-
ties and powera propartionate to the tasks ha under-
takes, and ho also sells in the market open to him the
labor combining brain and muscle force, which his
clients purchase. The only difference between the mon
who dig drains and the mon who plead in the courts,
is one of quality in the work they eevorally perform ;
the former gives an excess of the ascular eloment the
latter an excess of the mental. The production of a
profoesional man involves great expenditure. His
education is costly, his prolonged waiting, for years
usually, before a fair income is earned, is also a very
expansive experience, for both these outlays lie must
be repaid when business is secured. The labor which
lie bas to sell is a rare article, an article that selle at
high prices because those who require it are willing to
pay such prices to secure'it. The drain digger on
the other hand ii produced in the cheapestpossible
way; hence his numbers are so great, and his labor

selle for small prices because thoee who want it are
net willing to pay more than the market price, the
price that is which the seller will take.

A corporationhas no more concern, as s3uch, with the
market fluctuations of so-called "labor,"-with its
superabundance of supply, or scarcity, than it has with
any other marketable commodity. The only question
that a corporation caa consider is, whother work that
must ho done, shall be done when labor is plentiful,
when sellers of labor are offering it in larger quantities
than meet the immediate demande, or wait until the
market is less glutted. What is called. "making work
for the unemployed "l is a very fine nane lor iinposing
unjust taxation on the other classes of laborers in the
city ; it is communism parading in a na-k that con-
ceals its utter iniquity as a system of spoliation of one
clase to benefit another class. There is an immense de.
mand in this city for casual labor on work of a low
order, which it is the duty of the corporation to do, as
it cannot ho done properly by individual citizens.
Such work needs organizing and regulating, work for
instance in keeping eide-walks clear of snow and ice,
in cleansing lanes and yards of dangerous accumula.
tion of refuse, in removing ice from street projections.
These the citizens have a clear right to demand shall
ho done by the corporation. and they could ho done
more economically, and with far greater efficiency by
an organised body of laborerd than by the fitful, un-
certain and spasmodic efforts of individuals. If, after
all that le just has beae done to provide work, there are
any of our people soffering from want of fuel, clothes,
or food, thon the work of benevolence is called fLr, and
happily, that call elicits always a liberal response.

BRITISH W. INDIAN TRADE WITH U. S.

There is an old saying that, "you can take a horse
to the water, but can't make him drink." The U. S.
has been endeavoring to make the British West Indians
thirsty for reciprocity, but traders in those islande are
found to ho looking at the offers made with somae in-
difference. The p dlicy sought to ha established was
aimed primarily at the commerce of England, but
with the intention of so far monopolising the trade of
those regions as would destroy aIl chances of Canada's
doing business there. . From present appearances the
States have been "reckoning without the host," by giv-
ing sugar from the B. W. Indies free access, in the ex-
petation of getting the sanie terme for its importe in
those markets. In matters of trade the fault of the
Dutch, was giving too little and asking toc much. It
is amusing then to find that our neighbours whose
trade policy is open to this reproach, have been giving
too much, and what little they aqked for being likely
to he refused. Thé revenue requirements of the W. I.
Islands are at present only justmetby Customs duties,
and they are not able to afford the reduction that
muet follow reciprocity with the States. The idea of
the Washington authorities was to induce the Island-
ere to reduce their duties on food products, which con-
etitute the importe from the States, and increase duties
on manufactures, which are drawn from England. But
the revenue from food products is so largely in excess
of those from manufactures that the reduction of taxes
on one could not ha made up by increasing thea on
the other. There are two several lines of goods. sent
from the U. S., that are already fres of duty. In Trini-
dad,-beef, mess pork, peas, beans, onions, and codfisb
pay no import duty.. . In Demerara, Jamaica, Barba-
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does, and Trinidad, the duty on flour is fron 81.60 to
$2.60 per barrel less than in San Domingo that has
made a recent reciprocity treaty with the States. Fears,
are beginning tn be felt that Canada is getting in the
thin end*of a trade wedge into the British West Indies,'
that if driven home with energy will open wide thonse
markets to our products. One of the largest Amerir.n
shippers to West Indian ports, speaking of the pro-,
bable efiect of certain changes desired by the States,
said: " If the present business with British Guiana
and the-British West Indian Islands were stopped for
a few months it would give Canadian commerce a
start that it would not in the ordinary course of events,
reach in years, particularly as the Canadians have put on
subsidized steamersfor the IVedt India ports." The stop-
page he alluded to was the non-shipment of sugars to
the States, owing to a policy heing adopted ta force those
places to give.free imports to American fl>ur, under a
threat to render importations of their sugars impos-
sible. The sime authority has warned the American
authorities that such a policy would'fail, for" the Bri
tielh West Indies.would be able to find a market in
England for their crops, although it would undoubt-
edly disarrange their business for the time being." It
would also disarrange U.S. business in sugars, as the
supplies now drawn from the West Indies would have
to be made up by drawing upon beet root countries, a
process easier spoken. of than accomplished. It has
been suggested that making a few minor articles free,,
as staves and cooperage stock, would give the States
an advantage over Canada in food products. But Can-
ada can take the hint, and in her pursuit of the West
Indian trade, should instantly check the designs of
her rival by adopting the saine tactics. One feature in
the commercial condition of the islands is, that the
vast bulk of the population consists of a race whose
spending capacity is very limited, and who, owing to
the luxuriance of the soit and the low standard on
which life can be maintained, in such a climate,
make very poor customers for any class of manufac.
sures. The general opinion of the trade is, that the
value of the much vaunted reciprocity of the States
with southern markets, bas been greatly exaggerated.
One merchant of large experience declares that, " the
States haveconferred no benefit on any.one country
by abolishing the duties on sugar." la this we differ
with him,-Canada baving had to follow suit has been
greatly benefitted, her people being now supplied
with cheap sugar, and the efforts madè by the States
to monopolise the British West Indian trade has given
an impetus to our efforts in that quarter that bas made
our rivals feel that our competition bas to be reckon-
ed with. The leading commercial paper of New York
affirms that recent reciprocity movements have result-
ed in more glory than profit.

THE PUBLIC DEBT OF. AUSTRALASIA.

It is a very poor excuse when a person is accused
of getting deeply into debt for him to point out that
his neighbour owes more than hiaself. 'The mere
volume of a man's debts affords no clue whatever ta
his financial condition. Tra:mps usually have no
creditors. As with individuals so with nations. The
rapid extension of the public debt of the seven Colon.
ies forming now the Commonwealth of Australia, bas
excited some apprehension, and the comments made
upon this matter have so practical a bearing on Can.
adian finances that they might have ariRen from a dis-
cuosion of the debt of this.country. The gross public
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indebtedness of Australasia is 8870,000,000, the popul-
ation about four millions, giving a percentage per
head of 8217.50. Our net deht on 30th November was
$236,392,111, population about. 4,900,000, which gives
a percentage per bead of 848.24. , The objècts upon
. hich all the immense loans of Auttralia were ex-
:pended were:

For the expenditure on railways those colonies have

11,000 miles in running order. l 1889 the gross re-
ceipts ware 843,000,000, expenses $27,500,000 leaving
615,500,000 for payment of interest. The London Times
in discussing this question surprises us by stating that
there is some talk of repudiation in Australia, as in
Canada such an idea has never entered the mind of
the most gloomy or most timid of our citizens. We are
however, glad to read that the burden of this debt is
being carried easily.' As the Times well puts it :
"Graniing honesty, there is the further question of
ability-which is, so far as the present debt is concern-
ed, a question of strong solvency, and, so far as any
additions to the debt are concerned, a question of prud-
ent government. There is a distinction between these
two things, the gravity of which should not be over-
looked. Two hundred millions sterling looks a huge
public debt for a population of four miliions to carry,
but population is not..the only element of strength.
The reproductiveness of the debt and the wealth, pub.
lie and private, of the country must also be taken into
consideration." But a warning is given that although
the debt is not oppressive, it may soon become so if
increased in the next few years as it has bpen in the
past. In 1861 the Australian debt was 61 millions, in
1871, 190 millions, in 1831, 469 millions, in 1890, 870
millions. It is this rushing up of the debt that has
caused English investors to looli. with disfavor of late
upon Australian securities, and which moves the
writer lu the Times to say that, "State borrowing
should be proportioned to the increase of population
and production," a prudential axiom in public finance
that Canada needs to bear constantly in mind. The
colonies at the antipodes are in very mch the same
relation as ourselves to Eigland, for as the Times article
says: " This much is sure : Englieh money entera into
every department of Colonial enterprise, and the great-
est of imaginable, disasters would be for auch a weaken-
ing of confidence to happen as to bring into operation
a policy of withdrawal wherever it could be applied.
Recklessness in public finance might easily have this
formidable effect." Canada is a. long way from the
position which Australia bas reach'ed by leaps and
bounds of expenditure. But the fact that so erio-
mously wealthy a country as the Commonwealth of
Australia bas heard in ber borders the whispeis of re-
pudiation, and has bad her securities discredited in
the Engliahmarket owing to the rapidity with which
her debt has been piling up, should be a caution to
this country to restraiâ ber expenditures, and to keep
down the volume of her public debt.

.CANADIAN PORTLAND CE MENT.
AN&THi addition to the Datural resources aDd industries of

Canada bas been found iñ the marl beds in the County ofHaBst.
ings. These deposits form the raw material of "Pdptlaiid

1 cement>' which we have hitherto importei from England, which
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supplies the world with this product. The marl consIsts of

pure carbonate of lime that in remote ages formed the shells of
fresh water enails. IL i found in a place thatwas covered with
water, making a lake of several hundred acres. This surface i
now nearly dry, being covered end filed up with marl of varying
depthe, fron fiva ta twenty or more feet. This is mixed with
clay, then moulded into bricks, which after being dried ta a
cinder,are crusBed into the fine powder that forme the strongest
known cernent. The Canadian Architect speakp hopefully of
Canada becoming the source of snpply for this highly valuable
material ta ibis continent. The essentiel condition of success
in this new industry is that the manuracturing proceases shahl be
carried on with machinery and appliances fully equal ta those
used by English makers. The responsibilities of this cernent, if
we eau speak of unconscious matter in this way, are so serions
that engineers and architects will he very chary of specifying
that Canadian Portland cornent may or rnust be used in masony
work, until they are satisfied oflits qlality b-ing up to the Englieh
standard, which is a tensile strength of 300 ta 400 lbs to the
square inch. A very excellent cernent is milde in this city
which stands well with buil lers.

EFFECT OF SLOW LOcOUOrION.
WuAx would be the efiYct on the trade of the country were

our trains ta slacken their speed ta half their present velocity ?
What would happen were they even to maintain their raie of
speed, but run at haphozard intervale, without time-tables, or
any system of departures or arrivais? Under the first condii'm
the businesà of the country would suffbr a check ta its vitality
and movements as serioui as a persan stricken with paralysie.
A calamity not less serious would be inflcted on business were
the second conditions ta be establisbed. The eff et of rapid,
regular, reliable locomotion on the general interests of national
commerce, or the reverse, iA aiao on a sm'dler scale the influence
of the sanie provisions, or their absence, in the passenger transit
service existing in cties. Wheraver old-fashioned modes of
travel prevail the people in the districts affected are confirmed
in their habits ta the slowness of local locomotion. An incident
never before published, in the life of Gibson, the great sculptor,
illustrates this. After long residence in Italy before railway
drys be came ta England ta visit E irl Fit zwilliam. He got off
the train neari hie mansion and walked into the station ta smoke
a cigar. Al ter some minutes he passed out on ta the platform

ýto get his baggagn out of the car, but the train was gone. lie
-turned ta an oilicial in great consternation and exclaimed
ti Wherever bas the blamed thing gone ta? " Hie slow ideas of'
travel had caused him ta Set badly left, and ho made his way ta
the Earls without a change of linen or clothes.

In the sanie way cities that are accustomed ta such antique
styles of locomotion as prevail bore are in the way of getting
left in the race of progress. Ladies here look upon a shopping
trip as a very serious journey. They are kept thus out of temp.
tation, and store keepers are kept out of their money. There
are an intinite variety of amall wants that ladies run into other
cities at a moment's notice ta get supplied, as they are carried
in and back so rapidly that the visit is not felt ta occupy any
appreciable time. They, elsewhere, know that as soon as they
reach a car track there will b a car: they bave not ta bang
around in the cold or wet waiting ta be conveyed. ere they
nover can tell when ta expect a car , they are subject ta most
aunoying delays nt street cornersi the trip made is a nuisance
owing ta dirty cars ;'and from the larger portions of the better
lese of residential streets there is no direct service ta the stores

in th centre of the city. Hence thousands upon thousands ai
dollars every week tire kept unspent because the jouruey ta oui
stores is Eo disagreeeble, and sa wasteful of time, and in bad
wenther so dangerous ta health, owing ta the inevitable waiting
to be suffered at street corners. Our conviction ie that this city
loses from its car service being Bo abominable, sa universally
ibunned, sa awkward in its routes for shoppere, as -much as th
incarne of the car company. The slowness of local transil
depreciates the local sense of the value of Lime. Visitors from
other cities complain of the gene rd lathargy prevailing here-
a lethargy which is largely caused by, and alio largely demon
strated and evidenced by, our street passenger traffi beint
carried at one half the speed of modern tramways, and withôa
.the slitest trace of any system'as to time, A -racent visitoi

said tiat if the cars ran in a western oity as théy do here the
people would tear up the rails, and at any rate get rid. of one
obstruction ta locomotion.

The City Council andcitizens have a serious, a damaging,
reproach against Montreal ta remove-a reproach that is
lowering our business toue end credit more than is generally
realised-just as men falling asleep are not as conscious of the
coming on of somnolency as those who stand looeiing on at 'the
drooping eyes and nodding bead. This city needs rousing over
th atrocious scandal on its business activity, for scendal it is ta
say that the people of this ciity and th ir ways are as slow and as
behind the age as the etreet car servic. But dou't we deserve
the sneers and sarcasms thatsare so ge erAly lerelled at us by
visitors ? A lady said this week, I I ce e here ta 'Spend two
monthe, but the cars are such an insu arable nuisance, I am
going away ta - , wbere I hear thpy are modernised."

The Lancashire Insur,
ance Company, of Manchester, Enila.nd, minsures the Mutual
Fire Inqurance Company of New York, the Fire Association of
New York, and the Armstrong Fire Insurance Company of New
Yoirk. The contract was signed on the 4th instant:, and takes
tffect from December 15. The three companies, which are gener.
ally known as the " Armstrong trio," will retire from business
and wind up their affairs. The Lancashire will write $50,000
lines on.selected risks. - The N. Y. Commerciai Bulletia says 
"This important matter has been in negotiation for several monthe'
The Lancashire gels a premium of about a million dollars for
assuming the business. The effect of the withdrawal of this
combination of three companies, which bas been such au impor.

"Third.-' That agents, brakers or middle.inen were not a
necessity so far as it relates ta the insurance of large mercantile
and manufacturing properties.'

" Fourth.-' That companies should establish bureaus of in
spection for the purpose of writing policias upon facts, rather
than hearsay statements.'

"Fifth.-' That the expense of conducting the business of
fire insurance was greatly in excess of any other adjunet of
commerce.

A further statement miglit as well he adopted as a coda of
rules for all underwriters: "I have endpavored ta remove from
the property insured each sud every perceptible hazrd of ire.
I have ondeavored ta confine the insurance of our'éompanies té
risks absolutely free from moral baznrd. I have sought ta en.
force the prompt payment of premiums and bave taken the
position that the premiums were due at the time the insurance

b ·takes affect, and that the agent was not entitled ta hold it for
woks, or months, when once paid.'

FLUES AND CARPENTER WORK.

Within a fortnight however,
after our remarks appeared, the very thing we spoke of happened
at a new hotel, among large hotels, the newest in Canada, for it
la just fresh from the builder's hande. A few nights ago 'this
handsome structure was found to be on fire in the night. The
guests were roused, 'reat consternation was created; happily
the alarma was given very early, and before all the staff had
retired, or a terribbe loss would have been caused. The fire was
started by a flue becoming verrhot on a cold night, and setting
fire te the flooring wood work, precisely as we said was so liable
to happen from modern ways of building flues, and placing
joists. In the same week, in the samae city, a private house
was put in serious risk of destruction from the saine cause. Had
that hotel and residence been burnt thore wuld have beei two
" mysteriou3 fires," as they are classed. There la one m'sry
about such events which is-why the insurance companies do
net have an officer te watch buildings when being ereted, ,ad
te take notes et those structural defects that lad ta fires, so as
to warn proprietors in time, and serve as a guide to ee com.
paniesi n fixingrates. Aj iint insiitence uponI "extra hîzlrdous'
prices for buildings that have been "scamped" in the points we
all4ded te, would have a most wholesome effect upon architects
.con'actors and owners.

The Alien Labor Law dosa not
apply to such cases; therefore the measure proposed in the
Federal Parliment ta retaliate on the States for this regulation
will have ta b dropped. A law so barbarously interpreted was
a great scandal ta the States, and an irritalion ta Canada, which
we are glad will be put an end ta.

HUDSON'S BAY MEETING.
At a meeting of the Hudson Bay Co. in London, England,on

14 inst., Sir Donald Smith said, he regretted there had been a
diminntim of land sales, but nearly all the land compánies
had suffered similarly. The Board was considering a proposai
ta advertise the Company's lands more largely in Britain. The
mesting would b gratified ta learn that £4,000 had beeh eaved
during the pqt two years by the reconstruction cf the land
departmont at Widnipeg under Mr. Chipman, the new com.
missioner. The ultirmate prospects of the company were good.
The report was adopted. Replying ta some sharp criticisme
chnrging the Board with ob3truction and concealment, Sir Donald
replied, that the eflects of the new policy cou!d not be fully feIL
in so short altime. As ta the alleged conflicting intereats which
he was sa:d ta represent, ho would sy that ho held £120,000 in
Hudson B ty stock. That showed where bis interesta lay. The
dividende paid during the four years of bis chief commissioner.
ship, lie aflirmed, were ample evidence of bis business ability,
and thorough knowledge of the afirs and needs of the enter
prise. Sir Donald carried the meeting with him. The policy of
advertising the lande of the company more freely for sale in
England, is a wise step. The English are bard ta move in such
matters and need incessant solicitation.

DULL BUSINESS.

Complaints are general as ta the dullness of business, more
so thon should be the case considering the bountiful harvest
reaped.

U.S TREATIES WITH WEST INDIES.
A Washington despatch ta the Tribune soya : It is under.

stood the reciprocity negotiations with the sugar.producing
colonies of Great Britain in the West Indies, authorized by
section 3 of the McKinley bill, have reached a satisfactory con.
clusion in every case except that of Jamsica. The conventions
agreed upon ta involve the intereats of Trinadad and Barbadoes,
together with those of Demerara, in British Guiana. In the
case of Jamaica it is balieved the only diliculty in the way of
reaching an agreement is presented by the amount of revenue
which that colony la atked ta relinquish, and which its re.
presentatives bore are understood ta declare it is impossible ta
sacrifice without impairing the credit of the colony, which is

pledged ta secure the railway bonds guarsnteed by the Govern.
ment and held to a large extent in this country,

'IHE MAIL STEAMERS QUESTION.
Simultaneously with the reports of the meeting at Halifax ta

protest ag-inst Canadian mails 'being sent by a foreign port, it
was made known that arrargements were ail but complote for
renewing the Government contract vith the Allai lino te carry
our mails the year round from Halifax. This is understood ta
be a temporary arrangement pending negotiat iona for a fast line
of steamers, the tenders for which will be received up ta 7th
January next. The Star publishes a cable dispatch Iothe eflect
that " Hon. C. H. Tupper, Lieut. Gardon, R. N., and other offi.
ciels of the Marine Department at Ottawa, publish in the Cana-
dian Gazette detailed statements designed ta correct the wrong
impressions bere respecting the efficiency of the St. Lawrence
rcute for a fast mail service. Thpy deal fully with the questions
of ice, storms, fogs and the general difficulties of navigation and
show beyond a doubt the high excellence of the route compared
even with that of New Yerk. The statemlnàts muet have a
good effect in view of the present efforts ta improve the Cana.
dian service." In the early part of the year we drew attention
to these features of the St. Lawrence route as one of the most
important factors in a fast mail service, one of which the public
have not been fully informed. If the views above stated can be
proved ta be so sound as te ha accepted by naval experts, we
shall indeed rejoice, as until it is established that the river route
is free from special risks ta "greyhounds," they will not be
likely ta he supplied at present.

LORD DUFFERIN IS FRENCI AMBASSADOR.

No one could have been selected more suitable ta represent
England at Paris than Lord Dufferin. He and bis highly popu.
lar predecessor, Lord Lytton, had so much in common that the
traditions of the late Ambassador wil continus unbroken. Both
were men of lettera as well as of the world ; both were singular
combinations of aristocratie refinement and elevation in culture
and spirit, with democratic social sympathies, and entire free.
dom from class habits ofieither thought or action. The French
will " take " ta Lord Duffarin by instinct. There is not a point
on which they as a race pride themselves, and very justly do so
which they will look for in the new ambassador in vain. They
will fil d im speaking their language better than the mass of
the people, more familiar with their liter sture than any except
their literary savants, as q ick witted and graceful in convers-
ation as though bred in a Parisian salon, and an expert in those
artistic accomplishments that brighten society in the metropolis
of arts. Besides all these they will fied Lord Dufferin warm
hearted, generous, and mnly. To ail Caia fians this appoint.
ment is highly gratifying; those who visit Paris will flnd it an
additional attraction ta have a friend of this country there
representing Great Britain.

THE G.T.R. HEAVILY TAXED BY STATE OF MAINE.
The United States Supreme Court bas just decided that a

tax levied by the state of Maine on the gross receipts of the
Grand Trunk Railway Company of Canada for the privilege of
exeirising its franchises within the state of Maine, was legal and
constitutional, and was not cont rary ta the provisions of the
constitution prohibiting the States from regulating interatate
commerce. Four jtstices dissented and five signed the opinion.
The tax levied ranged between one quarter :of one per cent
and 31 per cent. of the gross receipts per annula, and amounted
te $9,568 in 1881, and $12,095 in 1882. Tie court, in its opinion,
sys the tax is an excise tax for the privilege of exercising the
railroad franchises within the state of Mane, and is se declared
in the åtatute. This! shows how very gratefully the State of
Maine appreciates a road by which an enormous winter Canadian
freight trade is diverted for the enrichment ofone ofits poÏts
from the ports of this country.

PORTRAIT OF MR. GLADSTONE.

When it was announced that a Canadian artist haid received
a commission to execute a portrait of Mr.. Gladstone- our plea.
sure at so distinguisbed an honor falling ta one of our portrait
paintera was tempered with fear, at tIe possible result ofao
severe an ordeal.

mail steamer question passed a series of resolutions declaring
that the diversion of the mails fron that port breaks through a
custom that bas prevalled over 125 years, that it is contrary to
specifie engagements made with the Maritime Provinces; that
the useof a foreign port is a national dishonor ; tint, it is of
paramount Importance that the D3minion of Canada should
have a first class steamship servi-e, cq'al to any now crossing
the Atlantic ocean, thoroughly equipped for the tramport of
mails, passengers and freights between Canada and the mother
country, such Eervice having a fir. d terminus in Ctnada and
Great Brit-in ; and, that, such ocean service, if working in con-
nection with our great railway systems st ould command a fair
share of the pa-ronage of the greater balf of this continent,
i ff irding, as it would, an ocean voyage ome 650 mIleB shorter
between tbis continent and Great Britain than via New York.
On these grounds the Government was called upon to establish
a pormanent, fast, and thoroughly equipped m4il service run.
ning from a Canadien port the year round. Theannouncement
by ,Mr. Stairs that the Allan contract was in course of renewal
caused much excitement and great surprise.

THE BANK OF OTTAWA REPORT.
