TOO MUCH STOCK.

The retail dry goods dealer hIo ean aord te buy leavily
and cnrry a stock out of proportion to the size of his store
or the extent of bis business, is justified in doing se while
lie sees profit eulad p sneh purîchases. lit- for sone ren-
son, not easily explained, fhere appears to be a certain dis-
regard for speedy turnover on the part of niy retail dry

goods dealers. w'hose positions in the financial field would
senrely warrant the carrying of such a lond.

Recel. failures la Ihe retail dry goods tradc in Montreni
reveal at once a lack of judgment ii buying. lu every
large city there lire teiptations in the way of over pur-
ehasing which nre seldon tlirust upon the dcaler in snialler
plces. Close proximîity to fle wholesale houses would
appeur to give tlie latter a chance; Iof watch proecediiigs
and see that no causes for faihire were cropping up, but on
flic eoiitrary, it seens fo ratier invite disregard i nriany in-
Siances. If a city retailer is deemed worfy of extended
credit, eiids of stock and bargain lots will often be forded
upon bis notice and before he is aware lie finds lie lias more
goods thian his tradie requires of hin to keep. The keen
conpetition existing calls on a. liearing being given Io
cvery proposition. but the sire-wd retailer is offen led lino
purehnses- wlich it would otberwise have been wiser to
have avoided, througlh the fear tliat if hc dones not secure
a share of the bnrgnins bis near-by conpetitors -will iave
au advantage over him and lie ivill be bchind in l the race.

More than one instance of this has beei, seei ini Montreal
during tlie past year in fle effort on tlie part of many
dealers to reduce lire stocks whîich were piîiced up in an
entbusinstic moment and which were afterwards found too
hot to hold. Wliolesale liouses bave, i some instaneýs,
slown uich leniiency, in these cases-lenicncy extended on
necuint of outsile buying in which they 'lid- not share.
A dealer from the West on looking over such a stock in a
Montreal house recently said if lie had one-lualf that stock
in bis store he vould maike double thei display aud double
lis regular sales.-Trying to carry heavy fire and banik-
rupt purchases lias loaded too many Montreal retailers
of late years.

ganization. Of that sum $1,500,000 was to go as paid up
stock to the pronoters who liad obtained those valuabLe
riglits and prnciples from the gdvernîment and the liar-
beur Board.

The public have a large interest in the matter but qp
to this time no intimation has been given as to wlhétier
or not this important linancial operation lias been a suc-
cess, nor who are the parties to reccive the $1,500,000
of paid up stock for services in obtaining Ihe concessions.
in these respects we are all in the dark, but it is rather
ominous that instead of the plans for a three million
bushel elevator, as provided for in the agrcement, to be
built between the canal basin and Windmill Point wharf,
a plan for an elevator of one million:bushel capacity. was
sent in to the Harbour Board for approval and accept-
ance, the remainder to follow as the tridedeveloped.,

On the face of it this looks a strange procceding. The
syndicate obtained from the Government and the Iar-
bour Board the exclusive use of the south side of the
large canal basin, but thete sceins to be the intention óf
using only one-half of it even when their plans for star-
age are complete. In the meantine the Canada At-
lantie and Parry Sound Railway ai otier live going
concerns are asking for locations for clevators and are per-
sistently bluffed off.

The position is peculiar, the representaîtives of the
trade interests on thie Tiarbour Board seern to.be'strong-
ly in favour of keeping the syndicate up ta the' igre-
ment iu.its entirely, whilst the Governnenti niees
on the Harbour Board and the Mayor of the City ap.Pir
to be inclined to accede to the demands of the syndichte,
or at 1east to modify the agreement. *. Doubtièss, soine
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conclusion will be coie to shortly in the muatter, but, in
the neantime, the future condition of the port as regards
facilities in aid of transportation is far fron being is
well established as the country has been led to expect
from professed friends of Montreal both in and out of
Parlianent.

A delegation of farbour Coninissioners is now on the
way to Duluth to examine the elevator system in use
there. It is to be hoped the result will be satisfactory.
If it is found that the modification of the syndicate's
plan, as first proposed, can be made so as to conforn to
the spirit of the agreement and only half' of the frontage
of the canal basin is to be used, there can bc no good rea-
son given why the agreement should not- be furtbhi
inodified, and the other hall of f the.frontage on the canal
basin allotted in some of the other applicants for eleva-
[or sites.

SUBSCRIPTIONS TO HIULL-OTTAWTA FIRE.
The distress caused by the conflagration at Hull and

Ottawa Lo thousands of families w.ho were burnt out of
tIheir omites, lias a.waklened practical symnpathy ail over
the world. Subscriptions have poured in from ail parts
of Caniada, froiî governiients, municipalities, chuches,

id lirvate donors, on an unprecedcented scale of liber-
ality. 'I'le imerclants in this city and Toronto have
shipped nunerous car lots of food and cluthing. The
citizens of Ottava have made noble eitorts to ameliorate
the sufl'rings of the wretcled victims of the fire. Con-
sidering low large,. almost lavish, have been the sub-
scriptions of Canadians to tlie.Patriotic t"und, and to le-
tachnents of the South African contingents by the vari-
ous localities from vhich they were drawn the benefi-
cence ianifested by the people of this Dominion to the
I ll and Ottawa sufferers bas been most inunificent.
All this liberality, liowever, we were called upon to dis-
play towards our fellow-Canadians. What has been
most gratifying lias been the synpathy shown by so
niany American citios. Not only have they taken the
kindliest interest in the afflicted by warn-hearted mes-
sages enq[iiring if help would be accepted, but very
handsome donations have been sent by a niunber of Ame-
rican corporations, as well as by United States citizens.
Thi gifts also from British cities and citizens have been
most liberal, notably fron the chief manufacturing cen-
tres, fron leading insurance companies, and froi funds
collected by the Lord Mayor of London. The splendid
gift of $25,000 by Lord Strathcona is one amongst niany
of his princely benefactions. Grateful recognition is
due also to the Prosident of the French Republic for a
message instinct with kindiiess aid good feeling. From
several British colonies too bas come material lelp,
avowedly to manifest the unity of the lmînpire, to show
ltit He su[Tering of one mîember is the concern of all.
hIle cloud of the Huîîll-Ottawa calanity is a dark one in-

dced, but the gencrosity it bas clicited shows thalt such
awful disasters have tleiîr compensations in softening
national animosities, toning dlown racial prcjiidices, and
nispiring a scnse of the claims and ties of hîumanity ne-
ing suprome over those arrangements which gencrate
divisions, jealousies, and ill-will in the hunan family.

The municipal authorities of Ottawa anc lHull will
show the citizens they represent to have been unworthy
of the sympathy and aid shown and sent to alleviate tie
local distress, if they do not take such mleasures as will
prevent the possibility of a similar calanity iii tlie future.

THE VICTORIA-MONTREAL FIRE INS. 00.
The Hlull-Ottawa conflagration was one of :those sud-

den calamities which are so disturbing to the business of
lire insurance. In one day there was a loss in£licted
upon lire insurance conpanies doing business in this
country amountinug to 55 lier cent. of their total prem-
Juin receipts last year. Y et those will ail be paid, and,
with very few exceptions of trifling importance, the coin-
panies ivill, in all probability, pay as good dividends f>r
1900 as were earned last year. The Victoria-Montreal
came through the ordeal with an insignificant loss, the
ianageient having realized the imminence of those
dangers before the lire, that the tire impressed upon so
many sufferers. The terns on which the stock is pro-
posed to be issued vill be found on a later page. The
subscriptions from certain sections in which the stock is
proposed to be distributed have exceeded their propor-
tion by over fifty per cent. This speaks well
for the confidence felt in the managers of this compara-
Lively- new Canadian company. It is a good omen for
future business, that uînder the conditions detailed on a
later page, there hiave been applications to the extent of
$230,000, or $80,000 more tlan the amount allotted-ii
otlier quarters. This speaks well for the confidence felt
in thc managers by those to whon they are known
througliout Canada. it is also n good omen for foreign
business, if it is entered upon. Canada lias an A.1.
reputation for the soiindiiess of its insurance enterprises
mid the new comnpanîy wvill, no doulit, enjoy its share
of popularity in a wider spiere than the Dominion.

* UTURÉ PUL AND PAPER PRICES.
The destruction of the large local pulp and paper mills

by the Hiull-Ottawa lire, followed so rapidiy by the dam-
aging of the large mills of the sane class at Grand Mere,
have been generally regarded as presaging an advance
mi the prices of pulp and paper. We bave reason to
doubt this increase of prices taking place. The produc-
tion of the mills burnt or damaged was not:sufficient to
so far reduce the available supply as to cause any scar-
city. The Aimerican pulp and paper mills have been
enlarging their productive capacity on sucli a scale as to
have caused ieavy stocks to accumulate. English buîy-
ors are expecting prices of pulp-paper to fall, as the
English niarket is being freely provided with supplies
froi Aiîerican nills. The consumption in the Old
Country is enornous, so that, if English experts consider
the Ancrican supplies are large enough to cause a re-
duction of prices in Great Britain, they must be so large
as to prevent any such scarcity in the restricted market
of Canada as to raise prices. The Grand Mere mills
sold to England and the United States, where they
nade but a simall proportion ofthe supply. Looking,
then, at the prevailing conditions, and those anticipated
at ani carly date, wc consider it more probable that Pulp
and paper will be cheaper in the near future than that
any advance will be made.

Iii the nine months ending 31st March ast, the United
States exportcd 17,031,041 pounds of pulp, which was
26,936,122 pounids less than in same period up to end
of March, 1899. In the same period, 1900, the imports
of pulip were 40,224 tons more than in 1899. These
tacts support our contention that the American mils are
too heavily stocked to nake an advance probable. Out
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of the newspaper produet of the Eddy m4stated at 65
tons per day, over 40 tons were sent to England, so the
shortage of supply caused by the fire is litile over one-
third that whici it bas beeu represented to bc.

It is, however, announced that
the losses of the Western will be under.$120,000, and
those of the British America under $75,000. The sinall-
îess of the risks carried by the two leading Canadian

comupanies in the lumber districts at .ull and Ottawa
has excited surprise. Their avoidance of large risks iii
so dangerous a locality is creditable to the management
or hie Western and British America.

EFFORTS TO SHELTER CRIMiNALS.
A few weeks ago a citizen wio was holding a good i,-

sition was discovered to have discounted forged pronis-
sory notes at a city bank. He- was at once placed on
trial, he pleaded guilty, and was sentenced to two years
imprisonment. The sentence is a Very ligit one, foi
forgery is liable to be punished by a long terin in a peni-
tentiary. Many a forger has beei hung, ai many have
been incarcerated for life, the offence being anî especially
dangerous one, one too that must have been most care-
fully prepared for, and ingeniously committed. A pe-
tition was at once signed by a number of the clerc of
the religious body to which the cuiprit Ionged, praying

for leniency on his behalf. Tie plea wadniade that, in
executing forged nödEfå and securing their diseo iî
bank; the offender had no intention to do wrong to any
oie. itwas urged that lis intention was, to take titi-
timately, suci action as would protect the banik fron loas.

N'ow, what a inan's ultimate intention miiay be is net a
question for a Court of justice. A prisoner was tried
by J ustice Braimwell for stealing a watch. lie said to
the Judge, "My Lord, 1 only took the wa.tclh away as a
joke; I intecded to put it back again." The Judge
replied, "Prisoner, you carried the joke too far." Were
prisoners to be treated as innocent because of their
avowed intention te inake restitution of stolen property,
the administration of justice would bc paialyzed. Thtere
axe multitudes of ien in jails whose ultimnate intention
was te restore the inoney they had stolen directly, or
acquired by forgery, or other forms cf crime. It woul
be inoslt disastrous te society were the idea te becomte
prevalent that the plea put forth in tie recent case
would bc effectual in defending a culpriÉt from punisli-
ment. It cannot be too strongly impressed on clerks,
on ail, indeed, in positions of trust, that iaking monéy in
their charge for their private use, for however short a
time, is a crime. * Embezzleinent usually originates i
somie action of iis kind. Mioney is "borrowed" as the
culprit says te himself, lie flatters hiiself that ie lias no
intention te steal, just as the forger did ivho was recéntly
sentenced. But tie case of acquiring mnîeey in this
way, as lie fancies se iinocently, teipts him into expdn-
ditures, which gradually inerease until lie becoies un-
able te carry out his intention to do ne wrong by re-
placing what las been taken. li is temnpted te put up
inargins in a bucket shoi in the 'expectation of receiî"iag
iat lie "borrowed," as lie fancies, but what lie acLually

stole. Then the margins vanish, and more are called
for, to supply which, muore money is "1borrowed." lJn-

der this \vretched delusion, whiêli always iplies grave
moral denseness, or obliquity of moral vision, the bor-
rowing habit becomes fixed, and its inevitable develop-
ment is eibezzlement resulting in a tern in jail.

No more dangerous, no more immoral doctrine can le
propagated than the tieory that, a man may steal nioncy
by forgery or cmbezzlcnent innbeently, if lie has an in-
tention to restore what lie lias stolen, or tu protect others
fron being wronged by his crime. Aoy society which
entdeavours te put the shield of its inifluence te protect
one of its iemubers frein the sword of justice is open *
Ihe charge of paying more respect te ils interests as a
society than for the cause of inorality, or the iâterests
of the eonununity, for the promotion and maintenance
of which justice must be admninistered te ali classes witl-
out fear or favour. -It is, however, legitimate*for his
friends, through counsel, te plead for a lenient sentence,
on such grounds as mental weakness, sickness, ld age,
or extreme youth, the distress of the culprit's family,
his being iniveigled by evil companions. But, for a
prisoner convilted of a carefully planed crime to nc-
quire money by fraud, te plead that lie had no inten ion
lo do wrong,-is only to furnish the Court with additioial
reason för severity, as oue imnbued with such ideas is un-
worthy of being at large.

THIE LAME LOG1C-OF BOER APOLOG1STS.
The ex-reprešentative of the Trnsvaal Government imi

London, ,who lost lhis-situation by the waris paradling
in America, his fitess for repi-esénting a .emi-barbarons
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State.: ias set himself the task of proving theat te
Transvaal is not governed by an oligarehy, that is, by a
clique who exercise supreme power. An oligarehy is
the direct opposite of a JIepublic, as this word is under-
stood in the States. His argument is based on two as-
sertionîs. Une is, thaL as Mr. Kruger and iris clique were
ciected by a mujority of the voters, tierefore teiir gov-
eriuent is not an oligarelhy. Such logic ruquires a bal-
boon to carry us froin the basai fact to ie conclusion
drawn froimit, for tiere is no logical connection between
themi.

J.J story aboinds with illustrations of oligarchical dies-
pots lavmllg becen elected. le late Emperor Napoilon
1 e., eut tie tlireat of the JFrench iepublie when lie .ws
its rresideit. The chice ruler of the Italian Itepublies,

liose despotic tyranny was nover exceeded in ruthless
repressions of freedon, were elected. 'T'ie tyranny whioh
incited tlîe revolit f the Aumerican colonies was exercised
by ruiers elected by the Englisi people. Therefere, the
bare fact of r1 v. Avruger and his clique of illiterates Iav-
ing been clectcd is no proof at all of the Traunsvaal niot
bem g a tyrauiiiical oligarchy.

The second proof oifered is tiis. The agent cf Mr.
Krger declares Liat mien nover liglt for a governument
ccntrolled b tyrants. Tie reverse of this is nearer the

i tluh 'flic legions of Iotme under Caligula ravagod
Gaul, as the Boers bave donc Natal, and on Lis return lie
met wih a splcndid popular reception. Ylt this man, who
wvas tlc greatest eriainal on record, io ran thrroughr
hie entire gaiuet cf vice and crime, wras an elcoted on-

sui, for whomli an armcy fougit loyally. Attila, known
as "Thi scourge of Cod," wio had tir tiger's thirst for
himain blood; the Duke of Alva, wlho boastd of havieg
execeuted 18,000 vietinis; Zebek-Dlorcîi, the Tartar, whio,
in the.mie of freedon, brouglht death ; its mrost horri-
ble foris to scores of thousands of women and chil-
dre; l'ueiliii te Itomano, the bepublican roder, wlio
kept his sae'guinary sway of brutal tyraiiny for tweiy
years; Zciglis Khai, who came near to destroying ait
civilisation in the world; ail these monsters, were, more
ci less, the chosen representatives of the people. Each
of tiese eieinics of tie humtan race, iad an arny at his
bock, wlio fougit for fully as good a cause as that of
their itmodeîrnr counterparts, the Boer leaders, wbo are

ligtiig as the foes of huimran progress. Yet we are
asked to believe that the faci of the Boers fighting is a
proof of tleir fori of governmeurt. and its acts being
based îîpon popular freedoi and in harmroiny with civil
aiid religious libertyl

An Americai paper says: "The Englisl are killing the
Boers to deprive thremi of liberty!" Tigers and murdcer-
ers iiglt say this with. equal trutli. To destroy a man's
liberty is a 'riglitcously necessary act when his liberty is
being so abused as to unjustly destroy the liberty of
oiiers as was the liberty o the Boers. The Kruger
cliue enrtoied into a soleni', covenant ko grant civil ail
religieus libcty o settlers in the Transvaal, then tiey
broke tioir pl1edge by refusing liberty to the Britisl.
Entîgland is liglting lo deprive the Boers of their liberty
to set a soleiini compact at defiance; is Rghting te deprive
btie Boors of licrty tl eislave those le wiiom tIey sworo
to grai t liberty. The war being .rwaged is incomparah!y
mîrore a wai lfr the blrefit of tie people of the Tranrsvaal
thani for those of Enrgiai;l. The outecotie Of Eiglaird's
figiting will ba, to crusi a seii-barliarours oligar'ciy, by
wrhich the Boers mill be given the higirer, Sider, niobler

liberty cf -British subjects, the liberty cf civilisation.

DELAY INŽ ISSUING DEPARTMENT REPORTS.

nle repcrts of the various Departments of the publie
servce at Uttawa.have been so long delayed issuing as
to cause great ùissatisfaction iin 1arliairenu and the coun-
try. In earber days, when the Printing Bureau was nrot
equipped witiî niocierni machinery for domg rapid vork,
the 1epartinental Reports. were usually laid before;

£'arliament shortly after IA opened. Sore of these oili-
cial returins are necessary for the intelligent discussion
of questions annually arising in the flouse of Comnons.
To call Parliaient together before they are xeady is akin
tc the annual meeting of a bank beîng hield before a
statement is made up of the business of vie past year.
Oue cause of the delay was the precedence given to lIe
Auditor-General's intiated reports, about 18 or 20 of
which were issued in Martch. The report cf this ollicer
bas grown to sthi bulk as to be a nuisance vo all desiring
to consuit it. l'or soie years past iL lias been playing
the role of the serpent of Moses, whicih swallowed ap
those of the iîagicians. The resulIt ias been that no
Mllnister's report is now a complete statiement of the
work and allairs of his Departmuet.

The systemi cf placing part cf a Dcpartmental report
in one blue book and part of it in anotier is exceedingly
juIzziig to thre average persoît whî1o desires to consult tie
report of any separate Department, and iL gives, evei to
the initiate, a iost irritatng amnount of redious labour.
Th system is utterly contrary to business precedents and
practice. 1L looks as viouglh certain sections of each
Minister's flapartiental returns had been audited aid
the rest not so examinred and passed upon. Whetier
this is the case we can-ont say. But the systei of divid-
ing each statemnent into tio parts, each issued in a sep-
arate book, one certified aid the other no, justifies this
conclusion. It appeirs as if wliat is sent out as the
Miinister's report covers material not audited, and tIre
balance which lias been audited is found in the Auditor-
G eneral's Brobdignasian volume, or, in one of tie series
Ie publisies. We never could sec why the Auditor-
General's report should include such a vast mass of the
details of eicli Departnent. No business reason cari Wi
given for the extraordinary prominerce given to tlue
returns of this official. I is simply his duty to sec tIrt
the payments made in cach Department have been au-
thorized; that the voucliera therefor are in order; that
the accounts in connection therewith are correctly kept.
The Aiditor-General's report affirming the accnuracy of
the accounts inicluded in it ought to be attached to eacli
M.inister's report of his Departunent.

Ta spend throrsands of dollars in publîishing copies of
a limass of correspondence between the Auditor and otier
officials is worse thain rastel, it buîrdces the blue book
shelves with iraste paper. Not ce, por cent. of such
leters have tie slightest public interest. To publisi
then sees a iera displ'ay of official fussiness over very
si ale office incidents of no higher interest than the move-
monts of last season's shad flies. Sone letters are pub-
lisire d are- mere specinrens of tie cspats" wich h ave
oecirrcd between civil service officiais, tirat have ne iree
public value than would'be copies of their love letters, or'
excrange cf compliments with tradesmen. To keep
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Parlianient, the press, and the country waitng*for weeks
for the reports of the Cabinet Ministers, in order that
this kind of trash may be'distributed aarly, is an out-
rage. One serious evil of this systein of dual reports is
seen inl the imperfections found in sevoral of the more
important reports issued by Cabinet Ministers. . 'here
is an annoying lack of continuity and unity in certain
highly valuable and most inteiesting features. This,
probably, arises fromthe chief compiler of each report
supposing that the clerk in charge of the other is attend-
ing to what he is omitting.' Cabinet Ministers show
little respect for their own dignity, and small interest in
their Departmen-tal affairs, when they allow a subord-
inate official to issue in his own naine suich important
sections of the annual statements relating to their several
Departments.

THE PUBLIC REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE.

The last "Canada Gazette" shows that there was a fall-
ing oit in revenue .id expenditure on account of Con-
solidated Fund for thle mîonth of April; but the total re-
venues aund xpenitures for the ten montis of the fiscal
ycur are still in excess of satue period last year. The
revenue for April was $4,030,48.and expenditure $2,742,-
262, as comupared with $4,173, 859 reveaue and $2,852,-
929 expenditure in April, 1899. For the ten montis
the rcvenùe was $40,880,200 and expenditure $28,793,-
783, as comupared vith $37,232,700 revenue and $27,-
973,847 expenditure during the sane period last year.

THEf NICARAGUAN CANAL BILL.

Congress lias passed the Nicaraguan Canal Bill by a
vote of 225 to 35. The bill is little more than an et-
pression of opinion in favour of an isthimus canal being
built by the United States. Nothing is settled by this
action of Congress. The Clayton-Bulwer treaiy yet re-
mains; th route of the canal is not fixed; neither is it
determined to what extent, if any, it will be under Aie-
rican control. Congress eau neither imake, abrogate,
nor alter treaties, il can only say what it likes about
them, but, beyond talk and resolutions il lias 1O power
in that direction.

The bill passed by Congress lias six clauses. 'lie
first authorizes the President tu acquire land for a canai
from a point near Greytown, via Lake Nicaragua toBreto
on the Pacifie Occan. Clause 2 provides that when tie
land is acquired the President shall direct the Secretary
of War to consiruet the canal,whici nîst be large enough
for vessels of ti greatest size, with all necessary locks,
liarbours, etc. This clause contans the expression which
lias been, is, and will be nuch debated. ' h'le words are:
"The Secretary of War shall nake suei provisions or
defence as inay be necessary for tie safety and protection
of said canal and hiarbours." Clauses 3 and 4 provide
for surveys being made, and the tise oS lie Sai Juan
river, etc. Clause 5 provides for terns being made with
the States of Costa Rica, and Nicaragua for the use of ie
canal. Clause 6 provides for 10 millions being appro-
priated for the work, and fixes the entire cost at
$140,000,000.

The bill will probably not be considered by the Son-
aie before the presideiial election in Novcmiber. Bo-
fore a spade of earth is dug there will have to bc sonic
arrangement arrived at with En:gland, and other powcrs,
as well as surveys made and a plan decided upon as a
basis for contracts. These conditions iinply a long dce
lay. Any moveient to malke the Nicaraguan canal am
exclusively American possession will ment with elicetiv<c
opposition. The jphrase in the bill which authorizes Ilie
provision, of defensive works for the safety ami proic'-
tion of the canal will have to Ie. explaiied, and au inter-
national agreement.arrived at as to scope of .such d-
fences. Great Britain and the powers of Europe. will
not be satisfied to have American forts practically n
control of the canal.

The best way to keep.the waterway safe will be to give
every maritime power a direct interest in its safety as a
netral route, like the Siiez Canal, If the Un lited States
claini control they will have toprotect tc entrances by
men of war as well as by land batteries Such a sit-
tion would, practically, be the laying of a strip oi Unitd
States territory across the isthmus f Fanama with a
fprtified port a each end. We yenture to propicey
that this will never be carried, out, it is not ii e inter-
ests of the United States for suci a situation to.cxist.
The greatest Presidents, and, ablest 6f Anieriean s les-
men have pronounced, empiatically in lavo af a canal
across the isthmus being niade an open iigiway for the
world's commerce, freefroi al hîazard arising f rom lia-
tional jealousies created by any 'fori of ,restricted
control.

ENTERPRISE.

The latest development along the departmttent store
line is Lte conversion of the New York and Chicago
stores of the Sieget-Cooper Co. jnto a co-operative ent:-
prise. lhe capital sLock is fixed ait $24,000,000, of which
$14,250,000 is divided into 285,000 shares 6 per cent.
cumulative preferred stock of $50 par value, and $9,750,-
000 into 195,000 shares of connon stock of $50 par
value. $2,000,000 of comnon stock has been placed' iii
trust, the annual clividends of which will be distributed
tmionig employees of three years' standing, and stueb divi-
dendîs will be contintued for life to employees Yho, after
leu years' service, becone incapacitated for further em.
ploymntt, thutîs establishing a pension J'und for faithful
eimployees. The publie aire offered 200,000 of the 6 per
cent. preferred stock. A special deposit bas been piaced
vith tvo strong financial institutions to ensuire paynmelt

of this dividend.
IL is believed that the allotment of a certain share of

profits for benefit of the employces will be rewardecl by
more faithful service anmd courteous attention to patrons
of the stores, and that, by having thousamids of stock-
holdters fintncially interested in the company's welfare
n increase of business will be secured by their personal
influence. All profits beyond what are required to pay

dividends of 6 per cent. will lie distributed in the pro-
portion of oeit on preferred and two thtirds on com-
mon stock. TlIe experiment wvill be au interesting one
Lu wttchlî. Coloperation lias proved a fulure iii soet
cases, as the extra attention anticipttetI Cronii employees
has not been reatized. In this case the good results
expefted front hiviug thousards of intarested stock-
hiolders iiiay ba thwarted by the stock outside that helid
by the origiial proprietors being bouglit up and failing
into a few liands. No information is giveni as to the
present capital of the coucern, nor of the proits hitherto
made by its owners, nor of the extenît to whicli tiey wvill
ecoitinue to hold stock. bese particuitrs are neccss r:y
before a judgmîent can be formted as to the prospects tf
the iolders of common stock realizinîg lie 6 per cent.
dividend promised. The $2,000,000 of the preferred
stock, the dividencds on which will be distributedt to the
cmployees, will not be beld by them, so they will have i
voice in the management, a feature which detracts fromt
the alleged co-operative character of the enterprise.
'lose divideuids tire, iii faut, muerely a bonus proinsdl
for long and faitl t service, anîd, if the other stock a
en mulates in the hadils o speculattive buyers, or rich in-
vestors, the whole co-operative element will disappear.

IL lias been fouid ltat an innual bonus frot profits
is nlot electaiiil in secuiring better service than wages. l'i
a store ant assistatît wlo lias capacity, natural adaptî
bility for Ile work, taild right principles will be cour-
tions, diligent and anxious to do the best possible for te
proprietors interest without being pronused any specitl
ewar for faitiful service whereas one wiho is not adapt-

cd to such dluties as lire required, or whose principles arte
loose, cannot be iiadle by the prospect of a bonus to give
thorouighly satisfactory service. This has been the rock
upn whici mmuinbers of co-operative enterprises have been
wrecked.

SOUIlHERN COTTON PRODU OTION AND
INDJSTItIES.

lu. view of Lte opinion said to be gnerally entertained
in lte Soutliern States resp)ectinîg ie development of
cotton ntii cturintg in tIe Carolinîtîs and Georgia being
likely to consutne ill lie local crops, ti local paper lias
issued sone siatistics relating thereto. 'l it is the case,
aîs is illirmel, that i lie local conistunitption ii ihose States
is inicreasiig so fast as iaike iL probable 1he cotton grownt
ii thtei wvill only be suñliciei: for Jocal requ i retîments in i
few years, thlei local dleitîad for manLfactured cottois
vill Ilmitost crtainly be su îpliied by loial mils. They
will makilce gods wiitlout hlie ost niright on Lhe raw
mtîttierial to iortierin itills, nid the ireight back agaiin to
lhe soutiern iiairket of ilie finishted gocIs. 'lie "rades-
main",' gives hlie followiig statistics:

Carolinia, 4.00,000 haIes; Smith Sarolina, 776,000; Geor-
gia, 1,300,000.

These figures afford no support to [he belief in ic

early equalisation of the manufacturing capacity of tlhe
Carolinas and Georgia w-iii their production of iaw sot-
ton. To double thc nîuîmber of spindles in southern milis
in a few years in face of hie competition of the nortlhernl
mnînufacturers, will require hie local eapacity for con-
sunuption to increase at a rate of whiclh there is no pires-
ent sign.

FEMALE SUFFRAGE INCIDENTS.
Of flic capacity of the average woman to vote as intel-

ligently as tc average mîîan whbo is tliere dare to raise i
doubt? But, certain claims male by the advocates of
female sulffrage ve venture to even ridicule. We have
been told by then, in the niost absolulte teris, that the
presence of women at the polls wouild clarify the clection
sphere of all its evils. Disraeli in this tontroversy said,
lie sided with the angels, bmt Dizzy was a gallant of [ho
days of elivalry. A few recent incidenis prove, liait
there is a large elenent of hunan atiture in w'omen, as
well as in the inferior sex. At Tamilton recnitly no less
tha 1.8 women who are entitlel to rote wrere personated
frauduleitly at an election by tlheir lady neiglibours. At
Weiser, Idalho, UJ.S., a few days ago there was a civic con-
test. One of the femnle speakers ait a meeting called]
lier oppoient, "a porcelain faced doll." Thcrcupon a
lively scrap commencei, in the course of whic ite iloor
of tihe hall where the meeting was held iras strown witL
the debris of Easter bonnets,. wil pins of iaiy varieties,
belis, combs, artificial bend genr. handsful of bair. anCI a
niscellaneous collection of fragments of dry goods nid
millinery. Cross suinnionses ivere thien issucd. Whiea

the respective parties in the fray were tried a feinale jury
wias emfpanelled. No sooner bad they retired to consider
their verdict than the Court was-startled by yells and
sereanis from the jury rooi. Constables entered to find
the twelve woien fighting like furies. On being dis-
cha'rged their husbands and friends toolk up the quarrel,
until the town becane a pandemuoniun of brawlers.
Those of one set refused to attend churches where those
of the opposite set were in force, and to-day society in
Weiser is rent and torn by the factions generated by fe-
male suffrage. It is even said, that a Local inventor is
devising a wire cage tol be worn by the ladies of Weiser

-for the protection of their hats and bonnets when they
take their walks abroad. A similar outbreak of fermi-
nine enthusiasm over local polities occurred not long ago
in another Anerican City. If these are to be the resuIts
of women entering the .electoral arena ie claims of the
female suffrage advocates must be heavily disconnted.
Matt. Prior said of woman:

"Be to hlr vier tues very kind,
And to her faulIs a little blind.

But, when it cones to wonien personating, to calling an
election opponent, 'a porcelain facedl to fighting
in a pulilic bal] and jury roomi like infuriated cats, ive
draw a line, to snch faults we decline Co b "blind[ We
sec in) [hem proofs that woinan's sphere does not embrace
the political "stunp," or polling booti.
