TO0O MUCH STOCK.

The retail (-[1’;\‘ goods dealer who can afford to buy heavily
and earry o stock out of proportion to the size of his store
or the extent of his business, is justified in doing sp while
he sees profit ahead in such purchases. Bur for some ren-
son, not easily o\phmed there appears to be a certain dis-
regard for speedy turnover on the part of mnny retail dry
goods dealers, whose positions in the finanecial field would
seareely warrant the earrying of such a loud.

Reeent failures in the retail dry goods tradc in Montreal
reveal at once a Iack of judgment i buying. In evevy
large city there nre tempiations in the way of over pur-
chasing which are seldom thrust upon the dealer in smaller
places.  Close proximity to the wholesale houses. would
appear to give the latter a chance to wateh proceedings
and see that no causes for failure were cropping up, but on
the contrary, it seems to rather invite disvegard in many in-
glances. Tf a cily retailer is deemed worthy of extended
credit, ends of stoel and bargain lots will often be forded

‘upon his notice and before he is aware he findg he has morve

goods than his trade requires of him to keep. The keen
competition cx.isting calls on a hearing being given to
every proposition, but the shrewd vetailér is often led iuto
purchases. which it would otherwise have been wiser to
have avoided, through the fear that if he does not secure
a share of the bargains his near-by compelitors will have
an advantage over him and he will be behind in the race.
More than one instance of this has been seen in Montreal
during the past year in the cffort on the part of many
dealers to reduce fire stocks which were picked up in an

- enthusinstic moment and which were afterwards found *oo

hot o hold. Wholesale houses have, in some instancss,
shown much leniency in these cases—leniency extended on
account of outside buying in which they 'did- not share.

‘I'he public have a large interest in the maLter but up
to this time no intimation has been given as to whether
or not this important financial operation has been a suc-
cess, nor who are the parties to reccive the $1,500,000
of paid up stocl for services in obtaining the concessions.
In these respects we arc all in the dark, but it is rather
ominous that instead of the plans for a three million
bushel elevator, as provided for in the agreement,-to be
built between the canal basin and Windmill Point wharf;
a plan for an elevator of one million:bushel capacity was
sent o to the Harbour Board for approval and accept-
ance, the remainder to follow as the trade developed.

On the face of it this looks a strange proceeding. The
syndicate obtained from the Government and.the Hax-
bour Board the exclusive use of the south side of the
large canal basin, but thefe scems to he the:intention of
using only one-half of it even when their plans for stot-
age are complete. In the meantime the Canada At-
lantiec and Parry Sound Railway and other live going
concerns are asking for locations for elevators and are per— b
sistently bluffed off.

The Hull-Ottawa conflagration was one of 'those sud-
den calamities which are so disturbing to 'the business of
lire insurance.  In one day there was u loss intlicted
upon fire insurance.companies doing business in this
country amounting to 55 per cent. of their total prew-
ium receipts last year.  Yet those will all be paid, and,
with very few exceptions of tritling importance, the coin-
panies will, in all probability, pay as good dividends for
1900 as were earned last year. ‘Lhe Vietoria-Montreal
came through the ordeal with an insignificant loss, the
management having realized the imminence of those
dangers before the tire, that the fire impressed upon so
many sufferers, ‘I'he terms on which the stock is pro-
posed to be issued will be found on a later page. The
subscriptions from certain sections in which the stock is

‘proposed to be distributed have exceeded their propor-

tion by over fifty per cent. ‘Ihis speaks well
if)r the confidence felt in the managers of this compara-
tively new Camadian company, It is a good omen for

- uture business, that under the conditions detailed on 1

later page, there have been applications to the extent of
$230,000, or $80,000 more than the amount allotted-in
other quarters. ‘Lhis speaks well for the confidence el
in the managers by those to whom thdy are known

- throughout Canada. 1t is also a good omen for foreign
_business, if it is entered upon.

and the new company will, no doubt, enjoy its share

~of popularify in a wider sphere than the Dominion.

"0 FUTURE PULP AND PAPER PRICES.

The destruction of the large local pulp and pa,pe-z; mills
by the Hull-Ottawa lire, followed so rapudiy by the dam-
aging of the large mills of the same class at Grand Mere,
have ‘been generally regarded as presaging: an advance
in the prices of pulp and paper. ~ We have reason to
doubt this increase of prices taking place. The prdduc-
tion of the mills burnt or damaged was not sufficient to
so far reduce the available supply as to cause any scar-
city. The American pulp and paper mills have been
cnlarging their productive capacity on such a scale as.to
have caused heavy stocks to accumulate.  English buy-
ers are expecting prices of pulp-paper to fall, as the
English market is being - freely provided with supplies
Irom American mills, The consumption in -the Old
Country is enormous, so that, if Linglish experts consider
the American supplies are large enough 1¢ cause a re-
duction of prices in Great Britain, they must be so Targe
as to prevent any such scarcity in the restricted market
of Canada as to raise prices. The Graud Mere mills
sold to England and the United States, where they -
made but a small proportion of the supply. Looking,
then, at the prevailing conditions, and those anticipated
at an carly date, we consider it more probable that pulp
and paper will be cheaper in the near future than that
any advance will be made, : B

In the nine months ending 31st March iast, the United
States cxported 17,031,041 pounds of pulp, which was
6,986,122 pounds less than in same period up to ond
~In the same period, 1900, the imports
of pulp were 40,224 tons more. than in 1899.  These
facts support our contention that the American mills are
too heavily stocked to make an advance probable. OQut -
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of the newspaper produet of the Bddy mills, ; -smted flt 63
tons per day, over 40 tons were sent to anrla,nd so the
shortage of supply caused by the fire is little over one-
third that which it has been represented to be.

DELAY IN ISSUING DEPARTMENT REPORTS.

"Lhe reports of the various Departments of the public
servige ut Uttawa have been so long delayed issuing as
W cause great uissutisfaction in Parhiaiment and the coun-
try. in carbier days, when the Printing Bureau was not
eyuipped with wmodern machjuu_'y for downg rapid worlk,
the Departmental Reports were usually laid before
Some of these oili-
cial returns are necessary for the intelligent discussion
of questions annually arising in the House of Commons.
‘L'o call Parliament together before they are ready is akin
to the annual meeting of a bank bemg held before a
statement is mude up ol the business ol the pust year.
Une cause of the delay was the precedence given to the
Auditor-General’s inflated veports, about 18.or 20 of
which were issued in March.  ‘The report of this olficer
bas grown to sueh bulk as to be & nuisance to all desiring
to consult it.  For some years past it Las been playing
the role of the sérpent of Moses, whicih swallowed ap
those of the magicians. The result has been that no
Minister’s report is now a complete statement of the
work and allaivs of his Departnent. '

"Lhig system is uLLuly contrary to business precedents and
practice. 1t looks as though certain sections of each
Minister’s Departmentol returns had been gudited aad

this is the case we canvot sny.  But the system ol divid-
ing each stalement inte two parts, each issued in a sep-
arate book, one ceriified and the other not, justifies this
conclusion. It appears as it what is sent out as the
Minister’s report covers malerial not audited, and the
balance which has been audited is found in the Auditor-
General’s.

THE NICARAGUAN CANAL BILL.

Congless has passed the Nicaraguan Camal Bill by a
vote of 225 to 35.  The bill is little more than un ex-
Ppression; of opinion in favour of an isthinus canal being
built by the United States. Nothing is settled by this
action of Congress. The Clayton-Bulwer treaty yet re-
mains; the route of the canal is not fixed; neither is it
determined to what extent, if any, it will be under Ame-
rican control.  Congress can neither make, abrogate,
nor alter treaties, it can only say what it likes about
them, but, beyond talk and resolutions it has no power
in that direction.

The Dill passed by Congress has six clauses. The
first authorizes the President to ncquire land Lor a canal
Irom a point near Gireytown, via Lake Nicaragua toBrelo
on the Pacific Ocean. Clause 2 provides that when the
land is acquired the President shall direct the Sceretary
of War fo construct the canal,whieh must be large enough
for vessels of the greatest size, with all necessary locks,
harbours, ete. 'I'his clause contams the expression which
has been, is, and will be much debated. - The words ava:
“The Secretary of War shall make such provisions for
defence as may be necessary Lor the safely and protection
of said canal and harbours.”  Clauses 8 and 4 provide
for surveys being made, and the use of the San Juan
ri\'er, Ltc Clause 5 plovulcs J.Ol Lclms bnmﬂ nnde w1th
canal.
