AN IDLE ROMISH BRAG.

The press sgents of Romanism in England
and elsewhere take frequent ocossion to magnify
the progress of the Roman mission in that
country. Of late thoy have been mors indus-
trious than usual, and—more unfortunate.
Hardly had they published the fact (?) of tho
secession of Viscount St. Cyres to the Roman
communion than his futher publicly denied it
and added that Lord 8t. Cyres had no thouaght
of any such thing, A simultaneous publioation
of a ‘wild rush Romewards' has lod to an inves-

tigation of the facts. The ‘wild rush’story is
supported by some romarkable figares; but
they do notseem to belong to the Washingtonian
olass of figures that do not lie, and other figurea
toll ancomfortable trutha,

The ‘wild rueh'is proved by an unproved
allegation that ‘the usual statistics of condi.
tional baptism and oconfirmations (in R Q,
ohapels) juat presented show (hat tho numbers
of conversions in each of the filteen dioceses of
England ravges from 700 to 1,000 annually.
Lot us oall it 880, and then it will appear that
in the last forty years of the mission there
must have been a gain of something over 500,~
000 ‘converts.’ Now, in 1840, the Roman
Catholics in England numbered 300,00, und in
thesfige yeurs between 1846 and 1851 that
nnmber was increased by an immigration into
Hogiand of 700,000 Irish Rovaan Catholics, The - -
Irish immigration has bosn constant, but we
may disregard it as an elament in- our oalenlu-
tion except for those years, We may likewise
disregard the constant immigration of Roman
Catholic_Germans, Itulisns and other foreign
Roman Catholics, which is shuwn by the censns,
snd all onloulation of birthe in Roman Catholig
familios since 1840, Taking, then, only tho
figures given above, it appears that, if tho ‘rush’
story is true, there must now be at least 2,000,-
000 Roman Catholios in Hngland., Instead of
that, however, the Romsan Catholio ‘Society for
the Propsgation of the Faith' puts the whole
pumber at 1345000 ; so that, if the Roman
Mission has really gained 500 000 converts from
the Church of Evgland and the Protestant dig=
senters, it must have lost 646030 of its own
people! Ifit bad made no vonverts at all, the
same figures would show that it had lost 146,000
of ite own people! In view of the elemenls of
the problem which we have chosen not to
reckon, the probabilities are that the namber of
converts has been infinistesimally small, and
that the losses has been enormously great,
Most assuredly there is not much to brag about
in this exhibit of the net rosult of forty or fifty
years' work of the Roman mission in England,
with fifteon Bishops and & Cardinal at their
head to manage its affairs, Itshows thatsince
1851 the ratio of Roman Catholios to the whole
population has been diminished, not increased,
and in fact that, since 1851, there has been an
absolute dead loss, with noth.ng whatever as
an offset.

‘We take no satisfaction in the losses ot any
Christian body anywhere; but wedo take great
satisfaction in the exposure of the systemastio
and mendaocious brag of & ‘wild rush’ of converts

from the Church of England to the Churoh of
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Rome with which the English Romanists eu- | Againgt the infinate variety of beliefs, from

deavour to mask the conapicucus and dismal
failare of their schismatioc Bnglish mission,
Some of them, it is true, are more candid. Thus
the Church Times quotes the following state—
ment made by 8 Roman Catholic clergyman in
a conference at Wigan : ‘Never (he said) since
Rlizabeth ascended the throne had the prospeots
of the Roman Catholic Church been darker in
England. In most parts of the country the
Church was losing numbers, not only relatively
but absolutely. Liverpool was the only diccese
inthe country which showed an increase of
Catholios, and even there not proportionately
to the increase of population, On the whole,
it reems that the ‘rush’ story need not greatly
alarm the Chorch of England. How it strikes
the mapagers of the iniruding Roman schism,
they need not take the trouble to enguire.~—

poeed in the early days of the Chureh, ig, ag
Hooker * observes, needful slways, It shonld be
kept withou! gloss or parsphrase for the sake
~ of suthority, During the agitslion against the
Athanasisn Creed in Xngland, twenty years
ago, both Dr. Pusoy and Canon Liddon declared
that, if the Crecd wero touched, they should
resign thoir proferments, and should be com-
pelled 1o reconsider their position in the Church
of Hogland, Their feeling was shared by
Bishop Christopher Wordsworth and Dean

Goulburn, Dear Stanley, wko was one of the
opponents to the liturgic use of the Creed, was
obliged nevertheless to acknowlcdge it to be
A triumph pean of the orthodox faith;” and
Canon Kirgsley appearad, 1owards the end of
hia life, a8 u champion of the Athanarian Creed,
msintuiing that it ought notto be read ina
Parilan rense T In an earlier age Luther had
spoken of it a8 the most important and glorious
composition sinco the days of the Apostles. §

The practical importance of the Athanasian
Creed in modern Christendom cannot be over-
estimuted, It i8 a olear enunciation of the
fundamenial dootrines of the Catholic Faith,
To ihe clorgy its distinet and acourate expres-
gions should serve as tormulas for the ocorreci
statoment of tho highest truths. To the laity
also familisrity with the Athanasian Creed
would bo a direot advantage, Among the
Italian laity, who scldom or mever hear the
Quicungue, the want of a sound olomentary reli-
gious knowledge i8 motorious. Many Roman
priests regrot the loss which lay peoplo thus
suffer, snd thero have beon some proposals to
insert it inlo the Office of Benediotion, Many
English Nonconformists have testified to the
belp, in laying hoild to the dootrine of the
Trinity, found in the Athanesian Creed, On
its value in the insiruction of neophytes,
Missionary Bishops have insisted. Bishop
Clanghton found it nseful smong the natives of
Cey lon, Bithop MoDougall among his Chinese
converts in Borneo, and the (late) Bishop of
Liohficld among the Macrics of Now Zosaland,
The late Bishop Cotton, too, having gone to
India with some prejudices against the use of
the Athanasian Creed, found it so valuable ss
an sntidote against the various forms of
Oriental theosophy, that he becamo one of the
most earnest advooates for its use in congrega-
tional worship.}

Tho heresies which the Creed was designed
to meet more than a thousand years 8go, are
oropping out afresh, Call them by what name
you will, Arianism, Sabellisnism and Apollina-
risnism have been revived in modern times,

high Ariapism to agnosticism, which Unitariana
admit find a shelter under their denomination,
againat the forms of Polytheism and panthe-
ism, with which the atmosphere is oharged, the
Athanasian Creeed is & well- tempered weapon,
not, a8 & Boston pewspaper oalled - it, behind
the times, but ready for instant and perpetual
nge.—Exchange.

making a profession of religion and ooming
into the Church, Itis true we may not judge
motives, bat it frequently appears on the sur-
face what inflaence is predominant in shaping
aotion. And, sadly enough, too often it hap—
pens that it is not that influence whioh should
underlie 8ll others aad stand first, namely, the
doing God's will and honoring His name, That
which lies at the root of the troubls is the mis.
taken impression that the Church is an institu-
tion. either to bo patronized by us, or omt of
which we can get the most things that will
mak> life and the world sgreeable, While the
trath is, we owe to God our service, our love,
the firat and bost fruits of bcdy and soul; and
the place to render this service is in His Church,
ag & soldier of Christ, & worker in His vineyard.,
But with this mistaken idea, either from ignor-
anoe or self-sceking, men put on the Christian
olouk becanse it helps their business, becanse it
gives them a standing in sooiety, or bzoanse it
18 the proper thing with ‘our set’ And we
might go on with a rather dreary oatalogue of
the wrong reasons why people take to religion,
whioh, while it illustrates the frailty of haman
natore sud the ease with whioch msn are de-
ceived and deceive themselves, yet also sets
forth the fact that all sorts and oconditions of
men, both the shrewd and the stupid, regard
the Chureh and religion a8 instruments both of
gooduess aud of power.—Church News, St. Louis.

TRUE DISCIPLESHIP,

manner. This parable of the net, that of the
tares and the laborers in the vineyard, all
olearly empnasize the fact that the bad, tha
idle, and the useless wonld find their way into
the Church, Novartheless, the faithful Chris.
tian is not to fold his hands in despair baceuse
he can not clean out the tares at onoe, or pre-
vent their growth; nor is he to shelter himself
under the complacent belief that God will take
care of all these things, and relieve him from all
ornoern and ocare and toil. In the wonderful
ways of God to men, while He assures the heart
of the believer that He reigns, and orders all
things and events, yet He expeots every disci-
ple to do his daty, and fulfil his responsibility;
as though the entire result depended upon him,
The Church cannot be purified at onoe, but even
the least effort that tenda to deepen the spirit.
usal life ia & contribotion in that direction, We
maust get rid of the idea that religion is simply
a dresa for the moral character, to ba put on to
meet the requirements of our sdcial environ-
ment, True Christian discipleship means, in
the firat place, oblivion of seif as the underlying
motive; it means loyalty to Christ, not only
without regard to surroundings, but in all sorts
of surroandings —loyalty which sesks not how
much can bs gotten fur self, but how much oan
ba done for others, and especislly a loyalty
which is unchanging in its devotion to the

MARRIAGE AND DIVORCE.

“The lamentable position of the marriage ro-
lation in the United states is evidenced by the
following extract from a secular paper. It on-
forces the necessity of adhering firmly to the
rale of the Churoh :

‘The American Bar Assooiation has taken
action to seonre “uniform legislation in several
States a8 regards & number of important sobjscts
bat mainly that of marriage and divores, the
uncertaintios and variations of the law respect:
ing whioh have long constituted & scandal and
disgrace, Instead of one fixod law of marriage

and diverce obtaining, the people of the United
states are subjeoted in their domestic relations
to forty odd oodes of law—a condition of things
which does not present itself in any other oivi-
lized country ic the world, In socarcely two
states are the laws upon this point alike, and
the result is that cases are constantly arising in
which only the courts can determine whether a
woman is 8 wife or a mistress, & widow ora
false claimant ; whether children are legitimato
or the reverse; and whether oertain persons
are hoirs and entitled to inherit or not. The
complexity is, of coarse, greatly inoreased by
the ease with which divorces are obtained snd
re-marrisges maltiplied, As a oonsequence of
these conditions the utmost uncertainty exists
as {0 what constitutes & valid marringe, for
under the laws of one State a woman may be &
lawfal wife, but under those of another, should
she change her plave of residence, a person
living in a state of conoubinage. The reform
is likely to be slow, and must come from the
geveral States themselves, until sach time a
least a8 Congress 0an be empowered to legislate
upon the guestion by a constitutional amend:
ment, Meanwhile the oconditions existiog
oconstitute, as they have for long done, & staln
upon the nation,’

not tikely to meet them again in Synod., At
the time k2 said that his date of leaving was
uncertain, bat he did not think he wounld be
here for many more months ; now, however, it
is understood that he is not likely to leave be-
fore next year,

COanon Ellegood, Reotor nf St. James ; the Rev.
G. O, Troop, Reotor of St. Martin's; the Rev.
W. Cunningham, Reotor of St, Luke's ; and the
Revs. Tucker, Everett, and the Rector of the
parish the Rev. J. Ker, B.D,; Dr. Davidsor,
Q.C., Messrs, George Hague, J, J. Brown, ar-
obiteot; W, MoWood, J. S, Hall, ar,, aud otbers,
A special form of servico was used and at the
proper place therein the stone vas laid in the
presenco of 1the Bishop by Mr. W. MoWood, the
oldest member, probably, of the congregation,
and also delegate to Synod and one of the
building committee. Addresses wore then do-
livered by the Very Rev. The Doan of Montreal,
the Archdeason, Dr. Norton, Canon Ellegood,
Geo. Hazue,” Eeq,, and Dr. Davidson, after
which a eollootion in aid of the building fund
was taken up which amonnted, we believe, to a
considerable sum,

The building is being erected according to
plans of John J, Brown, Hsq., arohiteot, and will
be somewhat imposing in character, and accom-
modate probably abeut 700 people. It is ad-
mirably situated on the corner of Wellington
and Fortune sireets; a position whioh bat &
fow yoars ago would have been considered ‘quite
out in tho country.” Thero has beon, however,
very rapid cxtension of tho oity in thia section,
and & large community has arisen wost of the
railway orossing at Point 8t. Charlos and ex.
tending out towards the munisipalities of Ver~
don and Ccte St Paul. Tho parish is ono of
the most important in the ity in its capabilities
of good in the future; and both Rector and
people are to be congratnlated upon their effort
to meet the requirements of this scotion of the
city, and upon the progress already mado,
Judging from that portion of the building which
was erevted at the time tho oormer stone was
laid it bids fair to be & substantial and beautiful
siructure,

This scotion of the oily originaily formed
part of the Parish of 8t. Staphen and was under
control of Rev, Canon Kllegood, who in his
address gave somo most interesting partioulars
of the old days when there were bat few Church
people in Point St. Charles. The beginning of
the work was the erection of St. Stophen's
School honse, for many ycars past known as
Grace Cburch school houss, aud thoreafter
through the warm interest of the late C. J,
Brydges, Esq., the present Graco Church was
orected on a spot which soon bescame almost
sarrounded by the Grand Trunk yards and is
now required for that purpose, The firat
vestry meeting was held on April 20th, 1871,
four days after the opening ofthe present Graoce
Church and shortly after the appointment of
the late Rev. Canon Bolcher as the Reotor of
the Parish. Amongst those present at the
moeting was Mr, Wm, MoWood, who has ever
since remained conneotod intimately with the
Parish rendering warm and hearty smpport,
and who is at presont the Treasurer of the
Building Fand, Mr, Andrew Stark, sr, was
another of such vestrymen and still remains
connented with the Parish, Canon Belcher
filled the position of Reotor for about 18 years,
and died in January, 1889, regrotted and be—
loved of all, He was sancceeded by the Rew:
John Ker, B.D,, a graduate of Trinity Collego,
Toronto, Under his administration the Parish
has rapidly developed, and the congrogations
increased till the old Church was absolutely
inadequate to meet the requirements ; hundreds
being torned away at tho different services,

It is estimaled that the new Church will cost
abont £30,000, The basement will be of Mon-
ireal lime-stone and wiil beused for Sunday
school purposes, the Church itself being of red
pressed brick, The Building Commitiee ocon-
sigts of the Reotor and Messra, MoWood,

Oatram, Holt, and Powles, -
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HustiNgDON.—S3t John's Church here was
re-opened on Sunday week. sftor complete ro
novation in the interior, The Lord Bishop of
the Diocese was present snd took partin the
gervicea, The work has been done in Accor-
dance with designs and specifioations by Messrs,
Castle & Sons, Montreal, and the Church is now
one of the moat tasiful in the rural parts of this
Diocese. At the opening rervice in the morn-
ing the Chancel and Holy Table wero decorated
with flowers and floral croes, The Rev. H
Gomery, the Incumbent, said Prayers and the
Lord Bishop of the Dioccese proached and was
the celchrant at the Communion. In the after.
noon a Litany Bervice was held. oboral in
character, and at whioh thore was & large
sttendance. Mr. Gomery in his address reforred
to the year 1841, when the Bizhop of Quaebec
gent the first Pastor, Rev, Mr. Panther, and
remarked that in those days ‘more gathered
within the walls of the old Church tharp now
do within those of the new; and it seomed a8 if
the first settlers apprecisted more the consola—~
tion of the Gospel and male greater eacrifices
in order to be present at the Church services.'
He spoke of the members living in Now Ireland,
traversing swamp end mire o get to Church,
ard young mon and women coraing fifty mites
in order to bo confirmed by tho thon Bishop of
the Dicoese, the R ght Ryv. De. Mountain, The
present Bi<hop of the D.coss, Right Ruv. Dr,
Bona, (ordained in 1840 for gimilur work in the
adjoining Mission) would give them porsonal
information in regard to these early daya.

The Bishop then delivered sn saddress in
which he gave many intercsting reminiscenoes
of his work some fifiy yesrs ago in this neigh~
borhood* His Mission fiold then extended from
St. Jobn to Hinchinbrooke, with centro at
Rugselitown Fints. Hepaid: “The amount of
earnestness then shown, put Lo shame many of
the present day, and the scttlers of that time
exhibited deep, intense gratitude for our
labors.'

Ho formed a class of 46 men, women and
children with a view to Baptism, and siter six
months' preparation sdministered the rite on
two succensive days. The meetings wero gene-
rally held in schoolhouscs, sand he remembared
how Genllo's was orowdod to overflowing,
people standing ontside. Often on his rounds
ho was kopt up to two und three in the morn:
ing in houses wheroin he lodged, by persons
wailing to ask questions. I was forced to think
to bo able to give satisfactory avswers, With
Mr. Dawes he had nssistod in organizing 13
Sunday echools in Hemmingford alone, His
experience in dealing with the people of the
new solilements taught him the necoessity of
seding that people undorstood what they heard
und of giving not & sophistioal bat & solid
answor 10 overy quostion pubin earnest ; and
purents should look well to it, that they shonld
g0 answer thoir ¢hildren. Mr, Dawes and him-
gelf wero sont out to ask the quosiion, ‘Are
there avy here who wish tho ministrations of
the Church of England? In 18 months we
hod three hundred communicants, How did two
men cffoot that? It was done by every one
brought under our influence going forth to
bring others in, and he did not bolieve in the
genuineness of the conversion of anyone who is
oontent to evjoy tho divino blessing without
seoking 1o briag othors under its inflaence,

After the cffertory, which was for theim.
provements of the Charch, Mr, Gomery paid &
warm tribnte to Mr, Jennings' servicos as
superintendont of the Sunday school for the
past five yoars and oxpressed the rogret of the
congregation at his romoval, The Bishop
followed in a few earnest seuiences in praige
of him and of all who lsbor for the improve-
meont of ohildren,

In tho evening, the Bishop preached at St.

FRELIGHSBURG, — The oonscoration of the

which ia fixad for the 20th Sept: inst,, is & mat-
ter of more than ordinary aud local interest.

The Church replaced, the first in the Hastern
Townships, which had been erected in 1803 by
the Hon, and Rev. C. J. Stewart, who after-
warda besame Bishop of the Diocese of Qaebeo,
thén embracing all the Dicoceses of British
North America. The charch so erected was
consecrated on the 29th Jan, 1809, when a
multitade of persons, drawn doubtless from
hundreds of miles around about came to witnees
the opening of this the first-place-of worship,
(in Mr, Stewsrt’s own words), ‘ through this
whole region of country” It was largely
through the genorosity of Mr, Stewart that this
and another church in St Armand Eust was
orected. This church was a plain wooden
building with little pretention to, yet by no
means devoid of, churchly charaoteristids, and
it served the purposes of the parish until 1880,
a poriod of seventy-one years, during the Rec—
torship of Mr, Stewart himself, his immedi-
ate sucoessor. the Rev. Dr. Reid. and the
present third Rector of the purish, Rev. Canon
Davidson, in part. Many were the memories
conpeoted with, aod deep wes tho sffotion felt
by tho people in the parish  f Si, Armand East
{or, this old buildizg, and for many years after
Canon Davidson entered spon his Roctorate,
though desirone of baving an edifice more snited
to the requirements of public worship and more
in keeping with the ability of the peoplo, he
was unable tc indnce his parishioners fo asieat
to its removal, ‘The present building was be-
guo in 1880, aud is one in appointments, size
and style, probably unequalled ontside the city
of Montreal, solid in every particnlar without
sham of any sort. The windows are filled with
staived glaes; the interior is finished in brick
with epen gothic roof, and the chancel is capa-
oious aud ohurchlike. The erection of such &
buildicg, almost entirely without outside aid,
taxed to tho fullest extent the power and capa-
oity, not alone of the parishioners but of the
Roctor ; and, indsed, had it not been for the
censolors enmergy snd perseverance of Canon
Davidson, tho building would, in all probability,
never have been commenced, and when com-
monoed would have probably been of very
differont proportions, and have cceupied much
grealer time than was taken in connsction with
the progont ome. It was opened, almost as
complete 8s it is {o day, in 1884, and with but
& fow dollurs indebtedness upon it, This has
now been removed, and it is to be formally
conseorated and sot apart for the sarvice of Al-
mighty God, in accordanoe with the Order of
the Churoh of Ergland, on the approaching
Pestival of St. Michaol and All Angels.

It is interesting to note in connection with
this parish that during a period of probably
ninety years, there have heon hat tAree Ractors,
an exceplional thing in the history of the
Church of England in this new land, Mr
Stewart was succeeded by tho Rev. Jumea Raid,
instituted as Reotor in 1815, who continued in
uninterrupted posseseion for nearly fifty years,
dariog which time he held the settled affection
of his people and gained distinotion in the
Churoh ; the degree of Dootor of Divinity boing
conferred upon him by Biskop’s College, Len
noxville, and aleo being appointed a Caron to
Christ Churoch Cathedral by the late Biskop
Fulford, He is to this day lovingly remom=-
bered by many a one within the bounds of the
perish of St, Armand East, In 1864, on his
demise, the Rev. J. Burrows Davidson, M.A.,
(Bishop's Col., Len., and McGill Col , Montreal),
who had been his assistant for some time pre-
ocoding his death, was chusen a3 his sucoessor
and third Rector of the parish, and has con-
tinued in ocoupation thereof from that till this,
in like maoner securing the affeotion and
confiienoe of his people, He has been since the
formation of the Diovessn Synod & prominent
and lending member, and bas also received
from the Bishop of the Diocese that mark of

Bishop Stewart Memorial Church in this place,

spproval which is indicated by his appointment

to one of the Canonries of Christ Church Cath-
edral, in like mavner as his predecessor hag
been by Bishop Falford, He is well known in
the Churoh a8 an exceedingly able writer ang
thcaghtfol preacher and an indefatigahle
worker; a8 i evidenced by the permanent aud
sbiding monumont created in the erection of
this Churab, costing when finished, (including
the 1.100 pipe organ by Warren of Toronto),
sbhout $15,000. As might be expeoted, spaciul
preparation has been made for tho consecration
services, and it is expected that a very large
namber of people will’ be in attendance, The
Lord Bishop of the Diocess will be prossnt,
and probebly a8 number of the clergy.

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

Pokt RoBinsoN,—The re-opening of §t, Puul’s
Church sfier the completion of the work of
altering and improving the intorior, calls for
more than & mere passing notice.

The building dates back to the year 1844. the
third year of the incumbenoy of the lato Rev.
Dr. Fuller, who was the first Ractor of tbs
parish of Thorold and Port Robiason. While
Dr. Faller was in chargo of tho parish he kept
a oarofal record of the leading events of the tW0
congregations, The book a hioh contains this
history is in charge of the present Reotor, Rov.
P. L. Spencer, who has kindly placed it at ouF
disposal for reference, Bslieving that an &¢
count of the early condition of St, Paal's coo-
gregation, and of the first meetings for.worshnp
and business held within the church, will prove
interesting to our readers, we quote some parar
graphs from the parish record. The firat ds
soribes the servioe held on the opsning daf)
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little more than forty seven years ago, and is

as follows :

¢ Qn the Sunday safter Ascension day, being
the 19th day of May, 1544, the new ohurch of
St, Paul’s, Port Robinson, (of which Maessrs.
Dilly Colemsan, George Jordsn, J. H, Lacey and
David Babershaw had heen the building com.
mittee, snd Hr. H, W. Tims their treasurer,
and Mr, John Warner the bu'lder) was opened
for divine service., The day was most auspi-
cions, sud the congregation, which completoly
filled the chourch, appeared gratified and profis-
ed by the services of the day, On this inter-
esting oocasion the Sacrament of the Body and
Blood of Christ was administered for the first
time in Port Robinson. Communioants: Mrs.
Fuller, Mr. and Mrs, Peter Lampman, My, Geo,
Keefor, Mrs. Xoofer, Mr, and Miss Bradley,
Mrs, Jamen Keefer of 8t, Peter's, Thorold, and
Mre, Lacey, Mrs, Boyle, Mr, snd Mrs. Haber-
thaw, Mr, and Mrs, Caoniff, Mr. and Mrs, Gar.
dincr, Mr. Comer, Mrs, Walter Biggar, Mr, and
Mre, James Wilson, Mrs. Todd and Mrs. Roav-
ley.

With reference to this extract, it is well to
state ihat although the service thus desoribed
was ibe first held in the Port Robinson churel,
gervices had been previously hold by Dr, Fuller
during & period of three years in the old frame
school houee, which still stards in the village.
Two or three members of the congregation can
recollect attending thoee earlier services.  Ij is
also well to observe that the list of the com-
munioants given above does not seemingly in-
tlude the names of all who were present at the
Holy Communion, as after the last name oconrs
s blank, which it was evidently the intention of
tae rev, recorder to supply after further thought
snd inquiry. This blank will explain the ab-
sence of the name of any person whose children
row aliye have been led to believe thai & father
or mother not mentioned was present at the
first communion,

The first vestry meeting was held on the 25th
May, 1844, at whioh were present heside the
Rector of the parish (Rev, Mr, Faller,) Mossrs.
Colemsn, Havershaw, Gardiner, Jordan, Laoy,
Davis, Brown, Canniff, Pierce and Shannon.
Amongst other resoiutions passed was one in
the following terms:

‘That these who will rent seats will always
be glad to accommodate those who will wish to
sttend the church and bave no seats therein,
and that the sexton shall be instructed to rhow
respectable persons into anyseat in the church.’
Alter a few years the free seat system was
adopted and has been the unfailing rule since
that time,

Tke church as at first constructed was a sab-
stantial frame building, painted white both
inside and outside, Very little was dowe to
alter its appearance until Canon Robarte, who
succeeded the second Rector, Rev. Dr. Reed,
took charge of the parish, Ther the chancel
was improved by the addition of & wooden re-
redos and the introduction of choir benches and
other suitable chancel furnitore,

Lately, under the supervision of the present
Lector audhis energetio assistant, Rev. W. J.
Piggott, who have been agsisted by a committee
of earnest, progressive members of the congre-
gation, the church has undergone such renova-
tion and adornment as have made it lock, so far
88 the interior is concerned, like some new
building, While the general appearance has
been greatly improved, special attention has
been given to the windows. A beautifully ex-
ecuted atained glass window, containing as its
Eungct St. Paul with the customary Roman or
straight sword in his hand, suggestive of his
martyrdom, cccupies & place in the chancel
wall, This has been presented by the members
of the Coleman family in memory of their
fathor and mother, D.lly and Sarah Coleman,
who died respectively on Jan. 4ih, 1868 and
Jan, 16th, 1887, Other windows, beautiful but
less elaborate, ocewpying places in tho side

walls, commemorate persons with the dates of
their decease, as follows :

Hugh Ross, Nov, 19th, 1878 ; Wm. B, Jaok-
son, Jaly 26th, 1882; Wm. Reavley. Feb, Tth,
1885 ; George Jordan. Dao, 27th, 1852. John
B. Abbey, Deo. 12th, 1877 ; Mary A. Willson,
April 8th, 1888, Catherine and her grandson,
Cameron Heavely, The members of the Gris-
dale family purpose adding another window,
which is to bo placed above the front entrance.

DIOCESE OF BRITISH COLUMBIA:

The Bishop in his address to the Synod thus
speaks of the proposal for the consolidation of
the Churoh in Canada :

I have received a letter from the Bishop of
Toronto asking me to lay before this Synod s
oopy of & scheme for the consolidation of the
Church of England in British North America,
which was drawn up by a Conference of dele-
gates from various Dioceges meeting at Winni-
peg on the 16th August, 1890, He requests I
will communicate to them, through him, any
resolation which may be passed, for its adoption
or otherwiso.

1 bave already, in the last Synod in Qotober,
laid before you my reasons for dissenting from
the oonclusions arrived at in Winnipeg. Far-
ther consideration has confirmed my objections,
which I find are entertained aleo by the Bishop
of Ontario, who, within the last few weeks has
nddrossed his Synod on the subject, He con-
siders the scheme ‘s method unprocedented,
unnecessary, and an innovation of a serious
kind,’ and he proceeds to show that 4 General
Synod, such as is proposed, would produca con-
fugion, clash with the Provincial Synods, and
perhaps destroy their life.

- It is not meant that we deny there may be a
hi zher Synod above the Diocesan and Provin-
oial for apecial difficalties and to meet very
cooasionally, but the objection is to a third
deliberative assembly as & normal system, What
8coiety, Churoh or Civil government could bear
the weight of a three-fold normal system of
legislation ? Instead of tending to union it
would surely produce dissension and compel
severance by a strain of a novel and superflaons
plau of government unknowa to the precedents
of the Charch, There &are other objections
whioh I need not now refer to, but, in conclu-
sion, I will allnde to the statemont that a chief
objeot of the echeme is “to prevent the possibil-
ity of the isolated Kcclesiastical Provinces
drifting asunder in the course of tims, not only
in minor practioces, but in fundamental truths.’

This danger of ‘drifting asunder’ is, I think,
muoch exsggerated. There has been no instance
of such defeotion anywhere in the now world-
wide Anglican Communion. The independent
sotion of Provinoes has been productive only
of good results, Some diversity on minor
points does not impair the general nnity of
essential principles, No one has suggested the
need of consolidation of the Provinces of Ireland,
Eogland and Episcopal 8cotland, or of enabling
them by such means to speak with ore voice.
Yet thers can be no guestion of their perfeot
harmony, and of their one mind and irflaence
in all essentials. So may it be with the Pro-
vinces of the Dominion,

There are many safeguards, Eaoch olergy-
man is bound by his ordination vows, the de.
olaration of assent, and by the oanonical
obedienoe, above all, by the Book of Common
Prayer and the Ordinal, to preserve the unity
of the {aith, the order and discipline of the
Church, Each Bishop is also bound, not only
by his sacred vows bofore the Altar, bat by the
cath of canoniosl obedience to his Metropelitan,
All are bound by the canons and coramon law
of the Church Catholic. A hard and fast con-
sentual compaot, recoguizable in the civil conrts
of & country, safeguards the unity of the Faith
and of the Church,

Though for all ordinary and even extraordi.
pary matters, the tribunal of the Provincial

principle that appesls should be ended in the
Provinoial Court, yet should any grave emer.
genoy arise there are procedents ready to defing
the methods of redress. The Bishop of Ontario
while rejecting as unprecedented and unpracti-
osble the Winnipeg scheme, suggests the
creation of an appellate tribanal, This is g
difioult subjeot, needing time, thought ang
learning to mature, Probably a simpler remedy
can be found, Happily we have no epaciai
emergency &t present to osuse us the slightest
snxiety, Let us strengthen our Provincia)
organization and frust in God for wisdom and
8UOCess.

mirror the Church's life and expose the schomes
of her enemies to0 injare her ? If the sncouss of
the Church’s foos has fallea sbort of their inten-
tions, it has beer owing at least in great part
to the unceasing vigilenoe of the Caunrch nows-
papers, which have exposed their devicas, sud
forearmed a8 woll as forewarned Charok folk.
Yot the Church papers are, for the most part,
left to fight the battle, supported only by &
handfal of Church peopls, If every Church
household supplied itself with ‘a Church paper,
and read it, there wonld be muoh less of the
painful inability to refute the libels which are
ciroulated about the Church. Instead of dafend-
ing her like heroes, too often her sons—con-
founded by their igmorance—are obliged to
remain like dumb driven cattle in the strifo.
Shame on them that it is so. The Rimsu
Catholics set them a better example. S»do
also the Nonoonformists. Thoir journals sre,
relatively to their numbsrs, far strongoer than
ours, because they support them.

Church Bells :

The death of Bishop Caldwell, of Tinnevelly,
has removed & notable figure from the Indian
mission field, after over half & century of devot-
ed labour. His namo will ever bo inseparably
linked with missionary work ir South Indis.
It is exceedingly difficult to give an ides of the
extent of his infloence there, The mere faot
that there were, after thirty-six years of work
at Idaiyangudi, 6000 baptized Christians at that
station, tells nothing of the social and industrial
progress made by the people of the large dis-
{riot attached to the station, His consecration,
in March, 1877, at Calcutta Cathedral, as Coad~
jutor Bighop to the Bishop of Madras, was a
fitting sequal to the years of labour at Idaiyan-
gudi, The 8. P.@ missions in Tinnevelly
were then placed under his care. They
¢mbraced more thsn six hundred villages,
containing almost forty thousand Christians,
whbo were ministered to by forty-six clergymen,
fow of whom were Europeans, Right well did
the Bishop throw himself into his new work.
His tall, commanding figure was soon & fami-
liar object in all the villages, whose inhabitants
quickly learnt to kuow bim, and to return the
affection he felt for them., No part of India
has made such rapid sirides in eduocational
progress, and in moral and social well being,
as Tinnevelly, sud undoubtedly much of this
better state of things is the result of the infla.
ence of the Bishop. Space does not permit us
even to tell of the eduoational work alone of
which he was the mainspring. His great age
and its infirmitios & little time ago led to his
retirement from active work. His heart was,
however, fixed on the scenes of his trinmphs,
and he did not leave them. So itis that his
bones lie, a8 it i8 merely fitting they sbould lie,
among the people with whom and for whom
his life was spent, As well as a missionary
bishop, he was & schclar, and philclogists owe
him & debt of gratitude for his comparative
grammer of the Dravidian languages,

THE APOSTLES CREED.,

A Sermon preached at St. Margaret's, West~

minster by the Right Rev, the Lord Bishop
ot Derry,

(Continued.)

Secondly, all the Apostles’ Croed is conoern~
od in our bolief in Jesus Christ, What does it
tell us about our Lord Josns Christ? Oar
Crood tells ms facts, The divinity of Jesus
Christ our Lord, His humanity, His c >noeption,
His incarnation, His sufforing life bofora the
C'ross, His doath unon the Cross, the pierced
hande and feet, the wounded sido, the awful
circlet of the crown of tuorns, the pale and
dying lips. What impression of the character
of Jesus Christ is given tous? It is photo-
graphed on the vory face of Christendom, It
speaka to us of One ever with God, that calm
prosaic manger, the irfisite descont, passing
from the songs of Heaven to the revilings of
men, the Christ of the cradle, the Christ of the
sufforing life, tho Christ of thedeath and glory.

The Christ of tho Creed is the Christ of the
Gospel, the Christ of Christendom, the Christ

of the humar heart. Thero was a great thinker,
a theologian, not of our Church, who said that
a8 bo looked at the crucifix he saw the Judge
in the orucifix ; and no doubt there sre parts
of the New Testament in which we find that
about the work and charaoter of our Lord there
are depths of gloom as well as majesty ; bat
He Who spoke the words ‘Come unto me all ye

that labour and ‘are heavy laden, and I will
give you rest'—He that said ‘Him that cometh
anto Me I will in no wise cast ont'—He of
Whom the Apostles wrote, and the philanthropy
of the sweet-goodness of God our Saviour
dawned forth in His manifestation, is the Christ
of Whom the Apostles' Creed speaks to us,
The Vox Humana is the sweetest of the stops
in all the organ of the Incarnation. And here,
sgain, the Apostles’ Creed is & oreed of sun-
ghine,

Avnd, then, the third part of the Apostles’
Creed spesaks to us of the Holy Spirit, and what
may be called the corollaries from that, We
are born into a eociety utterly disl:oated and
broken up : we want & better society, Wo are
born into & world marred by our sinfulness and
that of our fellow men: we want the gift of
pardon, We are born into & world of suffering
and of death; and we want life, And what
does the third and Iast part of the Creed speak
to us about? It speaks to us about a great
Divine superbuman society, Christ’s Holy
Catholio Church—

From the rook a8 if by magio grown,
Eternal, silent, beautiful alone.

It speaks to ua of sin forviven—initial sin, and
of subsequent ain ; and, as the Creed began with
life—G@od the Father, the giver of natural life—
80 it ends with life, That is the must impor-
tant thing for creatures like us.

No man that breathes that Hving breath,
Hath ever truly longed for death.
'Tig life, of which our nerves are scant—
No ; life, not death for which we pant—
No; life, and fuller that we want,

And so our Apostles' Creed, the creed of joy,
ends not with a death everlasting, but with a
life everlasting ; not the death that has no life,
but that life which hae no death.

Now, just let me add this. Does snyone
here present really believe in the firat artiole of
the Apostles’ Creed ? Do you believe in God,
the Father Almighty ? Then, if you do, why
ghould you refase to believe iu the life ever-
lasting, snd even the resurrection from the
dead. Yes, if God brought out human life
from & long smoccession of lower forms, if He
brought man in any way to his present condi-
tion, do we suppose that He Who made such a
work, so wonderful, 80 Divine as it is, will fling
itaway? If He is our Father, if He is the
Father Almighty, can we not trust ourselves
with Him in the darkness of the grave and
believe in the life everlasting? A writer of
great power in the present day has put it in
this way, He bids us think of some brother
and sister, perhaps, whom we onrselves have
known, in those first years of affeotion at home,
The brother &t last is called by an accident in
his life to go away to service in some distant
place, say, to India. The relation of the brother
and sister is not broken by that separation ; it
continnes, there pass from one to the other,
from shore to shore, letters, and the watchwords
of a deepening love; and then there oomes for
the absent brother a longer voyage and a longer
geparation, Disease strikes him down ; he is
sent up to the hills, and he falls by a shot from
some of the wild hillmen ; and he returns not
again home, Has the relation ceased between
the two # His image, as the writer to whom I
refor says, may grow pale with years, but she
gess it through all her sorrows and sll her joys,
ballowed with & Diviner light. The relation is
only partially suspended, if it were otherwise,
our natural and spiritual intensities would have
run utterly to waste, and the deep compassion-
ste love of the heart of man and woman would
be frczen on the iceslab of death, So that, if
we Lelieve in God, the Father Almighty, then
belief in the life everlasting—aye, and the
resurrection of the body—is necessary. And
80 this oreed of the Father and of God, this
orecd of the Divine facts about Jesue Christ our
Lord, this oreed of the Holy Ghost, this creed
of the Holy Catholic Chureh, of the forgiveness

of sins, of the life everlasting—is it not a creed
of sunshine as well as & creed of facts ?

" Sach, my brethren, seems to bathe character
of the Apostles’ Creed; Should we not en-
deavour to make it to ourselves, then, & living
thing ? The Creed has been spoken of as a
rope which fastens and binds the churches of
the earth and the hearts of men together, Ask
any man who has been on an Artic expedition,
and he will tell you that a frozen rope, how-
ever etrong, is one of the most brittle and
easlly broken things that oan possibly be—it
can be broken like a plece of glass. A petrified
oreed] Now petrifaction in natars, at ali
events, is antiseptic; but in the moral and
gpiritual world & petrified dogma—a petrified
truth—becomes something very different from
nature in that state: petrifaction becomes
putrifaction, Here, then, I think, is the great
losson from the Apostles’ Creed—faith in an
eternal Person ; not merely in a dootrine abont
Him. Woe want an .unchanging oreed, What
may be called metaphysiosl Christian comma-
nions are perpetually tinkering at their profos.
sions and drawing up new crseds. The trae
Creed is eternal, because Christ is eternal, the
same yesterday, to-day, and for ever. Creeds
of mind, oreeds of feeling, are the most unsatis-
factory of ali tests, How often are we Bishops
told, with regard to our Confirmation Service,
that the queation in it is & very unsatisfactory
one, and we have question after question pro-
posed to us a8 substitutes, ‘Have I found
peace? ‘Am I saved? ‘Do I love Jesus?,
‘Have I found Christ ' ‘Have I fonrd peace ?’
Peace is one of the moat blessed gifts of the
Holy Spirit of Gad, but it is not onr feeling of
peace that extarts grace from God. Nowhere
in the Apostolic asalutions do we fiad ‘pence
snd grace,’ you always fiad ‘grace and peace.’
The theology that puts peace before graceis s
topey turvy sort of theology. ‘Do I love
Christ?” Blessed is it for the heart which can
truly answer that question ! bat it is not & quee-
tion to be rudely and suddenly put by any ope
human being to anotber, Who does not know
tke way in whioh the grest dramatist, the
great reader of human nature, describes that
poor bereaved old king, He asks his danghters
which of them loves him most, and how they
love him. In degoribing their love they heap
epithet npon epithet, they almost lose them-
selves in hyperbole; but did that prove the
most love in the issue of the matter? Bear
witness that marvellous socene where the old
white-headed man is in the pitiless storm of ad-
versity ; the one who really loved him best is
the one who said least about it. And asto
agking children the question whether they have
found Christ, I would much rather say to them:
‘Whether or not you have found Christ, I am
very sure that Christ has found you,! For to
rely upon these things is to rely upon bodily
conditions, upon what may be called nerve-
storms, When we walk ander the pale sky
amongst the discoloured- leaves, when we feel
with holy Job that we are madoe {o possess the
sins of our youth and that God writes bitter
thiogs against us, when the spiritaal ontlook is
tinted by the natural ; oh ! then for those words
to come home to us again and again with
power, ‘Jesus Christ tha same yesterday, to day,
and for ever,’

I read not long ago a remarkable book, in
whioh the writer said that he often, in the
course of & mimstry in London, met with people
who told him that their feelings of Christ’s
sympathy was destroyed to them by His being
of one age, It seemed to them that a8 man of
a different age conld mot poesibly be in full
acoord with them, What? I ask whether all
that is best and noblest in humanity—nay, I
might ask whether all that is lowest and most
degraded, does not epeak to our humsan hearis
across the gulf of ages. The passions of mer
who are dead, the pictares of Pompeii do their
evil work still; and, on the better side, there
are times when the very air around us becomes
voosl with the intemsity of the thoughts of the
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dead, and their life lives agairn in & new gener~
ation. Art, with all it bas told Christisnity,
perhaps leaves one mistaken impression on the
mind— Christ is not dead. He lives for ever
snd ever, There sre probably few of us who
would sgree with the old Latin historian of
Christisnity. when he says & painted orucifix
is one of the most revolting spectacles ever
presented to the groaning adoration of mankind,
But, my friends, the ornoifix, however pathetio
it may be—the crucifix is not all ; Christ is not
dead * He liveth, The light of life shines from
the graven waod, and the presence of tho living
Christ fills the heavens with blue apd the
Church with song, Christ spenks to us for éver
becanse He is eterns], *Jesus Christ the sams,
yesterdsy, and to day, and for ever,’

Now, last of all, in the Visilation of the sick
or dying Cbristian~—about his belief init, Ido
not know that what are called anecdotes in the
pulpit aro always desirable—they are z0 often
either abeolutely false or, st all events, exag-
gerated—but I may tell yeu one which I have
every reaeon to beliave to be truo. Not many
months since there was a dying child, one of
thore childron whase premature genius seems
to anpounce that they must scon pass through
the dark gate, When that child, at six or seven
years of age, was slowly dying, he began to feel
that which many who are older will no doubt
feel; he felt the ioy touch of death ; he felt that
darkness whioch gathers around the human
gpirit as it paeses into the worid beyord the
greve, Those who hung with sffection over the
child’s desth bed suggested their Jifferent simple
thoughts and prayers; bat the little boy at last
gnid: ‘Let me just say my Creed,’ and, when
the little cne with his hands foobly clasped had
repeated the Creed, he said: ‘I am not afraid
sny more.! And we~—many of us, the white-
headed ahildren of the sons of men—we who
bave go long been in this world of ours, we who
have spoken go much about death, have we no
lesson to learn from that? Would it not be well
for us if, in the spirit of that little child, we
were enabled 10 say our Creed, and 1o add st
the oloses ‘I am not afraid now'?

Yeos, the Apcesties’ Creed is a oreed of sun-
ehine, and it is & creed of adorument. Itwould
not be the one if it was not the other; it wounld
pot be a oreed of sunshine if it wes not a creed
of adornment, an eternal creed, because its great
suhbjeot, Jesus Christ, is 'the eame yesterday
snd to-day and for ever.'— ¥Family Churchmmn.

DIVINE WORSHIP,

The recent motion of Archdeacon Farrar in
the Lower Houso of Convooation for an exten-
sion of the principle of ths *Act of Uniformity
Amendment Aot,’ in order to adwit of groeater
elastioity, liberty and brevity in the Sunday
Services, and thereby to disw to church a
greater namber, especially of the working
classes, is one which touches upon a very im-
portant sabjeot, It .was found by a private
religious census, which at any rate js sufficiontly
aocurate to be quoted as a rough estimato, that
in London only one person in ten attended a
place of worship on A partionlar Sunday, The
figures were 410,000 out of four millions | We
do not think that the Metropolis is much worse
than other places in this respect, We have
been recentiy told that in villages, where in
former times all were in the habit of going to
Church at least once on Sunday, mow great
numbers of farm laborers regularly absent
themselves from the Homse of God. Such a
state of things, we sgree with the Archdeacon
of Westminster, ought not to be acquiesced in.
There must he something radioally wrong,
where nestly nine-tenths of the population on
a Sunday neglect their public religions dulies.
To diecover & remedy for this abstention from
Divine Worship, it must  be endeavoured first
to find out the cause,

Amongst the reasons which are given in the
Roport, one is that the langnage of the Service
is ‘not underatanded of the people.” In answer
to this, Canon Twells objected that the unpopu-
larity of the ordinary services was exaggerated.
Wo should say greatly exaggersted, now that
the eduoation of the country is much higher
and more general than it ever has been,

The Dean of St. Paul's thought services
ghould be made more attractive, and quoted St,
Paul's as sn illustration of this. The poor
attended the Services of the Cathedral becanse
they found pleasure in doing so. Anything
spproaching to the old parson-and-clerk duet
would now soon empty any Church, Musio
and ritual lend brightnees to the Services, make
them more what they should be, 8 preparation
for the glorions worskip of Heaven ; and give
especially 1o the poor, who have little of beauty
in their own homes and surroundings, some
foretaste of the joys of a better world. If Ser-
vices are dull and lifeless people will not attend
them,

It is sometimes urged that the Clergy are to
blame because they do not become eufficiently
acquainted with their flocks, Itis no doubt to
some extont true, that & visiting parson makes
& Churchgoing peocple,

Then again, it is said, the sermon is at fanlt.
The composition may be of such & kind, anc
delivered in such & manner, a8 to tend more to
‘somnolence’ than to edification, When the
prescher ‘speaks of the ecstasies of joy and fear
with & voice and a face which indicate neither,’
he ia not likely to prodmce much effect upon
his congregation, or, perhaps, to have a con-
grogation to sffeot; whilst ‘animated noneense,
with the genuine look and voice of passion,’
will not be devoid of attractiveness to a eertain
type of mind.

Agaip, sometimes the coldnees of Churches
keeps away the congregation. This ia less the
cage in towns thun in the country. Sidney
Smith used to say an experienced preacher
would reckon the number of his congregation
‘by the indications of the thermometer.’
Churohes are made comfortable, with plenty of
light and heat, they natarally attract those
whose homes are neither bright nor warm,

Moreover, the length of the Service, or
rather Services—for in the morning theregare
often joined together, Matirs, Litany, and
Celebration of the Holy Communion—aats a8 &
doterrent upon many who bave not the endu-
rance or the devotion for a funotion of two or
three hours. This hindrance, howevar, does
not affect Evensong, which when fully rendered
snd with & half an hour sermon, ought not to
last muoh longer than an hour and a quarter
These and othoer reasons are commonly sdduced
to scconnt for the faot that the great majority
of the people do not attend a place of worship
on & Sanday,

We think all this is only the fringe of the
subject, Canon Sanderson touched np the resl
ocause, when he paid that many of the peopls,
the working people, were not alienated from
the Church of England, ‘but from all reiigion.’
Besides people who have lost all falth, there
sre numbers who have lost the idea of Worship
Of those who attend Church, how many, if
questioned, wonld admitthat thuy did so because
thay liked the services, or admired the flnency
of the preacher, or, perhaps, would say that
they did so from traditional habit, We call the
Church & ‘Place of Worship’ and the Service
‘Divine Worship, yet how fow realize what
Worship is. It there be a God, and man is His
oreatnre, man is absolutely dependent upon his
Meakor's Will, and expresses his sense of that
dependency by aots of adoration, supplication,
thanksgiving and praise, As man is not only
a creatore bat & sinner, it is & part of worship
10 plead the Great Sacrifice through whioh ein
is expiated, This Sacrifice, foreshadowed under
the Old Law in type and figure; under the
New Law is pleaded in reality and truth; The
One Sacrifice of the Cross is Re-presonted and

Applied in  the Eucharistic Mvstery, The re.
legation of the Celebration of Haly Communion
to the position of an appendix to the Morning
Service, instead of making it its chief part, has
too often obsourod the notion of Divine Worship
in the minds of the people; for worship, in its
highest sense, has ever been expressed by
Sacrifico, '

As man is not only an individasl, but 8 part
of a lifo ‘greater'than hia own;' he is & mem-
momber of s Society, so that private aots of de-
votion are not a sofficient rulfilment of his
obligation to hia Maker, Public Worship is &
duty of primary importance, and that Worship
onlminates in the perpetuation of the Sacrifice
of the Cross—not by any addition to its merit
which is complete, but by exhibiting it before
the Father on behalf of sinnors, in tho way ia
which Christ commanded, and thereby offoring
due homage to the Divine Majosty.

Excitemont may for a while fill our Churches
—a golemn Ritnal, an eloquent preacher, fine
musio; bat we believe notking will permunent-
ly bring baok the masses to a regular atton-
dance on Sundays at Charoh bunt the recoverod
sense of what Worship is, and how itis a cor-
porato duty ; and for snch a recovery, the ideas
of Communion and Sacrifice- -the subjective and
objective aspeots of the Holy Eucharist, must
be held in truer balance than at preseat. It is
manifest there is an inoreasing preference for
Evening Service, as the Dean of 8t. Panl's
observed, as the one aot of public devotion on
Sunday, and such a tendenoy is anythiug but
satisfactory. No smount of Evoning uttondanoe
can onomponsate for absence from the chiof
Servico of the Day, that appointed by Christ
Himeelf. Abstention from Morning Ssrvice is
often & mark of sloth and irreligion, whilat the
numbers who attond the Harly Colebration and
the Chorul Celebration in well-worked parishes
are a megrsure of tho devotion of tho people and
of their realization of the higher aspeots of
Worship,

Weo agree with Prebendary Sadler, if extra
services are wanted for the ovening shorter

If |than Evensong, lot there be Litanios ; and

there are plenty of these already at hand which
can be sung without any fresh authority, as
hymns are used, Itseems to us that the argu-
ment that beoausoe two thousand people flockoed
to a Church in Nowoastle, when the sorvico
oonsisted only of & ‘few selested prayers on a
oard,’ and Archdescon Watkins apd Cunon
Body preached, that, therefore, such abnormal
gervioes are popalar ie & very woak one. We
think those powerful preschers would have
filled the Church, had it been ordinsry Even-
song, If Evensong bsgan, as Canon Porry
would have it, with the Lord's Prayer, and
ended at the third Collect, and then were fol-
lowed by a couple of hymns and a sermon, it
would be as brief a service as could be desired,
and, we believo, as odifying as anything that
in likely to be devised in its plaoce,

Moreover, the objootion that if the services,
which the extensiun of the principle of tho
‘Aot of Uniformity Amendment Act’ was in-
tended to permit, were in addition to the
ordinary Services, clergy ‘made of cast iron’
would be required, is one that has much foroe
in it. Where there is a sufficiont staff of olergy
there should bsa later mervice in populous
parishes. which might consist simply of hymns
and sermon; bnl where thore sre only two,
unless the Incambent and Curate are both of
of metallic constitution, it would be found im~
possible for them often thus to add to their
labours.

What i reslly needed is the revival of the
idea of Worship, as the highest parpose of
Churoh going 1 and this, we beliove, is only to
be brought about by & revival of Eachuristic
Faith.—Church Eelectic.

In suct, tho legislaiure made and
kopt them inobriates, and punished
them, even with death, if they,
without eiminal design or actuslly
nLeensoious of the act, committed
a criminal cfence either in an ic-
toxicated or pust inloxicated state.

(¢) for the care and treatment of
the poor. and those of limited
means, It would be well also for
guardians to have power to pay for
the care and treatment of pauper
inebriates, and the authorities to
establish special hospitale for the
detention and treatment of inebri.
ates convicted of crime, Oar orim-
inal jarisprudence shounld be im-
proved so that the most destitute
could have the benefit of expert
medical testimony in trials com-
plicated with inebriety.

Thoe adoption of suoh urgently
oalled for measures in the interests
of the individual, of the commaunity
and of tho administration of justice,
though of vitsl importance, touch
but the fringe of the subject. For
tho prevention of alecholism in the
future, » knowledge of the poison-
ons action of alcohol on body and
on brain ought to form an integral
part of educstion, Immuuity from
ibe physical, mental, moral, and
gacial ravages wrought by alocohol-
ismn ocould be eventnally secured
only by general sbstention from
even the ‘limited’ use of intoxi:
canis; their exclusion from soocial,
political, and sacred functions; and
the echeduling of alooholic bever-
ages a8 & poison under the Pharma-
ey Aeots, or, by some other legisia-
tive enactment, the prohibition of
their mannfacture snd co)mmon
sale.— Temperance Chronicle.
