IRELAND AND THE CENTENNIAL.

Has Ireland any just claims to grateful recogni-
tion at the Ceutennijal of American independence ?

ence, and enjoying every blessing that could ac-
company eld age, “ honor, love, obedience, troops
of fifends,” be died—as he had lived—a true, con-
scientions, and practical Catholic, lenving Lebind
him o umne the most houored and cherished in the
history of Catholic statesmen and patriots in the
United States. How blest ia the lot of the true
patriot! The eternal gratitude of his countrymen
hiallows bis name, the admiration ofench suceced-
Ing age consecrates his memory, time, which de-
stroys so many other things, only increases his
fame, and the genius of freedom senttinels his tomb
und guards his graveas a sacred spot—us n prre
peteal object of interest, of love, and inspiration
for unborn generntions. And such was Charles
Carroll of Carroliton, for the gold of the British
empire could not purchase him in times ihat tried
men’s souls, or induce Lim to abandon for a mo-
ment the cause which he pleaded with such signul
success—the cause of his country—the cause of
freedom, The bigots and fanatics who sneer nt
Cutholics as strangors in this country, and denounce
them as vnemies of republican liberty, might read
with profit the record of the Carrell family—the
glory of Maryland.  Danicl Carroll, who was nne
of the delegates by whom the Constitution of the
United States was definitely fixed and adopted, and
Wwho gave Washington the farm on which the Fed-
eral eapital is built, was the son of Daniel Carroli,
an Irich Catholic, and a brother of Archbishop
Currall.  JTow fuw of our bLorated orators who de-
nonnce home and papnl ageression (1) know that
the site of the city of Washington was the gift of
the worthy son of aw: Irish Catholic cmigrant!
Thomas Fitzsimmons, who signed the ederal Con-
stitution, ane who was long the pride of the Ca-
tholic comnunity of Philadelphia, was born in Tre-
land ; and Aedanus Burk, who served as a volun-
teer in the patriot army, nnd beecrme successively
judge of the Supieme Court of South Caroliun and
senator of the United States, wns n native of Gal-
way, the lirtbplace of many eminent Irishmen,
Judge Burke, who was cducated for the priesthood
at 8t.0mer’s, was n vigorous political writer, a
brillant wit, and an uncompromising advocate of
republican liberty,

The first judge of probate after the Revolution in
New Hampshire, was Matthew Putten, an Irishmnn;
and Georgu Bryan, the first Governor of Pennsyl-
vania after the adoption of the 1uileral Conslitu.
tion, was & native of Dublin, General Jobn Sul-
livan, who won the pralse of the most »kilful
Americun commanders in the struggle (v inde-
pendence, ued who after the war was appointed
judge of the Federal Court, and James Sullivan, his

Have her services to the United States becn go im-
portant and eminent as to entitle ler to a distinet
place among the nations which will bn represented
at the Philadelphia Exhibition ? I am inclined to
beleve that educated and unprejudiced men, with.
out distinction of nntionality or creed, must answer
inthe affirmative. Ireland is yet a nation, not a
province ; the vice-royalty is a reality, not a mock-
ery. Otherwise, the well known official phrase—
© Queen of Great Britain and Ireland”—would not
be the usunl signature of Queen Victoria.

The distinction, however, is always ignored when
the interests of Great Britain are advanced and pro.
taoted at the cost of Ireland. England has graci-
ously condescended to allow Canadn, Australia, and
India to have separate places on the Centernial
grounds ; but Ireland is refused this privilege, be-
cnuse itmight give her n dangerous importance at
the Centennial exhibition. British gold, however,
and British intrigue. can never prevent the great
American people from according to Ireland the
bonor to which she is entitled, and the gencrouns
sympathy which she well deserves, Among the
victims of English prejudice and English influence
must be numbered wany personsborn in the States,
but these admirers of England and opponents of
Ireland are not Americans of the legitimate stamp.
It may safely Dbeaflirmed that Ireland deserves
well of this mighty republic. Bhe has played
great and cecnspicuous part in founding it, and
generously assisted its statesmen and patiiots in de-
veloping its resources, extending its boundaries,
maintaining its independence, defending its bonor,
and upholding its digpity., Within its boundaries
there is no field of exertion, physical, moral, or in-
tellectual, on which Irishmnen have not set their
mark, 'This is an historical fact which it would
be vain to doubt and foolish to deny. Itis no vio-
lation of truth to assert that at the period of the
Revolutlon Irishmen and the sons of Irishmen were
numerous enough to leave their mark on the battle-
field of freedom and on the Declaration of Indepen-
dence. Niode of the fifty-six heroic men by whom
this immortal Declaration of Human rights—this
new charter of human freedom was sigoed, and
six of the thirty-six delegates by whom the Consti-
tution of the United States was promulgated in
1787, were Irish by birth or descent. Char-
les Thomson, who was appointed secretary to
.the first Congress in 1774, snd Colonel John Nixon,
who first read the Declaration of Independence for
the peodple from the central window of tke hall ia
which Congress met, were both Irishmen. Charles
Carroll of Carrollton—clarum el venerabie nomen-—the
wealthiest of the signers, wns the grandson of Irish
parents, and to the close of hie patriotic and event-
ful career was always proud of his Irish blood and
Irish lineage. ‘Chough his privats fortune exceed-
‘ed that of all the other signers collectively, and
though thec emissaries of England us: d every cffort
to tempt him from the path of patriotism, he pre-
ferred the freédom of his country to gold, and the
‘happiness of his countrymen to the highest honor
‘which the British government could confer upon
him. When the coursge of even brave men waver-
ed, Charles Carroll of Carrollton, by voice and pen,
boldly and fearlessly advocated the independence
_ofthe Colonles. Ho foresnw, from the commences
‘ment of the quarrel between England and America,
that the final issue of the struggle would be decid-
‘ed by the sword. In the.great work of préparing
‘the miads of ‘thé people for the victories which

General George Ciinton, who was ns
skilled in civil ns in military affairs, who was
governor of the State of New Yorle for cighteen
years, and who was Vice-president of the United
States when his death brought sorrow to every
bome in thelund, and his brother, Genernl James
Chinton, who rendercd great service to his country
on tha battlefield, and who, after the evacuation of
New York by the British, was appointed delegate to
the convention for adopting the Fedual Constitu-
tion, were the sons of Charles Clinton, who emigrat-
ed from Ireland to this conntry in 1720.  General
Jnmes Clinton was the futher of De Wit Clinton,
who, after having enjoyed the highest honors which
the State of New York could confir vpon him, and
after havivg [patronized and encouraged overy
movemcnt, charitable, educational, commercial,
that wus calculated to iucrease the prosperily of
his country and promote the happincss of his
countrymen, died in 1828, universully mourned as
one of the greatest benefactors of the republic.
Richard Montgomery, who was one of {he first mar.
tyrs of American liberty, and whose name will live
forever in the anuals of Lis adopted country, was

name of Shields immortal. Aud who, during the
terrible conflict that deluged the Republic with
blood, were more devoted to the cause of the Union
than the faithful and chivalrous sons of'Erin ? Who,
either in commnnd or in the raunks, fought more
bravely fer the integrity of the Republic? Wasnot
Mengher, whoee personal courage hostile factions
never questioned, and whose elcctric eloquence
kindled that fire of pattiotism which sent armed
legion to the battlefield to defend and nphold the
honor and independence of a great nation, an Irish-
man? Was not Gepernl Corcoran, the bravest of
the brave, the intrepid hero who always wished to
be formost in the charge, born ie Connanght, the
most Celtic province of Ireland? Is not the gol-
lont General Sheridan the son of Irish parents?
The number of the brave lrish soldiers who suf-
fered and died for the Union in the late war can
never be known till the last trumpet sounds.
Irishmen shared the dangers of the conflict, but
others carried off the rich prizes, Selfish knaves
often appropriate the rewards of the brave. Base
ingratitude is fiequently the only recompense of
Irish valor. But, despite selfishness, despite in-
gratitnde, despite cold neglect and frequent persecu-
tion, the Irishman is always faithful to the cause of
trnzh and justice ; always true, as the needle to the
pole, to the cause of freedom.

IfIrish valor has done much to found and pre-
serve the Union, Irish labor bas done more to in-
crease its wealth and extend its commerce. Amur
ica wanted labor, and Ireland supplied it
Cultivation is necessary to make land productive.
The Indians once possessed the entiro continent,
but it affarded them onlya precarious and miserable
existence, Its weanlth was hitdea in the bowels of
the earth, and its teeming harvests were reserved
for the brave emigrants, who armed with the im-
plements of labor, made the wildernpess blossom as
the rose,  America required men with stalwartarms
to dig her canals, coustruct her railroads, build her
cities, clear her marshes, reclaim ker neplected
fields from barreaness, work hermines, and increase
the fertility and varied produce of her soil. Ireland
supplied this want by sending annually to the Unit-
ed States armies of laborers, more numerous than
the hosts of mailed warriors sent by Europe to the
crusaders, Let not ignorance, then, or ingratitede,
sueer at the bumble Irish laborer, He was as neces-
sary to the wealth and prosperity of the Union ns
the soldiers who fought under Washington, Jack-
son, acd Grant, were to its cxistence and preserva-
tion.

Irish emigration, however did not entirely consist
of the hardy sous of toil. The thousands ofhumble
emigrants were sometimes accompapied by scholars,
orators, poets, statesmen, lawyers, physicians, en-
gineers, architects, and glorious missionaries, whose
miracles of zeal, self-denial, and labor renewed the
days of the apostles. It may be safely affirmed that
there are few colleges or universities in the United
States in which rome of the principal chairsare not
filled by Iricbmen, From the very foundation of
the Republic down to the present time, Ireland has
been well represented in the highest seats of learn-
ing in several States. One of the first offsprings of
Amecricun Independence was Pennsylvania College,
and its ficst president was an Irishman, the cele-
brated Dr. Allison, the great master of many of the
heroes of the Revolution. His pupil and country-
man, Charles Thomson, won celebrity by his ver-
sion of the Septuagint, and his generous patronage
of learning and learoed men, The trade and com-
merce of the nation have been wonderfully increas-
ed and promoted by her canals and steambonats.
Those who acknowledge how muclh: these agencies
of national wealth have contributed tothe greatne
aud prosperity of the Republic, ought to gratefully
remember that an Irishman, Christopher Colles, was
the principal projector of the canals, and that the
son of poor Irish parents, Robert Fulton, lannched
the first boat ever propelled by steam power,

Irish services to educalion, to letters and science
in ihe Usited States would be a theme worthy of
the graphic pen of a Chateaubriand or a Montalem-
bert. I can only mention thesubject in this article
with the hope of devoling more timeto it on some
future accasion.

The greatest service, however, which Iraland has
rendered to the Union, is the propagation of the
Catholic faith—the firm establishment of the Cath-
olic Church within its boundaries, Bigots and
fanatics may grow pale when the name of Pio Nono
or of §t. Patrick, is mentioned in their presence; but
no matter what pharisaical divines or political
kuaves may say to the contrary, truth is the most
durable foundation of freedom, and the Catholic
Church is the pillar and the ground of truth, Labor
is profitable, valoris powerful, genins is glorious,
education is one of the mightiest influences that
affect or cantrol the deatinies of mankind, but truth
is greaterthan moy of these characteristics of a free
and flourishing nation. Religion cunobles labor,
congecrates valor, gives its noblest inspirations to
genius, and hallows and purlfies education.  Such
is the miraculous power of the Catholic religion,
and this religion is Ireland's gremtest gift to the
United States. True, the Catholic Church in the
republic is not the work of the Irish alone, but I
am bold to sny that the falthful sons of St. Patrick
have done more in waking that Church what it is
then all other nations collectively, The majestic
temples of worship which they have founded, the
convents, colleges, and schools which they have
built to foster piety and diffuse the blessings of
education, are the wonder and admiration of the
American people, Buch nre the miracies of Celtic
piety and self-sacrifice, that Protestants use the
words Irish apd Catholic as synopnymous terms,
Catholics of Irish birth and descent, in the United
$tates, ought to number avergeven milliong, Iro-
land hes the glory of giving America her first Car-
dinal, for Cardinal McCloskéy iz the son of Irish
parents whe cherished the faith of their forefathers.

The first priest raised to the Episcopal dignity in
the Tnited States, was, as I havenlready stated, the
son of a true Catholic Celt. Archbishop Carroll will
‘beever honored as the founder of the American
hierarchy. The primatial Seaof the Republic is
called after the small but historic town of Baltimore
In Sonth Mnnster—that Baltimore which the stir-
ring muse of Davis made 83 immortal as. the sham-
rock on the the preea. hills- of Ireland.

Thé Mithster great fair opened at Limerick cn the
27th ult.: From morn till night the rain came down
in torrents, and the fair suffered in consequence, al-
though the humber of horses exhibited was not

] scant, nor'the quelity inferior as’compared with

former yesrs. Owing to the contiuual downpour
of rain all theprincipal sales and, purchases were
made at the city repositories, which were well stock-
ed with animals, There wero buyers from ail parts
of the United Kingdom, and others from various
parta of the Continent, principally concerned in
buying up for foreign Powers, and vven America
sent one or two representatives, Duyers on Lehalf
of Coatinental Powers were in search of a class of
horses for military use, but the supply in that de-
partment fell far short of the demand, Useful
horses for general purposes were plentiful enough,
and some very fine hunters were to be secn at the
various repositories, but it was difficult to form a
proper cstimate of the horse fair, owing to the in-
tensely wet state of the day. In tlie pig fair the
weatler had an inspititing effect on the show of
the porcine race. Uver one thousand pigs were on
the green at day break, The quality of bacon pigs
was not up the mark, but nevertheless they rated
from G1s to 639, and some to 68s per cwt, a pretty
smart price ; Derwicks brought 5¥s per cwt: bon-
hams sold atfrom 34s to 36s cach, according to size
and condition, and store pigs rated from 505 to 60s
each, The demand was more than cqual to the
supply, and all the nnimals offered were quickly
bought up, principally by the cunng houses. Thv
second day of the fuir seems to have given more
satifuction than the first. Thero was a large supply
of cattle on the ground, and prices were rather high.
Strippers brought from £16 to £20 each ; milch
cows from £22 to £30 each; yearlings from £7 to
£13; two year old bullocks from £5 to £3; thres
year old heifers from £15 to £18 each; two year
old helfers from £12 to £14. There was also a good
supply of sheep. Hoggets bronght from 50s to 625
a piece; fat sheep from £4 to £4 85 a picce ; shear-
lings from 505 to GJs a piece.

The wonderful dog,
with a touch of the bloodhouud race in his breed-
ing, which detected the fragments of the child, has
been, with bis master, exhibited to & crowded audi-
encyin the theatre, Is this an exhibition of horror
of the crime? s it not rather n savour of the
incident such a people bhave for n cut-throat melo
drama? That it iy not harmless, that there is no
guilt in it, we think it would be diflicult to believe,
No doubt, all of thosu who pay wmoney for the relic
of a murderer or to indulge a morbid curiosity in
his regard, aro not necessarily bent on fotlowing
his example. But the actual imitations that do
take place are enough to indicate how much of
positive evil jof latent Sympathy are mixzed up in
these manifestations. The teeling doces not in more
than a few instances blossom into absolnte crime,
Lat there is a moral mischief wrought which par-
tukes somewhat of its pature. Censurable as is
often the reticence of an Irish village with regard
to the circumstances of a murder, it by no means
follows that the sensational Liorror expressed at
Blackburn by its mob is of much Ligher moral
worth,

The Paily Telegraph in ap editorial says =4 If
we are not mistaken the English Ambassador at
Counstantinople has informed the Government that
the situation is critical. A violent outbreak, of.
which the Christinns will become the victims, may
occur in any moment throughout Turkey and even
in Constantinople. We would not be surprised,
therefore, if the English Mediterranen squadron
were ordered immediately to Besekir Bay, at the
mouth of the Hellespont, the same as on the eve of
the Crimean war.”

The excitement in Europe over the complications
of the Eastern question has not by any means sub-
sided. Our tranusatlantic exchanges are full of
rumors of the increase of Mahometan fanaticism.
Notwithstanding. the pacific conclusions endorsed
by the three surrounding powers, the rescue of the
Greek girl and the subsequent massacro' of the
Consuls, is to-be the torch that will most
probably set firo to the wood pile. A letter
from Constantinople to the London A%ws, under
datc of 12th instant, says the excitement dur-
ing the last threce days has amounted to a panic:
the demand for weapons both by Softas and Christ-
ians is so great that most of the shops in Stamboul
have sold out all their stock. The Softag, that is
all persons attached to moeques in any capacity
whatever, are practically masters of the sltuation ;
they number about 10,000 persons, and their in-
fluence over the Proleteriat is supreme; they utter
threats againet the Sultan and his Ministers, and
sometimes against Christians, althongh at present
they profess to be friends to the latter. A great
number of them went to the palace and demanded
the dismissals of the Grand Vizier, Mabhmoud Nedim
Paslin, the Cheikh Ul Islam, and the Minister of
War., The Sultan resisted for an hour, but the
clanior of the mob finally induced him to demand
the resiguation of Mahkmoud Nedim Pasha, the
Grand Vizier. The scene was most riotous and dis.
orderly. Constantinople contains only 1,600 re-
gular soldiers, the remainder being “redifs” and
recruits. The Turkish officers openly admit their
inability to countrol the latter in case of am out-
break, and it is generally believed they would obey
the Softas. Mobs of Softas have been parading the
streets during the last three days, demanding the
dismissal of Mahmoud Nedim Pasha; whom they
accuse of being under Russian influence. Threats
have been made against Christians generslly, and
two or thrce murders have occurred, which the
police are doing their utmost to bhush wp. Con-
stantinople, in fact, isin revolution.

The most powerful ironclad steamer ever built
was Jaunched at Portsmouth on Thursday, the
Princess Louise presiding at the ceremony. The
new vessel, the ¢ Iuflexible,’ is an immensely
strong ship, but the 57-ton Krupp gun can pierce
her through and through at 2,000 yards distance.
When is this thing to stop? Even if it should be
found possible to build a ship which would with-
stand the heaviest guns—and guns of 100 tous
with 19 inches calibre, are now being made for
the Italian navy—every vessel is still liable to be
sent to the bottom by a wretched little torpedo.
The * Inflexible” is 320 long and 75 feet wide; she
has engines of immensc force; she will have four
guns of eighty-one tons each. She may be de-
scribed as a monitor, 75 fact wide and 110 feet long,
with walls 41 inches thick, floated by the addition
of an unarmored bow and stern, The monitor, or
citadal, is 12 feet.high, half above and half below
the water; within its walls are the engines, the
boilers the base of the turrets, the hydraulic
machinery for loading the guns, and the magazines,
Her guns will carry projectiles weighing 1,650
pounds and mensuring sixteen inches in diameter.

MONTELAMBERT.

Efforts have been made both in this country and
the old to drag Montelambert into the camp of Dol-
linger and the pseudo liberals of Iatter days who
shelter the pride of heresy under the mockery ofa
Christianity which they have built up for their own
tastes.  Although, of the great departed whose
geaius shone brilliactly in the century they adorn.
ed, few were found altogether without blot or blem-
ish; the blots on the character of the great Count
are magnified to favor a sinister purpose, A writer
on oue of our exchanges exposesa dishonorable trans-
action in which the great writer is made to
appear in the judgment of posterity otherwise than
ke really deserved.

Finding night in which no maa can
work pressing around him he made arrangements
in his will that his literary executors should select
fiom his MSS. those which would serve the cause of
religion and moralityand destroy those that might
give umbrage to Catholic feeling or Catholic prin-
clples to which he adhered with fidelity to the last.
His desires bave not been respected, his privale
confidence has been abused, and certain papers have
bzen published which were written years ago, and
which seem to tarnish with heterodox teachings
the fair name of the great French Catholic Cham-
pion. In these recent publications, Montelambert—
the defender of the Jesuits—the author of the Monks
of the West, attacks with virulence some members
of the Society of Jesus, supposed to have written

. articles in the Civilta Cathelic displeasing to him,

and he indulges in invective totally foreign to his
real nature, and to the sentiments which he en.
tertained in his prime. Immense capital has been
made out of these posthumous productions from the
giant of French literature, and it will be long be-
fore the Protestant Press will ceasc to harp on the
suppesed bias of his Catholic pen.

HOME RULE LEAGUE.
ApJOoURNED ANNUAL MExTING.

The adjourned annual Meeting of the Montreal
Branch of the Irish Home Rule League was held
on the 16th inst, in St, Patrick’s Hall, there was a
good attendauce and much interest manifested in
the proceedings. :

and England, in favor of Home Rule and all with
satisfactory results.

The reception given to Mr. Buttand 3r. O'Shaugh-
nessy by the Limerick people or Easter Monday
was one of the largest and most enthusiastic ever
witness=d there, no less than 20,000 people and 14
Bands were in the procession, That demonstration
was well worthy of the City of the broken treaty
aod ofits representatives. A coupleof days later
Mr. Butt by 1nvitation visited Belfast, his reception
in the Capital of the Nortk was another ovation to
him, in the cvening he lectured on * Curran,”’ the
Catholic Bishop of Down and Connor presided and
complimented him, Next evening the Belfast
Home Rule Club entertained Mr. Batt at a Banquet,
on each occasion vast and enthusiastic audiences as-
sembled to hear and do him honor.

On the 22n0d April the Home Rule League held a
great meeting in Dublin—which was largely attend-
ed by the Home Rule M.Ps., Mr, Butt's speech was
of more than ordinary importance aod was char-
acterised by great lucidity and force. He again
declared his firm conviction in the ultimate success
of the National Cause. ‘ ,

“On the 24th there was a splendid Home Rule
demonstration in Cavan. Mr. Fay, Mr. Biggar,
TFathers O'Reilly and Boyle and others spoke. The
enthusiasm displayed and the numbers that attend-
ed proved that the people of Cavan are unflinching
in their determination to support the Home Rule
Cause. : .

A Monster meeting of English working men is

FORFIGN INTELLIGENCE.

A Polish pricst,'mow an exile for the Faith in
Siberis, writes under date of the eighteenth of last
Tebruary :—¢ Our great crime in the eyes of the
Government is that we are Catholic priests. I have
been nine years in Tobolsk, notwitbstanding re-
peated orders from St. Petersburg for my removal
to Europear Russia in Europe. That favour ig
now granted me, but I must remain under the eur-
veillance of the police. In the place from which I
write now appointed as my residence for the futare
I find 2 priests and five laymen, who like myself
were cxiled to Siberin. After many vicissitudes I
now find myself in a relatively improved situation,
thanks to tlie goodness of Provideuce who watches
over those in afiliction. *“ We are now arrived
here from Siberia after bhaving undergone the
horrors of forced labour in the mines; but the Im-
perial clemency is even more severe to us than the
forced labor was; for we are now deprived of the
Government allowance of 6 rubles per month or
(19s sterling) which we received for our subsist-
ence while we were at work., Now we have nothing,
and must provide for ourselves, The journey from
Tololsk into European Russia, 5,000 Russiap
Versts occupied from May, 1875, to January last.
During that time we were marched from one halt-
ing place to another in company with the vilest
malefacters—being so depraved as to be hardly
human. And, oh, the horror of these postsl—
You can form no conception of the &lih.—
In our present abode we were in the greatest per-
plesity how to procure the means of subsistence,
and we must bave died of hubnger had not God, in
his mercy, sent us some aid, It was He who dis-
posed thue kind hearts of Count P and others
of our countrymen to take pity on us. The succor
which they sent have saved us for the present.
May God hear our prayers and bless our generous
Pbenefactors I ‘

Thers 3s a runtor current that a number of Car-
list Generals bave asked to bave their * grades”
recognized by the Alfousino Government. This
rumor is without foundation, General Lizarrags
writes to the MadridEpoca, indignantly denyivg
anything of thekind as far as be is concerned —
« T would rather live upon charity,” he says, * and
beg for alms from door to door, and remain a de-

General de Iparrnguire also declares most em-
phatically that having crossed the* Spanish fron.
tier with Carios ViL,, the legitimate King of §pain,
and fought by his side during theentire campaign,
he intends to close his military and political carcer
under the banner of legitimacy.”

How ItaLy Goverys.—When men or governments
have fallen f:om power or position their crimes and
short comings are frequently made public. Such has
been the case with Count Cavour, with Prince Bis.
marck, by Count Von Arnim, and with a host of
others of more distant date and lesser interest,
Now it comes the turn of Signor Mioghetti's gov-
ernment to be exposed to the contempt of the peo-
ple; and a Signor Zioi, former perfect at Como, and
likely to be advanced to the prefecture at Palermo,
draws aside the veil revealing the secrets of the
fallen ministry. In a work entitled “The Criteria
and modes of government in the Italian Kingdom,
Zini reveals the existence and the various occupa-
tions of governmental spies or secret agents, em-
ployad in many ways ta keep the government post-
ed upon current events and the private lives and
opinions of individuals. “The secret agents,” writes
Zini, *all paid by the Ministry of the Interior, caver
Italy like.an excrescence or like a leprosy ; no pro-
vince was safe from'them. I bave the list of them
all;” their names and qualifications.

At Rome there were sixty permanent secret agents
. belonging to the different cities of Italy.”
Naples had forty, Florence twenty, and Milan
twenty. Seme of these spread themselves over the
adjoining provinces. At Turin, ns well asat Flor-
ence, there was 4 grand centre of correspondence
with the ministry.

the gentiments and expressions of their hosts for
the advantage of the ministry. They also supplied
information o the journalsand journalists paid by
the mipistry and thereby, frequently brought an
honest name into disgrace. They slso furnished
eorrespondence te the journals which was paid for
by tlie government. Changes took place frequently
in tke field of their labors aud they were kept un-
known to each other, lest they might combine in a
compromising way. Amongst the expenses of the
late government are found the monthly payments
made to *.writers of correspondence,”some of them
baving 100 lire,. some eighty, some sixty, others
again of higher grade whose stipend ranged from
100 to 500 lire per month. A foreigner and company

AN IMPORTANT DISCOVERY.
Tus Corvmy oF Kixg MEessa.

The article in a recent number of the Churchman,
describing the discovery and acquisition ofan an-
cient Doabitish monolith, the column of King
Messn (ov Mesha), deserves moreattention than an
indifferent reading would be likely to awaken.

The important discoveries recorded during the
past few years as the result of research and explor-
ation in the East, have brought to light many
valuable memorials to confirm the truth of ancient
history. The numerous inscriptions ard monu-
ments thus placed in our possession bave awaken-
ed a very deep interest in the study of relics of an-
tiquity. While they all possess more or less
historic interest, without doubt the most valuable
are those which have contributed to eurick our
knowledge in sacred archacology.  Of this class the
most remarkable is the column of Mesha, which
M. Renan, in the Jornrnal des Debats, characterizes as
the most imporlant discovery cver made in Oriental epi-
graphy. 1t is valuablein a double point of view :
first, it stands as a living witness of the facts re-
corded in third chapter of Second Kings, furnishing
as it were, o new chapter to that Book; sccondly,
it furnishes the earliest known specimen of alphabetic
writing.

Carved with the graver's tools g, c. 896 to record
the victories and achievoments of a pompous king,
it yet speaks in this the pinetcenth century of the
Chrigtian era, in nouncertain sense. As it stands
ta.day in the Louvre, at Paris, 2,772 years after the
victories it commemorates, it is an object of more
than ordinary interest to all thoughtfil and reflect-
ing observers. Sacred with age apd breathing the
very air of antiquity, one who is familiar with its
story cannot contemplate it without feelings of the
deepest veneration,

The column wns found on the other side of the
Jordan and Dead Sea, about three days’ journey
to the east of Jerusalem, among the ruins ofa
locality called by the Arabs, Dhidan, and which is
really none other than the ancient and fumous city
of Dibon, often mentioned in the Bible. The in-
scription iscomposed of thirty-four lines of small
and closely written characters ;all the words are
scparated by points, and the lines themselver are
divided by vertical bars into mensures or verses,
which arrangement facilitates the interpretation
and renders it very exact.

Below is given a literal translation of the French
version of the inscription, as rendered by M.
Charles Clermont-Gannean, the discoverer, and
transmitted by him, some six years ago, to the
French Academy, The interruptions in the text
ave due to the loss or effacing of certain chatacters,
consequent upon the mutilation of the stone by the
{inatic and superstitions Bedouins before it came
into the final possession of its discoverer, The
references are by the writer of this cornmunication,
and, though of no importance, may at least be
found suggestive:

‘I am Mesha, son of Chamosgad, the Dibonite,

| My father reigned over Moab thirty years, and

Aside from the eighty or more
inscriptions’ of minor importance, his discoveries
include an important inscription of seven lires in
archaic Greek, which he found cerved on one of
the foundation stones of an old Arabian Medréssa in
the vicinity of the mosque of Omar a} Jerusalem.
1t proves to be one of the inscribed stones placed
at the entranceof the ancient temple prohibiting
the Gentilés, inder penalty of death, from enteriog
its sacredfprecincts. It is much to be regretted that
the action of the Turkish governor prevented the
removal of this stone, which would bave been
placed in the Louvre at Paris as a companion to
the Column of Mesha.—T. BR. C.—in Churchman.

Packmng Burter—A well-known dairy autngity
gives the following dircctions for packitg but-
ter go tbat it will keep sweet for eight or nine
nonths : ‘Maka a’brine with & saturated solution of
"the 4purest salt,you. can get, using one-ppu_nc_li of
galtpctre o about twenty pounds of salt. ‘Scald
the brine by bringing it to & boiling heat, skim,
and apply When sufficiently cool. The cnsks,_should
be carefully prepared as well as the brine. If the
gum and sap in the wood arc not removed before
the casks are used, they will work out in the brine
and affect the butter, To remove the woody flavor
from the casks, 8 thorough steaming with a high
pressure is the quickest and best menns. If soaked
Defore the steam is applied, hot steam will cut the
gum and woody flavor out in a short time. If steam
is not convenient, soak in brine a week or £o, and
then fill with boiling hot brine, and let it stand till
it gets cool. By keeping the butter under the
Yrine and the casks full and in a cool place, the
butter can be kept snfely. Some of the tin-lined
packages which bave recently been introduced, and
which are easily hermetically sealed, would be
much more convenient and probably fully as cheap
ag the old casks and brine, and are claimed to be
equally efficient in preserving. :

FErTILIZERS FOR CanBaGE—S. W, asks: ‘May I
. justly conclude from your article that gunno oa good
land will insure & luxuriant crop of cabbage for
an unbroken series of years without any other
manuring ? Is there any advantage in hill-plant-
ing in the field over plants set out from the bed ?”
Reply.—Such a conclusion would not be warranted
by anything in the article zeferred to. Al cabbage-
growers know that this crop is very subject to a
disease known as “ club-root” (which is caused by
a smsll insect), when if is grown asecond time
upon the same ground. This is someiimes, but
not always, prevented by a liberal mpplication of
lime. Then cabbages contain a large portion of
sulphur, so that some fertilizer containing sulphur
would be needed. Guano isa very good fertilizer
for cabbage, and upon good ground 1,000 pounds of
it per acre would doubtless give a handsome crop.
But for the reason mentioned it might be risky to
hinzard a second crop without another interveniung.
We have no doubt that by proper fertilizing corn
might be profitably grown yeor after year, or wheat
oats, barley or beans; Lut cabbage, turnips or other
plants of the snme botanical family, are affected to
8o great an extent with this disease that they would
probably fail. We would rather plant out cabbage
from a bed, than sow them in a field in hills—N,
X, Times.

WeAT 1T PAvs 10 Do~—It pays to manage the
farm with economy, and this is brought about not
&80 much by economizing in ope important partic-
ular as in wany. It will pay to keep the fence
corners clean, 50 that grass will grow in them, and
80 that your neighbor will not take offence because
of the thistle and other foul seeds that you allow
to mature and find thsir way into his cleanly-kept
fields. It will pay to build cheap gutes;as they
will save enough valuable time in the busy season
of the year to pay the expenses of constructing
them many times over. It will also pay to have
wood and water hondy and near the kitchen. It
will pay to build the dwelling house with the view
of saving steps. In constructing and remodelling
houses farmers would do well to consult with their
wives, for they would suggest ideas by which the
home could be made morc convenient. It will pay
10 use more paint, indoors and ont. It will pay to
eucourage the children, Give them an occasional
day of recreation., Give the boys acolt or calf to
raise, and let them have the money it is sold for to
invest in some way that meets with your approval.
It will pay to make home so attractive that it will
always be pleasant tor the man to think over his
Doyhood days. - A pleasant home will mak» better
DLoys and better men, It will pay to supply the
Liouse with an nbundance of good reading matter,
such as agricultural papers, etc., and ag good a
library as one can afford. It will pay to cultivate
and plant fruit trees of all kinds. Plenty of good
fruit promotes health aud longevity. Finslly, it
will pay to do all the things we have enumerated
and a hundred others that are now neglected, which
many of us could do if we would only take time to
think.—Coleman's Rural World,

Sgasonaste Hints ror Tue Faru—Top dressing
at this season, with anything but the very finest
and best manure, except on sod for corn, is n waste
of time and labor. The cffect comes too Iate to
Deunefit the crop. Soms active commercial fertilizer
should be used instead. For grass or wheat one
hundred and fifty pounds of nitrate of soda. or the
same of guano, per acre, would be & good dressing.
In using commercial fertilizers, it is well to make
experiments as to quantitics and varieties for differ-
cnt soils and crops. For the comn crop we have
found the sooner the planting 15 done after the
plowiog, and while the soil is moist and fresh, the
better. A top dressing of coarse manure upon the
sod would be an excellent preparation for this crop,
Muny western farmers have made flax a profitable
crop, the seed being in demand at the oil mills at
good prices. It isa useful crop to mellow and clean
the soil, and precede fall wheat with advantage. A
bushel and a half of seed peracre may be sown this
wonth upon & cornstubble, Raise the best calves,
and thus gradually raise the quality of the herds.
A good calf is well worth & month’sfresh milk, and
if their coming was timed for April, they could have
the April milk, and the diarymen be richer and
they the better for it. Early lambs should be push-
ed forward for market by giving extra food to the
ewes and increasing the flow of milk, To feed the
Yambs meal or other food, for which their stomachs
are as yet unprepared, hinders their growth. Your
pigs mav be pushed as fast as possible. ' When a
week old they may be taught, without difficulty,
to drink milk from a shallow pan, and in doing this
the young animals may be tamed and rendered per-
perfectly docile. To have tame and tractable ani-
mals about the farm will add much to their value,
and the easc and comfort in tending them. Feed
the nureing sows well, and keep them warm. The
roller should be vsed with judgment. Itis a valu-
able implement, but sometimes it is used injurious-
1v.
