Canon
Carmody on his right., There were also
present : Bishop Osmercn, of Arichat ; Blshop
Rogera of Chatham, N, B, Rev Dr, Molatyre,
Blshop of Charlottetown , and Rave, P. Dan-
ahar, 8. 8, Blggs, Kearns and others, boaldes
a largo number of acolytea and altar boys,
Tho altar wan3d beautlfully decorated with
plents nad flowers, aed presented an un.
wsazlly fino appeerance.

Aiter the msss had besn concluded the
cersmony of conferting the Palllum upon
Hie Grece Archtishop O'Brien was proceeded
with. It is s short eervice, and only oc-
cupled n fsw minutes. Blgshop Mclntyre
took o seat in front of the eltar, and ths ar.
bishop kunelt in iront of him and took the
oatb, niter whica the Pallmm was placed
aroncd his neck. Hls Grace then bestowed a
benedlction upon the congregation; and the
ceremony ended.

SERMON:

t Nelther doth any man take unto hlmself
%ég h‘?n?r unless called by God as Asron was.”

“Youhave uot chosen me, but I have chosen
you, and have appointed you that you should
go and bring forth fruit, and your frult shouid
remein,”-John XV. 18.

« And I dispose to you, as my Father has dls-
posed to me, & Xingdom, that you may eat and
drink at & table In my kingdowr, and may 8it
upon thrones judzing the twelve tribes of Israel.
And the Lord ssid: Simon, Simon, Satan hath
deslred to have you that he may slfl you as
wheat. But I have prayed for thee that thy
faith 1ail not; and do thol, being onos convert-
ed, confirm thy brethren.” Luke XXII, 20-32.

My Lord Archbishop, Most Reverend and Rev-

erend Fathers, and dearly beloved Brethren :

The ocoaston which brings us here tec-day
15006 of those sacred fonctions growleg out of
tho {nstitution of the holy mieistry in the
church of Qhrist, ‘Che Paliinm is the em-
blem of patriarchel or of metropolitan jarie-
dlctlon recelved from tho soverolgn pontifi,
tho visible head on earth of the church. It
i3 onn of the pontifical robes of offics a dis-
tinctive mark or sign of muthority in the
acclesiastical hierarchy, conferred ordinearily
on patriorchs and archbishope, and sometimes,
though rarely, on a elmple bishuop, by the
Pope, to Indicate the full and complete In-
vestitnre with jarlediction aund iusisllation
In oftice, of the recipient. Accordiog to
canon law, the newly appoinied archblshop,
even though - consecrated, cannot assums hls
foll title untll he be daly invested with the
pallium—except, indeed, by virtue of the
Pope'a dispensatlon, which Is o!tzn grauted
to prelates in distant parts. Thia csremocny
of investing the new archblshop with the
pellium sant by the holy see, naturally sug-
geals to our conslderation the constliution of
the church by its divine founder, the au.
thority ot 1ts pastors to feed the flook of
Chrlet, and the admirable harmony and co-
ordination of thoe various ranks and orders in
the eacred hierarohy, Christ himeslf is the
supreme heasd and chlef pastor of the church.
Be tells us:«l am the Good Bhepheyd, *

* * Other sheep I hava whioh are not ol
this fold ; them I munst bring, and they shall
hear my velce, and there shall be one fold and
ono ehopherd.”—Jokn 1, 11 16. In another
place of the holy sorlpture the charoh 18 des-
cribed us the bride of the lamb : vAnd I, Joho,
8aw the holy city, the new Jerugalem, coming
down out o heaven from God, prepared as a

¥bride adorned for her husband.  And I heard
o great volce from the throne gaying: Bshold
the tabernaole of God with men, and Hs will
derell with them. And they shall be His
people; and God himself with them shall be
theirGod. * * * Andthe wall of the city
had twelve foundatione, and In them ths
twelve names of the twelve Apostles of the
Lambd, (dpoc azi, 3. 2. 14.) Bt, Paulsays:
“Hugbands, love your wives as Ohrist also
loved the Church, and dellvered Himself up
for it that He might aanctlfy It, oleansing it
by the laver of water in the word of life; that
He might present it to Himselt a glorious
* churoh, not baving epot or wrinkleor any
anch thing, but that it should be holy and
without blemish.” (Ephea, v. 25, 37.) The
same Apostle etyles the church “The pillar
and ground of trath.” (1 Tim. di. 16).
« Bulit upon the foundation of the Apostles
and Prophets;-Jesus Christ himself be'ng the
chfef. corner stone.” (Ephes. di. 20) From
theso and other like terms of sulogy in which
the churoh s spoken of in the Word. of God
wa have prima faole eviderice, on the highest
authorlty, .of the beauty, the sanotity,. the
efficlency,the stability and divine origin of
that wonderfal organtzation Do

‘Thug two essential conditions are laid down
by Iim-—to heileve tho Gospel, the Divine
traths of revelatior, end to kesp tho com-
mandments; that Ir, falth snd worke. Fer,
withoat faita 1t is impogsible to plezse God;”’
aud “Ag the body without the spirit is dead,
80 {8 faith wlthoot works;"in other words,
s {nith which worketh by oharity.” Buthow
is this falth to be guided and kept correct?
Bow are we fo know with certainty what are
the trnths or polnts of revelation to be be.
lisved ? for thers are maany learned, earnest,
honeat readers of the gospel who disngree ia
thelr Interpretation of the real menning of
meny passsges of the gospel, and differ in
thelr beliaf respectlng many polnta of doctrine
which capnot be relegated smong the mere
non-essent{als. The answer s to ba infarrad
from tho words of Ohrist : « Unless you be-
como like little childrex you cannot enter
into the Kingdom of Hesven;” acd in send-
ing His saventy-two dieciples to preach and
teach His Iaw He gald: ¢ Ho that hearsth you
hearsth me, and he who desplaeth me dee-
plseth Him that sent me.” When differezces
arise “hesr the church; he that wiil not
hear the church let him be to thesms tne
heathen and the publican.” Here then ia
Iald down the priaciple of simple, humblie,
cbild-llko obedience to the teaching and
ruling authority which Ohrlst established In
His church. This autborily is preserved
{rom error in 1is officlal or ex-ocathedra de-
clsions, by the promise of Ohrist thet the
gates of Hell should not provail against it,
that He Himself would bs with His apostles
and their successors in preaching the goz-
pel #all days even to the consmmmatifon of
the world”; that he would “send them the

Holy Ghost the Paraclets, the epiri¢t of truth

to teach them all truth (according as it would
becoma necesgary) and abide with them for-
ever.” This guarantse on the pari of Ohrlat,
of exemptlon trom error In teacking on ths
patt of His church, 18 the preliminary me-
tive for that child-like and simple obedience
to the declelons of the Church, beth In falth
and morzls as well ug diecipline which He
exacts, Without nggurance ot Infallible ex-
emption from orror on the part of the teack-
ing and ruling sauthority of the Onurch our
obedience would not be reasonable such a8
Bt. Paul requirer, and Obrlst would not have
commended unreasonable obedience, For,
tho obligaticn of obsdlence on the one &ide
naturally 1mplies the co-relative assurance of
exempticn from erzor onm the other. 1 may
here obierve by way of parenthesis that this
ox-cathedra exemption of the pastors of tho
church does not imply thelr owan in-
dividual exemption from eln. The distinc-
tion i3 obvious between officisl inofallibility,
ensured by the promised inflmence of the
Holy Ghost for the agent and minister
of Ohrist and of His Ohareh, and that personal
humea frallty, poceability, to which all men
are liable, and against which they have to
watch and pray, lest they fall into temptailon.
It 18 this certitude of the church's infallibilty
(and e3pecially that of her chief pastor In his
ex-oathedra asots, from which there 18 no
chance of appeal,since there I8 no higher
officer or judge of controversles in the
ghurch) that satisfies the ratlonal logical mind
and

The alm of the temporary occnpatior of
Egypt by my military foroer, the counsldera-
tlons which must govern its daration, and tke
constant direction ot my efforts to the maln-
tenance of eatablished rights, to fraquillity
in the Eastand to the welfsre of the Egyptian
people, have been more than once explalned
to you and remaln unchanged.
THE MADAGABCAR TROUBLE,

Ocourrencea srising from the French opara-
tions in Madagaecar form the subject of com-
munications with the Government of F'rance,
which are oonducted in a gpirlt of friendship,
and wlill, I doubt not, lead to satlsfactory re-
sults. In conneotion with theee occurrences,
my attentlon has besn, and will contirus to
be, steadily directed to all which may effact
the rights and lbertles of my subjects.

THE SOUTH AFRICAN BITUATION.

My hopes for the re-gstablishment of stable
pesce and order in Zunluland bave not yet
been falillied, and the working of the oon-
ventlon with the Transvaal Government hzs
proved in certaln respects {ar from eatisfac-
tory. Regarding the firat case I shall, while
avolding all gratuitous iaterference, scudy to
maintain such engagements a8 I have con-
tracted, and keep steadily 1n view the secarity
of the border of Natal, The questions of
frontler policy opened by the second case
and which, in different forms, so loag com.
gtituted 7he main difficulty in the adminis-
tration of my Bouth African possessiony, will,
with other poluts, shortly bs dlscussed here
between my Minlaters and the oonfidential
envoys despatched from the Tranavasl {o: the
purpose. .

THE LANDLORDS GJING,

the principle of buylng out the landlords by
tko Stste and begins n revolntlon in the
socisl condition of Ireland which cannot fall
to entall lmportant political resulia.

DUBLIN CASTLE ALARMED,

Amn unfounded report of Earl Spenocex’s
Assassination—A raliroad blunder ag
Cork which leX peapie to belleve that
the Iuvincibles had carried off and
mardered the Loxd Lieatenant.

DusLig, August 27,—It was ramored here
at six o'clock last evening that Earl Spencer
had been agsassinated at Cork while on arall-
way tratn. The statement spread and the
most Intense excitement prevailed. The ru-
mor was denied st the Government boild-
ings and at the Viceregal Palace, but the ru-
mor spread without the denlal. The peopls
certalnly did ot display much regret. There
was a deeply-fixed fecling that, 1 Earl Spen.-
cer had been murdered, it was only a part of
a precoacerted plar, mnd that news of other
cutrages would bs recelved. The atreets were
filled with people up to midnight befors the
conviotion reached them that nothicg had
happened.

'rhe rumor had its orlgin in a serles of
blunders on the part of rallway officials. All
the arrangemeuts for the departure of the
Viceregal party from Oork, where the Lord
Lieutenant spoke last night to a large assem-
blage, had been made in advance, and the
porty, accompanied by the guard. whlich

bad gone from Daublin, was to bhave
gtarted In the reguiar Cork mall,
to which speolsl coaches had been

attached, The train was under apeoial orders
to awalt the pleasure of the Viceroy, snd
when the latter took bis geat In -his carriage,
‘tha traln employes thought they had falfllled
their tostruottons and atarted thetrala on its
scheduls time., Earl Spencer had, howaver,
gone to the atation almost unattended, and
tekon kis geat in hia carrlage befors the ar-

tlval ‘of his suite or the epeoial guard. The

Liady ‘Speccer and the members of the Vioce-

Philip, Duke of Orleans, to proclaim the ace
cesslon to the throne of the young Henry V.
But Louls Phillp simply langhed st the order
of tho deposed monarch, and cleverly taking
advantage ot the crisls, proclaimed himgelf
King instesd. o
Then begana life of exile for the young
Count, defrauded of his crown and hunted
from his kingdom. He flsw, with his mother,
the besutiful and accomplished Duchess uf
Berrl, to Epgland., From there he traveiled
through Europe, secklng exerclse, experlence
and edocatlon. On geveral occaelons he wasg
driven from ome country to another by inl-
mlcal infiaence in Frnncs, untll he finglly
gettlad down at Frohadorf, when he marrled,
in 1845, Marie Therege, eldeat daughter of the
Duke of Modena. No offspring resulted from
this union. Uneveatful indeed was the ca-
reer of the Count until the fall of the Empire,
immedistoly after the disaater of Bedan. In
1871 the repeal of the lawa of exile was ef-
fected and Henry revisited his natlve country.
Such was the ascendency of the Boyalists in
the Asaembly at tke tlme, that had he been
wiiling to make some-concessions to modern
thought and progress, ke could uuquestion-
ably havoe exchanged his villa at Frohsdorf for
the palace nt Versailles, But he would not
supersede the white flag and the principles
of which it was the emblem by the trl-color,
which s naturally regarded by the mass of
Frenchmen a8 n 8ymbol of the galns and
glories of almost a century. Ia the mani-
teato which he issusd on the occaslon he
sald, « Henry V cannot abandon the white
fiag of Henry 1V." This proclamstion fell
Iike a bombshell in the ranks of his supposit-
ers; it was taken practically as sn Insult to
the contemporary kistory of Franoe. It was
a grave blunder and showed that the Count
a8 o statesmap, whose principles should have
been those of reconclilation, was deficlent In
tact. In 1873 spother occasion offs*ed to
mount the throne., A lerge deputation of
the Natlonal Assembly walted wopon the
Count to indnce him to leave aside ZLe Flewr
de Lis end take up tne f{ri.color. Bat
Heory did not think France worth a flag,
and again refused.

THE COUNT OF CHAMBORD AND-THE
FRENCH MONARCHY.

Henry, Duke of Bordeaux and Count of
Chambord, breathed his Iast yesterday, at the
age of sixty-three, The dead prinoe was the
Iast descendant of Louls XLV, who, in con.
formity with the laws of the old dynasty,
could olalm the crown of France. Ol course,
there are other Bourbons, Spanish and
Itallan, a3 well as the Orleans _circle,
who ate members of the  great
royal family, but they can only trace their
lindage from Louls XIII. The birth of the
Oount de Chambord waa marked by dernon-

‘throns. But the ciaims of thia foreign branch
of the royal famlly have beon {rrevocably sup-
planted by those of the house of Orleans,which
goes back for its title to the younger brother
of Loulg XIV. The Duc d’Anjou renounced
for himeelf and his descendants all pretensions
to the French orown, on his becoming king
of 8pain, so that, even if the Count de
Chambord had any wish to impede the re-
coguitlon by French Legitimists of his Or-
Jeanist cousin, as the helr presumptive to the
old monarcky, it would not be in his power
to alter the established rule and order of suc-
oeeslon.

God.” Iuosnother proclametion, dated from
Chambord, July 5, 1871, be assumed for the
firat time In o public document the title of
king, The ropesl of the laws of exlls having
permitted the Ohle! ofthe Houie of Bourkon to
retarn to Franco, the Conut vislted Parle,
ntl stayod for some time at Chem-
bord, whero many of tho sapportets of the
Legitimlist cause waited upon hlm. Great
expcctatlons were now entortalned of a {usion
between tho Legitimiste and the Orlesnlets,
put these were rudaly dlspeiled vy wucther
meanifesto, in which the Couni da Chambord,
while admitting universsl suilzags nnd con-
ttitutionsl povernment with the two cham-
bers, denlad thoe legitimacy of tho Lavolution.
Above all, ho refased to “allow the ctandard
of Henry IV. of Francls 1. and of Josn
of Aco to be snetched from his hands,” and,
in concluslon, hs cald : « Frenchmen, Henry
V. cannot abzedon the white flag of Henry
IV.” Atthe same time bo aoncunced bis
intontlon of volantarlly withdrawing into
exlle in order not to glve, by his pregencs in
France, nevw pretexts for the agltation of mon’s
minds. Accordingly be went to Genevas, and
from thence to Lucerne. InJaunary, 1872, the
romora of a fusion batween the two branchea
of the royal family wero again revivad,
but the Countde Chambord formally contra.
dloted al! such reporte by o letier, dated Jan-
uary 25,1872, In the followlng month adoca-
ment oontainlog o programme of a coastitu-
tlonal government was &8igned by 280
Deputies, and presented to the Count at
Antwerp, whither he had repalred to recolve
tho homago of his subjects snd the communi.
catlons ot his frienda ; but the Liberals in
the Bolgian Chambers complalned of the
Oount’e preaonce In the country, and he soon
afterwards vetired to Frehedorf. Hewever,
the faslon of the two branches of the famlly,
80 long delayed, was at inst accomplished on
August 5, 1873, when the Oount de Paris bad
an Interview with the Conct de Chambord at
Frohedorf, and acknowledged hlm as the
head of the Royal ttouse of France. In
that .and the succeeding month the bellef
that the restoration of Henry V. to the
throre of his nncestors wns pear at hand
epread all over France. The Count de Cham-
bord recelved at Frohedorf, October 12, &
deputation from the Right Party In the
Natlonal Assembly, and the different soctlons
of that party held meetings to consider
the means of re.establishing the AMon-
erchy., Bat to the chagrin of hls frtenda
the Count saddrossed to’ the Uount de
Ohesnolong, who had been the medinm
of communtoation betweoen bim aod hls ad-
herents, a letter in which he expressed opin-
fons so0 roactionary in tholr oharaoter as to
render his restoratlon Impractioable. The
Oount de Ohambord lssned another manilesto
to the French people July 2, 1874, slace
which time ho bas lived in retirement ot
Frohsdorf, where he dled.

Ziruth confessed the plot, and Lammerson
becamse an informer, Smith was arrested and
held to ball in the Oriminal Court to answer
before the Grand Jary. The new revolations
weoro brought to the notice of the Chancellor,
and the cass to.day was re-opeped in that
court o admit the testimony in favor of the
woman 80 cruslly wronged. The Vice Chsn-
csllor sald n effect that euffictont evidence
bhad been glven to establish the fact that
Zlruth in bis deallngs with Lammerson was
the agent of Bmlth,

AGRICULTURAL

FARM WORK FOB BEPTEMBER.

The filting of the ground for any crop is of
the greatest importance. Wheat and rye,sown
this month, requite a rich, mellow soil. Well-
rotted manure should be lberally applied,
elther before or aiter plowing. The more
thoroughly this plans food is mixed through
the soll, the quicker the young grain will
obtain a vigorona growth. The harrow and
1oller nead to beused unt!l all the olods have
been reduoed to small size, The roller should
not paes aftor the seed 18 sown, leaving the
surface packed hard, In which state it
will ornst over after the first raln.
The somewhat ridged surface left by
tbe graln drill also helps to hold the
snow, and prevent winter-killing. Only the
best, plump grains of a superior varlety of
whent should be eown, It ig profitable to pay
threo times the market priee for a fine quality
ofseed. Tho amount to be sown per aocre
depends much upon the thoroughness of pre-
paration and tho strength of the seed. Under
the best conditionr, only a fow quarts of seed
are needed, but, as a general rule, a bushel 18
sufficient, If sSowed with a good drill, A light
coat of rich and finely divided msnure may
be placed on tho eurface aiter sowing, with
excellent s3ect. A hesvy raln may olossly
follow upon the eceding, and therefore plow:
oat the courses for the water at once,

Add afew drops of
carbolio acld to the sponge-weter. Colts need
6 fow oats dplly, snd & shady pasture, Cows
In milk ghould have a lkiemnl feed,
that they may not fall off now.
Fodder corn is excellent to plecs cut the
siort pesiuvrer, end & good patch of
skould be fonnd on every dairy farm. A small

queantity of brsn or meal may bo used with
tne fodder corn with profis, Do not forget
that plenty of cool, pure water 18 essertisl to
ecch animal, expocially ag the herbags of the
pasture does pot aow nfiord the nbuodant
julces of the early spring growth.

Shesp mey do good service in clesrlng up
fields from which crops hevs been removed.
They ara fond of the lesves snd small roots
left In the root fisld after harvest. KEwes
which are to bear lamba should have good
feed, a8 this doos much to ingure atrong off-
spring. Flgs need sprce for free movement,
an abundarce of fresh air, and grod whole-~
somse {ood without stint. A coat of white.
wash npplied to every pait of the oty is very
cleansing ; 16 may be quickly spplied through
a force pump. Ilake the samoapplication to
the pouliry house.
