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NEW YEARS DAY.

ITS OBSERVANCE PAST AND PRE-
SENT.

rrom Heathenlsm to
Pagan Jubilatlons Suceceded by
the Church’s Solemulitios.

Among all civilized uations New
Year's Day begins the year. TFew know
how much they are indebted to Pope
Gregory XIII for fixing the calendar so
as to know th date of events. Tn ancient
times there was no fixed era from which
te date the years. Some pecople counted
from their birth ; monarchs from their
coronation ; the Romans {rom the
foundation of Rome ; the Grecks fiom
their Olympic games; the Babyloniuns,
from the reign of Nebonassar: the

Mohammmedans from he flight of
Mohammed ; the Persians, from the
reign of Yezdegird ; and the Armenians,
from the Council of Tiben. The lin-
doos have three eras to couut from, the
Chinese date from the beginning of the
reign of their Emperors, the Jews count
from the creation, the Nussians, In
Church matters, using the Septuagint
version of the Bible, dated from the
creation, but in crvil atfuies they date
from the birth of Christ, like the other
civilized nations of the world, We can
understaed from these different wavs of
counting time, the dilliculty ol lixing the
dates of ancient times and the wisdom of
the Chureh in adopting the method of
counting from the birth™ of Christ. The
Tomans dedieated the first of Jamary to
the god Jauus, offering sacritices to him
on twelve altars, and they roek the events
of thaw day as signs of the coming year.
They met each other with kindly greet-
ing and sent presents to their friends,
From that comes our “lHappy New
Year,” and the enstom ol sending pre-
sents to our triends, From the time of
the Apestles the Chaueh celebrated New
Year's Day, in memory of Qur Lord
vircumeision, cight days after his birth,
as given in the Gospel. They condemu-
ed the Wdolutrous rites of the pagans on
that day, tor not only the ilomans, but
the Druids and the Saxons sent gilts and
carried out their  superstitious cere-
monies. The presents of the people and
of the nobles became sources of revenue
to the kings in ansient times, and to the

aristocrucy in feudal days. The creation |

would be the natural time to date
from, but with the exception of
the Hebrews, all other nations go back
till they are lost in fable. In the sacred
writings of the Hebrews there are two
periods, one of the Jews, stating that the
creation took plice 4,004 yewrs before
Christ, the
OTHEKR OF TIE SEITUAGINT,

putting his birth 5,508 years from the
ereation, The Church, knowmg that
dates and exact times have nothing to
do with salvation and faith, and wishing
10 hionor the two great versions of the
Bible, uses the Septuagint manner of
counting the years from creation in the
martyrolagy and the Hebrew in all other
computations.

The pagans used to eelebrate the day
by sactiicing to the god Janus and to
the goddess Strenia and spent their time
in feasting, debauchery and badness. To
warn  the  Christians,  St. Augustin
preached o sermon against these pagan
rites. The Council ot lonrs eondemned
them, opening with the  words, “Our
fathers commanded the Litanies to he
said on the Kalends ot January, the belis
to be tolfod at the cighth hour, and the
Muass of the Cireumcision of Our Lord
to Le properly celebuted”  As far as
we areable to go back we cannot find
when this feast was commenceld to be
celebratel, All histories prove that it
came trom the Apostles.  Formerly they
said two masses on New Year's day, one
in romemberance of the circumeision,
and the other in honor of the Blessed
Virgin, but after the thirteenth century
the latter mass fell into disuse. The
Catholic Clinvel has no prayers relating
to the beginning of the eivil year, as the
ecclesiastical ycar begins on  the first
Sunday of Advent, but we ask the people
to thank God for his -graces showered
down on us duving the lnst twelve
months, and we ask them to beseech the
Lord to continne his blessings tur the
coming year. To give all an example,
the Pope goea to the Church of the Jesu,
there to sing the “Thee, O God, we
praise,” to the Jord, nnd finishes with
the Benediction of the Blessed Sacra-
ment. Thesame, sentiments are found
carried out in the ancient Gothic Chiirch
of Spain.

The Mass for New Year’s is entitled
“At St. Mary’s across the Tiber,” for
there in that Church, the oldest and
most venerable of the temples built in
Rome to the honor of the Virgin, the
New Yenr's Mass is said. It was huilt
on the celcbrated spot, where, according
to the legend, a wall of oil flowed Irom
the ground in the night the Lord was
born, bursting forth and flowing even tu
the Tiber. The early Christmas saw in
it a figure of the Christ that is the
Anointed, for that is the meaning of

“Christ in the ancient Hebrew. That
Church was Luilt in the third century
and conscerated by Pope Calistus. To-duy
it is known by the nmne of the Fountain
of Oil.

YEED OF A ST. FRANCIS.

THE REVIVAL OF OLD QUESTIONS.

Iistory Itepeating Itself fn Social Prob-
lems of the Age—The Plaglnelsms
of thoe salvation Army,

The same old gquestion that demanded
an answer in tho twelfth century, and
demanded it imperiously, s occupying
the attention of England to-day. And
the question is, how shall the poor be
saved from sinking to the level of brutes?
It was answered in the twelfth century
by the appearance of St. Franeis ' Assisi,
In the eighteenth it was answered, Rous-
seia and Voltaire having paved the way
by the fearful out-brexk of the poor
thermselves, many of whom had become
as brutes.

Ancther question which is forcing its-
elf on thoughtful people is, how can the
people in all countries be made more
Christian, more contented, more hopeful
to one another? St. Francls, the mer-
chant's son, came out of the little town
of Umbiria att a time when the hearts even
of Christians seemaeill to tremble before
the two Italian viees, Avarice and Re-
venge. Rome itself had been torn by
warting rwlers.  But St. Franeis came;
the Noly Futlier, supremely  directed,
Deessaed o mission whicly, from the inman
puint of view, scemed hopeless.  Pope
innocent did not jeer at the poor man
who  proposed to convert  the world
through lus poverty,  And from the mo-
ment that the Father of Christendom
hlessod Francis of Assisi, the world felt
more strongiv i new force—the foree of
the evangelical life.

St Francis was 2 poct, but he held no
theories, The one great comuandment
ol Love was his sole philosophy. It
hosad him to God, it bound him to man
wnd to nature, He tried soceesstully to
do what Wordsworth and vur modein
areat poets have nusuceessiully uied to

P do—to bring lis people nearer to nature, |

and to teach them that to love nature
wils to gt neaver 1o nature’s God, The
lesson that Colerlage teaches in * The
Ancient Mariner” might have been hoy-
rowed from o legemd of St Franeis
“1fe pravetis best who loveth hest
Al thines bhoth great and small;
For the dear Giod who loveih us,
He made and loveth all.”

But St. Franeis lived 1is poem, though
he sung snatehes of it his beloved
Freneh, and atterward in the maore bes
loved dialect of the Jtdinn

COMMON FOLX,
He made bhimsell pourer than the
voorest.  1Iis brown robe was all he had.

['o be the povrest of Gold's ereatuzes, to
be beaten about by the winds of heaven,
to be like Qur Lord and to bave no place
on which to lay his head,—this was his
ardent ambition.  And  this ambition
made him the regenerator of the Chris-
tian world, threatened on ovne side by
Arabic subtieties and Orientid fusts, and
on the other by inordinate love of power
and plaex. Machiaveli was not
wrong when he said that without St
Frineis and St Dominie religion in
Furope wonld have beeome adm st ex-
tinct.

To-day the world Lo rushing rapidly
toward i eondition of things not unlike
it which ealled for St Praneis. The
attempt of Gen. Bootle in London (o
rescite the poor tronn a degradation worse
than deatlt has revealed plagnespots
de eper than these that the civillzation of
Middli-Age Italy koew.  Bat who, ee-
adly reading Geu, Bouth's book, inagines
that his plans will do more than glaze
the uleer with an apjcarance ol headth ?
Mistaken in many ways as the members
of thesatvation Army are, and ephemerad
as their work must be, vet v has some-
thizr iniv of the spint of St Praneis.
The sulvation people hiave veadized the
truth that to understand the poor, ote
must be among the poor.  The only
possible advantage that Gen. Booath's
plitns ean have comes from the fact that
Lis missiouaries will be of the poor and
with the poor.

The spirit of St. Franeix alone can bring
pece to the world; and these Salvation-
1sts are groping toward it, but they are
very far iroml possessing it Political
cennomy lias fadied, as it always will fail,
ta salve a problem which only Love can
solve. It there is Jess caste hatred to-
day than there was in the time of St
Francis, it is becausc the clisses are
more indifferent to one another than
they were in the feudal days.  Looking
around usd, only one conclusion cun be
diawn {from  experience—hamely, that
the Chureh of Christ alone can cope with
the social evils of our time; and to do so
she needs & St. Francis with the spirit of
hini of Assisi, and new methods of diftus-
ing it—J F, Egan in Ave Morie.

SOME OLD YULE TIDE CUSTOMS,

Christmas Festivitles In Anclent Days
—Carol Singing—Tke YWassall—
Games und Gambols.

« At Christmas play, and makes good cheer,
For Christmas comes bul once a8 year.”

So sang good Tom Tusser, the quaint

old English farmer-poet and rhyming |

autobiographer, threchundred years ago;
and his homely counsel was but an ccho
of the feelings with which our forefathers
welcomed the merry Christmas tide.
Those were merry days indeed—days of
feasting and jollity, mirth and festivity ;
when the sole business of men seems to
have been to eat, drink and be merry ;
when the huge logs biazed and crackled
on the hearth, and the sparkling, wreath-
ing flames went roaring up the wide-
mouthed chimney ; when the long oaken
tahles groaned beneath the abundance of

good things ; when the great hall oi the !

baronial castle resounded with the tu-
multuous joys of servants and depend-
ents, who partook of the generous hespl-

tality of their lord, amusing him and his |

family and his friends with their sports
and gambols. Then the period of time
extending from Christmas Eve to Candle-
mas, especially the twelve tirst days, was
one uninterrupted round of entertain-
ments and merrymakings of all sorts.
Walls, pictures, candlesticks, bedposts

and dishes were embowered in festive |

bolly and bay. No knight or baron in
the land but kept open house for all
comers, frecly providing them with beef,
beer, bread and other viands in abmn-
dance—
+ Then opened wide the baren’s hall
To vassul, tenant, serf and all ;

Power latd his rod of rule aside,
And ceromony doffed his pride.”

There is a peculiar charm in contem-
plating the pleasant ways of those old
times, and

LOSING ONE’s SELF

amid
which once clustered round the hallowed
senson of Christmas. We like to think
that then people were more social, joyons
-and Dpen-lhearted than at the present
time; that they enjoyed life roughly,
but henrtily and vigorously, while
moderu refincment, planing off the little
roughnesses of men and subjecting the
whole world to one system ol rules, has
given rise to more dissipation, as it has
lessencd the solid enjoyment of former
times. And then, perchance, laboring
under the cnchantment which the dis-
tance of many ycars lends to those old
Christmas festivities, will vent our feel-
ings in an cnthusiastic culogy of the
“good old times.”

Two of the most popular observances
connected with the C{n'ismus holidays
were the hanging up of the mistletoe and
the bringing in and placing on the hearth
of the ponderous Yule-log. The mis-
tletoe, ns is well-known, was regarded in
the religion of the Druds with the great-
est veneration, and solemmn ceremonies
were anciently conneeted with the cut-
ting of the parasite, which was done at
the winter solstice, The ‘people went In
procession to the forest, the bards lead-
ing, chanting a song, then a
herald, then three Druids with
implements, then the prince of the
Druids nccompanied by the multitude.
Mounting an onk, the chief Druid
cut the mistletoe with a golden sickle
and prosented it to his brethren, who re-
ceived it very respectfully. It was then
cut into sprays and on the first of the

+new year distributed among the people.
On Christmas eve boughs of the plant
were hung from the ceiling of the kitchen,
and whatever femule chunced to stand

BENEATH THE VERDANT ALCH,

were she a gill or a grown lady, the
young man present was cntitled to im-
plant on her cheek akiss. This custom
probably had its origin in the fact that
the pearl white berries of the mistletoe
were regarded by the Druids as symbalic
of purity and were associated by them
with the rights of marriage.

The cutting of the Yule-block was the
most joyous of the ceremonies on Christ-
mas eve in feudal times. A massive
piece of wood wns selected, frequently
the rugged root of n tree, nnd as it was
being drawn in from the frost, the way-
farer revently lifted his hat as it passed.
Then with rejoicing merriment, it was
brought into the great hall or kitchen.
Herrick sings:

¢ Comse, bring with a nolse,

My Merrie, merrio boyes.
The Christmas lug to the firing;

While my good dame, she

Bids ye all bo 1ree,
And drink to your heart's desiring.”

Each of the' family used, in turn, to sit
on thelog, sing o Yule-song, and drink
to a merry Christmas and a happy New
Year; after Yule-cakes, with the figure
of the Infant Jesus impressed upon them,
were distributed:s::When.- tired of the

thie customs and superstitions i

gports, the party gathered round the log

andindulged in quieter amusements; some
engaged in conversation; some went to
cards; while some sang carols. Others
would gather round the lord of the man-
sion, who sat in a large-backed onken
arm-chair near the tire, and heard him
fecount the traditionary tales of the
v1ll.age and stories of ghosts and witches,
while the dimly-glowing embers shed
their spectral light athwart the circle of
eager countenances, and ‘ the pattering
sleet on the casement beat, and the blast
was hoarsely blowing.’ The half-con-
sumed block, its purpose scrved on
Christmas Fve was

till next Christias, and then the new log
was 1it with the charred remains of its
prodecessor
© * Part must be kept wherewith to teend

The Christmnas log next yeare :

! And where 'tis safely kept, the fiend
X Can do no mischicf there.”

This custom of preserving the log was
regarded as of the highest importance,
- and the log was therefore earefully stored
away in the cellur or other secure place
of the house. If kept throughout the
year, it was believed to insure the house
against fire.

On Christmas morning, our ancestors
were wont to be roused trom their slum-
ber by the melodions music of the waits
and carol-singers. Waits were musicians
who used to play by night in the streets.
In very old times they were attached to
the King's court, and their duty was to
sound the watch every night and parade
the strests in winter to prevent depreda-
tions.

‘1 hear along our street
Tass the minstrel throngs :
Hark! they play so sweet,
On their hnputboys, Christmas songs !
Let us by the fire,
Ever higher,
#ing them till the night expire.”

One of the objects of these wandering
musicians was the gathering of duna-
tions, which they distributed among the
poor, though always expecting Zmprimnis
a black jack of ale and a Chyisumas pie
for their personal consumption.

A nugniticent dinuer served on Christ-
mas day was, of course, the leading tea-
ture, the grand central point ot the holi-
day season in the olden time. Aud the
chief dish, as well as the first—the piece
de resigtance—was u savory boar’s head,
decked with rosemary and holding with
its teeth a lemon for its own seasouing,
swimming in a sea of steaming gravy,
and served on o platter of silver or gold—
ne baser metal was thought it to hold
the precious burden. The man who bore
it in was preceded by pages carrying
i mustard. The entry of the head

was accompanied with flourish of trum-
pets and music of merry minstrelsy.
whie a carol was sung, in the burden of
which all joined. We nll remember the
dear song :

 Phe bore’s heed in hand bring T
With garlans gay and rosemary,
I pray you all slog merely
Qui estis in convivio.

 The bore’s heed, I understande,
Is the chlef serviee in this tande;
Loke, wherever it be fande,
Servite cum cgntico””’
hie flesh of the peacock was likewise
a favorite dizh for a Christmas dinner.
This was the ladies’ bird; and it was cus-
tomuary for the pretticst of “thesex” to
bring it on a salver to the sound of viols,
the rest of the ladies following in stately
procession. Salmon, too, were in great
demand. Carew says:
« Lustly the sammon, king of flsh,
¥ills with good cheare the Christmas dishe,”

Henry III, in his twenty-ixth year,

twenty salmons to be bought for the
King, nnd put into pics against Christ-
mas. Beef, plum-puddings, turkeys,
goese, cupons and swans all figured in
the holiday bill of fare. The wetl known
minced, or Christmas pie, must not be
forgotten—than which the pastry cook’s
art bousts no greater triwmph. It is of
considerable antquity and 1= referred to
by many of the old writers. Its chiel in-
gredients were neat’s tongue, chickens,
egys, sugar, curints, lemon and orange

i A superstition

peel, with various spices. ISt
slill exists. that in as many ditferent

Christmas, so many happy months will
e have in the ensuing year; vue has
only, therefore. to  perform the de-
lcetable operation in a dillerent house
each day from Chiristmas Day
TO TWELVTI-TIDE,
and bring down upon his head a dozen
months of hliss and prosperity.

Such a prodigality of viands demand-
ed, as may be sqpposed, libgml potations
of liquor for their proper digestion ; and
many were the bumpens of malvesie, bas-
tard and muscadel that were sent brim-
ming round the festive hoarl. It may be
expected that Christmus “broached the
mightiest ale,” and Christmas ale has,
according, been famous {rom the carliest
tines.

« Bryng us in good ale, bryngus in good ale.

Fornclneu:’ biyssd Lody's snke, bryng us in good
is a very old drinking cry. But by far
the most important Christmas beverage,
the drink par excellence, the it conco-
mitant of the bonrs head, was the re-
nowned wugtail—a composition of toast
and ale, spiced and sweetened, with
ronsted apples bobbing about the surface.
It was mixture which might well _cause
the lips of a bon vivant to smack with
gusto : and though the clements which
formed it be known to us. the mystery
of their skillful composition, like that of
the famous suck of Falstafl, or like that
of the bLrilliant colors wherewitht the
monks ol old itluminuted their missals,
remains a subject lor antigquarian re-
gearch. The wassail-bow] was introduced
with great ceremony and when  the
steward came in hecried out three times:
“Wagsail, wassail, wassail !” which was
answered by o song {rom the comnpany.
In some places it was customary for a
bevy of young ladics to carry the bowl
from doot to deor, singing an appropriate
song the while, and expecting a small
gift in return :

“ Good damp, here at your door,
Our wassel we bogln ;
We arc ull ma.l(lt.-xlust‘poo:‘-,l
‘ay now let us i1
We pray Wwith our wassel,

it Our wassel we do fill
With applos and with spice ;
Thon grant us your good w 1
To Laste here once or twice
Ot our good wassal.”

Another of the intercsting foatures of
a Christmss in' the olden times was the

directed the sheriff of Gloucester to cause |

‘houses #s oue cats mince pic during

varied assortment of games which were
80 heartily joined in by old and young,
most of which have long since passed
away. Chief among these merry pas-
times was snap dragon. A quantity of
raising was thrown
INTO A LARGE BOWL

and over thed® were pouend spirits of
wine, which were then ignited. The
children were 1equired to pick the raisins
out of the flames and it may be imagined
that it required some skillful * snapping”
on their part to keep from burning their
tingers. Then there was the oid game of
“hot cockles,” a species of blind man's
bufll in which the person koecling down,
and being struck behind,wasto wuess who
inflicted the blow.

A diversion which often ecaused much
laughter was * Dun in the Mire.” A log
ot wood was brought to the middle of the
room; this was  *“Duan,” or the cart-
horse, aud a ery was raised that he had
stuck in the mire. Two of the company
then advanced to draw him out.  When
nmible to do so they called for further
help, until finally joined in the game,
when Dun was exivicated. Not the least
enjoyment arose from ecach person’s sly
efforts to let the log fall on his neighbor's
toes.

‘Times change (says the poct) as well
as people; and the ancient holiday usages
have passed away with thestately castles
and ample manorial domains around
which they clustered, They harmonized
with the dim ha!l, and the great, bare
parlor, but are unsuited to the cheerful
drawing-room or the cozy boudoir of to-
day. But what though modern refine-
ment has made havoe of those tradition-
ary customs, shearing them of their
“pomp and eircumstance.” so that they
be scarcely shadows of their former
selves? [s not Christmas the same dear,
good heneficent scason as of old, and is
not the spell which it exercises upon us
as delightful as ever? Though the sym-
bol of good cheer, the boar's head, be de-
throned from its cmincnee, and have
long ceased to ecrown the festive board ;
though the link of boon companions=hip,
the wassail cup, “with 1ts toasted
healths and wishes,” be bhanished Irom
our tables ; though external forms and
decorations fade and fall into disuse, et
not the spirit of Christmas eseape from
our hearts ; let the lanrel, emblematic of
peace and good-will, be ever green with-
i us though it no longer decorate our
parlors ; and let us still hail the teturn
ot the seazon as the *‘kind, forgiving.
charituble, pleasant time ” that it is;
“the only time 1 know of, in the long
calendar of the year, when men and
women seem by one consent to open
their shut-up hearts freely, and to think
of peopte below them as il they really
were fvllow-passengers to the grave, and
not another mee of creatures bound on
other juurneys” A glass of the generous
kind and gentle reader, and here’s o
merry  Christmas  to you, and many
happy returns.—Michael 5. Haas, in
Catleolée Mirror.

The ruture martyr was o hearty out-of-doors
boy—who would skate for hours in the frost
and fog, risking serious accidents in his reck-
less pranks on the lce.

inrge, strong, handsome and courageeus,

‘*Blg Damicn,” his professor at Louvaincalled
bim, when Nhis unlooked-for voecatlon to the
roligious life and the priosthood drew him
away from his beloved village life and sports
and the dear family circle at 'Tremoloo. '

HIis robust physique and enF ing presence
proved to be among his best missionary equip-
ments. He was a flne rider, and an expert
swimmer; he could carry o load alone
whice would have been heavy for three or four
even of the healthy aborigines of the Sandwich
Ilsands; he helped the poor lepers bulld their
houwnos ns well as their chapels; he made the
coflns and dug the graves.  And this briskly
and cheerlly, and as n part of the higher duty
to the souls of hls aMicted Hock.

He wns *ardent and switt llke the wind or
the fire,” sald the natives.

He made many converts. Nearlyallthe non-
Catholics nsked, whendeath was at hand, tor
the strong, brave Cathollic priest.

Teellng's memolr.

Intherank and file of McCurthy's followers
there are many men of commanding albility,
sueh as T, D. Sullivan (the author of * God
Save Ireland ™), John Larry, Dr. Tanner, Col.
O'Gormuan Mahon (37 years old) Justin, H.
Mecarthy (asonof the echalrman), Sir Thomas
Henry Grattan Esmonde and J. F. X, O'Brien.
The latter, by the way, was tried for “treason’”
in 1867, convieted and sentenoed to death, This
sentencee was stterwards commated and Mr,
O'lbrien spent somo years in prison.

It must be conceded, however, that some
hright and able men still follow the lead of Mr.
Parncll. Among these may be mentioned J. J.
V' elly, the Redmond brothers (Willlain and
John), John ’Connor, known as * Loog
John,"” muember tor south Tipperary,
Edmund Leamy and I, J. Claneys  O'Kelly is
4+ years old, and a most remarkable man.
Belore hie was 21 years old he was asoldierin
the French army, fighting rebellious Arabs.
Then he tought in Mexico with the French
furees sent by Napoleon o Maxhnoilian's aid.
He was a prisoner in a Mexlcan fortress In
186, One night he escaped from his ecaptors
and mado a thrilling flight tn the direction of
Americal territory, By way of New York he
went to Jrelnnd nud took part inthe abortive
rebellious rising in 1847,  Hoe aguin joined the
French army to ight in the Franco-Prussian
war.

Without
itmo form of political government can
long be anything else than a system of
social  disorder and  licentiousness.
Church and State are inextricably woven
together and the latter without the influ-
ence of the former cannot long remain
in order, harmony, honesty, and, it may
be added, social decency. As long as a
Republic is Catholic and Christian, its
peculiar form of administration has
nothing to do with the highest ecclesiast-
ical authorities. But, that Cardinal
Lavigerie is to be regarded as having in
any way endorsed the idea of Republican

ABOUT WOLVES.

The natural enmity which subsists be-
4ween dogs and wolves is a characteristic
which is recalled by the antipathy shown
by every good watch-dog towards strang-
ers of his own race, but that wolves
should devour dogs certainly savors some-
what of cannibaliem, for these friends
and foes of man are in fact two branches
of the same family, as is proved to the

. satisfaction of naturalists by their iden-
tity in various important characteristics,
though sundry minor points of difference
_are noted, such as that in drinking a dog
Inps, whercas a wolf sucks, and in biting
the wolf gives a rapid succession of vici-
ous snaps instead of the firm. retaining
hold which generally characterizes the
bite of a healthy dog. The character of
the bark also differs greatly, the honest
.dog-bark being replaced by a short snap-
ing, while the wolf voice is chiefly exert-
ed in pruducing dismal howls. As re-
gards external appearance, the common
wolf with his shaggy coat bears a much
closcr resemblance to a Collie dog than
the latter dves to mest other branches of
the dog tribe, though the cruel, treacher-
ous expression of the obliquely-set eyes
betrays bow different is the wolf-spirit
from that which looks out through the
kink, true eyee of the faithful dug. Yet
there have been inatances of domesti-
cated wolves which have forned & strong
attachment to their human owners, while
on tho other hand we have to confess
that the dog-race does include both savage
‘and cowardly individuals.

LONG LIVEP PEOVLE.

When the French Ministry, some 25
years ago, issued a circular to all its pre-
‘fects making inquiries as to the condi-
tious most favorably to iongevity, all the
reports agreed in naming a well-to-do
condition of life as most impertant, if
not quite indispensable. It should also
be borne in mind that the most wonder-
ful cases of longevity are almost invari-
. ably reported from countries where veri-
. - fication of the asscrted facts is impossible
‘- *For instance, the l.ancet some time ago
quoted the case of an old man of Bogota,
San Salvador, who “confessed to being 180
years old, though his neighbors believed
‘him to be much more.

With no possible check from authentic
records, bis kindly neighbors might well
have given him an additional century
with impunity. Something ot this kind
doubtless happened in the case of an old
native of Bengal, who was reported by
Dr.C. W. De_Lacy as having attained
the antediluvian age of 370. Dr, De Lacy
reports several cases a8 to which we re-
commend a due degree of doubt. A
certain Thomas Whittington, who died
in 1804, at the reputed age of 104, never
drank, we are seriously told, any liquor
but gin, but of that fiery compound he
consumed from a pint to a pint and a half
daily. Thisis probably more than any
of the doctor’s readers will tind it easy to
swa.low.—All the Year Round.

PLAYING CARDS,

There is more mystery and history
connected with u pack of playing cards
than the average man is aware of, suyvs a
historical writer. The four kings origin-
ally represented David, Alexander Cresar
and Charlemagne. Distinctive features
are given these in some styles of French
cards, the original names being still re-
tained by that people. The other forms
of pictures are the representation of the
kings in the old Jewish costume, or even
in Greck, Roman and Fraunkish styles.
The queens in the pack are usually
Judith.

and, with fixed bayonets, rushed upon
the bewildered foe. The flight of the
British soldiers was long stigmatized as
“the race of Castlebar.” An English
contemporary wrote thut the surrender
of Burgoyne's army at Saratoga had not
affected or surprised him so much as the
Castlebar catastrophe. “ Never,” says
Lecky, “was there a rout more abject
or more complete, and those who wit-
nessed it must have asked themselves
what would have happened if at any
time within the two preceding years
12,000 or 15,009 French soldiers like those
of Humbert had been landed.” Apropos
of what Humbert accomplished with in-
significant resources, Lecky is led to
consider how franght with insignificance
waus Bonaparte's abandonment of bis pro-
jected Irish expedition and his departuie
for Egypt only a few days before the
Irish rebellion. He recalls how Napoleon,
reviewing his career at St. Helena, spoke
of this decision as one of hig great errors.
“On what,” he said, “do the destinies of
empires hang? It instead of the expedi-
tion to Egvpt I had conducted one to
[reland, what would England have Leen
to-day? and the Continent? and the
political world?* Mr. Lecky does not
undertake to say whether in 1793 any
large expedition could have succeeded in
reaching the Irish coast, but no one, he
thinks, can question that had it succeed-
ed in landing at the beginning, or in the
middle of the Irish rebellion, its effect
would have been most serious. If, he
addg, the outbreak in Ircland had taken
place a little eariier, or if the Egyptian

J project had been postponed a little Jonger,

[reland would probably have become n
central object in Bonaparte’s military
policy, and the whole coursc of events
might have been changed.

To this propossal he had
replied that such a course was impossible
because Gladstone fondly clinging to the
desire of his old age, retained Home Rule
in the forefront of his programme. Mr.
Chamberlain then snid he doubted, any-
how, whether a reunion would ever be
possible with the men forming the Glad-
stonian majority, but recent events had
opened the eyes of Gladstonian moder-
ates, who might co-operate with the
Unionists and Tories in the formation of
a truly National parmty devoted to pro-
gress in the truest sense.”

Stanley for making
Jameson the scapegoat for ail the trouble
.which- oceurred, and:‘claiming they were
due to Stanley’s:own bad judgment and
negiect. - They also 'suggest that Stanley
and Bonny arenot telling the truth. The
cannibalism episode, as 1t  appears in the
diary, is substantially identical with the
account of it contained in the lefter to
the Emin committes, Jameson adds to
his statements of the facts: “I would
never have been such a beast ‘as to have
witnessed the asct of cannibalism, but
was unable until the last moment to
bring myself to believe that it was any-
thing save a ruse to get maqney out of
me,”” In his diary, under date of April
10, 1888, Jameson complains that Stanley
rejects his advice togive the sick a period
of rest, and compels them to continue
the march, “with the result,” he adds,
“that the camp regards me as a brute
and Stanley as a sor} of guardian angel.”
The diary is a record of the daily pro-
gress and adventures of the expedition,
Interspersed with disputes between Stan-
ley and his followers. For instance, he
says: “While marching to Ukalama,
after ordering that & hundred lashes be
given a man for losing a box of ammuni-
tion, Stanley accused me of losing
three boxes and said: * If this happens
again we must part.” If this continues
and Stanley reproaches me before the
men I shall not be sorry when we do
part.”” The diary records that Stanley
degraded three chiefs, the best men
Jamegon had ever seen among the na-
tives, and only relensed them from their
chains on the intercession of Tippoo Tib.
In a letter to his wife Jameson complains
that bhe has no time for the pursuits of &
naturalist. He declares his_whole time
is occupied beating and loadiug niggers.
While at Leopoldsville, he writes, they
all had disagreeable moments with Stan-
ley, but they think they are ended for
the present, “1 cannot heip admiring
him immenscly.” he says, “ lor his great
atrength of will power in overcoming
difficulties, but there are some points in
his charvacter which it is impossible to
admire. Again, when Stanley discards
his rescrve, he is most agreeable and full
of animation.” Later he deseribes “the
most disgraceful row I ever heard be-
tweeen Stanley, Jephson and Stairs in
reference to the complaint of the Zanzi

baris, whose word Stanley takes in pre-
ference to that of his officers.” Jumeson
alsosays: “On June 6, having by his
own mistakes

LOST THE OFIICERS,

while steaming to Arumwhi, Stanley
said if he had failed to find the steamers
he would have treated us all as deserters.
He used hard and unfair words and ap-
peared to distrust us if a yard from him.
Yet except myselt, who was scedy, the
officers have worked the hardest in the
most horrible swamps to procure wood.
This distrust sickens us and is frightfully
disheartening.” Being encamped at
Yambuya Jameson again writes to his
wife: *I can’t get over the disappoint-
ment of being lett alone with Barttelot.
Stanley . lelt us seventy-six of the very
worst men under one worthless chief.
The camp is pitched in a frightfully
damp place.” In numerous entries Jame-
son expressed dislike to the necessary
flogging of sentries caught asleep, and
sets forth the difficulty of suppressing
mutiny among the natives, who were
weary of waiting for Stanley. He de-
scribes stirving wmlventures on the jour-
ney to Kassonga. On May 8, 1885, he
records the cannibal incident, as already
published. In the final chapter he ex-
presses deep sorrow at the death of
Barttelot, and says: “ The closest friend-
ship existed between us. He was a
straightforward, honest gentleman, his
only fault being a hasty temper. He
loved plain, straightforward dealing, far
too much even to get on well with the
Arabs. He hated thewr crafty, round-
about manner and showed it, and was
disliked in turn. He was far too good a
man to lose his life in this way. God
knows what I will do without him.” Ina
subsequent letter, Jameson says: “Little
did I think when I spoke to you of my
teelings of duty that I should be placed
in such a position as now, where, 1 feel,
you and our little ones cry out against
what I must do as an officer of this ex-
pedition. With one word or even a show
of weakness on my part, [ could stop the
whole expedition, which seems fited to
mect nothing but reverses, and return to
you; but Go«%knows such a thought has
never entered my heart, although I could
easily defend such a course.” Later he
writes: “As saidfstories are a tissuc ol
falsehoods, it is awful that such a scoun-
drel is allowed to traduce one behind one’s
back when there is no chance of defend-
ing one’s self.”

Ward, in describing Jameson's death,
says that the drums were sounding to
cease the day’s work. “He opened his
eyes, started and clutched my hands, say-
ing huskily, ' Ward, Ward, they’re coin-
ing. Listen, now; let’s stand together.’”
Ward explains that Jameson was think-
ing of the drums calling the savages
to bght while they were drifting on the
river. »

HOUSE AND HOUSEHOLD.

CHILDREN’S FAULTS.

Parents have proudly told me of sicken-
ing battles with thelr children, will pitted
against will, till at last the stronger phys-
ique gained the mstery, and the child's
“will was broken.” Such victories are
worse than defeats. I have seen a father
and his little boy stand pitted against
cach other, with o look in eech face that
that I could call nothing but hatred ; and
when I thought of the power of the one
and the helplessness of the other, I could
not but admire the boy’s pluck, There
should be nosuchocceasions, says & writer
in Harper's Bazar. The parent stands
convicted of utter stupidity in finding
himself in any such situation.

There are times when it 1s wiser for the
pareat to ignore some mood on the child’s
part. The part of the parent should be in
ever sevking the wise opportunity to im-
press the child with the virtue that is
the reverse of some fault it falls into.
Childrenn pass through varigus phases,
and some dragon of a falut that one has
been worrving over and planning against
suddenly vamshesinto thin air, and is no
more.

Sometimes one fixes a fault by notic-
g it too much. It becomes an expres-
sion of nervousness. The child repeats
the fault through aninabiiity to pass over
it, It becomes like a hard woid in
the speliing buok that he has met before.
He recogmzes the word without knowing
its name, and at the same moment re-
members his struggles with it, and the
painful impression tiils bim with nerv-
ousness ; his mind becomes confused,
and he cannot control his thought. It is
wise with a fault, as with the hard word,
to let it go, to escape it. Omit the hard
word ; avold anything to excite the ha-
bitual fault. Presentiy the child forgets
the fanit. It may be said that injudi-
cious parents often create their children’s
faults.

THE KITCHEN.

A SINMPLE BILL OF FARE.

If people only knew what real enjoy-
ment therc is in a simple dietary, they
wou!d adopt it at once. Here is such a
dinner, beginning with a pease soup,
made with onions, turnips aud carrots.
A leg of mutton, stuffied and roasted,
white and sweet potatoes, with pickles,
and n dessert of fruit. The pease soup is
s0 putiitious that it is always recom-
mended to students, etc., becuusq of the
phosphorous which peas contain, and
this 1s made as follows : One pint of peas
sonked over night and then boiled in
good beef stock, with an onion, turnips
and carrots chopped fine, and added in
quantitics as desired. Stir frequently,
that it may not burn; serve with toasted
bread, cut in small pieces. Mutton is
not only very nutritious, but is very
easily digested. The leg of mutton may
be prepnred by first removing the bone,
then wiping inside and outside with a
wet cloth. Now sprinkle the inside with
salt; then stuff with a cracker stutling
nicely seasoned, and then sew. Putit
in on o rack in adripping-pan, with somne
of the kiduey suct on the meat andin
the pan. Now dredge Wwith sait, pepper
and flour and bake in a hot oven. DBaste
as soon as the flour is bruwn, and baste
often. DBake one hour if liked rare; one
hour and a quarter if well done. QOranges
should be served with this dinner.

A STEW.

‘Here is the most delicious mutton stew
that can be imag.ned and is made of mut-
ton chops. The following quantity 1s for
two persons: Two muttun chops cut
from near the shoulder. Put them In a
shallow pan having a tight cover. Pour
on boiling water to the depth of one inch;
covar ard simmer one hour; add more
water as it boils away, using only enough,
however, to keep the meat from burning.
Add two slices of turnip, two small
onions whole, and when the meat and
turnip are nearly tender add two com-
mon sized potatoes, having first soaked
and ecalded \hem. Add one teaspoonful
of salt and a\little pepper. Remove the
vegetables without breaking; let the
water boil nearly away, leaving enough
for a gravy. Remove the fat, thicken
the gravy with flour and add salt and to-
mato eatchup to the taste. Pour it over
the meat,

' STEWED OYSTERS.

Before ,cooking oystew carefully re-
move all particles of shell. This is not
g0 necessary with the most expensive
gorts, but even these sometimes have o
trencherous bit of shell in them, which
is very disagreeable to encounter. Put
one gallon of oysters with their liuor
into a granite saucepsn, salt and pépper
to taste, and three-quarters of a pound of
very nice butter, Oysters require a
quantity of butterif you want them
perfection. Frequently stir them, and
‘when ~ they are thoroughly heated
through and begin to cook, stir into
them one teaspoonful of fresh cracker
dust, finely pounded. As soon as they
are doue, which is as soon as they plump

out, remove them irom the fire. Tov much
-.cooking, like too little butter, will ruin an
oyster, While cooking stir often from |
the bottom ‘of the saucepan, otherwise |’

s:ufling, One teacupful of fincly-crumbled
bread, one teacupful of finely-minced fat
pork, one teaspoonful of sugar, ane of
salt, one of mixed spices, finely pounded
—mage, allspice and cloves—ine ten-
spoonful of celery seed, one gill of chop-
ped-up celery, one gill of butter and one
raw egg, sait and pepper to taste, and
one silver-skinned onion the size of an
nutmeg ; mince fine and mix all well to-
gether. Stuff the vension, rub over the
outside with soft water, dredge well with
flour, and put in a pan with s pint of
water and tablespooniul of butter.

Do not have theoven too hot, but cook
slowly for the first hour, basting and
dredging frequently.  After an hour in-
crease the heat and let it brown more
rapidly. If it is an ordinary sized leg of
venison two honrs and o Lindf will be re-
quired to cook it. Assoon as blood ceases
to run when it is pierced, it is done, and
should be removed from the oven and
kept warm until sent to the table. Serve
with currant or guava jelly.

TIE BERMUDAS

A Group Destined to be Better Known
10 Canadlans in the I'uture.

Bermwuda is likely to become better
known to Canadians when the trade with
the West Indies is more developed, but
su far it to the majority, a terra {ncoguita.
Bound to Halifax with a cable it will
soon be accessible by a regulur steamship
line. The benutifual little islands for the
centuries since they were discovered
have been enjoyed until very recently
only by a chosen few. Some of the old
pocts sang of them, it is true—Shake-
speare, Marvell, Waller—though they
probablvsaw them only with the spirit’s
exe; but even their melodious straing
sent out no Jason-led expeditions. Later
that wandering minstrel Tom Moore ac-
tually sot his own poetical feet umong
these rarely-visited islands, and piteling
his tent upon one of them chanted out
his ecstasy
No, ne’er did the wave In its element sleep

An island ofloveller charms;

It blooins in the glant embrace of the deep

Like Hebe In Hercules' arms,

The blush of your bowers is light to the eye,

And their melody balm to theear s
Bul the tiery planect of day is too nigh,

And the snow spiril never comes here.

Tous who grow weary of the snow-
spirit and who are glad to escape it, it is
onlv an  added charm that thisgehilly
sprite does not haunt Bermuda, and the
“fiery planct of day” is not a bit too
high in the winter tine, when the ther-
mometer takes a stand at about 70° and
deviates but little from the enviable in-
dieation of temperature. 1t3s the absence

of the snow-spirit, joined with the charm
tof the climate and thebeauty of the land,
! that 1s bound to make Bermuda, as it be-
| comes better known, one of the most
popular of winter resorts.  The tirst view
l of land from o distance is not reassuring
 to the sea-weary passenger, for hestrains
| his eyes to gaze upon some little dots
away out upon the ocean which look
as it they must forever rock with the
niotion of the sea. But as the vesscl
draws nearer he begins to sce that it is
land sure enough, though not a very
considerable amount of it; for the en-
tire area of these tiny islands does not
amount to twenty squarc miles, and
there ure between three and four hun-
dred of them in the group, not more
than twenty being large enough to be in-
habitable. = The four largest islands are
united by ferry, causeways, and bridges,
the strip of connected muainland being
thus about twenty-five miles long. though
nowhere more than three milesin breadth,
and in
MOST PLACES XOT OXNE.

You can get a great variety of scencry
fin & few honrs’ drive about the connected
islands. Now you drive by a bold and
rocky coast, looking out upon a wender-
ful sea of many colors: then you are
plunged into the thick shade of cedars,
while oleander bushes, covered with
farge exquisite flowers. line the daz-
zling  white road. These oleunders
altaln au cnormous size, aften
towering above the stunted pines,
and grow in great profusion all over the
islands, bearing several varieties of flowers.

You catch glimpses now and then of
fields of white stately lilies, and then

skirt along by thick clumps of banana

jungles of mangroves, and here and there
orange, lemon, lime, pomegranate, cala-

the palm. The gleaming whitc houses
which peep at you trom behind trees and
flowers make n pretty contrast to the
luxuriant foliage about themi. You see
no grand and stately mansions, but all
the houses, even the hnmblest, presents
a neat and attractive appearance.  Abject
poverty, if it exists in Bermuda, is hidden
from sight; indeed, it issnid that there is
no such thing as pauperism strictly so
called ; certalnly one sees no beggars,
nor any signs of absolute want. The
natives cannot well help having attrac-
tive looking houses, however, -for the
stone is beautifuland canbe dug right out
of the cellar.

The coral stone is ecasily quarried by
means of a long chiscl used Iijke o crow-
bar in drilling, and can besawed to the re-
quired dimensions with .an ordinary
handsaw ; it is very soft at first, but
hardens gradually upon exposure to the
air. The roofs are made of thin coral
slabs, and the entirc house receives a
coating of white-wash, which renders it
more impervious to dampness.  Over the
porches ol many of these houses there
grows & thick vine called the Bougan-
villea, which bears in generous profusion
great masses of brilliant purple flowers,
that stand out in beautiful relief from
the gleaming white background. Flowers
are cverywhere—oleanders, geraniums,
liles, lantanas, pinks, jessamine, roses,
and many other species; besides num-
bers of flowering shrubs. There are no
manufactories no screaming locomotives,
nothing to disture the quiet, or to raise
samoke and dust to rob the blocm from
the flowers or todull the pure white of
the houses. Nowhere else is such won-
derful neatness to be seen.

rThe Horrors of the Tower of London.

There are relics in the Tower of Lon-
don recalling greater horrors, and. cer-
tainly more wickedness, than ozn be
foung- on-thie baitlefield, testifying to all

trees, or by tall and erect bamboos. and’

bash and pawpaw trees, and varicties of

the refinement of cruelty to which the
unfortunate persons who entered ihe
Traitors’ Gate were subject.

The torture chambers of the Tower
could tell tales of horror compared to
which all the horrible fictions that have
ever issued from the press in any age of
morlid desire for the “tale that mukes
the skin creep” would seem tame and
void of sensational interest.

_ Inthe centre of the Council Chamber
Is a case containing an jron collar, four-
teen poundsin weight and furnished with
spikes on the inside surface which was
put round the neck of the victim. The
“secavenger's daughter” is an iron {rame
so contrived as to press the neck and
secure the limbs of the prisoner so as to
bring the body into a curved position,
and mn that condition he was flung into a
dungeon. Another of these instruments
of tortwre is the thumb-screw. The
thumb of each hand was introduced, the
screw turned. The torture thus pro-
duced is said to be of the most horrible
kind, When a poor wretch was, tortured
into coniessing a crime he was decayi-
tated; and near the instruments above
glanced at we find the headsman's axe,
the block, and the mask worn by the
executioner.

On this very block the Lords Balmerino,
Kilmarnock, and Lovat were beliended,
they having been concerned in the re-
bellion in1743. These und a Mr. Radelitte
were the last persons who were beheaded
in England.

" GATHOLIG NEWS FROM ABROAL.

Three Cspuchin monks were landed
last week'at New York from the steam-
ship La Bourgogne. They came in the
steerage, and were on_ their way to a
monsstery of the order in Canada.

A Pontificial Brief shortly to be issued
will appoint an annual coilection in all
the churches of Christendom in aid of
the movement to abolish slavery. The
money gathered will be sent to the
Propaganda, thence to be distributed
amongst the different Catholic missions
in Africa.

The Pope, on the 23rd ult., received the
congratulations of the Cardinals upon
the fifty-third anniversary of his fiist
celebration of the Mass. In his reply he
said that he deplored the war of sects
against the Church, aud reaffirmed the
rights of the Papacy. The Pope looked
well, and appeared to have fully recover-
ed from his recent cold.

Owing to the liberality of the Comtesse
de Paris, the cure of Brosse Montceaux,
in the Seine et Marne, has been enabled
to complete the restmation of an old
church conseerated by St. Thomas a
Becket in 1167. In its restored formiit
was re-consecrated a fow days ago by the
Bishop of Mcaux, and the event was the
occasion of u grand religious ceremony.
The church possesses two old bells, une
dating {rom the thirteenth centary.

The Advent sermons of Pere Monsabre
are producing a profound in the Church
of St. Andrew of the Valley at Rowme,
whose pulpit was made famous by the
cloquent Pere Ventura, who is interred
in the building. Within the samesacred
edifice the late Pio Nono often preached.
The silver-tongued Dominican so far has
treated exclusively of subjects taken
from Holy Writ, and declares that his
greatest consolation will be to receive
the Pope's Benediction at the termination
of hiz course of homilies.

The Catholic League of (Germany,
formed under the auspices of Mgr the
Prince of Loewenstein, hag issued 1ts in-
augural address from Maynee, the city of
St. Bonifae, Its efforte are to be directed
against Socialism and heresy; and the
menns to be employed are conferencer,
pn.th!ebs, sound jominalism, the per-
sonal influence of each member. The
annual subscription has been fixed as
law as one mark (a shilling), so that
every adult Catholic in the Fatherland
canjoin its ranks. Herr Windthorst, a
former Minister of the State, is honorary

- president.

. The Rome correspondent of the Catho-
Jic News telegraphis that Bishop Kaiser,
of Green Bay, Wis,, has been appointed
Archbishop of Milwaukee to succeed the
Jate Archbishop Heiss; Bishiop Scannel],
of Condordia, Kan,, has Leen transferred
to Omaba to succeed the late DBishop
O'Conuor; the Rev. Dr. Thomas F.
Brennan, of Driitwood, in the Diocese of
Ene, Penn., bas been chosen Bishop of
the new Diocese of Dallas, Texas, and it
hus been deeided that Bishiop Burke, who
went to Rome about a year ago to peti-
tion the Pupe to relicve Inm of the
responsibility of the Diocescof Cheyenne,
Wyo,, which was unable to support a
Bishop, 15 to remain at Cheyenne.

Mgy, Blias Hoyek, the Maronite Arch-
bishop of Area, is in Paris with the ob-
ject of collecting funds for the re-estab-
lishment of the Maronite College at
Rome, which atter doing good work for
two hundred years, was soid Ly the licst
Napoleon for 20,000 francs. In pleading
his cause with French Catholics, which
he doesin periect French, the Archbishop
states that Leo XIII has already given
the ground for she building ol the new
college. Mgr. Hoyel’s mission is in-
vested with additional interest irom the
fact that he represents a Catholic people
of Lebanon, who have always been in
conmmunion with the Sce of Home, and
for whomn sucecssive Sovereign Pontifis
have entertained an esp-ccial predilection,
It is thought Mgr. Hoyek wilt visit the
United States and Canada.

There is at present in Rome a well or-
ganized band of robbers, whose occupa-
tion ¢onsist in plunderieg the strangers
and natives who inhabit the Eternal
Ciry. Generally speaking, their depreda-
tivns do not cause very much excitement
or emotion either on the part of the
plundered or the police (o Ruman is not
very much surprived at being robbed).
The sacrilegious robbery uat the Church
of 3t. Andrea delle ¥ratie bad, however,
the etlect of arousing the good people
from .their apathy, The well kuown
Mudonna, whose ex voto, and ornanents
we.e torn off by infamous monsters in
huran form, is one of tho most revered
in aliRome. It wasin this clurch the
Jew Ratisbon was converted before the
miraculous apparation of our Blessed
Lady. As we have already announced,
‘his f¥minence the Cardinal-Vicar ordered
_an expiatory novena to be celebrated. It
now appears that sume of the responsi-
bility les with those who are charged
“with the eare of the church., General

_.opiaon agrees that the curaie interests
" himself tay more in other people’s affairs
~"than.with the oare a,nc}J order of his
church and parish.—Rome Cor.

His IHoliness assists at the sex-
mons in & closed tribune ; the Cardinals
are seated in a square belore the preach-
er ; behind him are the Bishops, Prelates,
heads of religious Orders, and other per-
gons holding rank in the Pontifical
Court. The sermon once commenced no
one can enter ; the Cardinals themselves
are obliged to remain outside should they
happen to arrive somewhat late. The
orntor is allowed the greatest liberty of
speech, and we are informed the Rev.
Father Francis preaches before his eccles-
iastical andience with the firey eloquence
and candour of the Apostics.

The Holy Father has accorded & plot
of ground at Rome for the Maronites to
build a college. That nation formerly
possessed a hospice for pilgrims in the
Eternal City in the Via dei Maroniti,
which was sequestrated under the des-
potic sway of the first Napoleon. The
Maronite property was redeemed in 1564,
when Pio Nona decreed the erection uf a
Polish seminary, contided to the Fathers
of the Resurrection. Over the entrance
of the chape! of that seminary is still to
be seen n beautiful statue of the Blessed
Yirgin, with an ineription recalling the
Maronites; Veni di Libano, sponsa mea,
et counaberis. ‘The initiative of the re-
construction of the Maronite College is
due to Mgr. Dohelah, Archbishop of
Damascus, who came to Rome with some
Bishops of his rite at the period of the
Sacerdotal Jubilee of His Holiness. The
Propaganda hasallocated asubvention to
the good work, and the Maronite Bishops
and clergy, although poor, and the Ma-
ronite convents, whicl are comparatively
rich, have guaranteed their co-operation.
In compliance with her traditions of the
Catholic establishments of the Lebanon,
thie direction of the cotlege will be hand-
ed over to French ecclesiastics.

A Threatening Outlook.

Havrax, December 26.—Monsigneur
Howley, prefect apostolie of the west
coast of Newloundiand, publishes a sen-
sational Jetter in the llernld predicting
that the condition of ailairs over the
French shore and Newfoundland fishery
questions will inevitably result in war,
The people of the Frenchi shore are des-
perate over the postponement of a settle-
ment of their intolerable difliculties and
will, he is afraid, take every means in
their power to precipitate a crisis. The
Monsigneur describes the eritieal state of
atluirs, and says that notwithstanding
the larre naval force maintained by Eng-
land in those waters to prevent trouble,
the occasions for & conflict between
French and British {ishermen occur daily
during the season at scores of Dplaces
along the coast. 1nspiteef the vigilance
of the warships the New{oundlanders will
{ind means to commit some fatal act
which will force Iingland to cither fight
or abandon Newloundland. The Mon-
signeur adds that itis useless for Jingland
to say she won’t light over a few cod-fish
while she il ereating a sct of circune-
stavces which must noecessarily force her
into warordishonor. Theproposition-to
cede Bunn to France cannot be enter-
tained for a moment. Newfoundland
might just as well be asked to cut out her
heart and give it to ¥France. Dr. Howley
declares that the modus vivend! has only
served to intensify thestrained condition
of affairs, to inflict enormous losses on
Newfoundlond fishermen and vastly in-
crease the probabilities of bloodshed be-
tween the rival fishermen.

The Recent Restrictive Order.

Wasnixetox, D.C., December 29.—The
Star here says that the order issued on
Saturday by the Secretary of Agriculture,
Mr. Rusk, closing all ports except St.
Albans, Vt., against the importation of
Cunadian cattle, has caused a good deal
of talk. It is stated on the highest au-
thority that .thiz action was taken after
the matter had been discussed in the
Cabinet, and is directly attributable to
the Secretary of State, Mr. Blaine, who
is in favor of making the commercial re-
latious between the Dominion and the
United States as obnoxious as possible,
with a view to bringing about a settle-
ment of the Behring Sen negotiations.
He hopes to be able to foree the
Dominion Government inte making con-
cessions, and in return will induce the
Government to relax some of its regula-
tions. The authority under which Secre-
tary Rusk acts isinvested in him by
the net passed last August providing tor
the exportation and iinpestation of cattle
and making regulations therefor. e
has, however, power to make, alter or
suspend regulations, and legally can act
on his own authurity awd witheat con-
sultation with any one, Lot it is not be-
lieved he would have taken sueh an im-
portant step without lirst having ascer-
tained the views of the President and the
rest ol the Cabinet.

Seerctary Rusk said the order was im-
perative hecause Canada did net properly
mspect cattle lor export, and eattle sent
from Canada via the United States to
England had been scized on airival, thus
creating the impression that it was
American and not Canadian cattle which
had been exported in an-unhealthy con-
dition. Englaud, hie added, had recently
made some very stringent regulations re-
garding the importation of cattle, and as
a4 matter of self-protection the 1Tnited
States had to do thesame thing. The

Sceretary  was  asked  whether inter-
national politics did not hbave something

to do with the order, hut he declined to
enter into that phase of the guestion,
and reiterated his former assertion that
the order was issuecd purely as a matter
of business to the great eattlec growing
interests of the country.
