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FROM ROME, BY JOHN
FRANCIS MAGUIRE, M.P. FOR DUN-
GARVAN. ‘

An interesting series of letters from the 1"3.ter-
nal City has appeared in the Cork Exzaminer
from the pen of the hon. member for Dungarvan.
We give the following] :—

CRIMINAL STATISTICS—POLITICAL OFFENDERS.
[n forming u fair estimate of the state of crime
in the Papal States, as represented by the num-
bers now actually suffering punishment for their
offences, under process, or awaiting their {rial,
one consideration should be held distinetly in
view—that Rome has no penal settiements, such
as Lngland and France possess, lo which she
could deport the sorst portion, or, .ir!deed_. any
portion of her criminals._ '.l‘hus,‘d it be §ald
that Rome has so many prisoners in (he various
prisons of the I’apa] States, the’ n'u-mber so stated
represents the entire, whereas, i’ the same be
said of France or England it would not repre-
sent anything like the truth, for France has her
Caycnne and England her Bermuda and her Aus-
tralian settlements for the defention of a large
class of offenders. Tle Pope’s possessions are
limited to his own states, and beyond their boun-
dary it is impossible for bimn to establish a prison
or penal colony. The slatistics now before me,
and upon the exactness of which it is impossible
to entertain the smallest doubt, exhibit a steady
decrease *n crime, so far as that can be evi-
denced by the nwnber in prison ; and in all coun-
tries this is the test and criterion by which the
state of a country iu this particular respect is
judeed of.  Tn December, 1854, the number of
prisoners-——those ‘awaiting their trial, under pro-
cess, or actually condemned and suffering punish-
ment—was 12,140. The next year showed &
lesser amount of crime, the number for Decem-
ber, 1855, being 11,656. In this year the dimi-
nution is even still more perceptible. 1 take two
months of the present year, August and Septem-
ber, and not only do I find that there is a less
number in August, 1856, than 1 December,
but T perceive that there is a favorable difference
between the two months of the same year. In
August, the number was 10,885; and in Sep-
tember, 10,777, 1 can only state, what I bhave
reason to know to be the fact, that the returns
for the months of October and November exhi-
hit astill more satisfactory diminution in their
ntmbers.  "Chese are distributed throughout the
Ponlifical States, the proportion in some of the
chiel places having been as follows in Septem-
her last:—Rome, 1,185 ; Bologna, 1,338 ; An-
cona, 787 ; Civita Vecchia, 1,591 ; [errara, 299.
"he returns quoted embrace all kinds of crimes
and ull kinds of accusations, and, amongst the
rest, they comprehend a class of oflenders whoin
some countries, for inslance in France, are under
the coutrol as well as sanctioned by the police
anthorities, and in others defy almost all authority
ar resiraint whatsoever. 1 allude to women of
depraved character, one of whom is nol to be
mel in the siveets of Rome, whiclr may accord-
iugly be traversed with finmunity at any hour of
the evening or night by a imodest female, without
the risk of having her eyes and ears offended, as
they are in too many cities of our highly-civilised
empire.  Offenders of this class are at once
made amenable to the Jaw, and committed either
to the Termini, or to the institution of .the Good
Shepherd, where every means of reformation is
adopted, and in very many instances with great
success—Dboth institutions being specially under
the care and control of religions communities.—
lu_ the returns are also necessarily included all
those who, having been sentenced to imprison-
went for Life, or-for a term of fiftesn or 1wenty
vears, since he accession of Pius the  Nioth,
have not as yet been the objects of bis clemeney.
No that the 10,777 prisoners who in Seplember
‘}l-‘it were Iying in the prisons of the Pontifical
Sates, in September of this year give an ex-
aggerated idea of the actual state ol crime, it in
reality representing the erime, not of one year,
but of scveral years. ' ‘
‘There has been a notion industriously propa-
gated, for obvious reasons, that the prisons of
the Tapat States were filled with political of-
lenders, the victims of arbitrary power and re-
morscless tyranny. “Ihat there ave persous con-
fined for political offences there can be no ques-
tou" whatever; T wnyself saw prisoners of this
class in the prison of San Michele; but that
their pumber has been immensely exagaerated,
the real state of the case distinctly demonstrates,
OF % purely political affences’’ there were 99
about two months since 5 and since that time that
tumber has been reduced to 70—that is, 29 ad-
ditionn] pardons hare since heen granted through
ﬂ_lt‘ clemency of the Pope, in 'many instances ex-
tited by the appeals of those who have since
beencits objects. In the early part of October
the number of persons confined for political of-
snces, and offences which are described or clas-
sified as those “ arising out.of party spirit”—
Meaning thereby injury to the persons, acts of

i’iolenqe_, frequently stabbing, the result of quar-
rele arising from party hate or political disputes
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—or, it fact, offeaces which bear a strong and
remarkable analogy to the outrages and acts of
violence that so.frequently occur in the north of
Treland, and are directly traceable to sectarian
as well as political differences—the entire num-
ber so classified under these twe heads did not
exceed 338; and of that number, those under-
going sentence, or held in detention, for ¢ purely
political” offences did- not exceed 99; which
number, as I have stated, is now reduced to 70,
and may be still reduced considerably ere the Ist
of January, 1857, The gross number has been
reduced from 338 to 292. 'The Pope bas grant-
ed 47 pardons to ¢ purely political” offenders
froin the Ist of January, 18553, to the 15th of
May, 1856-—that is, either remitted the greater
portion of their punishment, or restored them to
full liberty ; and within the same period he, has
exhibited sunilar clemency to 65, whose offences
arose out of “ party spirit”—making in all no
less than 112, From May to Octoher he has
granted 83 pardons more, of which 29 have been
granted to ¢ purely political” offenders, and the
vest to persons coming under the head of offend-
ers from “party notives.” When the gross
number reached 338, political and party offenders,
they were distributed as follows :—Ancona, 54 ;
Fort Urbano, 21 ; Paliano, 208; San Michele,
43 suffering punishment, and 12 under pro-
cess. Now that the gross number is reduced to
70 « purely political” offenders, and 222 oftend-
ers from ‘¥ party spirit,”’ somewhat of the same
proportions is maintained mn the prisons men-
tioned. .

These statistics would not exhibit the swhole
truth unless they also embraced another class,
who are suffering exile in consequence “of their
connexion with the meworable revolution which
compelled his Holiness—himsell the first as well
as the most illustrious of veformers—to fly to
Gaeta. The number of those who were formally
excluded from the amnesty of September, 1843,
was 283, and of those 200 were members of the
Triwmvirate, of the Coustituent Assembly, and
of the Provisional Govermnenf, and 83 were
chiefs of the different military corps. Of this
gross number 21 were strangers, and not sub-
jects of the Yontifical States.  Of the 283 men-
tioned 59 have received pardon—that is, 35 of
the Constituent ‘Assembly, and 24 military lead-
ers. 1lence the number of the Iope’s subjects
so exiled at present is 203.  Some of those have
since died, others would not appeal to the cle-
mency of their Sovercign, "and more have ex-
hibited such * perverse conduct” (perversa con-
dotta) that it is not thought prudent to extend
parden to them.

There is, lastly, another class, who fled from
Rome and the Papal States after the success of
the Trench, and whose return to the States is
prohibited. These amount in all to 1,273 ; but,
as there are, or were no less than 629 foreigners
among them, not morc that 644 are subjects of
the Pope. Subtracting fromn this number those
who were then exiled, asa commutation of a
heavier sentence, or who demanded and obtained
perinission to spend the remainder of their lives
m foreign countries, in order, amongst other rea-
sons, to be free from all surveillance, and amount-
ing in all to 152, it appears that the total num-
ber of the Pope’s subjects to whom veturn, with-
out permission being obtained, is prohibited, is
492. Many of these lave fled from punishment
for offences not political ; but there can be no
doubt whatever that an appeal made by most of
those vow in exile, and who could be proved not
to have been leagued iu other counlries against
the threne and authority of the Pope, would not
be wade in vain. The whole career of Pius
IX., including ‘the instunces which T have given
of his mercy and compassion, is in faver of the
belief that could he carry out his own benevo-
lent intentions, and freely obey the promptings
of his noble and tender nalure, there is not a
good or lLioucst subject of hix now in exile to
‘whom he would not to-morrow. grant permission
to return to his home and. country. One fact
must be mentioned to thie honor of Pius IX.. as’
it contrasts so strongly with the bleody ven-
geance which other sovereigns wreak on their
subjects when once rebellion has heen crushed—
that there has not been a single “person executed
for a purely political offence during his veign.
‘Try this fact by the actual conduct of other
Luropean monarchs, and by wlat that of the
English government would have beer had the:
affair of 1848 in Ireland been like that-of the
Iungarians, the Venetians, or the Sicilians, or
even had an Irish Secretary of State been shot
in the Castle of Dublin, and T.ord Clarendon
been compelled to fly across the Channel to Eng-
land for personal safety’; and then the clemency
of Pius IX. will shine the brighter by the con-
trast. © . o T

But while clemency is 2 noble virtug, espe-
cially in sovereigns, weakness is a folly, and may
be as ruinous’as a vice ; and thus, though one
would ardently desire that every native of the'
Papal States, now in'exile on account .of -the
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part which he took in the revolution of 1848,

should be permitted to veturn to his home and

kindred, provided he did not come back in the
spirit of a revolutionist and an avenger, no ra-
tional person could expect that the Pope would
be so insensible to the promptings of ordinary
caution and foresight as to allow men to return
to his States who have been openly declaring
their determination to accomplish his overtbrow,
or have been known to be parties to, and pro-
moters of, conspiracies towards the same end.—
If hLe did so, he would be more or less than mor-
tal, and would act as no other sovereign has act-
ed, or is ever likely to act, under similar circum-
stances. I the Pope were only allowed to take
his own course, and if those who dishouestly ex-
cite expectations which they never can and never
mean to realise would wisely stop in their trea-
cherous career, matters would soon be arranged
on a better and safer basis than they now are.
But it is not by keeping the more sanguine minds
of the country in a fever of excitement, by de-
lusive hopes and false expectations, that tran-
quillity can be established, or that great reforms
can be promoted ; and those who pursue this dis-
honest course are equally the enemies of the
subjects of the Pope as of the Pope himself.
The hon. and learned member writes hopefully
of the Roman Prisons. He says:— The work
of reformation has been undertaken in earnest-
ness and sincerity, and already the fruits of a
wise and salutary policy are making themselves
manifest, wherever it has had a fair opportunity
for its practical development. Lmphatically, it
may be said, that the Prisons of Rome are in a
state of transition. The great object of the
prisoner’s reformation is never abandoned-~it is
rather (he first object held in view ; but, in order
to bring ubout that result, the substitution of
members of religious orders for the ordinary staff
of the Romun prisons, is being steadily and per-
sistently carried on, Jailors and.turnkeys, how-
ever excellent the best of them may be, are not

generally mnfluenced in the discharge of their du-

ties by very pure and lofty motives. - [t would
be expecling too much of human-nature to sup-
pose they should. But with persons devoted to
a religious life it is far otherwise. Their whole
and only interest is to serve God by doing the
greatest possible good to their brethren, no mat-
ter low degraded they may be, no matter into
what depths of physical misery or moral de-
pravity they may have fallen. 'The different re-
sults produced by different systems—the manage-
ment by mere mercenaries, and the management
by religious, Mr. Maguire describes as most
striking,. IIeproceeds to give a very interesting
aceount ' of the Terminia, a prison for women,
which is uader the control of the Saxurs de Pro-
widence, one of those noble institutions of which
Catholic Belgium has been so gloriously fruitful,
It is entirely devoled to the care of jails, hospi-
tals and schools, its glotious mission being to re-
claim the erring, to succor and console the sick,
and enligltten the ignorant.. ..
We were shown through the various dormitories,
afl of which were of immense size, lofty, airy,
and well lighted. Tn one room which was more
than 40 feet square, there were but 1S beds,
neatly arranged, and cleanly as well as comfort-
able in their materials ; and in another, which
was GO feet in length by 40 in width, there were
no more than 25 beds. The infirmary, chapel,
and refectory, were large in proportion, and alt
kept in @ condition of periect cleanliness, the
necessary result of such superintendence and
such control us the wisdom vnd bumanity of His
Holiness had provided fov this important institu-
tion. When it was first handed over to the
Nuns, (he prisoners were in a state of great ig-
norance, very many of them being unazble to
But since then their proficiency in read-
ing and writing, as well as in useful and orna-
mental needlework, las been great; and their
conduct almost uniformly good. The Superior
stated that nothing could be more edifying than
theiv pious demeanor when assisting at the death-
bed of a dying fellow-prisoner, or their eager-
ness in sharing in such a solemn office. In fact,
a dozen feeble women, acting under a sense of
religious obligation, and animated by tender com-
passion for human misery in its most painful form,
have succeeded in acquiring the most salutary
control aver more than 200 of their ruder fel-
low-creatures, not a few of whom are expiating
offences of great enormity, and who perhaps at
the time .recognised no law but that of their.
fierce and untutored natures. Itis unnecessary
to say that »eligion is the potent agent by which
gentleness and obedience are insured, and amend-
ment is being accomplished. ' '

- The Brothers of Mercy have got the control
of a prison for men in the adjoining building but
for the last six wonths ; and though some of the
officers of the former staff are still retained, the
three Brothers to whom -its care has been en-
trusted would not, they state, be in the least de-
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‘greé afraid of having it all to themselves. Their
influence—the influence of a mild and gentle but

firm rule—is already most wonderful, and pro-.
ductive of the hest results, in the improved-tone
and feeling of the prisoners. This prison, at the

Sfime T visited it, was undergoing considerable

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changes, mainly undertaken for the more easy
and speedy adoption of a better system ; but so
far as it was possible, in the condition of evident
transition in which our visit found it, even tndus-
trial and literary training was sedulously pro-
moted ; while the moral improvement of the pri-
soner is, of. necessity, the first object, and never,
under any circumstances, neglected. The Bro-
thers under whose care this prison is placed be-
long to a Belgian community, established by a
distinguished ecclesiastic, Canon Scheppers, of
Malins, who, if' T mistake not, has been recently
appeinted one of the Chamberlams of Ilis Ho-
liness ; though his sense of duty may render it to
a certain extent an honorary distinction.

A number of the same valuable brotherhood
preside over an interesting institution intended
for the reformation of juvenile offenders, and
vagrants of the worst class—the prison of Sania
Balbinu. T saw several of the boys in the play-
ground, a large open space. in which they roamed
about freely, and indulged in harmless sport, but
always under the watehful eye of a Brother, whose
manner towards themis of that paternal kind which
while exciting confidence, also commands respect.
The entire number of young prisoners was 97 on
the day I visited the institution. But really the
terin “ prisoner” does not exactly deseribe (heir
condition, save so far as they are under restraint
and cannot leave until perimtted to do so; for,
while they are taught to read and write, many of
them are einployed in a vineyard and garden be-
longing to the establishment, and the rest are oe-
cupied in various industrial pursuits, suited io
their state in life—and the rule, which they cheer-
fully obey, is that of all others best calculated to
cftect their reforimation.  The separate cell sys-
tem is in a great measure carried out in this pri-
son, the extensive dormitories: being divided by
rows of small apartments, perhaps about 6 feet
by 5, wired in at the top and in front ; ventilation
and thorough separation being thus obtained at
the same time. The same plin has been adopted
in the Catholic Reformatory in the operation at
Hammersmith. The boys much prefer this sepa-
rate system to that of open dormitories, the idea
of the little room being therr own, and the duty
of keeping it in order, in.some degree exciling a
feeling of self-respect. The Brothers say « they
can do anything” with the boys ; such is the bound-
less nature of the influence they possess, and,
above all, the confidence which their motives in-
spire, even in the breasts of the most corrupted.
U'he severest punishment, unless for an attempt at
eseape, is confinement for a short period 5 and it
may be mentioned that there is but one *¢ guar-
dian,” and he is at the outer door. The Bro-
thers have been connneeted with this asvhun {for
three years. ,

At San Michele, one of the greatest estab-
lishments in Rome, embracing within its vast ex-
tent a grand college, an hospital, more than one
asylun for the poor, and three prisons—there is
a prison for males, in which the separate system
lias been strictly carried out for 50 years, or since
the time of Clement the Eleveath.  In some re-
spects it is very similar to the modern military
prisons of Treland, one ol the most perfect, and
mdeed best managed of which is in Cork. In
all cases that it can be enforced, the silent sys-
tem is maintained; but there are times when
speaking is allowed, and accupations—{or instance
particular descriptions of work—during which it
cannot be judiciously prevented. The cells, as
in the military prison to which T have referred,
rise tier over tier, or storey over storey—all look-
ing into, and lighted by, the vast hall i wlnqh
the industrinl employment, of various kinds is
carricd'on.  The prisoners eat their food in their
cells ; and as T entered the great hall of the pri-
son, I beheld them walk quietly and silently from
their eells to where an officer was serving out to
each a fair allowanee of @ soup that looked well to
the cye and that a curious friend assured ine was not
al all unpalateable to the taste. On Sundays they
are allowed to talk to each other for half an hour.
They vise every morning at lalf-past five o’clock,
dress, and arrange their cells; at half-past six
they atiend Mass, and then breakfast 3 at half-past
seven they procced to their various occupations,
always of an industrial kind, at which they con-
tinue tll half-past cleven; they then get their
dinner, and remain in their cells tilt half-past one,
when (hey resume their work, which lasts till five.
At five they sup; after which they immediately
attend school, which lasts till half-past seven,
when instruction of a religious nature is given,
and the night prayers are said.  They then re-
turn to their cells, in which they are shut up till
next morning commences another day of melan-
choly drudgery, icksome, no doubt, but by no
means upimproving. Four brothersare incharge
of -this prison, in which were several prisoners
who had beeun sentenced to various terms of im-
prisonment, some even for life ; but: the greater
number, if nol all those of the latter, bad their
sentences commuted to 20 years on the occusion
of the last anniversary of the Pope’s accession to
the throne.” - - e :

Tn ‘another- department of the same vast build-
ing, T visited the prison in which persons conviet-
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ed of political offences were confined. In o e
large room I observed about 10 or 12'men; und
in a great hall, which was well lighted, as well as
ventilated, from the street, and into which the
cells—cach fully three times larger in size thug
the cells for criminals—opened. There were
two or three rows, one above the other uad oaly
on one side of the hall, the other side consisting
of the extensive wall of the building, pierced by
several windows. There might have been 20
persons in the hali, either walking up and down,
chatlering to each other, or engaged, as T could
perceive, in a game of dominoex, A glacer into
the interior of the cells of this prison was suf-
ficient to show that they difered from ordinury
cells in many other respects than superior sive ;
for in one into which I looked there were glasses
of different kinds, some ornaments, anld other ar-
ticles not nsuatly found in such places.  So far
as a sense of delicacy would permit me to do o,
1 saw enough to convince me that at least in this
prison there was nothing which in any way realis
ed the deseviptions whiell T lad vead of & Ttalizg
dungeons.”

"This Peison is entively in the manugenent of
the police, At the time 1 visited it the nuober
of prisoners was under 50 and of this munber
but a small proportion were undergoing punish-
ment for what ave in Rowe known aspurely pa-
litical eilences.

One of the best managed and most perfect af
the prisons of Rome, is that under the eontrol of
the Sisters of the Good Shepherd.

"Chen the grand new prison near 1"essombrone
may be also incidentally referred to. it is vew
ready for 250 persons, and will be reudered ca-
pable of containing 500,  This will be the Mo-
del Prison of the States, in which every improve~
ment that expericuce lax praved to be wseful, or
that humanity can suggest, will have a faiv trial.
Tn the other prisons thereis change as well as:
progress ; but in this there will be the most per-

-fecl adaptation of the nieans employed to the ob-

ject to be accomplished. This. is amonast the
other monuments of the reformatory zeal of Pius
the Ninth. ‘

It sould be only tedious if T were to vefer to
all the other prisons i Rowe, expecially us T
have given suflicient to justify my assertion that
they are 7 a state of transition. and the expres-
sion ofa confident hope tlat in the course of a
very short time they will be inferior in uo res-
pect save in the expense of their construction,
alteration, and management, to the boasted pri-
sons of Englund ; and that in many respeets they
will be vastly supevior in Uieir results—ubove afl,
inthe great work of relormation—in the real
mprovenent. in mind and heart, in - intelligeace
and industry, of their nnhappy jumates, whose
guilt is, in the Roman as in other States, moat
lrequently caused by poverty and ignorasee, and
templation, against which poverty and ignorance
arc hut w poor protection. I'o uo sabject has
the Pope devoted more attention than to this
mostimportant one ol the treatrent of ¢1iminals ;
and the gradual changes whichare being effected,
or which are alceady planned. have becn entirely
inspired by the zeal and umanity of His aki-
ness, whose chiel us well’ as most enthusiastie
agent in the good work is his principal Chamber-
lain, Monsignor de Merod, the brother in law of
the Count de Moutalembert. Monsignor “I'l-
bot, who also holds the office of Chaunberlain to
His 1oliness, is the most zealous and earvest in
the work of prison reform. So that the Dope
has the advantagr: of the assistanee and sympathy
of two men who wre singularly suited 1o the: pro-
motion of this great and lmnane object; for
while Monsignor de Merod has had extensive ex-
perience of the prison system of Belgium, which
ts perbaps superior to any in the world, Mounsiz-
nor T'albot is thoroughly acquainted with ull those
improvements whieh have heen recently adopted
in England. The former distinguished person
has the official charge of the prisons ; while the
latter visits them several times in the week, bt
in a capacity inore immediately spiritual.  The
Pope was not satisfied with' Learing of the state
of those institutions, he was resolved to see fin
liinself; and about the close of last year he vi-

sited all the prisons of Rome—and the reforms -

which are now beiug carried out, as well as those
which are in contemplation, are in a great mea-.
sure the fruit of that remarkable visit—entirely
one of surprisc to the autlorities of the prisons,
which at the time excited the greatest interest,
none such having been made for the previous
thirty ycars. 1 again repeat that, while the Ro-

‘nan Prisons would certainly bear no comparison

to the costly and magnificent establishments of
Tngland, they are in a state of the most hopeiu! .
transition, not to costliness and munificence, but
to practical efficiency and success. . :

chinl authorities in London Leve in their psy a regu-
Iar “Jrish pauper-driver,” named Joln Frost, who
resides at 46, High street, Wapping. The man's
business is to conduct the Irish outeasts of London
to Bristol or Liverpocl, and see them safely deposited
on the deck of the steamer which is to convey them
to the nearcst Irish port, there to be cast ashore, and
left to malke their way to their several  unious” as
hest they cau.  Their sea-store for the night's voyaga
is a bit of bread nnd cheese, which many of thew,
from sea-sjclkness,or previous illness perhaps, cannot
make use of ; and thus they are frequently flung on
the quays of Cork, weary and faint from hunger, cold,
and watching through the dreary night, exposed ov
the deck of « stenmship, perbaps in wet and tempes-
tnous weather. : Frost always.accompanies them to
Bristol; and sometinmes to Cork. Ho hasin his ser-
vice as sub-driver a man named Higginsg, living in
Leitrim street, in this cily, and when unable 10 ne-
company his * pauper” chargo to Cark he “ consigns”
them to Higgins here. As' a general rule—so Hig-
gins informed the magistrates—Frost sends him, by

‘the Post Office order, money to defray the travelling

expenses of all paupers belonging lo unions outside
the county of Cork, by railway or coach, to the near-
¢st town within their several unions; but if they be-
long to apy ‘union within the county of Cork, 20
matler how distant; no travelling expenses are pro-
vided, and they are flung on the .street ‘to heg their
way to their-own unions, or seck refuge.in the bride-
well. Onc fact which the case proves—and candour
obliges us to make the'acknowledgment——is this, that

the English’ guardians treat the Irish poor whth. more

consideration and humapity than Irish guardians—
As a general rule, they pay the travelling expenses
of all Irish “ paupers” ag far as the limits of their
own unions. This is not done in Ircland,  Short 48
the distance is from Cork to Bandon, the guardisns
of cither union would not pay to either place the tra-
velling expenses of the -most Lelpless applicant for
relief belonging to the other. We do not know
whether tue difference, so disparaging to this countr§,
is between the English vnd Irish poor law, or hetween
the English and lrish guardians; but it exists, and
the amount of human suffering which it uccasions

Tuz Rkroxe 0f <ue Ciry SCrzaiSrespssy  of
Segoors.~The Report of §. S. Randall, City Supe:-
intendent of Public lnstruction, New York, contains
the fullowing admission, whicl is well worthy of
being noted :—* That culture which regards exclu-
sively er primarily the wmere atiainment of know-
ledge, to whatsoever extent it may be carried, or to
whatsoever degree of adviancement it may be enabled
to arrive cannot e otherwise than cssentially and
fatally defective.  And yet it is not to be denied that
hitherto the coorse of insiruction iz all ofir systems
of popular education, public and private, has far too
generally assumed this dircetion.  Heace, while the
bound:ries of science have Leen almost indefinitely
cxtended in every direction, and while knowledge
has been almost universally diffused throughout every
civilised community, no corresponding advancement
has been :pade in poblic aad private morality aad
virtue.  (n the other hand, we are asaured upon the
most unquestionable authority, and tbere iz unfor-
tunately, but little room to doubt the fact, that the
increase of vice and criwe, and the prevalence of
dishonesty, and of opea and seecet fraud and cor-
ruruption, have been more than proportionate to the
increase of population, and the advascement of our
modera civilization. {n & community like our own,
where the great mass of the population have enjoyed
the advaniages of early and coatiaued education
during the peeiod ordinarily allutted to instruction—
when, 100, stch instruction i3 eatirely free 1o al}, and
nearly universal, in fact-——whera the various sciences
and arts especially those which bave aay relation to
the pursuits aad wants of practical life, have beeu
carried to the highest'attainable excellence, it night
reasonably be expected that the criminal calendar,
inatead of aunnally increasing, zhonld rapidly and
‘steadily be diminished—that a high stand, both of
public and private morality, should prevail, and that
the upright, the virtuous,and the good, should be effec-
tually secured against the depredations of the vicious
and the burden of their maintenance and support.—
If this result has oot been attained—il the generous
aud ample expenditures which have been, and con-
tinue to be, lavished upon the education of the youil
of our land, produce no percepiible melioratioa in
the tone of public or private worals—and diminish
in no perceptible ratio the expenses of repeessing and
punishing crime, or of suppressing the worthiess and
the dissolule—the inference would seein to be a legi-
timate ore—either that the influence of education for
the improvement and elevation of humanity las Leen
overrated—or that it has Hitherto failed. in W most
important and eszeatial respect, in availing itselt of
the proper means for the accomplishment of it ob.
jecte—.dmericun Cel?.

(We N Y. Heraldy begins to be setiously of opinion
that it would be as well to abolish the criminal code
altogether, orelse 10 ascertain distinetly the true
intent of criminal law, which iz to protect society,
and carry out that intent 1o the letter by allowing
society the privilege of protecting itzelf by such me-
thods as it may choose. What protection is there
for life Hud property in this eity at this time? The
stream of Justice is polluted at the fountain head. It
is almost imposzible to procnre the canviction of a
rogue if he can command a few hundreed dollars, no
wmatter bow patent bis guilt may be.  Astute advo-
cates get up immpudent and absurd theorivs, hully the
bench, weary the jury, and employ the most disrepu-
table means to save a scoundre! from merited punish-
meat, Take the Baker case, for example, and wit-
pess the unblushing effrontery of the defonce in the
Huntington matter. Happily, it was not successiul
in the last instance.  After the rogue is convicted,
sentenced and duly shutup—what then? His friends
bring all sorts of influence to bear upon a weak go-

pardoas in this-State. Sometimes the exccutive cle-
mency is exercised for a political friend, who amuses
himself between clections by a little Vit of grand
larcenyor a nocturnal foray for silver plate, accom-
panied with a deadly assault upon the owner thereof,
Sometimes the convict has a pretty mistress, who
fascinates some-of the Governor's friends ; and sowme-
times the lobby will out its influence with the exc-
cutive for a round sum. It is not alleged that the
Chief Mugistrate is aware that the benevolent cxer-
tions of :his advisers are altogether selfish, but bis
ignorance cannot be pleaded in excuze for the he-
trayal of the trust reposed in himz by the people. No
matter liow. it is .doxne, or what.doez it. The fact is
thatit is wery ard to goet a rogue convicted, and
still harder to keep him in prizon, with an exccutive
who yields to the wost delicate outside pressurs.—

Yanges Freepos.—Un the Tth of Aprilfast, eertain
residentz of Buffalo procured the passage of an Avt
incorporating a Juvenile Asylum. By the provisions
of this Actthat body is empowered to take into
charge any child touad idle or truiaat, without lawful
occupation (which childrea never have); to require
seeurity from any parent or guardinn who may wish
to release it, that ke will keep such cbild on his pre-
mises natil.it arrives at theageof 14 years (which no
parent or guardian cun do); to retake suchr child if
_this engagement be not kept, and permanently hold
pussession of it; and, to educate it in any religion
or no religion, justas the Directors see fit. To enable
the body legally entitled 1o carry out these powers
delegated from a Legislature in which they never rest-
ed, the city of Buffalo iz authorized to give $45,000
in bonds, and 360 annually for every child kidnap-
pedinto the Tnstitution, or from $35,000 to $100,000
yearly, to be raised by dire¢t taxatipa. This sweep-
ing Act, as will be sven, has, accordingly, three
characteristics, It i: unconstitutional, as wus very

Tor the support of this secular, and as the
gaol statistics of Toronto shew, this wmorally
worthless system of education, there have been
expended, says His Haonor, in Toronto, £16,000,
i in the purchase of Jands, and erection of hand-
some school honses in the different Wards. A
sum ol £3,500 js annually raised by assessment
(besides interest and sinking fund of debentures)
which, with the Government Grant of £750,
maintains the schools,  # These,” adds his Honor,
% gre large figures for a population considerably
under fifty thousand, and ceght 10 efiect a wide-
spread benefit.”

Yes—if secular instruction, if mere intellec-
tuzl culture, if' education with the religious cle-
ment abslracted, were capable of doing good,
Toronto would be one of the most moral cities
on this Coutinent ; and its criminal statistics would
show a steady annual decrease in the number of
arresls, in propertion to the population. Is this
however the case? 'We leave the Daily Colo-
nist, quoted above, to answer this question.

Now, sceing that the “wide-spread benefit”
which the enormous sums annually expended in
Toronto * ought” to have effected, are no where
apparent, and that, on the contrary, the increase
of crime is * really alarming,” being at about the
rate of “ 73 per cent.” per annwumm, one would
think that Judge Hagarty might have felt some
misgivings as to e policy of maintaining a sys-
temn, so impotent for good, and so powerful for
evil ; that be might have suspected that taxation
for mere secular edacation—and no other educa-
tion is possible in ¢ Mixed Schools®—was a very

- But it
seems a very plain proposition that, co-extensive with
the legal obligations 2o teach” should be the legal ob-
ligations fo be taught. ‘The owner of property who
hag no children to send to the Common Schools is
told that he must pay, because.it is only rightjto pro-
vide education for those who have not the means of
providing it for themselves. He may reasonsbly an-
swer (as- would large numbers of our rate-payers):
‘I nm ready to pay double what you ask, if you give
me value for my money—if you assure me that -the
class you seck to benefit will be the better for my
contribution. You compel me to teach; should that
clnss not be equally compelled to be tanght? Such
must be the reflection of numberless thinking men,
while they pay their large contributions towards up-
holding a nobly endowed system, especially designed
(at least in large towns) for the benefit of those who
decline itz favors. We open our eapscious school
houses—we provide an effective staft of teachers, but
the streels remain infested by hordes of untaught
children—tlie raw material of the future hurglar and
assassin, If it be said that it would be an inter-
ference with rational liberty to enforce attendance at
school, the nnswer seems very rensonable. It wonld
be an interference, but to po greater extent than the
compulsory contributions by assessmesnt for school
rates.”

And thus it is that, asin daily hife, one false
step invariably leads to another, so in the poli-
tical order, does one tolerated infringement upon
the rights of the individual, become the prece-
dent for another, and a more dangerous one. So
in the days when ¢ State-Churchism® was ram-
pant in the British Tsles, the law made it obliga-
tory an all, not only to pay for its support, but to
attend upon its bated ministrations. « State-
Churchism® has on this Continent been super-
seded by the equally cdious, perhaps more degrad-
ing, tyranny of ¢ State-Schoolism ;” and to the
student’ of history, it is curious and instructive to’
observe the close family resemblance betwixt the
¢ Rtate-Churclist? of the XVII. century, and
the « State-Schoolist” of the XIX. In features,
tone of voice, and general demeanor, they are
undistinguishable, so faithfully lras the latter co-

‘pied all the most striking traits of the other.—

May we not hope .that, as the maxim is now
almost universally recognised, even amengst Pro-
{estants, that  the State has no legitimate juris-
diction over religion”—so also, with the increase

i of light and the spread of sound principles, the

cqually sell-evident axiom, that  Education is
not a legitimate function of the State”—may he
generally adopted aud acted upon? We may
appear too sanguine ; but the success that during
the last century has attended the efiorts of the
friends of * Freedom of Religion” to shake off
the yoke of « State-Churchism,” should in this
centwry encourage the friends of “T'reedom of
Edueation” in their resistance to ¢ State-School-
ism.”  Of this however we may be assured, that
our only chance of success lies in offering a vi-
gorous opposition to the first encroachments upon
our natural, inalienable rights as parents and as
Catbolics 5 and that, if from want, of energy, of
union amongst ourselves, of honesty and disin-
terestedness, we allow our adversaries to tax us
for the support of their Giodless schools, it will
not be long ere they snatch from us our chifdren ;
and, by due process of law, hand them over to
the demoralising influences of their Protestant
Common Schools. This would, no doubt, be an
interference with our rights as parents; but, as
Judge Hagarty truly remarks, #to no greater
extent than the compulsory coniributions by as-
sessment for school rates.”

Himsley’s lotter, the public may judge what laith is
1o be phiced  in the Chief Superintendent’s inzinua-
tion, that Bishop Power was favorable to mixeil edn-
cation, oF State Schoolism.

in the same article : “ The prevaient notion thatinan-
kiad are vicious because ignorant, and that to make
them virtuous, it is only necessary to make them in-
telligent, is contradicted alike by sound philosophy
and universnl experience.” Nexl follows n report
of the Prison Associalion of New York, revealing a
most alarming increase of crime, sines the introdue-
tion ¢f the Common School System into the conntry.
The Richinond Ezaminer, another Prolestant paper,
bas the following : “Tho worst of all these abowina-
Lions, heeause when once installed, il becomes the
hot-hed propagator of all—is the modern system of
{ree schools. "We forget who it is that has churged
azd proved, thal the New England system of free
schools, had been the cause and prolific source of all
the legions of terrible infidelities -and treasons that

Rome! The following extract from an unexeeption-

My autho-
rity is Dr. Laing, a well known Preshyterian Minis-
tor and a tonrist, who relates what lie himself saw
and bad full opportunity of examining.

* Notes of a Traveller,” which appeared in 1844, he
says :—*In Catholic Gerwany, in Franee, and even
in [taly, the education of the conumon people in read-
ing, writing, arithmetic, music, manuers, nnd morals,
is at least as generally diffused and as faithfully pro-
moted by the clerical body as in Scotland. It is by
their own advance, and not by keeping back the ad-
vance of the people, that the popish priesthood of
the present day scek to keep ahead of the intellec-
tnal progress of the community in Catholic 12nds : and
they might, perbaps, retort on our Preshyierian cler-
gy, and ask if they 100 are, in their country, at the
head of the inteliectual movementsof the age? Edu-
cation iz, in reality, not only not repressed, bhut is en-
couraged by the Pupish Church, and it iz a mighty
instrument in its hands, and ably used. In every
street in Rome, for instance, there are, at short dis-
tances, public primary schools for the education of
the children of the lower and middle classes in the
ucighborhood. Rome, with a population of 150,678
sowuls, bas fhree hundred and sevealy-lwo primary
schools, with four hundred and eighty-two teachers,
and fourteer thousand children ettending themn. MHas
Ediuburgh so many schools for ihe instruction of
those classes ? 1 doubtit. Berlin, with apopulation
about double that of Rome, has only iwo bundred
and sixty-four schonls. Rome hasalse her University,
with an average attendance of six hundred and sixty
students: and the papal States, with a population of
two and a haif millions, contain seven Universities.
Prussia, with a population of fourteen millions, has
but seven.” The reader will remark that the number
of primary schools, in the ¢ity of Romealone, is, put
down by Dr. Laing at three hundred and scventy-two.
This number is, perhaps, somewhat below the mark.,
According to the Roman Aimanac for 1334, Rome
then liad three hundred and eighty-one free schools.
This number has vot likely decreased sinee, as the
populition has been steadily increasing. [4must he
recollected that many of these free schools are sup-
ported by private chavity, whilst thosc of Protestant
countries are maintained ouly by burdensome taza-
tion. The perusal of the above splendid testimony
of Dr. Laing in behalf of Catholic education in Ca-
tholic Rome, will readily rewind the reader of tle
well known proverh: ¢ Truth is powerfu), and will
prevail.”  The distingnished traveller cannot be sns-
pected of partislity to Catholic Rome. His prejudice
and bigotry against it are oply half concealed.—
Nothing but'the power of iruth could extort it. Dr.
Ryerson, who scems to take special delight in ‘expa-
tiating ‘on all participation of any infellectual food
being prohibited to the followers of the Church of
TRome, would do well to take a lesson of eandor and
Lonesty from his brother minister. His education,
in thisrespect, I am sorry to say, must have heen
sadly deficient., Ifis knowledge of Greck, Latin,

runs.  Persons of slender faith and immoral lives
have every opportunity and inducement to Tid the
Church of their presence. - Protestantism, in va-
‘rious shapes, offers them a convenient refuge from
the restraint their religion imposes on' them. We
‘have been accustomed to hear, from time to time,
that persons of corrupt morals, writers of ob-
scene books, Priests who have been a scandal to
their flock, had adopted a religion more conge-
nial to their habits, ind Protestants, who had any
self-respect, have not usually celebrated such ac-
quisitions. The.more respectable have been in-
clined to complain’ with Swift, that when the
Pope set his garden in order, he should -throw
the weeds over to them. Under these circum-
stances, we should have thought it extremely pro-
bable that Protestantistn would reap from the
Concordat a rich harvest of tares. The revival
of religion and of Ecclesiastical discipline, must
appear a serious annoyance to persons acclstom-
ed to the dissolute morals of Viennu, and it was
quite conceivable that some of them might desert
a Cliurch so little suited to them. At the same
time, probable or not, the assertions of the Lon-
don papers are far froin proving that such a thing
had actually bappened. The report gave us a0
uneasiness, but it became our ‘duty, as Catholic
journalists, to inquire whether it bad any founda-
tion. We have made accurate inquiries, and
can now state, on unquestionable authority on the
spot, that'it is wholly and absolutely false and un-
founded. Some tiine ago, a report of the kind
was circulated in Germany with regurd to Bobe-
mia, but was discovered, and immediately admit-
ted. to be a mistake. By the time it had been
forgotten in Gerinany, it began to find its ssay,
with considerable additions, into the Knglish press.
An immense and overwhelming move was going
on in. Bohemia, Moraviz, and Silesia. The Ca-
tholic Clergy were in despair. The Protestant
Clergy. on the other hand, did not know which
way (0 turn, o aumerous were the applications
they receised for religious instruction. ‘The
whole thing, we repeat, is absolutely and simply
without. the slizhtest foundation.

That such s the case, is highly creditable fo
ali parties conceraed, and may, perhaps, partly
be ewing to the very slow und gradual imanner in
which the provisions of the Concordat are being
carried out ; but, we trust, we may safely attn-
bute it even more o « healthy state af religion
