Heavy Losses to Owners of Unremoved
Exhibits and the Com-
mlssiqners.

CuicAGo, Jan. 10.—The flames did not
stop ab the peristyle, Music hall and Casino,
bat they leaped to the World’s fair giant,
the great arched hall of Manufactures and
Liberal Art.s, and before the fire department
could check them a vast hole was made in.

vof the roof and to the exhibits yet unre-

moved beneath that portion, Over a space
of 500 feet on the east side and 360 feet ‘on
the west side the roof is entirely burned
away. Beneath this portion were the French,
Belgian and Russian exhibits and they sut-
fered most.

It is impossible as yet to estimate the loss
on exhibits, as they were.all boxed and will
have to be unpacked before it can be known
what damage was done by water to textiles
and by breakage to ‘ceramics and other
fragile exhibits in the work of hasty re-
moval. The heaviest loss, however, was in
the French section, whose exhibits were or-
iginally worth $1,500,000. Among the losses
in that sectionjarethe bronze statue of War,
the Sevres china exhibits, the = Gobelin
tapestry exhibit, the mosaic and inlaid fus-
niture exhibit, the Dore bronze vase, the
costume exhibit, and the French gublilhm'
exhibit. The loss on the burnei buildings
is total, as the insurance had expired. The
