Editor World: This caterpillar is
playing havoe with the follage of t!l:e
chestnut trees. It is very bad in the
eouthern part of the city. The trees h‘g
the grounds surrounding St. James
Cathedral and in many places on Jar-
vis-street are being denuded of their
foliage by this devouring pest. The
trunks and branches of the trees are

 covered with thousands of cocoons_ in
every stage of development, apd if this
matter is not taken in hand now the
trees will be in a very bad condition
next year.

My advice to the residents of every
street where the trees are so affected
is to sweep the cocoong off with a good
hard brush, and where. practicable to
syringe the trees with a weak solution
of Paris green, . A’ pound of Paris
green mixed with 200 gallons of water
would do over 100 trees CPd completely
destroy the moth, £ .

The total destruction of this moth
can only be accomplished by the united
efforts of the citizens, They should
all turn eut to examine the trees right
opposite to their premises and act on
the suggestion made above.

I have done this with some of the
trees that were affected by this moth
at Linden Villa, and I have succeeded
In saving the foliage and destroying
the moth.

He sald that if temper-
ance principles were good in indivi-
duals, they were surely so in govern-
ments, Temperance could be promot-
ed only by education, restriction and
prohibition, The late administration,
he thought, had done all it could in
the cause of temperance, and he wag
glad no one asked it to do more. Even
every child enrolled at the Public
schopls was instructed in the princi-
ples of temperance by teachers quali-
fled to so instruct them. 3

Waat the Governmens Might Do,

Here the Minister of Education hint-
ed at some things the Government
might consider. The Government, he
said, might go further in the matter
of restriction by license and were will-
ing so to do. He did not belleve in
the high license preached in Chicago
and elsewhere, but in a moderate li-
cense system, Certainly no reduction
in the tavern fees would be thought of.
Then the Government might reason-
ably consider a plan for exacting &
larger license fee from large and pros-
perous hotels than from small ones,
Then a reduction in the number of li-
censes in the various ~municipalities
might be arrived at by railsing the
unit established in 1876, It might be a
good thing also to raise the age Jimit,
now 18, of youths to whom  liquor
could be sold. Mr, Ross was applauded
as he resumed his seat.

&s Buiifgon & Temperance Town ?

Mayor Fleming asked Hon. Mr. Gib-
son to speak, saying that he repre-
sented a temperance constitueney.

Hon, Mr.Gibson: “I 8on’t know about
that. Brother Buchanan might «dig~
pute that statement.”

Continuing, the Minister saild that
he could not add anything to the state-
ments of his colleagues,but he thought
the old order of things had changed.
Under the ex-Premier the deputations
had to do all the talking, but now the
Ministers seemed to be called upon to
take their place.

: A Doubting Thomas.

Rev. Dr. McKay, seemingly unsatis-
fled with the Government’s attitude,
asked Mr. Hardy to promise.to re
etrict the traflic out of existence.
