fus affair. It is believed that the real dif­
ficulty in the way of revision is that the 
only documents really relied upon are those 
said to have been obtained illicitly from a 
foreign embassy, and the Government ts 
beginning to doubt the authenticity of these.

Conference In the Pavilion last evening 
by the Methodist Social Union of Toronto 
Uid not at all demoralise the proceedings 
of the afternoon session, though, It the 
delegates had fully realized the amount 
of pains that were being taken to make 
the evening a success, demoralization to a 
certain extent would have surely set In. 
As it was, however, a great deal of busi­
ness was transacted, and the first thorough 
ventilation of the great twentieth century 
fund proposal was effected. This was the 
feature of the afternoon, and, though the 
discussion was not concluded, a great 
amount of light was thrown on the subject. 
Naturally, the most absorbing topic In con­
nection with such a theme Is the disposal 
of the money when raised. This Is now 
thoroughly before the public, though, of 
course, as yet not ratified by the Confer­
ence. The probability, however, of Its be­
ing ratified In a form approximating to 
that suggested by the committee Is very 
strong.

The discussion of the afternoon, how­

ever, was that on the report of the Twen­
tieth Century Fund. Some of the best, 
addresses yet listened to by the Conference 
were delivered In this connection. The 
recommendations urged by the committee 
were discussed Item by Item. Dr, Grif­
fin was the first speaker of note. He 
tit ought the educational department was 
getting too much and the superannuation 
too little, and he was not at all clear about 
the proposal of giving $100,000 to St. James 
Church, Montreal. Dr. Potts answered 
these arguments briefly but satisfactorily, 
and the Conference [a hourly being brought 
to the opinion that the committee’s dis­
posal of the money Is about the best pos­
sible.

Dr. Sutherland followed In aw able 
speech. He admitted that he had been of 
the same opinion originally as Dr. Grlf- 
flu-with the difference that he favored 
missions rather than the superannuation 
fund. But the debate In committee had 
converted him thoroughly.

The St. James’ project, perhaps, excited 
the most determined opposition of any of 
the recommendations of the coanmittee, 
though the session witnessed a consider­
able revulsion of feeling on the subject, 
owing mainly to-the speeches of Rev, Dr. 
Williams and Mr. Torrence.

Dr. T. G. Williams defended to the nt- 
meet the expenditure proposed for St. 
James' Church, Montreal. He outlined the 
history of the church, showing how the 
shifting of the population In Montreal ne­
cessitated also the moving of the ehorch. 
He would not diseuse the question of ex­
travagance or poor business management 
now. The debt now amounted to $808,113.10 
- -$450,000 of which was secured by mort­
gage. The Temple Building, erected on the 
site of old St. James', represented one-half

Dr. Ryckman reported from the Twen­

tieth Century Fund Committee—a message 
greeted with an amount of attention which 
showed the interest taken in the first of­
ficial utterance on the subject. The prob­
able objects of the fund, he said, would be 
os follows:

L Forty-five per cent, to be devoted to 
educational purposes, to be used In paying 
the debts of various Institutions named.

2. Twenty-five per cent, to go to pay the 
debts of the Mission Society, Church and 
Parsonage Aid Fund, and other objects.

3. Fifteen per cent, for superannuation 
end supernumerary funds.

4. Ten per cent, to St. James’ Church, 
Montreal.

. 5. Five per cent, for the General Confer­
ence and Union Church Relief Funds.

With regard to the raising of the fund 
the committee recommended the Institu­
tion of a most thorough canvass, so as to 
reach the last man in the church. In this 
connection It recommended the appoint­
ment of a committee of 40, toymen 
and ministers, to oversee and direct the 
movement. Their duties were to prepare 
literature, subscription cards, etc., and 
generally render assistance to the annual 
conference committee in carry!out the 
echeme. And it was also suggested that the 
ar.nual conferences be requested to appoint 
at their next session a conference commit­
tee to have charge and direction of the 
campaign for the fund within the Oonfer-

Has the Exhibition grown beyond the 

capacity of the town? It looks indeed 
_ as if It had. The feature of the week 
9 Just drawing to a close has been, the 

crowd of visitors, not lees than the Ex­
hibition. Never before has there been 
such an army of people to be cared for 
as took possession of the city this week. 
The town was taxed to Its utmost in 
handling and providing accommodation 
for the myriads of etrangers. First of 
all it has been proved that the Exhi­
bition grounds and tile buildings are 
much too small to accommodate the 
crush. Eighty thousand people make up 
a good-sized city. To squeeze Hamilton 
and London into an eighty acre field 
and expect the people to move about in 
comfort is taking altogether too much 
for granted. If the Exhibition is to 
grow and develop in its proportions it 
will be absolutely necessary to secure 
more territory and to enlarge the prin­
cipal buildings- Under present condi­
tions it is Impossible for visitors to in­
spect the exhibits with any degree of 
comfort or satisfaction.

The crowd of people In town this week 
has proved that the Exhibition has out­
grown the capacity of our hotels. True, 
every one who came to see the Exhibi­
tion was provided with a bed, but the 
inefficiency of the hotels to accomm-i- 
chite the floating population incidental to 
the Exhibition was clearly proved. The 
proposed Palace hotel, if it were an 
actuality this week, would have coined 
a mint of money. The necessity for 
such an hotel in Toronto was amply 
demonstrated this week.

As for the Street Car Company, while 
they did1 admirably in handling the 
gested traffic, an improvement In their 
service might easily be effected, much 
to the comfort of the public, and bene­
ficial to themselves. The company still 
persists in taking .the people to the 
grounds by a single route, when two are 
available. It the Queen-street route 
were utilized for the Exhibition traffic 
the crowds would be distributed along 
two great thoroughfares instead/ of be­
ing confined to King-street. A quarter 
of a mile of additional track on Dnfferin- 
street would give the company this 
duplicate and much needed route to the 
grounds. The City Council have author­
ity to order the-opening up of this route, 
and they should see that the improve 
mtnt is done before next Exhibition 
comes around. ,

Toronto’s big stores were not Jess 
crowded than its hotels and street cars. 
Some of them were almost equally 
as thronged as the Main building at the 
Exhibition. If the Exhibition crowd has 
not outgrown the capacity of Toronto's 
bit stores it has at all events caught 
pp to them and taxed them to their 
utmost capacity. The merchants in all 
lines of trade must have done a land 
office business during the past two 
weeks.

There is no indication whatever that 
the Exhibition is palling on the public 
appetite. To a certain extent it is true 
that the fair is “the same old thing’’ 
from year to year- But this may DC 
said of the circus too, yet the circus con­
tinues to he one of onr most popular in­
stitutions. The Exhibition rests upon a 
solid foundation. It seems to fill a nat­
ural craving for innocent excitement- 
Under intelligent management there Is 
no reason why the Toronto Industrial 
Exhibition should not grow Into a much 
bigger thing than any of us anticipate. 
The present management has been criti­
cised for running the show too much 
in the same rut. The criticism is more 
or legs justified. Without casting any 
reflection on the manager or directors 
it may be stated' that new Ideas 
needed to keep the Exhibition right up- 
to-date. The principal fault the public 
has to find with the management is its 
apparent inability to get hold of an 
entirely new and original idea occasion­
ally. The management takes no one in­
to its confidence, and makes no effort to 
get the opinion of bodies that are quite 
competent to offer valuable suggestions- 
A little less autocracy will do the Ex­
hibition no harm.

The only excuse that some of the 
weaker American trunk lines have had 
for cutting west bound passenger ratsç 
daring the past few months has been 
to “get aren with the Canadian Pacific.’’

Amd In the bienplal peri<»d the great 

TempJe Building has been completed and 
adopted as the “Home” of the order. The

With respect to the deficiency otf reserves 
in farmeri’ hands In Europe and America, 
The New» says that Jt must be consider­
able, but as there are no reliable means 
of fanning an estimate, Jt leaves It to its 
readers to form their own estimate.

While there 1» the certainty of abundant 
supplies to the future, they are remarkably 
scant at present, and the battle between 
demand and supply cannot last much long­
er. By the end of September, either the 
buyer or the seller must succumb.

Russia—The News gives a statement 
showing the acreage of the various crops 
in the seven Government» which have re­
ported failure. The area under wheat is 
9,119,900 acres, or about 23 per cen|. of 
that of the whole Empire. The reports as 
to extent of failure are rather contradic­
tory, and difficult to estimate.* It says: 
(This confirms the new» that all districts of 
Huwl& have not been favored with a boun­
teous harvest. The correspondent at Ros- 
toff-on-Don writes that owing to late har­
vest and wet weather deliveries of grain 
have been very small. The same report 
come» from Odessa.

France—The.Baris correspondent of The 
News, Aug. 27, advises : The wheat crop 
will be more than sufficient to mèet the 
consumptive demand and to reconstruct the 
exhausted stock». He says' that the big 
advance in flour which occurred about that 
date was due to toe smah stock and the 
difficulty of obtaining the high standard 
required for contract flour from new na­
tive wheat.

RoumanJa—A very favorabde harvest re­
port from Brail a makes the crops of wheat, 
Barley and rye excellent without exception. 
The News’ own correspondent says that 
the wheat yield Is less than anticipated.

Germany—The Hoyal Statistical Bureau 
of Prussia gives the condition of all crops in 
the monarchy as a full average.

Belgium and Hoiland—Harvest about fin­
ished and crops very satisfactory.

Austria-Hungary—The Minister of Agri­
culture give» the wheat crop of the Dual 
Empire as 28 million quarters, against 16 
million quarters in 1807t The year’s crop 
Is a bare average.

Argentina—Correspondent -writes from 
Buenos Ayres, Aug. 2: From all parts of 
the Republic excellent accounts come in 
regard to the new wheat plant, which has 
had an excellent start. A few days ago 
The World contained a report that the 
area under wheat in Argentina is 2 mil­
lion acres -more than last year.

!position t-o the American authorities that 
the situation is strained and reconciliation 
may be difficult. What makes the sltmat on 
the more troublesome Is the undisguised 
rivalry between the followers of General 
lAguin-aldo, the self-proclaimed dictator, and 
General Pio Pilar, who covets the honor 
which Agulnaldo has acquired.

General Pio Pilar is in command of the^ln- 
eurgent; troops stationed south of Manila. 
Ho uses them In a way that will be most 
annoying to Agulnaldo, and at the same 

! tltoe makes every effort to show his utter 
disregard of the American officials.

His forces continue to patrol the city, en- 
conraging lawlessness In every direction. 
They are constantly annoying the American 
troops who are engaged In the difficult 
task of preserving order.

Agu-lnaldo’s course Is no less annoying. 
He no longer attempts to conceal his hos­
tility to the officials who represent the 
United States, and yesterday issued an order 
prohibiting his soldiers from entering the 
American lines. This course was probably 
deemed necessary in order to prevent them 
from " becoming so well disposed towards 
Americans as to destroy his power by re­
pudiating his leadership. The attitude o. 
the rivals cann-ot fail in the end to Injure 
the cause of Philippine Independence. Cer­
tainly It will prevent the presentation of a_ 
strong case before the Paris Peace Commis­
sion In behalf of the Philippines.
