Through the latter, a public road, known 
m “ The Hastings’ Road,” has been opened by the Provincial 
Government, and free grants of land are made to those who desire 

to go in and settle the country.
The county has access by water and railway to the eastern and 

western markets, not merely with the ports of the Province, but 
with those of the United States. The navigation of the bay is 
convenient and secure, and free from those haaards to which the 
lakes are at times liable ; steamboats or other vessels ply regularly 
between Trenton, Belleville and Montreal, Belleville and Kingston, 
»ud Belleville and Oswego, thereby affording a frequent, cheap, 
and comfortable means of conveyance for the purposes of travelling 
and commerce. The emigrant who wishes to settle in or visit the 
oounty of Hastings, can proceed from Quebec, either by railway 
or steamer to Belleville. From Belleville, stage, run daily to the 
principal villages in the back country; and for a trifling sum, the 
traveller can go and examine the lands in any of the townships. 
From Belleville to Trenton, the western boundary of the county, 
it is twelve miles by water. Here we arrive at the head of the bay, 
which is separated from Lake Ontario by a narrow strip of land. 
It has been contemplated to cut a canal connecting Lake Ontario 
and the Bay of Quinté, the preliminary steps to secure which have 
already been taken. By this canal the dangerous navigation along 
the Prince Edward’s shore would be avoided, and the route from 
the far west to Montreal shortened some fifty miles.

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Robb, mining engineer, of Montreal. When it is remembered 
that prospecting for minerals has only just commenced here, and 
that, with the exception of a few acres here and there, the whole 
metal-bearing country is covered with the original forest, it will 
be seen that as yet we know comparatively nothing of the extent 
or variety of our ores. Our purpose is not to speculate as to what 
may be found, but to speak of what is known and certain.

To begin with the iron. Three immense beds of magnetic ore 
are found upon the shores of Crow Lake, two of them terminating 
in bluffs at the shore, where the ore can be put at once upon scows, 
the third occurring about 300 yards from the water. These are 
the ores which have been used at the “ Marmora Works.” They 
have to be conveyed in soows down the lake and along Crow River, 
a distance of a few miles to the furnace, which is built at the first falls ; 
the river at that point affording a water-power sufficient for all 
the machinery that could be placed along its banks.

In addition to the above, very fine hematite and bog 
found a short distance east of the works, which, used with the 
magnetic ores, will produce the combinations so much sought after, 
and procured at great expense at many American furnaces.

In the next township east of Marmora, Madoc, a bed of mag­
netic ore of great extent and remarkable purity is found, from 
which excellent iron was formerly made at Madoc village ; and at 
the village of Bridgewater in Elzevir, the township next east of 
Madoc, a bed of magnetic ore, said to be of enormous extent, has 
been found within a few rods of the splendid water-power which 
drives the mills of the Hon. Billa Flint at that place. Besides 
the above, iron has been observed cropping out at numerous inter­
mediate points, many of which, there is every reason to believe, 
will, on further exploration, be found to be regular beds. Thus in 
every township along this line, from the west to the east of the 
county, there is known to exist an inexhaustible supply of the 
very best iron ore, which can be worked for many years without

the expense of regular mining. „
Many persons have an idea that in some “ good time coming, 

in the remote future, these ores will come into use, but that it 
is premature to work them now. These people have no very 
definite reason for thinking that the working of these ores should

In the great 
iron district of the Lehigh, the ores are supplied from such 
various sources that the average of their cost is not easy to 
determine. The magnetic ores are brought to the furnace from 
New Jersey, and the hematites from the mines scattered about the 
valley between the Blue mountains and the South mountain in 
Lehigh and Berks counties. The magnetic ores are generally 
valued at about $3.60 per ton, and for the hematites as much

The average cost of the mixed ores is probably about

From the foregoing the reader will observe that the cost of 
fuel and ores to the ton of pig iron at the three furnaces named is „ 
respectively $15.75, $13.60, and $19.31 ; now it may be safely 
assumed that at Marmora the cost of labor, &c., will be no more 
than at the places named—the only question then is what will the 
ore and fuel cost delivered at*the furnace. The Marmora Iron 
Company paid 50 cents a ton for quarrying and putting it on 
board scows, which have to be floated to the furnace, allowing 75 
cents a ton for selecting the ores and floating them down, which 
is a large per centage over what it cost.

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Now it never can be hoped to get fuel to our ores cheaper than 
it can be made at present upon the spot; then /hat reason is 
there to think that the future will afford facilities for working them 
superior to what we now possess ? The fact is that every year the 
facilities are becoming less and less, for the simple reason that the 
fuel is gradually wasting away, either burned to clear the land or 
used to make potash. All that is required is a sagacious expendi­
ture of capital, and it only requires that the matter be fairly put 
before capitalists to secure their attention.

One serious drawback certainly does exist, and it is the only 
thing that can interfere with this enterprise ; it is the want of 
cheap communication with our system of railways and navigation.

It is true we have excellent macadamised roads to all the points 
indicated, but an expense of $4 per ton to bring the pig iron to 
market will compensate (br the difference in the cost of the raw 
material. This difficulty may to a great extent bo met by making 
the iron at once into bars, or into steel direct from the ore, thus 
producing an article of more value which could better bear carriage. 
But there is no reason why so important an interest should lan­
guish for want of a railway. Once built, such a road would be 
furnished with freight to its utmost capacity—going up the valley 
of the Moira to some point at or near Bridgewater, thence crossing 
the country by a natural water that extends past Madoc nearly to 
Marmora. It could touch at three points where charcoal furnaces 
could be supplied with fuel and ores in vast quantities, and would 
furnish an immense amount of freight. In addition to this, a much 
larger business Would be done in exporting the raw ores to be mixed 
with the inferior ores of Pennsylvania and Ohio ; this business is 
carried ou to an enormous extent from points so distant as Lake 
Superior ; a railway has been built there extending back from the 
coast some twenty miles for the sole purpose of bringing down these 
ores. To quote again from the American Cyclopedia : “ This 
“ business is rapidly becoming of immense importance, as may be 
“ seen by the transportation of ore and iron to the lake, for 
“ shipment by the Bay do Noguet and Marquette Uailroad, which, 
“ up to October 8th, 1858, amounted in that year to 28,913 tons, 
“ and to the same date in 1859 to 75,875 tons. It is stated that

ore. A vein of lead has also been found in Marmora, about ten 
miles from the iron works, from which splendid specimens of lead 
ore have been taken, a single piece weighing over fifty pounds.

Besides these metals, antimony has been found in considerable 
quantity at the north-east corner of Hungcrford, and zinc has 

been found in Lake.
As was remarked before, the work of exploration has only just 

commenced, and almost every week some discovery of importance 
is made. Enough, however, has been already found to employ 
the energies and capital of many companies. The discoveries 
have nearly all been so recent that the attention of capitalists has 
not yet been drawn to this part of the country; but it cannot be 
long until these matters receive the attention they deserve.

Marble of very fine quality, for surface specimens, has been 
found in large quantities in each of the four townships in 
which iron exists, viz., Belmont, Marmora, Madoc, and Elzevir. 
Should these marbles prove, on working, to be of good quality,

The original location and construction of the Hastings road being 
very defective, it was found necessary to make several deviations 
from the original road. Of these alterations, about thirty miles have 
been made within the last two years, greatly facilitating communi­
cation with the front. The County road also, connecting the 
Hastings road with Madoc village, has been opened in a direct 
line, and partly gravelled. We are informed that when the works 
in hand this season are completed, an ordinary team will be able to 
haul a full load as far as the Peterson'road.

They 
are rather too far from the front for recent immigrants, without 
greatly improved roads, but they will undoubtedly sustain a large 
population before many years. There is a thriving settlement 
along the road in Monteagle and Herschel. Good saw and grist 
mills are in operation close to the intersection of the Peterson and 
Hastings wads in Wicklow. In Bangor also, along the Peter- 

road, there is a very prosperous, thriving settlement; a post- 
office has been recently opened here under the name of “ Purdy, 
being the seventh post-office in succession north of Madoc,—all 
opened since the commencement of the new settlement in 1856.

COMPARATIVE PROGRESS.

One way to ascertain in what ratio a country prospers, is to 
examine its statistics. By comparing one period with another, 
we know exactly what degree of progress has been made; and if 
we take the census returns of 1861, although by no means accu­
rate, and compare them with former census returns, we have every 
reason to be gratified with the result. In 1839, the population of 
the County of Hastings was 12,085 ; in 1850, it had increased to 
25,259; and in 1861, it reached 44,970. The cultivated lands 
in 1839 numbered 38,524 acres; in 1861, the number of acres 
under cultivation was 198,982, the cash value of which was 
$5,841,445. The value of implements owned by farmers, 
estimated at $312,962 in 1861. In 1839, the number of houses in 
the county, including all kinds, was 652 ; in 1861, there were 6,807 
houses, of which 546 were of brick and stone, 3,362 of frame, and

With these facts before us, is it any wonder that our farmers 
can raise such excellent crops of every description ? For what is 
true of natural productions, is most undoubtedly true of the crops 
raised by the farmer. A soil that produces many herbaceous 
plants, or trees of different orders, is better fitted for agricultural 
purposes than a soil where one species predominates. As a proof 
of this, let us take a few of our principal forest trees, and see 
where they grow in communities. Where the pine reigns supreme, 
sand or Liurcntian rocks is never wanting ; where the elm is 
found in the greatest profusion, the farmer knows he can rai e 
little else than hay ; where beech predominates, we find a cold 
subsoil ; and even where maple grows m the greatest ab - 

■ dance, we too often find the soil encumbered with bou ders. Is it 
not patent to all, that a uuion of these trees and others in the 
same piece of woodland, is caused by a commingling of soils; for 
all trees in a state of nature will grow only in a soil suited to their 
wants.

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The woodfolia). All three are very useful for many purposes, 
of the white ash is light, tough, and strong, and much used by 
carriage-makers; the wood of the black ash is purplish, tough, 
elastic, and excellent for the cooper and basket-maker.

We have three species of birch : the yellow (Bitula excelsa), 
black (B. lent a), and canoe birch (B papyracea). All these are 
used in cabinetwork; from the bark of the latter the Indiana 
make their bark canoes.

We have also three species of poplar : Populus tremuloutes, 
P. g'undidentata, and P. balsamifera ; the latter is called balm 
of Gilead by the farmers ; it is abundant in most swamps.

Shell bark hickory iCarya alb»), is abundant in the vicinity ot 
Belleville, and east along the Bay of Quinté. Bitter-nut (0. 
anuira) is found in profusion in rich woods, in most parts ot the 
county. Butter-nut ( Jug Ians cinerea) is abundant in many 
localities in the front townships. Sugar maple (Acer saccharinum) 
is abundant on all good soils; so also is beech {Fagus ferrugmea) 
and basswood {Filla Americana). .

Our remaining trees arc soft maple {Acer rubrum), striped maple 
,A. Pennsulvanicum), ironwood {Ostrya Virginia».), black cherry 
{Prunus erotina), and the nettle tree {Celtis occidentalism which 
I suspect is the rarest tree in Canada. I have observed a few trees 
in the valley of the Salmon River, about three miles above the

ra In the foregoing synopsis I have enumerated thirty-seven species 
of timber trees, all natives of the county, and with very few excep- 
lions useful in the arts.I

NUTS, BERRIES, *0.

Besides the hickory, butter, and beech nuts we have two species 
of hazel-nut. One, the beaked hazel-nut (Corylus rustrata) is 
known to all. The other (G. Americana) is very abundant in the 
vicinity of Belleville, and likewise in the valley of the Trent, the 
nuts oi' both species are well flavored, being little inferior to un- 
ported hazel-nuts. We have only one species of grape ( Vdis cerd- 
i/oliaI ; it is abundant along all our water-c§urses. Karly in June 
the very air seems loaded with its perfume while in blossom. Ot 
gooseberries we have three species, and likewise three of currants. 
Of the former are the common wild gooseberry (Ribes Cynorbati), 
and the smooth swamp gooseberry {Ribes roturuhfohum). Ihe 
first is used when young, the other is collected when ripe, ami pre­
served. The fruit of the third species {Ribes lacustre), is small 
and unpleasant. The black currant {Ribes Jioridum), which is 
abundant in marshy places, is little inferior to the black currant 
of the gardens in size or flavor. It makes an excellent preserve.

The geology of Hastings may be summarized in an ascending 
order under the following heads :

1. The Laurentian series.
2. The Lower Silurian series.
3. The Drift.
4. Recent deposits,
(1.) The Laurentian Series.—The rocks of this series are 

the oldest stratified rocks in America, and perhaps, in the world. 
They cover a considerable area in Canada, as they extend from 
Labrador to Lake Huron. West of the Ottawa they subdivide 
into two branches,—one passing south into the State of New York; 
the other sweeps broadly to the north-west, and strikes Lake 
Huron at Matchedash Bay. The southern edge of the latter, in 
Hastings, passes through the townships of Hungerford, Hunting­
don, and Marmora, with a few outcrops further South. The most 
southern outcrop in Hastings, is on the line of the Grand Trunk, 
at Shannonville station. Another remarkable upheaval of it is in 
Ameliasburgh, Prince Edward County. It is called Gibson’s 
Mountain, by the residents in that locality; it would well repay a 
visit from either a geologist or botanist.

In many cases the Laurentian rocks are so completely metamor­
phosed as to lose all or nearly all appearance of stratification ; and 
hence, by many are called granite, which is not correct, as these 
rocks have been deposited in water, while granite is of igneous 
origin. They are altered to a highly crystalline condition, and are 
composed of feldspathic rocks interstratified with important 
of limestone,—these are traversed by veins and bands of white 
quartz which are often metalliferous.

(2.) Lower Silurian Formation.—In Hastings county the 
three lower members of this formation are alone present, viz : the 
Trenton group, the Calciferous Sand rock, and the Potsdam sand­
stone. Professor Chapman says that the latter are but slightly 
developed in this county, and more or less blended together. The 
Trenton group is largely developed, and constitutes the foundation 
rock of nearly all the South Riding of the county, and also of a 
considerable portion of the southern half of the North Riding.

The Trenton limestone is seen in nearly a horizontal strata along 
the Trent, Moira, and Salmon rivers. The stone along the latter 
river, and at 0* Point below Belleville, is well suited for building 
purposes, as the beds are thick, and the stones are not injured by 
frost. The stone in the vicinity of Belleville and Trenton is of 
little u@e for building purposes, as it is thin, and easily acted on by 
frost.

THE ROYAL FAMILY.

Her Most Excellent Majesty (Alexandria) Victoria, 
—By the Grace of God, of the United Kingdom of Great Britain 
and Ireland, Queen, Defender of the Faith. Her Majesty, the 
only daughter and heir of the late Prince Edward, Duke of Kent, 
fourth son of King George III., and of Victoria-Maria-Louisa 
(Princess Dowager of Leinengen), Duchess of Kent, and sister of 
the King of the Belgians.

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Registration is not an absolute guarantee against the miscarriage 
or loss of a letter ; but a registered letter can be traced when an 
unregistered letter cannot, and the posting and delivery or non­
delivery can be proven. A registered letter is thus secured against 
many of the casualties which, from incorrect address, forgetfulness 
of the receiver, or other error, may affect an unregistered letter.

miscellaneous charges.

The charge on parcels by the parcel post, which is limited to 
places within the Province, is 25 cents per lb. (with 3 cents addi­
tional if registered).

One cent per oz., payable in advance by postage stamp, is the 
rate on printed circulars (printed circulars, if sent in envelopes, 
whether sealed or unsealed, are liable to letter postage), prices 
current, hand-bills, and other printed matter of a like character, 
and on books, bound or unbound, when posted at a Canadian post 
office, addressed to any place in Canada, British North America 
generally, or the United States.

The postage upon prices current addressed to the United King­
dom is two cents each, which must be prepaid by postage stamps 
or they will bo sent to the dead letter office to be returned to the 
senders.

BOOK POST WITH ENGLAND.

The charge on books, &c., by book post to England, is 7 cents 
on packets not exceeding 4 oz. in weight ; 12| cents on * lb.

ITS HISTORY.

During the American revolutionary war, and within a few y care 
after its close, a large number of [I. E. Loyalists turned their steps 
toward what was then the wilderness of Upper Canada. Kingston 
being a place conveniently reached, it was there that the settle­
ment along the bay of Quinté commenced. As the number of 
refugees increased, the settlement gradually extended up the 
bay; and by the year 1790, there might have been seen, here and 
there, all along its thickly wooded and beautiful shores, the rudely 
constructed log-house surrounded by a comparatively few acres of 
cleared land.

was

These pioneers, whose only mode of transport was by bat- 
teaux, took possession of that land which could be the most conve­
niently reached; and, when the best of it along the bay had been 
taken up, they ascended the various rivers which emptied into the 
bay, by the boats, when it was possible; and when impossible, the 
river was taken as a guide whose bank was followed until such 
land was discovered as promised to yield fruit to the tiller.

Among those who first settled at the western extremity of the 
bay, on the northern shore, were Captain Singleton, Captain Myers, 
and John Taylor ; all of them British soldiers of the revolutionary 
war. Captain Singleton, who had been living a few years in 
Ernestown, came to Thurlow in 1789, having received from 
Government 400 acres of land to the east of, and adjacent to an 
Indran reserve of 200 acres on the east side of the river Moira at 
its mouth. He erected a log house on what is known as the old 
Canniff property. The site of the house was on a rise of ground 
not far from the bay, just at the present easternmost limits of the 
town, south of the Kingston road. An old half filled well yet 
marks the spot. He was the first settler in the neighborhood of 
Belleville.

John Taylor, the father of Sheriff Taylor, came soon after, and 
purchased from Captain Singleton, lot No. 5, upon which he built 
bis log-house.

Captain Myers, who had settled several years previously near 
the Irent river, came to the Moira river, not many years after. 
He was the first one to improve the valuable water power of the 
river, and for many years after, the settlement on the river as 
well as the river itself, was known by the inhabitants of the bay 

Myers’ Creek. But prior to the time at which Captain Myers 
constructed his log-mill and his cabin adjacent thereto, there had 
been one or two shanties erected at the mouth of the river. Here 
stretching down the bay a short distance, was a clear space of some 
thirty acres, called the plains. The earlier navigators up and 
down the bay would generally see upon this spot a number of 
Indian wigwams. The rest of the land between the two hills on 
either side of the river

as

uninviting cedar swamp. A path 
up and down the bay, and another up the east bank of the 

river as far as the fourth and fifth concessions. It was not until 
the first part of the second decade of the nineteenth century that 
the buildings began to multiply at the mouth of the river, and the 
place could be regarded as a village. In 1810, there was not more 
than a dozen buildings in existence, and these were mostly of an 
lufenor kind. Captain Myers’ brick house on the hill, and a two- 
story frame building in the swamp at the foot of the hill, in front 
of where now stands the jail, and which has recently been taken 
down, were the only buildings of note in the place, and these were 
quite outside the village.

was an
led

n the year 1816, just after the Declaration of peace, Myers 
Creek or the village of Thurlow, as it was sometimes called, re­
ceived the name of Belleville, and under the following circum­
stances. Governor Gore and his wife Lady Bella travelled, it is 
said, through the Province, and stayed a night at Myers Creek. 
Shortly after, there was met one evening at Mrs. Simpson’s tavern 
the principal men of the village. Among those present were the 
two McNabs. Feeling very loyal, and at the same time the impor­
tance of the village, it was suggested by one of them that the place 
should be named Belleville after the Lady Bella Gore. The happy 
suggestion received the hearty approval of all present and there-

after the village was so called. By this it will be seen that the 
way in which the name is at present spelled is not correct : instead 
of Belleville it ought to be Bellville.

The same year the Government instructed Surveyor Wilmot to 
lay out the 200 acres of Indian reserve, lot number four, into town 
lots of half an acre each. It cannot be recorded that Mr. Wilmot 
discharged his duty to his credit or to the advantage of the town. 
In the first place he made the serious mistake (it has been ques­
tioned whether it was a mistake) of placing the line between 
Sidney and Thurlow, upwards of sixty feet to the east of that 
marked by the original survey. The consequence was that the 
line between lots numbers three and four, instead of being mainly 
in the river, where it ought to have been, was established where 
now is Front street ; and thereby, a valuable strip of land belong­
ing to the Reserve was added to private property on the western 
aide of the river, while the owner of lot number five, Mr. Taylor, 
was a loser to a corresponding extent. Another mistake was the 
very few cross streets laid out, the inconvenience of which is felt 
daily by many ; although some new ones have been opened lat­
terly. A third error was the respect he paid to a hotel which 
stood a little to the east of where now stands the Victoria build­
ings. This hotel had been erected on the ground where the street 
in surveying happened to come. The result is the unseemly turn 
in its course at Pinnacle street. While the hotel gave a name to 
the street, the name commemorates the cause of its ugliness. The 
town lots were disposed of by Government to petitioners, true sub­
jects of His Majesty, on a payment of a fee of thirty dollars. No 
one could obtain more than a single lot. Several plots were 
reserved. One for a Hospital, one where stands the Catholic 
Church, the Scotch Church, the Grammar School building, the 
English Church, also, the Parsonage House, the old Market Square, 
and the Jail.

In the year 1834, a petition was submitted by the inhabitants 
of Belleville to Parliament, the result of which was “ An Act 
to establish a Board of Police in the town of Belleville, passed 
6th March, 1834.”

It would seem that the act passed did not come into operation, 
for in 1836, an act was passed repealing the former one. This
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latter act was in many respects the same, but making further pro- 
visions. The same year the town record begins. The boundaries 
were, “ commencing at the limits between lots numbers five and 
six, in the first concession, so as a line at right angles will run on 
the northerly side of Wonnacott’s bridge, thence south seventy-four 
degrees west to the limits between lots numbers two and three 
thence sixteen degrees east to the bay of Quinté, thence easterly 
following the winding of the bay to the limits between lots 
bers five and six aforesaid ; thence north sixteen degrees 
the place of beginning, together with the island and the harbour.” 
There were two wards, each of which elected two members of the 
Board of Police, and these four selected a fifth. The body then 
selected one of themselves for President. Those elected the first 
year were, Win. McCarty and Asa Yeomans for first ward ; Zenas 
Dafoe and Wm. Connor for second ward; Billa Flint was elected 
the fifth member; and was

Up to this time there had been no side-walks, and at the l _ 
time there was no drainage. The consequence was that in the 
rainy seasons, the streets were almost impassable- -quite as bad as 
those of Muddy York are said to have been. The first pavement 
was laid in 1836, the stones for which were taken from the river. 
Some portion of this stone pavement yet remains.

It is impossible to say definitely what was the number of inhab­
itants at any one period. There were, however, in 1818, accord­
ing to Talbott about 150, about 600 in 1824, 700 in 1829 and 
in 1836 not far from 1000.

After this the town increased

same

%

more rapidly in size and impor­
tance. Steps were taken to have built a Court House and Jail, _ 
the nearest place of safe confinement of prisoners was at Kingston ; 
and, in 1838, just at the close of the rebellion, the present building 
was finished. The following year a “ Court of Request,” in ac­
cordance with an act passsed in 1792, was established in Belleville. 
This Court was to collect small debts under ten pounds. The 
following gentleman received their commission as magistrates for 
the first division, Belleville, viz : John Turnbull, Thomas Parker, 
Francis McAnnany, Charles Willard, Captain Henry Baldwin,’ 
Doctor Anthony Marshal, Geoige Bleecker. In accordance with

as
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the act, two or more of these might sit on the first and third 
Saturday of every month. Those who generally acted were George 
Bleecker, Captain Baldwin, Francis McAnnany ; and Doctor 
Marshal who was the clerk.

This Court of Request was abolished in 1841, and the Division 
Court established in its stead. Under the new act, Benjamin 
Dougall was first appointed Judge of the County Court, which 
office he held for a number of years, when William Smart, the present 
incumbent, received the office. In 1839, also, the first Sheriff, J. 
W. Dunbar Moodie, was appointed to office, which he filled till the 
year 1863, when he resigned, and was succeeded by George Taylor.

The early provision for education in Belleville was not very 
great. In 1810 there was standing on the ground now occupied 
by the Wesleyan Church a very small school-house, into which no 
one could enter without stooping, and which one night was over­
turned by two or three young men making themselves merry and 
mischievous. At the present time, however, the school-houses of 
Belleville are an ornament, and the college an object of worthy 
regard.

The college, which is under the control of the Episcopal Metho­
dist Church, was commenced in 1857, and opened in 1858.

ITS SITUATION AND STREETS.

The town of Belleville is situated in the Township of Thurlow, 
at the mouth of the river Moira, and on the shores of the Bay of 
Quinté. It covers an area of 1200 acres, and has a pleasant and 
healthy situation. The river Moira, a rapid stream, which fur­
nishes unlimited water-power privileges, runs through the town. 
The principal business portion of the town is on the east side of 
the river. Occupying a beautiful elevation of land, gradually 
inclined from the water on either side, with the aid of sewerage 
through the principal streets, very little difficulty is experienced in 
keeping the town free from filth and impurities.

Very few towns or cities present such fine situations for private 
residences as the elevations to the east, west, and north of the 
business portion of the town. Taylor’s hill, to the eastward, seems 
to have been the choice of the largest proportion of our wealthy 
merchants, professional men, and mechanics ; and a more delight-
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f j1 location could scarcely be wished for quiet and comfortable 
homes. During the last four years many handsome and costly 
residences have been erected in this part of the town,—residences 
and tastefully arranged grounds, which could stand side by side 
with the finest in our largest cities, and not suffer in comparison. 
On the slopes to the westward there are many handsome private 
dwellings, with rich ornamented grounds ; and to the northward, 
also, are pleasant locations, which are being taken advantage of by 
those who have grown rich with the town’s prosperity. Nearly all 
our churches are located on the hill to the eastward, many of which 
are costly and imposing edifices.

Front Street, running in a northerly and southerly direction, is 
the chief business thoroughfare. During the last four years about 
thirty shops have been erected on this street, many of which are 
of the finest class. In size, style of architecture, and beauty of 
finish, they will compare favorably with the best in our largest 
cities. The street is now being paved under the superintendence 
of Mr. Neilson, chairman of the Street Committee, and, when 
complete, will be an excellent roadway. Pinnacle Street, running 
parallel with Front, is well laid out, and will in the course of a few 
years be one of our principal business thoroughfares. The Court 
House and Market front on this street ; and the Montreal and
M°n'O0™'*1 bank8’ b°th imP°sing structures, are located here. On 
Mill Street, extending from the upper bridge to the Grand Trunk 
railway station, are situated some of our largest foundries and 
factories. Dundas Street, running in an easterly and westerly 
direction, and forming one of the leading roads into the town 
contains some first-class private residences, and a number of eli­
gible locations for dwellings. Bridge Street, running east and 
west through the central portion of the town, is occupied by 

veral business houses, and by some of our most elegant residences. 
Church, John, George and William Streets, running northerly 
and southerly, are beautifully situated, and are rapidly filling up 
with a good class of dwellings. Moira, Hotel, and other streets 
running easterly and westerly, will grow in importance as the town 
advances in trade and

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MANUFACTURING INTERESTS.

The manufactures of Belleville have a degree of importance 
which few towns or cities in Canada can claim. Possessing one 
of the finest water privileges in the Province, and having access to 
foreign markets by railway and water, the inducements to invest 
capital in manufactures are by no means inconsiderable, and these 
privileges have been taken advantage of by men of capital and 
enterprise, who are rapidly adding to their own wealth, and con­
tributing largely to the permanent prosperity of the town. Numer­
ous water-power privileges may be obtained within the town as 
well as in the immediate vicinity, and there are splendid openings 
for the establishment of new branches of business, such as cotton, 
woollen, shoe, and other manufactories, which would be certain to 
yield a profitable return to the manufacturer. The manufacturing 
interest in Canada may be said to be still in its infancy, but under 
an enlightened protective system, we may reasonably expect it to 
increase in proportion with the country's growth ; and that within 
a few years we will be able successfully to compete with the manu­
facturers of Great Britain and the United States. No place in 
Canada presents more excellent manufacturing facilities than 
Belleville and vicinity, or a better prospect of a remunerative 
return. Capitalists in Great Britain, or other countries, who 
desire to profitably invest their means, should visit Belleville and 
examine the advantages we have over other localities. A brief 
glance at some of our manufacturing establishments will give the 
reader an idea of what is being done.

The Lumbering Business.—The lumber trade has long been 
a source of prosperity to Belleville and the county, and although 
the country has been pretty well cleared up for twenty and thirty 
miles back, the supply is by no means exhausted. Immense 
forests exist still further into the interior, and for many years to 
come the lumber business must contribute to the wealth of the 
county. For some years past, the number of saw logs brought 
down the river have averaged from 150,000 to 175,000 a year. 
These are manufactured into merchantable lumber at our mills, of • 
which we have some of the largest west of the Ottawa. The most 
extensive is that of Messrs. Flint & Yeomans, which is situated
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at the foot of Water street. In this mill there are between 90 
and 100 saws, chiefly in gangs, capable of manufacturing from 
75,000 to 100,000 feet of lumber every 24 hours. A good idea 
of the extent of the business done at Flint’s mill, may be obtained 
from the fact that, when in full blast, a sufficient quantity of lum­
ber is made to load a schooner every 24 hours. Employment is 
given to between 80 and 90 men, whose weekly wages amount to 
about 8500. The mill is under the management of Mr. Wm. 
McCreary. The next largest mill is that owned by Mr. D. D. 
Bogart, on the island at the mouth of the Moira. Its capacity is 
but little less than that of Messrs. Flint & Yeomans, being esti­
mated at from 60,000 to 75,000 feet of lumber every 24 hours. 
The number of saws in the mill is between 80 and 90. Another 
mill on the opposite shore of the bay is owned by Messrs. McDo­
nald & Bogart, and is supplied with logs that come down the 
Moira. It was erected in the spring of 1864, and its capacity is 
about 40,000 feet of lumber per day. There is also a saw mill 
on Meyer’s dam, owned by Mr. Blcecker, having 25 

Foundries and Agricultural Works.—Belleville has long 
been noted as having some of the most extensive iron works and 
agricultural implement manufactories in the Province. Year after 
year have these establishments carried off prizes at Provincial 
Exhibitions ; and, as a natural consequence, the demand for their 
manufactures throughout the Province is yearly increasing. The 
Messrs. Brown are the largest manufacturers in the town. 
Their premises front on Mill, Foundry and Church streets, and 

large extent of ground. Employment is given to between 
60 and 60 men, whose wages amount to from 8400 to 8450 a 
week. The business of the firm is chiefly iron work, though 
within the last few years they have gone extensively into the 
manufacture of agricultural implements of every description. Of 
patterns, there is not a larger or more varied assortment in the 
Province, and there are few establishments which 
plete. The Messrs. Patterson have been the largest manufactu- 

in farmers’ implements, but within thé last year they have 
been closing up their business. In nearly every part of the Pro­
vince, their reapers and mowers may be found, and they can boast 
of having carried off numerous prizes and diplomas at successive

. ^he new firm being composed of
practical men, of large experience, we have no doubt they will be 
able to give the same satisfaction to their customers as did the 
Messrs. PaUtwson. The Victoria Foundry, owned by Mr. Wm. 
ti. Wall bridge, is situated on Pinnacle street, and within the 
last few years, has laigely increased its capacity for manufacturing.

Ins 06‘ublishment also is largely engaged in the manufacture of 
agricultural implements, as well as engines, ploughs, castings, &c. 
Ihcrc is another iron foundry,situated near the steam saw mill of 
Messrs. Flint & Yeomans, owned by Mr. Charles Martin, and known 
as the Moira foundry. It has all the machinery for the manufac­
ture of steam engines, ploughs, stoves, ai.d general castings, and 
the work turned out of this establishment ranks among the best.

Iron and Steel Works.—In the finer class of iron and steel 
works, there have been added one or two new establishments 
within the last four years, and the capacity of others has been 
considerably increased. Mr. Burrell, who has been engaged in 
the manufacture of axes and edge tools for a number of years, has 
been compelled to enlarge his budding and increase the number 
of forges, in order to supply the constantly increasing demand for 
his manufactures. Mr. Proctor continues to carry ou the same 
business in the new building, Coleman’s dam, and has considerably 
increased his facilities for business. The manufacture of ham­
mers and forks, and hinges, is carried on in the large factory at 
Reed’s dam. A new establishment for the manufacture of car­
riage and other springs, has been in operation during the last 
three years, and such has been the demand in Montreal and other 
markets, that the factory will have to increase its capacity in order 
to keep up the supply. The manufactory is owned by Mr. John 
Lewis. The same gentleman is largely engaged in the manufac­

ture of skates, of which he makes a great variety of patterns.

Sewing Machines.—We have had for two or three years a 
sewing machine manufactory, carried on by Messrs. Irwin & 
White. They carried oflf the first prize at the last Provincial 
Exhibition at Hamilton for their Family Sewing Machines, as 
well as other prizes at previous exhibitions. We understand that

if
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Mr. Irwin has made 
this branch of business.

Other-MANüFACTtRES.-There are other branches of manu- 
facture establ shed at different points on the river, which contri­
bute largely to the prosperity of the town. We have four sash 
and blind manufactories, carried on respectively by Messrs. A. N. 
Pringle, A. Diamond, J. R. Kennedy & Co., and George Walton, 
unitedly giving employment to twenty or thirty men. There is à 
pail, tub, and washboard factory carried on by J. R. Kennedy & 
Co. Of woollen factories we have two, carried on by Mr. Seth 
Wheadon, ..ho has recently enlarged his buildings, and added to 
his machinery ; and by Mr. S. Ostrom, who has also increased 
his facilities for business. There are three flouring mills; one 
occupied by Mr. James Grant, which has three run of stone and 
is considered a first-class mill; Mr. James Canniff still Peu­
ples the large stone mill, just outside the limits

County. The old Sidney mill, on Coleman's dam is occu­
pied by Mr. James Wallace, who has every facility for 
flouring and gristing. One of the most extensive tanneries in 
Western Canada is situated on Myer’s dam. It is owned by Mr. 
A. A. Campbell. In addition to the foregoing, we have a soap 
and candle factory, and an extensive potashery, carried on by Mr. 
John A. Phippen ; the very extensive cabinet manufactory of Mr. 
Roemghk ; the large distillery, owned by the Hon. Robert Read; 
two breweries, owned respectively by Messrs. Bennett & Bain, and 
Mr. L J. Williams ; and other manufactories of various kinds. 
As we have before said, our manufactures are yet in their infancy 
and with the immense resources at our command, they can be 
indefinitely increased.

STATISTICAL INFORMATION.

In 1836, at the time of its incorporation, the population of 
Belleville was about 1,000. In 1861, according to the census 
returns, it numbered 6,277 inhabitants. Since that period the 
town has progressed more rapidly than during any previous four 
years, and the population may now safely be estimated at between 
8,000 and 9,000. Progressing in the same ratio it will iTbTa
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few years before Belleville will take its place among the cities of 
Canada. The followirig is a comparative return of the imports 
and exports of Belleville for the eight years ending Dee. iÿl,1863 :

SHIPPING INTERESTS.

Not the least of our commercial advantages is the facility for 
ship-building. Our forests furnish everything for the building of 
any description of vessel, and everything else is obtainable here 
from the keel to its complete outfit. Within the last few years 
several vessels of the largest class have been built here, and have 
fbund profitable employment in the carrying trade between this 
port and Oswego. Many of these schooners may also be found on 
Lake Erie as well as Lake Ontario. Among those who have built 
schooners here are the Messrs. Bogart, Messrs. Flint & Yeomans, 
Captain Paul, and Mr. James Hamilton.

ITS CONNECTIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS.

Belleville is connected with the chief markets of the Province 
and the United States by railway and water; and our facilities for 
exporting and importing are fully equal to those of the principal 
ports of the Province. When the canal connecting Lake Ontario 
is made, and the railway to the interior of the County is built, it 
will be the means of giving an impetus to all kinds of business, and 
build up numerous manufacturing establishments.

17. Shop and Tavern Licenses may be granted for six and for
three months, at the following rates : Tavern License for six months, 
thirty dollars; for three months, twenty dollars: Shop Licenses 
for six months, $22 1 and for three months, fifteen dollars.
Any license issued within six months after the first day of March, 
shall be for one year ; those issued after six months, and not ex­
ceeding three months, shall be for six months ; all licenses to expire 
on the last day of February.

18. The number of houses to be limited to the number allowed 
by statute ; three may be saloons.

19. Shops to close at 9 P. M. ; Tavern at 11 o'clock, P. M. No 
liquor to be sold after these hours.

20. Inspectors to remain in office until their successors are ap­
pointed.

21. Penalty for the infraction of any of the provisions of this 
By-law, not to exceed twenty dollars ; in default imprisonment in 
common jail, not to exceed twenty days.

22. Repeals all other By-laws having reference to the sale of 
liquor.
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BREAD, ITS WEIGHT, &c.

BY-LAW NO. 134.

1. Loaf of Bread shall weigh 4 lbs., and a half-loaf 2 lbs. avoir-
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2. Any Bread offered or exposed for sale, which shall be found 

deficient in weight, is subject to seizure, and forfeiture to the Cor­
poration, to be disposed of as that body thinks fit.

3. All Bread seized to be immediately taken to the Police office, 
and publicly weighed, and if the deficiency be found to be trifling 
or less in proportion of one ounce to 4 lbs., on each loaf or half­
loaf, and the Magistrate is satisfied that such trifling deficiency is 
the result of accident and not of design, he may remit such for­
feiture ; and provided further, that if the owner or vendor of the 
said Bread shall prove that it had been baked or drawn from the 
oven twenty-four hours previous to the time of its being seized, or 
shall satisfy the said Magistrate that such Bread is of the descrip­
tion known as Cottage, French or other Bread, which by reason of 
its being baked separately and more thoroughly than the ordinary
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i a loaf of bread, and from no 
forfeiture shall not be enforced.

4. No Bread that has been forfeited owing to light weight to be 
offered for sale, subject to penalty.
, **' Chief of Police, or Chief Constable to make seizures, at any 

time when they may discover light Bread.
6. I he Inspector of V\ eights and Measures, when required by 

the sitting Magistrate, shall attend at the Police office, with the 
stamped weights and scales, to weigh any seized Bread without fee 
or charge for the same.

7. Any person obstructing any officer in the performance of his
duty, subjects himself to a fine not exceeding $8 ; in default impris­
onment not exceeding twenty days. r

HAWKERS, PEDLARS, AND PETTY CHAPMEN. 

BY-LAW NO. 135.‘P-

lis 1. No person who has not become a householder or permanent 
resident of Belleville, allowed to exercise the trade or calling of a 
Hawker, Pedlar, or Petty Chapman, in any way, until he has first 
obtained a license.

2. All licenses to be signed by the Mayor and countersigned by 
the Treasurer upon payment of $ 10 by the applicant. License to 
be in force for a period not exceeding thirty days.

3. No person, though he may have a license, is permitted to offer
his wares in any part of the Town in such manner as to bring a 
crowd of persons together, so that they would obstruct or interfere 
with persons passing or driving along or across any street, bridge, 
or sidewalk. ° ’

4. Penalty for infringing the provisions if this By-law not to 
exceed $20. In default, imprisonment not exceeding twenty days.
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PUBLIC FAIR, OR MART.

BY-LAW no. 112.
1. The second Tuesdays in the months of March, June, Sep- 

tember and December, are declared to be days upon which Public 
r airs shall be held, and “ that no market fees or sums of any kind 
except for weighing, shall be imposed or collected on any marked 
able article or animal brought to or exposed for sale on the public 
market-place or grounds,” and that the “Public market-place or 
grounds for said days shall be the place or ground which may be
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marked or set out by, the proper authority from time to time as the 
site of the said public Mart or Fair, instead of the present mar­
ket for the said days.”

2. Not to apply to the sale of meat by Butchers.

AUCTIONEERS. 

BY-LAW NO. 117.

1. Auctioneers selling without a license, subject to fine.
2. Auctioneers incumbering the street or highway with their 

wares, subject to the penalties imposed by the By-law.
3. Licenses may be issued quarterly, half-yearly, or yearly.
4. Treasurer of the Town to issue license, on the payment of 

$40 for a yearly license ; $30 for a half-yearly license ; $20 for a 
quarterly license, together with a fee of $1.

5. Treasurer to place all moneys received for licenses to the 
credit of the General Revenue of the Town, and lay a quarterly 
statement of all licenses issued, and notify the Town Constables 
immediately on the expiration of each license.

6. No license to be transferable, or to confer any power upon 
the clerk, agent, partner, or deputy of the licensee, to act in the 
place or stead of such licensed auctioneer.

7. Sheriff’s sales, or sales under landlord’s warrant, not affected 
by this By-law.

8. Penalty for contravening this By-law, not less than $2 nor 
than $20 ; in default, not less than five nor more than twenty
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days in jail.

9. All fines to be paid to the Treasurer of the Town.

BRIDGEWATER.

This village is situated in the Township of Elzevir, about four 
miles from the village of Tweed, and twenty-eight miles distant 
from Belleville. It is pleasantly situated on the Scootamata Biver, 
a deep, narrow stream, one of the tributaries of the Moira, and 
which at this place, furnishes one of the most valuable water power 
privileges in the County. Nine years ago, Bridgewater was com­
paratively a wilderness ; How it numbers about 300 inhabitants. 
It is chiefly the property of the Hon. Billa Flint, under whose 
encouraging hand it has sprung into existence and prospered. 
This gentleman has erected here the largest flouring mill in the 
County, and surpassed by few in Canada. It has five run of stone ; 
and connected with it are oat and barley milk, all having the 
latest and most improved description of machinery. He has also 
a large saw mill, and on the same privileges several factories have 
been erected within the last two or three years, among which arc 
the following : a large foundry, carried on by Mr. W. Garrett ; 
an extensive cabinet and chair factory, owned by Mr. Flint; 
a scythe and edge tool factory, carried on by Mr. J. W. Robin­
son. The scythe factory has all the machinery necessary for the 
manufacture of scythe and other tools. Mr. Robinson has taken 
several prizes at the Provincial Exhibition for some of his work. 
There is also a tannery carried on by Mr. James Empey, which 
manufactures all kinds of upper and harness leather ; and a woollen 
factory carried on by Mr. G. A. Phillips, which does a very success­
ful business. During the last four years, a number of new build­
ings have been erected, among which is a new school-house, built 
entirely of marble, and well supplied with maps, globes, Ac. A 
new Wesleyan Church is nowin process of construction, which 
is to be of white marble, and will cost about $4000. One is sur­
prised to see in such a new country, and so far in the interior, so 
many substantial and costly buildings, some of which would be

The publie buildings, in 
their style and architecture, evince remarkably good taste, and 
the neat cottages, with their well-cultivated gardens, pleasant lawns 
and gravelled walks, strike the stranger as evidences of thrift and 
prosperity. Within the limits of the village, very extensive quarries 
of white marble exist, and in the immediate vicinity, marble, iron 
ore, lead and other minerals abound. The Township Hall, a fine 
building, is located here.
' The Wesleyan Methodists, Episcopal Methodists and Bible 

Christians, each have service in the village, the Wesleyan Metho­
dists on the Sabbath both at 11 o’clock A.M., and G P.M. They 
have a Sabbath school at 3 o’clock, with an average attendance of 40.

Bridgewater is supplied with an excellent village Library, com­
prising over 100 volumes.

CANNIFTON.

The village of Cannifton is situated on the river Moira in the 
Township of Thurlow, about three miles from Belleville 
first settled by the late John Canniff, Esq, from whom the place 
took its name. It possesses several excellent water-power privileges, 
on which are erected numerous factories, mills, &c. Within the 
ast year or two there has been a marked improvement in the 

village. Several new buildings have been erected, additions have 
been made to some of the factories; and in other respects, there 
are e vidences of progress. Among the mills and factories, is the 
woollen factory belonging to Mr. Alexander Sutherland. It has 
three carding machines, one fulling machine, four looms, a spinning 
jenny, and all the machinery essential in the manufacture of 
tweeds, satinette, &c. Its capacity is 10'0 yards per day of 12 
hours. There are two tanneries, owned respectively by Mr. D 
Mullett, and Messrs. J.&F. Brenton. Each employs from six to 
eight men, and their capacity is 5,000 sides or pieces of leather 
each annually. An extensive saw mill, which is owned by Mr. A 
Sutherland, outs from 25,000 to 30,000 feet of lumber daily. In 
addition to single upright and circular saws, it has a gang of 26 
saws There is another saw mill owned by Mr. Jonas Canniff ju„. 
and leased by Mr. Benninger, which manufactures from 12,000 to 
15,000 feet of lumber every 24 hours. There are two flouring mills 
one owned by Mr. Jonas Canniff, jun, which has two run of stone’ 
and is capable of turning out about fifty barrels of flour daily • thé 
other, which is owned by Mr. A. Sutherland and leased by Mr. 
Wm. Lingham, has three run of stone, and manufactures from 60 
to 70 barrels of flour every 24 hours. There are some other 
factories of less importance, one or two small stores, grooeries 
cooperages, a pottery, carriage, and blacksmith shops, &c. It haé

The Church of
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England holds service in the same building once in two weeks. 
The Wesleyan Methodists have service in the court room every 
sabbath afternoon at three o’clock. The education of the youth is 
well cared for, there being two school-houses, both first class 
brick buildings, and well supplied with maps, globes, &c.

Cannifton possseses remarkably good facilities for manufacturing 
purposes, and whatever progress it may make hereafter will be 
dependent upon the prosperity of its manufactures. Population 
about 700.

FRANKFORD.

The village of Frankford is situated on the river Trent, in the 
Township of Sidney, and is distant from Belleville fourteen miles, 
Trenton seven miles, and Stirling seven miles. Population about 
600. It has a number of mills and factories, which are supplied 
with water from Cole Creek, which at this point empties into the 
river Trent. The flouring mill is owned by Messrs. Gilbert &,
Rowe, and is supplied witty excellent machinery. There are two 
saw mills owned by the Messrs. Roblin ; an extensive woollen
factory, owned by Mr. John 8. Huffman ; a foundry, owned by 
Mr. Roblin ; a tannery, by Mr. Ostrom. It has a distillery car­
ried on by Messrs. Turley & Jordan; a pump factory, carriage 
shops, cabinet and cooper shops, blacksmiths, and two or three 
first-class country stores. The village can boast of having one of 
the finest school-houses in the county. It is a substantial stone 
building, 34 x 54 feet. There are three very handsome churches, 
with spires—two of brick and one of stone—belonging respectively 
to the Wesleyan Methodists, Episcopal Methodists, and the Roman 
Catholics. Scarcely any progress has taken place in the village 
during the past four years, and the population remains about the 
same as at that period.

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HUNTINGDON.

The Township of Huntingdon is bounded on the north by 
Madoc, on the south by Thurlow, on the east by Hungerford, and 
on the west by llawdon. It is situated in the North Hiding of the 
county, and is one of the most populous and flourishing in that 
section. The soil is generally fertile, and in most parts of the 
township, in a good state of cultivation. Within the last few years 
considerable progress has been made in building. Substantial brick 
and stone houses have taken the place of log and frame,—and 
commodious barns and sheds have replaced those no longer large 
enough to contain the increased produce of the land. The Town 
Hall, n substantial stone building, is situated in the second conces­
sion, on lot 11, at a village called Moira. In 1839 the population 
of Huntingdon was only 690 ; in 1850 it was 2,548 ; according to the 
census returns of 1860-61, it was 2,917. The occupiers of land 
numbered, according to the same returns, 386 ; number of acres 
under cultivation, 19,491 ; in woods and wild lands, 19,166 ; cash 
value ot farms in dollars, $436,865 ; cash value of farming imple­
ments, $27,173. The number of bushels of fall wheat raised, 
2,682; of spring wheat, 29,190; barley, 8,932 ; rye, 20,115; peas, 
36,422; oats, 49,600 ; buckwheat, 7,033 ; corn, 4,517 ; potatoes, 
44,814 ; turnips, carrots and mangel wurzel, 17,318. Of maple 
sugar, there was made, 31,643 lbs. ; of wool, there was raised, 8627. 
In 1839, there were 100 oxen ; in 1860-61, there were 318; in 
1839, there were 185 cows; in 1860-61, 2,205 ; in 1839, there 
were 78 horses; in 1860-61, 850 ; 2,773 sheep, 1307 pigs. Total 
value of live stock, $75,272. Of butter, there was made, 61,341 
lbs.; cheese, 1,618 lbs.

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MADOC (VILLAGE).

The village of lu. Joe is situated on Deer Creek, in the centre 
cast and west, and near the southern boundary of the Township 
of Madoc. It is distant north from the town of Belleville about 
26 miles, to which place a fine gravel road runs. It ia about 
midway between the east and west boundaries of the County, and 
nearly central in the North Riding. Roads extend on the south, 
east, twelve miles to the village of Tweed, in Hungerford ; on the 
cast, seven miles to Bridgewater, in Elzevir ; north-east, nine 
miles to Queensboro', in Elsevir; north, ten miles to Bannock, 
burn, in Madoc; west, eleven miles to Marmora village, in 
Marmora ; south-west, to Stirling,* sixteen miles in Rawdon. It 
is principally surrounded by an agricultural country, producing 
wheat, rye, barley, oats, pease, Ac. ; but it is also rich in minerals. 
Two miles to the north-west are largo mines of iron ore, which 
have been successfully worked by U. Seymour, Esq., and others ; 
but the carriage over the old mud road to market, was too much 
of a barrier, and the works were temporarily suspended. It is 
expected that steps will soon be taken to put them sgsin into 
operation. Within half a mile of the village, is a splendid quarry 
of marble. The extent of these deposits ia, as yet, comparatively 
unknown ; though from the formation and the excavations which 
have taken place, there is no doubt of their xistenoe in large 
quantities.

Since the first publication of the Directory, «ur years ago, pro­
bably there are few places in the County which have made such 
marked improvement as Madoc. Several new stores, a large grist 
mill, and a number of commodious and costly dwellings bar > been 
erected. Being surrounded ny a fine agricultural country, and 
being the outlet of the Has ings road, it commands a steady and 
safe business. As that road is opening up, and the country is
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settling with an industrious and enterprising population, business 
must increase, and the Village become an important town.

The chief road of the County runs through the village, extend­
ing north of it over 80 miles, and about 100 miles north of 
Belleville. Thirty-eight miles of this, is a good gravel road, and 
the balance has been put in a most efficient state of repair by the 
Government.

The village made but slow progress for some years after the 
first cluster of houses took that name; but when the gravelled 
roads were opened from Belleville, and the country on the Hastings 
road began to be developed, a new life was infused into the place, 
and it has since made rapid progress. Within the last four years, 
about forty buildings have been erected, and a number more are 
in process of construction. >

There are two flouring and grist mills ; one nearly in the centre 
of the village, belonging to A. F. Wood, Esq. The building is of 
frame, three and a half storys in height, and has two run of 
stones.. The arrangements of tT»e mill are of the most convenient 
kind, and the machinery of the most improved description. The 
mill is supplied with water by a tank leading from a dam about 
150 feet up the stream. The capacity of the mill is from 70 to 
80 barrels per day. In the southern part of the village is another 
flouring mill, owned by Mr. Charles Kirk. This mill was origin­
ally intended to be run by steam during the summer, when water 
was low ; but it was deemed too expensive, and has been dispensed 
with. The mill has two run of stones, and is principally used for 
gristing purposes.

The village possesses four churches—Presbyterian, Wesleyan 
Methodist, Episcopal Methodist, and Roman Catholic. The 
material for a Church of England is now upon the ground, and it 
is expected shortly to be completed. There are two grist mills, 
one saw mill, six general stores, five grocery stores, one druggist, 
one stove and tin store, three hotels, one foundry, one planing mill, 
four carriage shops, five blacksmiths, one tannery, two harness 
shops, two cabinet shops, six shoe shops, two tailors’ shops, three 
millinery shops, two coopers’ shops, two butchers, a Daugerrean 
artist, a watchmaker, a brickmaker, a painter, baker, &e.
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The Madoc Mercury, a well-conducted weekly paper, is pub­
lished in this village, by Mr. A. Smallfield.

There is a fine brick school-house, in which a free school is 
kept, under the charge of a male and a female teacher. A daily 
mail leaves every morning for Belleville, and returns every evening. 
The population is about 900.

MADOC.
The Township of Mad oc is situated in th; North Riding of the 

County, and has made more rapid progress than any other muni­
cipality in the back country. It is bounded on the north by 
Tudor, on the east by Elzevir, on the south by Huntingdon, and 
on the west by Marmora. The principal village—Madoc—has 
gone ahead with remark ible rapidity, and bids fair soon to be a 
large and prosperous town. A description of the village will be 
found in connection with the alphabetical list of names. Ban­
nockburn, situated in the 5th concession, lot 28, is a place of 
growing importance. It is the property of James Brown, Esq., 
of Belleville, and possesses capital sites for mills and factories. A 
flouring and two saw mills are in operation, and doing a successful 
business. The soil in most parts of the Township is excellent for 
agricultural purposes. One of the best evidences of this fact 
is the flourishing settlements, the comfortable farm-houses, the 
commodious barns and stables, the well-cultivated fields, which 
meet one at various points throughout the township. In addi­
tion to its being a good agricultural township, it abounds in 
mineral wealth. The iron ore of Madoc has been pronounced by 
the highest authority, not inferior to any in the world, but the 
mines have not yet been worked to any great extent. There are 
also lead mines and valuable quarries of marble and lithographic 
stone. About six miles back of the village of Madoc, a valuable 
mine of copper was discovered in the month of September, 1864. 
The specimens taken out are the purest yet found in the County, 
and the indications are that the mine is of very large extent. In 
1839, the population of the township was 766 ; in 1860-61, 
according to the census returns, the number of inhabitants was 
3,590 ; number of occupiers of land, 414; number of acres under 
cultivation, 16,842 ; in wood and wild lands, 22,575 ; cash value 
of farms, $477,640 ; cash value of farming implements, $28,674. 
There were raised 6,520 bushels of fall wheat ; spring wheat, 
50,314 bushels ; barley, 1,517 ; rye, 2,305; peas, 35,750; oats, 
61,746; buckwheat, 5,275; corn, 2,327; potatoes, 69,072; tur­
nips, carrots and mangel wurzel, 15,461. Of maple sugar, there 
was made 53,455 lbs. ; of wool, there was produced 7,982 lbs. ; 
butter, 82,595 lbs. ; cheese, 7,410 lbs. In 1839, there were 85 
oxen and bulls; in 1860-61, there were 605 ; in 1839, there were 
123 cows ; in 1860-61, there were 2627 ; in 1839, there were 51 
horses; in 1860-61, there were 852; sheep, 2,722; pigs, 2,129; 
total value of live stock, $102,911.

MARMORA.

The Township of Marmora is situated in the North Riding, and 
is bounded on the north by Lake, on the cast by Madoc, on the 
south by Rawdon, and on the west by Belmont, in the County of 
Northumberland. This township attracted early attention from 
the immense deposits of iron ore found within its borders. A 
description of the irbn works will be found in connection with the 
village of Marmora. In addition to iron ore, copper and lead 
have been found in abundance in the township, and valuable beds 
of lithographic stone have recently been discovered within the 
limits of the village, and immediately adjacent thereto. The maps 
accompanying this Directory were printed on the lithographic stone 
taken from the bed at the village early in December, 1864. 
Marble is also found in great abundance in the township, and is 
of excellent quality. The township abounds in mineral wealth ; 
and no place in Canada presents a better field for the enterprising 
capitalist. There are some good lands in the township, and they 
are chiefly in the hands of those who may be regarded as thrifty 
and well-to-do farmers. The population of the township in 1839 
was 369 ; in 1860-61, according to the census returns, the popu­
lation of Marmora and Lake was 1,499. Lake contains about 

that Marmora would have about 1,300. In200 inhabitants, so
the statistics which follow, Lake is included with Marmora, 
number of occupiers of lands was 154; number of acres under 
cultivation, 6,353; in wood and wild lands, 11,033 ; cash value 
of farms, $89,190; cash value of farming implements, $4,817.

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The Township of Rawdon is bounded on the north by Mar­
mora, on the south by Sidney, on the cast by Huntingdon, and on 
the west by Seymour, in the County of Northumberland. It pos­
sesses good soil, and many portions of the township are in a high 
state of cultivation. Within the Municipality is the thriving 
village of Stirling, now incorporated. Its proximity to the exten­
sive mines of Marmora will always be of great advantage to the 
township. When those mines come to be developed, Rawdon 
will find an excellent market for her surplus produce there, as 
well as at Belleville and Stirling.

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SHANNONVILLE.

The village of Shannonville is situated in the Township of Tyen- 
dinaga, about a mile from the shore of the Bay of Quintd, and 
distant from the town of Belleville nine miles. It was first settled 
in 1820, by Frederick Keeler and Warren Noble, who erected the 
first mill, and obtained from the Mohawk nation a lease of the 
privilege for 999 years, together with 200 acres of land, which is 
principally situated on the west side of the river. This lease was 
afterwards confirmed by the government, and is owned by Francis 
Wallbridge, Esq., who pays to the Indians a yearly rental of thirty 
barrels of flour. The port, or shipping place of the village, is 
situated on the Salmon River, about a quarter of a mile below the 
mills. Vessels of all sizes come up from the bay to this port, and 
take and deliver cargoes. The first white settlers in this vicinity 
were the Portts, who eame from the banks of the Shannon, and by 
them the river was named Shannon, in honor of the far-famed 
river of their native isle. The village received from them the 
name of Shannonville ; but the original or Indian name of the 
river was Salmon, so called from the abundance of fish of that 
name which was found in the river, and by that name it has by 

consent since been called. Shannonville benefits largely 
from the lumber trade. The principal dealers are Mr. Francis 
Wallbridge and Mr. Rathburn. Mr. Wallbridge has a large 
mill in the centre of the village, having some 60 or 70 saws, which 
cut some 4,000,000 or 5,000,000 feet of lumber yearly. Adjoin­
ing is one of the largest flouring mills in Tyendinaga, and one of 
the finest in the County, owned by T. Wallbridge, Esq., and 
worked by Thomas Earle, Esq. The building is of stone, four 
stories in height, the machinery is of the best description, and, for 
neatness of finish and durability, will compare favorably with the 
best mills in the country. It has three run of stone and is 
capable of grinding 40,000 bushels a year. There are two tan

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SIDNEY.

The Township of Sidney is bounded on the north by Rawdon, 
on the east by Tlmrlow and the town of Belleville, on the south 
by the Bay of Quintd, and on the west by the river Trent 
and the Township of Murray. The river Trent, a large, 
rapid stream, fumirhing numerous and valuable water-power pri­
vileges, passes through a portion of the township. Sidney has 
nine concessions : in the fifth is the thriving village of Frankford 
The water-power privileges of the village are numerous, and most 
of them are occupied by flouring mills, sawmills, woollen factories 
4c. Sidney is one of the oldest settled townships in the County’ 
as well as in the Province ; and no one who has passed through 
the various concessions and observed the well-cultivated farms, the 
substantial dwellings and commodious barns, but must see that the 
farmers generally are opulent. The soil is fertile and highly pro­
ductive. The population of Sidney in 1839 was 2,768; in 1850 
it was 4,574; according to the last census, the number of inhabit 
ants was 5,082, showing a steady increase. The same census shows 
that in 1860-61 there 500 occupiers of land ; that there 
were 34,095 acres under cultivation ; and of woods and wild lands 
there were 25,489 acres : the cash value of farms was estimated at 
$1,402,172 ; number of bushels of fall and spring wheat raised 
during that year was 53,047 ; barley, 29,377 ; rye, 40,813- peas 
106,633 ; oats, 108,818 ; buckwheat, 23,216 ; corn, 192,22 ; 
potatoes, 76,268; turnips, carrots, and mangel wunel, 39,631.' 
Of maple sugar, there was made 44,303 lbs. ; butter, 140,686 lbs. ; 
cheese, 29,930 lbs. The number of bulls was 460 ; of cows and 
calves, 4,604; horses, 1,897; sheep, 5,633; pigs, 3,768. The 
total value of live stook was estimated at $227,187.

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TRENTON.

Trenton is an incorporated village and port of entry, situated 
at the confluence of the river Trent with the Bay of Quinté. It 
contains a population of over 1500 inhabitants, and if we include 
its outlets lying on the immediate precincts, at least 200 more 
may be added to this number. Before its incorporation a great 
portion of the village was in the Township of Murray and County 
of Northumberland ; but since that period it has formed a portion 
of the County of Hastings. Its situation at the head of the Bay 
of Quinté and at the mouth of the river is beautiful and pictu­
resque, and many spots on the high lands and ridges which almost 
surround it, present delightful views of the bay, or the windings 
of the Trent, and contribute to furnish views such as many a 
painter would be delighted to delineate with all his artistic skill. 
The rapids of the river, which extend from a mile above the 
village to eight miles into the interior beyond the village of 
Frankford, afford many a striking picture as the waters rush 
wildly on between wooded islands and the deep banks of the 
stream. A local poet, long ago removed by the hand of death, has 
beautifully described these peculiarities of the River in language 
congenial to so striking a theme.

The vicinity of Trenton presents to the geologist and naturalist 
much of especial interest, and more particularly to the former, as 
here are the upper shaly strata of the Trenton limestone of the 
New York and Canadian classification of the Lower Silurian series 
of rocks, and abou nding in fossils. Here are crenoids, brachiopods, 
cephalopoda, and trilobites, in great profusion, sufficient to delight 
the eye and reward the research of any palaeontologist, and three 
miles up the river on the west side, and on the banks of a tributary 
stream, there is evidence of glacial action in the shape of a large 
boulder 22 feet high at the most elevated point, and whose 
longitudinal circumference is about 114 feet. This boulder
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compares favorably with many published accounts of such in

Above and below the mill for miles there are mill sites in 
abundance, and water power to drive machinery, cotton, woollen, 
and flax mills, &o., which if they were only in the hands of capi­
talists, from the copious supply of water, would afford ample 
manufacturing power for these purposes, and such as would give 
the banka of the Trent something of the aspect of Lowell in Mas­
sachusetts—the Manchester of the United States.

A little higher up the river than Mr. Gordon’s mill, and on the 
opposite or eastern bank, there is the paper mill of Messrs. Ford & 
Taylor, recently erected, and now in full working order. Between 
this and Mr. Gordon’s mill, a long-talked of bridge is to bo built, 
and the probability is that the work will not long be delayed. 
Along the west bank of the river there is an excellent gravel road 
to Frankford, eight miles, and from thence to Stirling.

In the village is a large tannery worked by steam power, 
belonging to W. II. Austin, Esq., and also another smaller one 
belonging to Mr. R. Pearce. There is a carding machine at the 
lower mill of Mr. E. W. Meyers. A tin factory, for making 
stamped and pressed tin ware, has been recently erected by W. 
Shea, Esq. It is said to be the largest in Canada.

SHIP-BUILDING.

The facilities for ship-building at Trenton can scarcely be sur­
passed in Western Canada. Materials can be so readily procured 
there, and ships could be built and fitted for ocean navigation here 
at the head of the Bay of Quinté, from which, by the St. Lawrence 
they would have ready access to the Atlantic. This is now being 
appreciated, and a large schooner was built during the summer]of 
1864, by the Messrs. Gilmour. Her length of keel is 116_feet ; 
breadth of beam, 26 feet ; depth of hold, 9 feet 6 inches ; burthen 
385 tons.

MERCANTILE ESTABLISHMENTS.

There are in Trenton ten dry good stores, three drug stores, 
two harness shops, groceries, provision stores, hotels, Ac., Ac., 
sufficient for the community in and around the village. A large 
amount of European and Canadian manufactured goods are brought 
up from Montreal during the year by water and by rail. Imports 
from the United States, owing to the war, and consequent depre­
ciation of its currency, scarcity and price of labor there, Ac., have 
decreased greatly of late in Canada, and consequently they are 
now far below what they were here four years ago, whilst those 
via Montreal have increased.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, Ac.

There is a Town Hall built of stone, 60 x 40 feet, of some 
architectural pretensions, having a counoil chamber, ante-room, Ac.

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TUDOR.

The Township of Tudor was connected with Madoc for Muni­
cipal purposes until the year 1859, when it was erected into an 
independent municipality. It has owed its prosperity in a large 
degree to the opening up of the Hastings road by the Government. 
Bight or nine years ago, there were but a few settlers, now there 
are over 150 occupiers of lands. The soil is on a blue limestone 
formation, and in many portions of the township is considered 
eroellent for agricultural purposes. Like most of the back town­
ships, Tudor is rich in mineral wealth. Lead ore of a very rich 
quality has been discovered in great quantities, and some of 
the mines have been successively worked by Mr. Kersteman, 
and others. The great obstacle in the way of developing these 
mines is the difficulty of transportation. When once the Rail­
way to the back country is built, Tudor will furnish a large 
share of its freight traffic. Copper has also been discovered in 
Tudor, but the explorations have not yet been carried on to any 
great extent. In the north-eastern part of the townships are 
several large lakes, in which fish in great quantity abound, such as 
salmon trout, &o. There are also numerous mill privileges, the 
most important of which is at the Jordan, a small village, which 
in time will become of considerable importance. The population 
of the township, according to the census of 1860-61, was 848. 
The number of occupiers of lands was 143 ; land under culti­
vation, 1973 acres; in wood and wildland, 13,089; cash value 
of farms, $49,030 ; cash value of farming implements $2,169. 
The quantity of grain raised was, fall wheat 223 bushels ; spring 
wheat, 7,973; barley, 375; rye, 127; peas, 1,039; oats, 9,405; 
buckwheat, 294 ; corn, 106 ; potatoes, 18,209 ; turnips, 18,868. 
Of maple sugar there was made 7,528 lbs. ; butter 7,675 lbs. 
There were 147 oxen and steers ; 264 cows; 36 horses ; 68 sheep ; 
244 pigs; value of live stock $10,734.

(AMELIASBURGH.
liThe Township of Amcliasburgh is situated in the County of 

Prince Edward, and is bounded on the north by the Bay of 
Quinté, on the south by the Township of Hillier, on the east by 
the Township of Sophiasburgh, and on the west by Lake Ontario. 
Its proximity to the flourishing town of Belleville has, to a great 
extent, made the commercial interests of the two places identical. 
The inhabitants of Ameliasburgh, as well as some of the adjoining 
townships in Prince Edward, have found it to their advantage to 
buy their goods and ware of the merchants of Belleville. This 
trade is yearly increasirig, and in order to accommodate the traffic 
between the two sections, it will be necessary immediately to put 
a much larger ferry boat on the route. This has been in contem­
plation for the last year or two, and it is to be hoped that the 
project will be carried out at once.

There are three small villages in the township, viz. : Conseeon, 
Rednerville, and Roblin's Mills, the former of which is the largest. 
Conseeon is situated in the western extremity of the township on 
Lake Ontario. Weller’s Bay constitutes the harbor, and it is said 
to be one of the largest and safest on the lake. The entrance 
from the lake to the bay must be enlarged in order to make the 
passage perfectly safe, although now the largest vessels go through 
it. Conseeon will doubtless in the course of time become a place 
of considerable importance.

Ameliasburgh was settled about the same period as the township 
of Sydney, and is one of the oldéht settled townships in the Pro­
vince. The soil is excellent for agricultural purposes. There is 
only one mill privilege in the township, and that is at Roblin’s 
Mills. The water tp drive the machinery is obtained from 
Roblin’s Lake, which has an elevation of over 100 feet above the 
water of the bay. We take the following statistics of the town­
ship from the census returns of 1861. The population was then 
3,847 ; it is now probably 4,000. The number of occupiers of 
lands was 330; amount of land under cultivation, 26,037 acres; in 
wood and wild land, 13,876. The cash value of farms was 
$1,106,830 ; cash value of farming implements, $41,067. The 
number of bushels of Fall wheat grown in 1861 was 3,242; spring 
wheat, 29,625 ; barley, 46,687 ; rye, 62,476; peas, 71,960; oats, 
38,161; buckwheat, 46,754; corn, 2,240; potatoes, 38,785 ;

ISeveral milions of acres of surveyed lands are always in 

market, and the prices fixed at which intending settlers can 
acquire them, upon application to the respective Crown Land 
Agents. The names of these agents, their residences, and 
how to get there, will be found below. The prices of Crown 
Lands vary from seventy cents cash, to one dollar, and one 
shilling an acre, on time, according to locality.

Crown Lands in Upper Canada are sold for cash, at 
seventy cents an acre, and, on time, at one dollar an acre, 
one-fifth to be paid at the time of sale, and the remaining 
four-fifths in four equal annual instalments, with interest at six 
per cent, on the purchase money unpaid. On the north shore of 
Lake Huron, and at Fort William on Lake Superior, landsare 
sold on time at twenty cents an acre. All Crown Lands in 
the newly surveyed territory, are subject to settlement duties, 
and no patent in any case (even though the land be paid for 
in full at the time of purchase) shall issue for any such land 
to any person who shall not by himself, or the person or per-

The discovery of gold in the Seigniories and Townships 
bordering on the River Chaudèire and tributaries, in Lower 
Canada, have rendered it necessary to make provision for 
the protection of those who engage in mining ; therefore it is 
provided, in cap. 9, 27, 28 Vic., that there shall be two de­
scriptions of license, neither of which shall be transferable : 
one to be called the “ Crown Lands Gold License.” and 
the other “ Private Lands Gold License,” each of such 
licenses shall contain the name of the licensee.

DIRECTIONS TO PARTIES CORRESPONDING 
WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF CROWN LANDS.

Applications to purchase wild lands, in newly surveyed 
or thinly settled townships, should be made to the local agent, 
and if the lot sought to be purchased is at his disposal, at a 
fixed price, he will sell under existing regulations, 
has not yet been advertised and place*., at the disposal of the 
agent, no sale of it -an be made until that is done, unless the 
applicant is in actual occupation, with valuable improvements ; 
in that case he may, at his own expense, procure the services 
of the agent, (if the ht be within the jurisdiction of one) to 
inspect it, or furnish him satisfactory evidence, by affidavits 
of two credible and disinterested parties, or the report of a 
sworn surveyor, to enable him to report to the Department 
the following particulars, viz :—

The whole time the lot has been occupied ; by whom 
now "occupied ; the nature and extent of the improvements 
owned by applicant, and whether there are any adverse claims 
on account of improvements made by any other party on the 
same piece or parcel of land.

If the lot is public land, but not within the jurisdiction 
of any agent, the application should be made direct to the 
Department, applicant being careful, in order to avoide delay 
and prevent unnecessary correspondence, to transmit at the

The same rules should be observed by applicants to pur­
chase Public Lands situated in the old settled Townships,

The Crown Land Agents will aid Immigrants inquiring 
for Improved Lots within their Agencies, for which patents 
have not been issued. They will say where such Lots are to 
be found, and they will assist, if requested, in drawing up the 
necessary assignment to the purchaser, for registration in the 
Department of Crown Lands.
