of the British front to. In addition to the gain made in a new attack 
between Hargicourt and Metzen-Couture, the British are making 
progress farther north. Another mile of the Hindenburg line south­
east of Arras has been taken, as shown by last night’s official com­
munication, giving a total width of three and one-half miles to the 
turning movement at the top of this famous position.

In falling back the Germans are making iq the direction of an 
emergency auxiliary line to the rear of the Hindenburg line, called 
the Drocourt-Queant line. Work on this position is far from tom-

It had 
thought America was lapped in lux­
urious ease and was so devoted to pur­
suits of business and the piling up of 
wealth that she had no thought of oth­
er things.

“Germany did not know that America 
loved honor and freedom above all her 
other possessions j that there is no­
where a higher and more pervasive ideal­
ist. America is now in the war for all 
she is worth, and how much that means 
those best know who know America 
best.”

Viscount Bryce emphasized that the 
United States had no animosity against 
the German people, and no desire for 
gain from tile war.

1 Amsterdam, via London, April 13.— 
Captain Persius, writing in the Berlin 
Tageblatt, criticizes those who treat 
America’s entry into the war lightly. 
“It would be a fatal mistake," he says, 
“to regard America’s economic strength 
as the only important factor for an en­
emy. The military strength of the Unit­
ed States is not to be met with a shrug 
of the shoulders. Otherwise we shall 
make the same mistake we did about the 
military strength of Britain.”

Otto Hoetsch, a prominent political 
writer, reviewing the German-American 
clash, in the Kreuz Zeitung, contends 
that Germany has a perfect right to 
make her own international law so far 
as submarines are concerned and also 
in regard to neutrals, for whose future 
interests, he says, Germany is fighting. 
Herr Hoetscli charges that America was 
never neutral from the beginning of the 
war, which he says would have been 
long over if the United States had not 
abetted the Entente. He continues :

“Germany, 'in always trying to avoid 
a German-American conflict, played in­
to the hands of,her opponents. The 
German embassy in Washington should 
he blamed for this. It was the weak­
est spot in the whole diplomatic service. 
Apart from its glaring mistakes, the em­
bassy lacked an understanding of Am­
erican psychology, the best proof of 
this being the failure of the whole Ger- 

propaganda. It is to the Kaiser’s 
lasting merit that he made every effort 
to hold America’s friendship. We can­
not blame him because America is 
against us but we do blame the German- 
Americans, who must realize that the 
fatherland is deeply disappointed in 
them."

CONGRESS TAKES UP TIE 
BILL FOR PROVIDING

“We attacked last night In the region between St. Quentin and Cambrai. 
After sharp fighting we captured the enemy’s position on a wide front from 
north of Hargicourt to Metzen-Couture. i

“We now hold Sart Farm, Gauche Wood, Gouzeaucourt Village and Gou­
zeaucourt Wood.

“During the night our troops carried out a successful raid southwest of 
Loos.. The enemy’s dugouts were bombed and considerable damage was done 
to his defenses. In the neighborhood o f Ploegs teert a hostile raiding party came 
under our machine gune fire and failed to reach our trenches.”

On retiring from the Somme last month the Germans apparently expected 
to hold all the Hindenburg line, running southeast from Arras in front of Cam­
brai and through St, Quentin and Laon.

The important point at the northern end of the line was Vimy Ridge. There 
is no doubt the Germans never expect ed to be driven off that ridge by a fron- 
ti«ttack as was done by the Canadians on Monday.

jAnticipating a northern offensive, however, and the possible outflanking of 
the Vimy positions, the Drocourt-Queant switch running north from the Hin­
denburg line, was planned.

In the meantime the Germans, driven back from their old positions were 
endeavoring to dig themselyes in at various places, especially in front of Mon- 
chy Le Preux, in which process they suffered heavy casualties from artillery and 
machine gun fire.

It is rather difficult to explain the exact situation where the attacks centre 
arbitarary German field positions rather than on towns or villages. But in 

modem warfare the taking of a bit of t tench or a strong point which is marked 
only on war maps may be of far greater importance and significance than the 
capture of a well known city.

Toward the southern end of the British line, northwest of St. Quentin, an 
attack was made today over an extende d front and at some places, including 
Gouzeacourt, were captured. In the meantime the Canadians farther north 
fought their way through the wood located on the eastern front of Vimy Ridge. 
The Canadians, by the way, are loud in their praises of the Scottish troops that 
fought south of them in taking the ridge.

Canadian Headquarters in France, via London, April 12—(By Stewart Lyon, 
apodal correspondent Canadian Press)—From the last position held by them on 
Vimy Ridge the Germans were swept this (Thursday) morning in one of the 
most fiercely contested engagements in which the Canadians have recently taken 
part. In a blinding snowstorm, at 5.30 o’clock, an assaulting column was dis­
patched to drive the enemy from the height known as “The Pimple,” occupying a 
dominating position on the ridge to the northeast of Souchet. Though wearied by 
the constant struggle against the enemy an dthe elements during the last four 
days, the men responded splendidly to the call for this effort.

Swarming up the height, they attacked the enemy troops specially brought 
up to hold the position. Among them were the Fifth Battalion Prussian Grena­
dier Guards, which fought under orders to hold the position at all costs. The 
Canadians were not to be denied, however. Over the shell-plowed land, under 
machine gunfire, they climbed to the summit, and by 7 o’clock Ihe flower of the

ion. The number of prisoners from each 
of these divisions exceeded one thousand.

“In spite of the exceeding bqd weather 
for aerial work, our airplanes were active 
again yesterday. They seized every op­
portunity to liarass the hostile troops 
with machine gunfire. During one of the 
short, fine periods one of our naval 
squadrons, while escorting British bomb- 

' in g machines, was heavily attacked by a

loss itself it destroyed three attacking 
machines and drove down three others 
in a damaged condition.

“Altogether four German airplanes 
were brought down yesterday, and five 
others were driven down damaged.

(Philip Gibbs in New York Times.)
War correspondents’ headquarters, 

April 10.— (Dispatch to The London 
Daily Chronicle.)—The battle of Arras 
is the greatest victory we have yet gain­
ed in this war and a staggering blow to 
the enemy. He has lost already nearly 
10,000 prisoners, and more than half a 
hundred guns, and in dead and wounded 
his losses are great. He is in retreat south 
erf Vimy Ridge to defensive lines further 
back, and as he goes the British guns 
arc smashing him along the roads. It is 
a black day for the German armies and 
for the German women, who do not 
know yet what it means to them.

During last night the Canadians gained 
the last point, called Hill 145, on Vimy 
Ridge, where the Germans held out in 
a pocket with machine guns, and this 
morning the whole of that high ridge, 
which d, minâtes the plains to Douai, is 
in British hands. So there is removed 
from the British path the great barrier 
for which the French and British fought 
through bloody years.

Yesterday before daylight and after­
ward I saw this ridge of Vimy all on 
fire with the light of the great gunfire. 
The enemy was there in strength, and 
his guns were answering the British 
with a heavy barrage of high explosives. 
This morning the scene was changed 
as by a miracle.

Snow was falling, blown gustily across 
the battlefield and powdering the caps 
and helmets of our troops as they rode 
or marched forward to the front. But 
presently the sunlight broke through the 
storm clouds and flooded all the coun­
tryside by Neuville St. Vaast, and The- 
lus, and I.a Folie Farm up to the crest 
of the ridge where the. Canadians had 
just fought their way with such high 
valor. British batteries were firing from 
many hiding places, revealed by short, 
sharp flashes of light. But few answer­
ing shells came back, and the ridge it­
self, patched with snowdrifts, was as 
quiet as any hill of peace.

It fol­
lows that the farmer located close to 
his market with good roads to haul his 
produce over, can sell his produce at a 
price and make a profit when another 
farmer situated a greater distance away, 
with bad roads, would make a loss.

A buyer who had turned down the pro­
position at $10,000 after the advantages 
accruing therefrom, accepted the prop­
erty at $12,000 and Is greatly pleased 
with his bargain.

“This is but one of many instances of 
like character which would result under 
the same conditions in various parts of j 
Nova Scotia. Did not Mr. Fitch make! 
a wise expenditure in subscribing $200, 
to the improvement of this section of 
Annapolis county roads when within a 
year it results in his securing an ad­
vance pf $2,000 on his property. Com­
ment is unnecessary.”

2000 to 6000 pounds ; and on a brick 
road, from 5000 to 8000 pounds. Thepe 
figures show that if the speed of travel 
is the same on all these road surfaces 
a horse will haul on a good macadam 
road from three to five times as many 
tons per mile in a day as upon a mod­
erately muddy earth road. This mat­
ter may be considered in another way 
by admitting that one horse is capable 
of a certain fixed duty per day. Then 
with a given load, the effective radius 
of travel from a given point on a ma­
cadam road is from three to five times 
the radius of travel from that point on 
a moderately muddy earth road.”

Do we realize the significance of that ( 

output? It is the greatest food supply 
coming into Great Britain from any 
country in the world excepting only1 the 
United States. The published averages 
of the last two years before the war of 
the value of the food and drink stuffs 
reaching Great Britain from the differ­
ent countries were: Ireland, £33,000,000; 
United States, £33,000,000; Argentina, 
£30,000,000; Denmark, £21,500,000; Brit­
ish India, £18,500,000; Canada, £18,000,- 
000; Russia, £15,500,000; Australia, £14,- 
000,000; New Zealand, £9,000,000.

There is no good reason why the far­
mer could not be given the same mea­
sure of assistance which was 
his brother producer, the manufacturer. 
When munitions first came to be manu­
factured in Canada the producer Was 
guaranteed a price which would yield 
him a profit to induce him to undertake 
the business. In addition the guaranteed 
price was fixed high enough to permit 
him to reimburse himself for the cost 
of his plant and equipment. Why not 
give a measure of fair play to the farm­
er and guarantee him a fair price for his 
products this year?

As has been stated the cardinal points 
which must be considered before a cam­
paign for increased production can be 
successful are labor, fertilizer and fixed 
prices. To a very great extent the pro­
vision of these vital factors come solely 
under the charge of the dominion gov­
ernment. So far it has done nothing 
but to advise increased production. The 
time for action is now. Let it give the 
farmer a “square deal” and he will do 
the rest to the limit of his ability.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier says that if the 

entrance of the United States into this 
war tends to shorten the conflict, “it is 
a great humanitarian act.”

He is well aware by bitter experience 
that over-production in the past has led 
to lowered prices—lowered sometimes 
below the cost of production. If a pat­
riotic farmer expends in labor and fer­
tilizer more money than he gets for his 
products he is not likely to continue the 
process long. Our farmers, as a rule, 
are not wealthy. They cannot afford 
to lose a crop or even the profit on a 
crop. If, however, the farmer knew that 
he would receive a fair price for his 
product when harvested he could be de­
pended upon to do the very best he 

could to raise a heavy crop.
The government of Great Britain has 

appreciated this viewpoint and has
