CHIEF FORESTER
BACK FROM EUROPE

Leland S. Webb Reports on Brit-
ish, French, German and
Scandinavian Forests.

(Special to The Times-Star.)

Fredericton, Oct. 13. — Leland S.
Webb, Acting Chief Forester of the
Province of New Brunswick, arrived
here Sunday afternoon after spending
about three months in Europe investi-
gating modern scientific methods of
forest administration and management,

Mr. Webb resumed his official duties
in the Department of Lands and Mines
today. He will make a full report to
his ‘department, but until that report
is presented can make no announcement
concerning his recommendations.

Mr. Webb sailed from Canada early
in July. He joined the Oxford For-
est School in England, and with that
body proceeded to France, where he
spent some time«in the hardwood areas
in the northern state forests, Later
he proceeded to Germany, where he
spent some time in the Black Forest.
From that country he went to Sean-
dinavia, spending considerable time in
Sweden and less time in Norway. He
then returned to England and pr d-
ed to the North of Scotland, wherd he
also ‘examined conditions. Except in
France he investigated the soft wood'
forests and Industries.

Different From N, B. :

The conditions in the countries visit-
ed by Mr. Webb did not approximate
those in New Brunswick, except in
northern: Sweden and Norway. The
chief difference was the closeness of the
forests to the markets and Industries
and population. which made it pos-
sible to utilize practically all the
material which goes- to waste in the
woods in New Brunswick.

In Sweden Mr. Webb found condi-
tions the most like those in New
Brunswick. Rivers much rougher than
those in this province are driven, but
the logs are used to much smaller di-
mensions. Tops up to three inches are
taken out for pulp wood. All materlal
possible in south Sweden is birned for
charcoal, which is used in their own
steel Industry instead of coal. This
practically results in the forests bLeing
left clean after logging operations.

As he went north in Sweden, how-
ever, Mr. Webb found that materiul
was left in the woods just as it is here,
because the distance from the 'steel
works made it unprofitable to burn
charcoal, and there was no way in
which to utilize the waste. In short,
MY, Webb found that utilization de-
pended upon access to market.

All Markets Dull,

In all countries visited forest services
were. found highly developed. Sweden
has a forestry school at Stockholm and
a school for rangers elsewhere, all offi-
cials recelving careful training.

Market conditions were found dull
in all countries visited, and the depres-

ently world-wide. Mr, Webb alsa ob-
served that the people corresponding to
lessees of crowp lands in this province
displayed a cofresponding irritation to-
ward state regulation and administra-
tion. In some countries private forests
were under state control to quite an
extent. In Great Britain, a Forest Com-
mission is buying up large areas of
unutilized land and planting forests.

SUPER-RADIO
(N. Y. Herald-Tribune.)

There is a solemn thought in the
annual radio conference of a super-
prospect set forth at Secretary Hoover’s
broadcasting system which will make
it possible simultaneously to reach
“every nook and corner in the United
States,” not to mention the spaces
across the seas. The broadcasters went
in pretty heavily for the spectacular
with General Pershing’s speech on De-
fense Day, but a regularly established
system by which every home in the
nation might listen together to one pro-
gramme seems almost one of those
things about which there ought to be a
law. The radio conference raised tech-
nical questions as to the practicability
of the proposal; there was a much
more devastating question that it failed
to raise. With such a system in opera-
tion we would be faced with the stupe-
fying necessity of finding programmes
that would be worth telling to an en-
tire population, and it is at least con-
ceivable that even the American repu-
tation for nerve would fail before the
prospect of giving an after-dinner talk
to the United States.

And that is the enduring difficulty
of these new inventions—they so per-
sistently reveal our limitations. It is
easier to fly across the continent in
twenty-four hodrs than it is to find
somebody whose time is valuable
enough to make it worth while; and
it is—one casts a distressed glance to-
ward the bright young men—easier to

'| get a novel printed than it is to find

something to print in it. It seems al-
most a consequence of our vastly im-
proved facilities for talking that no-
body ever talks any more, and it was
an unanticipated result of “improved
orataory
that Congress ceased to know ‘what
oratory means. Mr. Hoover’s confer-
ence is too confined in its efforts, for
without a little higher control the de-
velopment of an arrangement by which

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A COMPARISON.

Significant references to further tariff
redluction made by the Canadlan Prime
Minister during his western tour lend
additional interest to the fiscal question,
which bids falr to be the chief lssue
in the general election that is expected
a year hence. We have been hard hit

* by certain features of the American
tariff, which has shut a great volume
of our natural products out of their
former market, and because we have
so suffered many Canadlans think the
United States now has the highest
duties in its history. It has, unfor-
tunately, on many products which we
have to sell; yet the tendency of the
American tariff as a whole has been
downward, not upward. Some om the
facts are surprising. Let us consider
a few presented by Mr. Willlam R.
Green, who writes on “Tariff Facts and
Fallacles” In the Saturday Evening
Post. Mr. Green argues that protection
has saved -his country from ruin, and
in seeking to prove his case he
obviously employs In some instances
logie which the thoughtful !(reader,
whether he flvpu high tariffs or low,
will find somewhat doubtful. But
what follows here, from his pen, it at
once instructive and timely—

“Before we consider what the Ford-
ney tarlf has done we should first
ascertain what it is. If anyone should
ask what kind of a tariff we now have,
a chorus would answer immediately,
‘The highest tariff ever known.' This
statement has been repeated so often
on the stump, In the press, and even in
the pulpit, that many believe it to be
true. he real fact is that it is the

_ lowest protective traiff that this coun-

' try has ever had. More than half our
Imports come in duty free. Ever since
it has been in operation the average
duty on all imports has been less than
sixteen per cent. Under the Payne Bill,
from 1909 to \1918, it averaged 20.61
per cent. Undek the Dingley Bill, from
1901 to 1909, it averaged 24.45 per cent.;
and some former tariffs were higher
still. The figures given are official and
made by the Department of Com-
merce.”

we have been lowering our tariff all ot

our competitors have been .raising

Ltheirs. If by that js meant thagTﬁ:e}:
have been taxing the mass of general

consumers more and more heavily, Mr.
Green’s figures are highly pertinent.
He says, further—

“It thus appears that we are gradu
ally making our tariffs lower, even

when drawn on protective lines. That
is as it should be, and when another’

- revigion is made the tendency:pf-the

rates should be in the samesgeneraly

direction. Once our factories _apg
started and we secure a definite ling of
production, as the quantity of prodac-
tion increases the cost of production
must decrease.”

Mr. Greden’s main argument is in
defence of thq Fordney tarlff under the
conditions prevalling when it was intro-
duced and for some time thereafter.
He says protection saved all classes
and justified eny incidental increase in
prices to the consumer. Whether he
‘proves that or not is another question;
but - his compdrison of the recent
American tariffs, and his conviction
that even in that country the general
tendency is downward, are  worth
thinking about at a time-when Cana-
dians are necessarily asking themselwves,
What kind of tariff is best for the
whole country, for East and West, for
ull classes?

THE RUSSIAN LOAN,

The Toronto Globe says that Cana-
dians are not uninterested in the pro-
posed Anglo-Russian Treaty. That is
lrue because thé treaty may directly
affect us in Canada, and also because
It will be one of the leading issues in
an election which will have for the
whole Empirt a commanding interest.
Bome contend that one result of the
treaty would be larger grain shipments
from Russia in exchange for British
manufacture, and the Globe says:—

“It is improbable that any British
Government would give Russian pro-
ducts preference over those from the
Dominiens, but it is possible thrat
Imports from Russia would be stimu-
lated by an increase of British exports
to that country. The Domin’ons,
therefore, should be more than passive
spectators of Lhe Anglo-Russian
Treaty, and they will be well advised
to watch also the development of the
plan for the State control of the
imports of wheat and other foodstuffs
which finds increasing favor with the
British Labor party.”

The Monthly Review of Barclay’s
Bonk, L.ondon, has some very interest-
Ing observations on the treaty. It
agrees that the restoration of satisfac-
tory trade conditions with Russia
Is necessary, and that an external
loan is' probably essential to the
reorganization of the country; but
points out 4hat the result of such
2 loan should be to re-establish
public confidence and create condltions
ander which business can be conducted
upon & basis of commercial credit.
Can thig result be obtained? Barclay’s
Bank does not find in the terms of the
realy any assurance or suggestion that
his would be the case. Continuing, 1t
nys:—

“In the memorandum issued by the
mglish bankers in- April last, the es-

J

sentlal conditions upon which the
restoration of Russia’s credit depends
were outlined. In particular, it was
urged:—

“(1) That recognition of debts, public
and private, should be agreed upon and
accepted by both parties.

“(2) That an equitable arrangement
for the restitution of private property
to forelgners should be made.

“These are the basic principles
which must be recognized before any
effective progress can take place. While
the Russian Government persist in
claiming the right to repudiate obliga-
tions, the restoration of credit is im-
possible and, however desirable it may
be to re-open the Russian market and
to Include once more that great country
In the world organisation of trade, it
must be realised that commerce is and
must be based upon a proper recogni-
Yon of the sanctity of contracts. As
the bankers’ memorandum pointed out,
Russia’s recovery depends upon the re-
‘sumption of thesé accepted methods of
intercourse common throughout the
world. Until ehe is prepared in her
external relations to accept the obllga-
tlons as well as the advantages of inter-
national co-operation, no effective result
can follow even the most protracted
negotiations.”

A NEEDED RECORD.

How steadily and how greatly the
University of New Brunswick has con-
tributed to leadership in fnany walks
of life in thls province and elsewhere
is suggested by a glance through The

Register, just published by the Asso-
ciated Alumni of the Old Cbdllege
the Hill. This work of nearly 200
pages Is described as being “a list of
former students and graduates of the
College of New Brunswick, later King’s
College, and, since 1859, the University
of New Brunswick.” It was the College
of New Brunswick from 1822 to 1828,
inciusive, and King’s College from 1829
to the end of 1859. Thus for more
thap a cemtury the University and the
institutions from which it was ex-
panded have steadily and in growing
volume served the cause of education.

At a meeting three years ago the
Alumni decided to publish a list of
former students and graduates, by
classes, together with a few outstand-
Ing facts about them, and notwith-
standing the really immense amount of
work involved a painstaking committee,
to whom hearty thanks from every son
and friend of the University is due, has
produced the long needed volume. It
is the first complete list of those enter-
ing the college, and in a great many
instances it affords knowledge of what
they did, or are doing. The Alumni
Society was surely right in believing
that such a book would “maintain and
silmulate the interest of those former
students and graduates who live at such
a distance that they are unable, even
occasionally, to revisit the University.”
It will do much in that line even
among graduates who "reside in the
province. . It will give many of thém
accurate news of classmates with whom
they have been out of touch, and it
wlll give to many of them a reminder
of the size and Iimportance of the
yearly increasing army of the Univer-
sity’s soms.

It is proposed to issue an enlarged
number of The Register a few years
hence, and In the meantime graduates
are usked to supply to the Chancellor,
through the information blank included
in the book just issued, additional

GERMAN PRINCES - -
HAPPY IN WORK

State Declared Unable to Des
cide About Former Kais-
et’s Property.

Berlin, Sept. 21—(Associated Press,
by mail)—The last ten years in Ger-
many has deprived many a prince of
his income, and sent him out to make
a living along with the rest of the
world. Not a few of the nobility, par-
ticularly among the younger genera-
tlon, have said they were happier and
more contented with life generally
since they went_ to work than they
were when they had nothing to do but
count their income and look for thrills
in sports, soclety or mllitary man-
oeuvres.

What the republic is to do with the
property that once belonged to former
Emperor Willlam is still an open ques-
tion. He possessed large estates in
Brandenburg, Pommerania, Posnania,
Silesia and West Prussia, and other
assets, which have been appraised at
$40,000,000, all of which he lost when
he fled to Holland in*1918. His income
today is relatively very modest indeed.

The castles, plcture -galletles and
other valuable collections regarded . as
the property of the old dynasty were
taken over by the state. A number of
the princes, however, brought suit to
retain their holdings, and have regain-
ed title to some of the properties which
were confiscated when the republic be-
came a reality.

Coast Guardsmen Predict a
Severe Winter
Season,

_ Washington, Oect. 18—(United Press)

—Nautical men in North American wat-

ers are predicting & severe winter—one
of the worst in years—and each day let-
ters to the Coast Guard headquarters

that the service be prepared.

The guard, aroused by this flood of
predictions from the ‘“old salts” has
checked up with its many sub-stations
and has found that the forecasts of its
OWn personnel agree with those of the
alvilian mariners.

A hard winter for the Coast Guard
means a lot. 'There will be storms that
buffet and separate the brave little sea-
going fishing fleets. The guard must
stand by prepared for any emergency.
There will be huge loebergns floating
down into the path of trans-oceanic
travel which must be watched, charted
and often broken up. The stormy win-
ter air will bring radio calls of distress—
broken propeliers and rudders, lost gmall
boats, disabled power equipment and
the like.

The Coast Guarq is preparing ships
which all year have been chasing *um
runners are being overhauled and made
ready for the annual 1 for regular
winter shipping protection. Usually in
November an executive order designates
ocertain coast guard vessels which must
patrol the coast during December, Janu-
ary and February, when the winter
storms are at their height.

A survey of the regular Coast Guard
vessels discloses that but two, the Modoc
and the Tampa, both provided in the
emergency of the World War—are really
fitted for the demands of roughest ocean
patrol. They are now on duty off the
Newfoundland banks, watching for ice-
bergs.

Aside from the Modoc and the Tampn
[there are not more than seven other
ships hdaquately fitted for the service
which /demands constant duty on the
coast from Maine to the Rio Grande.
And these, navigators say, are far from
first class vessels.

But what they lack in equipment,
shipping men say, they make up in per-
donnel. They are manned by fearless
men, ‘ready to brave any peril and en-
counter any hardship to ald those in
distress.

There are some
who hold that flying is the greatest
sport in the world. But it isn’t in it
with the ox team.

When Lieutenant Kelly last year
ﬂe!v the continent without a stop the
achievement was Iimmediately com-
pared to that of breaking the Oregon
Trail, for the sufficient reason that

the two were so profoundly different.
Civiligation has its startling triumphs
of ' courage, endurance and ingenuity;
but it-has lost the old triumph of mere
living against difficulties. It gets its
thrills out of speed; the old days got
thef? thrills out of slowness, which Is
the reason why so many men annually
make themselves expensively uncom-
fortable in the Canadian woods and
elsewhere for the illogical pleasure of
it. They are trying to recapture the
ox team.

Mr. Meeker had the place pointed
out to him where he had once been
present at the rounding up of the ox
trains, “where the Loup River flows
into the Platte. . . . But it didn’t
look natural” That Is so often the
trouble with civilization. It doesn’t.

AOPISES SHRINE
FOR AP, COOK

Australian Believes It Would
be Closer Link Between
England and U, S.

Honolulu, Sept. 16—(Associated
Press, by mail)—Creation of a British

national shrine on the shores of Keala-|

kekua bay, itland of Hawaii, where
stands the monument to Captain James
Cook, discoverer of the Hawailan isi-
ands, who was killed by the inhabitants
in a fight that occurred on his second
visit, was proposed here in an address
of Sir Joseph Carruthers, prominent
Australian statesman, who represented
Australia at the recent pan-Pacific
food consérvation conference.

Sir Joseph said that an effort would

e made on behalf of the Australlan
commonwealth to obtain the ownerskip
of a right of way from the Kona road
to the monument where Capt. Cook
was 6lain, which is accessible now
only by water. He added thata shrine
at the spot would serve as a closer link
of friendship between the United
States and Great Britain and between
the territory and Australia.

Sir Joseph said that he had obtalgz
the land in Australia where Capt. C
landed in 1770 and that 100,000 persons
annually visit the shrine which was
created there.

‘My- principal object in coming near-
ly 6,000 miles from Australia to
‘Hawali,” he said in an address, “was
to pay tribute to the memory of one
of the greatest men in the world, and
I feel amply repaid in being privileged
to visit the sacred ‘spot on the shores
of the bay where Capt. Cook was
killed. Capt. Cook discovered Austra-
lia and opened the gates to the white
race and he also discovered Hawail.”

He reviewed the life and achieve-
ments of the navigator, paying especial
attention to his feats in the Pacific.

CAMERA MARVELS

London, Oct. 18—The camera for
many people is so exclusively a toy, or
at most a diversion, that a full demon-
stration of its possibilities, such as is
given at the annual exhibition of the
Royal Photographic Bociety, is a rare
educative experience. It is there re-
vealed as the handmaiden of art and
science, a medium for the richest ex-
pression of beauty in torm and line,

and an auxiliary upon which research
of all kinds is tending daily more to
rely. The exhibition, which opened on
Saturday, is a worthy vindication of all
those claims of catholicity which can
be put forward for the photography
of the present day. There is not one
of its 1,800 odd exhibits which has not
its own distinctive appeal, whether the
selection be made among the infinitety
delicate and graceful studies of the
pictorial section, the astonishingly vera-
clous records of naturalists like Mr.
Ponting and Mr. Wilkinson, or the
frankly mystifying triumphs of photo-
nlﬂcrogrnpby and of electrical transmis-
sion.
From the point of view of sclentific
interest alone the exhibition will be
€| judged to be well worth a visit from
the public. Among the remarkable
achievements to be found are a num-
ber of photographs transmitted by
wireless. The absence of the streaky
effect so long discernible in such pho-
tographs is particularly noticeable, and
leads one to the belief that much
greater use of this ipvention may be
ible in future. hile on the sub-
f“c' of telegraphic transmission it may
be noted that one of the actual cylin-
ders used in the “Berlin” method is on
view in another part of the society’s
premises. It is belieevd to be the first
of its kind to be shown in this country.
The enormious advances made in
long-distance photography are shown
in some superb panoramic pictures
taken in the Sierra Nevada Mountains
from the Lick Obpservatory.
Though not new, photographs of a
bullet actually leaving the muzzle of
a rifle are certain to attract much iu-
terest. The bullet itself establishes the
electrical contact which is necessary
to get these incredibly rapid “snap-
shots” on the plate, and it can be said,
therefore, to photograph itself. A
feature of the.serles is the appearance
unmistakably before the emergence of
the bullet of the sound waves, while
the disturbance of the air by the pas-
sage of the bullet is also shown by
waves like those spurned from the stem
of a ship. That an air bubble does not
break instantaneously is proved by one
picture, showing it to be intact after
the bullet has passed out the other
side. The Mutochrome, which is to be
seen in another department, Is an in-
gehious new device for changing the
digtribution of colors in any given pat-
ter. It is already in use in the textile
industry; it is also applicable to the
designing of wallpaper, linoleum. ete.,
and for the improvement of stage ma-
chinery.

FOLLOWED GREAT

DR, LVINESTONE

Youthful Englishman’s Jour.
neys are Told of After
Seventy Years,

London, Oct. 18—Only now &re the
Journals of Alfred Dolman being pub-
lished. Although only 24 when he died
in 1851, he had made four visits to Afri-
ca.. Reference to his journeys are to
be found in the records of the Royal
Geographical Society.

He was within a few miles of Liv-
ingstone, whom he was anxious to
join, when he met his death; whether
at the hands of natives or in an en-
counter with a lion has never been
known.

That he was a man of great courage
and determination is evident from the
book, “In the Footsteps of Livingstone”
which has just been published and
which contains some of his diaries and
notes and is illustrated by his clever
drawings.

Dolman’s first visit was to Cape
Colony. . He was not favérably im-
presséd by the Dutch.  Here is an en-
try in his journal when he was making
an excursion, in 1884, at the age of
18:

“There was among the Dutch Boers
here one who last night had refused us
any forage for our oxen that were dy-
ing for want of food, even though we
offered him double price. As he was
leading his wagon along the hard road
we had the infinite satisfaction to see
it capsize, and all the oat-hay, many
hundred bundles, strewed upon the
road and no one to assist him.”

But there was another side to the
story, which is faithfully recorded. He
received very kindly treatment at the
house of Mynheer De Wet, and also at
Henrlck Buyer’s: “Our kind entertainer
would not only not receive any recom-
pense for his trouble, or for various
feeds of forage for the teams, but sent
one of .his servants as a guide, while
his son drove our wagon for some dis-
tance (this is a great mark of respect),
though he was one of the wealthiest
farmers in this part of the colony.”

It is interesting to find how the
names with which we were destined to
become familiar 50 years hence figure
in these pages—De Wet, Du Toit, Pre-
torious. Pretorious called on the au-
thor.

This old man is upwards of 90 years
of age, and still enjoys good health
and strength. He has 18 children and
180 grandchildren. He formerly served
in the Dutch service when the Cape
of Good Hope was taken by the Eng-
lish in 1795.

That young Dolman had abundance
of courage, if not great discretion, is
proved by an incident concerning a
large snake.

“I quickly dismounted,” he wrote,
“but before I could strike him with a
emall ewitah that I had he thrust his
head and body into a hole, leaving only
a small portion of his tail visible, I
stamped upon him with my boots,
but, not wishing to injure the skin, 1
caught him by the tail and, by dint of
pulling and hauling at last got him
out.

“Immediately he raised his bedy high
in the air and blew out his neck as
large as a cocoanut, but before he could
do any mischief I lent him a thwack
on the head that stunned him.. After a
few more blows I tied a small piece of
rein round his neck and carried him

home, a distance of eight miles. The
snake proved to be a cobra capella.”

! rrived in One Week—
Town of 8,000.

Paris, Oct. 18—Twenty-five thousand
pilgrims coming in special trains from
all parts of Europe hate recently ar-
rived in one week at Lourdes, which
has now in point of numbers assumed
all its pre-war importance as a last
resort of the despairing sick.

The extent of the influx to the little
Pyrennean town of 8,000 inhabitants
may be gathered from the fact that in
one day no fewer than 18 of these
special trains entered the station there
between 6 o’clock in the morning and
! midday. Each train was distinguished
by flags of white, blue, rose, and silver,
or combinations of these. There were
trains from ~Prague, Warsaw, The
Hague and London, as well as from
many nearer centres.

Lourdes at present consists solely of
hotels, lodging houses, and shops all
given over in advance entirely to the
pilgrims. There is not a room in the
town that has not been booked in ad-
vance. The shops, with few excep’
tions, ¢ell nothing but religious em-
blems and souvenirs of Bernardette
Soubirous, the child whaose declaration
that the Virgin Mary appeared to her
on February 11, 1858, laid the founda-
tion of the fame of Lourdes as a place
of pilgrimage.

An atmosphere of intense religious
emotion pervades the whole town, and
reports of miraculous cures, which
pass from mouth to mouth with the
celerity of lightning, are being circu-

THE RAILWAY MEN
ENTER A PROTEST

They Tell The Railway Commis-
sion Wages Are Not Un.
duly High.

Ottawa, Oct. 18—The = rallwaymen’s
Whpns throughout the country have
Joined in a memorial to the Board of
/Raflway  Commissioners, - contesting
statements of the Tudhope-Anderson
Company of Winnipeg and Orilla,
which, arguing in favor of decreased
freight rates, took the ground that
wages are unreasonably high. The rail-
waymen’s memorial declared the state-
ments of the company to be untrue, and
'assumes that the award of the Rallway
Commissioners will not attempt to inter-
fere in a matter of wages outside its
Jurisdiction.

“Rallway wages,” the memorial con-
tinues, ‘“‘were advanced in' 1918 and
agajn in 1920, following the advances
/in the cost of living, as were the wages
of ‘all workers. In July, 1981, railway
{woﬂ(ers' wages in all branches of the
‘sérvice were cut over $30,000,000 a year
{on Canadian railways. Further substan-
tial reductions in railway employes’
earnings occurred in 1922, due to the
further wage decreases and alterations
inworking rules by agreement. Were
|the 1920 rates of pay and working rules
of the Canadian railways for 1924 would
be increased between $40,000,000 and
$50,000,000.”’

The memorial adds that rates paid
various classes of rallway employes in
Canada are less than those prevailing

quite equal to the United Standard.
Canadian climatic conditlons are much
more severe than generally prévail
through the south; the cost to both the
'employers and the employes is greater
by comparison, and would justify higher
levels of both rallway rates and wages
in this country. The memorial cites of-
ficial statistics to show that the real
wages of railway employes are not out
fot proportion to those paid workmen em-
{ployéd in other activities.

{ The memorial quotes the Rallways’
Journal in- the statement that the re-
jply to a question put to each railway
jemploye . in the United States shows
[{that in 1923 their average wage was
ls1,488.

Seeing Stars

in Fall Skies -

. (United Press.) :

Wasbington, Oct. 13—This is the
time of year when the “star gazer” is
right in his element, for October and
November are two good months to
look at the stars, November being the
month of meteors. ¢

During October the Great Nebula in
Andromeda can be seen without the
ald of a telescope, says a bulletin from
the American Nature Assoclation. You
will recognize in the East in November
old acquaintances in the Pleiades and
Hyades in Taurus, and Aldebaran, the
fiery-red eye of the Bull.

November was known in ancient
times as the Pleiad month and it was
then' the ancient Kings of Persia never
failed to grant any request presented
te them on November 17, the day when
the Pleiades came to the meridian at
midnight. This exquisite little group,
with five stars forming a tiny dipper,
and two additional stars visible to keen
eyes, will be one of the most noted
groups in the heavens. The V-shaped
cluster’ of "the Hyades is scarcely less
famous.

With the visit of Mars this summer,
when it was only 84,000,000 miles
away, and nearer than it had been in}
a ceuntury, a remarkable impetus has |
been given “star gazing.” Reports off |
a new comet discovered by the Bonn|
Observatory recall the visit of Halley’s
Comet in 1910.

In Novemlber every year several me-
teor swarms are due. The Leonids, so-
called because they come from the gen-
eral direction of the constellation Leo,
appear about November 15, but you
will have to be up before sunrise to
see them, because Leo is then in the
morning sky.

The Andromedes, which will appear
to come from the direction of Andro-
meda, will appear in the evening hours,
however, about November 23 or 24.
Then there are the Taurids, several
different groups appearing at different
times during the month from different
points in Taurus. TPhese also will ap-
pear in the evening hours from the di-
rection of Taurus, nearly due east. An
occasional fire-ball, which is simply a
{ meteor of exceptional size or brilliancy
that may succeed in reaching the pear
among the Taurids.

Next to Cassiopeia, the Great Square
in Pegasus with the constellation of
Andromeda joining it on the east, is
one of the most noticeable of the ‘fall
groups. It now lies directly on the
meridian due south of the genith over+
head. To'the southwest ¢f the. Gpeat
Square ‘lies Aquarius, The Water-
Bearer, which can be distinguished: by
the Y-shaped group of stars, the urn
from which a stream of faint stars is
flowing toward the south and somths
east. / 23

We
saw another writhe in agony when his
player missed a short putt. On an-
other occasioh a little chap, whom we
felt sorry for because the bag seemed
a heavy burden to carry, confided to
us confidentially and gleefully: “Gee!
We were six down and now we are
dormy two.” The caddie is a loyal
soul; but we admit that he has preju-
dices and preferences. He likes to pick
his player.

FINISHES SEGOND

Is Defeated by Sarazen in
Thrilling Race at
Latonia,

Latonia, Ky., Oct. 12—Smashing all
existing Kentucky track records for a

mile and a quarter to pieces, Sarazen,
three-year-old chestnut gelding, owned
by Mrs. W, K. Vanderbilt, yesterday
vanquished Epinara, pride of the French
turf, in the final race of the interna-
tional series before a record-breaking
crowd of from 50,000 to 60,000.
Sarazen, ineligible for the previous
two international races because he was
a gelding, flashed across the wire a
length and a half ahead of the gallant
French horse in 2.004-5. This was
within 4-5 of a second of the world’s
record established by the great Whisk-
broom II. ten years ago. Whiskbroom
at that time carried 185 pounds while
Sarazen was burdened with 120 yes-
terday. = Sarazen stepped the fastest

mile and a mile and a quarter ever run

on the Latonia track. He was timed
at the mile in 1.854-5, clipipng a frac-
tion of a second off the track record.
Epinard, strangely enough, finished
today as he did in his two previous
American starts, when he finished sec-
ond to Wise Counsellor and later to
Ladkin. While Sarazen’s victory was
convincing, Epinard was just as won-
derful in defeat. Working his way
through interference, when Altawood
and Mad Play bumped in the final six-
teenth of the race, Epinard came up
from fourth place, shot quickly to the
outside, flashing ahead of Mad Play
and g:hing rapidly in the Vanderbil
gelding in the closing strides; 3
Mad Play, the entry of Harry Sin-
clair, probably ran the greatest race
of his career, finishing on top of Epin-
ard for third place. o
Altawood, owned by €. B. Head, of
Lexington, made a desperate effort and
was barely beaten for third plgﬁe. Alta-
wood finished fourth, six lengths ahead
of Princess Doreen, the heavily played
filly, which landed fifth place, while
Little Chief finished sixth, My Play
seventh and Chilhowee last,; :

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FATHER CLORAN
ADDRESSES KNIEATS

Columbus Day is Observed
—Also Speaks of the
Catholic Press.

The contrast between the McGaug-
hey murder trial in Lindsay and the
Leopold-Loeb murder trial in Chicago
is etriking. . The plea of insanity was
advised on behalf of the Lindsay mur-
derer but there were no almost inter-
minable court sessions, held day after
day, to present wearisome arguments
In_ respect of this insanity. Instead,
the whole trial occupied but a relative-
ly few hours and it took the jury itself
onlif four hours to bring in a verdict of
guilty. That is the difference between
Canadian justice and American justice
and emphasizes the shocking condition
in the United States, and why mur-
derers over there have such an easy
time,

We have already called attention to
the shocking number of murders in the
States—in Chicago, one a day—and the
more shocking fact that many of the
murderers escape punishment at the
hands of the law. The figures as pre-
pared by the Statistical Department of
the Metropolitan Insurance Company
are ecloguent of this since they show
that - out of .146 homicides, including
114 manslaughter or murder cases,
there ‘was actually only one murderer
who suffered the death penalty, Of
the others there were thirty-five sent
to the Penitentiary, one was fined, one
was paroled and the rest are either
unapprehended, have been set free or
are awaiting trial. .It is no wonder that
the most eminent jurists_and the best
men in the States are wondering how
it is possible to overcome this break-
down in the administration of the law:.
