7 II ‘ aJ k* U. S. Scientists Report an 
Unusual Situation.Malaspina Skipper Tells of 

Capture on Pacific
j OF NEW STATUS OFgo ahead, 

boostin’ toterrorise^ by a group of assassins wno 
are making a practice of capturing the 
wealthy hacientlados and cutting off 
their heads, according to the newspaper 
“El Democrata.” The band is thought 
to be composed of pendants who 
attempting to obtain revenge for the 
suffering caused by certain powerful 
land owners.

The first murder took place about a 
month ago, when Ramon Aparicio, 
one of the landed proprietors, was sur­
prised by a group of ten men while i 
travelling to his home, accompanied by, 
several servants. Aparicio was hated 
and feared by his peons^ and the hand 
announced that it was their intention 
to punish him. He was decapitated and ; 
his body thrown alongside of the road.

A few nights later the hacienda of 
Diego Irogoyen was surrounded by the 
murderers, who first poisoned all the 
dogs and drugged the servants. They 
then entered the room of Irogoyen and 
administered the same punishment to 
him as had been dealt out to Aparicio. 
A proclamation was placed upon the 
body, which said: “The brothers of 
the enslaved peasants punish thçir ty­
rants. All those who suffer under the 
despotic yoke of the land owners should 
ally themselves with us, as we demand 
nothing more than an oath of loyalty, 
a promise of mutual aid and a large 
dose of valor and decision.”

The following week the assassins en­
tered the hacienda of Mauricio Perex, 
but, as he was not at home, his nine- 
yCar-old daughter was captured and 
behegded in the courtyard of the 
house.

A few days later they attempted to 
stop a picnic party in an automobile, 
but the chauffeur speeded and the 
party succeeded in escaping, after being 
fired upon.

The inhabitants of the region are 
in deadly fear for their lives and are 
afraid to venture on the roads alone.

Haworth, Okla., April 28—Ira 
Gardner and A. B. Miller, farmers, 
were arrested yesterday by a posse in 
connection with the killing of five 
members of the family of Tom Han- 
sell here late last night. Officers de­
clined to discuss the arrests other than 
to say they were taken into custody 
because of letters recently received by 
Hansell and members of his family. 
The five persons, two of them children, 
were slain as they slept on Thursday 
night in a fram house near here. The 
assassins, It is believed, cut holes 
through the front door and shot the 
victims to death.

U. S. Government scientists, have beer 
“thoroughly startled” by results of ex 
aminations of the sun’s world' heat 
ing capacity made by Dr. G. C.' Ah 
hot, home secretary of the nation» 
academy of science. According to Dr 
Abbot, as reported by the World, thi 
heat of the sun upon the earth has 
lessened by three to four per cent 
during the last fifteen months. Th< 
experiments by which he has meas 
ured the sun’s heat have been trief 
for twenty years. This is a shor 
time in the history of the sun.
The despatch continues:
“While Dr. Abbot is extremely con 

servative about drawing conclusion; 
from his investigations, he describe; 
the drop in average heat from the sut 
of from three to four per cent., as ex 
traordinary, and that nothing so out 
standing in the way of a change in thi 
heat of the sun had been observée 
since measurements were begun ir 
1905.

“The weather bureau’s reports, quot 
ed by Dr. Abbott in a paper bt'fur 
the nation’s asembled scientists at : 
recent meeting of the Academy o 
Sciences in Washington, show tha 
1921, the year before the decline in th- 
sun’s heat began, was the_ warmest oi 
record for the last fifty years. Thii 
condition existed in Europe as wcil a 
in' the U. S. Last year showed i 
slight decline, but w.u still abev 
m i mal, as was the early part of til- 
last winter, but in December, Hire 
months after the sun hat! cot-led T 
the lowest point, unusual contrasts ou 
curred.

This 
has set at rest a question which has 
caused considerable discussion during 
the last few days. It was evident that 
the marriage made Lady Elizabeth a 
duchess, but there were no clear pre­
cedents as to her accession to the rank 
of princess and title of royal highness 
It was, of course, evident that as in 
the event of the Prince of Wales not 
marrying she might be the mother of 
heirs presumptive to the throne of Bri­
tain, and that she would receive the 
full status of a wife of a royal prince, 
but there was some doubt as to whe­
ther she had already attained it or 
whether it would be conferred on her 
by special grant. The King’s ruling 
establishes a precedent which undoubt­
edly will be applied in event of his 
other sons marrying outside the royal 
circle, and as changes made during the

defying the police to move them.

The stadium, with a capacity for 
120,000, was nearly, if not entirely fill­
ed, while another big crowd was kept 
outside by closing the gates. The in­
vasion of the fir’d was apparently start­
ed by the desire of some of the crowd 
to get better positions from which to 
ice the games.

After nearly an hour of anxious 
work the police cleared the field and 
the game was started. It had been in 
progress only thirteen minutes, how­
ever, when the spectators broke 
through the cordon of police about the 
field and the game was stopped with 
the crowd entirely out of hand. It 
was another quarter of an hour be­
fore the police could again clear the 
field sufficiently for the game to be re- 
semed.

Evidences of the nature of the crowd 
were seen at two o’clock when the 
turnstiles were closed after the stad­
ium had been virtually filled, 
thousands waiting at the entrance 
threw themselves against the gates and 
broke through, the police being un­
able to stem the rush. Many women 
fainted and fifteen minutes after the 
doors were stormed, forty casualties 
were reported.

Ottawa, Ont, April 26.—Canada as 
of liquor supply for the thir­

sty of the United States soon will be­
come history if plans now under way 
materialise. The Dominion has signi­
fied its intention of stepping in and 
damming the flow of “wet goods* that 
finds its way over the international ; 
boundary to Uncle Sam’s domain.

W. L. Mackenzie King, the Premier, 
has announced that the government is 
exercising every possible care to see 
that the regulations are carried out. He 
said that up to the present it had not 
been possible to devise more effective 
means to stop rum running over the 
border. He was calling the subject to 
the attention of Sir Lomer Gouin, Min­
ister of Justice, and asking for imme­
diate action.

Liquor traffic on the border was 
brought to the attention of the govern­
ment by Jaknes Woodsworth, Labor 
member, who asked that the Dominion 
Government adopt more effective mea­
sures to stop rum running. Mr- Woods- 
worth cited United States newspapers- 
comment to show that Canada was be­
ing used as a base for the business.

Though no definite statement has 
beer, made as to just how the govern­
ment will stop the flow of liquor to the 
states, it was announced tonight that 
members of the Canadian department 
will get in touch with Washington De­
partment of Justice officials and en­
deavor to work out an international 
plan of liquor law enforcement. Ac­
cording to information received here, 
prominent dry workers will visit Otta­
wa shortly to give information to/the 
Canadian enforcement workers,

St. Pierre, one of the chief sources 
of supply, soon may be cut off, for 
members of the Canadian government 
are preparing to ask the British gov­
ernment to take this action. Much of 
the liquor sent to this island is re- 
hipped to the United States.

est resources has led the Department 
of Lands and Mines to inaugurate a 
system of registration for persons en­
tering the forests of the province dur­
ing the period that hazard from fires 
is the greatest.

Recently when a proclamation was 
published in the Royal Gazette 
nouncing that all forest land in New 
Brunswick had been proclaimed “a pro­
tected area’1 and that commencing on 
May 1 and extending until Novem­
ber 1 alJ persons entering the for­
ests for the purposes of travelling, 
camping, fishing or even plcnicing 
must register, it was suggested that 
because of the extended winter condi­
tions and the delayed coming of spring 
weather the new regulations might not 
Be enforced until a later date.

However, information which has re­
cently come to the Forest Service 
branch of the Department of Lands 
and Mines from its representatives 
throughout the province indicates that 
in many sections of New Brunswick 
the woods are already becoming dry, 
that the change from season to season 
has been unusually rapid and that the 
forest fire hasard is already imminent 
These reports have caused officials to 
rush along the preparations for the in­
troduction of the new regulations and 
on and after May 1—next Tuesday— 
persons who qre in the woods in any 
part of this province without the nec­
essary certificate of registration will 
be subject to penalties ranging from 
$10 to $100. The only persons who are 
exempt from the provisions of the new 
regulations and who do not require to 
register and obtain a certificate of re­
gistration are licensees and owners of 
lands entered upon and their employ­
es; fire wardens, fire fighters, land 
surveyors, holders of licenses for hunt­
ing, fishing or mining, registered 
guides and persons accompanied by re­
gistered guides. The name of the ap­
plicant, the route, destination, purpose 
and duration of trip, together with 
dates, will be required for registration 
purposes before certificates can be is­
sued and the result of the system of 
registration will be that when forest 
fires start in any section of the pro­
vince. the information on the registers 
of those issuing certificates should 
show who was in the affected portion 
of the forests at the time the fire 
starts. Knowledge that such a sys­
tem exists will, it is believed, have an 
excellent moral effect in impressing

This is 
taken as implying that there is to be 
no yielding on the part of the Repub­
licans to the Free State government’s 
demand for the surrender of all arms.

In the attached proclamation. You will 
arrange a suspension of all offensive 
operations in your area as from noon 
Monday, April 80.

The grim grey memorial of the 55th 
West Lancashire Division, on a crest 
near the huge Red Dragoon crater, 
commands the battlefield, over which 
broods an ominous silence of death. A 
bleak and desolate spot it is—ruined 
pastures and wild moorland crossed by 
sinister roads. The curious tourist still 
strikes his boot against live bombs 
and dead bones, and seems to hear a 
ghostly whistle of bullets in the air.

The officers and non-commissioned 
officers of No. 6 Signal Company, No. 6 
Signal Battalion, Canadian Corps of 
Signal, met last evening in the armories 
and made arrangements for training.
