The overseas settlement committee,
which is a branch of the colonial office,
and is under_the direction of the secre-
tary of state for the colonies, was
brought into existence only two years
ago for the purpose, principally, of as-
sisting ex-service men and women who
wished to settle overseas, by providing
them and their dependents with free
passages to any port in any part of the
empire.

IENT HISTORY
OF RESERVOIRS

Toronto, Machr 16—The history, con-
struction and uses of reservoirs were de-
scrbed in an interesting address delivered
recently before the Civil Club of the
University of Toronto by William Gore,
a prominent consulting engineer. After
pointing out that irrigation reservoirs
had been constructed three .and four
thousand years ago in Beluchistan, he
said that, similar work was undertaken
in ancient Egypt, Peru, India and Cey-
lon, the materials used by these almost
prehistoric engineers being much the
game as those used today, with the ex-

{ ception of iron and Portland cement.
: The. old constructors would take advan-

tage of some natural declivity, generally
up on a catchment area, and dam the
low parts with stone; clay and compact
earth.

Owing to the difficulties of providing
proper outlets and overflows, however,
these works were almost foredoomed to
ultimate disintegration. There are only
one or two instances of ancient reservoirs
remaining in use today. The Spaniards,
however, wére more, successful with their
massive masonry dams,

KAISER MUST BE
MAKING PERMANENT
HOME IN HOLLAND

Berlin, March 16—Apparently the low
value of the German mark in Holland
is causing FEx-Kaiser Wilhelm some
trouble.
