The 
berg was about seventy feet high. Our 
steamer itself was seven decks high and 
the berg was even with the upper deck.

“As the berg passed the port holes it 
alarmed the women in the berths. The 
passengers came on deck one by one, some 
in pyjamas, some in evening gowns. They 
were not yet much alarmed, I went in­
side and spoke to my friend Molson. Hugo 
Boss was sick in bed. • Then I got in touch 
with Charles it. flays and Thornton 
Davidson, a soiyn-law of Mr. Hays. The k 
three of us, Mr. 'IB Motion and
Mr. Davidson, went up to see the ice.

“I then for the first time taw she was 
listing.

There was $200,000 worth of stocks and 
bonds, all my jewelry and presents for 
my daughter Jessie and family in the 
berth, but I did not touch them. When I 
got outside all the people lined up with j
life preservers in the companionway made )
masters look very serious.

“Prior to this. I went in to warn Mr,
Ross, who was ill in bed. I met Mr,
Beattie and be went in and warned Mr,
Ross. On the top deck, as I mounted, 
all the boats were swung out ready for 
action. Just at that moment a mob of 
stokers swarmed up to the decks. The 
first officer, a big burly fellow, drove them 
back with a fury. Then I found they 
were shorthanded and I assisted; I helped 
cut off all the cords on the first life boat 
and to take out the sail. Then I assisted 
in putting the ladies in the boat and the 
officers stood nearby. We filled the first 
boat and .lowered it. The women kissed 
their husbands good bye, the husbands as­
sisted their wives to the boats and then 1 
stood back like any other men.

“I saw no evidence of cowardice, but an 
Italian was then discovered concealed in 
the boat with, a broken arm.

"We then lowered the second boat.
When the wife refused to go without the 
husband, the wife had to stand by. The 
same rule prevailed with a mother and, 
daughter. An officer on the starboard 
side was lenient and there it was that 
many men got in. The officer on the port 
side was very severe, and would allow none 
but women and children to enter the 
boats.

B 
was only his training as a sailor and sol­
dier and his own physical agility which 
singled him out as commander of the sixth 
life boat to leave the ship and thus save 
his life.

—efore leaving the fast sinking Titanic 
Major Peuchen spoke briefly with the late 
C. M. Hays, general manager of the Grand 
Trunk Railroad. “Good-bye Peuchen, I 
feel that the ship will last another eight 
hours and by that time we shall have 
assistance,’’ were the last words of the 
great railway magnate.

One of the most cherished objects which 
Major Peuchen bore with him from the 
wreck is a small piece of coarse paper on 
which is scrawled the major’s sea com­
mission. This paper stood between death 
and its victim and to it Major Peuchen 
owes his life. It reads:

“Major Arthur Peuchen was ordered in­
to boat by me owing to the fact that I 
required seamen, which he proved to be, 
as well as brave man.

(Signed) D. C. H. LYNTOLLIE,
2nd Officer late Titanic.”

This is Major Peuchen’e instruction for 
taking over the sixth life boat instead of 
remaining on board to go to his fate with 
nine other Canadians who were hie as­
sociates.

Major Peuchen gained his seafaring 
knowledge as skipper of the yacht Vireda, 
which he sailed in Toronto for six years. 
With him also sailed the late Hugo Ross, 
of Winnipeg, one of the Titanic's Cana­
dian victims.

THE SCENE AT THE 
NEW YORK PIER

It was a strange crowd which greeted 
the Carp&thia, as she slowly nosed her 
way through the fog to the docks. Pat­
ricians, who arrived in luxurious limous­
ines, had to leave their prestige and caste 
outside and had to mingle on one level 
footing with the plebians, One» and all 
wore the same demeanor of fear and anxi­
ety, because the latest despatches anounc- 
ed that, even though safe from the sea, 
hundreds of the rescued passengers from 
the Titanic had died, were ill, while some 
had gone insane.

Here a prosperous looking man might 
be seen walking up and down, tears glis­
tening in his eyes. In a corner, far re­
moved from the other waiters, was a dis­
consolate woman wearing the deep mourn­
ing that indicates widowhood. In another 
group was a maid with two little chil­
dren. They had lost a father in the 
wreck, but their mother had been saved.

Though thè throng of the curious and 
morbid was tremendous, it required little 
handling. Once or twice, when the ru­
mor was sent out that the boat was com­
ing in there would be pushing and jost­
ling. The policemen had fine remedies for 
this. “What are you struggling for?” one 
asked of the men and women near him. 
“Do you want to see what a wom^n, 
saw her husband killed, looks like?” 
was enough and several people went ghame 
facedly out of the crowd. Another threw 
himself upon the sense of chivalry of the 
men and said: “Here, you fellows, try 
and act the same as those chaps did out 
on the séa, they did not'scrap or push.” 
This appeal had also a salutory effect, 
and the men saw to it, that no more un­
necessary trouble was caused.

At last the Carpathia edged her way to 
the dockside. Her decks were lined with 
the survivors, as eager to communicate 
that they were safe as those on shore were 
to welcome them. As the lights from the 
dock lit up the serred rows of faces, cries 
of Christian, names from the shore, rose 
by the dozen, some accompanied by hy­
sterical laughs, others with sobs. They 
were answered by similar cries.

As the procession. of the survivors be­
gan to trickle down the gangway, the 
waiters surged forward involuntarily and 
each of the Titanic’s passengers was lost 
in the eager scrutinizing crowd, the mo­
ment he or she put foot on the dock. 
Friends who had seen them coming, fought 
to get to them, and one woman who still 
had a sense of humor left, remarked with 
a wan smile: “Why this is worse than 
the wreck,” as her husband or lover plac­
ed his arms around her.

ICEBERG RIPPED

The debarkation of 
the crew of the Titanic afforded them food 
for a faint revival of hope, but it was 
only a painfully short lived flicker and 
died out abruptly when an officer on the 
Carpathia announced in metallic accents: 
“No more of the Titanic survivors.” It 
was the death knell of the brave resolu­
tion dozens had shown up till then. It 
prostrated some, and left them clinging 
wildly to their friends. Others were in 
a wild hysteria. One woman left the shed 
with clenched hands numbling: “All, all 
are goner I am left alone.”

Chevre had his message translated t<| the 
group of newspapermen, who immediately 
gathered around him, when they found he 
was willing and able to talk, by Simon 
Senecal, a Montrealer, whose cabin on the 
Carpathia he shared.

Mr. Chevre said he was playing bridge 
in the smoking room when the collision 
with the iceberg happened. He said that 
probably it was a submerged berg that 
the vessel struck, as he saw no sign of it 
afterwards, thopgh the water was covered 
with floating ice. The vessel shivered and 
tilted and he heard the tremendous vibra­
tion caused by the screws revolving out 
of the water. He thought they had gone 
over a big wave, and paid no attention to 
the shock for the moment. Indeed it 
made no difference in the game of cards, 
which was continued until someone burst 
in with the news that the Titanic had 
struck a berg and was sinking. Even the 
members of his card party laughed and 
proceeded with the game.

But the most severe blow to the wealth 
of the family occurred in the reign of 
Charlse II., or perhaps it would be more 
correct to say in that of James II. Down 
to the reign of Charles II. the family was 
immensely rich; but the seventh earl had 
the misfortune to be on terms of intimate 
friendship with Charles II., who over­
whelmed him with honors, bestowing up­
on him the Dukedom of Rothes and the 
lord high commissionership of Scotland, 
an office resembling that of viceroy. It 
was while in possession of these honors 
that the duke died, in Edinburgh, which 
is a considerable distance from the fam­
ily mansion, Leslie House. King Charles 
insisted that, as the duke had died as his 
representative, he should be accorded all 
the funeral honors of a full-fledged sov­
ereign, and that his remains should be 
conveyed, in royal state, at the expense 
of the crown, from the capital of Scot­
land, to Leslie House. This involved, of 
course, an immense retinue Of attendants, 
their suitable entertainment at the vari­
ous stopping places, and at their jour­
ney’s end, their mourning outfit, etc.

Indeed the funeral ceremonies lasted for 
an incredible time, and when they came 
to a close, Charles II. was dead, and 
James II., had ascended the throne. He 
had always detested the Duke of Rothes, 
and flatly refused to honor the royal 
promise of his predecessor, the “Merrie 
Monarch,” refusing to pay the huge bills 
for the funeral expenses, adding that, in 
view of the fact that the Rothes family 
were so rich, they could much better af­
ford to pay for the duke's interment, th*» 
he, James, could himself.

The Rothes family declined to enter 
into legal proceedings against the crown 
about the matter, and assumed the ex­
pense themselves, mortgaging their proper­
ty to the hilt in order to do so. Altogeth­
er it is said, the expenses of the fun­
eral amounted to $15,000,000-a big enough 
sum now, but an almost fabulous one in 
those days; and a very grievous burden, 
although the family owned vast estates 
in Scotland, extending from one end of 
the kingdom to the other.

These charges, placed on the property 
so long ago, were not entirely cleared off 
from what remained of their lands until 
the marriage of the present earl to the 
daughter and heiress of the exceedingly 
wealthy Thomas Edwards of Brinknash 
Park, Gloucestershire. Then possession 
of the Leslie House property, which had 
been in alien hands for more than two 
centuries was resumed.

The Leslie family is descended from 
Berthold Leslie, who was one of the 
principal Magyar magnates who escorted 
Queen Marguerite from Hungary to Scot­
land in 1607, during the • reign of King 
Malcolm I.

Fredericton, April 18—The most import­
ant item in the estimates—$270,000 for 
roads and bridges—caused a sharp debate 
in the legislature this afternoon and re­
sulted in an tftter repudiation of the “pub- 
lic-Work-by-public-tender" policy of the 
ijyyernment which was emphasized so 

rongly by them when in opposition, 
'ïhis declaration came from Chief Com­

missioner Morrissy, of the public works 
department. He was also forced to 
acknowledge that after deducting $58,000 
to repay the deficit and $130,000 already 
spent there would only remain $84,000 to 
upend during the balance of the year until 
Oct. 31, upon the roads and bridges of the 
province, as compared with over $270.000 
spent last year outside of the amount of 
vbAuipficit.

The amount expended upon public works 
down to the date the session opened was 
$198,000 and of this amount Chief Morrissy 
said about $125,000 or $130,000 was for 
roads and bridges.

This brought the sharp rejoinder from 
Mr. Copp that there must have been an 
enormous array of unpaid bills on Oct. 31 
last, in spite of the assertions of the gov­
ernment to the contrary.

It was surely a triumphant session for 
the opposition. Never was criticism so 
weakly replied to; never did the govern- 
nent show up in a worse light than this 
iftemoon when their broken pledges and 
their altered policy upon- which they ob­
tained power was ruthlessly laid bare by 
the" opposition leader and members. 

Messrs. Tweeddale, Upham, LaBillois, 
’ger, Byrne, Burchill, Bentley, all took 

•art in the debate and strongly urged that 
here should be reform.

As she came up with the 
Titanic's position Captain Moore had his 
lifeboats swung out from their davits 
ready to lower away and the gangway 
lowered over the side ready to take on 
any passengers that might be found.

At the ocean grave of the Titanic at 
one time w-aie the Mount Temple. I ar- 
pathia, California and German steamer 
Burmah. The Mount Temple picked up 
the following message from the Titanic 
to the Olympic: "We are putting the wo­
men off in boats." .The steamer Frank­
furt asked the Titanic: “What is the 
matter,” and the reply cams .hack : e
have struck an iceberg and. are sinking ; 
tell captain to come,” .

After cruising about the vicinity for 
some time the Mount Temple proceeded 
on her way. Captain Moore said that in 
all his experience he had never 
much ice so far south. Before he receiv­
ed the call for help from the Titanic he 
was in a course clear of ice, but in the 
locality where the big lindr> foundered 
there were gigantic bergs and the heaviest 
kind of field ice. While going to the 
Titanic men were kept in the 
“crow's nest" and every point of vantage 
scanning the ocean for signs of the ill- 
fated liner or her boats. The commander 
and his officers used their glasses continu­
ously. “In fact, our eyes were sore fiqom 
looking,” said Captain Moore. ,

Within fifty miles of the giant Titanic 
when she sent out calls for succor before 
being engulfed in mid ocean, and one of 
the first to go to the doomed liner, the C. 
P. R. liner Mount Témple, Captain Moore, 
arrived here at noon today from London 
and Antwerp with a graphic account of 
the race to aid the ill fated White Star 
monster.

Captain Moore said that ii was about 
12.30 when his Marconi operator picked 
up the “C. Q. D.” call for help. The first 

! call was “We have struck iceberg, come to 
our assistance at once.”
Temple was put about at once and with all 
possible speed headed for the Titanic, her 
position having been indicated in the first 
message.

In reply to a message sent by the Car- 
pathia, the Mount Temple heard the Ti­
tanic reply: “We want all the help we 
can get.” To get to the position of tlie 
Titanic the- Mount Temple had to go 
through an immense field of ice with 

j more than fifty bergs. As Captain Moore 
j had about 1,600 people aboard, including 
! crew, the undertaking was a hazardous 
j one', in fact they were compelled to stop 
for a time. About 4,30 in the morning 
the Mount Temple arrived at the posi­
tion of the Titanic to find her gone, 
j. The Carpathia was sighted on the other 
side of a row of bergs and she advised the 
Mount Temple that she had picked up

AI , yThe Kindergartens
There are now 125 pupils enrolled in the 

three kindergartens in St.. John, and about 
150 pass through them each year. Th^ 
cost of maintaining them is about $15 per 
pupil. A statement issued to show the 
cost of kindergartens in Massachusetts puts 
it down at $18.67 per pupil, while the cosfr 
of education in the puolic schools of the 
state is $30.53. St. Louis spends $16.12 per 
kindergarten child. Forty Massachusetts 
cities and towns maintain 300 public kind­
ergartens, containing 18,000 children, at 
a total cost of $336.000, which is $1,120 per 
kindergarten of sixty children. Of the 
work of the kindergarten a Boston public 
school teacher says:—

“Kindergarten children show a higher 
mbral development than those who come 
directly from the home. They are more 
polite, more orderly, show a greater sense 
of the rights and property of others, show 
more self-control, are more independent, 
feel the need of working in harmony, and 
show more often the desire to know and 
choose the right.”
