FAIRVILLE, N. B„ Juna 11. 
To the Editor Times-Sfar:

Sir,—Now that the Douglas av­
enue crossing matter Is up again in 
the Council for discussion, if space 
will be allowed, I 'would like to say 
something in support of carrying 
out the overhead bridge Idea, at 
Falrville, Douglas avenue and Mill 

1 street crossings, and also at the Sand 
Cove Road crossing, where a serious 
accident was barely averted last 
Sunday, the train men being so 
shocked by the close shave that they 
gave warning through the press that 
legal proceedings will be taken 
against any parties who fall to take 
the necessary precautions In ap­
proaching this dangerous crossing.

The Falrville, Douglas avenue and 
Mill street crossings are practically 
on the same thoroughfares, and con­
sequently the Improvement In traf­
fic conditions which would be 
brought about by overhead bridges 
are almost equally needed, and the 
natural features of the ground at 
each of these crossings are favorable 
to carrying out the overhead bridge 
plan at a reasonable cost. From 
time to time more or less serious ac­
cidents have happened at these 
crossings, and serious accidents 
have been quite frequently averted, 
like that at the Sand Cove crossing 
last Sunday. Thus showing beyond 
doubt that a strong element of 
danger Is present, all the time, apart

New highway and railway bridges 
have been put in at the Falls, and the 
laying of water supply and sewerage in.
