5. Four Lodge Charters were cancelled during the year, leaving 210 
lodges in the Dominion, 5 in South Africa. Strong effort is being 
made to revive Lodge Vancouver, with every prospect of 
The action of the Executive in opening lodge charters in sever.'1 
districts has greatly assisted weak lodges, thereby placing them 
more solid basis, and resulting in bringing back a large number of lapsed 
members.

6. Number of members initiated 1,749, an increase of 540 over last 
year, number in good standing 10,851, an increase over last report of 
o35, with several lodge returns not received when the books were closed, 
7,725 members were clear on the lodge books on the 31st of December, 
an increase of 258 over last year ; 1,461 were owing less than three 
months, being 150 fewer than last year; 1,665 were owing less 
than sixteen weeks, an increase of 227. There are 1039 members 
owing over 16 weeks ; this number is reduced since the close of the 
year. Present membership after deducting 926, (many of whom 
kept on the lodge books for two or three years), 12,094, with several 
lodges to hear from. There are 204 honorary members, and 5,052 
White Rose Degree members.

7. Amount of cash received by subordinate lodge secretaries, 
$75,960.55 ; paid for sick benefits $22,734.23 ; paid doctors $13,756.54 ; 
cash in bank and other securities $53,226.95, an increase of $4,004,91 ; 
in hand of lodge treasurers $7,912.81; liabilities $4,053,74 ; manage­
ment $21,196.90 ; total funds of the lodges $57,332.64, an improve­
ment of $5,075.89 over last report.

8. This is beyond doubt the result of the change in the laws from 
twenty-six weeks to sixteen weeks passed two years ago, affecting 
arrears and benefits. It is proposed to go back to the old law, that, 
certainly would not be in the interest of the society.

1. Receipts during the year are $226.68; re Portsmouth Lodge, 
$32.00; Bank interest, $35.01 ; making a total added to the 
balance last year of $1,428.47. The expenditure consists largely of 
of paying liabilities which accrued during the past three years, viz, 
Lodge Yorkshire, legal, $148.90; Lodge Denbigh, legal, $40.00 ; 
Lodge Britannic, secretary’s shortage, $40.15; Lodge Portsmouth, 
legal, $8.00. The case in connection with Lodge Portsmouth is being 
settled, the Executive in the meantime carrying the lodge so as to 
keep them in good standing, the March quarter will more than 
remove the liability.

2. I am pleased to report that the year has passed without auy 
direct claim being made on the guarantee. Some difficulty occurred in 
Lodge Victoria’s Jubilee, which caused an investigation to be made by 
the District Deputy, and your agent for Quebec, after a good deal of 
careful and patient work, the district officers, assisted by the lodge 
officers succeeded in arriving at a satisfactory basis, and the amount 
in dispute was paid and handed over to the lodge.

3. There is a claim in connection with Lodge Lichfield which 
will have to be settled, your Executive has been trying to trace the 
late Secretary. The claim arises out of the Secretary’s shortages, the 
chief difficulty, no doubt, is the result of careless auditing ; if the 
auditors had done their work properly, the amount could not have 
been so large. The practice of members paying secretaries without 
having proper receipts is unwise, and should be discouraged.

4. I desire once again to impress upon the officers of subordinate 
lodges the importance of selecting the very best members for auditors, 
it very often happens that the most qualified members to audit the 
books have been elected to other offices, and consequently debarred 
by the Constitution from holding non-Executive office, there can be no 
reasonable objection to any officer, being an auditor, except the Presi­
dent Secretary Treasurer and Trustees. This is a very important 
matter and deserves serious consideration. The following is a state­

INCOME.
1. The receipts from Capitation Tax, $4,181.00 is a slight ncrease 

over last report. Cash sales, $2,689,16 shews an increase of over four 
hundred dollars, though part of this amount is unpaid. Total cash 
receipts for the year, exclusive of $486.99, ten per cent. Beneficiary 
expenses and $162.65 Anglo Saxon, is $6,214.20. This is $150.00 less 
than last year.

GENERAL EXPENDITURE.
2. The General Expenditure embraces cost of last Grand

Lodge meeting at Peterboro, $327.06 ; opening New Lodges, $219.34 ; 
Supreme officers official visits, $263.00; Executive meetings, $251.00;

Brethren,—We, your Supreme Grand Auditors, beg to report as

i) follows :
e

1. After having carefully examined the books, vouchers and 
other securities in the possession of the Sup feme Grand Secretary, 
and the Supreme Grand Treasurer, we have duly certified that the 
various statements are correct.

Ï. We beg to report that the Supreme Grand Treasurer and 
Secretary are under bonds to the Society of $1,000 each in the 
London Guarantee.

3. We beg to call attention to the large reduction in the Reserve 
Fund of the Funeral Department during the past two years, and that 
the Grand Lodge receipts for the same period are not sufficient to 
meet the expenses of these departments.

4. We desire to call your attention that in many instances lodge 
secretaries are not prompt in sending their lodge returns to the 
Supreme Grand Secretary, especially the quarterly and annual 
returns. This causes delay in making up the Grand Lodge books ; 
entails extra work and increases the expenses of the Secretary’s 
department.

5. We have examined very carefully the stock and supplies of 
Grand Lodge, and estimated the value of such so as to meet ordinary 
depreciation of same during the coming year.

ti. We regret to report that lodges generally do not purchase 
their supplies from Grand Lodge. As the profit of these sales are 
credited to meet the expenses of Grand Lodge we urge more loyal 
support in this matter.

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Memorial from Lodge Gaixsboro, Burk’s Falls.

March 6, 1897.
To the Committee of Apiieah, Supreme Grand Lodge, S. O. E. B. S.

Lodge Gainsboro has lost at least fifty dollars in lodge dues, which 

were on the books and otherwise would have been paid, owing to the 
destruction of the lodge books, to say nothing about the expense of a 
new set of books, etc.

Therefore, in view of the foregoing circumstances, we would ask 
that the funeral claim for the death of the treasurer’s wife of Gainsboro 
Lodge be paid by the Supreme Grand Lodge.

Bro. Hilliar is an old member of Gainsboro Lodge, and has always 
paid bis dues promptly, which are twenty-five cents per week, so that 
he should receive the funeral benefit as quickly as possible.

If our lodge has to pay this claim it will take about all of 
funds, and that is not the worst part of it ; we fear it would be the 
means of breaking up our lodge, as well as doing the Order a great 
injury in the northern districts.

If you take a favorable view of this matter, we feel safe in assuring 
j ou that our members will pull together in a manner they have never 
done before, and that our returns hereafter will always be in promptly. 
It is almost impossible for members of the town and city lodges to 
conceive of the obstacles to be overcome, but think enough has been 
written to show the need of favorable consideration and help, to extri­
cate our lodge from its unfortunate position.

Worthy Brethren,—The undersigned Presidents and Past Presi­
dents of Lodges Halifax, 150, Chebucto 223, and Dartmouth, 228 beg 
to convey to you fraternal greetings.

As this part of the jurisdiction is at such a great distance from the 
headquarters of the Order, and from the places where the sessions of 
Supreme Grand Lodge are usually held it is almost impossible for us to 
send a representative to the sessions of that body.

We have therefore been directed by a joint meeting of the Lodges 
named to address you in this manner, and trust that our communication 
may have your earnest attention.

The members of the Order in this Province have noticed with 
regret that our Order does not seem to be spreading in these Eastern 
Provinces with that rapidity which it should in a country which is full 
of Englishmen ; and that the progress of this Order cannot be compared 
with that of other bodies of a similar character. That this is so is due 
in our opinion, not to any lack of interest on the part of the member' 
ship here, but rather to the fact that other orders have been promoted 
by active agency work, and a corresponding outlay of money while 
ours has been left to grow as best it might, and has therefore spread 
only as the individual members Java been able to bring it before their 
friends. And while the members of the Order are willing to do all that 
they can to promote our principles, yet there are none who can afford 
to leave their employment or business, or to incur the 
expenses, sufficiently to do the work which is necessary to spread the 
Order in these Provinces ; and we are therefore of the opinion that the 
Supreme <.rand Lodge should either send a lecturer, who would devote
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all his time, for a considerable period, to o nization work ; or, failing 
that, that our District Deputies be empo .red to do any work they 
in this direction, the Supreme Grand Lodge being responsible for their 
time and expenses. We are confident that such a course would pay 
for itself in a short time.

It is true that we have had some official visits from Supreme Grand 
Lodge officers, at a considerable expense to the Order; but we respect­
fully submit that these visits have been of little practical value, and 
we believe that the funds of Grand Lodge could be used to better 
advantage in the direction we have pointed out.

In conclusion, we trust that the next session of your honorable 
body may be fixed for a place more easily accessible to members in 
this part of the Dominion ; and if you should see fit to come to Halfax 
we can assure you of a hearty welcome.

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Benefit Society in Manitoba and the Northwest is respectfully sub­
mitted for your consideration and that of the Supreme Grand Lodge in 
Session.

The Supervisory District Deputy for Manitoba having considered 
it advisable, in the interests of the Order, to summon the chief officers 
of the Manitoba Lodges and delegates appointed by the membership 
to a conference for the purpose of taking into consideration the present 
State of the Order, with a view to its development and increase of 
membership. The conference accordingly assembled in Sons of Eng­
land Hall, in the City of Winnipeg, on the evening of the 25th ultimo, 
when it was found that there were present representatives from all the 
Winnipeg lodges ; also the Carman District, proxies being appointed 
from the membership of the Winnipeg lodges for all lodges not having 
direct representation.

The Supervisory D. 1)., Bro. Rev. Canon Coombs, acting as Presi­
dent, called the assembly to order and explained the reasons for sum­
moning the conference, and after the usual routine business a resolution 
was unanimously passed endorsing the principle of a District Council 
on the lines set forth in the amendments to the Constitution.

A sub-committee was then appointed to draft By-laws for submis­
sion to the Supreme Grand Lodge, whicli committee concluded its 
labors at two subsequent sittings, a copy of the By-laws resulting from 
their deliberations for the government of the proposed District Council 
being attached.

“ It maybe noticed that our By-laws do not in any degree increase 
our authority, our special requirements demanding exceptional legisla­
tion being only in respect to extent of Territory and the consequent 
expense involved.

“Owing to the limited number of Lodges in the Province it would 
be impossible at present to form a District Council outside the City of 
Winnipeg, and the members of the conference consequently considered 
it desirable to propose to bring all lodges into touch with the city 
lodges until they were sufficiently numerous to form other and separate 
District Councils.

“ It will further be noticed that the conference desires to make 
provision for the maintenance and government of the Council by a per 
capita levy from the Contingent Fund, but the financial position in 
which many of the lodges are at present will make it impossible to 
raise a sufficient amount to defray the expense of a Council covering

es-
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so large an area of territory, as it would be necessary to have the 
counsel and advice of the various District Deputies at the periodical 
meetings of the Executive Board. The members of the conference, 
therefore, expressed a unanimous desire that the Supreme Grand Lodg 
should take into their serious consideration the question of providing 

method of assisting the expenses of District Deputies, furnishing 
stationery appliances and helping forward in any other way this desir­
able object.

“ With reference to other matters considered at the meeting of the 
conference, having an important bearing on the future welfare of the 
Order, we would particularlydraw attention to the resolution embodied 
in the general report of the proceedings relating to an official Organizer, 
believing that the appointment of such an officer is an absolute 
necessity.”
