Practieally, the only
eseape from it is in municipal owner-
ship.

What is true of the telephome busi-
ness is equally true of the gas and elee-
tris light and street railway companies.

There is no more sense in having the
streets torn up by competing gas eom-
panies than there is in having the ecity
disfigured by the poles and wires of com-
peting telephone eompanies. One com-
pany ean perform the work better than
