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(From Monday’s Daily.) 
Indicating an early intention on the 

part of the B. C. Electric Railway 
Company to extend its system in a 
northerly direction, serving Cordova 
Bay and the Saanich peninsula, is the 
announcement made on excellent au­
thority that the company is acquiring 
large sections of property in that lo­
cality. Forty acres of the most valu­
able portion of the land at Cordova 
Bay hâve passed within a week, it is 
reported, into the hands of the com­
pany. Official confirmation of this 
could not be obtained to-day, as A. T. 
Gowar’d, ldcST manager of the B. C. 
Electric Railway Company, is but of 
town.

Those well-informed as to the situ­
ation, however, say there can be no 
doubt whatever that a move of this 
sort is contemplated, and they add that 
it is practically decided that the street 
railway will be extended out Quadra 
street to connect with what is termed 
“the new road" leading directly to Cor­
dova Bay. It is known also that 
parties, presumably acting for . thé 
company, have been very active lately 
in acquiring property at North Saan­
ich, in some instances offering as hig^i 
as $600 per acre for the same.

That the street car company should 
have an eye on Cordova Bay is re­
garded as one of the inevitable de­
velopments in connection with the 
growth and expansion of Victoria. The 
Bay is one of the prettiest spots on 
the whole Pacific coast and is an ideal 
place for a summer resort. It has leng 
been popular with Victorians and each 
summer has found many campers 
there. The bay is the largest of the 
indentations on the coast line in the 
neighborhood of Victoria and in its 
attractive features as a. popular, resort

Some are of the opinion 
that it is merely anticipating the in­
tention of the company to undertake 
next year, when ample power facilities 
will be available, the extension of 
branch lines in every direction. Others 
believe that it presages some move on 
the part of the Canadian Northern 
Railway Company to gain entrancé to 
Vancouver Island by way. of North 
Saanich. There can be no doubt what­
ever that some scheme fraught with 
great importance to Victoria and the 
neighboring municipality is under way, 
as real estate is being bought up rapid­
ly by agents of powerful capitalists.

Salt Lake City, Utah, April 18.—The 

steel framework of the Utah hotel, a 
13-story building in course of construc­
tion, was dynamited early to-day. The 
explosion shattered windows in several 
nearby blocks and scores of panic- 
stricken persons rushed to the streets 
in their night clothing.

Directors of the company have of­
fered a big reward for the dynamiters.

The explosion hurled steel beams into 
' the air and dropped them like straws 
into the streets, on nearby buildings 
and back into the twisted mass of 
girders.

The roof of the Utah state bank was 
riddled and crushed by the falling 
beams. Several persons in a nearby 
apartment house had narrow escapes 
from death.

The forces of. the explosion was so 
great that telephone operators in- a 
branch building two blocks away from 
the hotel were thrown from their 
chairs. Telegraph and telephone’lines 
adjacent to the building were put out 
of commission.

Shortly before . the explosion the 
watchmen reported that they had seen 
two men emerge from the shadows of 
the framework and run at top speed.. 
The watchmen said they started ill- 
pursuit and. they believe that to this 
fact they owe their lives.

Labor disputes have marked the. en­
tire period of construction and several 
men are reported to have been attacked 
because they worked on the building 
after the Jones Construction Company 
had declared for- “open shop.”

The steel structure had reached a. 
height of eight stories.

Defect in Locomotive Causes Accident

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Monterey, Maxlco, April 18.—An anti­
quated locomotive exploded in the 
yards of the National Railway of 
Mexico here Saturday, Instantly killing 
eleven employees of the road. Others 
were horribly injured, but it is expected 
the engineer, G. S. Monaghan, will re­
cover.

The screwing down of the safety 
valve to the engine after it had been 
run out of the roundhouse caused the 
explosion. Engineer Monaghan told 
that the steam gauge was not working 
properly after he left the roundhouse 
and a mechanic climbed to tl\e boiler 
deck to examine the safety valve. An 
instant later fragments of human bod­
ies and twisted bits of engine were 
hurled high in the air. The front end 
of the boiler was blown .more than a 
hundred feet down the track, leaving 
death in its wake.

Providence, R. I., April 18.—Senator 

Nelson W. Aldrich will retire at the 
end of his present term. Under no cir­
cumstances will he be a candidate for 
re-election. The announcement was 
made to-day by General Brayton, 
known as the Republican boss of the 
state. General Brayton declares that 
ill-health is the cause of the senator’s 
determination to retire.

General Bray ton ’s~ announcement is 
considered authoritative. Aldrich has 
refused, as yet, to make any statement, 
other than he would fight for re-elec­
tion If the fight against him in con­
gress continued, or if a fight were 
started against him in Rhode Island.

General Brayton’s announcement is 
taken to mean that an understanding 
has been reached by Republican lead­
ers in the state, and that Senator Al­
drich will be allowed to retire without 
any movement against him, but with 
the endorsement of his party here.

The retirement of Aldrich will take 
from the senate one of the most strik­
ing. figures in recent years, and the 
man generally conceded -to have the 
greatest influence in the "upper house 
of congress. He is considered as the 
dictator of the recent tariff bill as it 
passed the senate.

The passengers were not hurt. The 
engine and the baggage, mail, library 
and two Pullman cars jumped the 
track. The rest of the -train remained 
on the rails.

Railroad men here declare after an 
examination that the wreck of Illinois 
Central No. 2 was the work of train 
wreckers.

The men who examined the tracks 
whêre the accident occurred, declare 
that the fishplates which hold the rail 
end together had been removed. The 
rails, they believe, were loosened. It 
is believed that the wreck was the 
work of train robbers, and that the 
men responsible for it are in the vicin­
ity of the accident.

PROPOSE TO BUILD
UNIVERSITY AT CALGÀRY(From Monday’s Daily.X

It is anticipated that Angus Smith, 
city engineer, will submit his report o’n 
the condition of th< Smith’s Hill reser­
voir at this evening’s meeting of the 
city council. For thé past two weeks 
Mr. Smith has been engaged in the 
investigation and has submitted the big 
basin to a series of tests in order to 
disclose the weak places which are re­
sponsible for the leakages. Many 
practical men have long held the 
theory that it is not so much the bot­
tom of the reservoir that is faulty, as 
the sides, and as supporting the cor­
rectness of this reasoning they point 
out that as the tank is gradually ailed 
the rate of leakage increases material­
ly. Mr. Smith has gone inter this phase 
of the matter very carefully. His re­
port is awaited with the keenest in­
terest not only by citizens generally 
but by the mayor and council, who are 
anxious to proceed with the work of 
repair with all possible speed. In this 
connection it may be recalled that the 
assistant city engineer, G. H. Bryson, 
has already reported on the reservoir, 
estimating the cost, of repair at $30,000.

Another matter of importance which 
is expected to come before the board 
this evening is that of the widening of 
Fort street,,between Douglas and Cook. 
A number of tile property 
opposeil to the scheme and will hand 
in a petition against it. This petition 
goes first to the city assessor, Wm. W. 
Northcott, and if he has received it in 
time he will be able to report at this 
evening’s meeting, as to whether the 
petition contains names representing a 
majority of the assessed value to stop 
the work.

Popular expectation is, that a lively 
debate will ensue when the proposed 
amendments to the liquor by-law come 
to be considered. A great deal of op­
position has developed to the proposals, 
especially to the clause fixing the clos­
ing hour of all bars and restaurants 
for the sale of liquor at 11 p. m„ in­
stead of midnight, in the case of sa­
loons and hotels, at present. The 
hotel amj restaurantkeepers are up in 
arms over the proposal, and as a 
number of the aldermen are also op­
posed to the amendments, it is no„t im­
probable that the by-law will fail to 
pass the board.

London, April 16.—Premier Asquith’s 

proposal for disposing of the budget 
of 1909-10 by allowing only a little over 
a week for discussion will meet with 
uncompromising opposition from the 
Unionists. It is reported also that the 
Nationalists are not inclined to sup­
port the government. According to the 
present programme the Commons on 
April 13th will be asked to pass a mo­
tion for closuring various stages of the 
discussion without knowing what al­
terations, if any, will be introduced 
into the new bill.

It was disclosed during a discussloif 
at Friday's meeting of the streets, 
sewers and bridges committee of the 
city council that it is the intention of 
Mayor Morley to arrange to submit t > 
the ratepayers at an early date a 
series of money by-laws—chief among 
which will be measures providing for 
loans for the Sooke Lake scheme, for 
the extension of the sewerage system 
and the improvements of .the trunk 
roads. The one matter which presses 
for attention more than another is that 

' of the extension of the sewerage sys­
tem. The city is expanding so rapidly 
in every direction that new mains 
jnust be laid, and in several cases 
where the property owners have ap­
plied for the same, important works 
of local improvemeht have had to be 
postponed in consequence of the in­
ability o.f the council to proceed with 
the laying down of new sewers.

Water Commissioner Raymur anil 
City Engineer Bryson submitted re­
ports in writing at Friday’s meet­
ing explanatory of what had occurred 

’ on Michigan street in respect to the 
tearing up of that thoroughfare, after 
the same haul been macadamized, for 
the purpose of laying down water con­
nections. The whole thing had ap­
parently been the result of a misunder­
standing and on the assurance from 
both officials that it was not likely to 
occur again, it was allowed to drop.

It was decided to proceed with the 
work on Amphion street, petitioned for 
by the property owners on the local 
improvement system.

The city engineer was instructed to 
proceed with the rock-surfacing of 
Fernwood road from Denman street to 
Çedar Hill road, the matter of putting 
in sewerage connection to lay in abey­
ance.

City Engineer Smith was instructed

New Orleans, La., April 16.—Several 

deaths are reported as a result of a 
second heavy storm which swept Mis­
sissippi, Louisiana, Arkansas and 
Tennessee early to-day. The storm fol­
lowed one which occurred late yester­
day and did considerable damage.

Jackson, thé capital of Mississippi, is 
cut off from communication to-day. 
At 10 o'clock last night a brief 
bulletin was sent out saying a tornado 
had struck the city. Since then no word 
has come from it.

More than 100 miles of wire are down 
in the Jackson region, and it Is feared 
that the storm which struck there has 
played havoc not only in the city itself, 
but in the surrounding community.

The first storm, which swept the 
states affected late last night, did 
heavy damage. Railroads have been 
washed out, telegraph and telephone 
wires are down, isolated plantations 
wrecked, and many of the smaller 
towns and cities heavily damaged.

Como. Marigold and Jonestown, Miss., 
were struck by the full force of the 
storm! Houses were unrodfed and some 
were lifted from their foundations.

The storm which was at first a vio­
lent gale, developed later Into a driving 
rain which added to the heavy damage 
wrought by the wind. In some regions 
five Inches of water fell. Streams to­
day are out of their banks. Live stock 
has been killed and the farms-and plan­
tations are heavy- sufferers.

The first: storm did the most dam­
age in Mississippi, Tennessee, Eastern 
Arkansas and Kentucky. The second 
storm covered a wider area, sweeping 
through Louisiana,

The second storm was preceded by a 
brisk wind which rose to a gale, and 
further damage to houses and telegraph 
and telephone wires followed.
' Before the second storm broke, re­
ports of alarming conditions the 
storm swept regions caused grave" ap­
prehension. It is feared that a num­
ber of persons have been Injured in 
falling buildings.

A resolution approving of the action 
of the Dominion government in ap­
pointing a commission to inquire into 
the progress of technical education, 
was unanimously adopted by the board 
of trade at its quarterly meeting on 
Friday.

A. W. McCurdy drew the attention 
of the board to the matter.' Having 
read some extracts from the speech of 
Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, announc­
ing the government's intention, Mr. Mc­
Curdy said:

"It seems to me this action is a move 
in the right direction arid especially ap­
plicable to the province of British 
Columbia, which is a new province, rich 
in natural resources and with harbors 
open all the year. The sooner we 
get young men and women trained 
along technical lines the more rapidly 
will our province be developed along 
all the lines of progress. When the 
commission is appointed we should wel­
come them to British Columbia and to 
Victoria to study our needs, and with 
this in view I beg to more the follow­
ing resolution:

“ ‘The Victoria board of trade desires 
to express its approval of the appoint­
ment by the Dominion government of 
a commission to visit all parts of Can­
ada and report upon the advisability 
of establishing technical schools in 
every province of the Dominion.’ ”

C. H. Lugrin referred to the great 
benefit of . technical education in Ger­
many and to the benefits found in On­
tario. British Columbia was peculiar­
ly a country where something of the 
kind was needed, and if such a system 
could be devised it would do great good.

F. A. Paulinq thought that a system 
of technical education throughout the 
Dominion would greatly lessen the 
pressure on the high schools in all the 
provinces. It would be found that hun­
dreds of young people would avail 
themselves of the opportunity to at­
tend such a course and fit themselves 
for a life of industry. Nothing the gov­
ernment could do would so benefit the ‘ 
country as the establishment of a tech­
nical educational system.

The resolution was unanimously 
adopted.

A well known building contractor 
said to the Times this morning: "The 
action of the city council in authorizing 
the use of broken rock in lieu of sand 
is quite indefensible. This material 
is costing the city $1.80 per yard, while I 
gravel can be obtained by any private 
contractor in any quantity for $1.40 per 
yard. This makes a difference in 
favor of the gravel of 40 cents per 
square yard. But this is not all. 
Crushed rock requires to be mixed be­
fore using with one-half a yard more 
of sand than gravel requires. This 
costs 60 cents. Then It costs a fur­
ther 10 cents to wheel and lmix the 
crushed rock, making the total extra 
cost of the crushed rock over gravel 
of $1.10 per square yard.”

Devonshire in 1899 and educated there. 
He was ordained as deacon in 1860 and 
priested In 1861 by the Bishop of Co­
lombo. The early years of his minis­
terial life were spent tn Ceylon, where 
he was warden of St. Thomas Theologi­
cal College, and private and examining 
chaplain to the Bishop of Colombo. He 
subsequently entered at St. Mary’s 
Hall, Oxford, graduating as B.A. in 
1867 and proceeding to his master’s de­
gree in 1871. For some years he was 
vice-principal and lecturer in science 
at St. Peter’s College, Peterborough, 
Engltnd. In 1876, the late bishop ac­
cepted the presidency of the University 
of King's College, Windsor, N. S., and 
was appointed a canon 
cathedral. The following year he re­
ceived the degree of D.C.L. from that 
university, at the head of which he re­
mained until 1885. He was then ap­
pointed as organizing secretary of the 
S.P.G; for the diocese of Manchester 
and retained that position for ten 
years. On the death of Bishop of Sil- 
letoe, Dr. Dart was selected by the 
Archbishop of Canterbury as second 
bishop of New Westminster. His ap­
pointment was recommended by a com­
mittee consisting of Bishop Perrin (Co­
lumbia), Bishop Ridley (Caledonia), 
Bishop Temple (London), and the 
Bishop of Manchester, the diocese hav­
ing delegated its authority to them as 
the result of a deadlock.

Winnipeg, April 15.—The Free Press 

presents the first report of the season 
of 1Ô10 showing the amount of seeding 
done and general conditions on April 
14th throughout the three western 
provinces.

Some 225 inquiries were sent out and 
some 175 replies have been received by 
wire. These are well distributed over 
the entire grain growing sections, and 
give a fair idea of conditions as a 
whole. The reports show the following 
points of special interest :

Seeding is fully one month earlier 
than 1909, the seed bed is in good coe­
dition and only one or two points are 
actually in need of rain. There has 
been more careful cultivation than 
usual, tending to conserve the moist­
ure in the soil. Some sections show 
wheat up four inches, while a number 
of points have wheat well above 
ground. The increase in wheat acre­
age will be large, running from 10 per 
cent, in Manitoba to 40 per cent, in 
Alberta. There will be practically np 
increase in the oat acreage, indeed 
when the seed is all in there may be a 
slight decrease. Flax is not being sown 
to such an extent as might have been 
expected, probably due to the diffi­
culty of securing seed. The increase in 
acreage of this grain will be mainly 
confined to districts. Four large areas 
are being broken by steam, and will be 
put in on spring breaking. The seeding 
conditions throughout the country are 
not only satisfactory, they are excep­
tionally promising.

It has for a long time been quite ap­
parent. to all who have business in the 
Land Registry Office that the quarters 
allotted to Mr. Wootton and his staff 
have become quite inadequate.

Hansen was unable to retain his hold 
on the keel of the craft and was 
washed off and drowned in sightzof his 
despairing companion.

Clootetil, however, stuck to the 
boat, though he had little hope of 
rescue. Twelve hours passed—and then 
the castaway was sighted from the' 
deck of the Orion, which was out seek­

Hydraulics, civil engineering and the 

computation of tide-tables all entered 
into the case of Oliphant vs. city when 
the hearing was resumed before Mr. 
Justice Gregory this morning. It is 
not likely that the case will be con­
cluded until to-morrow.

C. H. Topp, the late city engineer, 
was in the box all morning, and was 
examined- by J. A. Aikman, for the 
plaintiff, as to the gradual increase in 
the amount of work the sewers are- 
being made to do, over and above what 
they were planned to do in the dis­
posal of sewage alone.

Many of the sewers and drains car­
rying surface water had been turned 
into the Cook street sewer and surface 
drain, but these had been disconnected, 
and Cook street surface drain now took 
in the drain coming down Fort street 
from Harrison street and laterals. Sev­
eral overflows had been put in some 
years ago as a safeguard in case of 
exceptional rainfall to relieve the sep­
arate sewer system should it become 
overcharged.

In the fall of 1909, before the flood­
ing, Mr. Topp said, Mr. Oliphant came 
to him and complained that water from 
the park was being drained down on 
his property. His reply was that If 
this was so it was without his knowl­
edge. Explaining part of his previous 
.evidence Mr. Topp said the new surface 
drain on Cook street” was connected 
up with the. old drain before the flood­
ing complained of, but the laterals to 
relieve Mr. QHphant’s property were 
not put in. None of the laterals to 
drain Cook street property had yet 
been put in. •

To W. J. Taylor. K.C., Mr. Topp said 
there had never been any complaints 
until this of Mr. Oliphant’s. There had 
been less damage from flooding here 
than in a great many other cities.

To Mr. Aikman he said the overflows

For the 
payment of amounts under a hundred 
dollars they are more convenient than 
bills, and can be carried because there 
is not the same Opportunity for 
germs to cjing to them as in the case 
of anoient bank notes. As gold is the 
basis of currency and all credit re­
volves on it like an inverted cone, the 
circulation, of a quantity of gold will 
have a beneficial effect on financial 
conditions.

The Minister of Finance took care to 
include a clause which will authorize 
the purchase of bullion, or raw gold, 
by drawing on thé consolidated rev­
enue fund. By the bill, a man has to 
take any amount of gold In payment 
of a debt. The British sovereign and all 
other gold coins made at the Royal 
mint are made legal tender In Canada 
for $4.86 2-3 and will pass current for 
proportionate sums in the currency of 
Canada. The rates at which the gold 
coins of other countries shall be made 
legal tender in Canada in future will 
be fixed by the Governor in Council. 
The bill reiterates the principle that no 
mutilated or defaced 
legal tender.

The Dominion standard troy ounce is 
to be the standard or weight for the 
new issue of gold coins. In the House 
tiie Minister Was asked to substitute 
the metric for the troy system of 
weight, but he refused on the ground 
thaf it was advisable to follow as 
closely as possible the British method.

That the lifebelts, which were placed 
at the Gorge bridge last summer, but 
which during the winter were removed, 
are again neexled was proved yesterday 
afternoon, when a canoe with two 
small boys in it upset in the tide rip­
ple. The two lads were trying to buck 
the current but it was. running too 
strong for them and as a result when 
in mid stream the canoe turned broad­
side on and capsized. One of the lads 
managed to swim ashore but the other 
hung to the canoe and was taken down 
until the eddy was reached. The boy 
noticing that the canoe was not moving 
struck out for the shore, but he soon 
got into the current again and was 
washed farther down.

It was fortunate for the lad that an­
other canoe was near at hand and the 
occupant of it realizing the danger the 
youth was in proceeded to the rescue 
and secured the boy, who was at this 
time showing signs of exhaustion.

If the lifebelts had been in their 
place some of the witnesses of the 
upsetting could have thrown one to the 
lad while he was in the eddy and 
pulled him ashore instead of .letting 
him drift down. Now that the canoe­
ing season is again on it would be ad­
visable to have the lifebelts again put 
in their place, so as -to avert any ac­
cidents.

Mr. Keith was about fifty years of 
age.

CHINAMAN’fe DEATH.

Dies in Hands of Rescuers After Being 
Taken From Water of Burrard 

Inlet.

Vancouver, April 18.—Although res­
cuers worked on him for over an hour, 
and twice managed to resuscitate him 
to the length that he opened his eye­
lids, Lun Chow, a Chinaman, who only 
entered the Dominion on Friday, fail­
ed to survive a plunge into the Inlet 
on Saturday night from the Princess 
Victoria, and when Dr. McTavlsh 
reached the scene at 8.30 o’clock he 
pronounced him dead.

The details of the man’s drowning 
are very meagre, as it appears that 
only one man, Chief Officer Bennett, 
of the Princess Victoria, saw him in 
the water, and even he did not know 
whether he jumped in or fell In. He 
simply heard a splash and saw the 
man struggling in the water, 
some difficulty he managed to fish him 
out, and with two or three helpers at 
once set to work at restoration.

Detective Macdonald, of the city 
police force, joined them, and toe 
party worked on the Chinaman for 
over an hour. On two occasions it 
appeared as if they would be success­
ful in restoring respiration, for the 
man opened his eyes, but it was ap­
parently his last involuntary move­
ments, for when Dr. McTavish was 
called to the scene he was dead.

tTun Chow, described at 37 years of 
age, and a laborer, only came into the 
country on Friday, arriving at Victoria 
on) the Blue Funnel liner Protesilaus.

"If we come to the conclusion that 
the electrical process may be applied 
to the refractory low-grade ores of 
British Columbia, experiments will be 
carried on in that province; but the 
department of mines desires to have 
a free hand to conduct them wherever 
It Is deemed advisable, because, as I um 
sure you will all agree, the main point 
Is to find the best method by which zinc 
ores can be treated.

"We all earnestly hope- that our in­
vestigations will meet with success."

Court

Vancouver, April 15,—A 
jury returned a verdict of death by 
accidental drowning in the case of 
Angus McLeod, the fisherman from 
halibut steamer Manhattan, whose 
dory was capsized during a squall off 
Graham Island last Saturday morn­
ing. The captain and crew were de­
clared to be free from blame on ac­
count of the accident.

The story of the accident was told 
by Capt. Gott and Messrs. Monro and 
Pedersen, of the ship’s crew. They said 
the Manhattan left North Island early 
on Saturday morning arriving at the 
Ashing grounds about 6 o’clock, when 
the weather was fair. Twelve dories 
were strung out as usual, about an 
eighth of a mile apart, McLeod and his 
partner being second from the 
Capt. Gott went along the line of 
boats several

Vancouver, April 15.—The proceeds 
of the two raids netted the city treas­
ury approximately $1,000 in fines alone. 
In the Richards street case in the po­
lice court W. A. Macdonald, K. C., city 
solicitor, said that he had no further 
evidence to offer and was quite willing 
to rest his case on that already in. J. 
A. Russell, counsel for the two accused 
charged with keeping the gaming 
house, put in no evidence for the de­
fence. He urged that it was a case 
in which even if the men were found 
guilty a fine should, be sufficient. Mr. 
Macdonald agreed to this, as it was 
not like an ordinary gambling case, 
and it had Vkt been shown that any 
attempt was made to lure other peo­
ple into the place. Magistrate Bull 
found both guilty and Imposed a fine 
of $100 in each case, including costs. 
He also ordered the return of the fur­
niture brought front the rooms, except 
the gambling paraphernalia. Three of 
the men found guilty of playing whre 
fined $50 each. One said he had not 
gone in to play, but simply to get a 
gun left there, as he was going north 
fishing. The police produced evidéhee 
to show that he had been caught in 
a gambling raid on a former occa­
sion, and though it was sot shown 
that he was playing in. this instance, 
It was not denied that he was ih the 
room and he was fined $20.

In the lottery case at 32 Hastings 
street a plea of guilty was entered for 
Low Sam and Bing as keepers, and 
they were fined $100 each. Of the 16 
men charged with looking on 14 pleaded 
guilty and were fined $20 each, with the 
exception of a. Japanese named Ruk- 
awa, who was fined $30 for a second 
offence. One pleaded not guilty,

“There Is no harm In lotteries," he 
pleaded; “they often take place In 
church. It isn’t half as bad as real es­
tate.”

The court Informed him that he 
was not charged with playing, but 
simply with being inside and looking 
on, and he was fined the same as the 
others.

Chilliwack, April 15.—At the regular 
meeting of Township council, it was 
agreed by all the members, that a by­
law be submitted to the ratepayers 
asking them to ratify the purchase of 
a rock crusher and a road grading ma­
chine.

On the first run past 
the overturned boat the, high seas swept 
■it beyond the reach of tile rescue 
party and McLeod apparently gave up 
all hope at that instant. The four men 
rowed back against the wind as speed­
ily as possible and took McLeod from 
his- position in the bottom of the boat, 
his arms being fastened tightly in the 
loop of the boat plug. The man was 
then apparently lifeless, but he was 
taken to the setamer and efforts at 
resuscitation kept up for four hours. 
The gear on McLeod’s boat was not 
cut, and it was not thought he had 
many fish on board as the next dory 
took only f.2 fish on the single haul 
made. Notihng was seen of McLeod’s 
mate after the capsizing, and it is 
thought he was immediately washed 
out of the boat.

MILLS HAMPERED BY
LACK OF LABOR

Only Drawback to Steadily Im­
proving Conditions in the 

Lumber Industry
Nelson, April 15.—The lumber situ­

ation throughout the interior of Brit­
ish Columbia as the spring opens out 
shows a very marked change for the 
better. W. A. Anslie, secretary and 
manager of the feountaln Lumber­
men’s Association, with headquarters 
in this city, stated that the only draw­
back at the present time was the dearth 
of common unskilled labor at the saw 
mills of the Interior, covering a wide 
section of the province.

“I am speaking conservatively," he 
said, "when I say that there is steady 
work for from j,000 to 1,500 at the lum­
ber mills at the present time. We 
want white labor and prefer It but find 
it difficult anything like suffi­
cient men. -nF6r common labor, the 
kind nqw wair&d everywhere in the 
district, the wages paid run from $2.25 
to $3.00 and ttië average pay for good 
.men is about $2.75 per day. All the 
sawmills are in operation and very 
many are working night and day, but 
are handicapped by the scarcity of 
common sawmill help offering. If wo 
can get the men quickly there will be 
plenty of work for them this season 
and the lumber mill business will 
boom.”

ALBERTA RAILWAY
INVESTIGATION

Counsel Endeavors to Prove_ 
Construction Co. Controlled" 

Waterway^ Interests

Edmonton, April 16.—W. L. Walsh, 
chief counsel in the Great Waterways 
investigation, at the session yesterday 
went far towards proving his state­
ment that the Great Waterways Rail­
way Co. was a myth, that the Cana­
dian Western Construction Company 
controlled all its interests, and that the 
$50,000 of paid-up stock had been paid 
out again to Clarke for expenses, when 
he produced the minute book of the 
Great Waterways Railway Company, 
and read extracts from minutes of 
meetings held in Edmonton and New 
York.

At the organization meeting of the 
company held in Edmonton in the fall 
of 1908 the $50,000 stock 
scribed as follows: Clarke, $4,000; 
Clarke, $5,000; Wm. Bain, of Winnipeg. 
$1,000; G. D. Minty, $4,000, with A. C. 
Fraser of the Merchants Bank, Edmon­
ton, as manager. A resolution was im­
mediately moved voting Clarke the 
whole $50,000 for fees and expenses in 
connection with securing the special 
act and for the surveys authorized by 
such act. If was further moved by B. 
R. Clarke, .brother of W. R. Clarke, 
that W. R. Clarke receive a salary of 
$25,000 as president of the company. 
B. R. Clarke announced at this Sleet­
ing that he contemplated the forma­
tion of a construction company to 
build the road, and thereupon resigned 
as director and William Bain was 
.elected director in his place. It was 
then moved that a contract be entered 
into with the construction company 
whereby the construction company 
would build the road for the consid­
eration that the railway company "would 
transfer to them all the balance of the 
stock, amounting to $6,950,000, and the 
entire net proceeds of the sale of the 
bonds, also any subsidy that might be 
secured from the Domitiion _ govern­
ment. The construction company was 
to protect the railway company from 
all liability until the completion of the 
road,'when the railway company could 
take it over free from liabilities, save 
that of the bond issue. The agreement 

entered into on November 22nd 
after it was formally authorized at a 
meeting held in New York.

Mr. Walsh stated that he would have 
to wait until the return of A. C. Fra­
ser from the east to verify these state­
ments.

S. B. Woods asked Mr. Walsh to 
read thé clause in the act as to the 
right of the company to transfer their 
rights to the construction company. 
The clause referred to prohibited the 
company from transferring their fran­
chises and powers to any other rail­
way company, but Mr. Walsh deemed 
that this did not affect the transfer 
to the construction company.

Evidence was adduced by Mr. Walsh 
in the shape of letters which showed 
that Cornwall actually acted as Inter­
mediary between Premier Rutherford 
and Clarke’ in furnishing information 
as to the progress of the organization 
of the company and the preparations 
to build the road, although Cornwall 
denied that he had any intention of 
acting is intermediary, and again 
swore that he had no Interest what­
ever in the Great Waterways other 
than his anxiety to get-a road into the 
north. The letters produced showed 
that as early as the fall of 1908 Pre­
mier Rutherford was displaying anxiety 
for the success of the road, and had 
apparently then decided to guarantee 
the bonds, as several letters mentioned 
the confidence which he was placing in

San Francisco Grand Jury Asks

San Francisco, Cal., April 16.—Tho 
San Francisco grand jury has ordered 
an investigation of the high prices of 
foods and supplies, and the probe is 
expected to be fully under way in a 
short time. The Investigation will be 

, aimed at alleged trusts, which the 
grand jury says, according to unoffi­
cial Information that has reached them, 
are said to be operating in violation of 
the Cartwright anti-trust laws.

“I want to know why coal is $17 and 
$18 a ton, and I want to know the rea­
son for the high price of flour,” said 
Foreman Goldman in discussing the 
proposed inquiry. “We are going to 
begin an investigation that will not 
stop until all the trusts have been ex­
ploited."

In the resolution asking.the prosecu­
tor to furnish the desired information 
it was declared the grand jury had 
reason to believe that firms and cor­
porations operating in violation of the 
Cartwright law were responsible for 
boosting the prices of necessities.

The grand jury asks that two addi­
tional assistant prosecuting attorneys 
be appointed to help in the investiga­
tion.

Steamer Princess Ena arrived on Sat­
urday from Alberni where she has 
taken a cargo of supplies for the rail­
way contractors who are building the 
Alberni extensions of the E. & N. She 
took two engines, about 40 dump cars, 
and quantity of steel rails açid a large 
quantity of hay and powder. She found 
the construction gangs waiting for the 
material, the lack of it being one rea­
son why so many men came down on 
tile Tees a few days ago.

While the steamer was at Port Al­
berni a farewell luncheon was given 
to Capt. Whitely, who on Saturday left 
the steamer to take charge of one of 
the other of the company's boats. The 
luncheon was served in fine style at the 
Hotel Somas, the new hostelry in 
which John Virtue, of Oak Bay, is in­
terested. A few short speeches were 
made expressing the regret of the offi­
cers of the Ena at losing their skip­
per, and all sorts of hopes for his fu­
ture success. Capt. Whiteley has been 
on the Princess Ena for several years 
off and on, and Is very popular with 
his fellow officers and crew. His place 
is being taken by Capt. Campbell.

The Princess Ena has now gone to 
Page's logoon to remove the whaling 
plant from that place to the new sta­
tion being established by the Pacific 
Whaling Company at 5tose harbor. 
Very few whales have been taken in 
the Gulf of Georgia recently, and for 
this reason it has been decided not to 
operate there again. In the neighbor­
hood of the Queen Charlottes, how­
ever, the big mammals are said to be 
very numerous. A quantity of lumber 
will also go to Rose Harbor for the 
new buildings which are being erected.

As soon as the whaling plant has 
been delivered the Ena will make a 
number of trips to Prince Rupert with 
heavy bridge material and general sup­
plies for the Grand Trunk Pacific rail­
way. This steel work is very massive, 
and cannot well be handled by the or­
dinary coasting freighter. Some of this 
is for the Kalen Island bridge; every 
piece weighing in the neighborhood of 
ten tons.

There is a larfce amount of freight 
ahead for the Princess Ena, probably 
more than she will be able tq handle.

Austrian Poland consists of the pro­
vinces of Calicia lying between the 
Carpathian mountains and the Russian 
frontier. German Poland consists of 
the extrerfie eastern provinces of Posen 
and Silesia.

Neither coercion 
nor fawning have undermined that 
Polish Nationalist movement, based on 
the passionate attachment of the Poles 
to their national individuality.

Few people believe that the Poles 
have any prospect of realizing their 
aims. At first sight their programme 
seems impossible if not ridiculous. Ger­
many has 4,000,000 soldiers. Russia. and 
Austria 3.000,000 each. These three em­
pires together with 10,000,000 armed men 
would undoubtedly combine to suppress 
a Polish revolution; 
revolutions have been crushed with 
awful severity and terrible slaughter. 

The Poles in it ussia number 6,000,000. 
There are nearly 4,000,000 of them in 
Austria and 
Against their present rulers they ap­
pear to have no chance.

Leaders of the Polish National move­
ment recognize this hopeless numerical 
inferiority, but they base their hopes 
on possible conflicts and changes in 
European politics. Supposing the great 
European powers were plunged into a 
gigantic war the Poles might have an 
Scellent chance of reviving their in­
dependent state amid* the general 'tur­
moil.

With next to no profit on 
my food, I simply have to do a bigger 
business than ever before to make both 
ends meet. But, like every other res- 
tauranter along Broadway, I don’t. 1^ 
don’t know how it’s going to end.

“Five years ago. we consi«U=*ed that 
in view of the terrible1'depreciation of 
restaurant property and wear and tear, 
we were,d£tmg mighty, poor business if 

driclh’t clear 25 per cent profit an­
nually. Now we don’t even make ex­
penses. American canned goods cost 
us 25 per cent more than a year ago. 
Strawberries—the hot-house kind—cost 
us 21 cents a box last year; now we 
pay 50. Asparagus that used to be $6 
a dozen is now $12.

“Transportation rates have increased, 
farmers demand more, and working 
men get more. The woodman who 
cuts down trees gets more. The man 
who makes the trees into boxes gets 
more. The man who packs the straw­
berries in the boxes gets more. The 
man who handles the freight gets more 
—the restaurant peeper gets soaked, 
and the public gets the strawberries at 
the same price it has always paid.

“While labor is constantly demand­
ing more money, it never stops to think 
that every time it insists on a raise in 
Wages it adds to its own cost of living. 
Farm hands want more money. It is 
given them. The farmer accordingly 
charges more for his vegetables. The 
fa&n hand has to buy tliem, and he has 
to pay more. So you see his advance 
hasn’t done him any good. It is the 
same in every business. If labor gets 
more money, the employers are com­
pelled to raise the price of their wares 
to make up for the increased wage 
paid. The laborer has to buy the same 
goods he has made, and he has to pay 
more for them.

“It’s all right for laborers to demand 
more and for the manufacturer to raise 
his prices accordingly. But, Lord, how 
it does hit the poor restaurant keep­
er!”

“Does this mean, then, that these 
famous places along the gay white way 
are to be driven out of business?” Hoff­
man was asked.

“We certainly hope not, but for the 
life of me I cannot see what the rem­
edy is going to be.”

And Hoffman’s experience is typical 
of that of every one of the owners of 
the big show places along upper Broad­
way.

RABIES CAUSE DEATH.

New York, April 16.—C. E. Pierce, a 
veterinary surgeon of Wellsville, Ky.. 
who applied for admission at Bellevue 
hospital yesterday, saying that he 
feared he was about to be attacked by 
hydrophobia, died a few hours after 
his admission with all the symptoms 
of rabies, which is given as the cause 
of death on the" hospital records.

Pierce early last. winter removed a 
bone from the throat of a dog which 
afterwards died of hydrophobia. His 
hand was badly scratched during the 
operation. He was bitten last Decem­
ber by a dog, but this animal was ap­
parently in normal; condition.

Mr*. Pierce, who had enjoyed his 
usual health until Thursday, noted 
alarming symptoms and consulted his 
physician, who advised him to hurry 
here, and consult specialists. He 
near collapse on his arrival here yes­
terday. He was taken to Bellevue, 
where the first paroxysms of hydro­
phobia attacked him within a few min­
utes after his arrival and the disease 
then took its usual, rapid course.

“The state of the crossings is giv­
ing the city a black eye and fright­
ening away visitors,” said Aid.

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WOES OF THE 
RESTAURANT MAN

HIGH PRICES HAVE
DEMORALIZED BUSINESS

Ikvner of Hoffman’s Restaur­
ant Declares All Profit 

Has Goney

(From New York Bureau of the 
United Press Association.)

New York, April IS.—“The people who 
take most of their meals in high 
priced restaurants are the only people 
Whose income of five years ago will be 
sufficient to meet their needs now. But 
may the good Lord, who takes care of 
“children, drunkards and presidents,” 
also take care of the poor restaurant 
keepers!”

The latter part lof the sentence was 
delivered with prayerful earnestness 
by George Hoffman, proprietor of Hoff­
man’s restaurant in Thirty-fourth 
street.

George Hoffman is a New York char­
acter. A German by birth, profession 
and inclination, with a wonderfully 
rich German accent, he is nevertheless 
a thorough-going American business 
man who has been hit—“hard hit,” he 
admits—by the present high cost of 
living.

“No man can better tell the effects of 
the high cost of living than a big res­
taurant keeper,” said Hoffman. “We 
have to bear the brunt. We pay from 
25 to 75 per cent more for our raw food 
stuffs to-day than we did five years 
ago; yet we do not dare add five cents 
to the price we charge for a single 
dish. We tried it once—but never 
again!

“If we weren’t allowed to serve 
drinks with meals,” he added, “we’d be 
bankrupt in a week. But even the 
‘suckers’ are passing away; they’ve 
quit buying wine (this almost tear­
fully.)

“People come into a restaurant like 
mine and pay $6 or $8 for a dinner for 
two. They know when they come in 
exactly what every dish will cost them. 
They have been ordering the same 
dishes for years. Let me dare add five 
or ten cents to the price of a single 
dish and there will arise a howl that 
will reach to high heaven. Yet those 
people are the ones, who forever yell 
about the ‘high cost of living.’ They 
simply will not take into consideration 
that I am selling them food actually at 
cost in the hope that they will buy 
enough drinks to give me a little profit.

“I tried an experiment a fêw days 
ago. I have for years served for lunjffi 
a small steak, with vegetables,' for 50 
cents; it was one of my standard 
dishes. Meat went up by leaps and 
bounds and I was forced to charge 55 
cents for that stegk. The first day I 
tried it the orders dropped from sev­
eral hundred to exactly two. So you 
see I don't dare add to the price.

“Everything I use has gone up. The 
people who come to my restaurant are 
able to pay ten or fifteen cents more 
for each dish they get, but they won’t. 
We depend, as do all big restaurants, 
upon a standing clientele, who adver­
tise us by, talking to their friends. We 
cannot afford to have them speak illy 
Of us. So we have to maintain prices 
at the old standards. Result: There 
isn’t a single one of the larger restaur­
ants along the ‘Great White Way’ 
making expenses.

“Let me give you a few illustrations:
“Eggs and butter are away up, and 

go even higher in the winter months. 
There isn’t a sauce served with a 
single dish that doesn’t contain either 
eggs or butter. The sauces have to be 
as good as they ever were, or the pa­
trons leave us. So there we lose.

“I give you my word of honor that 
I do not make a single cent on any 
meat order that leaves my kitchen. On 
most of them I lose. What we call 
’short loin’ costs me $8.50. Yet the best 
chef in the world couldn’t get $8.50 
worth of steak off that loin. By using 
the suet for frying, the bone for 
‘stock,’ and a portion "of the flank for 
corned beef, we almost break even, but 
not quite, ou a ‘short loin.’ We used 

. to pay 14 cents a pound for that meat ; 
now we pay 22. But we haven’t been 
able to add a cent to the prices we 
have charged for steaks for the past 
five years.

“Lamb has increased 75 per cent to 
us in two years. The price we charge 
customers has remained fixed. Two 
years ago we paid 13 cents for ‘racks of 
lambs.’ To-day we pay 26 cents a 
pound—exactly twice as much—but the 
price of lamb chops to our patrons 
hasn’t advanced. Three years ago, 
we thought we were extra vagrant be­
cause we wanted to give our customers 
the best spring lamb, so we paid $7.50 
for them. Now we cannot get even 
fair quality for less than $15—and find 
it hard to get at that price.

“We would advance prices if we 
dared—but we don’t.

“As I said before, we depend great­
ly on our wine and drink sales to 
make a little profit. But even the sales 
in drinks have fallen off. The tariff 
added $6 a dozen to the price of Im­
ported wines—Americans simply will 
not drink domestic wines and' cham­
pagnes—and we were forced to add 50 
cents a bottle to the retail price of 
wine. But the ‘suckers’ are all dead. 
Where once men forced their women 
friends to drink wine, they now dodge 
the girl with the wine appetite. Beer 
and highballs must suffice them. And 
the tariff made all imported drinks, 
brandies, cordials, still wines and the 
like, cost us a lot more—but our prices 
must remain fixed, else our customers 
leave us.

“I am paying $1,000 a month rent for 
this little place,” continued Hoffman, 
sweeping his hand about his wonder­
ful little palace of mirrors and palms 
and statues, “and my electric light bill 
is $500 a month, by contract. I have 
to have the highest _ priced chefs de 
cuisine in my kitchen." It is useless for 
me to say I pay waiters big wages, for 
I don’t. They do not depend on their 
wages for living (this in an aside.) 
They want tips and they expect them. 
Usually they get them. But for all 
that my operating expenses are more 
than $300 a day. And my profits have 
been cut to such a point that I have to 
sell four times as much food as I did 
five years ago to make up for that $300 
fixed charges. This $300 does not take 
into consideration the interest on my

Before the alarm whistle sounded the 
Chinamen had their hose connected 

with the hydrant and were placing on 
the flames for several minutes before 
the fire brigade arrived on the scene 
with additional hose. For a time it 
looked as if the Queen’s hotel might go 
but the alley between the annex and 
the fact'that both buildings have brick 
walls served to keep the fire from get­
ting hold of that building, the brigade 
exerting themselves to that end.

How the blaze originated is not clear. 
No one seems to know exactly how or 
where the Are started but the opinion 
is that it began in an upper room over 
the kitchen and was probably due to 
a defective flue.

Some of the furniture was saved 
from downstairs and the Chinese man­
aged to remove quite a few of the in­
terior furnishings of their building.

Had the wind been from the west, 
no doubt, the whole of Chinatown 
would have been wiped out.

Moyie, April 16.—During the next two 
months the streets of Moyie will be 
given a general overhauling.

The Japanese imperial admiralty has 
much consideration for the mainten­
ance of the naval force of the empire, 
but the present condition of our navy, 
is by no means the envy of other 
powers. If the ships which are old 
enough are taken out of the active list, 
there remain only 150,000 tons or so of 
ships capable for war. At present the 
naval strength of the powers is cal­
culated by the number of Dreadnoughts 
which each power possesses. The pow­
ers are therefore in a state of competi­
tion in builidng Dreadnoughts, while 
Japan has only one ship, the Satsuma, 
which is equal to a Dreadnought.

In 1917 Japan will have only four 
tion in building Dreadnoughts, while 
Great Britain will have 40. and Ger­
many 20. France. Russia,. Brazil, Italy, 
America and Austria all have decided 
to expand their naval force by building 
Dreadnoughts. Japan therefore can 
not be too attentive in building new 
and well equipped’ ships to take the 
place of the present old ones.

The disposition of the Prince George, 
the third of the Prince line of steamers 
which will leave for this coast very 
soon, has not been decided upon. Cap­
tain Nicholson, who is at present in 
the city, when, asked about this, said 
that they had not yet definitely made 
up their minds. While the captain did 
not say so, however, there seems but 
two routes which the steamer could 
take. One of these would be from Van­
couver to Seattle and back, calling at 
Victoria each way; . and the. other 
from Seattle to Prince Rupert via Vic­
toria and Vancouver, If the latter Is 
chosen it will give a twice-a-week ser­
vice, with both steamers running.

The new steamers are very finely 
fitted according to the superintendent. 
Everything is of the very latest type, 
which will make them second to none 
On the coast. The Prince Edward too, 
the boat which was formerly the 
Bruno, has been completely refitted 
and will make thirteen or fourteen 
knots.

Until the Prince Edward arrives the 
G.T.P. business between Prince Rupert 
and Stewart is being looked after by 
the steamers of the Boscowitz line, the 
Vadso and the St. Denis. The new 
boat for that service will be ready for 
commission in June.

Speaking of the new dock, Captain 
Nicholson said that they were still 
working on the details of the plans. 
Part of the dock would be ready by 
the time they were ready to institute 
the Service in June. Only tentative 
plans have been made for the perma­
nent offices in this city. The wharves 
and sheds, will, be built first and the 
other buildings will probably not ' be 
built this year.

An assistant superintendent of the 
marine department has been appointed 
in the person of R. Beamont of New 
York. He was formerly with Captain 
Nicholson in the Northern Steamship
