St. Petersburg, May 23.—Professor 
Mllukoff, the spokesman of the Consti­
tutional Democrats, according to a 
thoughtful article published -by him In 
the P.eich to-day, is rather despondent 
over the prospect of staying the tide of 
revolution in the country. He bases 
his pessimism upon the conviction that 
the government will not yield a full 
constitutional regime, with which he 
says it is still possible to calm the pas­
sions ot the people. He regards Pre­
mier Gorsykin and his cabinet as mere 
puppets, doing the biding, of the power­
ful Influences at court, and believes 
that Emperor Nicholas is destined to 
throw away the opportunity as Louis 
XVI. of transferring the country to a 
peaceful parliamentary regime. This, 
the professor considers, is the govern­
ment’s last chance, and that a refusal 
to do so will cut the ground from un­
der the Constitutional Democrats, and 
strengthen the revolutionary elements, 
which are preaching that parliament­
arism is an illusion and make an­
archy and bloody revolution inevitable.

Nevertheless the Constitutional Dem­
ocrats will persevere In their attempt 
to place the country on a solid consti­
tutional basis, and if they fail and dis­
aster follows, the responsibility will 
not be upon their shoulders.

The central committee of the Consti­
tutional Democrats has completed the 
drafts of the laws to be introduced in 
parliament, including universal suf­
frage, irrespective of sex and equal 
rights for all citizens; laws guarantee­
ing immunity of the person and inviol­
ability of the domicle without due pro­
cess of law, providing also the guaran­
tee of habeas corpus, and specifically 
excluding all exceptions. '

While no party at court favors a 
complete surrender to the Democrats 
of the lower house of parliament, the 
Trepoff cabal, which secretly favors a 
dissolution of parliament, is not strong 
enough for the moment to urge such a 
course. The Emperor continues to be 
well disposed, and is supported not 
only by many nobles at the court, but 
by other big land proprietors in the 
country who seem now to be fully con­
vinced that unless the peasants can be 
measurably satisfied by a compromise 
on the land questio;

It Is especially 
adapted for the growing of small fruits 
and as the season is somewhat later 
than in other berry raising districts, 
the crop will be reaped at a time when 
the Windermere and Wilmer farmers 
will practically have the market to 
themselves.

Already a good start has been made 
towards what will certainly develop in­
to a most thriving industry. Rufus A. 
Klmpton, formerly a merchant of 
Donald and Golden, has 1,809 trees 
bearing, being the pioneer in the Win­
dermere district. Mr. Calmer is quite 
enthusiastic over the prospects, and 
holds the opinion that as soon as new 
settlers are attracted both the places 
mentioned will become very thriving 
communities. The great drawback— 
want of transportation—will soon be 
overcome, and as there is quite a large 
area available for cultivation, the low­
er Columbia valley w=ll. in a short 
time, be able to supply the markets 
of the Kootenays. Irrigation is pos­
sible on many of the tracts at com­
paratively small expense.

A new departure in the line of agri­
culture in British Colubmia has been 
made by T. W. Paterson, M. P. P„ 
president of Victoria Board of Trade, 
as a result of which he expects to 
facilitate the working of his well- 
known ranch in the Fraser river val­
ley, and also to economize in the ex­
penses appertaining thereto to a ma­
terial extent. He has purchased in 
England an Ivel motor, and only those 
who have seen these immense and in­
tricate pieces of machinery in oper­
ation can realize what that simple 
statement means to those in charge of 
the cultivation of Mr. Paterson’s 1,500 
acres in the Delta country.

The power derived from this motor 
and the machine itself may be utilized 
in numerous ways. Its principal use, 
however, is in plowing, being capable 
of throwing three furrows of nine 
inches each, a performance the magni­
tude of which will be appreciated by 
practical farmers. Besides it can be 
made to operate the mower and self- 
hinder, and with the use of other ad­
justments will do the same with the 
chopper and thresher. It is also cap­
able of drawing four tons on a level. 
The machine has 18 horse power, and 
is driven by gasoline. This Mr. Pater­
son considers a great advantage over 
the steam motors, as the latter neces­
sitate the constant employment of a 
team of horses for hauling wood and 
water. Although the cost of main- 
tainence while in actual use may be as 
much or more as that entailed in keep­
ing the horses that would be required 
to do the same, amount of work it is 
pointed out that when not in operation 
there is no expense whatever. Of 
course the machinery requires some at­
tention, but this Is a comparatively in­
significant item. Mr. Paterson does 
not anticipate any difficulty in oper­
ating his new engine upon his main­
land, property as the latter is perfectly 
dry, being thoroughly underdrained.

It is safe to say that the engine in 
question is the first of its kind to be 
introduced to western Canada. It is 
used principally in England and Bel­
gium. If the present venture proves 
equal to expectations, however, there 
is reason to believe that it will be gen­
erally adopted by British Columbia 
agriculturists.

HENRIK IBSEN DEAD.

Famous Norwegian Poet and Drama­
tist Passed Away at Age of 78 

Years.

1 Seattle. Wash., May 23.—A dispatch 
to the Post-Intelligencer says that the 
entire business section of the town of 
Fairbanks, Alaska, was destroyed by 
fire, which started in the Fairbanks 
building, a three story frame structure 
yesterday.

Christiania, Norway, May 23.—Hen­

rik Ibsen, the Norwegian poet and 
dramatist, died at 2.30 o'clock this 
afternoon.

Henrik Ibsen, the foremost poet and 
dramatist of Norway,- was born at 
Skien on March 20th, 1828. He began 
writing at an early age, his first pro- 
dueitions being fugitive contributions 
to the newspaper edited by Michael 
Thrane. They were extremely radical, 
in fact almost socialistic, in character, 
and Ibsen narrowly escaped arrest 
when that journal was suppressed. His 
first drama, “Catalina,” produced in 
1850, was a failure, but "The Warriors 
in Helgoland" (1858) and "The Rival 
Kings” (1864) placed him in the front 
rank as a dramatist. Since that time 
his genius has been extremely prolific, 
all his plays causing heated disensions, 
especially aiqong English speaking 
people, into which language they have 
all been translated. Prominent among 
them may be mentioned “The Doll’s 
House,” "Ghosts.” “Hedda Babler,” 
“Brand,” “Peer Gynt” and “Wild 
Duck.” Of h’.s later works probably 
the most important are “The Master 
Builder” (1892) and “Little Eyolf” 
(1894). Ibsen always took a prominent 
part in politics, and was an important 
figure in the recent disruption of Nor- j 
way and Sweden. He became early 
identified with the pro-Norsk move­
ment, but was generally regarded as

It would, he says, be impos­
sible to get away from there a distance 
of 100 feet on each side. This is only 
one Instance, and there are many of 
the headlands to which the same ap­
plies.

Then in connection with the life­
boats on the coast there is a serious 
difficulty. At a time when a wreck 
would occur it is reasonable to suppose 
that there would in most of cases be 
a strong wind blowing shoreward. 
Under these conditions it would be a 
most difficult matter to get a lifeboat 
oft from shore.

All these matters must be considered 
most carefully by the minister when 
Col. Anderson makes his report. It is 
certain, however, that Hon. Mr. Bro­
deur will solve the question In a satis­
factory way. He was determined to 
leave nothing unturned to make the 
coast as safe as it Is possible to make 
it, having due consideration to the 
needs of the whole coast of the Island.

The waters about Metlakahtla have 

already been surveyed so that when 
the Egeria and Mr. Dodge, of the Can­
adian service, have completed their 
work this fall the harbor of the future 
city of Prince Rupert, the approaches 
to it and adjacent waters should be 
well known.

Col. Anderson, of Ottawa, chief en­
gineer of the department of marine and 
fisheries, and Capt. Gaudin, the local 
representative of the department, made 
the trip by the Quadra for the purpose 
of inspecting all the lights along the 
coast, and at the same time Col. And­
erson made a careful investigation into 
everything on the West Coast of Van­
couver Island looking to the further 
aiding of navigation and lessening the 
danger to shipping.

Coi. Anderson will on his return to 
Ottawa make a very full report on the 
subject supplementary to the report of 
the commission of inquiry, which went 
into the Valencia wreck. As a result 
of these an intelligent solution of the 
question of further aids will be pos­
sible.

Col. Anderson is not now in a posi­
tion to say what conclusion will be 
reached, his mission being confined to 
making a report upon the conditions 
prevailing in that part of the coast.

Already there have been aids decided 
upon which will assist in the protec­
tion of shipping from the danger of 
wreck it is believed. These include the 
strengthening of the lights at Car- 
manah, and at Cape Beale. These will 
bè brought up to the latest type.

àREGULATIONS WILL BE
STRICTLY ENFORCED

Promises Regular Tests and Careful 
Lookout For Glucose and Gelatine 

During Summer.many years.

The prevention of the adulteration of 
milk is a matter which is occupying the 
attention of His Worship Mayor Mor­
ley to some extent at the present time. 
Charges from several sources to the 
effect that the practice was a common 
one in Victoria caused him to insti­
tute investigations through the city 
council, a special committee being ap­
pointed for that purpose. The latter’s 
report simply stated that the regula­
tions provided that the milk from the 
different dairies should be tested regu­
larly. and that if there was any adul­
teration going on the lack of informa­
tion on the point was due to negli­
gence on the part of civic officials. 
Later on, in fact only a few days ago, 
Mayor Morley submitted a detailed list 
of tests made by Drs. Tolmie and 
Richards upon the milk of all those do­
ing business in Victoria. In the large 
majority of instances it was found to 
be pure, and having a satisfactory per­
centage of butter-fat. In six cases a 
suspicion of a chemical mixture was 
discovered, and these were sent to the 
provincial assay office for a more care­
ful analysis. Two were found to con­
tain formalin, an injurious preserva­
tive, and the remainder were pro­
nounced without adulteration.

Monday Mayor Morley, in conver­
sation with a Times reporter, stated 
that the matter was receiving his per­
sonal attention, and the regulations 
hereafter would be most stringently 
enforced. As an evidence of the en­
ergy with which the recent inspection 
had been carried out he mentioned that 
since the beginning of May no less 
than 39 tests had been made with the 
results already outlined. There had 
been some criticism he understood be­
cause of his action in withholding the 
names of the two offenders. In ex­
planation he wished to say that, as it 
was their first known infringment of 
the by-law, and as disclosure would 
mean the uttèr ruin of their business, 
he had decided to give them another 
chance. But he had warned them that 
a second offence would not be tolerated 
and that, in such a case, the regula­
tions would be carried out without re­
gard for the consequences.

Mayor Morley wanted his assurance 
given that the tests would be made 
henceforth at regular intervals, and no 
opportunity would be given milkmen 
of adulterating without it coming to 
the knowledge of the local officials. 
During the summer months a careful 
lookout would be kept for such chemi­
cals as glucose or gelatine, often util­
ized for the thickening of ordinary 
milk to a resemblance of cream. He 
was in a position to give his personal 
assurance to the public of X ictoria that 
the provisions of the by-law would not 
be lightly disregarded in the future.

A remarkable year’s record 
nounced at the British ftnd Foreign Bible 
Society’s annual meeting at Exeter Hall, 
London, recently. During the year end­
ing March, 1906, nearly six million copies 
of the Scriptures were circulated ttne 
actual figures being 5,977,453 books), which 
'exceeded
water mark by 33,000 copies, and this is 
the more remarkable in face of the dis­
turbed conditions Which have prevailed in 
Russia, China and Japan, where some of 
the society’s heaviest sales take place. 
The polyglot nature of the Bible Society’s 
work is instanced in the fact that at 
Winnipeg, for example, Scriptures were 
supplied in forty-three different lan­
guages, while at Johannesburg versions 
in fifty-two languages were sold at the 
depot in that city, and a fifty-third was 
asked for by a new-comer, who demanded 
a Bible in Icelandic, which the agent had 
not there on the spot. During the past 
year eleven new languages have been add­
ed to the society’s list of versions. The 
Bible Society has now promoted the 
translation, printing or distribution ot 
some part of God’s Word in 400 different 
languages.

SILENT MAN OF THE MOUNTAIN.r.

The revivalist movement in Wales 
has left many curious human land­
marks of its sweeping progress 
through the land.

None is more curious than the 
stranger of singularly handsome ap 
pearance, who is attracted to any par­
ticular locality in Wales where the 
highest religious fervor is for the time 
being to be found. He is a silent man 
of splendid proportions, and his close- 
fitting suit of rough material, the only 
garb he has ever been seen to wear, 
shows off his lithe and athletic fran-e 
to perfectioB as he swings along with 
buoyant step.

The early morning prayer meeting ot 
which many are still heid in Wales, 
has a great extraction for him, and hi4 
fervent and- eloquent intercessions are 
as striking as his personality. When 
the gathering disperses he stride^ 
away towards the mountains, often 
showing his disdain of such obstacles 
to his rapid progress as gates and 
hedges by leaping them In his exuber­
ance of spirits as cleanly as a grey­
hound would.

There are many other Instances of 
revival eccentricity. Recently Miss 
Morgan, one of the mistresses of a 
girls' school at Bridgend, absented he.- 
self, and it was found that she was 
lying prostrate at the house of a 
friend. A voice, she declared, had bid 
her remain in solitude until she was 
called away. She had taken an active 
part in the Welsh revival, and at a 
meeting of the school managers, who 
decided to give her considerable lea" ; 
of absence, one speaker said that the 
schools had been made the rendezvous 
of religious fanatics.

A prosperous Welÿh tradesman, who 
had been deeply moved by the revival, 
suddenly left business and friends, and 
for months nothing could be ascer­
tained as to his whereabouts. One day 
recently his brother received a tele­
gram, followed by/the appearance ol 
the missing man.

VANCOUVER.
The sea gave up its dead twice round 

Vancouver on Friday. The first in­
stance was the re-appearance of the 
body of Henry Martin, the young man 
who fell from a plank while painting 
the hull of the Empress of China on 
April 25th. 
that occasion dived several times, but 
was unable to find the body. Friday, 
strangely enough, a man rowing out in 
a boat near the spit where the Prin­
cess Victoria is moored, saw the body 
floating on the water not more than 
300 yards from the spot where it went 
down, and brought it in. An inquest 
was held by Coroner McGuigan. A 
certificate was presented showing that 
Martin had applied for a position in 
the customs service at Hongkong, but 
had to be rejected as it was found that 
he was suffering from heart disease. It 
is supposed that when he fell from the 
plank ÿ.nd struck the water, the shock 
caused heart failure and he sank, un­
able to make an effort. A verdict of 
accidental drowning was returned. 
Another body which has not yet been 
identified was found Friday floating in 
the water near Hastings. It was 
dreadfully decomposed, the flesh hav­
ing been all eaten away from the hep I 
and hands.
