Chief Henry Sheppard, or “Harry,”

" as his old friends persist in calling him

is an old man, having pieneered in' this
city in the early days. He has seen
much of life in Australian, in the placer
mining camps of Cariboo, and for
twenty-three years as a police officer in
Victoria, about eleven of which have jbeen
spent as chief of the department. His
kind heartedness during this term as
chief has been illustrated, not only in
the generous response he has made to
all financial appeals, but in his consider-
ate treatment of the staff of men under
him. His resignation, indeed, has in-
directly been the resultof his good na-
ture.
