LONE ROCK OF THE SEA.

. THE WORLD-FAMOUS LIGHTHOUSE

AT EDDYSTONE.

A Beacon Which Has Had Several Prede-
cessors, One Having Been Swept Away
With Its Bnilder'—"alny/.&uaﬂed by
Terrible Storms—Three ﬂ'lews.

|

Of all lighthouses the most familiar is
the noble structure which proudly rears its
head above the dangerous Eddystone rock,
on the English coast. The earliest intima-
tion of a lighthouse on the Eddystone
dates back as far as 1664, when the pro-
posal was made by Sir John Corryton ‘and
Henry Brunker, but nothing further trans-
Eired regarding the scheme. The first
ighthouse was built by Henry Winstanley,
who began his difficult task in 1696 and
completed it four years later. The struc-
ture was of wood, and Winstanley soon

discovered that it was not strong enough
to withstand the terrible storms which
roll in from the Atlantic. Accordingly he
remodeled and strengthened it consider-
ably, and it being intimated to the archi-
tect that the lighthouse would certainly be
overset, he replied that he should only
wish to be there in the greatest storm that
ever blew, in order to see its effect upon
the structure. His wish was gratified, for
a dreadful tempest raged in 1708, while he
and his workmen and lightkeepers were in
the building, which carried away the
lghthouse and its inmates, and all perish-
el in the sea, the only sign remaining be-
ing the larger irons whereby the work was
fixed to the rock.

It beingabsolutely necessary, as naviga-
tion increased, that a guiding light should
be maintained upon this reef, so fraught
with danger to mariners, it was decided to
construct a secohd lighthouse, and in 1706
John Rudyerd (a common laborer’s son,
who rose to the position of a silk mercer
on Ludgate hill) commenced to build one
of wood upon a stone and timber founda-
tion, the general design—a cone-shaped
column—being much more appropriate.
With the third Eddystone lighthouse is
asgociated the more familiar name of John
Smeaton, who, in 1759, completed a tower
entirely of stone, which was considered at
the time as one of ¢he wonders of the
world. The tower was built of moorstone
(the true granite), found in the neighbor-
hood of Plymouth, and the first block was
laid on a Sunday in June, 1757, the exact
date being deeply incised in e stone itself,
and after four years’ labor upon the rock,
hindered by innumerable obstacles and
dangers, the lighthouse was satisfactorily
completed without any loss of life or
limb. Every stone was ingeniously dove-
tailed to its neighbor, and so substantial
was the whole structure that the most vio-
lent storms had no effect upon it, although
the waves would frequently enwrap the
tower like a sheet, rising at times to double
its height and totally hiding it from view.

The present Eddystone lighthouse, open-
ed in 1882, was completed in “three and a
half years, and is founded am-the actual
body of the reef at a distance of forty

ards from its predecessor. Sir James

ouglass greatly improved upon Smeaton’s
design in adopting a oylindrical base in-
stead of the curved shaft commencing at
the foundation—this base not only pre-
venting the heavy seas from breaking upon
the structure, but affording & convenient
landing platform. Operations in connec-
%on with the Douglass lighthouse were be-
gue in July, 1878, the men during the
early stage being compelled to work below
the ,‘{::1 of low water, and about twelve
mont's later the foundation stone was laid
by the Duke of Edinburgh, who, two years
later, al.w placed in position the top stone
of the towver. The stones are of granite,
dovetailed together, and up to a height of
25 feet abowe high water level the tower is
solid, with the exception of a large water
tank let into i, From the same level to
the center of the lanternis 130 feet, that is,
nearly double tle height of Smeaton’s
tower. It contains nins compartments, as
compared with four in Smeaton’s, and all
therooms have domed ceilings, their height
from floor to apex being 9 feet 9 inches,
and the diameter 14 feet, with the excep-
tion of the two oil rooms, which are some-
what smaller.

From the landing stage the entrance is
approached by a ladder formed by a series
of gun metal rungs let into the stonework.
Under foot is the water tank, capable of

holding 8,500 gallons. The walls are nine
feet thick at this point and the gun metal
doors weigh a ton, thus massively com-
structed in order to withstand the shock of
heavy seas.

Thence, by a flight of sixteen steep iron
steps (a similar flight connects each room),
to the next compartment, where, as well
as in that above it, is kept the mainstay of
the light. In these two oilrooms the min-
eral oil is stored, each of the huge cisterns
being capable of containing 140 gallons, a
quantity which will not be much more than
enough to last nine months. In the next
compartment—the winchroom—are two
doors for receiving stores from the boat by
means of @ sliding crane working through
a porthole over either door, as well as for
landing and embarking in rough weather.
Then comes the kitchen or living room,
where the small party of three cook and
eat their meals and enjoy their leisure mo-
ments.

Still ascending, the low light-room, de-

voted mainly to an apparatus for giving a
white, fixed subsidiary light, is reached.
The eighth compartment is a bedroom,
having five berths, two above and three
below, with cretonne curtains, and below
are cupboards for clothes; the two speak-
ing tubes fixed en the wall are connected
with the lantern and the low lightroom
respectively, so that the keeper on night
duty can easily communicate with his
sleeping mates should an accident happen
and assistance be required.  Considerable
space is devoted to the two pressure pumps
for supplying oil to the lamps by means of
weighted rams, which, being first raised
by a pumping lever, descend gradually in-
to the oil, forcing it up the pumps into the
lamps. The chief work performed in the
service-room is at night, when the light is
going and a keeper is on duty. {
Surmounting the last flight of/stairs, is
entered the most interesting comipartment
of all, namelys the lantern. It/is 168 feet
high, 14 feet in diameter and ‘eylindrical
in form. The framings are made of ste-l,
covered externally with gun metal, and

there is a very careful drrangement for
thorough ventilation. having regard to the
great heat thrown off by the lamps. The
lighting apparatus is the outcome of many
costly experiments in optical science. The
lamp is known as a Douglass improved six-
wick burner—that is, one having six tubes
of wick of various sizes, the larger en-
circling the smaller, which, when burning,
produce a solid flame equal to the in-
tensity of 722 standard sperm candles.
Two such burners are fitted, one above the
other, within the revolving drums, so that
in bad weather flashes of enormous inten-
sity.are sent forth, the combined illumin-
atmg power being equivalent to 250,000
candles.

The glass apparatus, by which the effect
of each burner is augmented and econo-
mized, consists of two twelve-sided drums,
each six feet in height and each side or
panel of which is formed by a central lens
or bull's eye and surrounded by concentric
rings of larger bull’s eyes, so that the same
effect is obtained as though a portion of
one huge lens were employed. The two
bull's eyes of adjoining panels are brought
close together, much resembling two eyes
squinting; and on the rotation of the
drums, with the inside central light burn-
ing, each bull's eye and its surrounding
rings carry round a concentrated beam of
light, which becomes visible to #he outside
observer as soon as the focus of the bull's
eye falls upon it. A very short interval

occurs between the flash of the first bull’s
eye and that of the second, and after two
such flashes nearly half a minute elapses
before another pair of squinting eyes comes
round and discharges the two flashes; and
thus is obtained the distinctive light of the
Eddystone. The o drums are super-
imposed, with a lamp in each, so that in
foggy weather, when both act together, a
double lighting power is procurable.

The liability of such an isolated object
as the tower being struck by lightning is
ingeniously provided against by connect-
ing all the metal work with copper con-
ductors, and ultimately fixing a rod down
the tower to the rock below the water.
Should the lightning strike any portion of
the metallic system it will probably go
through the whole and discharge itself
harmlessly into the sea. As further pre-
cautions against fire the floors are of stone,
covered with slate; all doors and window
frames and sashes and all external doors
and shutters are of iron or gun metal, so
that the building is completely fireproof.

To this lighthouse, as to all other rock
stations on the coast, four keepers are at-
tached, the principal and three assistants,
but three only are on duty at one time.
Each keeper has three months on the rock,
followed by a month ashore.

The monotonous round of duties carried
on day by day so far away from their fel-
low men invariably induces, after the first
month, acute depression of spirits, the at-
tack lasting from twelve to twenty hours,
and, work being temporarily impossibe,
the sufferer remains in his berth until the
sickness moderates, his mates fulfilling his
duties meanwhile.

A Financial Experiment.

Fifty years ago, Switzerland being threat-
ened with dire agriegltural distress owing
to the heavy indebtedness of her farmers,
issued notes based on the public credit
and loaned them to farmers at 83 per cent.,
taking mortgages on their possessions as
security, each borrower to pay back one-
thirtieth of the principal annually. The
old indebtedness was paid off; an era of
prosperity set in, and all the notes have
been long since satisfactorily paid.—Mirrez
and Farmer.

The Bass Fishory.

We hope that the Miramichi bass-
fishery matter, now that it is iu process
of scttlement, will not be hastily disposed
of, or the regulations which are to govern
it, passed without due regard to the con-
" ditions which affect it in different locali-
ties. The trouble heretofore has been
that the fact of at least three distinc:ive
fisheries, each different in its season and
proecsses, existing on the Miramichi has

not been properly recognised. Each
has its commercial value and cach re-

quires regulations suited to its conditions.
At the present time there isbut the one
bass fishery to be regulated. - It  is. that
of the Northwest Miramichi, and the re-
strictions required are we think very
simple and easily enforced. [f the De-
partment makes the mistake of perwmit-
ting indiscriminate fishing over all parts
of the fishing ground wbere the bass lie
during the wintor, the stuck frequenting
the river will soon be exhansted and the
same danger of extinction threaten as
there was three years ago.

A moré important restriction, however,
than that of reserving a portion of the
fishing ground unmolested by the fisher-
men’s scovp-nets, is that respecting the
capture of small bass. The regulation of
the size of scoop-net meshes is very well
in its way, but everybody acquainted with
the subject knows that it is evaded and
pretty openly ignored. Indeed, nothing
is simpler than i's violution, and, owing
to the small area of net required, it is
almost impossible for officers to prevent
illegal-sizad ones being used by fishermen
who are disposed to do so.

If there is not, therefore, some more
stringent regulation against the taking of
under-sized bass, the fishery will, ina
short time, be rendered valueless. The
correct principle seems to be to get at the
1hipper, not only by tho usual confisc:-
tioh of his whole shipment, which is now
the penalty of detection in shipping
these small fish{ but by a noney penalty
or imprisonment-also. 1tis the shipper,
after all, who Las the whole matter in his
hands. If he will be careful not to ship
contraband fish, buyers will not purchase
them from the fishermen, and if the fish-
erman knows he cannot sell them he will
be only too glad to return them alive to
the water, even if occasionally caught in
his legal-sized net—to say nothiugof his
dispensing entirely with his ‘‘pocket
handkerchief.” The shippers all declare,
of course, that they do not encourage the
“taking of these undersized fsh, but we
know that some of them at least do so
—and it happens that the gentlemen
who protest their innocence- in this re-
spect the most vehemently, are the great-
est offenders. Lot the regulations be
aimed at the detection and punishment
of these gentlemen, for if they were all
driven out of the trade, it would be
better for everybody in the end. There
might not be so many fish caught and
shipped this year, or next, but the
average fer ten years would be better,
the fishery would be maintained and a
greater respect for and understanding of
the benefit of the regulations prevail
amongst those interested.

Canadians in the U. 8.

The United Sta‘es census returns trom
1890 show that the number of Canadisns
in the United States in that year was
980,941 as compared with 717,167 in
1880, an increase of 263,784, or about37
per cent. The number of Canadiansiin
the New England states in 1890 was 380,-
167, as against 175,426 in 1880, showing
that in ten years the number has ¢on-
siderably more than doubled. The divi-
siou of the population of Canadiaas in the
New England States is: Eoglish, 174,-
406 ; French, 205,761. In Massachasetts
the increase is very marked. The num
oer of Canadians residing there in 1890
boing 207,601, as against 74,203 in 1880.

Sir John Macdonald Memorial.

The London Times of Nov. 19.h gives
an interesting account of the unvesiling of
the memorial bust of the late Sir John
Macdonald, in St. Pauls Cathedral, Lon-
don. The Earl of Roseberry, British
Secretary of Foreign affairs, officiated and
there was a very large attendance of dis-
tinguished people.

The Earl of Rosebery said : My lords,
ladies, and gentlemen—It gives me great
pleasure to come here to-day to unveil
this bust. We are gradually collecting
within this cathedral the Lares and the
Penates—the household gods—of our
commonwealth. Up above thera sleep
Wellington and Nelson, those lords of
war who preserved the empire; below
here we have the cffigies of Dalley and
Macdonald, who did so much to preserve
it. We have not, indeed, their bedies.
They rest more fitly in the regions where
they lived and labored ; but here to-day
we consgcrate their memory and their ex-
ample. We know nothing of party
politics in Canada on this occasion. We
only recogmize this, that Sir John Mac-
donald had grasped the central idea that
the British empire is the greatest secular
agency for good now known tc mankind ;
that that was the secret of his success,
and that he détermined to die under it,
and strove that Canada should live under
it. 1Itisacustom, I have heard, in the
German army that when new colors are
presented to a regimant the German em-
peror first, and then his princes and chiefs
in their order each drive a nail into the
staff. I have sometimes been reminded
of this practice in connection with the
banner of our empire. Elizabeth and
her heroes first drove their nails in, and
so onward through the expansive
eighteenth century, when our flag flashed
everywhere, down to our own times,
when we have uot quailed or shrunk.
Yesterday it wrapped the corpss of
Tenuyson ; to-day we drive one more
uvail in or. behalf of Sir John Macdonald.
This standard so richly studded imposes
on us, the survivors, a solemn obligation.
It would be nothing were it the mere
symbol of violence and rapine, or even of
conquest. It is what it is because it
represents everywhere peace and civiliza-
tion and commerce, the negation of nar-
rowness and the gospel of humanity. Lst
us themw to-day by the shrine of this signal
etatesman, once more remember our re-
sponsibility and renew the resolution
that, come what may, we will not flinch
under it.

Lord Rosebzry then formally unveiled
the bust, and it was unanimously admitted
that the features were an excellent like-
ness of the deceased statesman.

Hon. Mr. Blake's Strong Position.

LonpoN, Nov. 30.—This morning’s
Daily Chronicle editorially says that it is
regrettable that Mr. Justin McCarthy’s
ill-health will in all probability result in
his being compelled to relirquish the
leadership of the Irish Patliamentary
party. The editorial suggests that Mr.
Edward Blake, who, like Mr. Parnell is
a Protestant, might advantageously be
raised to the leadership. ~Mr. Blake is,
it is claimed, easily the ablest man in the
Irish ranks at present available.

A noteworthy statement as to the Irish
leadership is attributed to Mr. Gladstone
by Dr. Edward Everett Hale, of Boston,
United States. " In a letter of regret,
read at the Boston meeting which Mr.,
Blake addressed early in the present
month, just before leaving for Ireland,
Dr. Hale said: “Iasked Mr. Gladstone
when I was in London whom we were to
follow among the Irish leaders to inform
ourselves as to the true condition. I said
that since Mr. Parnell was dead we want-
ed to know who was the real leader of
opinion. He said to me, with great
earnestness, ‘Read everything that Ed-
ward Blake says. Possess yourself of his
wishes and plans. He seems to me by
far the strongest man whom they have
put forward,”” and, added Dr.’ Hale,
‘he spoke this with great satisfaction, as
if it were a great benefit all round.”

1
think, for instance, if Mr. Chapleau
turned Protestant, Quebec would not
welcome him very cordially as a governor;
or that if Mr. Laurier turned Protestant,
he would not have his present following
from the province of Quebec. Why,
theo, should we wonder;if there are some
Protestants so ignorant as to object 10
Sir;John Thompson on the ground of his
being a convert. I should hope for our
credit that there are not many such. Of
‘gourse, he will be watched very closely
for the next two or three years, and a
glorious opportunity is given him of show-
ing to Canadians that Roman Catholics
can be as free from clerical dictation in’po-
litical matters as Protestants. It is a good
thing to trust men, especially when they
have shown themselves worthy of trust.
We should not forget that the admiral
appointed by Queen Elizabeth to meet the
Gracd Armada of Spain was a Roman
Catholic. He was, however, an English-
man first and a Roman Catholic second.
Every man in public life in this country
must be a Canadian, first, last and all the
time. Sir John Thompson knows that as
well as any man, and he would not have
taken the office had he not felt that he
could take it as a free man. I am inclined
to think that ha will be tested on the
Manitoba school question; by the people
more than on any other./ We could not
check Quebec on the Jeguit estate ques-
tion. Men who felt_ that the Act was
bad iaitself and insulting in form, op-
posad the Parliament of Canada interfer-
ing with it on the ground of provincial
rights. Substantially on the same ground
we cannot check Manitoba. 1 do not
know whether the Roman Catholics of
Manitoba have been hardly dealt with in
the récent legislation or not, but, if they
hdve, the appeal must be taken to the
people of Manitoba themselves. Any at-
tempt to coerce Manitoba from outside
would rouse such a spirit in the province
as would effectually prevent remedial
measures for half a century, and would
also rouse such a spiric in the other
provinces that compromises, which are
now acceptsd and which are working
satisfactorily, would very likely be swept
away, and bitter feeling thsreby en-
gendered that would sadly hinder our
unification as a people.”

A New Fish-drying Process.

THE DRVYING PROCESS PATENTED BY T. S.
WHITMAN OF ANNAPOLIS. SOME PARTI-
CULARS OF ITS NATURE AND THE
MGDUS OPERANDI EXPLAINED,

[Halifax Chronicle.] :

A few days ago, we briefly noted the im-
proved process of drying fish, patented by
Thos. S. Whitman of Annapolis, ard which
is said to be giving satisfaction to those en-
gaged in the fish trade. Believing that
farther and more definite information as to
the pature of the process and mode of opera-
tion would be of interest to the general pub-
lic, a representative of the Chronicle waited
upon Mr. W. in order to obtain further par-
ticulars, when the following conversation
took place :— .

“I understand ycu have perfected, and
have now in practical working, a new pro-
cess for drying fish, independent of the sun
or fine outdoor weather ?”

“Yes, I have laid-in stock about 20,000
quintals of green salted cod, haddock and
hake, whieh I am now drying most sucesss}
fully by my new process, quite independent
of out door weather.”

‘‘Have any attempts been made before
this to dry fish artificially ?”

“Yes, particularly in Newfoundland,
where I am reliably intrmed much money
and time have been speR} to accomplish this
much desired end. But in every case, with-
out any exception, the result has proved an
entire failure and large quantitivs of fish
have been spoiled.”

“‘What sare the main features of your pro-
cess and wherein does it differ from others
that have failed !”

*I have closely studied the process of out
door fish drying in climates where the best
grades of fish are cured and dried, asat
Gaspe, the coast of Norway, etc., and have
studied diligently the causes of evaporation,
the prime cause of which is the temperature
of the atmosphere which surrounds or passes
over the substance to be dried. Air when
heated takes up moistare like a sponge, and
cold air, (which expels moisture) coming in
contact with heated air, partakes of the
heat and with it moisture. So in passing
cold air over warm fish the fish gives out its
moisture as it is cooled by the air angd the
air in turn takes up the moisture as it re-
ceives heat from the fish. It follows that if
this air was forced to pass quickly .over the
warm fish that it will take off with it mois-
ture, and if the fish can be kept warm by
the sun, or any artificial means, and at the
same time cool or cold (colder the better) air
is forced over the surface of the fish,constant
evaporation is the result.

Figh, and particulariy codfish, have in
them a glatinous substance which if proper-
ly dried or evaporated becomes very tough.
But if subjected to heat, say over 85 degrees
to 90 degrees, it loses its toughness and be-
comes either soft and oily or brittle. This
is why 80 large a quantity of fish are spoiled
in summer months on our coast by the hot
sun on calm days, and has been the main
cause of the failure of all former attempts to
Ndry artifically by heat. I place my fish on

ire net trays, ocer iron pipes warmed by
het water, all oncased with flues at the top
to carry off the moisture and opening at the
bottom to admit currents of cool or cold air.
To force these currents of air over the fish in
imitation of a strong cold wind on a bright,
sunny day (suchas would be a good fish
drying day at Gaspe in June), 1 place in tue
*main shaft or flue (to which all the flues lead
from the several compartments,) a large ex-
baust fan which is driven at high speed (say
1,500 revolutions per minute) by a small oil
engine or water motor ; or it may beby a
windmill— although the latter is objection-
able, depending on wind. This causes a
strong current of air to pass constantly over
the fish spread on trays ia the several com-
partments and steady evaporation is the re-
sult, taking from 30 to 48 hours to dry the
fish bard.

“To make fish suitable for Brazil, Havana,
or the British W, I. markets, I extract
more or less salt from the fish before placing
them on the dryers and prefer to only
partially dry them. Then give them 4 or 5
days on sweat pile, or they may remain in
this half dried state for months in cold
weather, and can be prepared for shipment
with 10 or 12 hours’ second drying.”

““How do you heat tib pipes with hot
water ?”

“I simply use an ordinary hot water heat-
ing apparatus, the same as private or public
buildings are heated with, I place a hot
water boiler on the house (where the tish are
washed out) so that the workmen will have
it comfortable to work in wiater months,
paesiog hot water pipes through as well as
around the tanks in usé for washing the fish
in. From this beiler I carry a main flow
pipe to the loft or floor on which my heating
apparatus is placed and from this heat the
sections,”

“‘Is this the only fire used in tbe build.
ing ?”

“Yes, I light with electricity and I am
now informed that it has been discovered,
and practically applied that a hot water ap-
paratus can be worked by electricity, at
much less cost than by the present mode by
fuel (coal), of which it only takes ahout 6
bushels per day to work my dryers, with
about 6,000 feet pipe, through which hot
water passes.”

““Have you tested the West India climates
with your new process for drying dried
fish ?”

“Yes, I had samples held in Havana last
summer about two months and they stood
the climate better than sun-dried fish,”
‘‘Have you any difficulty in disposing of
your production ?”

“No, I am receiving C. and P. orders
from the British, Spanish and French West
Indies islands, more than I can fill.

“With much of the agitation for shorter
hours, greater privileges, easier times, on the
part of the people who seem to consider
themselves the only ‘‘working men,” we
have no sympathy, because a good deal of
their complainiog proceeds from laziness or
wrong-headedness. But we would like to
ses the clerks in stores succeed in an effort
to reduce the absurdly loog hours which
some employers insist on, Itisa real hard-
ship to keep a clerk at work in a shop, day
after day, for fourteen or fifteen honrs out
of the twenty-four ; and it does not pay any-.
body, whether employer or employed. The
late hours in shops at night are only occa-
sicnally needed or justitied; they waste
light and fuel as a rule, and they waste the
time and strength of master and man,
‘When we say waste, we mean the useless
dawdling so often done by clerks in country
stores when there is no busineas passing, and
when the hours of imprisooment and ennui
might be utilized in exercise, study or recre-
ation. In Great Britain a persistent agita-
tion is going on for shortening of hours 1a
stores, and they have what they call shop-
assistants’ associations which endeavor to in-
fluence public opinion in favor of earlier
closiog. It is even proposed, over there, to
make shorter hours compulsory—a threat
which is hardly golitic, for the employer, if
a stiff-necked John Bull, will get very stub-
born and very red in the face at the sugges-
tion of coercion. In some cities of the Kast-
ern United States, too, there is a movement,
a natural and proper movemeant, io a like
direction. Why should artizans work only
ten, nine or eight hours' per day, when
bookkeepers and nhﬁgx are kept, as we
know many are kept, on the grind from
twe-or six hour longer? It is not reasonable.”

Mr. Rogers has
aleo sent to the Pelegraph and Sun a certifi-
cate of Mr. Thomson’s good churacter and
of the alleged fact that he has the confideace
of over two hundred prople in Bathurst and
Bathurst Village, but as neither the Tele-
graph nor the Sua would publish the nameas,
and the Telegraph intinates that nearly all
of them appear to be in the same hand-
writing, which throws doubt gpon their au-
thenticity. We suspect that fhere has been
more “'Faginism” put in operation in getting
up the document. In any case, iteeems s
pitiful thing that a clergyman should have
to resort to the tricks that ace practiced by
Mr. Thomson in the hope of saving himself
from the legitimate consequences of his own
folly. Even if the names purporting to be
attached to the certificate of good character
forwarded by his man, Rogers, were genuine,
it is a decided reflection on Mr. Thomson’s
standing in a community of seventeen huan-
dred persons that but one io every eight can
be indaced to attest to the worthiness of his
citizenship and standiog as a mibister.

We notice that the Witness is cautieus
about endorsing Mr. Thomson’s methods,
though apparently unaware of the corres-
pondence factory which bhe operates. It

the animadversions of the Telegraph.”

Rev. Mr. Thomson writes a very intem-
perate letter to the Advocate, in which ke
makes characteristic references to the” editor
of the ADVANCE, haviag, evidently, changed
his mind since he last addressed our New-
castle contemporary.

Thomypson, through his friend Mr. Rogers,
referred to the ADVANCE as “‘a vile and
obscenie” sheet was simply a gross im-
pertinence, and we regret very mnch that
the son of o respectable a man as Mr. Jimes
Henderson of Douglastomn should lend him-
self to the purpogés of such a person as
Mr. Thowson has proved himself to be.

The end of “Buck.”

The newspapers have given the attention
usual in affairs of the kind, to the execution
of ““Buck,” or Olsen or Whelan, ene of
the desperados believed to have been im-
plicated in the robbery of Messrs. Wilson &
(o's. store, Chatham, and who, afterwards,
shot and killed policeman Steadman of
Moncton, when that officer and others were
endeavoring to arrest him for the crime. It
will be remembered that soon after the
Wilson stors robbery two suspicions
characters were seen at and about a place
called Donnelly’s, in Moncton. They had
more money than persons of their apparent
class usually carried and, amongst their
possessions, were some coins, which led a
former resident of Chatham to connect
them with the robbery.

The officers went to the Donuelly house to
arrest them. Steadman was placed to
guard the rear door aad Chief Foster entered

Thomson of Batharst Village to state, if he | at the front and asked ome of the inmites

where the men were. A girl cried “‘The
cops are in the house!”" and Buck then
turning to his companion said ‘“‘Hi Jim,”
drew his revolver and ran towards the rear
door. Both men had pistols in their hands.
When Buck reached the door he was seized
by officer Steadman and in the struggle
which ensued, Steadman go$ the shot which
ended his life. He gave a short cry and
fell to the ground dead. In the meantime
snother officer ran up and knocked Buck
senseless w;jth his baten. The other prison-
er fired one or two shots in the direction of
the house as he was making his escape.
The officers’ revolvers were not discharged.
The trial took place after the capture of Jim
sud every point in favor of the prisoder was
raised. It was proved that the prisonér was
well aware that his assailant at the door was
an officer of the law. Had he not known
that he would not have drawn his pistol.
This fact proved that the murder was pre-
meditated. As the shirt of the murdered
‘man was badly burned by powder, it was not
“possible that any other pistol could have
sent the fatal bullet but that in the hands
of Buck, In view of the strong evidence, a
verdict of guilty, but with a recommendation
to mercy was given by the jury.” Judge
Fraser sentenced the prisoner to the fall
peaalty however and on September 22ad, he
passed sentence of death, Jim the accom-
plice who was arrested ehortly after the oc-
currence is now serving a 25 years sentence
in the peniteatiary. Although public feel-
ing ran high the night of the murder, and
there were loud threats to lynch the prisoc-
er, a petition was circulated praying for a
commutation of the sentence. There was
nothing however in the petition that could
be sustained by facts to undo the decree of
the court and the Minister of Justice de-
clined to interfere. A mot over ingenions
confession of Jim that he fired the fatal shot
was given all possible publicity, but was so
traosparent that its falsity spoiled whatever
effect such a confession might otherwise
have had.

The last hoyrs of the doomed man were
more strongly marked by s spirit of indiffer-
ence to his fate than those of the esrlier part
of his imprisonment. With every one who
spoke to him concercing his taking off; he
had a grim pleasantry and would make a
careless remark abopt the event as if it
were an ordinary affair. A friend called on
Monday of last week to say good-bye and
announced his intention to leave town on
Tuesday. ‘““Oh do you,” said Buck, “I
leave on Thursday.” The remarks were
typical of the man to the last.

He strongly denied having fired the fatal
shot but said if he did, he was not aware of
it at the time. On Wednesday Rev. Fathers
Cormier and IL’Abbe held the serviee of the
mass with the prisoner and the ladies of the
W. C. T. U. ministered to his spiritual wel-
fare. To both the reverend fathers and the
ladies he had, as the time of execution drew
near, showa great attention, and he spoke in
gratefulterms of their kindoess to him. At
their special request the usual double watch
was not puat on, the constable remaining at
one end of the gurridor, instead of pacing
before the cell all night.

The execution took place on Thursday
morning last. On Wednesday evening he re-
tired at about eleven o'clock and slept
soundly yntil seven o’clock in the morning,
when he awoke feeling bright and refreshed
and the buoyancy of his spirits was &
strange contast to the terrible storm which

raged outside. He dressed with his usual
care snd appeared perfectly resigned.

i

Before retiring the previous night he asked
jailor Tait for a good breakfast as his last
meal, asking for thr:e boiled eggs and
buttered teast, which Le appeared to be
fond of, and which he called *‘angel’s food,”
and coffee. This was given him, .

Radcliffe, the professional hangman, who
eays he has executed thirty-seven criminals,
was éngaged to exscute ‘‘Buck.”

Father Cormier, who was with the prison-
er till a late hour, and who had slept in the
jail, wgs with him early in the morning and
admifistered the last rites of the church.

Buck was nervous for a while, and kept
asking when the execution would take place,
but finally settled down and was mnch more
unconcerned than those ministering to him.
He joined in the prayers and talked with his
confessor and Rev, Fathers Gaynor and
L’Abbe, of St. Joseph’s college, who were
present. It is said that he divulged his real
naunie to Father Cormier and gave him a part
of his history, but the father says it would
do no good if he gave it to the public, and at
Buck’s request will remain silent about the
matter.

At a quarter past ten everything was
ready for execution. The sheriff and his
officers entered the cell and were followed
by the hangman. Buck stood in the corrid-
or, while Radcliffe adjusted the straps and
bound his arms tq his side. He looked very
much improved in appearatice and was neat
sod cleanly. He wore a white shirt and had
on a pair of tweed trousers held up by a
belt. His boots were polished brightly and
on his head he wore the sams black silk cap
he had on when arrested.

The walk from the cell /to the gallows
was about twenty-five yards. Sheriff Mc-
Queen aud Deputy Wilsop headed the pro-
cession. The condemnéd man followed
walking steadily between Father Cormier
and Father L’Abbe who were recitiog the
prayers for the dead. - Arrived at the gal-
lows, Buck stood coolly undes the rops and
doffed his cap.  Father Cormier asked the
forgiveness on his behalf of any one present
whom he might have injured in any way.
Buck repeated in a firm voice. “‘God have
mercy on me, and forgive me .my sins.”
He kissed the crucifix and the prieat read
the absolatien.

The hangman stood at Buck’s left with
the noose in hand. Buck asked if any one
wanted tobid him good bye amd shook
hands with the officials and with the hang-
man, He bade the priests good bye and
thanked them. The black cap was pulled
over his face and the noose adjusted around
his throat with the koot immediately be-
hind the left ear. He said again ““Good
bye.” Some one said - “‘go to heaven;” he
answered “Thank you; God have mercy on
me.” The hangman asked if all were ready
and Buck ina clear voice said ‘‘Let her
go!”

The rope was pulled, the weight dropped
and Buck’s body shot up, falling again and
dangling about two feet from the ground.
Death, in the opinion of all, was instantane-
ous, though owidg to his strong and wiry
constitation the pulse beat for fully fifteen
minutes. About two minutes after the
weight fell, the legs were drawn up and
again relaxed, but there was not any other
movement of any member. of the body.

Three quarters of an hour afterwards the
body was taken dewn amd viewed by the
coroner’s jury. - His face bore a peaceful
expression and was as calm as though he
were only in a deep sleep. There was no
"',, in his cofint: of any saffering.
About flity persons were present at the
haoging. The medical profession was
largely represented, and all the maritime
papers had representatives there, The ldw
says that the body should be buried in- the
jail yard, but the Ottawa authoritics decided
to allow Father Cormier to take it and in-
ter it in the Catholic graveyard here,  This
was Buck's request and he was very anxious
about it. o
The bullet shot into Buck’s leg the night
of the tragedy was extracted after the body
was taken down from the scaffold. It was
found to be of No. 38 calibre, corresponding
to the siza of the revolver found in the pos-
session of Jim when the latter was arrested.
Buck never seemed perfectly certain what
size this ballet was, or out of which re-
volver it came. He spoke of having it out
during the trial but afterwards changed his
mind.

The body of Buck was inclosed in a plain
coffin and berne to the Romaa Catholic
cemetery as soon as the Doctor was through
withit, A large crowd followed the re-
maios to the grave where the Roman
Catholic services for the dead were perform-
ed over the coffin by Fathers Cormier and
L’Abbe.

Jim looked very quiet and sorrowful at
the penitentiary on Thursday —at noon
hour he stood apart from his gang and tears
were seen to trickle down his cheeks-the
two men had evidently long been confede-
ates and shared in all the perils of the des-
perate life they were leading.

Carroll the constable, was on hand at the
hanging. He kept out of the prisoner’s
sight but manifested great interest in the
-details.

The history of capital crime in Westmor-
land is marked by but two previous egecu-
tions and both criminals hailed from Sack-
ville. In 1807 Henry (?) Babcock acting
under au impulse caused by religious
fanaticism killed his sister-in-law at Shediac.
He caught the idea from hearing some
revivalists who were at work a the county
at that time, that only by meand ‘of saciiiice
could the atonement for sins be made and he
went to Shediac and murdered’ his siste?-in -
law and made an attempt on.the lives of the
other members of the family.

The next execution took place on Sept. 8,
1864 when Amos Hicks was "hanged for the
murder of an old British soldier named Hill,
whom he deliberately shot in a clearing a
short dist on the Dorchester side of the
line between ®ackville and Dorchester
parishes.* Hicks, who was only ball witted:
swore that he acted nnder the suggestion of
ar uncle named Tingley, who was afterwards
tried as an accomplice and acquitted. . The
storg is that Hill squatted on a piece of land
which Tingley claimed as his, and refused to
move©f. Hicks was frequently told ' by
‘Tingley that it would be better if Hill were
out of the way. Oae day Hicks took his
gno apparently with the intention of geing
partrige shooting, and went to where Hin
was &t work in the woods with his son, took
deliberate aim at the man, shot him and
ran, He was arrested in. Sackville shortly
after., His execution was public and it is
said that Dorchester never had so large a
crowd within its boundary ason that day.
He was hanged by Sheriff Botsford in ifront
of the court house in full view of the people.

Will There be a new Drill Book.

An QOttawa despatch says:—Militia officers
are wondering whether a new dyill book,
applicable to the Cansdian service, is to be
promulgated shortly, Hitherto, both in re-
gard to drill and militia regulations, Cans-
da has conformed closely to imperial usage.
The [mperial drill book, however, is framed
as to make it a perfect manual for permanent
corps who are paraded daily, but in many
respects is unsuitable to the requirements of

the volunteer system iu Canada. ' Some time
ago the suggestion was made that a eimpler
form of drill might be devised for the Can-
'adian forces, and a board of officers was
constituted to draw up a revised drill
manual. Their report has reached the de-
partment, but no action has yet beeu taken
with regard to it.” N

Interesting Entries in anold Ledger
of Seventy Tears Ago.

(Truro News.)

Mitchell Copeland of the Riverside hotel,
Merigomish, N. 8., has in his possession an
old ledger journal containing the accounts
of one R. Lowden, between the years 1818
and 1827, Mr. Lowden appears to have
been a merchaunt, shipbuilder and magistrate,
At that time Pat Phelan was the teacher,
Rev. Wm. Patrick the preacher, while Dr.
John Thompson looked after the health of
the citizens.

Rum seems to have been the staple arti-
cle of commerce in those good old days,
and with one single exception it forms a
part of every account in the book—even the
pastor having one quart charged in-his ac-
¢ount, while out of 60 entries in the clever
old doctor’s account, between February 1823,
and September, 1824, no less than 55 entries
were for rum, the balance of his account
being two charges for tea, one for tobacco,
ons for molasses and one”for-cash. To the
credit of the parson we might add that his
quart was delivered to his son Joho, and we
will conclude eithér that his son Johu used
it himself or his fabher took it for medicine.
The price of tea~\was from 3s. 7d. to 3s.
9d. per Ib., while ft required a day’s labor
at wood chopping 6 pay for a yard of Scotch
cotton and a skilled mechanic could earn
sufficient to purchase a yard of calico which
sold for three shillings. Inthe summer
season it took a pound of butter to buy a
pound of sugar, but in the winter butter ad-

_vanced to 10d. while sugar dropped to 6d.

Oage curious entry is a credit to Wm.
Small for 27 twitches of firewood delivered
at his mother’s farm for 143 9J. and this
whole amount was dissolved with the un
failing rum.

We notice also an account with Baroabas
MeGee, one of the first suttlers on Barney’s
river, ‘the river and settlement being
named for him. His son Charles, who died
a few years since at the advanced age of 99
years, was the first white male child born in
the settlement.

In 1826 we notice sugar as high as 1s, per

pound aud molasses 4s. per gallon.

Flour and oatmeal were sold at nearly
present prices. Wages were low, ranging
from 2, 6d. per day for the laborer, to 3s.,
4s. and 5s, per day fer skilled mechanics,
Butchers received 2s. 64. for killing an ox,
and 1s. 6d. for batchering a sheep. Per-
baps the most noticeable difference between
then and now is the prices ruling for nails,
for we find a pound of shingle uails which
can now be bought' for 4e. or Se.
charged at 1s. 3d., per 1b. Ezgs evidently
were not the important article of commerce
they are now, for we do not noticé any men-
tion of them whatever. The good old times
may have had their advantages, but we are
willing to take our chances in the present
age with its improved facilities for earning
and cheaper living.

E_o‘w A German Train is Started.

According to the Railway Review, an
official of the Pittsbarg and Lake Erie
Railroad recently returned from Europe, re-
ferring to railway practice in Germany,
says: “The roadbeds are about perfect,
while the stations are simply magniticent,
even in the most insignificant places being
very fine. © The roadbeds are quite rigid,
but this is mainly due to the iron and steel
cross ties that are used. The locomotives
are fine pieces of mechanism, but their
capacity j&Scarcely equal to those on this
side of the Atlantic. Their entire passenger
equipment is away behind that in vse
here. Their treins, however, ran like
elockwork, and the connections are perfect.
The method of starting trains is altogether
unique and peculiar, and will cause local
agents and trainmen to smile. The agent is
an imposing, dignified and solemn-looking
official, attired in elaborate uniforin, literal-
ly gilt-edged, and he acts as master of cere-
monies on the imposing occasion. When
the train arrives at a station he is standing
bolt upright in an almost military position,
and he is on dress parade. Oane minute be-
fore the train starts he reaches up and taps
a gong three times. Then a strange scene
takes place, and it would Seem that he had
preseed a button, for at the last tap the con-
ductor, who has been at the rear car, comes
galloping along the entire length of the
platform, shouting in German the name of
every station the tfain will stop at, .When
the engive {3 Fetelied he wheels about, and
on his return quickly closes and locks the
car doors, darts back to the van to his perch
on the rear car, whistles thrice on a tin or
metal whistle, which is instantly repeated
by the brakeman at the front end, and the
train starts.

Columbus’ Quadrant.

Orrawa, Nov. 23.—The department of
agriculture bas received a letter from Rev.
Dr, McCulloch of Truro, offering to exhibit
at the World’s Fair a quadrant used by
Columbus on his voysge of discovery. It
appears that a Scottish merchant in the
early part of the past century bought the
quadrant at a sale of Columbus’ effects in
Spain and sfterwards bequeathed it to his
son, who in turn gave it to Dr. McCulloch’s
father in 1825. The quadrant has been in
Dr. McCulloch’s possession since 1843.
