NIAGARA-ON-THE-LAKE, June
27.—Major General Hutton, who was
present at the artillery omcers din-
ner here tonignt, was interviewed by
The Mail and Empire correspondent,
when he made some important state-
ments concarning  the militia organi-
zation of the dominion.

“What did you think of thé artil-
lerymen this afternoon when you in-
spected them?' was asked of the gen-
