| Referring to the Jatest Parlismentary re-
| porta of the Tnspestars-General of Prisons,
| we flud that, slthough the Roman Cétholic

population of lrrllun‘& is about three and &
L: f to one, the oriminals are in the ratio
of six Romanists to one Protestant.  Pro-
ceeding thence to Scotland, we are able to
| adduce further evidence to the samgq effeot.
§ On July 28, 1877 Bir R. Croas stated in the

House of Commonns * that abont oue-third
{ of all the prisoners in Scotland were Roman
} Catholics”™ (Times, July 24, 1877). - The
| statement is startling. The population of
Scotland, a8 given by the preceding census,
was 8,358 618 T{m number of Roman
Catholice was estimated, in 1871, to a-
monnt t0 277,300, or less than one-twelfth
of the populstion. Yet this, one-twelfth
furnishes one-third of the crimipals, More
than this, the Census Commissioners for
Sootland, in their réport published in 13758
sttributed the increase of crime in Sootlan
to the immigration of Irish Romen Catho-
lics, The same cause was assigned by the
statistical writer of the Times as account-
ing for the excess of Romish crimingls in
England (T¥mes, October 27, 1874, and
January 6, 1876), and the Times remarks
“that it is unfortinate for the rate-payers
of Bogland and Whales that two-fifths of
| these oriminals have selected theee coun-
| tries, and not their own, for the soene of
| their depredations.”

Let us take the case of Liverpool, where
the Trish element is found to be especially
strong. The report of the Chief Constable
of Live: 1 ¢ Thmes; November 26, 1877)
states; ‘It ia among the Roman Catholios
that the most extrsordinary records are
obtained ; an absolute majority of the pris-
ers, mald and female, belong to that com-
munion. Of the 12,285 prisoners during
the year, 8,453 were Roman Catholios
(3,882 men and 4571 women)” These
facts are corrobo'ated by the resident Ro-
man Catholic olergy, "Father Nugeat, the
Roman Catholic cifaplain to the Liverpool

ne, in'his report for 1877, wiates:
“Driok apd  prostitution fill ‘ the female
wide’ of the prison, OF the 4,571 women,
1,310 were tommitied for drunken and
riotous ‘conduct and 1,555 for dissrder!
behaviour upon the stiéets,” Liverpool,
socording to the Census Returns, then con-
tained .o population of #43,938, of which
about 150,000 were Roman Catholics ; so
that whilst the Protestant population was
in the propértion of about three to one, the
Roman Catholic prisoners were more thao
double the mm.‘rrr qf Protestants —St.
James' Chronicle.

For these are the teach-
ers of the thousands of children whose
future is the ) foture of our "country: At
s lats Educatiopsl meeting st Boston,
President Porter insisted that the prepara
tory instructor’s work is much more im-
portant than the work of the College pro-
fessor. '~ Remembering the beariag of
thorough or of defeotive elementary train-
ing upon the pupil's subseguent course,
snd how much the teacher of the young
does to determine their carder, we may
well be anxious about our system of pub-
lic schools and its results. For it isin
these Sohools that most of our educational
work ‘is done. A few of those mow in
school will-find their way to higher Instita-
tions, but the great majority will go from
the common school to the work of life;
the number of "College students is very
small in peoportion t> the number of
pupils enrolled on our school registers,
The istats of these schools, the methods
used, the results simed at, are therefore of
general interest to the community. If we
mistake not, too little interest in this mat-
ter is taken in most communities. The
duty of the rate-payets apparantly consists
in the election Of traitees ; the trustees dis-
charge their duty by hiring s teacher,—as
cheaply a8 possible.

Now thig is not.enough.: As the welfare
of all is involved, the interest of all should
be given. ‘The intelligence and earnestness
of the people will to a large degree have
effect upon the  efficiency of the school.
Many, most of the tenchers are young, and
parents need to know the character of the
instructors of their children. There is a
continued loss by the short term of service
given by most teachers; perhaps there h
