Kitchener of Khartoum, arrived here
this morning from Chicago on his first
visit to New York’ He seemed bath
surprised and pleased by the warm re-
ception accorded him by the three to
four hundred persons waiting at the
station.

Hitch in Arrangements.

Until midnight on Thursday it had
arranged that Lord Kitcheney
should be the guest of William Butler
Duncan, president of the Pilgrims at
his home, 1 Fifth Avenue, during his
stay in this city, but owing to his
host having contracted a severe at
tack of pneumonia, arrangements were
made for him at the Plaza instead.

Geo. 1. Wilson, secretary of the Pil-

On arrival at the ‘hotel they were
shown to a small sombre looking
apartment on the sixth floor.

Asked about his impressions of the
United States from what he had seen
he sald his overland journey had
been so rapid that he had had little
time to make observations.

Francisco had been rebuilt since the
eéarthquake however, had Smpregnml
him as showing the go ahead qualities
of Americans.

“By Jove,” he continued with a
smile, “Americans are enterprising.
There was a reporter who ¢ame into
my apartment on the train miles away
from Chicago and asked me what I
thought of the American women. [
told him I had known so few that I
was not in & position to judge. :

Labor War In Germany In-
volves Between 150,000

The Building Trades.

—

Berlin, April 15.—A lockout in the
building trades of Germany began at
six o'clock this evening. Betwegn
150,000 and 200,000 workers already
are known to be affected, but full re-
ports have not yet arrlved at head-
quarters,

Although the employers of Berlin,
Hamburg and Bremen have not vet
participated in the movement and ne-
gotiations for a peaceful settlement
are continuing in Munich, the lock-
out is a most widespread one. Bitter
feeling divides the employers and em-
ployes. Most of the contractors are
determined to work for the defeat of
the trade unions, but it is estimated
that ten per cent. of the employers
have declined to join the lockout, be-
ing in sympathy with the men’s de-
mands.

The building material manufactur-
ers have joined forces with the em-
ployers in several cities in resolving
not to deliver materials to those em-
ployers not obeying the lockout man-
date.

Up to the present no disordershave
been reported.

The lockout was caused by the ac-
tion of delegates representing the So-
clalist Federation of Trades Unions,
comprising 300,000 brick layers, car-
penters, masons, and laborers, who

RIOTING AT HANKOW
GAUSED BY CAPITALITS

Shanghai, April 15.—The rioting of
natives at Changaba continues. Al
ready three missions all situated on
the main streets, near the rice shops,
have been destroyed and today fears
for the safety of the other missions
were entertained.

It is reporteq that the governor was
injured during the attack upon the
Yalman, but so far as known, there
has been no loss of life.

The provincial treasurer has asked
the government to supply rice to the
natives in the hope of quieting them.
The scareity of rice due to it having
been cornered, was the chief cause
of the outbreak which had long been
brewing. Recently the ill feeling had
been increased by an active anti-for-
elgn propaganda in which the lives
of foreigners were threatened. Anoth-
er grievance was found from the fact
that the British consulate building
was constructed by imported labor.

John Carter, Who Has Aroused
Sympathy Of American Edi-
tors, Tried Luck First In
Canada—Of Good Family.

London, April 15.—The young Eng-
lishman who passes as John Carter,
and while serving a ten year sentence
in the Minnesota penitentiary, has
managed to sell several poems (o
American magazin:s and so far im-
press the editors to interest them in
securing his release, according to his
lawyer, Cyril Thomas, is well con-
nected here. He is a member of a
good English family, Mr. Thomas
says, but refuses to divulge his real
name, while admitting thdt Carter is
merely assumed.

Wealthy Relatives.

The lawyer stated the young man
had been brought up by wealthy rel-
atives, that he had received an excel-
lent education and that he developed
marked gifts for music and literature
pursuits,

The wealthy relatives died when
Carter was a mere youth, leaving him
unprovided for but a well known
London banker also a relative, took
Carter into his office, which Mr.
Thomas says was the worst thing in
the world that could have been done
for him.

The humdrum office life was totally
at variance with the youhg man's
temperament and the result was that
Carter got into disgrace and was sent
to Canada to take up farming. From
Canada after a while he got into the
present troubles,

Cyril Thomas who is a member of
the city legal firm but is acting for
Carter personally out of friendship,
has been active in securing a pardon
for the young man. Mr, Thomas says
he possesses real merit as a writer
and that the gift has been developing
in prison,

Editor Speaks.
New York, N. Y, April 16, —Rabert
L itor.. of - the
4 peaking of John
Carter, said today:—

“After the young man had written
several letters to me I voluntarily
wrote a letter to the State Board of
Pardons, of Minnesota, asking for a
remission of his sentence. In none of
his communications was a trace of a
whine or a plea for me to intercede
for him. He has learned his lesson
and his release will place in the world
a better man. In his cell Carter pen-
ned a poem which attracted attention
under the title of “Ballad of Misery
and Iron,” verses of which read:

Haggard faces and trembling knees,
Eyes that shine with a weakling hate,
Lips that mutter their blasphemies,
Murderous hearts that darkly wait,
These were they who were men of late
Fit to hold the plough or a sword.
A prayer this wall will penetrate;
Have pity on these, my comrades,
Lord. \

Poets sing of life at the lees,

In other verses and delicate,

Of tears and manifold agonies
Little they know of what they prate,
Out of this silence passionate

relief of employes injured at work and
the families of men killed, The plan
will be put in operation May 1 for a
year's test and if successful the com-
pany hopes to continue it with such
modifications as experience may sug-
gest. The cest will be several millions
& year and employes do not contri-
bute.

For temporary disablement, single
men will receive 35 per cent, of their
wages and married men 50 per cent,
WBh an additional five per cent. for
each child under 16 and two per cent.
for each year of service above five
years. For permanent injuries, lump
pPayments are provided, based upon the
extent to which the injury interferes
with employment and the annual earn-
ing capacity of the victim, Where em-
ployes are killed, their families will
receive a sum equal to his wages for
4 year and a half, with an addition-

al ten per cent. for each child under |

16 and three per cent. for each year
of service above five years,

Attention is called to the fact that
for some years the subsidiary com
panies have been making payments to
men injured and the families of em-
ployes killed in practically all ca
without regard to legal lability,
gregating about $1,000,000
The new plan, however, is expected to
bring additional benefits.

Apple trees cov-
ered with moss and scales and infest-
ed with insects and fungus diseases
and standing neglected and unfertil-
jzed in sod could not be expected to
give results, but under rational treat-
ment and fertilization would produce
fruit that would successfully compete
with any grown in the world.

Small fruits and early vegetables
which today were being imported in
large quantities for the towns and
summer resorts at high prices could
also be successfully grown.

MHEAD FOR BAITAI

Sir John Phillips Says it is
Sure To Come---The Bank
of England Refuses Govern-
ment Loans.

—

Montreal, April 15.-—A money panic
in England which will be felt over the
world is the prediction of Sir John
Phillips, an ex-M.P,, who is here in
regard to. Anglo-Canadian industrial
developments. “People here do not
understand the extraordinary financial
tangle into which the country has been
plunged by the action of the govern-
ment. The Bank of England has turn
ed down government loays. After lend
ing four million pounds sterling week-
ly the bank found that the lords of
the treasury had not the power to
make these loans and refuse to make
any more. If there were unserupulous
men behind any of the other banks
they could buy up these treasury
bonds and make the bank of England
pay them while it could not force the
government to re-imburse it. The pre-
sent is the most serious financial em-
barrassment in which Britain has ever
been and the panic which ig sure to
come will do incalculable damage.

New York, -April 16.—Of the lines
of work open to ‘women there is per
haps none more intergsting than that
of detective. The woman detective
is well paid for good work, and she
is in demand, partieularly in a large
city,

“What first made its impression up-
on me in the line of detective work,”
sald a woman detective in one of the
large depariment stores, “was some-
thing I saw ten or twelve years ago.
1 was riding in one of the street cars
in the 6 o’clock rush when the people
were packed as usual like sardines, 1
was at the time thrown on my own
resources and “had just finished a
course in stenography, and that very
day was going home from an unsuc-
cessful day of job hunting, tired out
and discouraged.

“As 1 stood wedged among people
in the centre of the car the conductor
came along collecting fares. As he
squeezed through he was followed by
a boy about 14 and just as they pass-
ed me when the crowd was thickest
I saw this boy reach in that conduc-
tor’s pocket and take out a handful of
change. Not only once did he do it,
but as the conductor reached the rear
door 1 w the boy help himself again
—all the while the conductor being
utterly oblivious.

Grab Him.

“Of course it was none of my busi-
ness, but I soon reached the door. As
the boy was making ready to swing
off the car a policeman happened (o
swing on. ‘Grab him, 1 cried. He
was grabbed tight enough, but they
held me as a witness, and I had to go
to police court the next day. Search-
ing the boy they had found several
dollars in small change, whereas he
had only taken 7H cents or so from
this conductor.

“As 1 was leaving court one of the
railroad officials said to me, ‘Look
here, why don’t you be a detective?
He offered me a small position and 1

let the typewriting job go. Since
then 1 have done work on the street

honest detective will acknowledge de-

feat, Keen observation is of course
necessary and a- great deal of courage.

“With' regard to the remuneration
a woman detective receives | can say
that a good detective gets good wages.
She has a right to demand it, for her
services are_worth more than money
to her empldyers. A couple of good
cases put through the courts  does
more to keep thieves out of this store
than anything else. We have to make
examples.

“As for qualifications a Wwoman
must be quick, observing and honest
courageous, calm and polite, have in-
tuition and nerve—but never be ex-
citeable or inclined to nervousness.
There is always an opening for a really
good woman detective and she ought
to make from $100 to $150 a month—
some of us do better than that.

“But there is just one thing,” con-
tinued the woman, “and that is I al-
ways hate to tackle a man crook. Wo-
meh. naturally the frailer sex, the
greatest lovers of finery and luxury,
give us the most trouble—their
thievery is often only petty, but oec-
casionally we get a man of the same
type. As a rule there are men detec-
tives near to help us out, but at times
[ have had to tackle a man alone.
It’s embarrassing to walk up and tap
a man on the shoulder and tell him
that ‘some one in the office wants to
see him. "

“One spring day years ago I was
forced to approach a well dressed
business looking man. When 1 told
him what 1 wanted he’leoked at me
in the most blank, then nmgsed man-
ner.

Mechanical Contrivances, Green Salads, and Fx-

ercises Required to Enable a Woman to Bend

and Sway and Swing

and Give the Sugges-

tion of Flight---Wholly a Paris Idea.

“To secure the aeroplane figure a
woman must turn herself into a me-
chanical _contrivance. Perhaps that Is-
n'e expréssing it in the best way, but
it conveys my idea,” said 4 woman
who keeps other women abreast of
the times as regards their looks. “She
;mlr( adjust herself to things mechan-
A :

ver since the aeronette dance
came out in Paris women have been
seeking to acquire the aeroplane fig-
ure, It is today the fashionable figure,
but it is not as difficult as it looks.

“I acquired it in six weeks. Otherg
of my friends required twe months. 1
had one friend who did it in four
:v.wl‘:m. but she devoted her entire time
o it.

“I was told in the beginning that 1
would need to become a piece of me-
chanism. You will understand my feel-
ings when I found that I must wear
chin straps for several hours & day;
also that T must put on a rubber jac-
ket while exercising in the open air.
In addition to this I had to put fin-
ger tips on my fingers to give my
hands the long graceful curve from
wrist to fingers and of course 1 had
to have mechanical massage.

“I went to a school for those who de.
sire the aeroplane figure and was put
through the course of #prouts. 1 say
sprouts because at my first lesson I
was told that I must eat French sal-
ads, that lettuce, celery, beet tops
and all other green edibles, including
the dandelion were essential to the
aeroplane figure,

Butter and Cream.

“You must take your salad with
cach meal' sald the French instruc-
tor, ‘and for a while you must forget
that you ever heard of butter and
cream. Do not drink sweet drinks”but
pin your faith to fruit juices and green
salads. Your American salads with
nuts in them are awful and your mix-
ed up salad dishes are worse. Eat
green salads while you are acquiring
your figure and don’t forget that a
pinich of salt is just as satisfying to
the palate as a spoon of sugar. If
your salad is sour add salt.’

“Then came the mechanical mas-
sage. 1 had supposed that T under-
stood the art of taking a bath, but I
was sent to the tub to soak. There
was no such prodigal amount of run-
ning water as in America, but I had
to soak just the same. Then I experi-
enced the mechanical massage of my
arms, which were just a little too hea-
vy for an aeroplane figure.

“‘In the new dances,’ said the in-
structor, ‘where the aeroplane comes
to the earth there is a pretty figure
which is called the dive. The lady
steps forward, bends and dives down-
ward with one hand up, while the oth-
er soars the air, It is a very grace-
ful thing if well done, but you ean’t
do it with fat arms.’

“And so there was a mechanical
rubbing of my arms. The rubber was
covered with felt so that it did not
quite take the skin off, but it certainly
reduced the fat.

“Then followed a mechanical exer-
cise, My arm was strapped to the
handlebar of a machine which worked
in such a manner that my arm was
bent and unbent at the rate of two or
three bends - a minute. At first
though it was going to be jerked out
of its socket, but 1 kept still and wait-
ed.

Vigorous Exercise.

“Back and forth, up to my shoulder
and out again, went my hand. It was
vigorous exercise  but splendid. 1
recommend it to any one who can rig
up a mechanical contrivance to give
mechanical exercise to the arms.

““Then, too,” explained the instruct-
or, ‘the chin strap has a piece attach-
ed which will go across your forehead
and smooth the wrinkles out of your
brow. You can Kkill ever so many
ugly birds with one set of chin straps.

“The chin straps were to be worn
nearly all day, or as long as 1 could
stand them. In my case they pinned
back my ears, held up my chin, took
away the parentheses from around
my mouth and smoothed my brow.

“The rubber jacket was for the pur-
pose of reducing my weight, I don’t
believe in encasing yourself jn an air-
tight garment, because of the danger
of catching ccld when you cool off;
but I resolved to take the whole
course of treatment. So [ adopted
the plan of walking violently in the
rubber jacket, then taking it off im-
mediately and rubbing with an Eng-
lish bath towel.

“I mention the English bath towel
because of the fact that it is very
large. Laid upon the floor it makes
a rug; used after the bath it acts as
a bath robe, and employed in the
work of keeping the circulation going
it is invaluable for the reason that it
is big enough for a thorough massage.

“2rhe patent finger tips were aggra-
vating to wear. Imagine yourself with
ten thimbles upon your hands. They
are slightly tight, and as your fingers
begin to grow to a point a turn is
taken in the screws so that the thim-
bles again pinch your finger tips. In
time your finger tips will taper just
as you want them to do; but it is ner-
vous work getting them down to the
right taper. A set of small thimbles

will do.

- Stooping Exercises.

“The most serious trouble came
with the stooping exercises. You

must be very graceful and so supple
that you can bend without panting. I
was told that you should be slightly
under normal :
for thé street.

“The proportions as copied off a
blackboard in the instruction room
were these: For a woman 5 feet 6
inches the walst line must not be over
26 inches, the hips should mnot be
more than 42, and the neck should take
a collar of 13 inches. The bust meas-
ure might be a small 38, and the
weight of the woman by no means
over 140 pounds when hatted and
dressed, booted and ceated, all ready

“Most of our ladies are down to a
36 bust and a 24 inch waist, she said.
The hips measure 40 and the arms
and wrist are plump, but without a
particle of real fat uponghem.

“With these measurements you
may get a notion of the ideal figure.
The next step is to become supple.
This requires constant bending, but
bending of a certain sert.

“The first exercise is to rise upon

your {oes and to stretch out your
hands on each side of you just on a
level with the top of your head. Let
your hands hang somewhat limp, but
support your arms and flutter them a
little, keeping high on your tiptoes
meanwhile,

“The next step is more difficult,
You cross your feet and bend your
knees. Then you must sink nearly to
the ground or as low as you can
without losing your balance. Mean-
while your hands are held at each
side of you quite stifly, with your
arms outstretched and yonr finger
tips coming about to the level of your
walst.

“For a third exercise you alternate
the two keeping at it for half an hour,
First you fise on your toes, stretch-
ing forth your arms and swaying
your hands and finger tips. Then you
cross your knees and sink down with
your arms stretched out at each side
of you.

The Dive.

“Now comes the dive. You stretch
forth one foot kneeling on the other
knee, While you are doing this your
hands are in the, air. One is held
high and the other dips until it touch-
es the floor., It takes a few minutes
practice to get your balance, but onee
learned it is a beautiful motion and
easy. It is the prettiest of all the dai-
ly exercises and the one that gives
the natural grace which women
crave,

“The next figure is soaring and dip-
ping. The arms are held out on each
side and flung around, now high and
now low. Meanwhile you are balanc-
ing, first on one foot and then on the
other. There is no definite rule for
it; but to practise it correctly and per-
fectly you should have music. This is
supposed to imitate the swerving of
the aeroplane and it is of much as-
sistance in giving woman the grace-
ful, slender aeroplane figure.

“The aeroplane figure is very tall,
very slim and very graceful. These
specifications may seem impossible
to the woman who is short and dum-
py: but if the dumpish woman will
reduce her weight and learn how to
dress she will look taller. If she
will thoroughly master the mysteries
of color she will add to her height
another pair of inches,

“No beauty specialist in teaching
woman how to get the aeroplane fig-
ure will neglect to instruct her in the
art of color dressing., The aeroplane
looks light and graceful and the wo-
man who dresses correctly will have a
ligit, graceful appearance. This does
not mean that her dress must neees-
sarily be light in color, but it must
be designed to fit her. Just as the
wings of the aergplane, or the planes
themselves, match and fit into the ma-
chine, so.must. the .clothivg of a.wo-
man seem to be part of her,

“In Paris T saw a woman who wore
a slim looking gown of deep cloud
blue cloth. Her hat was an aeroplane.
It turned up quite sharply, yet there
were wings upon it. She was slim and
she looked tall, though I doubt if she
was over five feet three or four.

“One of the great things of the sea-
son for the woman who is trying to
acquire the aeroplane figre is the dis-
tributing of sachet powder. She musi
literally line her garments with it
There come tiny sachets which can be
sewed in all parts of the gown. Many
French women buy the perfumeq flan-
nel and the tiny bits of colored and
perfumed chamois. The chamois or
the flannel can be obtained in the
fashionable tints and bits can be sew-
ed inside the waist or the skirt, the
jacket or the neck ruffle.

“As for the hat, when it comes to
the matter of sachet powder it can
be literally filled with it. The breasts
of birds are merely excuses for the
concealment of sachets. The wings
furr a hiding place for tiny bags
of sweet smelling powder. -

“It is very important if yon wish
to have the aeroplane figure that you
should learn how to convey scents
and that you should study the odors
that are to be conveyed. The accept-
ed odors in Paris for this purpose are
the odors of the fruit blossoms—ap-
ple, cherry, plum, pear, wild grape
and quince. The higher the blossom
the better, and for that reason the ap-
ple blossoms that wave in the tree-
tops are held to be far sweeter than
the blossoms that grow near the
ground, sweeter and more appropriate
to the ambition of the aeroplanist.”

“You may take it from me that the
Japanese dislike foreigners thorough-
1y, and ifethey could do it without
getting into trouble they would kick
every foreigner out of the countr
They have a sort of innate jealousy
of anybody who can do something
they cannot, and when they think that
they can do as well as the foreigner
they have employed they discharge
him. They are now replacing the
foreign captains and engineers of their
merchant ships as fast as they can
train up young Japanese to take their
places. I used to hear the Japanese
teachers in the university discussing
getting rid of the foreigners on their
staff.

“Their successes in two wars have
made. the Japanese thoroughly con-
ceited, They believe they Hhave only
got to make a big effort and they can
conquer the world. You do not hear
them express this opinion before
foreigners. If you say, to draw them
out, ‘You fellows will conquer the
world some day,” you get no reply, but
each looks at the others significantly.
But of course I have been in a position
to hear What they really think on the
subject.

Tokio Changed.

Tokio has changed enormously
since I went there. Then for the pub-
lic there was nothing but ramshackle
horse cars fol getting about, but now
they have an electric tramway service
that is not excelled anywhere, and
you ecan go anywhere you wish for
two and a half cents. The young
people, both men and women, are mad
for foreign clothes, and it is the am-
bition of every young man to own a
Juropean suit and for every young
woman to get a European dress with
a pair of corsets. The number of
thoseé who confine themselves to the
native garb is fast shrinking., Tokio
is cutting away block after block to
double the width of some of its streets
All the approaches to the proposed
exposition will be three times as wide
as Broadway. In the private houses
the people are going in for foreign
furniture and the Tokio householder
who cannot boast of at least one for-
eign room in his house is considered
mot_at all fashionable,

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SMITH
Stupendous Work of British
Scientist Recalled in Recent

Cuneiform Discovery by
Germans at Nippur.

Archaeologists are thrilling with
the news that a noted German scien-
tist has discovered a Nippur a series
of cuneiform inscriptions whkich give
an account of the Flood, written some
1,600 years earlier than the etory
which George Smith put together in
the British Museum some 50 years
ago Anyone who has read of Smith's
stupendous task must always regret
discovery that will tend tu diminish
the importance of his labors. How-
ever, geologists will assure them that
the Deluge occurred so many millions
of years before any account of it was
written that a mere 1,500 years
amounts to nothing. Other geologists
assert that there was no flood at all
or that it occurred years before there
were any human beings upon the
earth, and that the ancient Chaldean
and all other accounts of it have ab-
solutely no scientific basis. However
that may be, no one will gainsay
George Smith’s right to everlasting
remembrance among the great investi-
gators of modern times, and some ac-
count of what he accomplished may
well be inspiring.

The Young Engraver.

George Smith, to begin with, was
neither a scientist nor a scholar, but
a wood engraver hired like any other
artisan by the British Myseum to do
some work, namely, to make the en-
gravings of the cuneiform inscriptions
for “Cuneiform Inscriptions of West-
ern Asia,” a volume which the mu-
seum was preparing for the press.
Probably if Smith had been one of
those rare souls who cohcentrate
every energy and thought on their
fmmediate business he might have be-
come the best engraver of his time,
but he would never have been heard
of as an Orientalist, The fact appears
to have been that his mind was not
altogether occupied in his work, and
that he took time to prowl round the
museum, pondering and wondering at
the many queer things there collect-
ed. He came across a great rubbish
heap of broken brick and shard in
one room, and noted that on some of
the pleces were hieroglyphics some-
thing like those which he was copy-
ing, and he was informed that these
fragments, 30,000 in number, had
been sent to the museum some ten
years before by Austen Henry Layard,
who had picked them up in the re-
mains of the Royal Library of Asshur-
banipal, amid the ruins of Nineveh,

guess. Odd words here and- there
could be translated, but what mes
sage the heap of rubbish originally
contained seemed beyond the power
of human brain to decipher.

However, by this time he knew the
story that he was piecing together
agaln, and soon the scientific world
was startled with an account of the
Flood, written thousands of years ago.

The Vanity of Semiramis.

On the face of this mountain, 300
feet above the plain, Queen Semir-
amis caused her likeness to be cut,
with suitable cuneiform eulogy. There
were three parallel columns of this
ancient shorthand, one in the Median,
another in the Persian and the third
in the Assyrian language. Sir Henry
first deciphered the Persian story,
and this translation furnished the key
to the other inscriptions. So the
vanity of a heathen queen has en-
abled modern scholars to reconstruct
the history of the period in which she
lived, and of periods ages before her.
There remain millions of shattered
fragments to be restored by the sci-
entists who have the inclination for
this work, and hardly a year goes by
without some more or less motable
discovery being made. O_nl_v a few
weeks ago a German scientist dug up
what is supposed to be the oldest
love letter in existence, and a perusal
of it will convince any lover that
however the manner may have altered
the matter of loving correspondence

MORE BATTLESHIPS
FOR ITALFS NAVY

Phantom Warships to Become
a Reality, Embodying at the
Same Time a Host of
Revolutionary Ideas.

London, April —Battleships arm-
ed with thirteen big guns are the I:
test proposed addition to the navies
of the world, and Italy is the nation
that will provide them, a naval expert
in London asserts.

As is well known, he says, a pro-
gramme of four battleships for Ital
has been in the air for some time, so
long indeed that there were more than
a few who began to discredit the re-
ported intention of the Italian Govern-
ment and to call the proposed ships
phantom battleships.

As a matter of fact, one of the ships,
the Dante Alighieri, was laid down last
June at Castellamare. She will be of
19,000 tons and will be armed with
ten 12 inch guns arranged in a novel
manner. At each end of the ship, on
the centre line, will be a turret con-
taining three guns, and immediately
behind these and firing over them will
be a turret of the ordinary pattern,
containing two guns.

The three other ships will be of
22,000 tons and their armament will
consist of thirteen 12 inch guns. The
new ships will be named Conte di Ca-
vour, Leonardo da Vin¢i and Giulio
Cesare, and their total cost is estima-
ted at $12,350,000 each, or over $4,000,-
000 more than the British Vanguard.
The main armament will be arranged
in 2 manner even more novel than that
of the Dante. The arrangement for-
ward will be the same, a triple turret
with a twin turret superposed and fir-
ing over it. Astern too, the same ar-
rangement will stand, but instead of
being on a lower level as in the case
of the Dante the stern guns will have
as great a command of fire as those
forward.

The three other 12 inch guns remain-
ing to compléte the main battery will
be mounted in a single turret placed
between the two fannels and on the
same level as the fore and aft turrets,
All the turrets will be on the centre
line of the ship.

It may be mentioned that Germany
is’ reported to be using the three gun
turret in the battleships Helgoland,
Ostfriesland and Thuringen, now being
built, but the system was rejected by
the superior council of the French

Cincinnati, Ohio, April 16—~How a
pretty Irish mald ran away with a
curly haired butler, married him and
immigrated to America, where a4 son
was born to them, who became a gen-
eral in the Union army, in the civil
war, one of the distinguished lawyers
of the Ohio River Valley, an attorney
for the Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany and a friend of the late President
McKinley, has been brought out in
the testimony of Irish witnesses in
one of the biggest fights to share in
he distribution of an estate ever
brought in this country,
From the Irish point of view, at
least, the first great accomplishment
of the runaway pair after they reached
Ohlilo soil was to produce potatoes in
six weeks after planting time, a feat
that amazed all Ireland as fast as the
news spread to its people.

weeks, the directors residing in Sher-
brooke, Quebec, became uneasy, and
determined to come down to St. John
and hold an investigation into the af-
fairs of the company. On Thursday
Roch Gagne, L. A. Codere and F. X,
LeBranche accompanied by their le-
gal advisors Wm. Banks, F. Campbell
and A. W. Warrel, who have consider-
able interest in the concern, arrived
in the city, and, after holding several
meetings, and examining the books,
came to the conclusion that the inter-
est of the shareholders demanded the
resignation of Mr. Isaacs, the manag:
ing director, and other members of
the board residing in St. John.

No License to Do Business.
Their investigation revealed, it is
said, the fact that the company which
is incorporated under the laws of the
State of Arizona, U.8., had not taken
out a license to do business either in
New Brunswick or in the Province of
Quebec, where its mining properties
are located. It is also rumored that
the management had neglected to
comply with conditions under which
the mining properties were acquired,
and that therefore the titles to the
property were not technically correct.
The solicitors who are acting for the
Sherbrooke directors and sharehold-
ers when interviewed last evening,
would neither deny nor confirm this
rumor. It was said, however, that the
shareholders had no occasion to wor
ry on that score, as the irregularities,
if any, in that connection, weve of
a purely technical character, and the
titles could be made good.

Another meeting of the directors
will be held today at which it is said
a new manager will be selected and
a committee appointed to make a
formal examination of the books.

Mr. Isancs left St. John about three
weeks ago and the directors who have
decided to dispense with his services
say that they do not know his present
whereabouts. Inquiries at his resi-
dence last evening also failed to elic-
it any information regarding his
whereabouts beyond the statement
that he was expected back in St. John

R

in about two weeks. The directors de-
clined to say whether or not they had
found any irregularities. They declar-
ed, however, that the sharcholders
had no particular ocecasion for alarm.
The irregularities in regard to the in-
corporation of the company could eas-
ily be straightened out, and its pro-
perties were undoubtedly valuable and
with energetic management could
be casily made to yleld large returns.

The company has an authorized cap-
ital stock of »$900,000, divided into
180,000 non assessable shares of a
par value of $5 cach.

Officers and Directors.

The officers and directors elected
at the last regular meeting were: Hon.
A. T. Dunn, St. John, president; R. D.
Isaacs, St. John, vice-president and
managing director; H. W. Adam, St.
John, secretary; J. M. Healy, St. John,
treasurer; Roch Gagne, F. X. Le
Branche, L. A. Codere, Sherbrooke,
and H. Leslie Coombs, St. John, direc-
tors.

Mr. Dunn, collector of cus-
toms of St. John, resigned from the |
directorate shortly after his election
to the position of president.

The company has a paidup capital
of about $100,000; and it is said that
the majority of the sharehclders be-
long to Sherbrooke, Quebec,.and this
city.

The prospectus of the company
states that its property Is located
about two and a half miles from D™
Israeli, in the township of Garthby,
in the county of Wolfe, Province of
Quebec, on the serpentine beit, better
known as the asbes{os belt, extending
from East Broughton to Asbestos, the
latter town being situated three miles
distant from Danville and comprises
two hundred and fifty acres underlaid
with the highest grade asbestos ore.
This property in the very heart of the
asbestos district that ranks first in
the world, is more valnable than thou-
sands of acres of prospective territory.

The company was organized in June
1908 and last year had a considerable
force of men employed constructing
a railway and preparing for the instal-
lation of a mining plant. No develop-
ment work has been carried on this
winter owing it is said, to the fact
that the intense cold practically pro-
hibited outdoor operations in that lo-
cality.

It is rumored that the new manager
who is to be selected will have his
headquarters in Sherbrooke, and that
as soon as the affairs of the company
are straightened out the work of de-
veloping the mines will be pushed for-
ward as speedily as possible.
