FREQERICTON FAR

Sydney, N. 8, Sept. 19.—Frank
Haynes, was committed to supreme
court this morning by Stipendiary W.
R. Hearn to stand trial, charged with
the murder of Benjamin 8. Atkinson
on Friday, the 15th day of August.

The prisoner recelved the decision
of the stipendiary cooly and did not
lose any of the extraordinary calm he
has maintained ‘during the hearing.

As will be remembered, Benjamin
8. Atkinson was found dead on the
McQueen road on the 15th day of Au-
gust and & coroner’s investigation held
the next day brought in a verdict of
accidental death.

Owing to certain peculidr  circum-
stances the Crown took the matter up
for investigation with the result that
a warrant was issued for Haynes’ ar-
rest.

During the investigation over fifty
witnesses have  been examined and
about 60,000 words of testimony have
been taken.

Mexico City, Sept. 19.—The death of
the late President Francisco I. Ma-
dero and Vice-President Jose Marie
Pino Suarez were not brought about
by a punishable crime, according to
a decision pronounced by the military
court here today.

LEONARD PARKER
- A TOTAL WRECK

Fine Schooner Rumns on

—Lamp Upsets and Ves-
sel Burns.

R. C. Elkin received word yesterday
of the total loss of his fine schooner,
Leonard Parker. The schooner, in
command ‘of Capt. C. Irving McNeill,
was loaded with hard pine and was
on a voyage from Gulfport, Miss., to
Louisburg, C.' B,, and ran ashore on
the dangerous reefs at Cramp Keys,
Fla. The vessel had not been very
long hard and fast ashore when a
lamp in the cabin was in some man-
ner overturned, and immediately the
burning oil set fire to the woodwork
and nothing could be done to quench
the flames, 5o quickly did they spread.

Captain McNeill and his crew had
hardly time to save their lives and
they did not reach the shore without
considerable difficulty. The schooner
was burned to the water's edge, and

the owners, who only had the vessel
partly insured, will suffer a severe
loss.

The Leonard Parker was 246 tons
register and was built in 1897, but
being in the very best repair, was
rated almost as good as a new vessel.

Messrs. Elking's fine fleet of vessels
called Parker is mow almost extant,
there being now,only one left afloat,
viz,, ‘the Annie M. Parker. Mr. Elkin
did not receive any further particu-
lars of the wreck and has wired for
Captain McNeill to come to St. John.

They send
their money because they think those
houses supply their material needs
more fully than the local houses can
for the same amount expended. The
citizens the Standard is finding fault
with are equally as consistent as are
the merchants of St. John, Frederic-
ton and Moncton to whom they are
pupposed to be disloyal by with-
holding their patronage inasmuch as
those merchants will and do buy
goods in England, Germany and the
United States which it was possible
for them to buy in Canada. And why
do they do so? Simply because they
can buy them cheaper in those coun-
tries, exactly for the same reasou
that the people are condemned.

The Standard speaks of the disloy-
alty of the people in not patronizing
focal merchants, but it says nothing
of those merchants investing the pro-
fits made out of the people at home
in far distant countries. English and
Canadian investors have for long pre-
ferred investing their money in the
United States rather than Canada, be-
cause they could draw larger divi-
dends and percentages, and those are
usually the people who prate the most
about loyalty and patriotism.

After all, in a perfectly legal way,
people and merchants are taking ad-
vantage of each other, being forced to
do so from economic pressure result-
ant from the terrible competition of
the competitive system under which
we live.

“Larry” Doyle, second baseman ex-
traordinary and field captain of the
New York Giants, is exactly the kind
of a second baseman and field captain
that John J. McGraw would seek with
relentless vigor if he were not in pos-
session of the aforesaid. There is no
passing this point, the terminal having
been reached so long ago that there is
positively nothing to any opposing ar-
gument. In fact, there isn't any op-
posing argument,

As a Landmark.

Post-graduate fans have come to reg-
ister Doyle as a common or garden
landmark in the National League turf
separating first and second bases. Not
an old landmark, but a regular Mec-
Graw medium done, shaped, polished
and fitted in the wide territory de-
nominated as second base position, but
embracing a small town section, and
for the ordinary purpose of strangling
wallops, liners, bounders and rollers.

A moderate percentage of the lat-
ter have been known to elude Doyle
in his four years of getting down to
business as a landmark, but not a large
enough percentage to enthuse opposing
batsmen of the right field hitting per-
suasion.

Connie Takes a Chance,

Cornelius gave him a few long,
searching looks and gambled on the
chance that he wasn't an embryonic
fivver by wishing him on Newark, N.
J., for a little more cooking. Collins
was delivered f. o, b, at the fag end of
the 1907 season and there was the 1908
schedyle placed as the real showdown
period for him. This was the near-
lemon stage. Gaps in right field and
shortstop were tried on him but apart
from a disposition to treat himself to
sundry and divers hits, as a matter of
daily occurrence, the gaps continued
unimpaired in general appearance. At
shortstop he was triedg and found
guilty of the most consistent untamed
chucking in Philadelphia history.

Here was something to stir C.
Mack’s grey matter. It was observed
that the lank leader only permitted his
face to crack when the White Pachy-
derms were at the bat, as on those oc-
casions Collins made up for his other
deficiencies by busting the ball with
consistent ferocity. During the win-
ter of 1908-1909 Mack had nightly
dreams of Collins at second base and it
was made a matter of fact when spring
wheeled the schedule into view. Under
the new circumstances the near-lemon
developed into the full grown peach,
the soil around second base being pe-
culiarly adapted for the purpose.

FARM SETTLEWENT 6T
) ENEFIGL WEKSAE

Eighty-five Men have been
Placed by Board Since
Nqvel Method was Intro-
duced.

Although it is hardly a year since
the Farm Settlement Board got to
work, up to the present 55 men have
been placed on farms in the province,
A large proportion of those who have
taken up farms under the Settlement
Act are old countrymen or Americans,
but in quite a number of cases farms
have been sold to sons of native farm-
ers who without the opportunity of-
fered by the board might have gone
west. Practically all of those to
whom the board has sold farms are
married men with families, and the
operations of the Board so far mean
that about 400 people have been locat-
ed on the land

“Of the original grant of $100,000
made by the leg ture to the Board,
about $60,000 has been expended so
far, but this will be returned with
interest at five per cent in the course
of ten years. Those taking up farms
are required to make a first payment
of 25 per cent of the cost of the farm,
and to pay up the balance in ten

years with inter

The Secreta of the Farm Settle-
ment Board believes that the applica-
tions for farms next year will be
greatly in excess of the number re-
ceived since the Board got to w 5
and that in order to carry on its work
the legislature will have to make a

large grant for next year. The novel
experiment of government has
secured for the province a good deal
of advertisement in the United States
and Great Britain, and with the grow
ing knowledge of the opportunities
offered by the Province it is expected
that the stream immigration here

MILL STRIKE
51N SIGHT

Men Lower Demands for
Money from 25 to 15
Cents aDay--Believe Own-
ers will Aceept.

Last night there was a joint meeting
of the raftsmen, pondsmen and deal
pilers held in the Longshoremen's
Association Hall on Water street when
the following resolution was put to the
meeting and was unanimously carried:
“That the Deal Pilers, Raftsmen and
Pondsmen return to work at an ad-
vance of fifteen cents per day in
wages, said increase to apply to all
workers in mills, and that the Inter-
national Longshoremen’s Association
be recognized.

Joseph A. Likely, representing the
Board of Trade, was present at the
meeting and addressed the men pres-
ent.

‘When the men went out in the vicin-
ity of three months ago, they asked
for an increase of twenty-five cents
a day, and this advance was refused
by the mill owners with the result
that nearly all summer the mills have
been down, and the mill men have
been idle. There has been little or no
lumber manufactured, and while some
of the mills had a fair supply of sawn
lumber in their yards, it is said that
at the present time there is a scarcity
and the demand is not being met,

About 1,300 men have been idle for
the past few months, and it was learn-
ed on good authority that fifty or sixty
of this number were holding out while
the others were quite willing to go
back to work at an increase of wages,
which was not as much as that asked
for at the start.

The workmen now believe that the
mill owners will grant their request
for a raise of fifteen cents per day,
and that the matter will be adjusted

most satisfactorily within a couple

of days and all hands will be back
to work early next week.

A prominent workman last night
said that they were meeting the mill
owners half way in their demands,
and he had no doubt but that the own-
ers would accept their offer to go to
work now that the request had been
lowered from 25 o 15 cents per day.

SACCHETTI READ HIS
OWN OBITURARY IN PRINT

| Questionable PrivilegeEn-
joyed by Singer With
Boston Opera Stars.

WAS A REFUGEE OF
THE MESSINA “QUAKE”

Eminent Tenor Tells of
Thrilling Experiences —
His Ambition to Make
‘Money and then to Teach
—Interesting Interview.

To but few men in life is it given
to read their own obituary notices in
the newspapers, but. it is not likely
there will be any keen competition for
the privilege. Umberto Sacchetti, the
tenor, appearinig with the Boston
Opera stars in the Opera House, this
-week, has, however, had this question-
able honor, but it is not on record
that he enjoved it.

M. Saochetti, who is a native of Bo-
logna, Italy, was singing in the com-
pany producing Madame Butterfly, in
the Teatro Victore Emmanuel, in Mes-
sina, at the time of the terrible earth-
quake there. Needless to say, he sur-
vived the experience, or he would not
now be delighting St. John audiences
with his beautiful voice. y

In a very pleasant chat with M.
|Sacchetti, on Thursday afternoon of
ithis week, The Standard secured from
ihim his experiences in the ill-fated
city. “I sang the night before in the
opera Madame Butterfly and after the
performance 1 was dining at a cafe
where I met a party of American tour-
{ists who had a yacht in the harbor.
“They were very agreeable and invited
me to call and partake of their hospi-
tality on the yacht. I dig:not think it
would later prove a refuge to me.

An Awful Day.

“The next day was the awful one.
4n the confusion following the earth-
quake I could not tell what happened.
The back part of the theatre was
wrecked and many. were killed but I
escaped. 1 do not know how. 1 made
my way to the yacht in the harbor af-
ter searching as well as 1 could for
gome of my friends in the company.
Some of them escaped but the papers
had us all killed and accounts of my
death were published in the Naples
papers,-and in my own town of Bolog-

na.

“When I got to the yacht they were
very good to me, and by degrees 1 got
to my home. I tried to notify my wife
in Bologna that I was safe, but-I man-
aged to get home, three days after
the earthquake, almost as soon as the
message reached her. Before 1 got
home the insurance agents for the
company where I carried a little insur-
ance policy, wanted to pay the money
to my wife, they.were so sure that I
had fallen a victim to the earthquake.
She, however, would not take it feel-
{ng that I was alive. When she got my
message she gave it to the papers and
when I got home the railway station
was crowded with people to see me.
They did not care so much about me,
§t was what I had been through they
were interested in and many of them
could hardly believe I had escaped in
safety.

Can't Explain Escape.

“I learned afterwards that the build-
fng 1 had rooms in in Messina was
not wrecked but I had been too anx-
fous to get away to bother about that.
1 was a nervous wreck for months af-
terwards and do not want to repeat
the experience although my escape
was miraculous. I don't know how it
happened.. Everywhere around me 1
saw fallen buildings amd how I got
away safely is a mystery. I just walk-
ed on, searching for some one I knew,
and then got to my American friends
and found their yacht.”

M. Sacchetti, as before stated, was
born in Bologna and studied in Lon-
don, Germany, France and in Italy. He
later came to New York where he says
he really leayned how to sing. In his
American.engagements he has appear:
ed in support of Nordica, Alice Nilison,
Constantine and other artists. He fol-
lowed Enrico Caruso in the role of
Dick Johnson in The Girl from the
Golden West, and has been compared
with Cariso in the part. He will sing
his solo from this opera at the matinee
today. g

Sacchetti's Aspiration,

Sacchetti loves his art although he
would like to retire from professional
ginging. “Have I an aspiration?” he re-
peated when The Standard put the
question to him. “Yes, I have. It is to
make money. I don't want to be very
wealthy, but I. would like to have
enough that I should not have to sing

TECHNICAL DETAILS
OF SAFETY AND
COMFORT.

Every Precaution Taken
Against Fire, and in this
and Other Respects New
House is Perfect as can be

It would not be extravagant to say
that the new Imperial Theatre, which
was opened last night, is unquestion-
ably the most sumptuous public build.
ing east of Montreal. Its only rival
theatre in Canada is its own sister
house, the Imperial at Montreal, and
the spirit of the vast fashionable
throng last evening was notably that
of pride and satisfaction in the knowl-
edge that such a modern entertain-
ment centre had been erected in our
growing city. Placed so attractively
on the residental side of St. John's
central green-spot with its modern
and imposing exterior, supplanting
dingy ‘old wooden structures, it 1is
primarily a keynote of civic beauty 'in
that locality, Old historic King
Square takes on a new aspect entire-
ly, and at night the glow of fifteen
thousand candles in electric light trans-
forms darkness into daytime, Truly
the owners of the Imperial have lav-
ished ‘their best upon the people of
this city and in every detail, inside
and out, the Imperial is a model of
safety, comfort and elegance,

Enough Room to Accommodate All.

The Imperial sits upon three par-
cels of land formerly owned by’ the
Bishop of Fredericton (Church proper-
ty), the Annsley estate/and M. J.
Barry, aggregating 168 feet in depth
and 78 feet frontage. KEvery inch of
the ground is occupied and an addition-
al five-foot strip was subsequently
purchased off the Landsdowne Hotel
allayway to afford a concrete exit
walk., About twenty-four feet of the
depth is consumed by two floors of
offices and stores, which are to be
rented. The remaining one hundred
and forty-four feet is all theatre, Near-
ly 1,800 people can bhe seated in the
new house, 900 on the ground floor
and 878 upstairs. In comparison ta’
the old Nickel's capacity of a thou-
sand the new house's prospects of ac-
commodating everybody desiring ad-
mittance seem especially bright. This
added advantage of eliminating long
waits in the lobbies will be most hap-
pily welcomed. Manager Golding stuck
out for a big house and his bosses let
him have his way. The chance of
having his judgment vindicated is a
safe bet it appears.

In the matter of handling crowds of
patrons the Imperial is equipped right
down to the minute, The half dozen
main entrance doors are only six
inches from the street level, the lob-
bies and vestibules spacious and well
lighted, and aisles designed on the an-
ti-panic plan, tapering to unusual -
width as they approach the rear of’
the house. Stairways are wide with *
gpacious landings. They are softly
carpeted in cork and nosed in rubber,
not slippery brass. There are three
aisles downstairs and four upstairs
with cross-section distributing pas-
sages on each floor. These facilities
make the matter of ingress and egress
of little worry; indeed the house is .
what might be termed automatic in 4
this regard.

How Audiences Are Safeguarded.

The Imperial has a fireproof stage,
is lathed in wire throughout, is buila
of stone and brick and rests upon %
foundation of four-foot wide concretg
walls throughout its length and
breadth, also at numerous intersec~
tions, Its balcony is supported by a
14-ton cantilever steel structural™
truss, anchored on double-thick walls
and piers; a row of seven-inch iron
columns midway, and at the rear by
four distinct outer walls and two
concrete inner walls. The downstairs
seats rest directly upon the ground.
This construction was engineered by
experts before the architect prepared
his plans and is tested to stand more
than twice the maximum load the
Imperial wjll carry when filled. Sev-
eral thousands of additional dollars
were spent to eliminate all posts and’
thus bring the theatre in the category
of strictly modern houses.

Being a ground-floor house the King
Square building empties more than
half its people into its spacious con-
crete courts on either side without
the use of stairways whatsoever. Four
large side doors, fitted with auto-
matic anti-panic bolts—a mere baby
could swing the doors open—and the
six front doors, could empty the or-
chestra floor in a little more than a
minute. The ordinary exits for the
upstairs patrons are the large, easy
stairways to the lobbies. The bal-
cony emergency exits are splendid
iron stairways—more easy to descend
by than most dwelling staircases,
built and erected by Willlam Lewis
& Sons, Brittain street. Commission-
er McLellan had a say in this item of
public safety and his suggestions
were cordially welcomed.

It appears that the mechanism ofe the
alfalfa flower demands a jarring or
tripping in order that fertilization may
take place, and this tripping can be
done by bees.

Mr. Moe states that ‘the varlegated
varieties trip more readily than Fal-
cata and hence are more likely to
produce abundant pods. He could not
see much difference as the ease of
tripping between variegated (Media)
forms and the common (ativa) forms.
The Ruthenica variety is a low
dwarf form that is only valuable for
pasture in dry arid soils, and is hardly
deserving of consideration.

That much is to be learned about
Alfalfg and Timothy is evident; what
we do not know about these plants
would fill volumes. Slowly but sure-
ly, through the efforts of Professor
Klinck and other experimenters, we
are finding out things that will be of
great value to the farmers of today,
and tomorrow,
