New York, Oct. 4—Dr, Richard P
Strong, professor at Harvarl Univer
sity, who has been directing the anti-
typhus campaign of the American Red
Cross Sanitary Commission in Serbia
during the past six months, returned
today on the steamer Duca Degli Ab-
ruzzi, .and declared that the Serbian
army is free from typhus, and is in as
good physical condition as any army
in the world.

He said the total number of deaths
from typhus in Serbia had been be-
tween 130,000 and 150,000.

Fred Edwards tells of lack
of comforts for men of
first contingent.

A suggestion that steps might be
taken to keep in mind the St, John
men who went over with the 12th Bat-
talion in the first contingent, and who
went to the front as reinforcements for
other pattalions is given in a letter
from Prite Fred Edwards, now with
the 15th Battalion (48th Highlanders).
Edwards says he needs nothing for
himself, as his father, to whom the let-
ter is addressed, looks after his com
fort, but says there are at leat twenty
St. John men in his own battalion, to
say nothing of the others scattered
elsewhere, who mnever receive from
their home town any of the little com-
forts which go so far towards brgihten-
ing the life of the men in the trenches.

Edward C. Woods was in
charge of Home for last

thirty years.

The death took place at an early
hour yesterday morning of Edward C.
Woods, the well known Superinten-
|dent of the St, John Municipal Home.
Although for some time past in fail-
ing health, the death of Mr. Woods
comes as a shock to a large circle of
friends.

Mr, Woods was a son of E. A.
Woods, a well known contractor and
builder, who in his day erected a num-
ber of public buildings, including the
olg hospital buildings on Partridge
Island. On the death of his uncle,
William Cunningham, the late Mr.
Woods succeeded to the position of
superintendent of the Municipal Home.
Although then a young man, he pos-
sessed unsual executive ability and
for thirty years discharged the re-
sponsible duty which devolved upon
him to the entire satisfaction of the
commissioners of the institution, and
also of the inmates and the general
public. Only those that are in close
touch with the institution and its
working can fully realize the consci-
entious care and unwearying fidelity
with which the late Superintendent
and his wife, who now fills the office
of matron, have attended to their
trust.

In early life the late Mr. Woods was
one of the.best knewn young men in
the community. Unusually tall anq of
fine physique, he excelled in manly
sports. He was a keen fisherman,
liked to drive a good horse, and was a
warm-hearted and genial companion.
He was a member of Albion Lodge of
the Free Masons and of other kindred
societies, For some years he was one
of the crack four-oareq crew of the
Neptune Rowing Club. Other members
of the crew were John McKelvey, of
H. M. Customs, Albert A, Winchester,
Superintendent of Streets, and the
late Dr. DeVeber, The crew were
victors in many keen contests at a
time when rowing was in vogue in
this community and the city was proud
of their achievements. Mr. Woods
was also an active meémber of the well
known Polymorphian Club, which took
80 prominent a part in the celebration
in 1883 of the hundredth anniversary
of the Landing of the loyalists. On
this occasion he was selected, on ac-
count of his tall, commanding figure,
to represent the Indian Chief, who
at the head of his tribe welcomed the
exiled Loyalists to their new homes
on the forest-clad hills of St. John.

HOSPITAL SHIP ST. GEORGE.

Colin McKay, a former member of¢

The Standard ‘staff, who is doing his
bit for the Empire, as gecond officer
on H. M. H. 8. St George, recently
saved the life of one of the patients,
the ship was conveying to England
from Rouen. When the C.P.R. liner
St. George from the St. John-Dighy
route wasg requisitioned for the Admir-
alty service, as a hospital ship, Mr.
McKay signed on as second officer and
has been with the ship ever since.

While conveying wounded from
Rouen to England one of the mental
patients jumped overboard and Mr.
McKay, at the risk of his life, plunged
into the sea and after a severe strug
gle succeeded in bringing the would-
be suicide to the side of the ship and
with the assistance of some of the
crew got him on deck.

Some of ‘Mr. McKays shipmates
knowing of his modest disposition, and
feeling that his heroic action demanded
some recognition, wrote to this paper
the details of his gallant conduct. The
letter follows:

“The following records an incident,
in which (.‘olig McKay, a former mem-
ber of your staff was the chief actor.
Doubtless you are as familiar with his
quiet unassuming disposition as we
are, and knowing that he would never
mention anything concerning his her-
oic deed, we feel it our duty to advise
you of the particulars,

“On Saturday morning, Sept. 18th,
the St. George was anchored outside
of Southampton. We had on board a
load of wounded from Rouen and were
waiting for a chance to dock and dis-
charge our passengers. A patient, suf-

plunged overboard and swam to the
assistance of the unfortunate man.
