While She Lives.

London. Jan. 28.—Henry Long sends 
to the Times an interesting quotation 
from Professor Haeckel’s book on Cey­
lon, in the course of which the Profes­
sor expresses appreciation of the good 
work effected by the British govern­
ment’s occupation of that country. 
“Since at the present day,’* Professor 
Haeckel writes, "the successes of the 
English in Egypt are looked upon with 
disfavor in " many, quarters. I cannot 
here conceal my disagreement with 
this view. On the contrary, it appears 
to me that they should be hailed with 
satisfaction, alike on the grounds of 
common humanity and on those of ra­
tional political action.

"The Egyptians are far from being 
a nation of the modern civiltoed type, 
and so long as Islam exercises its 
baleful Influence there is no hope for 
progress. On the other hand, the coun­
try lies so centrally on the high road 
between the west and east, and espe­
cially between England and India, that 
Britain cannot forego the mastership 
of the canal if she is to retain her 
hold on her vast empire.

“This empire is in Itself an object

worthy of admiration, for the English 
are undoubtedly gifted beyond any 
other nation with the genius for found­
ing and governing colonies. The op­
portunities afforded me during my 
Journey, first in Bombay and after­
wards In Ceylon, for observing the 
English colonial system raised it in­
finitely in my estimation. It can only 
be because England governs her Im­
mense Indian possessions with ae 
much tact as judgment that she is able 
to keep her hold upon them with a re­
latively small, official staff.

“Instead, then,” the Professor says 
in conclusion, "of watching the exten­
sion and consolidation of English pow­
er with grudging and envious eyes, 
we (the Germans) would do better to 
study the political skill which brings 
progress and benefit to the whole hu­
man race. If Germany, following the 
example of her British cousin, had 
founded colonies while it was yet time, 
how far more Important might our 
German culture have proved to the 
world at large; how much greater 
might not her position have been!”

Paris, Jan. 28.—After having con­
centrated large forces between La 
Bassee and Festhubert, says a Havas 
News Agency despatch from Saint

The attack was commenced early in 
the morning, the infantry being sup­
ported by artillery and armored trains. 
Five attempts were made, but they

were all unsuccessful. The Germans

I sang at Aytoun Street Military 
Hospital on Thursday from 5.30 to

end of the big ward and the poor fel­
lows were brought in on wheel cots, 
stretchers or carried and laid on mat­
tresses all around me.

Captain Benjamin Smith of the Bolton 
Castle Tricks Germane off the 

Coast of China and Escapes.

When Captain Benjamin Smith of 
the English steamship Bolton Castle, 
plying between New York and the 
Far East, was in this port last week, 
he related an encounter with the Ger­
mans near the coast of China. It was 
about two months ago that the Bolton 
Castle, communicating by radio with 
a Danish ship while off the ceast of 
China, was interrupted by German 
ships in the vicinity, one of which 
"picked up" thq message. Then began 
a short series of questions and replies 
in which ready wit and quick action 
saved the English ship from probable 
capture. The German wireless operator 
inquired as to the speed and position 
of the Bolton Castle, saying he was 
at the port of Zebu, in the Philippines. 
Delaying the reply, the Bolton Castle 
asked Zebu whether she had been sig­
nalled. The operator there replied 
that he had not signalled. Captain 
Smith then resumed communication 
with the Germans, saying he was about 
100 miles off Zebu and giving his 
speed, as requested. The captain also 
had the message say that the Bolton 
Castle would be in for coal in the 
morning, but site was many miles in 
quite another direction by that time. 
As soon as the message was sent the 
taptain Increased the ship’s speed and 
changed her course, going a hundred 
miles further to avoid danger from 
other German ships which might be 
lying in wait for English commerce. 
His shrewdness probably saved him 
from the fate of the sister ship to the

New York, Jan. 28.—The Clyde lino 
freight steamer Algonquin, herself a 
wreck in tow of her sister ship, the 
Cherokee, -brought tk> this port today 
the survivors of two shipwrecked ves­
sels, which she picked up before she 
became disabled, after having develop­
ed propellor trouble on her trip from 
San Domingo.

Of the eight rescued men aboard the 
Algonquini, seven were the captain 
and crew of the American schooner 
Frederick Roessner, which sailed from 
Jamaica December 3rd, for Stamford, 
Conn., with) logwood. The eighth 
man was the purser of the Norwegian 
steamer Anita, bound from Halifax 
for Kingston!, which became wrecked 
on North Caicos Reef, January 10.

Captain Swain, of the Roessner, 
said that after his vessel was out ten 
days she encountered terrific gales, 
stays were carried away and all the 
sails were stripped and blown! to sea. 
In tihe heavy pounding the schooner’s 
seams were opened, and she was soon 
in a waterlogged Condition.

The crew attempted to put to sea 
in the boats wheni their plight became 
desperate, but the boats were smashed 
For three days the crew clung to the 
drifting wreck. Finally 
sighted by the steamer Iroquois, which 
-sent a boat to their relief, took them 
off and landed them at Turk’s Island. 
Thence they were brought to New 
York by the Algonquin.

Every 
one has to be within doors by 8 
o'clock; if they leave their house af­
ter that they must carry a lantern. 
nO first arriving the Germans seized 
all the motor cars and bicyles. Up till 
recently the country was fu.1 of cars 
driven by Germans, but lately they 
have been short of petrol.

Communications between Lille, Rou­
baix and Tourcoing are easy, the 
necessity for passports between the 
three towns haring been abolished.

In addition to the countries named, 
Spain has announced that she will 
side with the Allies, and Holland Is 
becoming restive. Violation of Bel­
gian neutrality by Germany, and the 
terrible ordeal through which King 
Albert’s devoted people have been 
passing have caused Holland to make 
preparations to resist to the utter­
most any aggression by the Germans, 
and it would not be surprising if the 
speech of the Dutch premier, to the 
effect that Holland must prepare for 
war, should foreshadow active oper­
ations against the Kaiser's men. Even 
if Holland should continue to be neu­
tral, the addition of Italy and Rou- 
manla to the Allied forces would very 
greatly add to the odds against the 
Kaiser, and should be of the utmost 
importance in bringing the war to 
conclusion.

INCREASE PRODUCTION.

. There will be a general agreement 
in the opinion that the Government 
of Canada has displayed sagacity and 
great energy in meeting the extraordi­
nary conditions brought about by the 
events of the past few months. 
When tihe first call for assistance 
came from the Motherland the men in 
control of the administration of Cana­
dian affairs lost no time. In all de­
partments of tile Government, meas­
ures deemed wise were at once taken 
and as a result, after six months of 
war, Canada is facing the future calm­
ly, confidently, secure in the knowledge 
that she not only can and will bear 
her full share of the responsibilities 
of the present conflict, but that after 
peace is restored she will be in a posi 
tlon to again travel the path of prog­
ress and development.

Not only is the Government strain­
ing every nerve to send every possible 
mam to aid In winning the battles of 
the Empire, but it is also doing valu­
able, work in the direction of keeping 
conditions at home near to the normal 
mark. Hon. Martin Burrell, Minister of 
Agriculture, has gone to work on a 
campaign which has for its purpose 
the increasing of the volume of Cana­
dian farm products. After the war 
Canada will be called upon to contrib­
ute very largely to the food supply 
of the old world, and in preparation 
for such a demand the Minister is 
endeavoring to impress upon the agri­
culturists of this country the absolute 
necessity of putting in larger crops 
next year, and thus Increasing avail­
able food supplies. The governments 
of the various Canadian provinces are 
heartily co-operating to this end, and 
it is expected that most gratifying 
results will be obtained.

It is sincerely to be hoped that the 
farmers of New Brunswick will also 
participate in this most commendable 
undertaking. Larger crops will mean 
increased profils from the farms as 
well as adding materially to the food 
resources of the country. It is pleas­
ing to note that the New Brunswick 
Agricultural Department Is fully alive 
to its duty and opportunity In this 
direction, and already is taking steps 
whereby the agricultural population 
of the province will receive full infor­
mation as to the purposes it is hoped 
to achieve. To this end a series of 
patriotic agricultural meetings has 
been arranged at which practical 
agriculturists will deliver addresses 
and disseminate much valuable Infor­
mation Such meetings should be at­
tended by every farmer who can make 
it possible to be present. The itiner­
ary as arranged will cover the prov­
ince, and every effort will be made 
to get the meetings in the centres 
where the people It Is desirable to
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shot, like the whirr of a coffee mill, 
and above all the dull roar of the can­
non. Then all dies away Into silence 
and the next morning we learn that 
we have captured a trench or lost one.

WATERBIam in aLife In the Trenchee Told by a Teach­
er Turned Soldier. SIB 6E0. MO LMT PEBIEÏ 

HEBE GUESTS BE BOMB
“We are .ike the beasts of the tow- 

est'—prowling by night In search of 
food, crouching by day In terror of 
«bullets, sleepless day and night in 
the i rain-soaked mud of the freezing 
trenches—it is a letter from the world 
of war to the world of peace. It is 
the story of a teacher turned soldier, 
the keen Impressions of J. Norton 
(Yu, for six years instructor In French 
at Williams College, who returned to 
join his regiment at the outbreak of 
war, and who now writes to Ills former 
colleague, Dr. F. B. Barton, in these

"We live here apart from the civil 
and civilized world, In a military and 
subterranean waste, and we are s-o 
happy to receive news from your world 
from Williams, which survives in such 
contrast to our trenches. This re­
minds me that a few months ago I was 
a teacher, a peaceful citizen devoted 
to his studies. A teacher? I hardly 
resemble one now. My long beard, 
uncut for four months, gives me an 
almost wild appearance; the mud of 
the trenches covers me from my heavy 
bbots to my well-worn kepi; my gar­
ments are torn and are falling to 
pieces; my face goes unwashed for a 
week at a time (once for two weeks); 
all of which Is scarcely professorial.

"The life that 1 lead Is hard, very 
hard, but I find within myself latent 
reserves of stoicism and healthy vigor, 
the existence of which I had not even 
suspected. I have been at the front 
since the fifteenth of October. First 
we were set to digging trenches for 
our comrades, later we occupied tren­
dies made by others. Yes, I have di­
rected a squad of men with picks and 
shovels. And thrilling it is to do this 
work on a dark night opposite the Ger­
man trenches which are firing upon 
you. Then you fear the mobnt for as 
soon as It comes from behind a cloud.
. . . dzinn, dzinn, comes a volley of 
rifle balls. We are ordered not to 
fire, not to reply, but to work fast, 
very fast. Abs these bees of the night 
which buzz in your ears, what a horrid 
sound they made. As soom as we hear 
the first one, we throw ourselves flat 
on our stomachs, our faces close to 
the ground, and wait until It is over? 
Then back to the picks and shovels 
again.

Evidence that the British Empire 
is well able financially to stand the 
strain of a war prolonged to a greater 
degree titan the present conflict Is 
likely to be, Is found In the fact tbat 
despite the extraordinary expenditures 
with which she is being faced, no 
difficulty was experienced by the Rou­
manian government in securing a loan- 
of $25,000,000 from the Bank of Eng­
land.

Britain has the money, and she in*- 
tends to keep it in the Empire, or 
where it can be put to work for th.; 
Empire's benefit. In consequence of 
this policy she has insisted that here­
after no British money will be allowed 
to leave the coùntry. except by per­
mission of the British government, 
and then only for certain specified 
purposes having to do with the con­
duct of the war. From this it can be 
seem that the Government of Britain 
is determined to exert to the fullest 
the great financial power of the 
Motherland to bring tihts war to a 
successful conclusion.

T. McAvlty & Sons, Ltd.Roumanie has secured a large loan 
in London which, it is understood, is 
u> be devoted to the purchase of war 
materials. This Is not unexpected as, 
for some weeks, it has been generally 
felt that conditions, particularly in 
the eastern portion of the war zone, 
would force the most powerful of the 
Balkan nations to take part In the 
struggle and help in the campaign 
which wiM eventually mean the crush­
ing of Prussian militarism and the 
freeing of the world from a burden 
under which It has groaned for years.

But unless she acts very quickly it 
is not likely that Roumania will enter 
the conflict alone. The pro-French, 
pro-British feeling In Italy is assum­
ing proportions where it cannot be 
ignored, and It is now the opinion of 
the best Informed observers that the 
Italian government cannot much lon­
ger avoid being plunged Into the mael­
strom of war. Italy’s Interests In the 
Mediterranean and the Adriatic make 
it to her advantage that Austria 
should be completely crushed, while 
the entrance of Turkey as a German 
ally also adds to the complications 
which would confront the Boot-leg na­
tion in the event of victory resting 
with the enemies of Britain.

Italy has been preparing for war 
for some time. It is stated that her 
army and navy an now well equipped 
and ready for service at almost a mo­
ment's notice.

"This report in Kingston's extraor­
dinary handwriting." Lord Burnham 
adds, "which was throughout his life 
known to be something marvellous in 
its minuteness, was as follows :

This brings Bismarck back again to 
the orintgal purpose of the whole in­
terview. namely, the question» of the 
î dations between Prussia and France. 
On his desire to maintain the peace, 
Bismarck is most emphatic, and King­
ston’s account of this pant of the con­
versation is worth giving In extenso. 
It is as fo’.lows:

"I told our generals this spring, 
when they endeavored to prove to me 
by all sorts of arguments that we 
must beat the French if we went to 
war then: If you can make it as 
clear to me as that God be (verbatim, 
K ) that we can crush France and oc­
cupy Paris.' I will still do all I can to 
prevent war: for you must remember, 
gentlemen, a war between such near 
neighbors and old enemies as France 
and Prussia, however it may turn out 
is only the first of at least six; and 
supposing we gained all six, what 
should we have succeeded in doing? 
Why. in ruining France, certainly— 
and" most likely ourselves into the 
bargain; do you think a poor, bank­
rupt, starving, ragged neighbor is as 
desirable as a wealthy, solvent, fat, 
well-clothed one? France buys large­
ly oil us. and sells us a great many 
things we want.—is it In our interest 
to ruin her completely?’ 1 strove for 
peadvrhen—and I will m> so as long 
as may be—only, remember, German 
susceptibilities must be respetced, or 
I cannot answer for the peopl 
even for the King. The Fi nch, I am 
quite aware, are buying horses and 
provisions. That does not frighten 
me. Their harvest is a bad one, and 
they are quite right to take precau­
tions against distress. They cannot 
want provisions for a war with us, 
for in such a war they must be the 
aggressors, and if they invade Ger­
many they will find food and proven­
der enough for ten French armies. 
Their preparations do not disquiet me

Napoleon’s Mistake.

"After dwelling upon the mistake 
which he insisted Napoleon was about 
to make in regard to Italy in allowing 
the Italien troops to occupy the Ponti­
fical states. Bismarck insists that 
there remains 'to France, therefore- in 
Europe, putting Denmark and other 
Scandinavians out of the question, 
they are not worth counting, only 
Spain as an ally. Then.'* Kingston 
adds, "Bismarck looked at me comical­
ly. and we both laughed."

Kingston next devotes considerable 
space to what Bismarck said in re­
gard to the later policy of Napoleon. 
This part of the conversation brings 
out very clearly Bismarck’s extraor­
dinary ability to sum up an opponent, 
and amongst other things, the impa­
tient irritation which was always 
to him by the Interference of women 
in polîtes. Napoleon, he insists, is 
not by any means the man he once 
vas. His vacillating policy is, In Bis­
marck's view, a source of constant 
danger, and he is altogether too much 
under the influence of his wife. "The 
Mexico business." he insists, "was her 
business, as I suppose you know." For 
French diplomatists he also has a 
hearty contempt. "These fellows, he 
declares, will neither learn anything, 
nor will they keep quiet. The conse­
quence is that Napoleon Is worse in­
formed upon European affairs than 
any other sovereign.”

Opportunities for New Brunswick 
lumbermen and industrial enterprises 
in new markets lor raw material and 
manufactured articles as a result of 
the war are being carefully investigat­
ed by H. P. Timmerman, of Mont­
real, Industrial Commissioner of the 
C. P. R., who is at the Royal.

"The ‘Made In Canada’ propaganda 
is now being made the slogan of all 
manufacturers,” said Mr. Timmerman, 
“but in order to carry out this propa­
ganda to the fullest extent the manu­
facturer must use ‘Made In Canada' 
raw material to produce the finished 
article. Last year the woodworking 
factories of Ontario imported hard­
wood to the extent of $5,000,000, the 
greater part of which could have been 
secured in Canada. These manufac­
turers Imported a large quantity of 
birch, and everyone knows that this 
wood is plentiful In Canada and that 
right here in New Brunswick there 
is any amount of birch. If the lumber­
men of this province so desire they 
have an opportunity of opening up a 
new avenue of trade and can sell their 
birch to the manufacturers of Ontario.
