Edmonton, Alta., June 10—Organic union
of the three negotiating churches is ap-
parently absolutely assured by a favorable
motion of the Presbyterian assembly to-
day.

The resolutions of the' larger committee

practically umamimous action can be se-
cured within reasopable time, and mean-
while the committee resolves as follows:

1. That it be an instruction to the home
mission mittee to arrange with the
other negotiation chusches for:the further
delimitation, «of territery, svithin . whic
they shall SC‘OKIJ? ! ong.
the prineiple of the ™
adopted by the assembly. " i

2. That it be an ipstructibn to the for-
eign mission committee to gonfer with the
mission boards of the other churches with
a view to co-operation in every possible
way.

3. That similar instruetions be given to
the board of social service and evangelism.

4. That it be an instruetion to the com-
mittee and charged with the publicatione
of the church to enter into correspondence
with similar committees of the other
churches as to the possibility of combining
their work in a whole or in part.

5. That it be an instruction to the board
of the colleges to look to the pessibility
of co-operation with the eolleges of other
churches situated in the same locality, so
a8 to avoid unnecessary duplication in
teaching.

6. That the union committee be suthor-
ized in conjunction with committees of
the other negotiating churches to provide
for the oversight of union congregations
not originally connected with any of the
three churches.

During the morning the plan for the
unification of the mission work of the
church in Canada was adopted but many
details must be worked out by the com-
mittees to which they were referred. The
vlan for the payment of the traveling ex-
venses of all the commissions was ap-
proved.

London, June 10—Three hundred thous-
and transport workers in this island will
give up their jobs and all foreign and toast-
wise ghipping will be tied up indefinitely
if the union men obey the orders of the
general council of the Transport Workers’
Federation, which tonight sent telegrams
to every port in England, Scotland and
Wales calling for a national strike.

The ship owners today decided to reject
a compromise, the terms of the govern-
ment’s proposals were a general organiza-
tion of the employers to treat with the
unions and money guarantees by both sides
as insurance against violations of agree-
ments.

The employers maintain that their inter-
ests are so diverse that any organization
embracing all would be impossible;. they
consider the cabinet’s proposals, particu-
larly the financial feature, impracticable
and set their faces strongly against giving
a labor monopoly to the unions.

Havre, June 10—The strike which was
begun by the crew of the French liner
France yesterday is apreading, and 1,500
men are now out. The port being almost
tied up. The steamship company has in-
formed the passengers of the France that
the government has been requested to pro-
vide blue jackets to man the liner, but an
answer is still awaited.. In any case the
Franee will not sail Tuesday night, and
the company has decided to refund the
passage money to all who desire to leave
the ship. ¥

It has always been a cardinal
point with the tariff reformers in England
that raw materials! should not be taxed.
But the Payne tariff saxes wool, hemp,
tallow, skins, wood, unbleached wood pulp,
iron ere, and many other raw materiais
of mdultx'y Britigh proteetioniats declare
that taxing raw materials would injure in-
dustries, but the present American tariff
bristles with taxes on raw materials.

The Democratic party came into power
in Congress in" 1010 pledged to real tariff
reductions. Tt ig through the veto of tho
President that they have not been success-
ful in reducing the woolen duties by about
one-half, and placing a very large number
of articles on the free list.

Thet this reactiorary attitude is hurting
him now is seen by coniraet in the popu-
larity of Ohamp Clark, 'a candidate who
hag but few things to recommend him out-
side of his consigtent enthusiasm for a low
tarifi.

A yesr ago he de-
clared: ‘“‘For_an honest revigion of the
tariff downward, in order to give every
American citizen an equal chanee in the
race of life, and to pamper none by special
favor or epecial privilege; to reduce thz
cost of living by eradicating the enormities
and cruelities of the present tariff bill, and
to raise the necessary revenue to support
the government.” His outepoken attitude
on “this referm, so much desired by the
people, ia the explanation of the surpris-
ing etrength Olark has developed. The
reactionary attitude of Taft on this ques-
tion is the cause of his surprising wesk-
ness.

A disk harrow may often
be successfully used for the first break-
ing up of this sod preparatory to plowing.

It is mever advisable to plow deeply in
old orehards. Plowing should be only
deep enough to turn under grass and ather
litter and eover it with soid. _Thle dept
will be from 3 to § inches, # being a good
average and about right. It is always
impossible to plow any old orchard which
has long been down in sod without ‘break-
ing a_great many of the roaots, which, of
course, will be close to the surface, but it
is “desirable to break eas few of these
roots as pessible; hence the necessity for
shallow plowing. However, the danger of
breaking roots should discourage no omne
from plowing, ag. the bepefits derived un-
der such conditions are many times great-
er than the damage done.

After fall plowing a stiff sod, the best
tool to use in the early spring to loosen
up the surface soil and to work in any
manure which may have been applied dur-
ing the wintér is the disk harrow. In
very loose and open, deep soils the spring-
tooth harrow will answer for this pur-

pose, though not as well-as the disk, which|

is the most gffective implement, especially
where there iy a very etiff sod to be
broken up or much coarse litter is on the
surface. Btill it will de very satisfactory
work and on stony land is better than
the disk harrow. The orchard should be
gone over several times with ene of these
tools during the first month in whieh it
is possible to get on the land, she sooner
after growth starts the better.

Atter the soil has been worked into a
fine mechanioal eonditipn, subsequent eul-
tivation will be done largely in erder to
maiatain a surface muleh‘to prevent the
loss of moisture by evaporation and inci-
dentally to kill and keep down weeds,
For this purpose” the gpring-tooth harrow
should ‘be “sett morg¢' shallow or, better
still, the spike-tooth or smoething harrow
should be used. The orchard should be
gone ever once in ten days or two weeks
or after hard rains which form a crust.

Cover Crops.—@bout the middle of July
or the 1st of August cover crops should

be sown. These are of two kinds, legum-

In general they are the
most desirable cover-cvops to use in an
old orchard, ﬁ!thoagx their use may pos-
sibly be overdone in young orchards., If
&hq cover crap ean he gown hefore the
middle of July, red clover is probably best
in the north, while eoWpeas hold a rels-
tive position in wnfm%r seetions.

In sesding, from twelve fo @ifteen pounds
per acre of red clover should be use
and sown hroadcast, being covered with
the smoothing harrow. ' One bushel of
cowpeas per acre is a fair rate of geeding
for that cro?.‘, They are nef: #sown
broadeast, If it is jgpessible to pew the
eover erop before the middle of July, es-
pecially in the north, hpiry or winter
vetch ig' better, because it gtm lager in
the season than clover, which in the north
will not usually make sufficient grewth to
g@y if sown after August 1.  About a
ouehel of veteh seed per aere ia required,
making the seeding expensive.

If nopleguminous erops are tn be used,
rye is an excellent ¢rop where it da mot
too mueh ghaded. It may he sown anv
time between July 15 and Qeteber 15. In
the warmer eections of the country, rye
should not be sown too early when want-
ed as a winter cover erap, etherwise in
the long season of growth “which follows
it will reach too great a degree of ma-
turity. * It growe rapidly and quite rank
late in the fall and early in the spring
and is very hardy. Twa bushels of seed
are required per aére. Buckwheat ia neas-
ly as good, gnd may be sown up to Sep-
tember 1. 'Tt does not produce quite ag
much growth as rye, but grows eveh more
rapidly. A hushel of seed per acre is suf-
ficient. Neither of these erops adds plant
food to the soil as do the legumés nor are
their root systems as deep or extenmsive,
but they probably produee more hurgus-
forming material in & ghort time than
claver. When good vigor is established in
the apple orchard, leguminous and non-
leguminous cover crops may be alternated,
or they may be sown together,  For the
firat few years, however, leguminoug crovs
should be nsed. When sown together use
a little more tham half the regular seed-
ing of each. The use of “winter cover
crops of course necessitates spring plow-
ing.

gpraying.—lb is always advieable and
usually absolutely necessary to spray the
old apple archard. Not all diseases can
be removed from the tree itgelf by prun-
ing. An efficient apray thoroughly applied
is needed to complete the renovation.
Moreover, spraying 'is an insurance against
disease or insects which may attack the
fruit during the current smeason. It is
seldom possible to produce absolutely ‘clean
fruit without spraying.

fprays may be applied with any of gey-
eral hand pumps well suited for the pur-
pose and costing with barrel, hose, nozzle,
and, all necessary attachments, from §20
to $50. Traction outfits used for spraying
potatoes may be utilized with fair suceess
on emall orchards. If the orehard is larg-
er. than five or six aeres it may pay to pur-
chase a gasoline engine and outfit or a
compressed air outfit, espeeially where
these outfits can also be utilized for other
purposes.—Extracte from a bulletin issued

As everyone knows, the ducks rarely
skip a day in laying all through the duck
sedson from March until July .

We had coops in which to keep the
hens and ducklings, but the babies soon
grew too independent for their mothers.
They flock together in a very few days,
and for this reason ducklings of different
ages should be penned separately. They
dislike ropsting in coaps, but will readily
go into a pen and rogst on the dry lifter
which should always be kept’ for them to
regt upon, at least until settled warm|
weather comes. ;

Ag damp roosting quarters are very bad
for them, keep a part of their sleeping
quarters roofed over. Ducks are dirty,
espeoially about the watering places, and
ought not to rum- with other poultry, and
pever rup to the chicks or turkeys’ water-
ing places. ;

Abvays have p deep vessel full of water
near the feeding trough so the ducklings
ecan immerse their entire heads. This is
the way they clean their bills, and unless
they do have deep water, the nose heles
become clogged with feed and dirt. Our
ducks have mo swimming water excepting
in the peols of water after a rain.

For the first week feed corn meal bread,
soaked in milk and to each quart a hand-
ful of sharp sand well mixed in. This
px-oportion of sand is used once each day
until they are seld. :

Except for the finst’ day or two I don’t
think it is necessary to bake bread.

All the time they are fed coarse corn
meal, made moist with skim-milk, and fed
in clean troughs. They are given all they
will eat five times each day, and after
they leave the troughs if any feed is left,
it must be cleaned out, the troughs flush-
ed with clean water and twice a week
the troughs scrubbed with & broem and
boiling water. ? ¢

Twice a week pounded charcoal is stir-
red in the feed. ; :

Dan’t give milk to drink, or they will
get it on tHeir feathers and make them
unsightly. Lacking milk to mix the feed,
some meat preparation will be necessary,
as ducks are great micat eaters,
' Qf epurse; to makeWsush rapid growth
and gain, large amounts of feed are neces-
sary. It is more like fixing feed for hogs
than for poultry. i g

ARTIFICIAL TURKEY RAISING

For some years I had raised a few tur-
keys in the ususl way, but having suecess
with the incubator and brooder for chiek-
ens I determined to try them for tur-
keys. I could get no advice from friends
as they considered it an-unheard-of idea.

The hatehing of the eggs was the same
a8 for chickens, except for the longer time
necessary. As they are quite susceptible
to cold they were allowed to remaip in
the ineubator until .all were thoroughly
dry, then removed to the brooder which
had 'slready been warmed to the proper
temperature, They do not learn to eat as
readily as chickens, neither will they re-
turn to the warm interigr after being al-
lowed to go. out inta the tipy yard fas-
tened ta the brooder, :

At first bread egumbs soaked in milk
is the best food, as goon as they eaf well
feed oatmeal, ‘small chick feed and keep
thiek sour milk copstantly before them.
Band ia glso ap important item. The wat-
er should be changed often go that it may
be perfectly clean.

I kept mine in a ecovered enclosure un-
til they were more than half grown, then
let them out about five each afternoen
and an hour earlier each week for a month
er g0, then they were allowed to roam
all day but were always pened at night.
I comsider my experiment very suecessful
as the loss ig reduced to a minimum.—
Mrs, E. T. Pierce.

GUINEA FOWL RAISING

Fop the cost and trouble required in
raisipg them, guineas are amopg the most
profitahle fowls which can be raised on a
farm, They prefer to seek their own food
in the woods, meadows and fields, and so
long as they caf find plenty themselves,
they will not come home to get it. In
this way they eat up a great number of
worms and grubs and keep down bugs and
insegts to & great extemt. A good flock
of the fowls need a large range, and
every farm of any pize should be blessed
with a few at least. It is not profitable
to attempt to raige them on small ranges,
for they will net thrive when coeped up
the same as the other barn-yard fowls.

A flack of abeut twenty will forage over
a farm of 50 $o 100 acres, and by their
persistence will keep - down all the bugs
and insects, and practically get their own
living.

The guineas are also the most trust-
worthy watch dogs. If taught to roost
in the hennery, or close to it, they will
give the loudest alarm as soonm as an

-All the hens of a
flock lay in ome nest.

Fach guinea hen that is good for much
will lay, about 125 eggs a year, and these
can generally be seld for pricea that range
It showld be
remembered, however, that. the cost of
feeding the guineas has practically been
nothing, while the ordinary hens have re-
quired feeding all tlle year round. One
guinea hen will bring into the world a
big broed of young omes, and these can
generally be soll at a fair priee. The
eggs cap be hatched under the hens in
the poultry house, or in the incubator, It
takes about foeur weeks for them to hatch,
In rohbing the nests care should de taken
net to toueh them with the hapds The
guinea hen can tell immediately if the
bhauds have touched the nest, and she will
leave it immediately, seeking another
place, but if the eggs are removed with 8
stick ghe Will never desert the nest, even
if the eggs are takep out nearly every
day or two. One egg, however, should
always be left as a Best egg.

Guinea fowls need very little ghelter in
summer and as they are heavily feather-
ed warm houses are umnecessary in the
winter. When confined they will livs on
the same foods given other hLens,—A. G.

RAISING PIGS BY HAND

Aiding the Sow in Mothering—Taking

" Care of ''Runts,”

Very often the sow hag a litter of pigs
toa large for hher to raise, or many times
there is & “rung” which if left with the
bunch will be knocked gbout and possibly
live but a few days. It is a very easy

job to raise the ‘runts” by hahd and will |

praeve very prafitable to turn them over to
the little boys and girls and let them hgve
them for their own if they can raise them,
1t not only proves profitable t6 yourself,
but teaches the little ones to take an in-
terest about the farm. Or if you have no
little pigs to turn over to the little folks
it is an easy matter to find the so-called
“runts” about the farm of every hog raiser
who generally has more of them than he
can afford to bother with. But after giving
the ‘“‘runts” to the little folks and they
have made a success with them and now
have them ready for market, don’t haul
them to market and pocket the money, but
bring it home and turn it over to the one
who raised the pig.

Persuade the little chap to invest the
money in a profitable way or let them
bank it in their own name and you will be
surprised to see how soon they are inter-
ested in the work about the farm. But on
the other hand if yon haul their pigs to
market and retain the meney for your own
use they will at ence lose confidence in
you and when asked to raise another
“punt” will take no interest. Give the chil-
dren a chance. Many a mén can distinctly
remember his boyhood days and his first

| animal has an appetite greater than

calf or pig, which ever the case might be,
aand what he did with the money, if he

got it, ‘What could give the father more
pleasure than to watch the happy faces of
a little boy and girl trudging about doing
their evening’s work, possibly stopping for
a moment by the pen where their own lit-
tle pig was kept, and planning how they
would gwell their bank acecount when it
was hauled to market.

XYoung pigs, like young chickens and
calves, must be fed often and in very smalt
amounts for the first few dayy or possibly
a week, and they must have a warm place
to sleep even if the weather seems quite
warm. Young pigs have very little hair
and a cold yain.or a chilly wind will kill
them, Of course, if the pigs have been with
the sow for two or three weeks it will not
be such a job to raise them by hand as if
they were but a day or so old. Pigs may
be taken from the sow and fed by hand
any time, but they do better if a day or
8o old, the asttention given them while
young will have allto do with their rapid
growth. While they are quite young they
should be fed whole milk warmed to about
blood heat. Teach them to drink from the
start. This may seem impossible but it is
easy. Put their milk in a flat dish ,a sau-
c.er) and give them a taste hy placing a
little on their lips with a spoen and it will
be but a few feeds until the little pig will
squeal for its feed. If the pig is very young
a sprinkling of sugar added to the milk
will improve it and make it more natural.
Give the pig but a few draps the first feed,
and do not feed more than a spoonful at
any one feed until the pig is a few days
old. If a number/of pigs are together the
little pan for feeding will have to be fast
to prevent spilling it, for it is only a few
days after they will get to eating until they
will fight over their feed regular hog fash-

| fon.

Always bear in mind that any young
the
size of its digestive organs and that it
will eat more than is good for its health
if allowed to do so.

The little fellows, for the first two or
three days should be fed from six to eight
times a day and about a teaspoonful to a
feed for if a greater quantity is fed they
will have trouble with their digestive or-
gans and you will likely lose them. After
they are about three weeks old the whole

milk may be taken away from them and
| skimmed milk given, and aside from this
| they may be given a little green stuff and
| oceasionally a few scraps from the table
After they are five or six weeks old they

AN IMMENSE
LOG JAM ON THE
MIBAMICH

Between 60,000,000 and 70,-
000,000 Extends in Solid
Mass from Shore to Shore.

.

Chatham, N. B., June 8—A sight that
hag net beep witnessed on the Miramichi
for the past twenty years, the jamming
of nearly the whole of the gigantic Jumber
cut of the Bouth West Branch at a peint
a couple of miles above Millerton, has at-
tracted a large number of sightseers to
this place yesterday and teday.

Between 60,000,000 and 70,000,000 feet of
logs are compressed within a distance of
three-quartere of a mile, reaching from
shore to ghore and extending from the
bottom of the river to a-height in places
twenty feet above the level of the water.
It is a scene that will never be forgotten
by those who have gazed upon it.

The value of the logs thus piled up in
endless confusion approximates $600,000,
and may go ahove thig figure. During the
three days of the recent prolonged down-
pour all the logs in the southwest hoom
limits and these above it were awept down

@G. | before the rising flood. A jam occurred

at a point in the lower end,of the boom
limits and ae each successive bateh of logs
was driven on the jam the earlier logs
were forced lower and lower until they
piled frem the bed of the river to the top
of the high water mark,

When all the logs had run in the mass
extended from shore to shore in & solid
formation fully three-quarters of a mile in
length and now that the water has eub-
sided several feet the whole body of the
loge make a bridge across the river about
three or four feet above the water's level.

Dynamite will have to be used, it is
said, to loose the legs and enable the
boom company to sort them out and make
them into rafts for the lumbermen. At
present only a few sticks can be hauled
out at a time, and the expense to the
boom company to fulfill their part of the
contract will be very heavy.

dates, Dr. Pugsley and
Others as They Bare the
Record of the Flemming
Government— Former Min-
ister Flays Hazen for His
Unmanly Tactics.

Hampton, N. B., June 8—For more than
three hours at the Agricultural hall" in
Hampton Village tonight a large and en-
thusiastic aundience listened attentively to
speeches by the :good government candi-|
dates in’ Kings county—Messrs. Pearson,
Flewwelling and Wetmore—by Hon. Dr.
Pugsley, J. W. Keirstead, of St. John,
and Dr. D. H. McAlister, and expressed
by frequent and prolonged applause their
concurrence 1n the denunciation by the
speakers of the record of the Flemming
government.

Several very important statements were
made, and it was very evident that the
audience of about 500 was in hearty sym-
pathy with the appeal for henest and pro-
gressive government, as outlined in ‘the
manifesto of Mr. Copp.

The candidates gave many concrete in-
stances of ‘the public interest’being 'sacri-:
ficed by the government members for
Kings for the purpose of serving their own
personal and political' ends, and " gave
names and figures which brought cheer
after cheer from the electors, who are the
judges ‘of George B. Jones and J. A.. Mur-

‘.ray, whose record will be so unhesitating-
ly condemned on June 20. . ;

Mr. Keirstead, one of the Liberal candi-
dates in 8t. John, charged that the gov:
ernment had betrayed. the temperance peo-
ple by granting additional licenses in other
wards when the local option vote was car-
ried in certain wards in St. John,,and
that the clause in the amended act limit-
ing the number of saloons in each ward
had been secretly cut out of the amended
act. :

Mr. Keirstead said that, in examining
the record of the government, he had
found them equally as delinduent on other
matters as they had proved in dealing with
the temperance question, and ae took
strong ground against the granting of a
franchise t0 a company for the develop-
ment of water ‘power which an engineer
had reported was a commercial impossibil-
ity, and that it had been jammed through
simply for stock flotation purposes.

Bares Tory Conspiracy.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley, always a favorite in
Kings county, made one of the ‘strongsst
speeches of his career, and in replying to
criticisms of his own record, made the
definite charge that the government when
it tabled the Central railway report know
that the report was not in aceordance v ith
the evidence, and that it was for this rea-
son that the legislature had not been asked
to approve of the report or no action had
been taken.

“Do. you think,” he said, “that it was
for love of me that this report was carried
no further? Do you think that the men
who prepared and read those false affi-
davits of Mr. Mayes in 1908 weuld refrain
from going to any length to injure me in
the eyes of the public? The report was
not approved because Mr. Powell, counsel
for the investigators, told Mr. Hazen, then
premier, that the report was not justified
by the evidence and that while in :aaay
cases the_reporter had made the evideare
etronger tha. it really was, that the
charges were not' borne out by the avi-
dence and Mr. Hazen was manly anough
under these . circumstances not to ask the
legislature to approve of a false report,
although he was unmanly enough to allow
it to be published and not:to recall it. If
there is a purgatory, and. I think thece
should be, I am inclined to think that
these gentlemen will be a long time getting
through.” :

Dr. Pugsley also made the important sn-

nouncement that at the time the late fed-
eral government had ‘gone out of pow.r
the firm of Cammell, Laird & Co. had cn
deposit with their tender for the oulding
of eleven Canadian battleships at St. John
the sum of $100,000, and Mr. Hazen had
dealt St. John a hard blow by returnirg
this deposit and refusing to enter into the
contract at the behest of the Nationalist
wing of the Conservative party.
" The three candidates for the opposition
party in Kings all made a most favorable
impression with the Hampton electors, an
experience on their part which has been
repeated at many meetings throughount the
county, and there now seeems to be no
chance of their defeat.

O. W. Wetmore.

E. R. DeMill presided at the meeting,
and introduced O. W. Wetmore as the
farmers’ cqndidate. Mr. Wetmore said he
expected to go to the legislature it the
intereste of the fermers, of whom there
were too few in the house. Since accep:-
ing the nomination at a great personal
sacrifice 'on account of the busy season, Le
had thrown his whole weight into the
fight, believing the opposition would win
out.

The candidates had not met with the
same uphill work as they did four years
ago, but they found the roads worse with
the shoe on the other foot, and a govern-
ment which had violated nearly every
pledge to aseist them.

“They promised to-make the administra-
tion of the roads honest and non-partizan,”
said Mr. Wetmore, “and they have not
kept their promise, (Applause.) “It is true
there has been a slight reduction in school
books but it amounts to only seven cents
a pupil or 35 cents for our largest fam-
ilies in school each year. © On the other
band the man paying on 21,000 worth of
property pays 80 cents more on property
tax while the poll tax has increased 50
cents. The average farmer is thus asked for
£1.30 each year to help this government,
and in most oases the roads are worse than
they were four years ago.”

“In Havelock parish, the other night,”
continued Mr. Wetmore, “my colleagues
and I were stuck in the mud on the main
road and had to get a special kind of
whiffletree to pull us out. In Rothesay
parigh the roads are steadily deteriorating
and in one year only $10 was spent there,

Mr., Flewwelling was given a rousing re-
ception by his fellow citizens of Hampten
and expressed pleasure at the large attend-
ance, which'was no larger, he said, how-
ever, than many of the audiences in smaller
parishes. Mr. Flewwelling told of the work-
ing of the highway act, by reciting the
course pursued by the. government in
Hampton parish where their first appointee
as secretary-treasurer, had worked too well’
with bim as a councillor, and he had then
‘been replaced ‘by another man ,who work-
ed very well indeed with the other coun-
cillar who was’a Conservative. He said
that the other two members of the board
wanted to appoint a brother of the Con-
servative councillor as commissioner, but
that the proposed official had refused to
act unless he could collect commissions
both on monies eollected and monies ex-
pended. ;

In speaking of other broken promises of
the govérnment, Mr. Flewwelling referred
to the farce of the agricultural commission,
the failure to keep ordinary expenditure
within revenue, the increase in the public
debt and condemned very strongly the de-
crease in the size of the saw log from 18
feet 10 inch top to 16 feet 9 inch top.
“We know that public works have not
‘been put up to tender,” said Mr. Flew-
welling. “Here at our own Hampton whart
Mr. Wilkins,” of 8t. John, had two heats
at it. The first time he drew $58.20, with
a pay roll of $219.63, and the second time
he ‘made it almost even money with a pay
rol] of $110.38, and his bill $96.80. Al-
though Mr, Wilkins drew almost $800 for
a few weeks work in 1909, and $1,300 the
second year, he came to me and wanted a
pass on the boat going up and down.”

Mr. Flewwelling caused much amusement

by the recital of a conversation he had

with Mr. Dickson, one of the Tory candi-
dates, who said after the first campaign
meeting: “Come on out behind the barn.
You kick me and I'll kick you.”

“I told him,” said Mr. Flewwelling,

Dr. Pearson was very heartily received
and.at once entered into a discussion of
his subject by declaring ' that the great
issue before the people was whether or
not the province was to be bound to giant
corporations. = The government was con-
trolled by the U. P. R. and had already
given the corporation the Central Railway
and was trying to present them with the
St. John Valley Railway at the expense of
the province. The securing of these roads
was but a move in the C. P. R’s game to
grab the I. C. R. It.would not be long be-
fore the federal government would grent
the C. P. R. running rights .and the
privilege of picking up local trade on the
I. C. R. Then gradually the governmeng
trains would be withdrawn and the C. P.
R. gaining control would at once increase
the rates on the People’s Railway.

In speaking of the increase in revenue,
Dr. Pearson quoted as proof that the cut
on crown lands had increased, a note in
the auditor general’s report for 1911, writ-
ten by the deputy surveyor general to the
euditor general asking for an additional
$000 “for use in the collection of stump-
age, owing to the greatly increased cut on
the crown lands.” (Applause.)

In making the charge that money was
wasted on roads and bridges, Dr. Pear-
son cited several instances where incom-
petent men were engaged as superintend-
ents. At Apohaqui, a brother of the
member, probably a good bookkeeper, re-
ceived nearly 8200 for inspecting a bridge.
Dr. Thorne, of Havelock, looked: after
the construction of a concrete bridge;
Frank Roach, a farmer, was paid nearly
8300 for the same work, and there wekre
many similar instances all over the coun-
ty.

Dr. Pearson then scored G. B. Jones

very severely. for his action in selling
lumber and Supplies to the government
under the name of J. P. McAuley, and
gave the case of one bridge at Penobs-
quis where the deal covering had 'béen
supplied to the old government for $18;

supplied by Mr. Jones through McAuley,

“L take this stand,” said Dr. Pearson,
“if a man does not consider it a sufficient
honor to represent this grand‘old county
of Kings without resorting to subterfuges
to evade the law against the independence
of parliament, it is time for the people
to relieve him and his colleagues of the
regponsibility and they will do that on
June 20.

* AT CRAND FALLS

Li{)era’l Demonstration Largest
Ever Held in the
County

GOVERNMENT SCORED

F. B. Carvell Showed How Flemming
is Fooling the People on the Valley
Road—Candidates, Senator Costi-
gan and Charles Curless Made
Fighting Speeches.

Grand Falls, N. B., June 9—The largest
political meeting ever held in Grand Falls
was that of the opposition held in Price’s
rink, Saturday. The rink was filled to its

full capacity with 1,200 electors from the
parishes of Grand Falls and Drummond.
It was certainly a marked contrast to the
meeting of the commissioner of agriculture,
when the audience did not exceed 100.

The speakers of the evening were F. B.
Carvell, M. P, Senator Costigan, Pius
Michaud, M. P., Charles Curless and the
opposition candidates, Messrs. Burgess and
Tweeddale. Mayor A. R. Hallett was elect-
ed chairman.

Mr. Burgess was the first speaker, and
dealt briefly with the issues of the cam-
paign. He asked the electors present to
vote the tieket—Burgess and Tweeddale—
and not split a vote.

This would leave the public' mind at rest
on. the question of connection with the
Grand Trunk Pacific, without which the
road could only be a branch line without
ugefulness to the people for whom it is
built, and having no earning capabilities,
and . would involve a change on the
revenues of the province of interest for the
amount of $200,000 per year.

Mr. Tweeddale also showed up Mr. Flem-
wing’s tactics of having the journals of the
house read showing the opposition to have
voted against the third reading of the bill,
when as a matter of fact there was no
division on the third reading, after the
government was put on record as voting
against the amendment.

In 1009 the Fed-|
eration of Temperance approached the gov-
ernment on the question of provingial pro- |
hibition and were turned down. In that|
same year the Moral and Social Reform |
Council of this province, through a com-
mittee composed of His Lordship Bishop !
Richardson, J. 8. Armstrong, M. E. Agar,
Major Thomas Kickham, Rev. A. A. Gra-
ham, J. Willard Smith, A. A. Wilson, K.|
C., Dr, G. U. Hay and myself approached
the government seeking amendments to the
liquor license act. While many friends of
prohibition criticised us for geeking half|
measures, yet from the facts in our pos-|
session we felt justified in so acting. Among |
the amendments obtained was the change|
in the Jaw to & majority vote, the closing|
of the barrooms at 5 o’clock instead of 6
o'clock; the removal of all screens or any
device-from the windows of all taverns so
as to permit a full view of the barroom |
from the outside; and the having of but|
one entrance to the barroom compelling |
all others to be closed up and to be iden-|
tical with the wall. - |

These amendments would have served a
useful purpose had no other amendments
been introduced, but other amendments
were introduced, «and that without the
knowledge of the temperance people. The
effects of such counter amendments have
been to nullify and render abortive the‘
amendments asked for by the Moral and |
Social Reform Council. For instance, in|
1903 under the old government, Section |
19, sub-section 1, gaid: The number of{
tavern licenses which may be granted in|
the respective municipalities shall not in

But this act was amended by the
present government in 1809 cuttnig out
the words, ‘each ward taken eeparately’
and the words ‘of such ward,’” throwing
those -wards open to receive the saloon
voted out hy local option in the other
wards, providing they have the requisite
population. Thus we have fifty-three
licensed taverns instead of 42, an increase
of eleven saloons by the grace of this gov-
ernment, nullifying the hoasted benefits
derived from the majority vote for loesl
option, the government by law doing for
the liquor traffic what the people refused
to do by their votes. In other words, the
people eay ‘we don't want the fifty-three
saloons;’ the government says, ‘yes, you
must have them.

Little the Candidates

All Sections of the Constituency Represented at
the Convention Saturday in Fredericton---The
Nominees Accept in Stirring Speeches---One For-
mer Tory Stalwart Present at the Proceedings--
Reports of Many Conservatives Disgusted and

Quitting Their Party.

Predericton, N. ¥., June 8—York county
has swung into line for. honest and pro-
gressive government in this prpvince, a
strong and popular ticket being nominated
Saturday afternoon in the interests of the
opposition. The ticket s as follows: Geo.
F. Burden, ex-M. P. P., of Pokiok; W, J,
Osborne, of Fredericton; Alex. Little, of
Manners-Sutton; Walter Limerick, of
Lower 8t. Marys.

No more eloquent testimeny to deep
feeling that prevails against the Flemming
government could be obtained than the
large and representative attendance, and
the enthusiasm with which nominations
were received. Every section of the county
was represented, points as widely separat-
ed as Bloomfield Ridge, near Northumber-
land ocounty line, and North Lake, on the
United States border, had their quota of
delegates present.

The most significant feature of the pro-
ceedings was the plain indication that in
districts in which the government party
has been strong in the past there is open
revolt against those who have been -in
power for the past four years, former sup-
porters being prominent in that movement.

The eonvention was held in Pitt’s Build-
ing, York street, and as many of the dele-
gates had to leave by trains departing at
early hours there was no unnnecessary de-
lay. R. W. McLellan, of Fredericton, was
in the chair. Ald. Edward Moore, of this
city, for many years president of the York
County Liberal Association, was also pres-
ent. A letter from him containing his resig-
nation from that important office was read
and his resignation was accepted.

In a brief address, Ald. Moore expressed
the regret he felt but pressure of business,
failing health and other causes had com-
pelled him to take the step he had. His
best wishes would . always be with the
party, however. The chairman and N. W.
Brown, of Southampton, both expressed
heartiest appreciation of the seryices which
Ald. Moore had rendered to the Liberal
party in the past and regretted that he had
found it necessary to resign the chairman-
ship.

Mr. McLellan was proposed for the vac-
ant office, but on the suggestion of Gearge
W. Hodge, which was supported by Mr.
McLellan, himself, the selection of a chair-

* man to succeed Ald. Moore was left to a
committee, which decided upon Dr. A. B.

A Strong Ticket.

The selection of ‘a ticket by the delegates
appointed by the various polling divisions
of the county was accomplished in a short
time. Ex-Coun. C. N. Goodspeed, of Pen-
niac, was summoned to a meeting of the
delegates and asked if he were willing that
his name be placed on the ticket. On ac-
count of personal reasons he declined the
nomination. The choice of the delegates
was received with cheers by the conven-
tion, as it was realized that the men
named were strong and that the govern-
ment party would be given the fight of its
life in this county.

The opposition ticket has its members
well distributed throughout the constitu-
ency. W. J. Osborne is a former alderman

15 THE NATIONAL
LAG OF CANADA

Ottawa, June 7—There has been some
controversy in the capital as to the actual
flag of Canada. The matter is settled by
the following despatch recerved from the
secretary of state for the colonies, by His
R?_\éal Highness the Duke of Connaught:

‘Bir:—

" “I have the honor to transmit to Your
Royal Highness a copy of a letter in re-
gard to the tlag which should be used by
Private persons who are British subjects.
I should be glad if you would be good
enough to cause the public to be informed
that the Union flag is the national flag of
Canada, as of all other parts of His Ma-
jesty’s dominions, and may be flown on
land by all British subjects and that the
red emsign with the arms of the Dominion
of Canada in the flag is intended to be
used only by Canadian merchant vessels.
