The London Fire Department.
The London Fire Brigade is a much less 

numerous and costly department than is 
generally supposed. The strength and 
plant of the brigade is as follows: SCffire 
engine stations, 93 fire escape stations, ’4 
floating stations, 51 telegraph lines, 82 
miles of telegraph lines, 3 floating steam 
fire engines, 1 iron barge for land steam 
fire engines, 16 seven inch manual fire en­
gines, 104 fire escapes, 387 firemen. The 
number of firemen kept on the several 
watches throughout the metropolis is 107 
by day and 169 by night, making a total 
of 276. The average number of 
men sick, injured or absent on leave 
is about forty. The total numbe; of fires 
or alarms during 1871 was 2,046. Of these 
only 207 resulted in serious damage and 
1.635 did but slight damage. The fires of 
1871 were 104 less than in 1870, but com­
pared with the average of the last ten years 
there is an increase of 362. The cost of the 
Brigade for 1871 was about $300,000. of 
which sum government furnished $37,500, 
the fire insurance companies *58,097 and 
there was raised by local tax $194,012. 
New York is about one-third as large as 
London, and its paid fire department costs 
somewhere near $1,000,900 per

To /As Editor of the Tribune.
.r Sir ; The Superintendent sits in bis cozy 

office. Complacency flits over bis coun­
tenance as he reads the Tribune and con­
templates the receipts of the European 
and North American Railway, extension 
eastward. The Assistant Superintendent 
lingers in bis office in precisely the same 
frame of mind, and the Government at 
Ottawa blandly overlook, the whole and 
deliberates over its pie-crust promises. 
And all this time the merchants in town 
and country suffer and talk and roar and 
and write and fret and fume and scold and 
entreat and protest, but all to no purpose. 
The autocrat ol the railway lays the blame 
on the Government, and the Government 
in turn refers the matter loathe Commis- 

s and they promise something, and 
Meanwhile the business 

community suffers and the Sunday schools 
rejoice with “ exceeding great joy,” and 
the youths of the land revel in pie-nics and 
strawberry festivals. Huge piles of lum­
ber, gigantic stacks of pressed hay, and 
cargoes of box shooks lie bleaching in the 
sun by tho way-side awaiting cars to take 
them down to the city. But there are no 
oars, and the lumber becomes discolored, 
the hay falls off in price, the shooks 
deteriorate in value, and the Sunday 
school children, bless them ! take off their 
hatsto the lumbermen as they dart along 

. tdKunooth rails en route for the “ beauti­
ful grounds” of some philanthropist on 
the line of railway. And Sabbath-school 
teachers wipe the dust from their short 

-pants and contemplate the beauties of 
nature, and point out morals and adorn 
talcs ; and the engine drivers put on more 
fuel, and the cow-catcher pitches off 
wandering sheep from the track, and the 
freight loiters by the wayside untouched. 
And Mr. Tilley and Mr. Mitchell promise 
to send from Port Hope two hundred cars, 
and sixty cars from Amherst, and filty 
more from somewhere else ; and days pass 
and weeks fly along and months roll round, 
but the cars come not, and the lumbermen 
become profane, and the hay presser 
mourns aloud. But by-and-bye the Go 
vernment repents of its sins and does send 
cars, and very beautifully and very excel­
lently does that body attend to its own 
wise decrees, atid with a nice regard 

m ti suit the requirements of the 
‘ times, it sends fifty newly-made 

cars to a locality which requires 
them not, and the lree, loyal and independ­
ent electors of Northumberland sit by the 
roadside at Chatham, and the rafter halts 
on the glittering bosom dl the sparkling 
Miramichi and smiles at the two score and 
ten cars as they rest in repose on the rails, 
waiting lor orders. And the free school 
children convert these cars into bowling 
alleys and concert halls, and the lair maids 
of Dooglastown hold bazaars and tea- 
meetings within their precincts. „And all 

» along the St. John Station there stands a 
-^risSent of useless cats, unfit for traffic, 
aSthe1carpenter‘s hammer is unheard. 
And the government employ what avail­
able rolling stock there is in transporting 
gravel to and fro in Intercolonial Railway 
work, and the merchant preserves his soul 
in patience and awaits in silence the ar­
rival and departure of his freight. The 
timber merchant along the line of railway 
groans and laments at his loss, but tbe 
wily Cuban rqoices exceedingly at tbe low 
price of lumber. And box shooks are un­
able to supply the demand in the sugar 
growing Island ; but when the season is
