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"80 Million More Stars |

The largest telescope in the world is soon to!
be in operation at Seattle, Wash., according to
a news item in the New York Herald Tribune.
It will be a reflector, with a mirror 120 inches in
diameter. The telescope itself and the great ob-
servatory now being erected to house it will be
the gift of Charles H. Fyre. “The mammoth
speculum, the largest ever cast in the world, is
being completed by T. S. M. Shearman, Canadian
astronomer and telescope builder, in specially
constructed shops in Vancouver, B.C.,” the deli-
cate work of grinding the mirror to the right
curvature being done by. hand.

The largest existing telescope today {is the
instrument at the Mount Wilson observatory,
mounting a 100-inch speculum. The next in size,
73 inches across, is at Little Saanich, B.C,
(Canada.

The Fyre observatory is remarkable for sev-
eral features. It is the first erected primarily
for public education.. The mirror is the first large
optical lens ever cast on the North American
continent, The observatory itself will contain a
collection of -astronomical photegraphs gathered
from every part of the world. .

There are about 5,000 stars visible on a clear
night to the naked eve. The 60-inch reflector
makes 219,000,000 stars visible, The Mount Wil-
son speculum brings into view 320,000,000, while
the big Fyre telescope will, according to conser-
vative estimates, make visible at least 400,000,000
stars of the twentieth magnitude,

A huge dome 100 feet in: diameter and 150
feet in height will house the heavy machinery
used to manipulate the ponderous reflector and
cefractors of the big telescope.

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TEACHERS SEEK
EXCHANGE PLAN

To Seek Co-operation of De-
partments To Inaugurate
System.

Canadian Press Deepatch.

Toronto, Aug. 12.—The subject of
dominion registration of teachers was
given much consideration at today's
session of the Canadian Teachers’
federation,

The report on the question sub-
mitted by the executive of the Mani-
toba Teachers’ federation approved
a plan for the dominion registration
of teachers as being both feasible and
advisable, the first three Yyears of
registration to be under the direction
of the Canadian Teachers’ federation;
after that time the registration, on a
petition of 50 per cent of the regis-
tered members, It was suggested,
might be vested in a council or other
body elected by the registered
teachers. A certificate would be
issued for seven years, and renew-
able on application without charge.

Following the discussion, the com-
mittee bringing in motions recom-
mended that the report on the advis-
ability of having’ dominion registra-
tion be received and that each of the
provincial organizations be requested
to inquire into the question and re-
port back to the Canadian federation
at the meeting to be held next year.
This report was approved by the
federation,

E. H, Lock, of New Westminster,
B.C., said registration would put a
permanent hall-mark of proper
stanaing on the members of the pro-
fession, but he agreed such an im-
portant etep should be backed by ‘the
approval of the provincial federation. |
The plan of registration would dif-
ferentiate between teachers who
were making the teaching profession
their lifework and those taking up
the work not as a permanent profes-
sion.

The question of the inter-provincial
exchange of teachers, reported on by
G 3. EBllot:, secretary-treasurer,
Winnipeg, was also discussed. It
was pointed out that it would be
necesaary to have the co-operation of
the departments of education in the
various provinces. When it was
suggested that Major Ney. who is
connected with the organization
which arranges exchange of teachers
between Britain and Canada, be re-
quested to take charge of inter-
provineial exchange of teachers, ob-
jections were raised. Dr. Hardy held
that the federation should not give
this power to outside organizations.

An amendment by Dr. Hardy that
the Canadian Teachers’ federation
recommended that departments of:I
education should continue this work
both provincially and with the em-
pire, but in cases where the ma-
chinery for exchange was not set up
for this work the federation should
take steps to encourage it if thel
funds permitted, was carried. {
