ENEMY MADE SPLENDID FIGHT

They are like most of the houses of the
place, mud walls in a timber frame
with a thatched or tiled roof, paper
windows, mud floor and a Kk’ang of
mud, wood and brick, The entrance is
(usally through the Kkitchen, and one
must hurry through lest he lose his ap-
petite.

The dining-roomg and living-rooms
are one and the same, the tables being
usually placed on or alongside the
k'ang, where a belated sleeper may
still be sprawled,

The stock in trade
inns is not expensive, a few chop-sticks
and earthenware bowls, a fireplace of
mud, some copper cooking bowls and
pans, wooden spoons, a small hay fork
for fishing out the meat—pork is most
favored—and a few gourds to bale out
the liquids, With these and pork and
wine—the samshu, distilled from kow-
i liang—cabbage and rice, poultry and
eggs, and a few other viands easily
procurable, it would not require much
capital to establish a restaurant.

The streets are narrow, no more than
sixteen feet in width, and a rut ir
worn in one place, all carts keeping to
the same rut, There is no footpath.
‘The mud is the common way of all. At
nightfall the storekeepers and house
holders shovel mud into the cari-ruts
before their premises. Thus the resi-
dents assist in the effort to keep bad
roads in a state of semi-repair.

PICTURESQUE GATHERING.

The shops are all low, open at the
front, and the wares of the merchant
are spread on the counter and shelves
.at the ' back. Offen the residence of the

There cotton towels from Tokio, mir-
rors and soaps—the soaps are adorned
with tfancy French labels, but they are
made In Japan—pencils and paper, tin
mugs, and all manner of goods, such as
soldiers buy were on sale, the Chinese
doing a thriving trade with the Japan-
ese “Tommies.” Vegetable vendors,
biscuit bakers, butchers — these avere
mostly Mohammedans—and peripatetic
blacksmiths all vied for the trade of
the soldier, who now forms a greater
part of the city’s population than the
| natives.

The King's
choice is virtually limited to four or
five young princesses, any one of
whom would be agreeable to his sub-
jects.

In any case the death of the Prin-
cess of the Asturias will hasten the
marriage, and Spain will see her young
King at last released from the apron
strings of his somewhat old-fashioned
mother.

Dealers in pictures and other objects
of art are complaining of the disap-
pearance of the rich buyer from their
particular market. It would seem that
Pierpont Morgan was the last billion-
aire- of the right type—who never
haggled, and bought regardless of the
price of a given article. In the
absence of Americans, however, the
French millionaires seem to be sefting
an example of lavishness in this
madtter.

Maonsieur Viel-Picart,
manufacturer of absinthe in France,
has just bought from the Duc de
Luynes, six arm chairs and a sofa, for
the neat sum of $150,000. If one has
some regret at seeing this furniture
disappear from the historic chateau of
the duke—furniture which has served
greatl ministers and generals—one has
at least the consclation of thinking
that through them France's primacy
in the world of art is recognized. and
that though she may have lost politi-
cal rovalty she still preserves artistic
royalty.

An ambassador who finds himeelf in
a very curious position just now is
Monsieur Nicard, France's representa-
tive at the Vatican. e is an am-
bassador and yet not an ambassador;
his residence is officially at Rome, yet
he is prohibited from setting foot in
the cily.

As the ambassador is deaf and very
old., he accommodates himself to his
peculiar circumstances well enough.
Jut with Mme. Nisard it is ditferent.
Mme. Nisard, whose maiden name iy
Bernadarki and who is a Russian, and
consequently awbitious, did not marry
M. Nisard and endow him with her
great fortune altogether for his beauty.
She desired to be an ambassadress,
like her sister at St. Petersburg, the
Comtesse de Tallyrand.

Mme. Nisard is an ambassadress, in
a way, it is true, but scarcely in the
way she expected. And when we re-
member that there is not the faintest
chance of her husband ever again ex-
ercising his functions ot ambassador in
any real she is certainly de-
gerving of our pity.

1t is a somewhat significant coin-
cidence that the visits to Paris of M.
Qant Rene Tallandier, French minister
at Tanglers, and General Ziantey, com-
manding the troops scattered along the
Morocco-Algerian  frontier, synchro-
nized just recently. Between these
two servants of the republic there 18
a great difference of method, if not of
aim. The soldier is keen to push his
men over the frontier, round up the
Moorish tribes, and maintain generally
a state of unrest exceedingly danger-
ous for the policy of “pacific penetra-
tion’ which the Government has out-
lined in Morocco.

The diplomat, on the contrary, wants
to show the gloved hand rather than
the mailed fist. Tt is by financial means,
and financial means only, that he
hopes to get the Sultan—as pliable as
he is needy—in his power.

The Minister of Forelgn Affairs, act-
ing as arbitrator petween the soldier
and the diplomat. has decided in favor
of the latter. Henceforth, to the great
displeasure of General Ziantey, but to
the great satisfaction of most thinking
Frenchmen, the French conguest of
Morrocco is certain to he of a peaceful
nature.

A Crazy Proposition.

The Minister of the Interior declares
that an export duty on Canadian wheat
is out of the question. It is amazing to
find some journals seriously advocat-
ing such an impost, as a means of
forcing Canadian wheat to be ground
in Canadian mills,. They do not ex-~
plain how the embargo cowld be applied’
to the United States, and not to Great
Britain, and surely no Canadian would
wish to prohibit the export of Canadian
wheat to the mother country, under
any circumstances. It is a fine idea to
retain-in Canada the profit of grinding
the whole Canadian wheat crop, but it
would restrict the <Canadian wheat
grower to the home market and pre-
vent him from selling at the highest
price. The farmers of Canada would
not listen to such a proposition for a
moment. As Mr. Sifton says, an ex-
port duty would be a direct tax upon
them, and they already pay their share
of taxation. Having had the price of
what he has-to buy increased by
means of import duties, is it likely the
farmer would submit to a decrease in
the price of what he sells by means of
export duties?

1t is no argument to say that the
present embargo on Canadian sawlogs,
and an embargo on wheat would be
similar in-’principle. The timber limits
are owned by a handful of.
men. The wheat is grown by nearly
half the population of the ‘country.
American millers néed Canadian wheat
and their demand will raise its price:
The Canadian grower is entitled to the
benefit of the highest price he can get.

Canadian wheat will heip the Ameri-

can miller, but if the American miller
helps the Canadian wheat grower the
account is even., We might injure the
American miiler but only by injuring
the Canadian wheat grower. Would
there be any satisfaction in that?

Nothing has been more freely recog-
nized, nothing  more frequently pro-
claimed by intelligent observers this
past autumn, than the fact: that a
gambling ring had seized the occaston
of returning prosperity in Amerlca,
and of an easy money market, to push
up prices on the Stock Exchange in a
manner so extravagant and reckless as
to invite, many weeks ago, repeated
predictions of disaster. The fact that
the speculative public engaged in this
reckless game, notwithstanding warn-
ings from every trustworthy source, is
of itself sufficient explanation of the
rotten condition in which the stock
market was foun when speculators

attacked it during the past week.

We think the entire episode credit-
able neither to the wealthy capitalists
engaged in it nor to the outsiders who
followed them, nor to the banks which
provided the fuel for this speculative
blaze; Teo:our mind, it is ne answer
to say that the bank must lend to any-
one presenting marketable collateral,
and that these people proffered such se-
curity.. One does not hear of this sort
of fast-and-loose use - of depositors’
money by the great banks of ‘Paris and
London. Our feeling is that the spec-
tacle presented ‘in the money market
of the past two months — of notori-
ous speculators borrowing money to
buy stocks, securing those loans by
the very stocks thus bought, advanc-
ing prices ten or fifteen points through
the magnitude of their’ purchases, in-
creasing their loans to precisely that
extent because of the rise in value of
the collateral, and straightway throw-
ing into the speculative market the
extra capital thus procured—is. utterly
discreditable to a sober banking com-
munity. It was the comment of an

EXPERIENCE OF RUSS SOLDIER

Wriggles His Way to Shelter of
Trenches in Storm of Japanese
Bullets—(lad He’s Living.

-

Moscow, Dec. 1. — Kirinchenko, prob.-
ably the most-shot-to- pleces man_ who
has survived the present’ war, arrived
recently from Harbin, ' where after
weeks in the hospital, the doctors ex-
tracted seventeen . ballets, amputated
one leg, and discharged him as cured.
He gave his experiences in a quiet,
matter-of-fact way, and one ‘can hard-
ly do better than quote his own words.
He said: ;

“It was 'at Liae ¥ang that I got put
ont of commission tor.good. On the
evening of ‘Sept. 2 ‘'we hdd been ordered
to attack some—of the Japanese
trenches, We had to cross a good piece
of open ground under a heavy K cross-
fire, and there were ‘men falling every
step trom the tune we broke cover to
the minute we rushed the trenches at
the point of the bayonet. Nothing hap-
pened to me uitit we ‘were cluse to the
Japguese lines, when I got a bullet in
my” right foot that brought me down.
Ffom' ' that time I was no more good
except as a target, but I must say T
drew a4 good deal of Japanese ammuni-
noh, if that counted for anything.

“Our fellows went on and carried the
Japanese trenches  orn the left in a
hand-to-hand Hight, for we can usually
whip ‘those fellows if we can get close
enough to them. But there was a long
line ot works on the.right that we did
nuot take, and where they kept on shoot-.
ing. They were the people who did for
me. I was on the ground with my
teeth chattermmg, mostly with pain.
Scared? Of course, [ was. T guess any-
body would be scared under the cir-
cumstances, It seemed to me whon
those fellows on the right found I was
not deud, they did not take an interest
in shooting at anything but me. That
probably was not so, but that was the
way it seemed at the time.

“*Anyhow, 1 made up my mind to get
out, and crawled aleng toward the
trenches, where our men had gone over
the top. A¥ no one came back, I
thought they must have captured them.
I had not more than~started going un-
til a bullelt in my right shoulder roll-
#d me over again. I got my gun in my
left hand then and kept on crawling.
Then 1 got shot in the left leg- just
#bove the knee. 4 'hen two or three
bullets got me in® the right leg. 1
dropped my gun and helped myself
along with my left hand. But ithey
mnst have thught#I was having too
easy a time of it..for I got shot through
the left shoulder, and that brought me
down flat. There- was nothing for it
then but to wriggle along like a snake
on my breast and:stemach. I kept on,
getting shot in my right leg, but all
the feeling had gore out of it, so I did
not mind that much. The last time I
recollect getting l‘!it was agaln in the
left shoulder.

“Tt was just damn by the time I got
to the trenches, and when I finally
wriggled over the-top I thought they
were full of Japanese. But it happen-
ed. what Japanese uniforms I saw were
on corpses, and thie live people were
talking Russian, so I yelled for help.
The men took mé to a bandaging sta-
tion two miles away, and the doctors
did not think 1 was much good keep-
ing. ‘T had thirteen bullets in my right
leg and side, and four scattered around
other parts of me. “But they tied me up
and sent- me on+-t6 Harbin, and ‘there
they cut off my leg. It was not fit to
keep. So, here I am, crippled, but that
is better than being dead or a pris-
oner.”

THREE ADMIRALS
FAVOR BRITISH

Paris Foresees Decision of North
Sea Commission Which
Opens Tuesday.

Paris, Deec, 19. — Great activity is
manifested in official and diplomatic
quarters in connection with the open-
ing next Tuesday of the sessions of
the international -commission which is
to inquire into the: North Sea incident.
The=meeting will. bring together some
of the leading naval and tegal figures

Besides the Anglo - Russian crisis
which the appointment of the commis-
sion has averted, ‘it:is said that the
meeting will establish a number of
precedents affecting international
naval conditions and the rights and
responsibilities of Dbelligerents and
neutrals in-time of war. The British
and Russian members of the com-’
mission will arrive here Monday.
President Loubet will receive the
commission Tuesday. The various
delegates include a number of inter-
esting’ personages. - ‘The Russian em-
bassy said that ‘their party included
Admiral Kaznakoff, the Russian mem-
ber .of the commission: Lieut.-Col.
Stenger, Baron Taitbe, the -Russian
judicifll adviser;. Captain Clado, and
Lieuts. Ellis, Ott and Schremtchenko.
Captain Clado is considered to be the
ablest naval tactician iun ‘Russia, and
is. chief of the tactical school.

The British party is made up .of
Rear’ Admiral:Sir Lewis- A. Beaumont,
Great Britain’s representative on “the
commission; Sir Edward Fry, counsel,
and Hugh O’Beirn, agent. Sir Edward
Fry is one of the abXest jurists ‘of
England.

Besides the main personages the
withesses may mclude ﬁshelmen and
sallors.

Final arrangemeénts havée been made
for the opening session to take place
Tuesday, Dec. 20. The commission will
be installed on the first floor of the
palace on the Quai @'Orsay. There
the commission will first meet infor-
mally #nd prlvately, as the proceed-
ings will be ‘private untif it is formally
decided to make them public. More-
over, the Russian embassy was quite
sure that the sessions will remaih
private throughout. It is expected
that Foreign Minister Delcasse will
make the address of welcome. There-
after the four admirals will choose a
fifth admiral, determine guestions of
procedure and adjourn until after the
holidays.

It is understood that the British stde
of the case is practically made up. It

WORLD IS SHORT
IN WOMAN SUPPLY

Preponderance of Males in All
Places but Europe.

]

OLD-TIME NOTION IS UPSET

More Women Than Men Are To Be
Found la Big Cities —Females
on Increase.

Washington, Dec, 17. — Prof. W.
of Cornell University, has
written an interesting analysis on
the proportion o1 sexes in the United
States, as shown by the figures of
the last general census. Some of the
conclusions reached are of practical
as well as scientific importance, one
of the most important being to over-
throw the popular notion that there
are more females than males in the
United States.

The whole pcpulation of continental
United States was first counted with
distinction of sex in  1820. During
the seventy years from 1830 to 1900,
the absolute excess of males was
greater at each census than at any
preceding census, with one exception,
that of 1870, when the excess of males
was less than in 1850 and 1860.

This reduction of the excess of
males between 1860 and 1870 by about
200,000 was doubtless due to the deaths
in the ecivil war and the diminished
immigration during the decade.

The greatest relative excess of
males was in 1890, when in each 10.000
people there were 242 more males than
females.

By 1900 this excess had decreased to
216 in 10,000, less than the Telative
excess in 1890 and 1860, but greater
than that at each other census.

In continental United States there
are 1,638,321 more males than females,
or about 2 in each 100 people.

By 1900 this excess had decreased to
that half of it which has been count-
ed with distinction of sex, there are
several millions more males than
females.

Between 1890 and 1900 the divergence
among the several states in this re-
spect decrcased and the proportion of
males and of females in different sec-
tions became more nearly equal.

In 1880 about one-fourth and in 1900
lesg than one-sixth of the American
counties had an excess of females.

CITIES HAVE MORE FEMALES,

American cities as a rule have more
females than males. In the 1,861 cities,
each having in 1900 at least 2,500 in-
habitants. there were 201959 meore fe-
males than males, and this notwith-
standing the many western cities
which contained more males thau te:
males. and the enormous number oI
foreign-barn in the country, five-
ninths of them male and a large pro-
portion of them living in the clties,

This tendency of American citles to
develop a pooulation having a major-
ity of females had increased slnce
1890, when. in the 1,490 cities, each
having at least 2,500 inhabitants, there
were 6.929 more males than females.

While the excess of 6,929 males in
American cities in 1890 became an ex-
cess of 210,959 females in American
cities in 1900, the excess of 1,519,559
males in country districts in 1890 he-
came an excess of 1,840,280 males in
1900.

Or, expressing the facts in ratios,
of each 1,000 inhabitants of such cities
in 1890, 500 were males and in 190,
497 were males; of each 1,000 inhabit-
ants living outside these cities in
1890, 519 were males and in 1900, 520
were males. The difference thus is
the number of males or of females
between an average ihousand of city
and of country population in 1890 was
9 and in 1300, 2.

This conclusion is not materially
modified when a more accurate method
is employed and a comparison made
between the figures in 1890 and 1900
for the same list of cities, namely, all
which had at least 2,500 inhabitants
